Rogers To Report to Nixon
On Mideast Peace Efforis

By KENNETH J. FREED
Assoclated Press Writor

WASHINGTON (AP) — 8ecre-
tary of State Willlam P. Rogers
was back in the capital today to
give President Nixon a mildly
optimistic report on his efforts
to find an opening to a peaceful
Arab-Israell settloment.

Rogers spent two weeks and
covered 18,000 miles in Europe
and the Mideast in his search
for areas of agreament between
the two sides. He told newsmen
nponhha.rm_nlanuhmm
Sunday night:

“I think the difference be-
tween the parties has narrowed
some and I think both sides gen-
erally would like to move to-
ward peace.” He added he is
“somewhat more encouraged'
about the Mideast than when he
left.

Rogers, who had an afternoon
meeting scheduled with the
President, pointed cautiously to
the possible reopening of the
Suex Canal as a lkely starting
point that could lead to a wider
agreement,

Assistant Becretary of BState
Joseph Sisco had spent four
hours 8Bunday with Egyptian
President Anwar Sadat discuss-
ing the canal opening, particu-

larly concerning views Rogers

‘What is easler to believe is the pos-
sibility that no brand of mansgement—
or at least no kind of mansgement yet
theorized and invented — would have
made much difference In the fact that
we have arrived today where we are
today.

Businesa conditions, some cynics are
beginning to conclude, are like the com-
mon cold. By the time you foel yourself
coming down with it, the virus has al-
ready taken hold. No matter what
glamorous and different remedies the
patient then employs, sometimes to his
own apparent temporary relief, the cold
itself somehow stif manages to nm its
dreary and standard course.

Just es It seems Iinevitable that
medical sclence shall someo day be able
to turn off a cold, at instant will, so it
also seams possible that we should, some
day, find the formula for keeping the
world's wealthiest nation from having
to find these current eoconomic head-
lines in its mirror, We will, some day,
be able to vary the present routine for
treatment of an economic siump, which
{s to take plenty of aspirin and take a
few days, or weeks, or momths off.

For the moment, however, we have
the headlines, We belleve they are mis-
leading, We belleve the trend has.shift-
ed, even though some statistics still lag.
We belleve we are going to be able to
look back, later, and realize that this
mmumpmmmw-
ture was beginning to tum for the bet-
ter. But we suspect that, even among
the experts who say they also feef this
way, it is still more faith than science.

An “Emmy” Doesn’t Alter It
Almost immediately after the first
showing of “The @elling of the
Pentagon,” and long before attack on
the program from Viece President Ag-
new and others had made it a national
tssue, the comment in this space re-
grotted that the makers of the film had
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not shown more balance and fairness in
thelr presentation.

We thought the program had a legitl-
mate and important story to teH, in its
descriptions of the Pentagon's techni-
ques of salesmanship, But we also
thought that the program pacrificed
some of its own effectivencas because
it did not resist the temptation to make
everything seem mntormly'bluk. and
to paint the Pentagon ns o total villaln
which had never rendered any decent
service to the nation which created it

In summary, we thought it & good pro-
gram, and we wére glad OBS had the
courage to make it, and we were sorry
that same courage somehow managed
to run away with what should have been
falrer judgment and a less angled
presentation.

The fact that this program has now
received an "Emmy’” award does not
alter our original regret that the pro-
gram was not better made than it was.
The award, we are afrald, merely
{llustrates that the broadcast industry
rallies In & "my industry right or
wrong” spirit when it finds one of its
members under attack, and thereby
hails as excellent a production it iteelf
might be privately criticizing in other
circumstances. .

Almost as shocking and disconcerting
as what seems to be the final Food and
Drug Administration verdict on sword-
fish — that-everybody had better stop
eating any of it right now — is the dis-
covery of where the swordfish came
from, when we were enjoying it.

We Americans used to consume 36,-
000,000 pounds of swordfish a year.

But Japan and Canada caught most
of it and then sold it to us.

We caught only 500,000 pounds a year
for ourselves, with our own fishing in-
dustry.’

And this 500,000 pounds came partly
from Northeastern watern and part-
ly from the Pacific,

These are shattering statistics, which,
the more we savor them, the more they
revise and impair our gustatory, delights
of the past. .

We always thought we were eating

Block Island swordfish.

We don't ever recall being notified
that it was not Block Isiand swordfish.
And we can't, even now that we have
been so rudely disillusioned, quite
eliminats the memory of that special
Block Island flavor, so assured and de-
lightful a part of our yesterdays.

In Alabama
Postponed

OPBLIKA, Ala. (AP) — The
federal civil rights trial of Ala-
bama’s first black sheriff since
Reconstruction was postponed
today untll Wedneaday.

The court decided to hear oth-
er cases before the trial of La-
cius Amerson and his chief dep-
uty In nelghboring Macon Coun-
ty, Richard Coleman Jr., also

black. No reason was given at
once,

They are charged with violat-
ing another Negro's civil rights
by beating him, .

Among thelr defense attor~
neys Is state Atty. Gen. Bill
Baxley.

Amerson clalms the charge
was instigated by “‘a band of
willful men who are obsessed
with the Idea that black people
must not hold office in Macon
County.""

The vicim of the alleged
beating was Wilbert Dean Har-
ria, who himsel{ faces four
counts of assault with intent to
murder stemming from a shoot-
out at the jail in Tuskegee.

The shootout occurred Jast
Aug, 22 when Harris was
brought in on a charge of driv-
ing while intoxicated.

Amerson sald Harris pulled a
pistol, disarmed deputies and
began firing. The officers fled
the bullding and returned the
fire from the outside until Harris
surrendered.

Amerson and Coleman are ac-
cused of beating Harris then
with the intention of inflicting
summary punishment,

“If Sheriff Amerson is con-
victed," Baxley sald, ‘‘every
law enforcement officer In Ala-
bama will be fair game for any
drunk with o gun.”

He sald his office ‘would de-
fend any officer of the state who
is “hauled into court because of
the performance of his duty."

Amerson was elected sheriff
of predominantly black Macon
County in 1086 and was re-elect-
ed Inst year. Alabama now has
three other black sheriffs—in
Lowndes, Greene and Bullock
counties.

“NO TAX INCREASE NEEDED”

We Democratic Directors would like to answer the
statement of Mayor Farr concerning the preparation
of the Town Budget. In answer to our demand that the
budget deliberations include all of the Directors and not!
just the Republicans, Mayor Farr answered that he saw °
no need to consult the Democrats. This says that the

\‘Ropublicans do not intend to take into consideration

.. the views of any group, other than the Republican Party.

_Mayor Farr has said that it will be necessary for the
Democratic: Directors to attend the budget meeting on 4,
May 5, 1971, in order to know what the budget will be
for the fiscal year, 1971-72. In other words, the Demo-
cratic Directors. will be given no opportunity to present
their views or to participate in the decision-making
process. The Town budget will indeed be a Republican
budget only. This is a clear violation of the intent of
the Town Charter and an insult to the Independent and
Democratic voters. The preparation of the budget has
been done in secret by six Republican Directors and we
want the entire Town of Manchester to know ‘this. We
also strongly believe that the whole budget-making pro-
cedure is wrong and needs to be changed to include
both parties. We recommend change and when elected
as the majority again will see that it happens.

As a result of the Republican Directors' refusal to
allow the Democratic Directors to participate in the
budget-making procdss. the Democratic Directors have
prepared their own budget. The highlights of this budget

are as follows:

I. The mill rate would remain the same as last year;
the budget that would have been adopted by the
Democratic Directors, had they the power,
would include no tax increase at all.

Our budget would include a 5% pay increase
for Town employes and a 3% increase to execu-
tive and administrative staff members.

requests, compared to that of last year, makes the

Democratic hold-the-line budget mathematically and
economically feasible. ~

It is the feeling of the Democratic Directors that
in this year of economic crisis every move possible
should be effected commensurate with good service. By
careful consideration of the budget we feel that satis-
factory Town services can be provided without a tax
increase. We expect both the Town and Board of Edu-
cation to exercise the greatest degree of economy and

to hold the line on expenses throughout the coming fiscal
year. .

We regret we were not given an opportunity to

present our views and reasonings to the Republican
Directors. ~

Since we were not consulted in the adoption of the
budget, the Democratic Directors will not vote on the
Republican budget: We refuse to be a rubber stamp and
a party to a budget by secret meetings.

Hurts U.S. Supplies

SAN DIEGO, Calif. (AP) — the Andiamo entered Into San cll officers for 1971-72:

The Mercy Wiggins was 10
miles from home when the end
came. It was an inconspicuous

onough boat, & converted
shrimper, but narcotics agents
knew it well, For a year it
had been part of a cat and
mouse game.

The payoff came last Monday
night in San Francisco Bay.
When agents boarded the 60-foot
yacht, they found five tons of
Mexican marijuana crammed in
her compartments, They sald it
was destined for national mar-
kets,

U.8. Customs officials de-
scribe the catch—estimated at
worth $1.4 million on the retall
market—as the biggest single
marijuana seizure in the na-
ton's hiatory.

And with the arrests of two
persons aboard the Mercy Wig-
gins, two more in what officials
said was & companion vessel
and four more allegedly waiting
for the shipment on land, au-
thorities sald they cracked what
possibly ‘'was the largest mari-
juana. smuggling operation in
(1.8, history.

The year-long investigation,
dubbed Operation Milkman, be-
gan with a tip about boats mak-
ing runs to Mexico for marijua-
na. Before It ended with a 20-
minute sea chase of the Mercy
Wiggins, more than 30 federal,
state and local narcotics offi-
cers were involved in the case.

They had infiltrated the al-
leged smuggling ring, " uncov-
ered an elahorate land base
where they figured the marijua-
na arrived and closely traced
the movements of the Mercy
Wiggins and another boat up
and down the California coast.

John E. Van Diver, special
Customs agent in charge in
Southern Calfornda, says '‘at
least five loads’ of marijuana,
probably worth as much es the
selzed cargo, was carried from
Mexico during the 12 months be-
fore. He sald several stales
were involved.

The smuggling operation was
“the most beautiful setup we've
ever seen,” Van Diver sald in
an interview,

The smugglers under the
guise of documentary film mak-
ers, leased property alongside &
ship channel off San Francisco
Bay and bulldozed a road into a
finger of land. jutting into the
channel, he sald.

‘“They had signs made which
had the name of the fllm com-
pany,” sald Van Diver. “They
put one sign at the entrance. to
the Httle finger of land and also
on various vehicles."” -

A year ago, Van Diver sald,
U.8. Customs agents searched
the 88-foot converted fishing
vessel Andiamo “‘and found cer-
tain indications that it was in-
volved In a major marijuana
smuggling operation. As time
went on, we heard more and
more about the boats and some
of the principals involved."

“Thege vessels were known to
be moving saround California
and were observed continuously
going between S8an Diego and
San Frencisco. About six weeks
ago, the two boats departed the
United States for Mexico to load
up with sizable Qun.nUch of
marijuana.

‘“They were gone for about aix
weeks, and we don't know ex-
actly where they loaded up.
Then they started back north-
bound, and it took some two
weeks for them to get here as

it's quite a ways down to Mexi-
CO-"

In trips before, the two boats
were watched as they moved up
and down the coast ‘‘but they

" were dmpty,” he said—''they
were, we belleve, making ar-
rangements for this particular
venture."'

“The boata started’spreading
out some distance from each
other, which made it very diffi-
cult for us,” sald Van Diver of
the final trip.

“It was very cloudy, with
dark clouds almost at water lev-
el, and rough seas, all of which
interfered not only with the pa-
trol boats we hod in the area
but, more important, with sev-
eral alreraft and hellcopter that
eral aircraft and helicopters thal
movements of the smuggling
boats.

“Finally, Monday morning,

Francisco Bay while the Mercy
Wiggine was laylng some 20
miles off Half Moon Bay in In-
ternational waters,

*I don't think they were suspl-
clous. Not then. Perhaps later
they knew we were there but
not when they were approaching
8San Francisco,' he sald,

““About 8 o’clock, we boerded
the Andiamo but found no mari-
juans.”

The smugglers, at their per-
manent base, some
holes in the brush, put a tele-
phone pole in the water and tied
it to the land so they could bring
the |Dboats alongside—hidden
from view—and unload directly
under the trees,' Van Diver
sald. '“Then the boats could
leave or go around the finger
and anchor in the harbor.”

The customs official said U.8.
authorities consider the opera-
tion “‘a major supply source not
only for the West Coast but
rather for national consumption.
With the type of loads this group
was smuggling, we are certain
a great deal of it was destined
out of Celifornia to New York
and other cities."

The six men and two women
arrested were charged in com-
plaints filed by government at-
torneys in S8an Diego with con-
spiracy to import and smuggle
marijuana. Bond ranged from
$50,000 to $100,000 each.

Attorney General Likens
Protesters to Brownshirts

SAN FRANCIBOCO (AP) —
Atty. Gen. John N. Mitchell,
comparing, last week's antiwar
protesters in the nation‘s capital
to Hitler's Brownshirts of the
19208, has praised Washington
police for stopping “& repres-
give mob from robbing the
rightas of others."”

Police in the capital blocked
attemptsa by Mayday demon-
sirators to close down govern-
ment activity with 12,000 arrests
over four days.

Mitchell told the California
Peace Officers Assoclation Mon-
day that ‘“nothing else could
have been done'’ to stem events
that he sald were part of ‘‘grow-
ing threat to civil rights in this
country."

“I am proud of the Washing-
ton City police,” he sald, "I am
proud that they stopped a
repressive mob from robbing
the rights of others."

Mitchell' took issue with those
he termed “sideliners stepping
forward to sympethize with the
jawbreakers and fault the po-
Vce' for the way Mayday pro-
testers were arrested.

He sald one senator, whom he
jater identified as Lee Metecalf,
D-Mont,, ‘“dregged out the tired
old comparison with the Naxis"
in reference to Washington po-
lee,

“Perhaps it is good that he
brought this up,” Mitchell said,
“hecause I would like to recall
snother group of ‘¢lvillans who
roamed the streets of Germany,
in the 1820s, bullying people,
shouting down those who disa-
greed with them and denying
other citizens thelr civil rights.”

He charged that leaders of ex-
tremist groups have misled
their followers into belleving
their cause is so right they can
commit no wrong.

The geophysicist is Dr, Robert
Coe, whose father lives in Pe-
king, the Times said.

Mrs, Signer sald her husband

and Galston arrived in Hanol

April 25 to lecture at a universi-
ty. When they left, she said,
they had wanted to visit main-
land China but had no indication
they would be able to do so.

Galston and Signer were quot-
ed Sunday by Hanol's official
Vietnam News Agency as hav-
ing promised North Vietnam's
Premier Pham Van Dong at a
recent meeting that they would
“do their best ... to work for
the prompt ceasation of the U.8.

funds.

Proposed legislation for the
war against the disease Is
awalting House action, with the
additional money included.

Predicting that Congress will
move the program along quick-
ly, Nixon sald in a statement
that '‘the time has now come for
us to put our monsy where our
hopes are...Our capacity for
efficient management waa in-
strumental In our efforts to split
the atom and travel to the
moon. Now we need to apply
those same capacities to the
conquest of cancer."”

A special new agency would
be set up within the National In-
stitute of Health, to be designat-
ed as A CancerCure Program
where it could ‘take advantage
of all wide-ranging research
now going on.

The Presldent sald the agency
would have an independent
budget and be directly responsi-
ble to him.

In an sppearance before the
White House press corps, Nixon
sald:

‘I have asked for this becausq
I have a very deep concern and
also because I believe presiden-
tial interest and presidential
guldance will hasten the cure
for cancer."

The President sald there have
been some very significant
breakthroughs that make it pos-
sible to look forward to a cancer
cure and added:

“It will not fail for the lack of
funds. It will not fail for the
lack of organization. It will call
on adl the resources of NIH, and
it will not suffer from & lack of
presidential interest.”
