He tore off his 
eyeUds ^  threw them away, 
whereupon they eprouted into 
tea plants. He boiled the leaven 
and refreshed himself with the 
resultant brew. .

It is no legend that tea was 
Introduced to Europe In the ITth 
century by the Dutch. From 
W/isiMMi, It went to BYance and 
Ekigland. By the middle of the 
Mth centuxy. It was the princi­
pal beveiage In Engtapd and 
had suipasaed coffee In pop- 
ulaiity.

The very beat tea comes from 
India and the Ooylon highlands.
There are tiuee baste tees —
Week or fermented, green or 
unfermeuted and oriosig adtich 
is sesnt-fermented, the latier
a comUnation of Uack and
green. Of the three, black Is 
the moat commonly used.

The designations orange pe­
koe or pekoe refer, to leaf 
grades. The finest tea la made 
of the first one- or two tiny 
leaves which appear on the end 
of each twig. The third and 
Courth leaves are used only in 
coaiae teas.

The flavor of tea will vary 
from one plantation to another 
Mud from season to season. Most 
of the tea we drink is a Mend 
of as many as 2K grades In one 
brand. Almost every Mend con­
tains some proportion of Indian 
tMU

Tea sold in the American col­
onies as early as 1660. 'It was 
a great luxury, selling for five 
to six doUara per pound. Gen­
tlemen often carried their own 
little boxes of tea about with 
them, locking it w«h a key.
The household tea was also kept 
locked in a caddy. - The word 
caddy comes from the Indian 
w «d  “ kati”  which la a meas­
ure of weight.

There is nothing more re­
freshing on a hot summer day 
than a taU C09I glass of iced 
tea with lemon and reCredilng 
mint. Alison iBoiaoneau grows 
her own mint, two varletiea.

We can all rememlmr the hopeful fan­

fare with which the preaent management 
oC the Oonnecticut Co. took over the 
operation of ita bua Unea. Bhrerytbing 
tbet new equipment and progroaaive 
mana(emcnt could acoomphah wae go­
ing to be given ita chance to reveree the 
decline m public patronage.

AU that has really aurvived from this 
noble eocpeitment has been the good will 
and the good intentinn of the manage­
ment. It has not, like aome railroad 
managements have done, deliberately 
conspired to doamgrade its own service 
in order to diacbunge patronage In of̂  
der to obtain permission to cancel its 
own passenger operations.

Otherwise, the eotperience of the bus 
Unea has paralleled that of the railroads. 
Patronage has continued to decline. H ie' 
bus company management has two ways 
o f meeting such a situation, the first to 
get fare increases from the fewer riders 
it is getting; the second to discontinue 
lines where the higher fares operate to 
dtmlnlah still further the number of fid-’'

comes so close to being a necessity in 
the Uves of a few cltlaens that it' 
can be argued that the public Itself has 
a duty to see that some such service la 
maintained.

it can be argued not only the need for 
some Individual members of the puWlc 
ought to be aaUafled, but that we ought 
to maintain service agalQSt the poesi- 
biUty that there may be much greater 
need for it in day* ahead when crowd­
ed highways and polluted air may 
dictate a reduction in the number of 
vehicles we operate getting to and from 
work, and In and out'of our cities.

We now have in effect, for a ahnllar 
problem with regard to the ralboad pas­
senger service, the so-called Amtrak 
solution, in which a government-created 
special corporatkm is hiring the rail­
roads to operate the services they them­
selves would have Uted to ahandon.

It seems Ukely that, if we wish to 
maintain some basic system of bus 
trauportedion in the state, we are' go­
ing to have to involve the state KeeU, 
either as the source o f a subsidy to ex it­
ing operations, or as an operator Mself, 
indirect through state hiring of the bus 
companies to run their own routes, or 
direct, through state acquisition of the 
bus companies themselvea 

We might as well begin to face such 
choices.

Htere is a part of us which tells us 
that we can gamble or cheat our way 
around the showdown problems of our 
time. It tells us that the unsound, 
spurious, and unprincipled formula is 
going to be the formula that works for 
Us, no matter how many times it has 
ruined its own aponsom tn the post his­
tory of 'society. And that part of our- 
selvee which now peddles this line to us 
has, for its salesmm and spokesmen, 
some of our very best and most hand­
some political leaders.

Shining Exampie 
If we want a quick glance at one thing 

that is wrong with us we only have to^ 
look down to New York Ctty where that 
fair-hatred Ivy Cieague knight on a po- 
liUcat white hone can be seen, every 
other moment, placing a two dollar bet 
on some horse through his admlniatra- 
tlonfs new off-track betting system.

This is the ‘ ‘reform’' Mayor of the 
city which now has an unparalleled num­
ber of unemployed, and an unparalleled 
percentage of its jxjpulatlon on welfars. 
One thing ,thls kind of city really needs 
badly is a  demonstrotian'of bow to place 
a cwsiml bet on A e  horses, ‘ike 
wliicta is 300 and the event,
which Is the one-time sport of Mne« , 
represent a alining sociological uplift 
over the paltry and Ulegal numbers 
game plays the unemployed and the 
welfare recipients were limited to bock 
in the bed old days when public 
gambling b«d not' yet been recognised 
as the panacea for all of every city's 
or state’s fhuuioUU ills.

Sodetsr’s Ciiiidiren In  W asiiington

The nearly three constant weeks of 
antiwar demonstrations in Washington,
D.C., ended last w eA  — and none too 
soon for a lot of people.

Ftoc many Americans, the spectacle 
Was Just further proof that the country 
in general and the younger generation in 
partlcuhir is going to hril in a handbas­
ket. To many moderate opponents of the 
war, such demonstrations Inqrire the 
anxiety that they w i l l  set back the 
"serious”  anU-war efforts; the ‘ ‘I  agree 
witti your goals but diaapprove of your 
means” agrument has been beard so 
many ttmes that even I ’m sick of It, pnd 
I  used to use It.

And, for many young demonstrators 
there la the view that the war in liido- 
f-tiins. continues deqptte their best ef- 
forta This, plus the complalnta of the 
”«trBlght” cltlaens who were incon­
venienced and the mass press-gang ar­
rests of about 10.000 last week, seemed 
to confirm the belief of many of the 
young that the society, as their rhetoric 
states. Is piggish beyo^ all redemption.

Although I  wasn't exactly thrilled to 
the depths by the events of the past few 
days, ,I would argue that these conclu­
sions are, in the main wrong. The dem­
onstrations don’t Indicate that there is 
anything wrong with the younger gen­
eration, although many of them certain­
ly wwe freaks, or neurotic adolescents, 
or radicals who really would like to pull 
the society down. Many more, however, 
were obviously bearing witness, in the 
old fundamentalist sense of the word, 
against something they see as morally 
Wrong; those w o^ed about the future 
of society might better worry about the 
young who were too apathetic or alien­
ated to sUr themselves in these past 
three weeks.

You can fault the demonstrators on 
one thing — naivete. The idea that tying 
up traffic in Washington (which snarls 
bofrielessly with a drissle of rain or apK 
of snow) would accomplish anything 
drew yuka from the natives, and the idea 
Mini anyone would suffer from the halt­
ing of buaineBS-as-usual in the 'Federal 
Oovelnunent enlivened every coffee 
break In town. There waa a  lot of "no 
enemy would be so stupid as to bomb 
this place and end the confiiston” hu­
mor.

By the Mune tiAen, AepUclsm Is the 
flrst reaction to demonstration claims 
that their oonfrontatlanB "raised the 

;.,lev^ of confclousnen”  of the in the.
' avefage cftiaen. That level hiul been 

raised to the point timt the average clU- 
sen already was heartily sick of the 
matter, and the public-opinion polls un­
animously indicate a growiisf, majority 
desire by the American petqile to be dnit 
of the whole tragic, deprenin^ business 
in Southeast Asia. I  for one have been 
heartily sick of tiie subject for about six 
years now, and no 30-year-old, no mat­
ter how mocatiy driven. Is going to raise 
my oonsclouaneas much more.

Many young people seem to deqialr 
when their efforts don’t shew the Im­
mediate, dramatic results they’re hop­
ing for. Some of this. If theyTl pardon 
me. Is the result of v'̂ ith, the child’s be­
ing accustomed to dealing with parents 
whose responses eenersUy are Immedi­
ate. Besides it’s by no means sure that 
such results would be desirable. If Oov- 
ernmental dedaions and policy changes 
can be easily swayed by street demon- 
strattons, os Wcushlngton Poet colum-'' 
nist Wllliem Raaborry perceptively not­
ed last week, it can be for the bad as 
well as good. Other demonstrators, he 
paints out. Someday could possibly force 
a policy of racial apartheid — “or geno­
cide.”

In fact, frustrated demonstrators and 
ttielr nervous llb«raa' sympathlaera not­
withstanding, antiwar demonstretlona 
over Qie past few years have helped turn 
the country's poUcy In Vietnam around; 
they have x>enuaded more than they’ve 
antagonised. The spectacle of thousands 
and tiiousands of young people rioting In 
the streets and denouncing the society 
in sudt hitter terms has to be a aoberii^ 
exper^nce for anyone.

You can be concerned about baiting 
the spread d  communism or aggression 
In Southeast Asia, but if the price is the 
loss of a generatian or a good port cf it, 
you do have to think about your policy, 
one way or another.

I  brieve that a lot of adult Americana 
-Wim otherwise have suppmted the war 
have unconsdouslĵ  at least, had to 
weigh their support against the opinions 
of their children. I ’ve had the uneasy 
fetiing in recent years that our hold on 
our diildren (mine included) has been 
very tentative, partly because of the 
war. The fetilng that they could aUp 
away Is very unsettling.

I  don’t have thnt feeling any longer, 
and it may be partly because the war Is 
diminishing and almost surely will go 
away. Although there were some ugly 
Incidents In Washington last l̂ eek, and 
there was a strain on dvU liberties in 
the mass airesls, tiiere was no major 
'vUoence, a n d  incaraeratlons were 
Aoct; the handling of the demonatrap 
Uona was a long way short of the “ po­
lice state”  some of the youth were de­
nouncing.

It was a long way short of Chicago 
and Kent State, for that matter, and I 
con thiidi of at least one reason. Police 
are not pigs, aa the young call them; 
they do reflect the attitudes and direc­
tives of the society that enqiloyB thSto: 
The compar^vely mild treatment they 
afforded the young demonstrators re­
flects, to a great degree, the fact that 
those are society’s children out there, 
and society, when all was said and done, 
didn’t wont them jiuft. It takes longer 
for the Individual to have an impact on 
society than on his immediate family, 
but It does faiqipen eventually.—JAMBS

“AN OLD WOMAN DOZING OVER A BOOK"

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N ixon  A n d  Reagan

WASHTNOTON — 'The danger­
ous collision course being tra­
veled by President Nixon and 
Gon̂  Ronald Reagan of Oall- 
fornla was dramatized in an 
emoUon-chaiged telqitaone con­
versation Wednesday between 
Reagan and one of the Presi­
dent’s most loyal Califomla 
supporters.

Tbp, Governor, absolutely '
frantic about developments to 
his quarrel with Washington 
over legal services for the poor, 
placed the call to a Uberal Re­
publican who long has been a 
steadfast Nixon man; State As­
semblyman William T. Bai^y. 
Federal “bureaucrats,” charged 
Reagan, were driving a wedge 
between him and Mr. Nixon. 
B a t^  retorted bluntly tbat the 
Governosr’s criticism was hurt­
ing the President in California.

Reagan’s intensity of feeling 
underscored a rlaky dilemma 
for the President. Unless Rea­
gan agrees to a face-saving 
compromise on legal services, 
Mr. Nixon will be faced with 
either humiliattog surrender 
by repudiating his own subor­
dinates or dangerously allenat- 

' tog the Oovemor.
At stakq is far mere than 

legal services. Mr. Nixon can­
not carry ChUloomla to 1972 if 
Reagan la recalcitrant, and fail­
ure to carry OaUtornla would 
mean failure to be re-elected 
Consequmtiy, the White House 
has tried everything to avoid 
a .confrontatian with Reagan.

That is why the White House 
on Jan. 80 ordered Mr. Nixon's 
antipoverty chief — Frank Cor- 
luccl, director of the Office cf 
Ekxsunnic Oiqiortunlty (OEO)— 
npt to override Reagan’s veto 
of funding for the highly aggres­
sive California Rural Legal As­
sistance (CRLA). ’That declsian 
went against (larluccl’s own 
inclinations; the “ compromise” 
worked out was a sbe-month 
tomporaiy funding cf GRLA 
With an investigating, commls- 
sion appointed.

A few shrev^ Presidential 
staffers speculated this c only 
postponed trouble, and they 
were right Reagan has charged 
the commission (conslsUng of 
three respected state judges 
from outide California) is not 
functioning as agreed upon.

and he has called on Ita mem­
bers to resign. IQgh OEJO of­
ficials claim Reagan’s aides 
were advised well to advance 
of bow the commission would 
function.

A possible reason for the dis­
agreement can be traced to Mr. 
Nixon hlmsrif. In private con­
versations with Reagan (most 
recently at San CXemente), the 
President tries so hard to pleaae 
that the Governor could be 
excused for thinking Mr. Nix­
on supports him completely. Ita 
fact, however, apart from an 
admonition from White House 
policy chief John Bhrilchman 
Jan. 80 to k e^  “ tioal”  ''to  
handling Reagan, OEO has re­
ceived no .Presidential Instruc­
tions to appease the Oovemor.

The upshot was Reagan’s 
May 6 letter to the President 
attacking “bureaucrats”  and his 
telephone call the same day to 
Assemblyman Bag^y, then at­
tending a session ot the Assem­
bly Ways and Means Commit­
tee. The Ooveraor’s Immediate 
cause for dl^leesure was Ways 
and 'Means approval, Bagley 
concurring, of a toll to abolish 
the state OEO (which Is headed 
by a former Joim (Birch Society 
member).

(But early in the half-hour 
conversation, Reagan got to- 
what really bothered him. "Nix­
on and I  are like peas to a 
pod,”  he told Bagley, adding 
his problem was with bureau­
crats — “ all tbe bureaucrats, 
right up to and including Jack 
Veneman.”

Bagley replied to kind. Oom- 
mentlng on criticism of Nixon 
wejfaie and poverty poUclee by 
Reagan and his aides, Bagley 
snapped: “ I  don't like I t ”  It 
hurts Reagan as wril iu  the 
PresidMit, he added. " I  don’t 
think you can win {riaytog hard­
core” — that la, rig^w tog — 
’■poutid.”

That view is privately held 
by some White House aides who 
hope Reagan will break clear 
of hla hard-line assistant, Ed­
win Meese, and buy aome com­
promise — say, a continuation 
of CRLA under certain restric­
tions. But what if Reagan won’t 
compromise and, indeed, toalata 
now on PreeidenUal support for 
hla opposition to the commission 
toveeUgattog CRLA?

At this writing, OEX) has not 
heard from the 'l^ te  House fol- 
lowtog Reagan’s May 6 letter. 
If sUence continues, it wlU be 
a Upeff tiiat Mr. Nixon may 
refund GRLA to the face of 
Reagan’s cppoaltian.

HAKTPORD (AP) — The 

much-<iisputed state law 
concernJitB use o( helmets by 
m otorcyclists would be repealed, 
under a  bill passed by the Hbuse 
Wednesday and sent to the Sen­
ate.

The roll-call vote for repeal 
was 120 to 32, despite warnings 
by som e lawmakers that the ac­
tion could Jeopardlxe Gonnectl- 
cut’s  ellglbUlty for $8 million a 
year In federal highway funds.

However, the chief advocate of 
repeal, liep. Rufus Rose, R- 
Waterford, who is a motor­
cyclist, said the present law is 
unworkable and unen<orcenble; 
that helmets can 'actually be a 
safety hasard and that the state 
has no business requiring indi­
viduals to protect themselves 
when there is no public health 
and safety question at stake.

The helmet law has a  com­
plicated history. Enacted In 1967, 
it required the motor vehicles 
conunlssioner to set regulations 
requiring m otorcyclists to wear 
helmets. But the law turned out 
to be unenforceable because of 
the vagueness Of the regidations.

In 1969, the Liegislature enac­
ted a bill that would amend the 
law to require m otorcyclists on­
ly to carry hrtmets— n̂ot neces­
sarily to wear them. But, amid 
warnings of the loss of federal 
.funds, the bill was recalled and 
^amended to require the actual 
wearing of helmets. Then Gov. 
John Dempaey vetoed it, which 
left the state with the same old 
unenforceable statute.

If the Senate agrees with the 
House’s  acUcn Wednesday, and 
if Gov. Thomas J. MeskUl signs 
the bUl, Connecticut wlU no long­
er have any law on the books 
concerning m otorcycle helmets.

House Approves

HARTFORD (AP) — The dan­

gers o f drug use would be taught 
In lower elementary school 
grades under a  bill passed by 
the House Wednesday and sent 
to the Senate.

Democrats and Republicans 
alike said It reflected uielr con­
cern for the drug abuse prob­
lem.

“The sooner we can tench 
young people the horrors of 
starting down the road to drug 
abuse, the better,”  said an as- 
alstant minority leader. Rep. 
Oeriald Stevens, R-MllfOrd.

"W e can’t legislate social val­
ues,’ ’ said Rep. Marilyn Pear­
son, R-Stratford, “ but we can 
teach a  healthy respect for their 
bodlea”

“ If we start at an early age,’ ’ 
said Rep. Ruth O. Truex, R- 
Wethersfleld, “ maybe by Uie 
tim e they get out of school they 
wlU have a totally different at 
tltude.’ ’

Present law does not require 
education In drugs unUl the fifth 
grade.

The bill would also require 
that administrators, teachers 
and guidance counselors be giv­
en training on the subject of 
drug abuse.

The House also passed and 
sent to the Senate a  bill to cre­
ate a 30-acre veterans’ cemetery 
on the grounds o f the Connecti­
cut Valley Hospital in Middle- 
town. It would be the first cem ­
etery in the state open to all 
veterans of U.S. military ser- 
vlcq.

The cem etery at the State 
Veterans Home and hospital at 
Rocky H ill Is used tor burial of 
only those who have been pa­
tients at the hospital.

HARTOXMID (AP) — Connec­
ticut’s  sa le»tax receipts for the 
third quarter o< the current fis­
ca l year took a  turn for the 
better but still lagged far be­
hind the incom e needed to sub­
stantially reduce ttia state def­
ic it

Sales-tax Income for the first 
three quarters of the 1870-71 
fisca l year show a disappointing 
Increase of only 1.6 per cent 
over the comparabte period of 
the previous fiscal year, accord­
ing to figures released Wednes­
day by the Connecticut tax de­
partment.

State fiscal authorities had 
been hoping for a 6 per cent 
increase in buying for the cur­
rent fiscal year but the econom­
ic slump cut into consumer 
purchases.

The sales tax, backbone d  
the state’s revenue system, has 
been a prim ary factor In the 
existing state deficit, which is 
expected to reach $262 million 
when the two-year fiscal period 
ends June 30.

Sales-tax collections for the 
three-month period from  Janu­
ary through March amounted 
to $59.3 million, com pared, to 
$67.4 m illion for the comparable 
period a  year ago, a  3.3 per 
cent incream .

Oomparlson of sales-tax rev- 
enued for the first and second 
quarters diowed a 2.7 per cent 
increase followed by a 1.0 per 
cent decrease.

Other state revenues through 
the ftrat 10 mrniths of the fiscal 
year showed a  one million dol­
lar Increase over the compar­
able period during the 1969-70 
fisca l year.

Those figures, released a day 
before the sales-tax report was 
out, pnnnpted a statement from 
the governor’s office that “a l­
though <m the face of it this 
gahi would appear to be en­
couraging, actually it falls short 
of expectations .with <xily two 
months of the fiscal biennium 
left.”
