Canada 
F avors  

Troop Cut
OTTAWA (AP) — Ctenada 

joined the Soviet Union, in call­
ing for a reduction of armed 
forces in central Ekirope today 
and alUed itself with the Soviet 
plan for a European security 
conference.

A communique issued at the 
end of Prime Minister Pierre 
'Trudeau’s 11-day 'visit to the So­
viet Union said discussions be­
tween the two sides revealed 
Canada and the U.S.S.R. hold 
similar views on a number of in­
ternational problems.

The communique was re­
leased for publication while Tru­
deau -was en route to OtUiwa 
from  Leningrad, his last stop in 
the Soviet Union. It was the first 
visit a Canadiah prime minister 
has made to the Uoviet Union.

The communique said both 
sides “ support the reduction of 
armed forces and armaments in 
areas where the m ilitary con­
frontation is particularly dan­
gerous, and especially In cen­
tral E urope/’

The wording is identical to a 
passage in a speech made by 
Soviet Communist party leader 
Leonid I.jBrezhnev at the Soviet 
party’s 24th congress last 
March 24, though it omits a 
preceding reference to the dis­
mantling of foreign military 
bases.

The communique also said 
Canada and the U.S.S.R. beUeve 
detente and staUllty in EurtqM 
would be promoted by a “ pttq>- 
erly prepared”  conference on 
European security and coopera- 
ion, at ^riilch both Canada and 
the United States would be rep­
resented.

Trudeau, the communique 
said, outlined to Soviet Premier 
Alexei N. Kosygin the conslder- 
atlrni In favor of a mutual and 
balanced reduction ot forces by 
NATO and the Warsaw Pact.

The communique also said the 
Canadian and Soviet govern­
ments had confirm ed their, In­
tention to negotiate a general 
agreement on cultural, educa­
tional and scientific exchanges.

The /alleged unfavoraMe over­
all balance, he Insisted, is mere­
ly the result ot “ funds wMch we 
have expended, given, lent or 
invested, for the benefit of for­
eigners, thei): econom ies and 
their security.”

Balance o f payments deficits, 
he said, are created not by U.S. 
overapmding abroad, he said, 
“ but by the flow  of liquid invest­
ment funds whenever, as at 
presenit, foreign interest rates 
are substantially Mgher than in 
the U.S.”

In other words, he explained, 
the inundation of dollars into 
foreign countries, wMch helped 
accelerate their inflation, result­
ed from  their own high rates. 
For the United States to sbut off 
the flow  by raising rates here, 
he said, w<xdd stifle the econo­
my.

DescriUng his letter as “ an 
urgent plea,”  Wright tqjd C t«- 
nal|y that “ Ckmtrary to the fnu  
tem al creed of bankers alt home 
and abroad, moderate interest 
rates do not cause inflation.’ ’

T «e  1971 procees of law  making and 

law  signing at H artford has, to date, had 
as Its m ajor result the addition ot some 
legal houiB tor public drinking on F ri­

day, Saturday and Sunday nfgbts.

This m ajor, conatmctlvo Mep forward 

fo r Connecticut is  soon, apparently, to be 
toppled from  Ite rank and place as 
the outstanding accom pliriim ent c f the 
new political order In OonnecUctot.

Top rank seems ready to go to a  neat 
agreement, reportedly Involving the 

leadership of both parties In the Oeneral 
Assembly And the state’s new Oovem or, 
on a  “ gambling blU package”  In which 
the bleeslngB o f a  state tottery, horse 

- track betting, and o ff track bettiiig w ill 
a ll be conferred on the state In one In­
spired piece o f leglslaticn.

We suspect it  would be rather d iffi­

cult to  find any serious student o f Con­
necticut life  who would rule that addl- 
tioaal hours tor public drinking, or wide 
open provision o f lega l opportunities for 

gambling, ought to  be ranked as among 

the state’s tc^ pressing needs.

The only circumstance which m i(^ t 
lead to such a  judgment woidd be the 
uncommon iT>eed with which the various 
political leaderships at Hartford have 

been able to agree vpaa them.

There Is an alternative judgment.

It  denies that there Is any great pub-. 
Uc need for such improvements in  Oon- 

n ec ti^ t life.

It  maintains, to the cootnary, that such 
developments are going to  mean sad, 

sick things fo r  Connecticut.

And it holds that there is  something 
regrettably reckless and imprtncipled In 

whatever new order of politics It is 
which b «s  suddeidy brought Connecticut 
to the brink o f aU the pubUc looseness it 

has hitherto so successfully evaded.

It  still seems uidieUevable tUat such 
a program  can find its w ay ttirough any 
Connecticut Legislature without evoking 

some leadership in the Ii^ ;islatu re Itself 
fo r sanity and tor d ec«icy , and without 
encountering, from  the public Itself, 
some slight signs of uneaslnees.

We aU know, even those who sure back­
ing these measures w ith thedr special 
personal enthustasms —  that w e are 

about to do Connecticut no favor. N o one 
thintis It Is rea lly  going to be good 
for us, to .have this put over ca  us.

Once, instead o f lying down and play­
ing possum, the state would have a  con­
science which would be up and fighting.

No Face
As we read the advertisem ents, the 

latest gam Ulng device has every con­
ceivable part o f the gam e, wdiich is  draw 
poker, except one.

It is  a draw poker machine, electrical­
ly  operated. Oet down to your shirt 
sleeves, rolled up, and a  can o f beer, 
and a few  chtpe, and press a  lever, 
and the machine deals and shows you 
your fiv e  card hand. Then, as you try 
to improve It fo r the final betting, there 
are buttons you press, to draw the num­
ber of additional cards you need.

That seems to be just about everything 
one needs in  order to ait down and pro­
ceed to lose one's shirt during a  ting ling 
aU-nigtit session.

Everything except one thing which, 
fo r many pteyers, is  the real fun, and 
skill, o f the game.

The machine doesn’t wear, and the 
machine can’t  see, a poker face.

Surely U is  apparent that w e are ttvlng 
in ah age o f science and tertuiology, and 
that they have brought w ith them both 

. plagues and blessings. Our problem  Is to 
elim inate the form er—sustain the latter.
I  state this sim ple Utopian prem ise, not 
because I  believe w e shall ever rearti the 
perfect state, but becauke.tt is  m y cen- 
vicUon that the human mlsskm is  to con­
stantly make the attempt.

Part o f our problem  is  that the science 
policy that began a fte r \\rorid W ar n , 
and which has sustained us fo r so many 
years has begun to erode. W e are now 
trying to turn the m ajor thrust o f our 
suî MMt to more, humane purposes tToni 
m ilitary to  civilian—and because these 
purposes are largely  dom estic and Inter­
nal, w e seem not ab le to develop that -  
sense o f urgency tfaet the threat o f an ex­
ternal w ar em M gency posed. Nonethe­
less, w e w ill not have success until w e e f­
fectively  learn to  apply science and tech­
nology to bridge the social, economic 
and pobttcal gape which threaten us. To 
do this effectively, I  am  m ote convinced 
each day that our approach must be In­
ter-disciplinary in  concept. We wlU need 
science and technology, yes, but we wBl 
also need capitsil, social understanding, 
the arts, the humanlttes and a  govern­
ment both sensitive to the needs of our 
society and capable c f r«q iottd liig to 
those needs. And, as must be obvious, as 
much as any o f these, w e vd ll need faith.

As I  say this, I  recall the reoognlUcn 1 
have made o f yotir qpecial technical 
competence which I  have clasaifled as a 
rare commodity. It  is, bewaver, not a  
permanent tidng —  it  cannot stand by it­
self — and because it cannot I  eriiort you 
to Ibok to the future. I f  you are to be e f­
fective In m eeting the chaHenges which 
your education has prepared you tor, you 
w ill know that you must constantly re­
new and attend your training. ’Ihose 
challenges are persistent. They w ill 
grow , and you must grow  w ith them. Be- 
ym d that, you w ill find the need to  Mend 
your special skills Into the affairs o f gov­
ernment, o f management, c f social prog­
ress, o f international relations, if  you are 
to succeasfuUy participate in  m aUng our 
political system overcom e Its habits and 
prejudices.

For some y ea n  now, I  have been con­
cerned that an antipathy to science and 
tetim ology would characterise itself by 
a  jHibllc demand fo r a  technoHglcal aiow- 
dewn hosed on the Idea that society need 
gain the wisdom to use its  technologjl' 
safely. You Miould not be'aurprised that 
such a  alowdewn la now underway, since 
you are d irectly effected. We have seen 
ahttost unbridled mipport fo r research 
and development fo r  more than twenty 
years. And now w e find a  feeling build­
ing within US that man can know, o r at 
least desire, too much fo r bis own good.
L ife  has become complicated, many peo­
ple get turned off, and in ' ttia struggTo 
that evolves, as w e seek aoultion, the 
hope is  built that, we can turn back to a 
more pastoral kind ot Ufe. ’That this fee l­
ing is catching bold can be seen In those 
actions by many c f our people, acting 
t h r o u g h  government at a ll levebi, 
through the courts, through the pM ltical 
process, wfaldt have brought the con- 
struotton o f nuclear energy and fossil 
fuel plants, the building and enlarging o f 
alrflMds, roads and about anytUng that 
In any w ay upsets the natural state to  a 
screeching halt.

F or such a  technological society as 
ours to survive w ill necessitate the de­
velopment c f a  ccnfldent management of 
our technology aim ed at the accomplish­
ment o f humanistic endeavors. Now, I  
son o f the belief, that whatever our ehort- 
comlngs, w e cannot be hurt by knowing 
m ore—as much as we can possibly know 
—about the true nature o f our physical 
environment and the life  isracess. To 
earn support so that w e can build the 
manpower, the facilities, the equipment 
and to h ave ' the resources to support 
them wUl not be on eai^r task. We w ill 
have to sharpen the procedures c f gov- 
enunent, o f education, o f democratic tn- 
sUtuttons and o f the m arketplace. Due to 
the accdtoratlng tempo o f ou r'tim e, de- 
dstons w ill often have to be made with 
great rapidity and their consequences 
m ay frequently be Irreverslhie or very 
d ifficid t to  aKer. In  the future, we can­
not afford  to stumble very  much.

The development o f technology assess­
ment and the new opportunities it  w ill 
create w ill be built cn an Inter-dlsclpUn- 
ary fram ework which w ill bring together • 
people from  e y e ^  scientific and techni­
cal field . We m ay w ell need a  niew type 
o f systems analysis tor m ajor social en­
deavors and proMems to identify and 
structure the crucial technical questions 
fo r Investigation. We w ill have to inno­
vate new experim ental concepts in order 
to derive meaningful data from  complex 
ecological eystoms and from  the dynam­
ic interrelationahips o f urban society. 
Ongoing tedm otoglea w in have to be as­
sessed fo r unwanted side effects or un­
foreseen trends and consequences. New 
technologies w ill require comparison as 
to their cost-boiefit retunis as weU as to 
detect the impacts w e m ay want to 
avoid.

We w ill probahiy have to redefine 
progress as a  much m ore sopUsUoated 
and intricate concept ttian m ere change.
I  believe there w ill 'he more o f an ele­
ment o f renewal—even revlvai— In soci­
ety. I  have the hope w e w ill want to re­
build ciUea, transportatloa systema and 
environments to elim inate Ihe awful 
problems o f human cengeation, for I  
cannot beUeve that yro are just going to 
m ove out o f those cities, as w e must if 
they continue to  deteriorate ett their 
present pace. We w ill want to restore 
and mnintnin vsluss whlch w ere not rec­
ognised until they w ere lort.

In  summary, science and technology 
pose a  challenge which can be m et at 
least perttaUy w ith greater -understand­
ing ot science and technology. A t ttie 
same tim e, w e cannot forget that knowl­
edge must be the creature and not the 
m aster o f mankind. TU s is  In the highest 
tradition of our human heritage. I  hope 
you w ill find great personal fulfillm ent 
and satisfaction In both applying and 
managing the knowledge you have be- 
gim  to acquire; and that the environ­
ment o f a  gronring public understanding 
o f science and tecbnology ahoiiKI in­
crease yqur abiUty to  make a  lasting 
contribution to  human progress. —

W A6HINOTON — Am ong the 
many pubUcIy unexplored Is­
sues buried In H .R J, the w el­
fare reform  and social security 
WU devised by Chairman W l- 
bur M ills (D -Ark.) and the 
House W ays and Means Com­
m ittee, is a  tax Increase on 
m iddle income fam ines that 
w ill almoot double the s lie  of 
the second biggest bite on their 
paycb3cks In Ithe next six years.

Under the bill, the social se­
curity tax rate w ill rise In three 
steps from  the present S^l per 
cent to  7.4 per cent in  1977. The 
wage base fo r social security 
taxes 'w ill Increase from, tbe 
present 7,800 to  10,900 Adlars 
next year, w ith the result that 

■ the payiM l tax tor a man mak­
ing a  bit leas than 300 dollars a 
week w ill rise from  406 dollars 
to 765 doUara a  year.

By contraat, that same attto 
wraker, supporting a  w ife and 
tw o children and taking on ly his 
standard deducUens, w ill have 
an income tax b ill o f 1,063 dol­
lars this year, decreasing to 996 
dollars w ith next year’s sched­
uled Income tax reductions.

Wtaat this exam ple indicates 
la that payrM l taxes are becom­
ing an increasingly important 
part o f our revom e system  — 
yet one which has largely es­
caped debate, either in political 
campaigns or In the tax-writing 
Ways and Means Committee.

Unbeknownst to most Am dri-' 
cans, payiM l taxes now conatl- 
tute the second largest source 
of federal funds —  and the fast- 
eat-grewing. Payroll taxes pro­
vide m ore income to the treas­
ury than corporate Income tax­
es or any other federal taxes 
e x c ^  the individual income 
tax. And the 1972 budget esti­
mates that between last year 
and next, payrM l taxes alone 
w ill rise 12.S bilUcn (B ) dollars, 
while individual and corporate 
income taxes combined w ill 
grew  by only 7.2 billion (B ) dol­
lars.

What this means is that w e 
are becoming increasingly de­
pendent for . federal finances cn 
the payroll tax, a tax that la

not inngresslve, that has lUtte 
relattonsbty to aUUty to pay, 
and whose burden hits hardest 
cn low-and-middle-inoome wage- 
earnBTfl* ^

That tU s can happen without 
a murmur of debate or political 
controversy indicates Just how 
insensitive to rea l pocketbook 
issues the Washington poUUc- 
lana have become, particular - 
ly  those Democrats who control 
Congress and parade as the 
champions o f the average man.

The Impact o f payrott taxation 
has been am jdy documented in 
the studies c f ' such Broodlngs 
institution specialists as A lice  St. 
R lV lb  and Jiooepb A-,;E>echman.
It  appears a lso 'in  the report o f 
the admlnlstratton’s Advisory 
Council on Social Security. But 
it is  almost as If there w ere 
a conspiracy by politicians to 
keep the taxpayers and the vot­
ers unaware o f these issues.

In  part, the fto o U iig s  studies 
suggest, the social security tax 
system  lias been protected from  
debate by tw o carefu lly cuUvat- 
ed myths.

There is  nothing wrong with 
this, in prinoiide, but it  la not 
what peoide think It Is.

The second myth Is that the 
em idoyer pays half the social 
security tax. In  a  litera l sense, 
he does, hut, os ttie Brookings 
studies demonstrate, the whole 
tax rea lly  fa lls , on wages and 
the wage-earner, because the 
amount the em ]^oyer pays in 
social security taxes he would 
otherwise by putting into the 
paycheck.

This was in August 1967, and 
we said. In effect, "please send 
tlte lantern al(»g to Uui- 
chester.” It came, in October. 
On the way It had proved a 
problem to customs officials In 
two Connecticut cities and a 
headache to the operator of a 
trucking company who carried 
the lantern on the last lap of Its 
long Journey from South Korea 
to Connecticut.

It stands in what we call the 
"lantern garden” Just below the 
picture window in our living 
room on Westland St. Just now 
the lantern has In front of It a 
stand ot bronsy-red and yelloSv 
tulips. The variety, “United Eu­
rope,” may reveal the political 
hopes of Its originator In the 
Netherlands, and edthougfa 
Europe is not yet united, the 
tulips are very nice.

In the summer months we’ll 
have petunlais where the tulips 
are growing now and In the fall, 
if all goes well, the lantern will 
be nearly surrounded by pale 
yellow chrysanthemems. As 
flowers of Oriental origin, the 
chrysanthemums are more ap­
propriate than either the tulips 
or the petunias.

from granite and Is in three sec­
tions, a base, an octagonal cot­
ter portioa vdilch Is iderced with 
openings so that a  light can be 
placed in the center, and a 
stone cap sh^ted like the roof of 
a pagoda.

Before Mrs. Quade testified 
to her ownership of specific 
items taken in the search. State 
Police Detective James Shea, 
who was in charge of the Inves­
tigation, answered questions 
put by Tarpinlan as to the man­
ner in which the search was 
carried out.

The defense attorney, in at­
tacking the search warrant it­
self, insisted it has to be specif­
ic, and questioned whether this 
one was.

One of the kinds of things 
taken was books, and Detective 
Shea was asked how police de­
cided which books to take.

Shea said he had consulted a 
doctor on the subjects prior to 
the search.

Shea testified that a number 
of items have been returned to 
the Quades because they were 
determined to be outside the 
purview of the warrant. ’Ihey 
were held for almost four 
months, and a list o f these 
items. Including a number of 
books has been entered as an 
exhibit.

Mrs. Quade, soft-spoken but 
confident, testified that other 
items which were not returned 
were hers. She insisted, on 
cross-examination by the assis­
tant state’s attorney, that they 
were her own even though her 
husband had access to them.

When it becam e evident that 
Tarpinlan intended to question 
each pcdice officer on exactly 
where in the Quade house each 
individual item in the search 
was found, a process \rtdch 
could take many hours. Judge 
Paul J. Driscoll suggested that _ 
the questions be resolved with 
police Informally so that argu­
ments could g ^  down to the 
actual issues. ’Hie defense attor­
ney contended that where the 
items were found was Important 
In detenplning whether or not 
they fell within the scope of the 
warrant.

Yigal AUon added that t o  
treaty was the kind the Kremlin 
signed only with its Eart bloc 
allies. He described It as a suc­
cess for Moscow in Its global 
struggle with the United States 
and in strengthening Its position 
In Egyi>t.

The treaty was signed in Cai­
ro on Thursday by Soviet Presi­
dent Nikolai V. Podgom y and 
President Anwar Sadat, oicces- 
sor to Gamal Abdel Nasser.

It provides for continued So­
viet military, econom ic, politi­
cal and scientific aid. ^ m e  in 
Cairo expressed a belief the 
treaty commits the Soviet Union 
to deeper and perhaps even di­
rect m ilitary involvement if Is­
rael and Egypt once again go to 
war.

'Allan, serving ais government 
leader while Prem ier (Jolda 
M elr visits Scandinavia, said in 
an interview on t o  Israeli state 
radio:

" I  see in all this an attempt 
by Sadat to return to the classi­
cal Nasserlst idea of positive 
neutralism to m obilize Washing­
ton to put pressure on Israel to 
agree on conditions vdiich would 
be against our own security in­
terests." I .

Asked about . possible U.S.

pressure, he replied: " I  do not 
rule out the po^biU ty n f pres­
sure from Washington for the 
sake of balance.”

But he said If it came to 
standing up to pressure or (dv- 
Ing up vital national interests, 
" I  would recommend standing 
up to pressure for a long tim e.” 

Asked about a possible inter­
im agreement on t o  reopening 
of the Suez (janal, AHim replied: 
" I  doubt if the Egyptians or the 
Soviets want it now. But Israel 
is still keeping the door open 
and is prepaed to.negotiate.”  

Allon ssild Egypt had deftly 
exploited ’ .’the impression there 
was improved relations with 
Washington in order to obtain 
recognition for their new re­
gim e.”

He said t o t  the new treaty 
cost the Egyptians much more 
than they expected) “ even 
though they had ousted pro-So- 
viet elem ents" from  the govern­
ment. Allon did not elaborate.

The new devrii^m ent in Cairo 
glvea validity to Israel’s  request 
to Washington for needed deter­
rent armaments to continue 
without interruptlmi, AUem said.

Earlier, Defense Minister 
Moshe Dayan h ^  said he 
feared there might ’be delays in 
deliveries of these arms be­
cause of U.S. overtures to Cairo 

He said if Washington did ex­
ert pressure <m Israel “ it would 
n ot'be considered by t o  Arabs 
as an Am erican gesture but as a 
Soviet success."
