U.S. Ship To Join Red Craft

In Journey Tow ard Mars

CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (AP)

No matter which craft gets
there first, officials of the Na-
tional Aecronautics and Spece
Administration hope the two na-
tions can aggee to coordinate
the three missions to receive
maximum scientific benefit.

An AtlasCentaur rocket s
scheduled to start Mariner 9 on
its 248-million-mile journey in a
favorable launch period be-
tween 6:21 and 7:25 p.m, EDT.

The payload Is to coast oul-
wards for nearly six months and
fire into orbit around Mars Nov.
14, For at least three months
after that, if all goes well, it will
send back more than 6,600
close-up plctures and scientific
data that could help determine
if primitive life such as mi-
crobes or tiny plants could exist
there,

Russia’s Mars 2 was launched
May 19 and Mars 8 thrust away
from earth Friday,

Each of the Soviet mhips
weighs more than 10,000 pounds,

constderably heavier than Mari-
ner 9's 2,200 pounds, U.S8. ob-
Bervers bellsve both Soviet craft
will attempt to land capsules or
roving vehicles on the surface of
the red planet.

Although Mars 2 has an 11-
day head start, NASA officials
bellieve Mariner 9 has a chance
of reaching Mars first, That's
because ‘the Russian vehicle
was lsunched on a day when
minimum rocket energy was re-
quired and it thus sped away
from earth at a slightly slower
rate than the American ship’s
intended speed.

The Americans estimate 2
mid-November arrival date for
Mars 2 and late November for
Mars 3.

The Russians have been mum
about the missions of their two
ships, other than to say they are
to explore Mars and neighbor-
ing space.

Tha United States also might
have had a doubleheader probe
had Mariner 8 not failed be-
cause of rocket trouble on May
8. The problem was traced to a
small electronic part in an auto-
pilot of the rocket's second
stage.

About 30 U.S. Customs agents,
alrport personnel and Nassau
police then subdued Bennett and
stripped him as they searched
for the explosives. They found
none,

He was whisked to a Nassau
jall, and Bahamian police said
he would be turned over to U.B.

to New York.

Israeli View

Treaty Seen Strengthening
Russian Position in Egypt

JERUBALEM (AP) — Is-
rael’'s acting premier sald today
the Soviet Union scored a “first
class diplomatic success' by
signing a new 15-year friendship
treaty with BEgypt.

Yigal Allon added that the
treaty was the kind the Kremlin
signed only with its East bloc
allies. He described it as & suc-
cess for Moscow In its global
struggie with the United States
and in strengthening its position
in Egypt.

The treaty was signed in Cal-
ro on Thursday by Soviet Presi-
dent Nikolal V. Podgormy and
President Anwar Sadat, succes-
sor to Gamal Abdel Nasser.

It provides for continued So-
viet military, economic, politi-
cal and sclentific eid. Some in
Calro expressed a bellef the
treaty commits the Soviet Union
to deeper and perhaps even di-
rect military involvement if Is-
rael and Egypt once again go to
war,

‘Allon, serving as government
leader while Premier Golda
Meir visits Scandinavia, said in
an interview on the Israell state
radio:

*I see In all this an attempt
by Sadat to return to the classi-
eal Nasserist fdea of positive
neutrallsm to mobilize Washing-
ton to put pressure on Israel to
agree on conditions which would
be agalnat our own security in-
terests."

Asked about possible U.S.

pressure, he replied: “I do not
rule out the poasibility of pres-
sure from Washington for the
sake of balante.”

But he gaild iIf It came to
standing up to pressure or giv-
ing up 'vital national Interests,
“I would recommend standing
up to pressure for a long time."”

Asked about a possible inter-
im agreement on the reopening
of the Suez Canal, AHon replied:
‘I doubt If the Egyptians or the
Soviets want it now., But Israel
is still keeping the door open
and is prepaed to negotiate.”

Allon said Egypt had deftly
exploited ‘'the impression there
was improved relations with
Washington in order to obtain
recognition for their new re-
gime,"

He sald that the new Llreaty
cost the Egyptians muych more
than they expected, ‘“even
though they had ousted pro-So-
viet elements'’ from the govern-
ment, Allon did not elaborate,

The new development in Cairo
gives validity to Israel's request
to Washington for needed deter-
rent armaments to continue
without interruption, AMon said.

Earller, Defense Minister
Moshe Dayasn had sald he
feared there might be delays In
dellveries of these arms be-

In their recommendation that the Board of Direc-
tors negotiate a town-sponsored expansion of the Man-
chester Country Club, the Park and Recreation Advis-
ory Commission urged the board to seek financing,
“more equitable to the taxpayers of the town of Man-

chester.”

Commenting on the recom-
mendation formulated at a
cloged meeting of the commis-
gion Tuesday night, Secretary
Robert Bileller said yesterday
the commission feels the Board
of Directors should *“take a
close look at the present plan.”

Originally, the Country Club
mansgement suggested the 18-
hole course be to 27,
on town owned land,at the club's
expense. In returm, the town
would forego the $25,000 a-year
rent the club pays on Its pres-
ent town acreage, for ten years,
after which the lease would be
upped to $36,000 a year.

Bleller said the commission
was wary of this proposal, but
saild a revised plan, suggested
last week, that only $18,600 of
the leasé be deferred might
‘'yery well be the right one.”
He emphasized, though, that
the directors and not the park
commission, should handle the
money aspects.

Bleller sald everyone in-
voived recognized “the tremen-
dous arrangement the club gov-
ernors have with the town,” but
sald the .commission wants to
take part in a thorough exami-
naftion of the status quo.

Some question was raised by
a Hartford chemist earlier this
month, that the priposed loca-
tion of the nine new holes, near
the Globe Hollow reservoir,
might lead to ita pollution by
tfungicides and fertilizers. Ac-
cording to Bleller, it this prob-
lem does not materialize, the
fcommission will endorse the
projected locale.

HARTFORD (AP) — A Stam-
ford plastics firm has flled & $5
million suit against state and
local officials over poliution-con-
trol laws, which the firm claimas
are cutting heavily into business.

Bay State Police
Panel Denies
Brutality Charge

BOSTON (AP) — Charges of
police brutality during racial
rioting in New Bedford last
summer were denled Friday by
an investigating committee of
the Massachusetty Police Asso-
clation.

Except for one incident, thelr
report said, ““it is the unani-
mous opinion of the investigat-
ing committee. .. that the New
Bedford (Polic) Department
conducted itself in a proper
manner throughout the difficul-
ties and clivil disorders of 1970."

The report was in contrast to
one by Atty.

Quinn eariier this year that cit-
ed police over reaction and har-
assment of minority groups by
unidentified officers.

The report by the policemen's
organization cited ‘‘the harass.

threats to thelr families; the
harassment of officers on duty,
and the irresponsible conduct of
a multitude of people delibernte-
ly designed to interfere with the
orderly conduct of police busl-
ness.”

The alleged harassment was
attributed to ‘“‘a conspiracy lo
undermine police effectiveness
of the department and to cause
a breakdown of police servicea."

The persons involved in the
instance of ‘‘improper conduct",
the report sald, was an unidentl-
fied off-duty policeman who was
later disciplined by the police
department,

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In Cambodia

Retreat of South Viet Forece
Covered by Allied Aircraft

BAIGON (AP) — US, BS2
bombers attacked North Viet-
namese troop concentrations on
the edges of Snuol, and other al-
lied alrcraft struck inside the
Cambodian rubber plantation
town to cover the retreat of the
badly battered South Vjet-
namese task force driven from
the town, fleld reports said to-
day.
South Vietnamese soldlers on
the scene reported that about
200 of thelr men were killed or
wounded Monday as they fought
their way out of the besieged
town about 60 miles north of
Balgon.

However, the South Viet-
namese command reported only
six of its soldiers were wounded
during the pullout and also
clalmed that allied alr strikes
and South Vietnamese tanks
killed an estimated 700 North
Vietnamese.

Eyewitnesses said the fleeing
South Vietnamese left behind 80
tanks, armored personnel car
riers, Jeeps and trucks and de-
stroyed eight 106mm howitzers
and four 150mm ocannon that
they could not carry. South Viet-
namese fighter-bombers and
U.8. helicopter gunships were
gent In to destroy the abandoned
vehicles and attack the enemy
inside the town.

Sources at Loc Ninh, on the
Bouth Vietnsmese side of the
border about 20 miles southeast
of 8nuol, reported seeing two
trucks filled with bodies of Bal-
gon troops killed as they fought
their way toward the border.

An armada of U.S. bombers
and helicopter gunships covered
both sides of Highway 13, the re-
treat route south from Snuol
But enemy troops were reported
so close to the South. Viet-
namese on the highway that alr
attack was difficult,

The South Vietnnmese report-
edly fled the town because the

North Vietnamese b5th Division
had surrounded it and outnum-
bered the defenders about 4,000
to 2,000,

B52 bombers dropped 160 tons

PARIS (AP) — A US. con-
gresaman sald today he smug-
gled out in his shoe from Mus-
cow a copy of a petition signed
by 12 Soviet Jewish mothers
asking Premier Alexel N. Kosay-
gin to let their children emi-
grate to Israel,

Rep. Bertram L. Podell, D-
N.Y., told & news conference
that he mothers would attempt
to present the original petition
to Kosygin in Moscow today.

Podell explained that he todk
a copy of the petition out of the
Soviet Union in his shoe because
he was harassed and nollowed
by the secret police during an
unofficlal visit there last week.

The congressman, who said &
llst of Russian contacts disap-
peared mysteriously from his
hotel room, sald he planned to
inform “our State Department
and our President” about his
treatment. He also stated that
Soviet authorities canceled his
hotel room before his agréed
length of stay terminated,

Photo coples of the petition in
Rusasian were distributed to

newsmen. A copy in addition to
the one destined for Kosygin
was sent to the World Federa-
tion of Women of the United Na-
tions.

“Qur children sre unable to
learn the language and history
of their people, to know and love
its culture,” a translation of the
petition said. *Our children are
without a country, in the strong-
est sense of this term, and we
are concerned for their future,
for the future of persons without
a country is the humiliating and
pitiable future of exiles.

“This is why we are obligel to
go to the extreme limit of self-
socrifice and despalr, and ask
that you authorize our children
to leave Immediately for the
state of Israel. We have full con-
tidence in the state of Israel as
regards the eucation of our
children until we, their mothers,
are permitted to rejoin our
country.

Rejecting a company offer of
a 20 per cent wage increase
over two years, 4 per cent of
which hinged on government ap-
proval of higher tlarifts, the
unions demanded a 81 per cent
hike over two years,

“We very much regret that
the unions representing our em-
ployes have chosen to Inconven-
fence the public by calling a
strike,” the company president,
Earl D, Hilburn, sald in a state-
ment. “We know that our re-
maining differences will be eg-
uitably gesolved—not on the
picket line but at the bargalning
table." - .

War Hero,
Five Others
Die In Crash

ROANOKE, Va. (AP) — The
wreckage of a chartered air-
plane carrying World War IT
hero Audie Mupphy and five oth-
er men has been found on a
rugged mountaintop near here. .

Pathologists worked today
trying to positively identify the
bodles removed from the wreck-
age Monday by reascue workers
and taken to Roanoke Commu-
nity Hospital.

Spokeamen at the state medi-
cal examiner's office hdre said
it probably would be late after-
noon—possibly Wednesday—be-
fore positive Identifications
could be established.

The rescue workers sald three
bodies might be identified by
physical features, but the other
three were burned so badly they
were unrecognizable.

“All Indications point to the
fact that it is Audie,” sald Lin.
coln Carle, the 46-year-old Mur-
phy's business manager. ‘““We
don't have positive identifica-
tion but everything else match-
es."

As the nation's most decorat-
ed World War II hero, Murphy
received 24 medals from the
American government, three
from the French and one from
the Belgians.
