South Viets in New Push Below DMZ

SAIGON (AP) — Thou-
gands of South Vietnamese
marines are making a new
drive in the northwest cor-
ner of the country 15 to

20 miles below the demili-
tarized zone, where a
North Vietnamese buildup
is reported. .

The drive began last Sunday
but was not announced until to-
day for security reasons. The
Saigon command did not dia-
close how many marines are
taking part, but a spokesman
sald several 500-man battalions
are fanning out through the roll-
ing foothills and elephant grass.

The only significant contact
reported occurred Wednesday
afternoon ! when North Viet-
namese forces slammed about
500 mortar rounds into one of
the battallons and engaged
some of the Saigon troops In
light contact.

Field reports sald six marines
were killed and 41 were wound-
ed In the action nine miles
northeast of Khe Senh. Nine of
the enemy were reported killed.

The purpose of the drive is to
disrupt North Vietnamess sup-
ply lnes and infiltraticn corri-
dors and reduce Hanol's capa-
bilitles for mounting an offen-
sive during the dry season now

in the northern guer-
ter of South Vietnam.

Fifty miles to the south, Scuth
Vietnamese infantrymen uncov-
ered a stockplle of 600 mortar
rounds during a drive on the
edges of the A Shau valley, an
important North Vietnamese
supply transshipment point,

The U.S. Command reported
two actions involving American

forces in the northern sector of
South Vietnam.

One U.8. soldler was killed
and two were wounded when
their patrol clashed with a doz-
en North Vietnamese soldiers
near the A Shau Valley, 21 miles
southwest of Hue.

North Vietnamese gunners
also slammed about 30 rounds
of rockets into Fire Base Char-
lie 2, four miles southeast of the
demilitarized zome, wounding
some Americans, the command
sald. A rocket killed 20 Ameri-
cans at the base on May 21
when it scored a direct hit on
bunker jammed with GlIs. The

base has been under sporadic
attack since then.

The U.8, Command reported
48 American battle deaths In Ity
weekly casusity summary to-
day, the highest toll in four
weeks, The total included most
of the 20 soldiers killed in the
shelling of Charlle 2 on May 21.

The command also reported
299 Americans wounded last
week, & sharp increase over the
92 reported for the previous
week but about the same as In
the first two weeks of May. 8ix-
teen Americans died from non-
hostfle causes. South Viet-
namese casualties were 52

killed and 1,171 wounded, and
the allled commands reported
1,866 of the enemy killed.

In Phnom Penh, the Cambo-
dian command reported that (ts
forces overran North Vie-
namese and Viet Cong scldiers
entrenched in bunkers around &
pagoda 10 miles northeast of the
Cambodian capital.

14. Col. Am Rong, the Cambo-
dian military spokesman,
claimed that the government
troops and supporting aircraft
killed 200 of the 800 North Viet-
namese and Viet Cong troops.

BEM drew memberships
steadily, however.

In recent months the attitudes
of some businesamen appear to
have changed.

Willenns, a 87-year-old million-
alre grandfather and former
Marine, was asked If he felt a
major change really has oc-
curred in the business attitude.

“T think the line of the prag-
matist and the idealist are
meeting,'” he replied, Damn few
businessmen think we are unpe-
triotic now. All of them relate
infiation to the war, for exam-
ﬂo'lt

Do you really think you can
end wars?

‘“Yes, Maybe there'll be little
ones,; But my feeling is that
since we've always had wars it
is;no reason to extrapolate into
{hé future. We changed the
pame of the game when technol-
ogy developed the ultimate

weapon.

Isn't that being overly idealls-
tic?

“We have to get away from
the fuzxy thinking that says
wars are inevitable and that
peace {5 a utoplan concept. El-
ther man or war is obsclete. We
have to decide."

But why ahould businessmen
try to take & leadership role?

“The businesaman's role s
critical because he things prag-
matically. He knows how fto
bulld. Peace must be construct
ed. It is an incremental thing,
like constructing & bullding by
putting In the foundation, then
the first story and so on. It is a
step-by-step operation.”

Won’t demilitarization weaken
the nation's security?

“The present direction Is
counterproductive to the best in-
terests of the country. Escala-
tion has brought us into disas-
trous wars, bled our resources
and kept us from solving criti-

problems that

may not be immediate success.

The armaments race grew step

by step. De-escalation can pro-
ceed in the same way."

Beauty in Look of Brides
Not Figment of Imagination

‘NEW YORK (AP) — "What a
beautiful bride !’ '

Since the first ‘I do,'"" millions
of wedding onlookers have
sighed that plirase, In deflance
of logic, there seem to be more
beautiful brides than beautiful
brides-to-Be. Even the noted
plastic surgeon, Dr. Maxwell
Malts, agrees that a girl of av-
erage appearance ‘‘will look
prettier' on the way to the al
tar,

Is the beautiful bride a fig-
ment of many imaginations?
Hypercritical photographers
don't think =0, according to the
Bridal and Brideamaids Apparel
Association. Bradford Bachrach
studio asserts, ‘“The’ girls we
see as brides bear out the truth
of the statement that ‘brides are
beautiful!' '* Philippe Halaman
agrees. 8o does Peter Basch,

Photographer-educator Ralph
Hattersley, goes & step further:
“I've noticed,”” he says ‘“that
even girls who have lived with
their men before marriage also
look especlally beautiful on
thelr. wedding day, though one
might suppose they wouldn't . ..
the idea of marriage does some-
thing special to their looks."

What's the reason for this
phenomenon? Psychiatrists and
paychologists have varied expla-
nations. Dr, Martin 8. Livings-
ton believes that brides “have
evidence that they are worthy of
love, that they are lovable, Peo-
ple are attractive when they
feel they are lovable and worth-
while,” Dr, Eleanor Hamilton
says, “‘all people who love radi-

ate out an inner beauty. The
saying that all the world loves a
lover is a see-able fact."

Pioneer hypnotherapist, Dr.
Abram Weinberg, thinks the
bride's beauty iz related to ¢x-
pectancy,
brides since the first one. She
represents all womanhood, 1t Is
the expectancy she brings with
her: ‘“the expectancy of femi-
ninity, of womanhood' that
shines through in beauty. “It is
also the expectancy of the peo-
ple who are there; the beautiful
setting, the flowers, the musle,
the bridal gown. All these put
you In the mood of expecting
her to be beautiful,’” says the
poychiatrist.

Dr. Welnberg also believes
there's a physical basis for the
bride's beauty. “In the excite-
ment, blood flows to the face,
there is Increased outpouring of
adrenalin, and the glow In her
face reflects these organic, phy-
slological changes."

Basch, a specialist in photo-
graphing women, believea hap-
piness is ‘‘very visual" and the
bride reflects this happiness in
her face. It imbues someone
who may not be photogenic, he
says, “with a kind of beauty, It
may be inner beauty. But it is
visible.” Dr. Edrita Fried, a
psychotherapist, simplifies this

to: ““The soul makes the look." _

According to Father John
McVean of 8t, Francis of Assisl
Monastery & Church, “The love
that the bride expresses to-
wards her husband in the cere.
mony contributes to her beauty
in the eyes of the beholder."

“She represents all-

to her beauty, says psychother-
aplst Helen T. Grand, but there
“ig something about a bridal
gown and headpiece itself that
would enhance anybody.'' The
bride thinks, “I'm going to pet
dressed up like a princess while
everybody else remains in. the
realm of the crdlnary,” says the
paychotherapist. “When you
think of a beautiful bride, you
don't think of one in street
clothes standing before. the Jus-
tice of the Peace,’” Dr. Grand
stated.

Psychiatrist Albert Buyten-
dorp has a different idea. ‘“What
makes the bride beautiful? The
groom, I guess!"’

Under what amounted to a rather in-
sistent questioning attack, President
Nixon, at his Tuesday night press con-
ference, developed soms visible emo-
tional fire as he came out unreservedly
in favor of the way Washington police
handled those second wave antl-war
demonstrators esarly in May.

For all the forcefulness with which he
praised the conduct of the police, and
vowed thet he would favor the same
tactics again, the Prealdent obviously
did not succeed in shutting off or satisfy-
ing that point of view which holds that
the arrest of people who were nt even
involved in any demonstration, or the
arrest of people who, {f involved, had
nevertheless committed no cortmse, con-
stituted an offense against constitutional
liberties. And the  President himself did
not answer too happily or convincingly

when he was asked how such arrests

could be justitied when the court disposi-
ton, for most of them, was a court de-
cision that the arrests themselves had
been improper.

The answer —if there is one ¢to such a
national problem — does not le in any
denial that the constitutional rights of
some demonstrators, or of some in-
nocent bystanders, may have been
violated.

They were indeed violated.

Bul there were other conskitutional
rights being violated, on the same scene,
by act and by threat, There were ths
constitutional rights of ordinary Wash-
ington citizens to use thedr own streets,
to proceed to their places of empioy-
mnnt.topeﬂormthurmm.orw.
demonstrate their own political beliefs
about the war or demonstrakions.

try that some of us seem to be much
more upeet by one kind of infringement
on constititional and civil rights than by
another. For some of us, it ls the in-
tolerable thing that the police, and gov-
ernment officials, should be careless of
the fullest rights for the individual. For
others, &t i Dntolerable that irresponai-
ble masa movements of citizens of some
particular persussion or cause should
pick, as their targets, the normal lving
and peace of their fellow citizena.

Who — to put the question directly—
was the worst offender agatnst the rights
of the innocent, uninvolved citizen, the
police who packed him off to a football
stadium along with the demonstrators
he was watching, or the demonstretors
who slashed his tires because he wanted
to continue on his way to work?

Both offenses must be conceded, and
both, tn a decent society, ought to be
considered intolerable. And it seems a
little unfair to concentrate our critical
Inquiry, as the .press conference did
Tuesday night, on only one half of the
picture, 'We believe any falr auditing of
the record would reveal that the mass
demonstrations of our time have been
much more careless of the rights of in-
dividuals than haye even the '‘most rigor-
ous and ruthless of our law enforcement
officials, We do have the right to expect
the better and higher type of  per
formance from those officlally sworn to
uphold the law, and one wrong does not
make another right, But we should try
to at lenst see both wides of any situa-
tion we try to judge.

Intrigue on Formosa

The United States, In responss
to allegations from the government of
Chiang Kal-shek on Formosa, has re-
moved some of its own personnel from
the islapd. The charge against them
was that they were conspiring with, a
native Formosan political movement
which olaims that the 12,000,000 For-
mosans ought to be able to choose free-
dom for themselves, quite apart from

any cholce betwean Nationallst and
Communist Chinas.

8By such shifting of its personnel, the
United States complies with the neceaal-
ties of Hs formal relationship with

' Chiang Kalshek, whom it has maintain-

ed and prolected on Formosa for the
past 20 years.

This correct formal action, however,
still leaves open the guestion some of
Chiang Kal-shek's more suspicious leu-
tenants are still asking.

Could it be possible that & is the
United States itself which, with its ha-
den hands, is pumping new life and ac-
tivity into the '‘Formosa for Formosans''
political movement?

It is not lkely that, mince Chiang Kai-

MONTGOMBERY, Ala. — Al-
though money in the tens of
thousands {s pouring into an un-
marked office heve to lubricate
the political future of Gov.
George Wallace, the prosvect of
another Waeallace run for the
Presidency next year ls hedged
with dangers for him.

But the new legislature
elected with Wallace last Nov-
ember is overwhelmingly anti-
Wallace and might refject Wal-
lace’s proposal,

Wallace has an answer for
that, too. He would run as
Presidential nominee of the
American Indenpendent Party
(as he did in every atate except
Alabama in 1968) and give the

Teacher Pay- Hike
Of $25 Is Advised

The arbitration panel named
to come up with a solution to
the salary dispute between the
Board of Education and the
Coventry Federation of Teachers
has recommended unanimously
that a $25 salary increase be
tacked onto the base pay for the
197172 school year.

The Board of Bducation, since
the outset ' of negotiations in
January, has held out for re-
taining ¢the current salary
schedule, which would mean a
solary increase of about six per
cent to teachers, just through
normal increments,

The CFT wanted s salary in-
crease of about eight per cent,

The base pay for first year
teachers is now 37,184, and the
arbitration finding, which {s not
binding on either party, would
raigse thizx $25, thus raising all
other salaries in the schedule,

The teachers’ salary schedule
is based on experience and de-
gree level,

According to Acting Buperin-
tendent of Schools Milton Wilde,
neither side bhas scheduled a
meeting to discuss the arbitra-
tion findings, but it is hoped that
everything will be settled by the
close of school June 18, so that
contracts can be issued.

The arbitration panel also
took up the question of longevity
pay, for which the CFT wanted
a bonus of six per cent of salary
for teachers who had taught 12
years or more in the system.

The panel suggested that, in
lieu of longevity, teachers in
this category, who would be at
the top salary step, should be
paid 5.2 per cent incrense in
salary.

Cumbersome Credit Bill
Trips Over Amendmen;s

HARTFORD (AP) — A well
studied proposal for a unifirm
consumer credit code in Con-
necticut, wearing a patchwork
coat of many amendments, was
sent back to committee Wed-
nesday for more study.

The state House of Represen-
tatives debated for more than
two hours over the 133-page
collection of credit-transaction
laws, applying 8 total of 11
amendments until the measure
resembled what one representa-
tive called a ‘‘Chinese jigsaw
puszle.”

The credit code was patterned
after a 1968 National Uniform
Code and was studied by a ape-
clal legisiative committee dur-
ing the past two years. It was
hailed as a bill safeguarding the

NEW BRITAIN (AP)—An in-
ocendiary device made from road
flares was found in a stairwell
at St. Thomas Aquinss High

8chool here Friday morning.

Classes had been called off
for the day about half an hour
before, when a youthful caller
tald the school and its nearby
convent that three bombs had
been planted, set to go off in
an hour and 20 minutes,

The calls came in at 8:20,
Shortly after 9, the principal,
the Rev, Thomas P, Quinn, spot-
ted the device under & metal
stairway and police removed it.

The device consisted of three
raad flares, four searchlight bat-
teries, bare copper wire, a small
box of matches and a stopwatch
that had been stolen from the
physical education department,
school officlals "said.

Police sald there was no in-
dication yet whether the incl-
dent was connected with four
fires Wednesday night and
Thursday morning—all blamed
on arson—that had kept firemen
from & large number of com-
munities busy in central New
Britain for more than 12 hours.

NEW HAVEN (AP) —
A Yale University sclentist just
back from Communist China
says he saw four major opera-
tions performed there using no
anesthetic but ‘‘scupuncture’’—
{nsertion of fine needles into the
body to deaden pain.

Arthur W. Galston, a profes-
sor of blology, said the Chinese
have been using acupuncture for
hundreds of years to relleve
aches,

“But the use of acupuncture
for anesthesia is fairly new and
developed in the last 20 years,"
Galston sald. “In view of the
fact that contact between China
and the West was interrupted for
20 years, it's understandable
that we know so little about it."

Galston said in an Interview
the Chinese have found about 500
places in the body that, when
stuck with needles, produce a
numbing sensation — and that
numbness is not necessarily In
the same part of the body stuck
with the needle. .

He said he was told that acu-
puncture, when used in certain
cases of deafness, also has been
found to stimuiate the nerves so

BEIRUT, Lebanon, (AP) —

King Hussein of Jordan says he
fearn Egypt may ‘make a sep-
arate peace with Israel which
will make no provision for the
return “ of occupied Jordanian
territory, the mnewspaper Al
Amal reported today.
" “Bgypt seems tired of the
Middle East conflict while the
big powers are making too
much nolse about reopening the
Suez Canal,” he sald inan Inter-

“"Consequently I am worried
that an agreement to reopen the
canal might not be linked with
an over-all settlement of the
Arab-Israell dispute,” Hussein
sald.

The Interview appeared on the
eve of the fourth anniversary of
the Middle East war in which
Hussein lost the richest part of
his kingdom.

Husseln sald he wes ready for
a '‘reasonable, but over-all, set-
tlement’’ with Israel and would
accept minor changes in the
prewar boundaries. He insisted,
however, on the return of all of
Bast Jerusalem.

“We are willing to accept
modifications of the prewar
borderline provided they involve
no territorial gains for Ismael,”

he said. ''We accept such modi- *

fications only to correct the sta.

tus of villages which the prewar
borderline bisected.

““But these modifications must
not include Jerusalem. The Holy
City s of tremendous impor-
tance to us and we insist on the
complete restoration of the
Arab sector,’" Hussein stressed.

The king rejected proposals to
internationalize only the Arab
sector of Jerusalem, saying:
“Internationalization must cov-
er the whole city, both Arab and
Israell sectors allke.

"“As far as we are concerned
there can be no peace in the
Middle East without settling the
Jerusalem question. And any
settlement that does not guaran-
tee the rights of Christians and
Moslems in Jerusalem remains
unfair and incomplete,” he add-
ed.

Husseln criticised Kuwait and
Libya for suspending thelr sub-
gidies to Jordan, totaling $72
milllon & year, which were in-
tended to offsot damage suf-
fered by the economy during the
1967 war,

The subsidies were ocut off fol-
lowing the Jordan army's
crackdown - on the Palestine
guerrillas during last Septem-
ber's civil war in Jordan.
