country today. In case his fam e hasn’t 
happened to reach you, la a  follow  nam­
ed John Kerry.

We are willing to concede him many 
poeslble qualifications for public at­
tention and poeslMe future public trust.
He has fought for his country; he has 
studied political science at Y ale; he haa 
put tim e and energy into politics and 
policy; we have no instinct to sen the 
young man short.

But the reas<;n this young man la 
where he Is today is  prim arily a per- 
fonnanoe o f some two or three minutes 
duration on national television on the 
occBsloa of his i^ipearance before the 
Senate Foreign Relations Committee.

He was among those veterans testify- 
ing against the war in metnam. He 
spoke with a  smooth and cultured Ivy 
League accent.

SubaequenUy, the whole speech was 
recorded for drculaUon about the coun­
try. Young Kerry Is besieged by invitar 
tiens tet' speak, to run for office, to Join 
tUs or that political movement.

He may prove to  be a natlcnal sensa­
tion, over the long run.

It is not necessarily anything against 
a young man that he should happen, in 
two or three minutes on natioiud tele­
vision, to make aa immedlaitely favor­
able lnq;iresBlon, Just by looking clean, 
enunciating with culture, and making 
neatly emoUctud statements about the 
problems of our ttme.

What we are trying to say is  that we 
sue not quite sure that being sd>le to do 
this is  quite enough, either.

We m ay com e to be a  consistent, 
fervent sidmirer of John Kerry. If we do, 
we hope It is  not Just because be is a 
handsome, well-spoken young man who 
was a  plesuMurt, literate, cositrolled re­
lief when he suddenly sqipeared as
spokesman for an anti-war cause.

One successful televisiosi s^ ^ ars^ ce 
is not, or at lesut it dm uld not be, 
enough.

The sudden fam e for K erry Is part of 
a tendency which haa been influencing 
the careers of other and m ore prominent 
piditical figures.

Pettaaps thej most Impostant single 
televlsioii appearance In the career of 
any public figure anywhere was that in 
which <Senator Muakle o f Maine made 
hia speech on election eve last Novem­
ber, in  which his calm , cloee-up sinceri­
ty and nobility o f language and thougl^ 
contrasted so favorably wHb the In­
judicious Republican replay thsd stune 
evening ot one of flPresldent Nixon’S least 

• im i««88lve platfwm perform uices.

That single 16 minute tnoadcaat may 
have locked up the 1972 presidential 
nomination, right then and there. People 
acroes the notion are still reacting to 
Senator Muakle on the baaia o f that 
single broadcast, no matter how many 
other aiqiearances he ba» made or is­
sues he has discussed since then.

Again, R is certainly nothing against 
SensUor kkuSUe that he gives this gresd 
Impression of calm , common sense sin­
cerity. It may be directly na a central 
result of his own Inner character that 
hia face can look so persuasive In a 
close-up and that a speechwriter work­

ing for him feels sim plred to choose. , 
such nobility of phrase.

But — also once again — a single tele- 
vislon perform ance ttuuld not be quite 
enough to  win a  presidency.

In a  recent gubernatorial election con­
test, some of the political generals on 
the losing side complained that If, leav­
ing all records and arguments and 
pledges and {womlses exactly the same, 
they had been able to  switch faces and 
tones of voice and abilities to look Into 
the cam era with sincerity showing, the 
election day outcome would have been 

.reversed.

It was certainly nothing against the 
successful gubernatorial candidate that 
he presented the more pleasing image on 
televlsicn, and his actual perform ance In 
office has probably not only confirmed 
that favorable Impression but added 
measurably to It. But It m ay be some- 
thhMT against the voters themselves, and 
the dem ocratic system. If the voters do 
not try to be a  little more studious.

Gypsy Moth Dwnage
We are approaching the period when 

gypsy moth caterpillars w ill be doing 
their damage. DefoUatten o f wide areas 
of woodland and of individual trees can 
be expected where ttiere has not been 
spraying with insecticides. It might be a 
particularly difficult time for conserva- 
ttcfilate who have opposed mass q>iay- 
Ing with an insecticide such as Sevln.

The sight o f decimated trees Is apt to 
taock well-intentioned people arho agree 
with the cooservatlofilsts In theory but 
iriio have neither the experience nor ex­
tensive information to witness the de­
nuding process without having strong 
second thoughts. ‘Ihe ability of nature to 
survive such attacks without man’s h^p 
la bound to be questioned by many who 
will seriously doubt that more harm 
com es from  chem icals then from  the 
peats.

Against this backdrop, a  study made 
by ttie Connecticut Agricultural Ehcperl- 
ment Station is particularly hdpful. It 
was found by the researchers. In a  sur­
vey that lasted for a  decade, that a sin­
gle defoliation cf trees by gypey moths 
or other insects does not increase mor­
tality algnifircantly. It might kx>k awful 
when It happens, but a tree defoliated by 
gypsy moths is not necessarily a doom­
ed tree.

In most Instances, the Connecticut re­
searchers found, it tock..r^>eated defoU- 
atlcn to kill trees that they studied in 
eight forest tracts c f unmanaged wood­
land. kfortallty was h ig ^ r in the tbrice- 
defcllated {dots ttian in undefoUated 
comparison areas but no different In the 
once-defoliated plot. It was concluded by 
the scientists.

This information should be kept In 
mind by anyone who is trying to mea­
sure the pros and cons o f spraying 
against the gypsy moth. Trees are sub­
jected to a certain amount of risk to 
avoid the heavy environmental damage 
rtwi might be done by an Insecticide, but 
the risk is not as great as it might ap­
pear from  the mesa made by the moths.

It is most valuable to have the kind of 
data on the effect of gypey moths that 
has been supplied by the Agricultural 
Experimental Station. Bq>eclaUy in the 
abaence o f a  State poUcy on spraying 
against gypny moths.

Pertiaps firm er guidelines and addi­
tional dlscuaslcn by State officials cn  the 
issue are in Mder. We note that the Con­
necticut Conservation Assoclatton is ask­
ing the CUuiecticut Pesticide Control 
Boar4 to back aetten by Its Massachu­
setts counterpart. The latter has re­
stricted aerial q m yln g  for control o f the 
gypsy moth with such pesticides aa Sev­
ln to prevent application within 600 feet 
of a dwelling or certain bodies o f water, 
including reservoirs.

Even if the Connecticut board refuses 
to foUow suit It would grqaUy contribute 
to public understanding if the board set 
forth a  detailed explanation for its rea­
sons. — NBW HAVBJN REGISTER.

Meantime, there have been 
steep increases in those taxes 
that hit the less affluent fam i­
ly  hsmlest: Local property 
taxes, state sates and excise 
taxes and federal payroll taxes. 
Aa a result, oî r i national tax 
system is measurably less fair,

How can this have happened 
without stirring a m ajor poli­
tical controversy?
