‘After Month-Long Slump

NEW YORK (AP) — After &
month of decline the stock mar-
ket tumed upward during the
past week, advancing in ali four
sesslons.

The bellwether Dow Jones av-
erage of 30 Industrisle  rose
some 14 points for its best week-
ly performance since mid-April.
Observers drew encouragement
from the fact that volume,
which had declined sharply in
May, rebounded as the market
climbed,

After reaching a 23-month
high of 050.82 last April 28, the
blue-chip Indicator proceded to
lose 45 points over the next

month.

Despite the market’s partial
comeback, some analysts said
they doubted whether the mar-
ket was ready for & sustained
rally.

“The market's gtil in & con-
solidation phase” remarked
Robert Stovall, analyst for Rey-
nolds & Co. “It hasn't started
any summer rally. What you're
soeing is more of the basebuild-
ing most recoveries require be-
fore a rally begins."

A more view came
trom E. F. Hutton analyst New-
ton Zinder who said: "The con-
solidation we saw during most
ofmyhnowowr.ntoohllke
we're on an uptum.'’

Those who sald they thought
the market was still consolidat-
ing cited uncertainty about the
economic outlook.

As Robert Johnson, annlyst
for Paine Webber, Jackson &
Curtis put it: “A lot of investors
are perplexed about which way
interest rates will go. Both the
higher and lower {nterest rate
schools  have
spokesmen.’'

“The pace of the market's ad-
vance slowed perceptibly to-
ward the week's end. On both
Tueeday and Wednesday the
Dow gained nearly 8 point. But
on Thursday the gain dwindled
to 1.7 points and to 0.85 Friday.
The market was closed Monday
because of Memorial Day.

" TIJUANA, Mexico (AP) — A
power outage plunged this bor-
der city of 400,000 into darkness
and officials sald electricity
may be out for days.

The elecrical outage just be-
fore ® pm. Friday threw the
crowded downtown area into a
huge traffic jam because alg-
nalsn were not operating and
thousands fled restaurants,
stores, night clubs and movie
theaters.

Deputy Police Chief Fernando
Calsada said all officers were
put on alert to help the public
and prevent looting,

Calzada sald the power failure
apparently was caused by over-
loading at a generating plant at
nearby Rosarito, which supplies
power for Tijuana and moat of
Northern Baja Californis.

It may
be hours or even days."”

—In Bucharest, Romania, a
computer was delivered to &
management ¢raining center,
and courses in electronic data

—In the Fiji Islands, an ex-
pert advised on design and qual-
ity of woodcarving, pottery, tra-
ditiona] mat weaving and loom
weaving. The “near-lost art' of
making tapa cloth by beating
and soaking mulberry bark was
revived, “‘and tapa cloth could
become a valuable export.”

—In Mongolia, a pecently ap-

The projecta financed by the
