Debate Doesn’t Change It 
No matter how many times we go 

around on the issue of revenue Miaring, 
we come back. In the end, to the 
elemental Issue of whether or not the 
hand wMch raises the tax money should 
have the power to decide how It to spent.

President Nixon, with hto revenue 
sharing plan, has naked Congress to per­
form a miracle. He has asked it to raise 
taxes and then turn money back to the 
states and the cities with no strings 
attached, for them to sp«id as they 
please.

Since members of Oongreas base half 
their political life on the buslneas of 
claiming how they channel federal ex­
penditures into their home districts, and 
states, they are reluctant to surrender 
their traditloiua prerogatives.

It has taken Oongresaman Wilbur 
Mills, the bigh priest of federal oon- 
gresatbnal apendlng, to tit the Mgh- 
aoundlitp; kind of argument —and for 
many ua a right and valid aigurnent 
—around this natural Oongresaional In­
stinct.

Giving local governments money to 
spend wtilcb has been raised for them 
by somebody else would tend, he says,

in Buch local governments,

Chairman MUto thus openly rejects 
what most students of the revenue ahaiv 
lug proposal have really questioned all 
along — the President’s claim that giving 
such control free money back to the 
states would be a way of buUdliig vq> and 
strengthening local government.

We all pay and pay and pay. Candor, 
vriiidh might not be pleasant practice 
how that we have, on all levels^ begun 
to try to fold, ourselves, dictates that the 
best and soundest long run practice 
would be require each level of govern­
ment to tax for its own qwnding and not 
expect handouts from any othar level of 
government. IFor one tUng, the handout 
always means a hand-ln, certainly In the 
pocket, usually In the policy which gov­
erns the spending.

Whose Cows Are Sacred?
It to that time of year, when young 

peoido about to leave the haUs of ivy 
and enter upon the great open sea of 
Ufe are eallad upon to undenriand. If 
they can, the advice being offered them 
by dtotiqgulriied commencement day 
speaken.

Were It not for one crucial detail, we 
would guess that two audiences, Sunday, 
were receiving the same kind of advice.

Impasse?.
Has the American legal system hit an 

tmpaese wltii the Sesle-HuggliiB ease? 
And If so, who set up the Imposiw and 
how can It be breached?

It cannot be said that Justice was done 
in the case, because no guilty or Innocent 
deoiSkm was reached. The trial was 
aborted by Judge Haidd Mulvey and 
diaiges against the defendants were 
dropped, when the jury couldn’t agree on 
a verdict and the judge ruled that, be­
cause of the trial’s pubUetty, findiiig a 
aecond jury with frerii ayes for vtowlng 
the evidence would be Imposclble.

If America to Indeed on the brink of a 
series of stalled trials, one must question . 
in tamdem the prejudicial affect of pub- 
UcHy on trials and the govemment’s tac­
tic of generating “public enmities’ ’—such 
as the Black Panthers and certain wUte 
extiemtoU — and then movtag against 
them.

It to not certain tiuti Americans, gen­
erally a  more unrestrainsd people, could 
emulate at thto moment the British in 
holding pretrial end trial coverage to an 
absolute minimum. Racial problema in 
America, the Vletaam war, and currents 
of unrest and change emanating from the . 
young have made Americans want all the 
more to atay on top of trials with poUUcal 
or social or “repressive’ ’ ovartonea. And 
yet, the Seale-Huggtas case suggests, 
greiater limits on prsss itiscretion must 
be set. The press seems in danger of 
uaurptag the rde of the courts.

Second, the government’a qpokeamen 
must stick to specific charges In their 
puUic utterances, in  the past the FBI has 
sweeptagly labeled Back Panthers as 
undesirables. And in the case of white ex- 
tremtoU, as with the Justice Department 
lawyer’s headline-appealing statement 
tost week that tiie Berrlgan defendants 
represent a greater threat than organto- 
ed crime, the government will have to 
avoid puMlc statements that would prej­
udice the right of the accused to a fair 
trial.

WABHINaTON — Dr. OnUup 
polls the country and reports 
that Richard M. Nlxtm to no 
better than an even bet for re- 
election today against any <ti the 
three Democratic presidential 
poealbUltlea, Edmund S. Muakie, 
Edward M. Kennedy and Hubert 
H. Humphrey.

Meantime, the Democrats, 
who have controlled Oongreas 
for all but 4 of the past 40 years, 
go bUthely on their way, rewrit­
ing the President’s program to 
suit their own political priorities.

The first scattered reports 
qround the country of the regis. 
tratlon of la-year-olds phowed 
the Democratic margin eveh 
more l(g)Slded than had been ex­
pected.

Does all this mean we are 
destined — or doomed. If you 
wish—to be governed bv Demo­
crats in perpetuity? Obviously 
not. There are dozen’s of ways 
the Democrats could cemtrive to 
lose the 1972 election.

But a serious analysis of the 
hmg-term forces to American 
politics, appearing in the cur­
rent issue of the ouarterly, The 
Public Interest, concludes with 
the statement that “ our exami­
nation ot the directions of 
change In the composition ot 
the coalitions from the New

The three political scientist- 
authors, Everett Ladd Jr. and 
Lsuriston King of the Unlvers- - 
Uy of Connecticut and Charles 
Hadley of Louisanna State Uni­
versity, put It this way:

“From Its base In the pro­
fessional and mEuiagerial strat­
um, with the often reluctant 
allegiance of the black under­
class, with support based on the 
I>erstotence of Democratic 
loyallties, with impressive
media backing for its programs, 
with Judicious manipulations of 
public policy to meet various 
constituency needs, the Demo­
cratic Party should continue as 
the ’sun’ (the center of Ameri­
can politics)— although not the 
‘sun’ that rose with Roosevelt.’ ’ 

That last remark Is Mie of 
their major cMicluslons: A find­
ing that the Democratic coali­
tion has changed dramatically 
in its makeup. From their 
analysis of the public opinion 
polls of the last four decades, 
they conclude that tiie Demo­
crats are no longer primarily a 
working-class party but have 
establlriied a solid base in the 
“ new middle class’’ of man­
agers, teachers and administra­
tors.

The Democrats, they say, 
have successfully transformed 
themselves from a party of 
have nots to a party of haves.”

I f there to a threat to the 
Democratic ascendancy, these 
authors contend, it will not

arise in the suburbs, where this 
new middle class dwells, but to 
the SouUi and the big cities, 
where race conflict may drive 
some traditional white Demo­
crats out of the party.

Between 1962 and 1968, they 
note, the percentage of South­
ern vriilte voters identlfjdng 
themselves as Democrats drop­
ped by one-third, and the per­
centage of Ug cities whites call­
ing themselves Democrats, by 

‘ about one-fourth. Many of the 
defectors went Into the inde­
pendent ranks, which may or 
may not be a way-station en- 
route to a new Republican af­
filiation.

To win their allegiance, they 
suggest, Mr. Nixon and the Re­
publicans should be talking and 
practicing a form of “neopopul- 
Ism” which they are not really 
doing at the present.

The authors of this study take 
note — as anyone must — of 
the rising jdienomenon of po- 

. liUcal independence at all levels 
of the electorate, but particular­
ly among the younger, better 
educated voter.

Unlike some other scholars, 
who cteitend that party politics 
as such is passe, they argue 
that “ much ot the current dis­
satisfaction with the major 
parties is strictly short-term, 
and will pass with changes in 
leaders and policies, especially 
with an end to the war In Viet­
nam.”

What wlU remain, they sug­
gest, to an electorate “gradual­
ly evel: more Independent of 
parties,”  but an electorate 
where Democrats are likely still 
to be dominant.

That to only a theory, of 
course, but there to UtUe in to­
day’s political news that makes 
it look suspiciously wrong-

Cholera ToU 
Tops 4,000

HRISHNAGAR, India (A P ) — 
India’s West Bengal State is 
short ot poiUce because so many 
are guarding the rivers to keep  ̂
the bodies of cholera victimk 
from being thrown ta.

According to conservative of­
ficial. estimates, the week-old 
ei^demic among refugees from 
East Pakistan has taken at least 
4,000 lives, half in the Nadia dis­
trict surroundtag Krlshnagar.

The 200,000 residents ot Kriah- 
nagar, 60 miles northeast of Cal­
cutta, are tense.

Rumors spread dally that 
Pakistani agents from across 
the border 20 miles away are 
emptying bottles of cholera 
germs into toe local water sup­
plies to make the epidemic 
spreful foster.

A  crowd of 600 persons beat a 
Moslem to death Monday at the 
Krlshnagar railway station aft­
er a report that be had emptied 
a small bottle Into a roadside 
well.

D.K. Ghosh, the district mag­
istrate of Krlshnagar, said the 
rivers are being pdlutod but by 
the bodies of cholera victims 
thrown ta by relatives tor quick 
burial.

He said' that so many police 
wore now deployed to guard the 
rivers against this that there is 
a shortage of police to enforce 
law and order. With the state's 
populallTO increased by at least 
4^ miUlTO refugees from East 
Pakistan and wlto hundreds cf 
thousands more coming across 
the frontiers each week, the 
West Bengal government asked 
other states to lend it at least 20 
battalions of police.

Cosmonaut' 
Acrobatic 
In Space

MOSCOW (AP) — A Soviet 
coqmonaut tumbled Uke an ac­
robat today to the big cabin of 
the orbiting apace laboratory 
Salute to demonatrate weight- 
leaaneaa for Ruaolan televtaion 
viewers.

The mlaslon cmnmander, Lt. 
Col. George Dobrovolaky, ran 
through the acrobatic routine to 
a television communications 
session with ground controllers. 
He was wearing a new space- 
suit designed to overcom e the 
effects of weightlessness on the 
body, ’Tass news agency said.

Later, Dobrovolsky turned on 
the booster rockets and sent 
the Salute into a higher orbit 
for the second straight day to 
aUow the space laboratory to 
remain to orbit longer.

’Tass said the new orbit 
ranged from 160.9 mUes to 
175.2 mUes above the earth. 
’The cosmonauts raised the Sa­
lute orbit an average of 12.4 
miles Tuesday to 148.6 miles to 
164.8 miles.

At the end of their third work­
ing day, the cosmonauts had 
made 87 revolutions <rf the earth 
aboard the Salute, which is 
about the size of an average 
living room. They connected 
the spaceship Soyuz 11 to the 
Salute Monday. '

Tass reported the cosmonauts 
conducted a number of medical 
and biological experiments but 
gave no details.

No Clues 
Found In 

Plane Crash
NEW HAVEN (A P)—PreUml- 

nary examination o f two record­
ing devices salvaged from  the 
wreck of the Allegheny Airilnes 
plane which crashed to Bast 
Haven M ogday killing 28 of the 
31 people did not give any clues 
about the crash.

One recorder is used to re­
cord the last 30 minutes of the 
pilot’s conversation and the oth­
er recorded a profile of the In­
strument readings.

One of the members o f the 
NaticHial Transportation Safety 
Board studying the crash, Ru­
dolf Kapustin, said “ at this point 
we have no indlcatiofis other 
than normal routing conversa­
tion.’ ’

He also said the Instrument 
recorder showed that the plane 
was making a  normal rate of 
descent on Its approach to 
Tweed-New Haven airport.

The plane plowed through 
three vacant beach cottages and 
crashed into a rnarsb about a 
mile from  the end <rf the run­
way.

Kapustin was not gbie to re­
port what altitude readings were 
registered in the recorder.

Kapustin €dso said t)>e Instru­
ment gauges appeared to be to 
satisfactory condlticm for test­
ing.
