Cosmonaut' 
Acrobatic 
In Space

MOSCOW (AP) — A Soviet 
coqmonaut tumbled Uke an ac­
robat today to the big cabin of 
the orbiting apace laboratory 
Salute to demonatrate weight- 
leaaneaa for Ruaolan televtaion 
viewers.

The mlaslon cmnmander, Lt. 
Col. George Dobrovolaky, ran 
through the acrobatic routine to 
a television communications 
session with ground controllers. 
He was wearing a new space- 
suit designed to overcom e the 
effects of weightlessness on the 
body, ’Tass news agency said.

Later, Dobrovolsky turned on 
the booster rockets and sent 
the Salute into a higher orbit 
for the second straight day to 
aUow the space laboratory to 
remain to orbit longer.

’Tass said the new orbit 
ranged from 160.9 mUes to 
175.2 mUes above the earth. 
’The cosmonauts raised the Sa­
lute orbit an average of 12.4 
miles Tuesday to 148.6 miles to 
164.8 miles.

At the end of their third work­
ing day, the cosmonauts had 
made 87 revolutions <rf the earth 
aboard the Salute, which is 
about the size of an average 
living room. They connected 
the spaceship Soyuz 11 to the 
Salute Monday. '

Tass reported the cosmonauts 
conducted a number of medical 
and biological experiments but 
gave no details.

No Clues 
Found In 

Plane Crash
NEW HAVEN (A P)—PreUml- 

nary examination o f two record­
ing devices salvaged from  the 
wreck of the Allegheny Airilnes 
plane which crashed to Bast 
Haven M ogday killing 28 of the 
31 people did not give any clues 
about the crash.

One recorder is used to re­
cord the last 30 minutes of the 
pilot’s conversation and the oth­
er recorded a profile of the In­
strument readings.

One of the members o f the 
NaticHial Transportation Safety 
Board studying the crash, Ru­
dolf Kapustin, said “ at this point 
we have no indlcatiofis other 
than normal routing conversa­
tion.’ ’

He also said the Instrument 
recorder showed that the plane 
was making a  normal rate of 
descent on Its approach to 
Tweed-New Haven airport.

The plane plowed through 
three vacant beach cottages and 
crashed into a rnarsb about a 
mile from  the end <rf the run­
way.

Kapustin was not gbie to re­
port what altitude readings were 
registered in the recorder.

Kapustin €dso said t)>e Instru­
ment gauges appeared to be to 
satisfactory condlticm for test­
ing.

However, he added, ‘,‘We have 
no indication rt this point that 
there Is a navigational prob­
lem.”

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The Runaway B udget
Open Form

J ^ lu c ta n t  P rison ers
Out of the conflicting emotions and 

posstons that have evolved from  the war 
In Indochina, some Americans have 
come to doubt their initial concepts of 
the North Vietnamese.

To some extent, this kind of rethinking 
is valuaUe. The Initial concepts of the 
enemy — and Indeed why we were fight­
ing — were fuzzy in many cases.

But there also is the possibility that 
a new fuzziness w ill arise out of the pres­
ent doubts and that many Americans 
w ill buy a propaganda Image o f the 
North Vietnamese that represents them 
as a unified people, posses*^  of high 
dedication and morale.

There are better tests for such theories 
than to accept the word o f friendly ob­
servers who have bad carefully control­
led tours o f the North. One test was pro­
vided a  few  days ago when 600 sick or 
wounded North Vietnamese soldters who 
were prisoners of war in the south were 
offered the opportunity to return home. 
Only 18 were willing to go, despite U.S. 
urging born out o f a  desire tor a prison­
er exchange. Hanoi yesterday refused to 
accept even the 13, probably because of 
its embarrasranent over the refusals, 
which It claim ed were U.S.-inspired.

We cannot be sure of the perscnal rea­
sons tor the refusal. They might prove to 
be complicated for a Weaterner to un­
derstand. Stm, it would seem to be safe 
to assume that the prisoners dm ’t  re­
gard their homeland as a  very hospita­
ble place to return to even after long 
months of hardMilp and physical sutfer- 
ing.

There can, of course, be little doubt 
that the North 'Nfietnamese have tought 
hard and with physical courage. Pre­
sumably, however,they have done so 
out of a  nationaUstlc fervor which their 
leaders have directed a t . “ American 
aggressors”  of a  different race and cul­
ture and bearing a  certain physical re- 
semlblance to the form er colonial mas­
ters.

It would be somewhat credulous to 
suppose that North Vietnamese soldiers 
—other than those who are port of the 
ruling poUtical cadres — have fought to 
defend a  political idea that we call com ­
munism. And it wmdd be sim ilarly cred­
ulous to imagine that there are not many 
North Vietmanese who h a v e  doubts 
about the rigid disciidines and great per­
sonal sacrifices they must accept In or­
der to further the political aapirationa 
and ambitions o f their leaders.

Unfortunately, not many are Ukely to 
gain much real perspective for their 
doubts or to dare to express them <pen- 
ly. Political systems that apidy rigid dis- 
clpUnea are not challenged by those who 
are subject to them in the sam e Mithe 
way that we challenge ours.

None of this suggests that the United 
States has some obligation to destroy 
such systems where they ex ist. We 
riHxild by now know that we cannot real­
istically expect to remake the world. But 
lest some o f us Come to accept the' idea 
t h a t  authoritarian polUlcal system s 
triiich dmnand absolute allegtance are 
somehow little different from  what we 
have, it might be 'wise to consider the 
xnrisoners. A  vote not to go home again 
ia a s t r o n g  vote. Indeed. — WAIX,

WASHINGTON — The pros­
pect of the Federal Budget 
running dangerously out of 
ccHitrol, long idewed inside the- 
ffixon administration as a 
potential catastrophe only for 
future years, is now becoming 
an imminent menace to the 
economy.

The truth, carefully sMelded 
by high Administration offlcials, 
is that the bleak picture con­
tained in President Nixon’s 
budget message. Jan. 29, has 

-:>grown ' steadily bleaker. In 
four months, the President’s 
estimated $30.2 billion in deficit 
spending over two years has 
grown to an astounding $40 bil- 
Uon-plus, according to inde- 
I>cndent Congressional staff 'ex­
perts.

This spreading glut of red ink 
com es at a time \^en top 
econom ic offleals in the .Admin­
istration privately admit that 
inflationary exoectations have 
returned to the business world. 
Such exnectatlons are a m ajor 
cause of the unexoceted and un­
welcom e rise in long-term Inter­
est rates, which bodes no good 
for full ecwiom ic recovery. In 
the opinion of some Nixon 
econom ic advisers, the project­
ed, eve-poonlng deficit could 
further fuel Inflationary expecta­
tions.

M oreover, the long-range ren­
dezvous with a natlcsial fiscal 
crisis has been hastened by the 
speed erf the deficit’s growth. 
Thus, the time ia approaching 
when the annual growth of 
regulai^ and avoidable .Federal 
spending will outstrip the extra 
revenue generated by economic 
growth.

This scenario of the Federal 
government losing control of the 
budgetary process aroused 
skepticism from  Nixon policy­
makers when first enunciated in 
the fall of 1970 by Alan Green­
span, a private conservative 
econom ist close to the Nlxcm ad­
ministration. But increasingly, 
economista In the White House,

the O ffice <rf-Management and 
Budget, and the Treasury are 
coming around to Greenspan’s 
concept ot the runaway budget.

Actually, nobody ever took 
fully seriously Mr. Nixon’s fore­
cast of a $U.i8 billion deficit for 
the fiscal yeaF ending June 30, 
1972, based as It on unreal­
istically rosy predictions of 
prosperity. Private economists 
now agree fiiat the probable 
size of that deficit ia $2B bllUmi.

The real stunner, however. Is 
what has happened In the fiscal 
^year ending June 80, 1971. Orig­
inally forecast by the Prerident 
as a surplus. It was trimmed 
back to an $18.6 billion deficit 
by thS President in last Jan­
uary’s budget message. That 
was considered realistic.  ̂

However, Congressional staff 
experts several weeks ago de­
cided that higher spending and 
lower revenues would push that 
dMiclt to $20.3 bllU «l.

In recent days, however, they 
have calculated an additional 
$600 m illion rise in e n d in g  and 
an additional drop In revenue <rf 
$1.9 billlwi^-addlng up to a def­
icit o f $22.8 billion for fiscal 
1971. The two-year d ^ c lt ; $46.8 
blUimi, a total never before ex­
perienced in two consecutive 
years at a tim e when the na­
tion was not engaged in all-out 
war.

To economists, the steady 
creep ot spending is far more 
disconcerting than the more pro­
nounced drop in revenue. That 
creep, they believe, foretells 
year after year of double-figure 
deficits carrying some form  of 
perpetual inflation.

A graphic example is the Ad- 
ministratioa’s own kmg-range 
spending forecast for calendar 
‘year 1976. The guess made in 
January, 1970, was $206 billion. 
Just one year later. In January, 
1971, the Administration raised 
that estimate exactly $10 bil­
lion to $216 billion, thanks to 
new legislation passed by Con­
gress and a rise in Interest 
rates on the national debt. By 
the time 1975 actually Is. here.

doubtlessthe spending fig ^ e  
'Will be higher still.

To prevent this, the govern­
ment and Congress can slow 
down the runaway budget by 
one of two courses: Cut back 
sharply on spending or raise 
taxes. Since there seems little 
inclination to take either course, 
the safer prediction is simply 
continuation of a  permanent in­
flation to the peril <rf the nation.

Heraln Has M r. Nixon's eco­
nomic Catch-22. To stop the re­
cession, he has set off on an 
expansive budgetary policy In­
suring large deficits. But those 
deficits, inflationary as they 
are, may help push up Interest 
rates which slow down economic 
recovery. Thus, the Nixon men 
no longer are shrugging ott ail 
that red Ink. They seem still to 
be trapped In that worst of all 
worlds — simultaneous Inflation 
and recession.

draft records.

Daniel Berrigan was not in­
dicted in that case but was al­
leged to be a coconspirator.

ford area in one hour starting 
at about 7, with one inch falling 
in a 2t-mlnute span.

Manchester reached nearly 
that amount, getting 1.04 Inches 
on the rain gauge, said a 
Water and Sewer Department 
spokesman.

In a short, but hectic 25 min­
utes, from 7:30 to 7:86, six fire 
calls, aJl to the Town Fire De­

partment, came in as a result 
of lightning damage.

A garage and cellar suffered 
burning at 249 Boulder Rd., 
scorching the floors, and dam­
aging a washing macdilne. 
ShorUy after, lightning caused 
sparks to fly from a light sock­
et at a home at 179 Boulder Rd. 
No damage was sustained.

“Doctor 
in the House?"

Suppoae you are sitting in t a 
theater when the man next to you 
slumps to the floor, unconscious. 
In alarm, you shout:

“ Is there a doctor in the 
house?”

And a doctor comes and' gives 
first aid. As the person who sum­
moned the doctor, could you be 
held legally liable for his fee?

As a general rule, when you 
request any kind o f services to be 
performed for someone else, you 
may indeed be responsible for 
payment. But in the case o f a 
medical emergency, the law usu­
ally makes an exception and de­
nies liability. As one court ex­
plained:

“ Persons commonly call for 
medical aid for the sick solely 
out o f  a spirit o f  kindness, with­
out any expectation o f  becoming 
personally responsible."

Would it matter that the sick 
person was your friend or rela­
tive? Not necessarily. Thus:

A  man brought his daughter- 
in-law to the hospital for some 
tests while her husband was 
away on a trip. When surgery 
became necessary, he told the 
doctor to go ahead. Did this re­
quest, plus his kinship to the pa­
tient, make him responsible for 
the surgical fee?

A  court said no, because it was 
not customary for a man to be 
responsible for his daughter-in- 
law’s medical expenses. T o  make 
him liable, said the court, there 
would have to be a more specific 
understanding between him and 
the doctor.

Still, the understanding need 
not be as specific as a formal 
legal contract. In another caM, a 
man was driving his girl friend 
home from a party when he had 
an accident. The girl was badly 
injured, and he rushed her to a 
ho^ital.

There he begged the doctor to 
do everything he could to save 
her life. He .said he "felt re­
sponsible”  because she had suf­
fered the injury in his car.

Later, be tried to avmd liabil­
ity to the'̂  doctor by pointing out 
that he had not made a specific 
agreement to pay. But a court 
held him responsible anyhow. 
The judge said the comments he 
did make, under such drcum- 
stances, could fairly be interpret­
ed as a promise to foot the bQls.

Is Campaign 
Of Publisher

8AO PAUIiO, BrasU (AP) — 

Despite the fact that this city— 
the biggest Industrial center in 
Latin America—hae become an 
Impersonal maze of steel and 
concrete, at least one Sao Paulo 
resident has resolved to beauti­
fy  the nation’s remaining open 
spaces.

“ Leave flowers along your 
way and malce Braidl lovelier,”
Is the slogan ot a <me man cam­
paign undertaken by Armando 
Cury, publisher of the BrasUtan 
camping mtigazine, Acampa- 
mento.

Cury wants vacationers, hunt­
ers, fishermen and campers to 
carry flower seeds with them 
wherever they travel and scat­
ter them to the winds— În the 
mountains. In valleys or along 
highways. And he has backed 
up hU plan by giving away 
70,000 packets of seeds, at a cost 
of $6,000.

“ ’Ihla way, we’B have a hap­
pier nation,’ ’ he says.

Last year (Jury began Includ­
ing free flower seeds—forget- 
me-nots, balsam, asters, blue­
bonnets, popples, sunflowers 
and others—with his -magazine, 
which has a monthly circulation 
of 20,000.

Tbere was much enthusiasm 
for the idea, he said, adding 
that his original worries that 
hunters and fishermen might 
think flower planting wasn’t 
“ masculine,’ ’ quickly were done 
away with. Cury said he intro­
duced the campaign with a  leaf­
let emphasising the “ spirit of 
preserving nature.”

Cury, a small man in his 40s,

Chickens Aid 
In Research 
On Cancer

By AP NewsfeeUuiee 
At first glance, the {Mice of a 

chicken dinner and progreea In 
leukemia research may not 
seem to have anything In com­
mon, but they do.

At laboratorlee in Bt. Petera- 
burg, Fla., mlcroUologlata are 
ralring virus free ctaickena un­
der special ccndltlans fmr their 
research into the causes and 
possible cures for Marek’s dis­
ease, a tyi>e of cancer that at­
tacks 20 per cent cf the chicken 
population annually. It la beped 
that one result o f their research 
will be developing a  quick diag­
nostic teat for cancer.

And, according to Dr. L.A. 
Wilhelm, president of the Poul­
try and Elgg National Board, If 
the percentage of chickens de­
stroyed due to Marek’s  disease 
could be saved, housewives 
could ejqiect the prices of chick­
ens and eggs to drop by one- 
third.

At the Life Sciences Labora­
tories, the first step tosvard 
c r e a t ^  a colony of virus tree 
chickens is taken when ferU- 
lised egga are sterilised to make 
sure the chicks will be free of 
viruses and bacteria vriten they 
are hatched. Bach chick la then 
raised In its own chamber 
breathing filtered air.

Attendants who provide them 
with food and water must do so 
by imtting their arms into ster­
ile rubber gloves built Into txdes 
cut Into these isolation cubicles.

When the females sure about 
22 weeks <dd, they can start lay- 

I Ing a  new generation of virus 
free chickens. The adult poultry 

I are retired when they reach the 
age of two years.

The scientists say they are.
