“Python could slmost pass for
crocodlle tall," saya Corcellet,
who also flambes 100 of these in
rum annually in his tiny kitchen
around the corner, assisted by
his Russian chef. Whale, howev-
er, “tastes more like tortolse,”
and he serves either a la Napoll-
taine,

Who are the devotees of zoo-
logical dishes? *‘Curious people,
people who want to escape from
the confines of soclety and to
know life on & matter over mind
basis.”” And they take them
home, frozen in plastic bags, at
$2 a portion.

Aged 61 and with a belly that
testifies to a career of good eat-
ing, Corcellet opened his shop
“‘atavistically" 86 years ago
"My chromosomes pushed me
into business,” explains Corcel-
let, whose ancestors captured
the coveted title of coffee mer-
chant to King Louls XVI in 1780,
and whose three shops to this
:lny are Meccas for coffee ad-

cts,

Actunlly, he *‘owes it all to
my mother,” who demanded
that her dutiful son whip up lit.
tle delicacies for her, '‘She was
s splendid mother,”! he says,
"because sha loved me a lot."”

Ten years ago he made his de-
but as chef with a python. “In-
stinctively, my first reaction
was fear and repulsion, like ev-
eryone else,”” he reminiaces.
After scrubbing the unwieldy
reptile, he entered into '‘a tete-
a-tete with it, Every moming I
patted it affectionately, not at
all jn & bestial wey."

Finally he saw the light and
mince then repeats the contem-
plation process with every new
animal, ‘“Take a Norwegian
bear,” continues Corcellet, just-
1y  proud of his bear pate. “At
first I used Norwegian recipes,
but to put salt and beer in a
bear that amells of nuts and
honey is heresy.”

Inspiration for new subjects
comes ‘‘from chatting with my
nelghbors, Besides, I'm & na-
ture lover.'

But whether he's attacking a
camel’'s hump, braising a rein-
deer tongue, marinating a mon-
key or stirring kangaroo soup—
“kangaroo is even better roast-
ed'"—he keeps in mind the tradi-
tional French palate.

“Couscous, for example, is
meant to be eaten under a tent,
with the sun shining and the air
circulating. But rancid butter
doesn't belong in a 17th century
dinirig room."” So he never uses
rancid butter in his couscous
and run-of-the-mill recipes like
curries, paella, blinis, boullla-
baise, Antilles sausage, snalls
and rabbit. All are precooked,
packaged and frozen under his
label “Le Monde a Table,"
suggestive of a TV dinner. You
simply pop them, bag and all,
into bolling water for 156 min-
utes,

A nation’s flag is the symbol of a
voluntary compact under which the peo-
pledmlmnmmhsppymm
to live together.

Whenever a mation has to worry about
whether or not its own people are giving
proper respect and loyalty to that flag,
as symbol of that compact, the com-
pact itself is in trouble.

The cure for such trouble does not
llo in artificial attempts to legislate or
compel or educate a more reliable
brand of patriotiam,

Buch cures, {f resorted to, merely in-
crease the trouble and make it even
more dangerous becsuse they try to
drive it out of the public sight.

Such cures, when attempted, give to
some peoplo the dangerous and the
{llusionary satisfaction of seeming to or-
der and push their fellow countrymen
around,

When s nation's flag is in trouble be-
cuuonweompn_gtitlymbousub in
mnble,thound&ocummocmwp-
port-and cheer is the action which seeks
to promote consclentious and unceasing
examination of the compact itself, and
of the vital guestion every generation
of citizens must esk itself, the question
of whether or not their nation is Hving
up to its own solemn pledges to itself.

Today it Is not only legitimate but
highly desirable that those who want
to honor the American flag should them-
solves be the ones who question whether
the flag is honoring itself and #s own
purposes in Vietnam.

And great lovers of the flag will not
shrink from osking themselves whether
there is anything in American life today
which might possibly mean that the
actual working terms of the American
compact are better for people whose
skin is one color than they are for oth-
erg,

Best. lovers of the flag know, from
their own feelings and from their own
endeavors, that the best loyalty is that
which is voluntary, not specified and
required by law or order, and which
bases itself not only on past worth and
glory and accomplishment, but on hope
and zeal for a future which will con-
tinue to bring additional life and mean-
ing to the original principles of the
original compact.

It is a beautiful flag, most beautiful of
all when it has the life and hope of ever
perfecting promise rippling through its
stars and along its bars. Let us love it
because we would hate to leave it and
its wonderful promise. Let us recognize
that to be ordered to love it is the death,
not the revival, of true patriotism.

To Abolish, Then Reopen, Schools

This page has for sometime been
waging a rather timid, half-disgulsed
campaign to abolish compulsory educa-
tion,

Our main objective has been to im-
prove education itself, but above ali to
improve what the individual gets out of
it

We would, to try to put it all in one
sentence, abolish education altogether,
and then open it up, the next day, on a
purely voluntary basls, In which any-
body who wanted it could come and get
it.

We do not think attendance would vary
greatly from what it Is now, except that
everyone coming to school would be
coming for something he or she wanted,
and would be inclined to leave after hav-
ing obtained it.

Now we have to welcome an ally, not
because he shares our views, but be-
cause, for reasons of his own, he also
belleves in abolishing compulsory edu-
catlon.

He is n scholar and educator named
Ivan Ilich, author of ‘‘De-8chooling So-
clety,” and a frequent presence lately
in or on the media.

He is 'agninst compulsory education
not, as we are, primarily because we
consider voluntary education would
be s0 much batter, but because he thinks
compulsory education has been making
itself into n bureaucratic dictatorship.

He lllustrated some of his views in the
New York Times the other day, writing
about what he considers a most hope-
ful decision fram the Supreme Court, in
which Chief Justice Warren Burger,
speaking for a unanimous Court, held
that to require, as conditions for em-
ployment, either a high school diploma
or proof of success in a standardized
general education test, is unconstitu-
tional under the Civil Rights Act of 1964,

He quotes Chief Justice Burger as
saying that ‘‘diplomas and tests are use-
ful servants, but Congress has mandal-
ed the common sense proposition that
they are not to become masters of reall-
ty."

Compulsory schooling, IiHch continues
on his own, “‘discriminates by its very
nature, It serves as a means to appor-
tion scarce resources and jobs to the
person who qualifies for them through
the lnrgest consumption of public funds.
Compulsory schooling establishes the
presumption that the person who has
consumed more professional treatment
under the supervision of certified teach-
ers is therefore socially more useful—
and unguesticnably entitled fo the cholce
privileges society haa to offer.'

One of the specific statements in the
Burger opinion, with regard to tests,
held that such tests, to be guaranteed
legal, ““must measure the person for the
job, not the person in the abstract.”

And Tllich treasures this touch in the
following language:

‘“This decislon encourages those of us
who refuse to belleve in the bemefits of
schooling. It sustains our argument
that an individual's economic or social
advancement should not be made to
depend on his ability or wilingnesa to
attend ege-gpecific small-group mest-
ings, under the suthority of a teacher,
for 500 to 1,000 hours every year."

Although his crusade is thus tan.
gential to, rather than congruous with,
our standing crusade, we must neces-
sarily welcome Ivan Illich to the gener-
al cause.

Both, for varying reasons, want the
cdompulsory status of education ended.

What then followed could not help but
be better education, of more real bene-
fit to more people, and therefore of
much more real contribution to the
vitality of soclety as a whole.

The only cost to be borne by the city
ls that of two resource teachers who
trayvel with the children and work in the
suburban classrooms. It should be noted
that two teachers would doubtless be
required to. teach the 50 children were
they retained in the clity schools.

WASHINGTON — Combined
pressure from the Republican
right, Capitol Hill Democrats,
and even the White House {t-
self has just about killed a unl-
que scheme to install a Jeft-of-
center Roman Cathollg priest as
Presidentinl speechwriter.

A few weeks ago, it waa all
but determined that Father John
McLaughlin, a  43-year-old
Jesuit who was the antiwar
Republicen nominee for the
Senate from Rhode Island last
year, would join President Nix.
on's writing stable. A former
editor of America, the Jesuit
publication, he was counted on
to liven up Mr, Nixon's general-
ly drab prose style,

Then came the anti-McLaugh-
Iin campalgn. Some conserva-
tives in the White House,
eschewing ideological impurity
or exotic ideas from the outside,
argued that McLaughlin's phil-
osophy was much too far to the
left of the Preaident's. The right-
wing weekly, Human Events,
plcked up the theme by painting
him as a wild-eyed leftist.

On top of this, Ben. John
Pastore of Rhode Island, the
senior Democrat  whom Me-
Laughlin tried to unseat in 1970,
protested bitterly to the White
House. Although Pastore picked
up 7.5 per cent of the vote, Me-
Laughlin waged a vigorous, in.
teresting campalgn which en-
raged the hot-tempered Pastore.
Bince Pastore is occasionally
helpful to the Administration on
key questions, his opposition
severely hurt the priest’s chane-
o8,
Nevertheleas, McLaughlin still
had a falrly good chance to get
the job until immensely power-
ful Presidential assistent H. R.
(Bob) Haldeman decided he was
becoming more trouble than he
was worth, Always suspiclous
of outsiders, Haldeman bristled
at the {dea of a controversial,
leftist priest. Thus, although Mec-
Laughlin has received no final
word, his chances of getting the
job are remote.

To many thoughtful Presiden-
tial aides, that will be a pity.
Acknowledging ideological dif-
ferences between Nixon and
McLaughlin, they feel he would
have come on board as a loyal
Nixon man possessed of special
talents, Raymond Price, a Nb-
eral-leaning speechwriter, was
McLaughlin's leading
inside the White House.

It was recommended that the
double compartment sink in the
kitchen be replaced because it
cannot be properly washed and
sanitjzed due to the scralches
and gouges in the porcelain.

A new stainless steel sink
would cost between $500 to $800

Also, In the kitchen ares, it
was recommended that a ther
mometer be provided in the
milk cooler and that the cooler
must be cleaned and sanitized
dally.

Further recommendations
called for the installation of
screens in the gymnasium since
it is used as a cafeterin; the
removal of all combustible ma-
terials  from the boller room
and adsquate cleaning and
painting of the room and suf-
ficlent lighting be provided; the
same recommendations were
made for the area which houses
the well and storage tanks.

This work is planned for the
summer and bids have been re-
celved for all painting.

The administration is check-
ing out the recommendation
that vent pipes in the play-

area be protected to
prevent @ccidental infury to
children. Also being investigat-
ed is the recommendation that
the septic tank be pumped year-
ly to insure proper functioning
of the subsurface sewnge dis-
posal system.

The final recommendation by
the Board of Health has already
been taken care of, Damarjlan
reported. This was that the
large pot holes in the rear of
the schoolyard be filled to pre-
vent accldental injury to chil-
dren.

Eaunch Program

The board also reviewed the
hot lunch at the
schools which should be ending
up in the black this year with
an estimated balance for the
close of the school year of
$100.08.

The ad is the Iatest move in
running battle between the in-
dustry, the government and var-
fous consumer groups over who
speaks for the consumer and
who Is looking out for his inter-
ests,

Along with the rest of the auto
industry, Ford Is fighting tough
1978 exhaust standards and s
also asking the federal courts to
review the Department of
Transportation standard requir-
ing passive restraints to replace
seatbeMs for front-seat passon.
gera in 1074 cam.

In the ad, Ford chides drivers
for not using safety equipment
now provided, saying the gov-
ernment would not even be con-
sidering devices much as alr
bags "if people would only use

the belts and showlder harmesses
that are In their cars right
now."

It goes on to lst Ford's
achievements in making cars
gafer and ends by asking read-
ers to write the company with
their views on the subject, also
pointing out, ‘“You are tha vot-
Cl'-"

The ad is the latest in & series
of “informative advertise-
menta'' prepared for Ford by
Grey Advertising of Detroit.
Bariler newspaper and maga-
zine ads dealt with issues such
as product quality and value,
but the Iatest was the first to
deal directly with an ongoing
political controversy.

“We are dealing in the 1970's,
in my opinion, with a set of
standards,” sald John Morris-
sey, director of advertising for
Ford’s marketing subsidiary.
“We're dealing for the most
part with younger, better edu-
cated, smarter people.

“"We've learmed from letters
that people are reasonable and
intelligent, We're trying to com-
vey the idea thmt Ford Motor
Co. is reasonable and intelll-

Morrissey conceded, though,

gird to fight the Comprehensive Urban Development
Zone application of developers Sol Lavitt and James

MecCarthy.

The proposal, which involves
270 acres off Keeney 8t.,, would
permit mixed-use development
in a presently rural and AA
residential section and {s under
study by the Planning and Zon-
Ing Commission.

An organization of residents
opposed to the CUD applica-
tion—the first in town under re-
cently adopted zoning legisla-
tion—has been formed to fight
it and is sponsoring a mass
meeting for anyone Interested
Wednesday at 8 pm. at the
Keeney 8t, School. The town di-
rectors have been invited to at-
tend.

The group, named Citizens
Committee for Mancheater
(OOM), has as its nucleus many
of the same people who or-
ganized after a March 1 public
hearing on the Lavitt-McCarthy
application under the title of
SCUD (Scuttle Cluttered Urban
Development).

Co-chairmen of OCM are Rob-
ert Price of 37 Linnwood Dr. and
Frank Stamler of 65 Winthrop
Rd. Stamler is a8 former Dem-
ocratic town director. Other of-
ficers are Joseph Mazszotta Jr.
of 70 Keeney 8L, secretary;
and Albert Hopkins of 23 Linn-
wood Dr., treasurer,

According to Price, the group
was formed by a nucleus of
about 50 people from the area
who banded together to organize
the campalign against CUD.

A second group of 82 proper-
ty owners has also formed the
Redwood Farms Homeowners
Assoclation, Inc., for the same
purpose and is assisting COM,
Price sald.

Workers from both organiza-
tions made and distributed some
250 crosses placed over the
weekend throughout the section
and have been circulating fiyers
urging people to turn out for
the Wednesday meeting.

At the same time, they have

been seeking signatures on a
petition worded to the effect that

ments, Chief Justice Warren E.
Burger and Justice 'Harry A.
Blackmun, and two conserva-
tive holdovers, Jechn M. Harlan
and Potter Stewart.

In dissent were Justices Wil-
llam O, Douglas, Willlam J.
Bremnan Jr,, Byron R. White
and Thurgood Marshall.

Black, speaking for the ma-
jority, sald, ‘‘Neither the 14th
Amendment nor any act of Con-
gress purports to impose an af-
firmative duty in o state to be-
gin to operate or to continue to
operate swimming pools. Fur-
thermore, this Is not a case
where whites are permitted to
use public facilities while blacks
are denied access.”

Black added: "It 18 not p case
where a city Is maintaining dif-
ferent sets of facllitles for
blacks and whites and forcing
the rnces to remaln separate in
recreationnl or educational ac-
tivities."”

The Jackson swimming pools,
public parks, golf links and oth-
er public facilities were all op-
erated on n segregated basis un-

til 1962 when a group of blacks,

sued to accomplish integration.
At the time, the city had four
all-white swimming pools and a
tifth pool used by Negroes,
When a U.8, district court
ruled the raclal separation ille-
gal, the city desegregated the
parks, golf courses, auditoriums
and the city zoo, but it decided
not to operate public swimming
pools anymore. A number of

blacks sued to force a reopen-
ing.

Black sald '"There is no evi-
dence ' in this record to show
that the city is now covertly ald-
ing the maintenance and opera-
tion of pools which are private
In name only. It shows no state
action affeocting blacks differ-
ently from whites,"

Black spoke 20 minutes in an-
nouncing the decision from the
bench. His volee strained, he re.
marked ‘‘we want no one to gel
any hope that there has been
any retreat” from past desegre-
gation rulings. None of the dis-
gsenting justices replied,

Justice Marshall, a Negro and
former chief counsel for the Na-
tional Association for the Ad-
vancement of Colored People,
was absent, He was at home
awalting results of a hospital
tests for what may be an ulcer.

Justice Douglas, In his dis.
sent, wrote: ''Though a state
may discontinue any of its mu-
nicipal services—such as
schools, parks, poools, athletic
fields, and the lke—it may not
do so for the purpose of perpe-
tuating or Installing apartheid
or because It finds life in a mul-
Uraclal community difficult or
unpleasant.”

Douglas added: “If that js its
reason, then abolition of a desig-
nated public service becomes a
device for perpetuating a segre-
guted way of life. That a state
may not do."

The Negroes relled principally
on the section of the 14th
Amendment which forbids a
astate to ‘‘deny lo any person
within Its jurisdiction the equal
protection of the laws."

Justice Black sald the pool
closings unquestionably were
“atate action” but the point Is
whether Negroes were also de-
nled equal protection.

‘Thinking Man’s Western®
Is Story of Moral Choice

When movies were just a
flicker in the nickelodeons,
Westerns were popular enter
tainments. When the film indus-
try fell on hard times, Westerns
—from ‘“oaters” to Academy
Award nominees—atill were big
boxoffice attractions,

“T wondered why it is that the
Westerns survive year after
year,” said the President of the
United States recently. And he
sald this about that: "Perhape
one of the reasons, in addition to
the excitement, the gunplay and
the rest (is that) the good guys
come out shead in the Westerns,
the bad guys lose."

That was a comforting
thought to the President, who
had just seen *‘Chisum,"” with
the personilication of the mythi-
cal Western, John Wayne, him-

solf,

President Nixon made it per-
fectly clear: The Western s
America's own morality play,
celebrating the myth of Good in
triumph over Evil. The good
guys wore white hats, rode
white horses—and won. The bad
guys wore black hats, rode
black horses and were named
Black Bart. They loat.

But ‘“Doc” is n Western that
won't myth. It's a “thinking
man's’ Western.

1t will attempt to dissect the
legends of the Old West in terms
of the truths of the 1970s, ac-
cording to its producer-director,
Frank Perry, who says he will
try to tell it as it was in Tomb-
stone, Ariz., during the early
1800a, the time of Wyatt Earp
and Doc Holliday.

Filmed in Spain, it is an East-
erners’ Western, with New
York-based Perry, New York
stars Stacy Keach, Harris Yulin
co-stars Stacy Keach, Harris
Yulin and Faye Dunaway (as
Katle Hlder)—and a screenplay
by the fastest typewriter in the
East, New York Post columnist
Pete Hamill, Assuredly, it
would be another "Gunamoke."

Perry, the portly, personable
and profitable filmmaker who
mcceeded with “David and
Lisa,' ‘“Last Summer’ and the
current *Diary of a Mad House-
wife,’” among others, sayns
“Doc’ s Yeoncerned with some
intelectual questions, It Is not
an action fiim. The famous gun-
fight at the OK Corral will last
only 82 seconds—as in real life.

*T wanted very much to do it
differently.”” he sald. “I d&idn't

want to make a John Fard ple-
ture; it would be stupid to try to
copy that,

‘“This one is a Western about
moral cholce—a thinking man’s
Western: I'm not making it to
debunk, It is the story of a
triangle, with Doc making a
cholce between the two (Wyatt
Earp and Katlie Eilder) and
what they represent, It is a free
treatment, but authentic."

Though this is ths mosat expen-

ever made—
budgeted around $2.3 million—it
would have cost double that to
bulid the same kind of Tomb-
stone set in the States as they
did in the dusty, barren area
outside Almeria in southem
Spain last summer.

‘“The Western is one of the
two original art forms America
has produced,'” says Perry.
‘'There's something about it, , .

“It also has to do with an in-
creasing concern with the role
of the individual In soclety. The
American West was the last
time an individual! had re-
mained supreme—that's why
the Western is internationally
popular; they do more boxoffice
in Hurope, People identify. It's
where an individual can deter
mine his own fate. It's the an-
tithesis of the man in the gray
flenne! suit."

WASHINGTON (AP) — Gov-
emment sclentists have quletly
but urgently stepped up cancer
research on aflatoxin, one of na-
ture’'s most suspected cheml-
cals, because of growing evi-
dence that it may be dangerous
in foodstuffs at levels so small it
cannot be measured.

Aflatoxin, a chemical pro-
duced in moldy grain, may have
far more smignificance as a hu-
man health hazard than anyone
Jnows at this time, says the
U.8. surgeon genoral, Dr. Jesse
L. Bteinfeld, -

“I think its importance may
be greater as we collect more
evidence,” sald Steinfeld in an
Interview, ‘‘but even more sig-
nificant, in these days when we

is & natural compound, the moat
potent carcinogen of any natur-
al compound, excluding vi-
ruses."

On that basis, and because ol
a new focus on cancer research
by the Nixon administration, the
National Cancer Institute and
other research institutions are
taking new looks at afflatoodn
and how it may affect humans.

*T think it has significance be-
yond itself in terms of a natural
product or a contaminant cccur-
ring naturally,” Steinfeld sald.
“But {t may have far more sig-
pificance a5 a human health
hasard than what we know now.
This, of course, is the reason for
the additional study."

Aflatoxin, its existence un-
known a decade ago, is pro-
duced by & type of fungus, and
can be found anywhere there is
moldy corn, cottonseed, wheat,
peanuts, rice and other com-
modities that go into the human
food chain, either directly or as
livestock feed,

The polson could become ome
of the nation's biggest farm
problems if further evidence
points to aflatoxin as & cause of
cancer in humans,

That has not been established.
What has been established is
that aflatoxin, as Steinfeld sald,
is a cancer-causing substance in
other speciesa.

The smallest amount of afla-
toxin detectable in food is one
part per billlon (ome Ppb), B
measurement equivalent to one
minute since the birth of Christ.

In a keynote address last
March at the 24th annual Sym-
posium on Fundamental Cancer
Research In Houston, Tex.,
Stelnfeld sald:

*One hundred per cent tumor
tncidence was produced in rats
bya@eulownslbpartnper
pillion in the diet, Experiments
now under way suggest that af-
latoxin, when fed to rats at the
lowest detectable level (one
ppb), s still carcinogenic.”

Further, Steinfeld sald at
Houston, aflatoxin at levels fow-
er than what solentists can
measure ‘‘may still be capable
of producing cancer incidence
rates so high that they are de-

tectable in tests involving rela- bogins

“The lowest detectable level

is one part per billlon. Certain- Prov

ly, it can exist at lower lavels.
We just do not have the technol-
ogy at this point to find it , . .
“It very well may be tumero-
genic in doses lower than the
lowest detectable level. Then, I
don't know what we do about
that, That's the problem.’
Aflatoxin was {dentified 10
years ago after 100,000 young
turkeys died in England from
eating contaminated peanut
meal imported from Brazil,
The identification led to an
all-out campaign by the U.S.
government and producers to
clean up peanut marketing in
this country, and today, says
Dr. A.D. Campbell, a Food and
Drug Administration expert on
contaminants, the U.S. peanut
industry is as free of aflatoxin
as possible.
But the fungus identified with
aflatoxin, Aspergilius flavus, ¢
very ordinary. Not all of it pro-

Cottonseed Is particularky
vulnerable. Last February the
FDA ordered U.8. marshals to
impound 1,800 tons of contami-
nated cottonseed destined to
feed dairy cows In the Los An-

Under federal regulations, Dr.
Campbell sald, no permissible
level or tolerance can be set for
aflatoxin in food products, As a
‘'guldeline,”” however, the FDA
says 20 parts per billion ls the
maximum allowed for interstate
sale of livestock feed.

In the case of the California
selzure, an FDA spokesman for
the Los Angeles area sald the
level wes more than 100 parts
per blllon, and an industry
source put it even higher.

Campbell sald FDA is main.
taining a closer watch on poasi-
ble contamination, and the pos-
sibllity of FDA and state crack-
downs because of afiatoxin is

throughout the grain industries.
Much of the Jlegal muscle for
FDA action resulted from a
drawn-out legal battle involving
20,000 bushels of corn held by a
Topeka, Kan,, firm,

About five years ago FDA

charged that the grain was con-
taminated by aflatoxin and or-
dered it off the market. Last
year, the order to destroy the
corn was upheld by a federal
judge. Campbell and others in
the enforcement srea conslder
the Topeka case a landmark
case.

Rainbow trout, Oregon State
solentists discovered shortly aft-
er the turkey incident in Eng-
land, are highly sensitive, Lesa
than one part per billlon, the
smallest measurable quantity,
will cause llver cancer within
one year, sald Dr. Russell O.
Sinnhuber, Oregon State food
scientist. whose rvesearch pin-
pointed aflatoxin as the cause.

Feeding tests on other ani-
mals have contributed to the ev-
{dence. At Davis, Callf,, univer-
sity experimenters fed steers af-
latoxin mixtures ranging from
100 to 1,000 parts per billion
Beef animals which ate the
higher levels suffered liver and
kidney disorders. Two of them
died. [

A year ago Sinnhuber and as-
soclates at Oregon Btate an-
nounced that M had been
ed as a cancer-causing
agent in rainbow trout after
only four parts per billlon were
included In the diet.

Tho possible presence of afla-
toxin ‘M’ in milk is causing
some of the greatest worry. The
Agricultural Research Service
in the U.8. Department of Agri-
culture says a nationwide sur-
vey of store milk samples has
turned up no aflatoxin in bot-
tled, dried or evaporated prod-
ucts.

One of the most worrisome
devalopments currently s the
poasibility of afiatoxin emerging
as a handmalden of corn blight.
Agriculture Department offi.
clals, extremely wary of public
statements on the subject, say
monitoring has been increased
and that the grain trade, partic-
ularly, has been alerted.

Corn blight, which helped cut
yields laxt year by 15 per cent,
is caused by a fungua but not of
the type which I8 known to pro-
duce afiatoxin. However, sclen-
tints say that when corn grain is
damaged, including blight, it is
more susceptible to the -forma-
tion of afiatoxin-bearing fungus.
