Splinter Group Supporting 
Martucci for School B oar d
The Coventry Voters’ Legion 

has voted unanimously to en­
dorse the candidacy of Ernest 
Martucci for the Board of Edu­
cation in this summer's Demo­
cratic party caucus.

e V L  is a non-partisan group 
that grew  out of another such 
organization, (Coventry (Citizens 
for Democratic Action ■whose 
president, Mrs. Claire Connel­
ly, was impeached earlier this 
year. A t that time, Mrs. Con­
nelly said she planned to form 
another organization, and is 
now acting as chairman of the 
newly-formed CJVL.

Martucci, a form er guidance 
counselor at Coventry Hlgli 
School, resigned in January 
during a dispute over letters' 
sent to CHS students accusing 
them of drug use. The letters, 
for which Martucci said he took 
the responsibility, were initiat­
ed by a student committee 
whose names Martucci refused 
to reveal.

The Board of Education ac­
cepted Martuccl's resignation 
over the outcry of citizens who 
urged the board to retain the 
counselor. Martucci submitted 
letters to school board mem­
bers in which he expressed his 
■wish to stay on in the job, at a 
special board meeting in Jan­
uary, but the board neverthe­
less accepted the resignation.

Martucci now has a damage 
suit pending against the Board 
of Education, claiming damage 
to his professional reputation, 
and citing the fact that he 
•’withdrew" his reslg;nation so 
that the board, in accepting it, 
acted illegally.

According^ to Mrs. Cowioiiyf 
who announced the (3VL backing 
of Martucci, the potential candi­
date has been interviewed by 
the nominating committee of the 
Democratic Town (committee, 
an d 'if the nominating commit­
tee falls to recommend him as 
the officially endorsed candi­
date, Martucci w ill be nomin­
ated from the floor at the July 
meeting of the town committee.

I f  this move falls, Mrs. Con­
nelly said. Democrats will make 
a floor fight for Martuccl’s 
nomination at the party caucus, 
to be held in August.

In pursuit .of this purpose. Attorney 
Oenend lO tcbell m ade statements Ulce 
these:

"N ever In our blstocy has this country 
been confronted with so many revolu­
tionary elem eots determined to destroy 
by force the CkrvetiuneiH and d ie society 
it stands fo r ."

"The direst to our society from  so- 
caUed ‘dem esde’ subveralan is  as 
aerioua aa any threat from  abroad."

"The Constitution o€ the Ubitod States 
cadnot possibly be eonstniad aa contain­
ing pravislottB inccnalstcnt with Its own 
survival. It ia the diarter fo r  a  viable 
government qmtem, hot a  suicide paot."

There is no dividing line between hos­
tile foreign forces and dynastic ele- 
m oR s aeekiiig to o v e rd u w  the Cknrem- 
ment, but It if  were poaslhle to aaparate 
the tw o "U story has ahown greater dan­
ger from  the domeatic variety."

"B itber we have a  oonstltMtional Gov- 
enunrat that can defend Itself against 
Illegal attack, o r  in  the last analyais we 
have anardiy."

AU these obaervadons were made in 
the course o f a  speech in which Attorney 
Oeneral Mitchell was i^ ed flca lly  de­

{^’dangerous" radicals without court a ^  
proval.

Now that the qieech  has been deliver­
ed, the quesdon ia whether it so alarma 
us that we are wUllhg to allow the Nixon 
administijadon to do as much wiretap­
ping, and as m udi other possibly out- 
aldethe-law acdvlty as it ccnsldera 
necessary in order to  preserve the law.

The answer, for  aome o f us at least, 
w ill be that we are more frightened by  
Mr. UttcheU’s  importunate demand tor 
extrorlegal powers and praotleea in 
order to protect us than we are by his 
naswssment o f toe strei«to  and number 
and Importance of toe forces seeking to 
destroy us by dameatlo subvarslan.

The trouble la .that, while we may feel 
that this whole nodon together has a 
chance, operating out of its own tradi­
tional instincts end common sense, o f 
dealing suocearfuUy with today’s  genera- 
don of bum-Uke radloala, who have yet 
to demonstrate real control Of or In­
fluence upon anything, we are much lees 
sanguine and confident about bow we 
would ever de-fang or banish certain 
terrilde powers once they had been con­
ceded to toe potential ruthleasnesa of 
government otfioialB wtaoee pents bold 
staiqie better than some of their ideas.

The Attorney General gives aa lUuston 
of being an extremist who Is ready to 
deal with other extremists, with 
extremist evaluadoos and methods of 
his own. We would almost as soon trust 
the radicals to spare us as trust him to 
save us. What we really trust, and what 
we must -e|l continue to trust, is Indeed 
a sllMit m ajority which one mutt hope 
still exists—of leVel heads and civilised 
Instincts and decent-* feelings about 
other human beings.

Time For An Income Tax
The long deadlock on a  state tax pro­

gram  — the deadlock that has made a 
m ectal aandon o f toe legiSIatute necea- 
sary —• mqy yet result In a  better tax 
program than either the Republican gov- 
em or or the Dem ocratic legislature ini­
tially fa-vured.

Gov. MeakiU has pnqxised a  40 per 
cent increaee in  toe state’s ealee tax, 
-which would rise to 7 per cent from  the 
present 5 per cent. This would make it 
one o f the highest In the nation. In addi­
tion, be would eiQMiid the salea tax to 
cover many o f the items now exempt.

Such a  sales tax would fo il moat heavi­
ly  on those least able to pay it — the poor 
and tooae o f moderate Income. The 
wealthy, who save or  invest a ' high per­
centage o f their income, would pay pro­
portionately lesa

In other words, such a  tax is  regres­
sive and unfair, since it is not based on 
toe ability to pay.

The Democrata’ tax piopoeal ia bartUy 
better. It includes a  10 per cent tax on 
pereonal income from interest, dlvldaids 
and capital gains, but not bn wages and 
salarlea.

Aa many abniar otUasns o f toe Valley 
have pointed out, such a  tax -would fall 
heavily on retired or diaaMod peraens 
who depend on Inveetment income to 
aiqppcrt them in  Uielr old age. It seems 
unfair that tooae who, for one xeaaon mr 
another, cannot work ttiould be taxed 
while thoee who can work and earn a 
good living should toeopo.

So nelthm' the govem or’e pian nor the 
Democrats’ plan seems equitable.

Aowe-ver, some poUttcal dM ervers be­
lieve that out o f the deadlock between 
governor and leglttature may em erge a 
state incom e tax. TUa would be toe fa ir­
est, aiinideat and least painful way of 
raising toe large amounta o f money toe 
state needa to balance Ita budget.

(There la another alternative: Reduce 
state spending enough to d ose  toe budg­
et g i^ . Neltber toe governor nor too leg­
islature ia prepared for the sacrifices 
tola would entail — nor would the people 
o f Oonneoticut tolerate the resultant loss 
o f slate services and state eld  to dtlee 
and towns.)

Not surprisingly, eegmente o f organis­
ed fobor support the Income tax because 
workers o f low end moderate income 
would fore better under an Income tax 
than under a  heavy sales tax.

M ore auiprlsingly. Chamber of Com­
m erce, including the Lower Naugatuck 
Valley Chamber o f Commerce, have 
come out in favor c f an Income tax as 
toe best and fairest way c f balancing  the 
budget — a way that requires saoriflcea 
from  businessmen aa Indlviduale' but 
that does not handloap bualiieas Ib i^ .

If the deadlock between governor and 
leglalature results In toe defeat o f higher 
ealee taxes and the adoptlan Instead o f a  
fair and reasonable incom e fox , then the 
temporary impasse w ill have resulted in 
permanent good.—ANSONIA HJVBJNING

NASHVUiLX}, Tenn. — When 

Sen. Henry H . (Scoop) Jackson 
of Waahlngton sat down to din­
ner last Wednesday night in a 
private room of toe Nashville 
City d u b , his shadow Presi­
dential candidacy was visibly 
transforming itself into a seri­
ous, viable quest for toe Demo­
cratic nomination.

Around the table were Demo­
cratic powers of the state leg­
islature. Potent state Senators 
present (such as James H. 
Robersmi, .Terry Agee, and Ed­
ward Blank) made clear they 
are ready to back Jackson all 
the way In the state’s newly 
enacted i May 4 Presidential 
prim ary. ’Ihe election of a Re­
publican governor in 1970 creat­
ed a Democratic power void, 
making the lineun amassed at 
the d t y  d u b  highly significant.

With such aid. dispassionate 
poUtlcans here feel Jacksmi will 
be favored In the Tennessee 
prim ary against the national 
frontrunner. Sen. Edmund 
Muskle of Mhine. One key 
Democrat presets a well-run 
Jackson campaign will carry 
the entire state and at least six 
of the nine Congressional dis­
tricts (clinching approximately 
86 o f 4S delegates). What’s more, 
a victory in ’Tennessee Is a. vital 
component c f the newly-emerg­
ing Jackson game plan.

Scarcely realised back In 
Washington is the fact that toe 
shadow candidacy days of 
Baoop Jackson wandering aim­

lessly around the country, gar­
ment bag over his shoulder 
and r a m b l i n g  speech in 
pocket, are over. He Is 
ready to go for the Presidential 
nomination -with a game plan 
that makes him the most inter­
esting of the dark horses.

Uke all Dem ocratic posslbUl- 
tles except the big three (Mus­
kle. Hubert H, Humphrey, and 
Edward M. Kennedv). Jackson 
has no name Identification. Un­
like them, -however, he has a 
dlstlnntlve lin e; Heavy and over­
due emphasis on President 
Nixon’s econom ic failures, a 
strong national defense, and a 
strong anti-Ieftlsh ideological 
tone. This distinction from  his 
sound-alike leftlsh rivals. Jack- 
son-men figure, will enable him 
to finish second to Muskle In 
some early primaries (uith 
Humphrey and Kennedy not 
running) and actually win three 
Southern prim aries; Florida, 
North Carolina, and ’Tennessee.

Seeks Black-White Dialogue

ATLANTA, Go. (AP) — WhUe 
Wbitney Young devoted his en­
ergies toward J(A)s and housing 
for tdacks, his successor os ex­
ecutive dlroctor of the National 
Urban Lieaguo has used his tal­
ents to involve blacks In pcdii 
tics.

“ Ibnre is taUng place lit the 
South a  metamorphosis In black 
leodendilp,’ ’ Vamon E. Jordan 
said in 1970 riiortly after he left 
his post as director of the Atlan­
ta-headquartered Voter Educa­
tion P roject to becom e execu­
tive director of tile United Ne­
gro Ooltege Fund.

Jotdha, 85, was appointed 
Tuesday as the succeaeor to 
Young, who drowned M arch 11 
-whUe swimming at Lagoe, N ige­
ria.

In accepting the poet, Jordan 
said that while there appears to 
be an indifference to blacks on 
the port of the Nlxcn adminis­
tration ,he hoped os a  lawyer to 
carry tte  case for black equali­
ty to Washington “ and not only 
be heard, but get results.’ ’

A A ed  how his program as exi 
e<$itive director of the league 
might d iffer from  Young’8, Jor­
dan responded with praise for 
his predecessor, then added: 
"M y approach will bo m y ap­
proach; obether that w ill be In­
terp ret^  as radical, moderate 
or conservative will not be for 
m e to decide.’ ’

He said he would work for 
conslatent dialogue between the 
wMtee snd btacks ot the nation.

Jordan said he would not take 
over his Urban League duties 
until the end of the year, so he 
could fu lfill a c<Hnmltment to 
lead a campaign to raise $10 
million for the college fund.

Fund helpe suppwt 88 black col- 
legea with 40,000 students.

Jordan, who headed the black 
voter drive from  1962 until 1969, 
was a leader in obtaining funds 
from  private foundations to help 
finance registration of black 
voters in the South.

Although NegtxMB wUl not al­
ways win the political races 
they enter, Jordan said in a 1970 
address to Tuslngee Institute,

"b y  reason of their candidacy, 
politics w ill never be the sam e.’ ’ 

He often credited the candida­
cy  o f blacks with "c<mtrlbuUng 
to the political maturity of 
blacks.’ ’

"M y share of the Icxit my 
partners and I stole in a  four- 
year period cam e to apprxaxl- 
mately $1 million I am penni­
less today. I gambled most of 
the numey away as soon as I re­
ceived m y share from  the 
fences.’ ’

Cudak said most o f the loot 
was in the form  of stocks and 
bonds which he asld fences 
were at first reluctant to han­
dle.

“As we cemUnued,’ ’ Cudak 
said, “ the iloot from  cxir airport 
thefts became mosre attractive 
to the fences who buy stolen 
goods, many ot whom are cen- 
trolled by or linked to organized 
crim e.

’The fences seem to reetlize 
that the stocks and bonds we 
stole could be sold or c<mverted
