NEW YORK (AP) — A
federal judge reserved de-
cision today on a govern-
ment request to inspect
documents on which the
New York Times based
articles on the secret Pen-
tagon study of U.S. in-
volvement in Vietnam.

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon declared’
drug abuse “public enemy No. 1" today and called for

a new all-out offensive to

Nixon's long-awnited special
message to Congress asked for
an extra $165 million to “‘tighten
the nooss around the necks of
drug peddlers and thereby loos-
en the noose around the necks of
drug usera.'’

Calling the use of drugs by
American servicemen in Viet-
nam  “especially dishearten-
ing," the President announced
immediate establishment of a
rehabilitation program for ad-
dicted servicemen being re-
turned from the war zone, And
he asked Congress to give the
Pentagon authority to keep uni-

After a two-hour meeting with
congressional leaders of both
parties, Nixon announced cree-
tion of & new White House or-
ganization to coordinate the ef-
fort., He named to head it Dr.

Nixon sald he considers this

east of Khe Sanh and 17 miles
south of the DMZ.

Heath's failure to curb infla-
tion and unemployment has al.
ready cost his Conservative par-
ty seats in local elections and
special parliamentary elections,
It has helped dropped them lo
more than 11 percentage points
behind the opposition Labor par-

in the latest public opinion

yet, as the prime minis-

ter begins his second year, he

appears to face more problems

from the campalgn promises he
kept. ’

He pledged to negotiate terms
for entry into the European
Common Market. Now, with
these negotiations on the eve of
success, Heath faces hostile
public opinion and a wavering
Parliament tempted to vota to
stay out. He has yet to convince
the country that free access to a
market five times the size of
Britain will increase industrial
sales and ralse the nation's
standard of lving faster than
food prices as Common Market
membership increases the cost
of Hving,

The Tory leader also prom-
ised to bring under legialative
control the wave of strikes
which in recent yeara has hit
British exports and weakened
the national economy. Heath's
bill to control strikes iz nearly
through Parllament. It can dis-
courage strikes, but not stop
them. Union militants, who view
the bill as “an employer's char
ter,"” have vowed to make it un-

He kept campaign pledges to
retain British forces east of
Suez and in the Persian Gulf
after 1971, when Labor had
planned to withdraw them. But
he has yet to win a formula ap-
proved by leaders in the gulf
area for keeping Rritish troops
there.

he has told the truth, wamed
the British public the road
ahead would not be easy, and
won them over. Heath has al-
ways sald his program is a
long-term one,

He sald last October that his
government was embarking on
“a change so radical, a revolu-
tion so quiet and so0 total that it
will go beyond the program for
a Parliament." That would
mean more than five years.

His backers say his efforts to
put Britain back on {ts feet eco-
nomically must be judged over
the long term.

PARIS (AP) — The smallest
shop in Paris is where & prin-
cess keeps her jewels. But the
jewels are for sale and the Prin-
cess Claude de Broglie is the
jeweler,

“In principle, a princess twid-
dles her thumbs all day and
goes out in the evening, but not
in the 20th century, Besides, I
wasn't always a princess,’ says
this contemporary aristocrat
wearing pants, sweater and the
latest unigsex haircut,

Two years ago, she opened
the boutique—'‘the size of a
strongbox''—on the Rue de
I'Eichaude. Across the street is
her first shop, which specializes
in unigue frames, and
showcases for objets d’art, in-
cluding a Japanese mask
brought in by Peter O'Toole.
She has just finished a mon-
strous mirror, ‘“so big I don't
know how big it is,'' to go be-
side the bathtub in Omar Bha-
rif’s Paris apartment.

While she counts the Baronne
Adain de Rothschild and the
Princess d'Ysenburg among her
jewelry afficionados, ‘I dont’'
design for celebrities," the prin-
cess says emphmtically. ‘‘What
if aristocrats wear my jewels?
They read Vogue like everyone
else."”

To preserve as much incogni-
to as possible, the ehop is called
“Claude de Muzsc,” a name
borrowed from one of her moth-
er’s properties, Outside isa poly-
ester replica of an amonite—
her trademark, a black stone
that could pass for a snell shell
—blown up as Ilarge a cart-
wheel.

Once a client squeezes inside
the cube, coated with brown
carpet on every surface, and
lowers herself onto a carpet
pouf, the princess will reveal a
cache of exotlc geometric jew-
els in delicate rainbow oolors,
all stashed away Iin hidden
drawers.

There are opal starfish slave
bracelets, Ivory watches, gold
wicker earrings, clusters of
stones that perch in the halr and
even agate cufflinks for “‘slight.
ly special' men.

“It's too expenalve to work
with resi stones, so I experi-
ment with pauper's stones,"
says the princess, who adores
unprecedented mixtures of lapis
lazull, turquoise, coral, ame-
thyst, opal and apache tears.
Under her strict supervision,
two artisans in a workshop
place the semi-precious stones
on a setting of white, gray or
yellow goid.

The prices, though, are not for
peupers, and start at $85 for a
gimple ring and climb to over
$1,000 for & ter-upon-tier formal
necklace.

One of her favorite designs ls
a broad hammered gold dog col-
lar, trailing a gold chain leash
with a padlock et the end.

The ring for lovers, which
sometimes tums Into a wedding
band, Is called “embrace” and
is made of two rows of inter-
locking gold teeth. “"All people
who love each other buy one.
It's very strange,” says the
princess. Girls who insist on an
expensive engagement ring of-
ten present her with the sap-
phire or diamond of their
choice.

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For the even more artistical-
ly-incned, the princess, who
has a background In design and
store display, creates jewelry

DUBLIN (AP) — An Irish
tourist organization has
launched a campaign to raise
funds for a fitting memorial to
James Joyce, the Irish genius
who transfused new blood into
an English language that was
dying of iiterary anemia.

I enough money is raised a
retired American executive has
promised to endow the memo-
rial with what {8 regarded as
the world's finest private collec-
tion of Joycean relics.

Planned site of the memorial
is a damp old tower just eight
miles south of Joyce's native
Dublin at 8andycove. The dilap-
idated granite structure, known
as a Martello tower—was built
almost two centuries ago to re.
sist an invasion by Napoleon
which never cuine off.

« The fund plans to buy a near-
by white-turreted mansion, open
& piush restaurant with broad
views over surrounding Dublin
Bay and perhaps repatriate the
author's remains from his grave
in Zurich, Switzerland, where he
died aged 69 in 1941,

The collection of Joyce relics
i8 owned by George Leinwall of
Randallstown, Maryland. Leln-
wall, a retired executive of the
Maryland Education and Wel-
fare Department, has acquired
about 1,000 first editions of
Joyce's works—some of them
autographed—as well as origi-
nal manuseripts.

“It is a fantastically generous
offer,” said Noel J. Carroll, as-
sistant manager of the tourist
organization which is sponsor-
ing the campaign with the local
branch of the Joyce Foundation,

Joyce spent a memorable
gummer early in the 1800s in the
tcwer., He made it the setting
for the scnorous opening of his
epic masterplece ‘'‘Ulysse~."
This novel feil a foul of the
world's censorship autherities
for years before it finally was
acclaimed as one of the world's
greatest literary works,

“Stately, plump Buck Mulll-
gan,'” ane of the characters in
“‘Dlysses” opens the novel by
stepping up on to the tcp of the
tower with a bowl containing a
razor and @& shaving brush
crossed and intoning the open-
ing words of the Holy Maszs.

The novel brings into  play
Joyce's amasing kncwledge of
languages, Ofrlental philosophy,
Irish history, religion and,
above all, his passion for music
which is captured in the prose.

At present thousands of tour-
ists from abroad visit the tower
and pay 25 cents to see the
sparse mementoes on display.
The fund's aim is to restore it to
its condition when Joyce lived
there as an impovenrished
schoolmaster.

The Joyce cult i3 nowhere
stronger than in the TUnited
States. Several American uni-
versities—notably Cornell and
Stanford—already hold the ma-
jor share of the Irish author's
literary remains.

The capital value of Joycean
mementoes constantly is in-
creasing, Lest year an Ameri-
can buyer pald more than $2,400
for an autographed copy of
Ulysses and sold it for half as
much again in New York short-
ly afterwards,

If there is any clear chance for reason
and intelligence ix the humean operation,
perhaps we shall some day [ift curselves
out of our perpotual pendulum swings
trom one direction to another,

As it ts, we keep swinging, and al-
ways to our own dismay and surprise.

Surely, we would say, if there is any
country which ought to be safe from
the return of the thing called Fascism,
that would be Italy, which saw Mus-
solinl disemboweled.

Yet, in the local elections in Italy the
other day the thing described as the neo-
Fascist Itallan Social Movement made
spectaculer gains,

These gains are being interpreted,
quite correctly, as the result of some-
thing that might be called “unrest about
unrest.” In other words, some of the
Itallan people are getting tired of dis-
order and trouble and controversy and
are begimning to reach, once again, for
sox.nebrnndotpouuenwhlnhsomto
promise to put peopls in thelr places
and keep them there and provide a
reliable day by day order in place of
some wilk of the wisp pursuit of social
justice,

But, although observers may think
they can see and understand what is
happening, nobody has had or is likely to
have the abllity to persuade the forces of
the actionful left that such a resurgence
of the repressive right is o natural re-
sult of their own too great willingneas to
try to resolve social and political issues
in the streets by asmsault on the whole
concept of government,

We do not seem able to convince the
party of the first part of the excess that
it is itself creating the party of the sec-
ond and answering excess.

For a closer to home and incidentally
véry moving illustration of how the will-
ingness toward anarchy can transform a
one-time liberal into a bitter reaction,
we turn to the last speech delivered at
Harvard by that institution's retiring
president, Nathan M. Pusey.
President Pusey ¢turnsd, in his last
speech at Harvard, to a discusslon of
some of the experiences of hjs latter
years at that university. R
He had his targets clearly in
and he labeled them ''power-hungry
revolutionaries’” who are ‘‘grievously,
even malignantly, deluded.’’

“In recent years,' 'he expounded,
“campus revolutionaries, here and else-
where, have held that a debilitating and
dehumanizing  contagion, allegedly
springing from the interests and ar-
rangements of the world outside, has so
deeply penetrated and widely infected
the activities and structures of academic
societies, end has so controled them—
has made them so thoroughly deceitful
and corrupt — that the omnly acceptable
attitude toward them must also be one
of hatred, denigration and aitack..,..
“I¢ they are to be bellsved, the world,
unready as yet to be set right by them,
1= totally corrupt — governed, controiied
and menipulated by schemers, of whom
1 suppose, at least in the minor way, I
must be considered one.'

He could not, he sald, “see any signifi-
cant correspondence between the world
which I have experienced and have come
to. respoct and the world they

“"We" profess to eachew materialism,
aggreasive self-interest, competition and
derogation. We talk endleasly of love and
of escape from crassness of feellng. Yet
we manifest less and less regard for oth-
ers, or the opinions of others outside the
immediate circle of our intimates.

“In the midst of much bitter name-
calling, love, or even charitable regard

for others — unmarred by self-seeking
or the desire to impress or to impose
a personal viewpoint on others — would
gsem rapidly to be vanishing from the
eanth." . )

President Pusey aiso paid his savage,
biting comment to those who express
rhapsodic concern for the environment
yet who “burn automobiles and bulld-
ings, tack posters on trees, spray-paint
walls and publlc monuments, break
down bushes, trample grass, discard
trash by the roadside."

And he expressed his lack of love and
‘admiration for those wio ‘‘amplify their
rhetoric in public parks, shriek their
calls to action over bullhorns and sound
trucks within the groves of academe,
repetitively spreading private — and
usually very inane — doctrines.

“It 1z hard to discern in all this just
who is lkidding whom, but surely some-
thing {s sadly mixed up, and thers is
room in our soclety for serious doubts
about motives and behavior."

Thus the sad, bitter swan song of the
once-liberal president of Harvard, &
lender who has now come to sound, in
his own visceral reaction to the nomn-
sensical and brutal excesses of the
revolutionary left, as §f he were a cham-
plon of the repressive right.

So we continue to drive one another
from one extreme to another, first let-
ting the pendulum go too far in one di-
rection until it is also going to swing
too far in the other. Somewhere in be-
tween lle decency and sanity and
political attitudes wand ideoclogical con-
victions which begin with respect for the
rights and beliefs of others. But these
qualities are leas often in command of
their own living and thedr own world
than they are in the position of being
mercilessly chafed by the alternating
violent rushes of the anarchists or the
Fascists In Haly, the campus revolu-
tionaries or the campus martinets in
the universitfes., Most of us live under
the pendulum, cringing as ¥ swings first
too far one way, then the other,

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The Vietnam Papers

WASHINGTON—Even though
the remarkable collection of
Vietnam papers published by
The New York Times by no
means proves the charge that
President Liyndon Johnson was
playing & game of calculated de-
ceit during the 1084 Presidential
campalgn, its impact on the
political process in this coun-
try may be devastating.

That's because many volters
will take at face value the
charges by antiwar politicians
that the papers show Mr. John-
son had already made up his
mind to bomb North Vietnam
long before his peace-oriented
campaign of 1964. They will not
bother to read the documents
themselves which clearly re-
fute that charge and reveal a
President tortured by doubt af-
ter the election.

Thus, responsible officials
here warn that the political ef-
fect of the Times' publication of
the documents, many of them
‘top secret,” lies not in further
damage to Mr. Johnson's repu-
tation. Rather, the damage—
and these officials regard it as
extremely serious—lies In a fur-
ther breakdown of confidence in
the U.8. government, particular-
ly among the youth.

the published documents writ-
ten by high officials in the John-
son administration during the
mid-1980s looks treasonous or
insane in retrospect.

But that rationale should be
judged by the mood of 1983-84.

Times, now 50 passionate a
leader in demanding an im-
mediate end to the war, was
playing a different tune.

A Times editorial on Sunday,
Nov. 8, 19083, just after the Bal-
gon coup d'etat that resulted in
the murder of President Dgo
Dinh Diem, praised the fact
that Diem's successors ‘‘are
dedicated anti-Communists who
reject any idea of neutralism
and pledge to stand with the
free world.” The editorial noted
with pleasure that certaln key
figures in the Diem govemrn-
ment who had ‘‘tried to make
a deal with the Communist
North Vietnamese along lines
hinted at by President De
Gaulle' were purged from the
government along with Presi.
dent Diem.

An unsigned article in the
News of the Week In Review
section that day sasserted that

South Vietman must not be al-
lowed te fall to the Commu-
nists because it ‘‘holds the
key'' to a'l Southeast Asia, that
even Indin “would be outflank-
ed,” and that it “would raise
doubts around the globe about
the value of U.8, commitments
to defend nations against Com-
muniste pressure.'

The Times, obvicusly, had
every right to change its mind,
as many other American instl-
tuticns and politiclans of both
parties eventually did. But
what the Times itselfl was ad-
vocating in late 1083 is vital to
an understanding of what Lyn-
don Johnson eventually did.

Moreover, the published doc-
uments reveal that the Johnson
war plans were st subject to
debate lcng after the 1064 elec-
tion — a fact that badly under-
cuts the conspiracy theory.

As late as Feb, 7, 1065, a few
days afttr the Communist al-
tack on the American barracks
at Pleiku in the central high-
lands, McGeorge Bundy, Mr.
Johnson's national security
alde, wrote in a memorandum
to the President that the Pleiku
attack ‘‘(has) created an idesl
opportunity for the prompt de-
velopment and execution of

Boy Adrift Three W eeks

PANAMA (AP) — Three
weeks ago a 13-year-old Jamal.
can boy named Jason White and
his father set out in their row-
boat to fish,

The trip ended for Jason on
Monday at noon when a German
freighter found him adrift In the
waterlogged 15.foot boat in the
Caribbean. His 80-year-old fath-
er had died two weeks before.

The barefoot boy was atll
dazed when the freighter landed
him Wednesday afternoon in
Cristobal, at the Atlantic end of
the Panama Canal,

This is the account of the
boy's odyssey, ns pleced togeth-
er by Jamalecan Consul Oscar
Savage:

On May 27, about 3 p.m., Ja-
som and his father, William
White, set out from the village
of Rock in northerm Jamalca in
their fat-bolttom rowboat with
an outboard molor. They expect-
ed to return adbout 7 p.m.

The motor broke down about &
p-m. and the tide carried the
boat out to sea.

Three days later Jason's fath.
er died. What caused his death
was not known, and because of
his condition the boy was not
pressed for detalls.

But he sald he kept vigil over
the corpee for nearly two days
while it lay on the bottom of the
boat. When the dead man's skin
began to strip, Jason threw the
body into the sea.

The boat meanwhile was tak-
ing water so Jason alsc dumped
the outboard motor to lighten
the load.

Jason caught some small fish
and ate them raw. He used the
motor's metal cover to collect
raln water, but apparently there
was very little; finally he drank
sea water,

Sunday night Jason saw a
ship, but In the darkness it
passed him by.

The small boat was spotled
the next day by Capt. Jurgen
Pentzin of the freighter Eide
Oldendorff, on route from New
Orleans to Cristobal.

The freighter threw a line to
the rowboat; Jason grabbed it
and jumped into the sea. Two
crewmen jumped in and helped
him aboard.

Savage sald the boy welghed
only about 60 pounds. He waox
hospitalized but was reported in
good spirits and Is expected to
return home Saturday to his
mother and his nine brothers
and sisters.

BOSTON (AP) — The price of

demand.

Biological - factors, such as
cannibalism, help keep the sup-
ply down.

“Unless the lobster can be
moved quickly from boat {o ta-
ble, they spoil,” said Dr, Thom-
as Meado, professor of fisheriea
and marine technology at the
University of Rhode Isiand.

‘“‘Before the airplane, it was
all but impossible to get lve
lobsters to a place like Duluth,”
he sald, “Now we can, and na-
turally there is & demand now
in places lUke Duluth where
thero wasa little or no demand
before."

Acting on the advice of Town
Attorney Arthur Barrows that
no business extension or crea-
tion of businecss zones be made
unless the areas have been pro-
posed for business in the exist-
ing tcwn plan, the commission
bhas made the following pro-
posed amendments:

First, to amend the plan to
include the existing south cen-
tral business zone on Rt. 8%
with the change made last year
to increase the depth and extend
the northern boundary 127 feetl
to the boundary of the Lowell
Cherry property.

This increase in depth and the
extension had not been Included
in the town plan.

Second, to include the exten-

sicn of this same business zone,
as approved last May 11.

After considérable contro-
versy at a public hearing to dis-
cuss proposed changes in the
zone, the commission voted to
extend the south central busi-
ness zone on the enst side of
Rt, 86 from the present zone
(Grant Agency) south to the in-
tersection of Rt.

Dave Hill lifted his eyebrows,
looked the questioner right In
the eye and replied, "I lke it,
and if I didn't, I'd say so0."

Nobody will let dark-haired
Hill forget his description of
last year's U.S. Open Golf
Championship site as a cow
pasture,

The tempestuous Hill was
asked to compare Hazletine in
Chaska, Minn,, with Merion
Golf Cilub, the course over
which 150 golfers started the
1971 U.S. Open Champlonship
today

‘““This is a falr golf course,”
said Hill of the 6,544-yard Me-
rion course, a short but tricky
layout In ' suburban Phila-
delphia, ‘A short hitter has as
good a chance as a long hitter.
As a matter of fact the short
hitter will be in the fairway
more often.”

NEW YORK (AP) — The
various contract provisions in
professional sports that te a
player to & club are again in
the spotlight because of the lat-
est development in the pro-
posed merger of the American
and Natlonal basketball Assocl-
ations.

The ABA Players Association
sald Wednesday they support
the merger because they feel it
will bring them parity. The two
leagues are seeking congres
sional approval of a merger,

After Zelmo Beaty and Arlan
Preblud, president and counsel,
respectively, of the ABA play-

announced

ers group,
of the merger, Charlle Scott,
players vice president

sald:

“We assume that the ABA
option clause will be the pre-
valling cleuse in a merger
agreement.’” .

But the NBA playera have
sald they are fighting the merg-
er because their owners have
refused to give them an option
clause,

Larry Fleischer, counsel for
the NBA players, sald they will
continue to fight merger until
they gain the ‘‘right to freely
negotiate for themaselves.

Currently the NBA contract
aet'uplaslmllarwmntdma-
jor league baseball, In that a
player is the property of a club
until he is traded, sold or re-
leased.

The ABA players, on the oth-
er hand, have an option clause
gimilar to that of the National
Football League in which a
player can become 8 free agent
by playing for a year without &
contract at up to & 10 per cent
reduction in salary.

However, Flelscher hit at the
ABA option agreement, calling
it a ‘‘meaningless statement.
Nobody In the history of profes-
slonal basketball has ever
played out his option.”
