Cunningham, 38. said he with­

•mtu the new e‘ght-cent stamps 
were introduced so that the gov- 
im m ent would be less likely to 
or i !  mere like them and de- 
rtrey the value c f .his roll.

He said stamp collectors al­
ready have offered him tbeu- 
sands for IL

"The only thing that comes 
close in the 1918 a ir maU stamp, 
too of which bad Inverted cen- 
ers,”  Cunningham said in cem- 
aienUng on the rarity cf h's 
find. "Thoee are z*King for

Cunningham, who lost both of 
his legs in a  series of operatlosis 
seme years ago, said the Gov­
ernment Printing O ffice in 
Washington, D.C., told him It 
knew of no other stamps like 
hts.

H ie philatelic information de­
partment o f the Post O ffice in 
Los Angeles confirm ed to a  re­
porter that the stamps were val­
uable.

The two men are accused of 
using the U.S. mails between 
Feb. 1 and Tuesday between 
New Jersey and Connecticut to 
make their victim  think he was 
wanted as a  witness in a south­
ern New York federal gambling 
investigation.

The government claimed 
a false U.S. D istrict COurt sub­
poena was used to convince the 
victim , who was Identlfled only 
as wealthy and elderly, that he 
was being ordered to testify in 
New York.

• Harvey, the “ other man” in a 
domestic triangle, heard amne 
alarming news: the woman's hus­
band had bought a gun and wai 
spoiling for trouble. No coward, 
Harvey, decided to confront his 
rival. face-to-face.

It was a fatal mistake. Worda 
led to bullets and Harvey waa. 
shot dead.

In due course, his relatives 
tried to collect on his $10,000 
life  insurance policy.- They 
'claimed nbt only the $10,000 but 
also an extra $10,000 as “double 
indenfnity,”  payable in case o f 
accidental death.

However, a court denied the 
extra $10,000, saying -Harvey’s 
death was not really an accident 
at all. The court said be was 
well aware, wbm be sought out 
the angry husband, that he had 
an excellent chance o f being 
killed.

Double indemnity for. acci­
dental death is a common feature 
in life insurance |>olicies. But it 
is not payable if the victim had 
recklessly courted danger.

This is true even if what he 
did was simply in the name of 
fun. Thus, double indemnity was 
denied to the family o f a young i 
man slain in a game o f “William | 
.Tell.’’ In a spirit o f playfulness, 
he had allowed a friend to shoot 
at a tin can on top o f his head.

“One who volunteers his head 
for such an experience,”  said the 
judge, “must anticipate injury.” 

I^ppose the act W^Hangerous, 
but the danger was not apparent 
at the time. Then, as a ride, the 
death would still be considered 
accidental. For example:

A  motorist skidded into a ' 
ditch. While waiting for a tow 
truck, he ran the motor to keep 
bis heater going. What he failed - 
to realize was teat the end o f the 
exhaust pi|w was trapped in a 
mud puddle, causing deadly car­
bon monoxide gas to seep into 
tee car. Result: be was dead by 
the time the tow truck amved.

Was this accidental? Yes, ruled 
a court, awarding double indem­
nity to tee ’ victim’s family.

Prof. Fisher’s Advice To Times
In all the luxury ot argiumeitt and com- 

mmit on the acUon of the New York 
Times in publishing; the Pentagon 
papers, we find a  Harvard law professor, 
also a consultant to the Defense Depart­
ment, presmiting the view with which w e ' 
would be most willing to associate our­
selves.

Professor Roger Fisher's analysis of 
the issue, and his advice to the New York 
Times as to what it had to d o  and what 
It should claim  as justification for Its 
act are contained in an article written 
for and published in the Tim es itself. 
Professor BTsher begins his arUole by 
saying that the publication of the secret 
documents has launched two great de­
bates, thp one over what the United 
States did in Vietnam In the 1960’s, and 
the second over what the New Y oiii 
Times did tUs June. Professor (Fisher 
elects to give his attention to fids sec­
ond debate.

He begins by rtoting that the “ tempta- 
Uon fw  the 'Times —and tor its counsel

I

—Is to advance every argument, and 
to insist not only Uiat the Tim es acted 
wisely and in  the national interest, but 
also that its action was legal.

“ Its self-congratulatory editorials,’ ’ 
Professor Elsher continues, ' “ already 
n ggest the dangem of sitting as judge 
in one’s own case. The wisest and most 
honorable course would- appear to be 
for the Tim es and its officers to realize 
that they broke a valid law, that they 
engaged in  a  form  of civil disobedience 
and that if necessary they w ill accept 
punishment aMhougb they may believe 
none is deserved.’ ’

Professor Fisher begins by describ­
ing what he thinks the law governing 
such situations ought to be:

“ First, there is no doubt but that the 
Government should be aide to claasiQr 
as Secret or Top Secret documents in­
volved in the confidential planning of 
high m ilitary and political strategy.

“ Second, tfaere should be no different 
rule for the one who knowingly receives 
and passes on Government secrets than 
there is for the one who first takes 
them.

“ Third, documents once classified as 
confidential should not automatically 
lose their confidential character after 
two or three or even after 10 years.

"Fourth, the declMon to declassify and 
release docisnents should be made by 
the Government, not by efudr employe 
or reporter.

“ Filth, the only eocceptlon to the legal 
power of the 'Govem m m it to daasify 
and preserve the secrecy of internal 
dociunents should be when it acta 
capiidoualy, arbitrarily, or wlttaoiit a 
reasonable basis tor its judgment.”  

Having specified what he thinks the 
law should be and should be understood 
to be, Professor Fisher next outlines 
what he thinks the 'Times, without trying 
to interpret such law to its own contrary, 
should have taken as its posiUons In the 
case of these documents.

“ Posltiops which the Times might 
properly assert, I believe, would Include 
the following:

“ In view of the overwhelming import­
ance 111 this material and the compara­
tively, modest adverse im pact which pub­
lication would have, the executive 
branch should have dedasrtfied it.

“ F\>r the same reasons, the Oongreas 
now should adopt a law prowiding for 
full publication of this material.

"Because of the importance of the 
freedom of the press from  prior 
restraint, the OonstROtton should be 
Interpreted as precluding an injunction 
against puMlcaUon of this material, even 
If It be a  crim e to puUlsh it.

“ 'The 'lim es’ deciaion to publish was

based not on a lawyer’s decision that It 
was legal to do so but rather on a 
p<dicy decision that the national interest 
required it.

“ The Times believes that the Govern­
ment ought to exercise Its discretion not 
to prosecute, because of the national in­
terest served by the puUlcatlon and the 
motives involved.

“ If prosecuted crim inally for publica- 
Uon, the Times w ill admit to  a  Violation 
of a  valid statute — at least a  tedinlcal 
violation — and will urge that no more 
than a  nominal fine at most is justified.

“ Tile Tim es, In trying to further the 
nattonal interest, should recognize not 
only the legitim ate Interests In dls- 
cloeure, but the legitimate Interests In 
rules ot law which protect confidentiallty 
In government.’ ’

’Ihe nutshell in all this Is that the na- 
tors and timing o f the information con­
tained in the Pentagon study documents 
dictated, ftnr any journalist into whose 
possession they imigfat have com e, a 
deliberate act of civil disobedience. 'The 
unthinkable, intolerabte sHuafion would 
have been to have had this information 
widely known and not pubtldied.

Blonder Worse Than Crime
H ie tragedy of ITetnam which has al­

ready cost so many American lives, left 
thousands o f GIs wounded, and taken so 
many millions o f the taxpayen* dollar 
has now been compounded by the reve­
lation in the Pentagon Report as publish­
ed by 'Hie New York Times 

It seems somewhat strange that the 
Nixon admlnistratlcn, which had nothing 
to do wUh the 600,000 men who were s ^  
thousands of m iles from  home to fight in 
Asian jungles, is  so conebroed over the 
revelations w h i c h  have now been 
brought Into the <̂ >en.

It might be annoying to any President 
to learn that classified Intormaticn can 
be taken from  the files and given to a 
nevqiaper. But the reel ^ e c t  o f the 
Pentagon Report Is that it makes the 
Johnson administration and Ms leadeta 
look unbelievably bad.

Tlie American public now knows that 
Prertdent Johnson secretly committed 
this nation by stealth and against the 
wishes of the Joint Chiefs of Staff to a 
land war in Asia.' R  also knows that Mr. 
Nixon, inheriting fids tremendous i»ob - 
lem, is d a q ien M y trying to wind it 
down without ahandnnlng the area and 
making all the sacrifice usMeaa.

These are incotMrovertible facts. The 
attempts of the Dem ocratic senators to 
discredit the President, to cut his legs 
out from  under Urn by demanding a 
deadline, look quite puerile in  the light 
of the Pentagon report.

We recall the 1964 campaign when the 
Democartic tumripnlgw was baaed on the 
premise that Senator Barry Gddwater 
was “ trigger happy" and would get us 
into a  shooting  war as soon as he was 
elected. P^hape under Gddw ater we 
might have become invdved in Asia.

H ard! criticism  o f the President and 
his secretary o f defense cannot undo the 
damage which has been wrought. It 
might be chalitaU e to say that they did 
what they thought was In the best Inter­
est o f the naficn. But there Is never an 
excuse for lying to the Oongiess and the 
Am erican peoiSe.

Of course the oommander-in chief can­
not be held crlmlnaMy liable for doing 
what he thought was best for the coun­
try. But be can be convicted before the 
bar o f public opinion for being stupid.

We learn that the Jdnt Chiefs o f Staff 
and the CIA sranted the United States to 
apply imllmlted force and to take out all 
o f the North Vletnameae airfields and 
Its petroleum supiSlee. They said that it 
would be over in  three days.

But the m ilitary and the intelligence 
experts advice went unheeded by John­
son, McNamara and their dvillaa ad­
visers.

Any m ilitary man could have told 
Johnson et al that you can’t win srltbout 
destroying an enemies capabilities. But 
be placed Hanoi and Haiphong off limits 
Mid refused to bom b o il tankers.

WASHINGTON — Outside 
pressure on President Nixon’s 
econom ic high command, divid­
ed and disheartened. Is pushing 
it toward an em ergency tax-cut 
package utteriy different from 
Its economic game plan.

With unemiScyment remain­
ing high and the econom y stay- 
tog sluggish, pro^iects are im­
proving that Mr. Nixon may 
have to swallow a  package con­
taining a  speedup of a shced- 
uled tax cut for individuals plus 
a return to the investment tax 
ciedM desired by industry. In 
return, the President would 
have to-abondon his embattled 
scheme to help industry by lib­
eralizing depreciation guide­
lines.

Actually, the chances for such 
a packa^  remain something 
less than 60-60, if only because 
of the formidable ofyosition of 
George Shultz, director of the 
Office of Management and Bud­
get (OMB). Shultz, still the 
closest ai^roodmation of an 
economic strongman in this 
government. Is Inflexibly op­
posed to tax cuts.

Moreover, any prediction Is 
foolhardy considering the babel 
of Nixon econom ic policymak­
ing. Almost any shade of opin­
ion on tax policy can be found 
in the Administration (or i n 
the upper reaches of the 'Trea­
sury alone, for that m atter). 
With Mr. ffixon typically aloof 
from  this' vital questim, there 
has been no coordinated discus­
sion Inside the AdministraUmi.

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blah business statistics for the 
second quarter ending Jime 30 
(“ They will be moderately 
lousy,”  concedes one Adminis­
tration official) w ill push the 
Administration closer to a tax 
cut than ever before. Indeed, 
even without the statistics, tax- 
cut lobbying has increased 
shar[dy within the post two 
weeks.

Some of the President’s politic 
cal operatives have rejiorted to  ̂
the White House that the sput­
tering economy may be too 
much to overcom e for his re- 
election and consequently want 
something dramatic — that is, 
a  tax cut. Dr. Arthur Bums, 
chairman of the Federal Re­
serve Boiutl, privately has be­
com e ever more insistent about 
what he wants: Tax cuts for 
both Individuals and corpora­
tions accompanied by an in­
com es policy (that is, guide­
lines on wages and prices) to 
hold down Inflatimi.

Finally, key Democrats are 
batoning to get their minds off 
Vietnam long enough to con­
sider tax-cut poesibUities. A 
memorandum proposing an in­
vestment credit of massive pro- 
pcotiona is being prepared for 
Sen. Edmund Muskie of Maine, 
the front-running Presidential 
contender who until now has 
disregarded the econom y as 
cavalierly as Mr. Ifixon.

The result is a  high for tax- 
cut sentiment in the Adminis­
tration. Dr. Paul McCracken, 
chairman ot the President’s 
Council of Economic Advisers, 
is moving into the tax-cut camp 
in his peculiarly cryptic way. 
But he seems interested solely 
in tax relief for individuals, by 
i^ ed in g  up an Increase in the 
perscnaH exempticra scheduled 
for 1973.

In contrast, cne very high Ad­
ministration official moving 
gradually toward the tax-cut 
camp feels relief for industry, 
not ixulivlduals, is needed to 
stimulate the economy. His 
preference would be reduced 
corporate rates — a proposal 
doomed to d^eat in the Demo­
cratic Congress.

If the President follows Mc­
Cracken’s lead and pre^Mwes a 
speeded-up personal tax cut, 
Mr. Taxation in Ciongress — 
Dem ocratic Rep. ViTlbur D. 
MUls of Arkansas —̂ unques­
tionably w ill add to it a revival 
of the investment credit (per­
mitting tax benefits for new in­
dustrial investment). 'Total 
price tag: Aahout $10 billlcn. Bi 
turn, the President would have 
to dump his tax subsidy for 
business with faster deprecia­
tion, unveiled early this year 
but still not put into effect af­
ter vehement opposition from 
liberal Democrats.

Even though Mr. Ifixon led in 
repealing the investment credit 
in 1969, few  top officials would 
shed many tears about Its rein- 
stituttmi. Thus, George Shultz 
wouCd have his woilc cut out to 
prevent q[x>nsorrtiip of a  tax 
package which he believes hid­
eously inflationary In a time 
when budget deficits surpciss 
$20 billiaa a  year.

The decisica could turn <ai the 
still new and still untested 
Secretary of the Treasury, John 
B. Ckxmally. Unscarred by the 
unhai^py decisions and false 
proi^ecies of his colleagues, 
CjonnalCy makes clear his op­
tions are open on tax policy — 
including the investment credit. 
In an Administration whose 
econom ic policy has been mark­
ed by failure and dissonance, 
his confident voice might well 
make file difference in the criti­
cal weeks ahead.

WASHINGTON — For aU their 
revelations, the secret Pentagon 
papers only partially answer one 
fundamental question; 'What 
motivated the architects of 
Am erica’s tfietnam policy to 
embark on so distastrous a 
course?

The p lie rs  clearly disclose 
that, in the 1966’s, Washington 
was fully aware that the Viet­
nam challenge was ' enormous 
if not Insuperable. Yet men of 
ability, training and lofty idecUs, 
like Robert McNamara, Max­
well 'Taylor, the Bundy brothers 
and their chiefs, inexorably 
pushed the Utaited States into a 
commitment that seemed almost 
hopeless from  the start.

Far a  deeper insight into ediat 
prompted these men to act the 
way they did, it is  worth looking 
back at an article published 
three years ago in the Atlantic 
Monthly by Jsunes C. Thomson, 
Jr., a  form er White House aide 
now teaching at Harvard. For 
Thomson’s analysis put flesh 
onto the bureaucratic hones of 
the Pentagon documents.

As Thomson pointed out, an 
important stimulus that propell­
ed both the Kennedy and John­
son Administrations to lock 
themselves into Vietnam was 
the mental legacy ttiey inherited 
from  the Eisenhower period, in  
other words, though they had 
criticized Secretary of State 
Dulles, they essentially carried 
on where he left off.

'Therefore, just as Dulles had 
called neutralism "Im m oral’ ’ , 
so Lyndon Johnson is quoted in 
the Pentagon papers as telling 
Ambassador L od ^  to suppress 
the “ idea of neutralization’ ’ of 
South 'Vietnam “ wherever it 
rears its ugly head.’ ’

To a  significant extent, having 
suffered through the McCarthy 
era, the Democrats felt especial­
ly  vulnerable an Far East is­
sues. After all, they had “ lost 
China’ ’ and pursued a  “ nci- 
win’ ’ Korean policy. Thus they 
came to believe, for domestic 
political reasmis, that they could 
not afford another setback In 
Asia. Or as Thomson puts it to­
day: “ ’They thought that they 
had to hold Saigon in order to 
hold Washington.’ ’

Once the decision to engage 
In metnam was taken, the

Democrats lurched ahead with­
out any real expertise on the 
area. Recalling how the China 
specialists had been jrfllotled 
for their candor, government 
officials chose to tailor their re­
ports to fit Washington’s  attitud­
es. This was particularly true of 
Army officers, who knew from 
experience that there were no 
promotions for pessim ists.

Hence L<odge, ■whose knowl­
edge c f Vietnam was nil. Is quot­
ed In the Pentagon papers as 
affirm ing fiiat popular support 
for the ‘Vlet-Cong would fods as 
soon as raids 'were made against 
the notfii. And epitom ising the 
m ilitary man’s resolve to steam 
full speed ahead despite 4hs 'tor­
pedoes, the documents d te  Gen­
eral Thylor aa noting that *<there 
was a  danger of rnaroring our- 
selvea into inaction.’ '

According to Thomsaa, the 
comUnaiUon of ignorance and 
determination led to confused 
escialatian. Nobody understood 
the nature of the conflict and, as 
a result, nobody knew bow to 
end It. While Mr. Johnson q>oke 
of poUticM solutions, the mes- 
sagea he sent to Hanoi through a 
Canadian IntermediaiY plainly 
demanded that the Oommunlsts 
surrender.

To camouflage this confusion, 
Washington deceived both Itself 
and the Am erican imbllo with 
wishful thinking. About the time 
that he was secretly deploring 
the lack of progress in tfietnam, 
for example, M cNamara was 
forecasting victory in the not- 
too-distant future.

Probably the biggest Impetus 
that drove these policy makers 
forward, os Thomson suggested 
in his article, was their convic­
tion that U.8. power could cope 
with any problem . For these 
■were m m  reared In the myth 
that the end of W orid W ar H 
marked the advent o f the 
"Am erican Century.”

Partly m irrored in their fasci­
nation with power 'was the racist 
notion that naked Asians were 
no match for the white man. In 
part, too; they developed the 
dogma that to shrink from  the 
burdens and responsibllltiea of 
power ■was,- to use HtomMn’a 
words, “ soft-headed and etteta.’ ’ 

As the Pentagon papers re­
veal, dlsseiMers like George Ball 
were encouraged ituSiio the 
estabUahinent yet, as 'Hiainson 
explained, dlsaent was “ domes­
ticated”  BO that everyone In­
volved could feel righteous as 
the policymaking m achine rolled 
on.

H ie Justice Departm ent's at­
tempt to halt publicafion of the 
Pentagon documents iiyiiea**« 
that the Nixon Aiimini«Hi«tirei 
Stares the conceit o f its pre­
decessors, But the documents, 
like the war Iteelf, ore  the tra­
g ic reflection of an amUttaus 
dretun turned Into a nightmare.

East Pakistan Refugees 
Still Straggle into India

AGARTALA, India (AP) — 
Beyond the line of trees that 
marks the border, smoke from 
a burning village smudged the 
skyline. Refugees from East 
Pakistan, weighed down by ba­
bies and bundles, still straggled 
into India:

Some likely will find their 
way on the American airlift that 
Is flying 1,000 refugees a day 
from Agartala to new camps in 
the neighboring Indian State of 
Assam.

Hie airlift has been keeping 
up with the refugee influx In re­
cent days. But on the day before 
it began, 20,000 East Pakistanis 
flooded across the border to al­
most cancel out the benefits of a 
U.S. operation that Is scheduled 
to last for one month only.

The refugees, most of them 
dirt-poor peasant farmers, fled 
with what they cculd carry be­
fore a new sweep by Pakistani 
troops through several border 
villages.

The operation took place only 
a few miles from where the ref­

ugees are being loaded aboard 
four 0130s of the 779th Tactical 
Airlift Squadron from Pope Air 
Force Base, In North CarcUna,

“ We are having bullets come 
Into our villages,”  said a white- 
bearded farmer through an In­
terpreter. “ We heard that the 
Punjabi soldiers were coming. 
It was the first time they had 
come.

“ Everyone from the village 
moved close to the border.' We 
hoped we could go back If the 
soldiers went av/ay. But next 
dajr a shell burst In the fields 
nearby and we came to India.”

He said two people from the 
neighborhood were shot and the 
village, Sultanpur, was burned.

With his family, all of them 
carrying bundles, he was mak­
ing his way to an Indian refugee 
camp still several miles along a 
track snaking throu.gh bush and 
tea gardens. Like his neighbors, 
they had brought all they could 
carry. One family struggled on 
beneath a huge dining room ta­
ble.

Other refugees, too weary to
f

go further, were camping in the 
bush. Tilery were protected from 
the monsoon rain that broke 
that night only by flilhsy shel­
ters of palm leaves and branch­
es.

They will swell a refugee pop­
ulation in this remote State of 
Tripura already exceeding one 
million. The normal population 
cf Tripura is 1.6 million.

Refugees, are sprawled over 
the covered sidewalks of Agarta­
la . and hundreds have moved 
into the ^;rounds of the orante 
but crumbling palace of the ab­
sent Maharaja of Tripura. Their 
cooking pets steam on the mag­
nificent marble steps and their 
sleeping mats are spread be­
neath white-columned summer 
houses.

Government officials reported 
Tripura was dra'wlng on food 
stocks put by for the monsocm 
season. They are being replen­
ished but the supply problem is 
formidable. Agartala is 135

miles from a narrow gauge rail­
head and during the rainy sea­
son the single road leading to it 
is often washed out.

The U.S. Air Force planes 
flying out refugees are flying In 
rice to help solve the food prob­
lem.

Here Is the curious chronicle 
of how Bowers, then a callow 
23-yeardd frW  Tenheasee, 
wanting to become a writer. 
Joined an odd colony back In

woman named Lowney Handy.

Bowers bad read that Lowney 
had coaclMd James Jones whmi 
he was- writing hls first novel, 
"From. Here to Btmnlty.”

He found that physlcaHy the 
colony resembled a tourist 
canqv It was' Inhabited by 
would-be writera, several of 
them psychotic and most of 
them inqit—but Jones was sUU 
around, and once Nornuui Mail­
er paid ttiem a visit. '

The routine was that taskmls- 
tress Lowney, spouting profknl- 
ty, would yell at her charges to 
sweat over Uielr typewriters all 
morning, copying passages 
from Hemingway, FltageraUI, 
Dos PasBoe, etc., to gain writing 
qieed before they were to write 
! their own novels. Then she 
would feed them boiled poteftoes 
and cottage cheese and give 
thepn camp chores to do In the 
afternoons. Her writing advice 
contained such cliches as "kill 
your own ego."

Bowers , survived this experi­
ence for si year .and a half. The 
colony seemed like a prison, 
from which there was only occa­
sional escape, through alcobpl 
or vlslta to jirostltutes In nearby 
Terre Haute. He finished his 
novel (it never was published) 
and fled. The shxy of hls stay Is 
bawdy, graphic and reallrtic. 

Partly this book is the story of 
a bizarre woman, iMit mainly It 
Is an account of the author's 
transition 'into aduithood. It 
should be of particular Interest 
to readers who have been bitten 
by the writing bug.

" I  cannot support the awarding 
of the contract If the towm Is go­
ing to have to borrow to meet 
its expenses,”  he stated.

the state’s private army could 
have a regiment of fierce cam- 
el-mounted warriors ready for a 
ceremonial procession at a  mo­
ment’s notice.

But that was before BUrnner, 
the size of Belgium and Holland 
combined, was merged Into In­
dependent India in 1047, cdong 
with the vast domains of other 
maharajas.

Nevertheless, the two weeScs 
of costly celebrations recently 
were of a  kind not seen in India 
for years, and not likely to be 
repeated tn tite future.

Stately processtona moved 
hundreds of celebrants from Bi­
kaner rituals, to a rented man- 
sltm In New Delhi for the actual 
wedding ritual, and then back to 
Bikaner again.

A t glamorous parties under 11- 
l u m l n a t e d  trees, servants 
served sweets covered with sil-, 
ver fell, while b a g p ^ ra  and 
dancing girls entertained maha­
rajas residendent In brocade 
coats, flaring mustaches, long 
gold-rimmed swords and rakish 
ttIvbanB of yellow and mrange 
ahd red.

But the enthusiasm, the com­
mitment to grandeur, seemed to 
have disappeared.

"E ven  11 the appearances are 
impressive, the qjdrlt Is dimin­
ished—because of having to ad­
just to changing times, to mod­
em  fitdla,”  observed the Mahar- 
ana of Udaipur, an uncle cf the 
prince.

Throughout the procedlngs the 
25-yearold prince responded 
without emotion to the noise and 
color and frenzy around him. An 
aide explained 'by  citing a tradl-, 
tion that a smile from a prince 
of his wedding could bring fam­
ine to his state. - *

However, the prince might 
simply have been uneasy about 
the 18-year-old bride whom be 
had seen only twice before. Ifis 
father, the maharaja, had ar­
ranged the wedding with her 
father, the raja of the farmer 
mountain state of CSiamba, and 
his staff described the match as 
an alliance between two king­
doms:

“Bikaner, majestic and 'vast, 
and Chambg , a  mountain jewel, 
will shortly stand united, their 
union finding expression In the 
connubial amalgam o f the hand­
some prince o f Bikaner, Maha- 
rajkumar Narendra Slnghjl and 
the evenly-matched Princesa 
Fadma Kumari o f Chamba.”

The princess sat veiled and 
weeping through the two hours 
of Hindu offerings and chants 
that finalized the marriage.

By tradition the couple could 
not spend their wedding night 
together, and were alone only 
when the private train took 
them back from New Delhi the 
next night to the 100-degree 
heat of Bikaner.

The Blkaner-Chamba wedding 
may have been the last big fling 
of the maharajas.

Many of them ore worried by 
Prime Minister Indira Oandtal’e 
^ o r te  to abolieh the toxdree 
privy purses they receive from  
the government. So they ■ are 
trying to maintain a  less osten­
tatious life  sty le^to  avoid pro­
voking the resentment of an Im- 
poveilriied natlan.

But the affable 47-yaaiM>ld 
MaZiaraja c< Bikaner, himself a 
leader of the political oppoelUoii 
to icrs. Gandhi, did not feel ob­
liged to hide bla wealth or bury 
bis traditions, at least this time.

“This is still a free country. 
Why should I  let Mrs. Gandhi 
dictate to me how I  should cele­
brate m y son's weddiiigT”  he 
asked.

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Welfare Reforms, 
Security Boosts 

In House Victory
W ASHINaTON (A P ) —  W el­

fare refw m , including the first 
federally guaranteed minimum 
fam ily Income, has aroii House 
approval along with far-reach­
ing Social Security changes.

The m assive legislative pack­
age, touching In one w ay or an­
other die lives of most Am eri­
cans, now goes to the Senate 
where its ffde won’t be decided 
untU at least late this year.

The (House Tuesday turned 
back, asi to 187 an unusual con­
servative-liberal ooalltlpa’s at­
tempt to  elim inate the b ill’s w el­
fare section. ’Ihen the measure 
was passed unchanged, 288 to 
1S2.

The winners, like the losers, 
represented an extraordinary 
combination; President Nixon’s 
em issaries working closeljr with 
Dem ocratic leadefA.

A fter the vote,'iN lxon issued a 
statement ' through the White 
House urging prompt Senate ac­
tion on the b ill he said Is de­
signed to “ build people up, ̂ rath­
er than pull them down.’ ’

He said it “ offers the nation 
at last a  w ay out of the present 
Welfare morass”  through strong 
work requirem ent and work in­
centives and benefits “ for work­
ers whose earnings are inadequ­
ate to support their fam ilies.”

The wattcMl Income standard 
builds up “ levels of opportunity 
for our most valued asset—our 
children,”  the President said, 
while the Social Security portion 
“ strikes a  Udw against poverty 
fo r the elderly.”

The b ill would sweep away 
the present state w elfare sys­
tem , with ito M  different sets of 
benefit levels, ellglbU ity rules 
and. procedures, and substitute 
a federally administered plan.

It  would assure a minimum 
nniHini income o f $2,400 for a 
fam ily o f four and inchide the 
working poor, posslUy adding 
as many as 10 m illion persons to 
the current IB m illion welfare 
recipients.

States^ could stqiplemMit the 
federal payments—many al-
reatfy puy m<we—but would not 
be required to do so.

W elfare reform  would Oost the 
federal govem m oit an estimat­
ed $B.5 bilUon and save states 
$1.6 bllUan at present support 
levels.

The Social Security pcovislona 
Would boost b en ^ ts  fo r more 
than 27 mtiHnn recipients and 
hike payroll taxes, although per­
sons still wOTUng would receive 
even greater benefits at retire­
ment.

A  S per cent across-the-boacd 
benefit increase would be effec­

tive in June 1972, and benefito, 
and taxes, would go up in  future 
years to keep pace with living 
costs and average wage levels.

Elven without the automatic 
adjustment feature, pcoToll tax­
es paid by employerEi and em­
ployes would go up. steeply—as 
much as $145.20 next year for 
those earning $10,200 or more, 
and as much as 86 per cent in 
six years.

Benefits would be liberalised 
also for widows, persons contin­
uing to efiin money a fter retire­
ment, men retiiin g early and 
low-eamlng couides. Medlccue, 
now available only to these over 
60, would be extended to per­
sons retired fo r disability.

On the welfare side, needy 
famiUes with a breadwinner 
would receive aid until Income 
for four peraons reached $4,140.

Bmplograble adults in welfare 
fam ilies would have to register 
in a,Labor Department program  
of training and work assignment 
and 200,000 pubUc service Jobe 
would provided. Day care 
centers would be developed tor 
children over S years old while 
their mothers worked.

TVnigfaer sanctions would be 
provided against fraud, refusal 
to take work or training, or de­
sertion.

W elfare reform  died last year 
in the Senate Finance Commit­
tee. A  shift in committee mem- 

. bership would appeew to im ­
prove the new b ill’s chances of 
being sent to the Senate floor.

The administration already 
has Indicated it would not 
pose some amendments, such as 
a guard against benefit reduc­
tions.

Senate hearings tentatively 
are [danned to begin about mld- 
Jidy.

During the tw oday House de­
bate, blacks and some white lib ­
erals argued the support level is 
grossly inadequate and the work 
rules handi and insulting, while 
conservatives decried the prin­
ciple o f assured income and 
predicted soaring costs.

In the key division, 141 Demo­
crats and M R^^MtUlcans voted 
against deleting the vr^ fare pro­
visions, and 104 Democrats and 
88 Republicans fo r deletl<m.
