HARTFORD (AP) — Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill announced a
new fiscal negotiating seasion
with Democratic lgaders today,
and House Speaker William
Ratchford promptly suggested
that the bargalning go on non-
stop until a compromise Ia
reached.

The governor also dlsclosed he
is going to Issue an executive
order cutling state employes'
pay as of July 1 unless a bal-
anced budget is enacted by that
time.

“I will take the same percent-
age cut,'” sald Meskill, “and I
will ask every other elected of-
ficial to do llkewise."

Death Toll at 12
In Tunnel Blast

LOS8 ANGELES (AP) — Res-
cue teams trying to reach five
workers still missing In an ex-
plosion-wracked underground
water tunnel were called out
early today because of thick,
choking smoke fed by natural
gas flamea. There ere 12
known dead,

“They kept trying, but they
couldn't get to them,"” sald Bob
Ree, an officlal involved In the
rescue operation. He sald they
will make another try (ater.

The gas-fed fire Inside the
tunnel flared anew before dawn.

Eighteen men were near the
end of the 5.5-mile-long tunnel
when it was rocked shortly after
midnight Thursday by an explo-
sion caused by sparks that ignit-
ed a pocket of methane gas. One
reached safety.

Rescue teams will return lat.
er in the day to see if they can
“get the fire out,”” a Fire De-
pirtment said.

He sald four Fire Department
scuba divers will accompany
them because the water level in
the tunnel, 250 feet Dbelow
ground, ‘‘was waist deep.”

The latest flareup inside the
tunnel caused no explosion and

“ft'e just smouldering now," the
spokesman sald,

Earlier, a state mining offi-
cial sald there could be some
connection between the Feb. §
earthquake that killed 64 per-
sons In the Los Angeles area
and Thursday's tunnel explo-
slon.

Dr, Gordon B. Oakeshott, dep-

Nixon Calls

To End Generation Gap

CHICAGO (AP) — President
Nixon, calling for a new attitude
toward ol¢ age in Americe, sald
today a generation gap between
older oftizens and all others
"“has often been Ignored or

In an address propaved for a
Joint convention of the National
Retired Teachers Assoclation
and the American Association of
Retired Persons, Nixon said
there Is need for '‘a new alll.
ance in this country between
Americans who are under 85
and those who are older.""

The President, who flew here
Thursday night after making a
sentimental jourmney to Indiana
and the home soll of his late
mother, sald:

“If we allow our society to be-
come fragmented—so that
younger Americans are cut off
from older Americans—then
each member of our soclety will
also become fragmented—with
young people cut off from their
past and older people from thier
future."

On one specific point, Nixon
complained that eltogether too
many nursing homes are de-
scribed as ‘“little more than
warehouses for the unwanted,
dumping pgrounds for the

Nixon sald:

‘I have heard of doctors who
refuse (o visit some nursing
homes because they get too de-
pressed. Too often It aeems
nurelng homes serve mainly to
keep older peaple out of sight
and out of mind—so that no one
will notice thelr degradation
and despair."”

Shooting
In Chicago
Investigated

CHICAGO (AP) — Secret
Service officials are invatigating
the shooting death of James E.
Beavers, 47, of Squire, W.Va.,
killed In & gun battle with Chi-
cago police.

A sister sald Beavers was 4
former mental’ patient who was
strongly critical of President
Nixon's Vietnam policles. He
was shot to death late Thursday
in Grant Park near one of Nix-
on's scheduled stops on his visit
today in Chicago.

However, John H. Hanly, spe-
clal agent in charge of the Chi-
cago Secret Service fleld office,
sald there iz ‘no basis” at
present for believing that Bea-
vers came to Chicago with the
intention of killing the Presi-
dent.

Police said Mra. Rosemarie
Jackson, 42, spotted Beavers
carrying a revolver near a busy
downtown intersection and re-
ported it to a patrolman who re-
dived for nasistance.

Officers ordered Beavers to
surrender as he ran into Grant
Park, but he fired two shots at
them, wounding one policeman
in the thumb, '

Police returned the fire and
Beavers fell dead.

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Invasion of South Korea
A Shocker 21 Years Ago

SEOUL (AP) — Twenty-one
years ago today North Korea in-
vaded South Korea and started
the Korean War. Occaslonal
clashes atill interrupt the un-
easy peace along the 1Wl-mile
frontier between the two na-
tions.

A 600,000-man South Korean
force equipped with U.B, fet
fighter-bombers, missiles, tanks
and artillery stands guard along
and below the demilitarized
zone set by the 1953 armistice.

U.8. soldlers protected 18
miles of the DMZ front until
March, when they were pulled
back prior to the reduction of
U.S. forces in South Korea from
62,000 to 42,000 by July 1.

Across the buffer zone are
406,000 North Korean troops
armed with Soviet military
equipment, Including MIG21. jet
fighters, heavy artillery and
missiles,

South Korean officials 'claim
that North Korea has violated
the armistice agreement by
bullding in its half of the buffer
zone some 200 concrete bunkers
and other fortifications armed
with automatic weapons. But
North Korea's refusal to cooper-
ate has stymied the Neutral Na-
tions Supervisory Commission
and the joint observer teams of
the two sides, the
agencles created to help enforce
the armistice.

The U.N. Command
that all arms and fortifications
be removed from the DMZ and
the land be turned over to civil-
ian use., North Korea immedl-
ately rejected the proposal.

When the North Korean army
crossed the 38th parallel at
dawn on June 25, 1850, it had 10
combat divisions armed with
500 Soviet tanks and 2,000 artil-
lety pleces. SBouth Korea was
defended by 100,000 ill-trained
men armed with rifles and light
machine guna supplied by the
United States.

Seoul fell, to the invaders in
three days and a large pert of
South Korea was occupled with-
in a month. The United States
rushed to South Korea's defense
and rallied a 16-nation force un-
der the banner of the United Na-
tions.

These forces pushed all the
way through North Korea, to
the Chinese border, but late in
November 1950, 300,000 Chinese
Communist troops went into ac-
tion on two fronts and within &
month had forced the UN
forces back to the 38th parallel.
The war resulted in only
slight territorial changes along
the 88th parallel, South Korea
gained some land in the middle
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and eastern portions of the fron-
tier while losing some territory
along the west coast,

But the Uiree-year war was
costly in lives for both sides.

About 800,000 South Koreana
were killed, 380,000 of them ci
villans, and 430,000 were wound-
ed. The United States suffered
142,001 casunlties, fincluding
83,620 troops killed in action,
and spent about $20 billion on
the war,

Communist tolls were even
heavier. Nearly 800,000 North
Korean - soldiers and 200,000
Communist Chinese troops were
killed, and almost 220,000 North
Koreans and 700,000 Communist
Chinese were wounded, accord-
ing to a U.8, Defense Depart-
ment estimate.

In Peking, Communist China
announced its continued support
for North Korea on the Invasion
anniversary to ‘‘fight to the end
against our common enemy."
The official People’s Dally said
in an editorial that the United
States is “waiting for an oppor-
tunity to unleash s new war of
aggression” cn the Korean pen-
insula, .

WATERBURY (AP) — A rob-
ber, threatening a woman teller
with 8 note demanding money
or “‘your death’ took about
$4,000 from the South Main
Street branch of the Waterbury
National Bank and escaped
Thursday afternoon.

The man, who was described
as in his 40s and not wearing
a mask or disguise, entered the
bank at about 1:10 p.m. after
parking his tan, 1064 or 1965 car
in front, police said.

The robber handed a note writ-
ten by hand on a brown paper
bag to teller Dolores iNerl. It
reportedly directed her to put
$6,000 in the bag and keep quiet.

Police sald the man did not
have & weapon in sight, but the
note bore a final lne: ““Your
death!"

A security camera in the bank
was believed to have taken the
robber's picture, according to
police,

The bank was neanly empty
at the time. One customer did
not realize the robbery had oc-
curred until after the bandit
left, investigators sald.

The getgway car was belleved
to have headed south toward
Naugatuck.

Insurance Industry School
Unique in Business World

NBEW YORK (AP) — Ameri-

can industry has a lot to leam ye

and a lot to teach, but few if any
approach the matter in quite the
same way a&s insurance, which
cperates a campus in the sky,
the College of Insurance, in the
financial district here,

Fully accredited since 1867 as
a degree-granting institution,
the college is one of about 200
worlk-study Institutions in the
country, but it is perhaps unique
in being so closely allied, en-
dorsed and supported by a sin-
gle industry.

All students have jobs in the
industry, Many of the instruc-
tora come from nearby insur-
ance company offices, There is
no problem of relevancy, a con-
cern that has disrupted many
cclleze campuses,

C of I could become a model
for cther industries desirous of
assuring themselves of highly
trained personnel. And it might
be a partial answer to the prob-
lem of high tuition costs, which
affect #o many youngsters,

Three hundred undergradu-
ates participate in the college's
werk-study 3 Four
menths of study is followed by
four working for an Insurance
company sponsor at & minimum
beginning salary of $80 & week.

The student’s study in class-
rooms and lecture hails on the
ninth floor of a commercial of-
fice bullding. Fifty per cent of
thelr coursea are in liberal arts,
23 per cont In business and 25
per cent in Insurance.

They may work just a few
dcors away, although many of
the students return to thelr
home clties for their work peri-
od. Those who remain in the
city can live in dormitories at
$100 a month, room and board.

Tuition is $800 for each four
menth semester, but the spon-
gor pays 2-3 of this, often pays
for books and sometimes even
helps pay lving expenses. And
it the student remains with his
company after graduation he
may receive a refund of his tul-
tion payments,

After five years the student
has & EBA in Insurance or a B3
in mctuarial sclence, & total of
2145 years of actual experience,
at least $12,000 in earnings—
more i fringe bensfits are in-
cluded— and a bright future,

“Students may get offers of
$9,000 to $11,000 upon gradua-
tion,"” says Dean Robert Strain,
a former Texas Insurance com-
misstoner and once professor at
the University of Texas and the
University of Indiana.

The dean doesn’'t claim the
experience {s common, but one
student was offered a ralse tg
$0,000 by his sponsor after re-
ceiving his degree, but chose to
go with another company for
$14,000.

Gradustes are readily accept-
ed. in general between
the Industry and the school I8
cloge. Many executives teach
there, Many have taken part-
time course. Many use its vast
insurance lbrary.

Two ocut of three graduates
continue to work with their

sponsor after graduating, a sur-
prising record of consistency
but one conforming to a pattern
that begins with the fresliman

ar.

““Our retention rate is great,’
sald Strain. In some schools, he
notes, 40 to 50 per cent of fresh-
men drop out after one year,
““Three out of four who enter
cur program continue to grad-
uation."

C of I students “mature re-
markably rapidly,’” Strain says.
“It's hard to belleve the change
in 12 months.” He attributes it
to the process of studying and
then reinforcing the book knowl-
edge with actual experiencea.

The spirit of the students ap-
pears to be high. There is little
opportunity for organized extra-
curricular  activiies—although
there is a school paper and a
basketball team—but the stu-
dents never expected many
amaenities,

The student:lounge seems to
suggest also that there is less
necessity for highly organized
activities, its bulletin boards
being posted with ads for theat-

How does a student apply? By
writing to the college at 150 Wil-
liam 8t. He is then given a test
and a personal interview near
his home.

‘““The applicant doesn't have
to be a straight-A student,” says
Strain, “but he must be smart,
have the personality to get
along well in business and have
a real interest in being in the
coHlege."”

Two basic problems hamper
the town regarding  proper
maintenance of the dump.

Heonomics 15 & major factor
with the $12,000 aliocated for the
dump in the 1970-7L budget now
overdrawn by $5,100.

"“Town officlals can talk until
they are blue in the face but
where are we going to get funds
for the project,”” he added. '"We
need state aid in the smaller
towns for dump malntenance,"

Although he Hked a compac-
tion system demonstrated re-
cently to area officiais, Thifault
said fts $2 milllon cost was out
of the question. He further ques-
tioned the advantages of a re-
glonal approach to dumping
which could necessitate the
town instituting rubbish remov-
al services and trucking the ref-
use out of town for considerable
distances.

Planning and Zoning Com-
mission Chairman Clifford Wil-
llams reported on a sanitary
Landfill seminar he had attend-
ed about e year ago and term-
ed Incinerations methods ‘“‘a
waste of money."

Highway Superintendent Wil.
llam Bevcik has one truck on
duty constantly hauling fill to
the dump.

Shredder

Thifault has looked into the
costs of obtaining a shredder at
the dump in the hopes of pro-
longing the area's life and get-
ting rid of the brush dumped
there. The machine costs be-
tween $100 to $300 g day to rent
and several thousand to pur-
chase depending on size.

Thifasult maintains that the
best method for a small town
ls the sanitary landfii type op-
eration.

The town 15 in the market for
a now landfill site, and two pos-

sible locations are presently be--

ing investigated.

James Rock, a resident who
worka with the County Exten-
slon Service sat in on the meet-
ing at Thifault's invitation and
agreed to contact both the ex-
tension office in New Haven
and the Univeriity of Connecti-
cut for assistance and Infor-
mation.

Rock is involved in an experi-
mental project testing methods
of composting poultry manure

Basically Rock s peeking
waste materials such as road
sweepings, wood chips or
shredded paper to be mixed
with the poultry manure to re-
duce the high molsture content
and to arrive at a composted
material which could be used
as o fertilizing agent or as n
cover material suitable for use
at the dump site,

The town however uses {ts
road sweepings for fill to cover
the dump, saving the expense
of purchasing the same amount
of fill.

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Welfare Reform Moves Ahead

. It was a blpartisan coalition in the
House st 'Washington that passed the
other day, 288 to 133, this session's ver-
sion of President Nixon's welfare re-
form.

R is to be -hoped that, this session,
there Is, for this bill, a bi-partisan wel-
come waiting in the Senate.

The bill is timeatened by two extreme
points of view, One holds that to formal-
ly and legally guarantee any American
family a certain minimum income, no
matter what #s amount, is & betrayal of
the American free enterprise capitalistic
system, .

The - other extreme opposition holds
that the emount of minimum income
guarantyed in this bilk —$2,400 & year—
is ridiculously low.

Those who hold to the first extreme
point of view can only do 8o by closing
their eyes to realities. This will not
begin, or increase, any practice of
supporting those who do not support
themselves. It will try to change the sys-
tam and the rules so that welfare itself
does not become m disease breeding
more of itself.

Those who hold to the second extreme
point of view — that the initfal amount
of guaranteed gmnuel family incoms. i
ridiculously small — ought to recognize
that the establishment of a new principle
is the important potential vigtory they
have at hand. 3
Between the opposition which comes
from these two extremes, there should
be bullding a bi-partisan coslition of the
Amsrican middle, which recognizes the
inescapable nature of the social com-
pact in which such aen affluent socliety
must be In great degree the keeper of
all its brothers, but which ifongs for a
system which can make this solicitude
leas of & public charity and at the same
time leas of a recipient addiction. -

We can not and will not let people
utarve.

It is about time to stop pretending
that we have to make an individual in-
vestigation and determination each time
mnlmmmwmnm
to be an individual who is to be allowed
to starve. It’s time to say to every possi-
ble case: ‘“You're not going to starve.
Now that has bean decided, what else
do you went to get out of life?"

It's time to stop treating welfare as if
it wero the end of the road, and some-
thing to get onm, and turmm it into a
‘ potential beginning which leaves people
heart enough and dignity enough to want
to get off.

Nothing Duller Than

There have been interesting, but per-
haps quite predictable results, in those
collegeas and universitiee where, in re-
wponse * to the campus revolutionary
fover of the years just past, undergradu-
ates have been given representation and
votes on campus governing bodies, from
senates to boards of trustees.

Firet, there have been quidter cam-
puses, perhaps because of the recogni-
tion finally given the students, per-
haps merely because of & nationwide
trend away from the viclence of the
rovolutionary years,

Second, there has been some ad-
vantageous experience for botlr college
and univorsity administrators and for
students, in that, in some instances, they
have come to & better appreciation of
their mutual concerns, Administrators
have found the students more reason-
able than they expected; students have
found the difficulties facing aedministra-
tors more complicated and impressive
than they had seemed, from the under-
graduate outside.

Third, the concession of reprosenta-
tion and voting privilege to the students

has resulted in some loss of inberest on
tha part of the students themselves, Hav-
ing gained recognition, they have lost
some of thelr seal for #. Finding them-
pelves invited to work at the businesa
they wanted some part in, they revert
to the mther nice old-fashioned Ildea
that college s, after all, a place for
young people to enjoy life without too
many serious responsibilities.

It 1= to be noted that, in such notslion
of results from the new process of ad-
mitting student body representatives to
the governing bodies of colleges and uni.
veraities there is one thing that hasn‘t
happened.

The wild-eyed long-haired radicals
haven't somehow, heen able to, or per
haps they haven't even chosen to try to,
use thelr new footholds in order to findsh
the mad job of tearing our fine old In-
stitutions apart.

I recalled an edition of the
State TRegister and Manual
which had a color picture and a
story on the mountain laurel
and Miss Eleanor Harrington,
reference lbrarian, had the
same recollection. 8he pulled
the book off the shelf at the
first try, ascribing her succees
to ‘the luck of the Irish." It

was the 1940 edition, published
when Chester Bowles was gov-
ernor and Winifred McDonald
was secretary of the state and
elditor of the year hook.

The mountain laurel, said this
excellent short report, was ad-
mired by the first English set-
tlers in Virginia and New Eng-
land. Since the leaves resem-
bled those of the KEuropean
laurel, that was the name they
gave It, but the plants are not
related, This point was made
in 1750 when Peter ¥alm of
Sweden, visiting the American
colonies, sent a specimen to
Linnasus. The famous botanist
and claasifier of plants sald this
one was completely new and he
named it Kalmia latifolia,
honoring Kalm in one name and
and distinguishing the plant for
its wide leaves with the second
name.

The Indians used mountain
laurel to carve utensils used in
eating and the settlers followed
suit, They sometimes called the
plant spoonwood. Some of them
also called it the calico bush,
from the pink and white colors
of the blossomsa.

One state. Pennsylvania,
shares the mountain laurel with
Connecticut as s state flower.
The Connecticut law prohibit.
digging or cutting of the moun-
tain Jaurel unless it ls on your
own property or you have per-
mission of the land owner i#
considered a plece of ploneer-
ing conservation legislation.

WALLINGFORD (AP)—Town
officials and a local newspaper
are at loggerheads over a re-
cent revaluation and the result-
ing property-tax increasges levied

The Wallingford Post, a week-
claims the officials
have quietly beem giving a 10
to 16 per cent tax break to local
industries.

A ppokesman for the private-
ly owned Manchester Water Co,,
which services most of the area
north of Middle Tpke., sald his
company has no plans for a
water ban.

Whenever a water ban is de-
clared by the town's water de-
partment, many calls and let-
ters are recelved, asking why
the ban is not placed against
commercial car washes.

night approved a uniform plan
of zoning for the entire town.

.One resident of Vernon Ave.,
Richard Harding, asked If any
membera of the commission
stood to make any personal
gains from any changes made.

Ho knowa what specle of fly
hatches on a particular stream
and at what hour. He Ilmows
when to fish and where to fish
with a given artificial fly from
his collection, and he takes fish
without too much difficulty, He
records everything in a diary,
or at least mentally.

The boat fisherman applies
himself in similar fashion. He
takes note of the conditions
which surround a flurry of sc-
