Supreme Court Extends Term
To Weigh Pentagon Papers

WASHINGTON (AP)—
The Supreme Court did not
rule on the Pentagon pa-
pers case toddy but extend-
ed its term in order to de-
cide it.

The Court was to have ad-
journed today until the fall
term. But Chief Justice Warren
Burger announced from the
bench that it would continue sit-
ting to hand down further or-
ders.

In a highly unusual Saturdsy
session over the weekend, the
high court heard arguments on
government sults seeking to
stop the New York Times and
the Washington Post from pub-
lishing parts of the secret Pen-
tagon history of the Vietnam
WAr.

The fact that the case was
heard on Baturday was seen &as
an indication that the court con-
siders the case of urgent impor-
tance. However, Burger made
no comment whatsoever about
the case today.

Until the court reaches a deci-
slon the newspapers will contin-
ue to be banned printing mate-
ria]l from the history which the
government says is too sensl-
tive.

At issue, say the Times and
Post, is the constitutional guar-

antee of freedom of the press.
The Justice Department con-
tends publication of excerpts
from the war study will endan-
ger national security, demage
U.S. relations with other coun-
tries and prolong the Vietnam
war,

The dispute began June 13
when the Times published a sto-
ry saying the Pentagon study in-
dicated the Johnson administra-
ticn secretly planned escalation
of the war while President Lyn-
don B. Johnson was campalgn-
Ing for re-clection in 1664.

On June 15 the Justice De-
partment was granted a Distriet
Court Injunction barring the
Times temporarily from contin-
uing the series.

Three days later the Post be-
gan its own series based, it sald,
on the same 47-volume study
dating back to the end of World
War II. Again, the government
moved to halt publication, but
Dist, Court Judge Gerhard A.
Gesell refused the request for a
restraining order,

The Justice Department ap-
pealed within the hour. And ear-
ly on June 19, two judges of the
Court of Appeals blocked contin-
uation of the Post serles.

Last Wednesday night an ap-
pellate court gave the Times the
rm to publish new stories
abdut the study—provided the

court selected the documents
from which the - articles were
prepared.

The Times appealed to the Su-
preme Court which extended the
conditional ban and also applied
it to the Post.

The Supreme Court heard the
case {n an unusual Saturday
sesagion.

Four of the nine justices—Wil-
liam O. Dougias, Hugo L. Black,
Willam J, Bremnan Jr. and
Thurgood Marshall—opposed
even holding the hearing.

The four were joined by Jus-
tices Potter Stewart and Byron
R. White in rejecting the Justice
Department request that the
hearing be held in private. Chlef
Justice Warren E. Burger and
Justices John M. Harlan and
Harry A, Blackmun voted for a
closed hearing.

Other newspapers, mean-
while, had begun their own ser-
ies they sald was based on the
Pentagon report, And the Bos-
ten Globe and 8t, Louis Post
Dispatch stories were interrupt-
ed by government order.

Lawyers for the Post and
Times argued before the Su-
preme Court that nothing in the
Pentagon study, completed in
1067, poses any present threat to
national security. They said the

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I've had a letter asking me to
describe the nine symphonies of
Beothoven, Of course, you could
write a whole book on the sub-
ject, but I think I know what the
lady wants. Everybody knows
the Fifth, end they can always
recognize the Ninth because it
uses a chorus in the last move-
ment. Some know the Third, but
from there on, most people are
Tost.

8o I'l give you a brief outline
of the nine, As in any symphony,
the real meat of a Beethoven
work Is in the first movement.
When the symphony is designat-
ed by key, it is the key of the
first movement that is meant.
Beethoven always wrote his
first and last movements in the
same key, but he never wrote
all four movements of & sym-
phany in the same key.

No. 1. This is in C major and
is Opus 21, It starts with a slow
introduction which leads to the
main section of the movement,
usyally played just twice as
fast as the introduction. The
style is much like that of Haydn,
and indeed Beethoven had stud-
fed with Haydn at one time.

The second movement is an
andante with song-like themes.
The third iz listed as a minuet
but it lan’t. It is very fast and
sounded the death knell of
minuets in a sympbony; later
symphonies use a rother gay
movement called a ‘'Scherzo.”

The last movement is also
fast, and is in rondo form, fol-
lowing the models of Haydn.
It makes a couple of tentative
starts before it sounds its main
theme which starts with a
brilliant scale passage. -

No. 2. There is an omate in-
troduction followed by a main
theme that {8 brisk and seems
to chatter. The. secondary
theme of this movement is
marked by fanfares. The third
movement is a minuet in form
but fast, lke the one in the
First. It bears the designation,
“Scherzo.” The finale, al-
though rapid and Dbrilllant,
showa a distinct advance in the
composer's abilities. It bas &
broad coda, or ending. The
symphony is in D major and
represents Opus 86.

No. 3. This is usually called
the "“Hrolca" meaning ‘'‘Hero-
ie.” It was written and dedi-
cated originally to Napoleon,
but when Napoleon had himaelf
procluimed emperor, Beethoven
tore up the dedication. It Is in
E-filat major and represents
Opus 55.

Very possibly this is Beetho-
ven's greatest symphony. This
was his own estimate of the
work, incidentally, and many
musicologists agree with this
appraisal. The work Is quite
long. The symphony has
Beethoven's best themes on the
whole.

The first movement is gquite
majestic in character. The sec-
ond is a long, and very expres-
sive funeral march in which
phrases of regret mingle with
those of consolation. The third
movement is s scherzo, rapid
and chattering in character.
The trio of this movement
shows some excellent horn
work. The finale is a theme
with variations. This is nothing
like so effective as the opening

movement, and those who deny
this symphony first rank do so
because of this particular move-
ment. The whole symphony s
quite long.

No. 4. This is Opus 60 and in
the key of B-flat major. It is
seldom played; I believe con-

ductors fight shy of it because
of the extremely difficult sec-
ond movement. In all my years
of concert-going I've only heard
one performance of this move-
ment that was what the com-
poser undoubtedly envisloned.
Berlioz thought this movement
was the finest thing Beethoven
wrote, and knew it only from
reading the score, not from 8
performance,

No. & is so well known that I
don't need to comment. You
even hear its opening notes as
a time signal on & local radio
station. It is in C minor, of
course, and is numbered Opus
7.
No. 6, This is known as the
“Pastorale,’”” Beethoven started
composing as & clasaicist but
with this symphony he Is def-
initaly well into the romantic
movement, It s a tone plcture
of life in the country, and you
get everything from a brook and
bird songs to & country band
with a bad Sunday afternoon
concert.

The symphony does not wear
well although the first few hear-
ings are pleasant enough, Then
everything becomes much too
obvious and rather a bore, It is
in the key of ¥ major and is
Opus 68, The program will al-
ways give a description of the
four movements.

No. 7. This was Wagner’'s fav-
orite, and he dubbed it, “The

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The Prohibition Stage

We now have, following new public
emphasis on the growing use of drugs

by Amserican soidiers in Vietnam, sur- .

veys indicating that similar addiction
is beginning to spread in some of the
grest industrial plants at home, Add In
the peremmial headlines about manijuana
in the junior high schools of the country,
and we might as well concede that the
problem involved has become universal.

The problem is universal, but there is
no real consensus on a solution.

Even worse, from the point of view
of ultimate sound solution, there is as
yet no consensus in our appraisal of the
nature of the problem.

It may be that we are lving, with the
drug menace, in the same stage we were
in with the liquor meaace after the
ratification of the 18th Amendment.

Circumstantially, we are in the same
gituation. The law we have an the books
is law of prohibition.

That is the law whiclr is already on the
books, as we enter our great awarensss
of the problem, but nons of us is really
sure of the socinl and moral soundness,
let alone the enforcement possibility, of
such a law.

AN the questions invoived are really
still open questions. Is there awmything
more inherently immoral in taking o
drug than there is taking a drink? Is
the danger of addiction to drugs measur-
ably different than, in the frequency and
in its result, posaible addiction to alco-
hol? Do we agree an any firm asseas-
ment of the relative danger of different
drugs, and on whether experience with
one leads, in any measurable degree,
toward addiction with othera?

We have had surveys and studies on
‘sith questions. Buf, the moment some
conclusion is formulsted and announc-
ed, new discord begins. We have not, as
yet, even proved succesaful in formulat-
ing the possible sgreement on funda-
mentals on which any sound nationa)
handling of the problem would have to
be based. .

But we should realise one thing
where we stand, at the moment. We

stand, at the moment, precisely where .

we did stand with regard to alcohol
after the 18th Amendment had been
ratiffed. Drug prohibition is the law
of the land. And, after we acknowledge
this, we must make ourselves recall,
next, our memeory of what a prohibition
creates when it is directed egainst some-
thing peopie are Mkely to continue to do
anyway. .

The result of Ml-placed, or unenforce-
able prohibition is always crime. This
crime i{s based on and caused by and
flourishes on the fact that prohibition
makes the bad habit involved expensive
to satisty and expensive to cater to. In
order to be able to afford to break the
law ebeut the consumption of drugs,
the individual is forced to break other
laws. Somebody ls going to have to try
to guess, some time, what the actual
amount of drug consumption might be
if the cost were reduced from $60 & day
to 60 cents a day. \

Yet it is almost & waste of time to
try to emphasize the need for funda-
mental definitions and determinations in
the drug problem. We are still'jooking
for cures first, and understanding, if
such a troublesome and taxing chore be-
comes necessary, later. It will become
necessary. '

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Supreme Court today
reversed the conviction of former heavyweight boxing
champion Muhammad Ali, who was sentenced to five
years imprisonment for draft evasion.

In an 80 decision, the court
said the record shows that All's
""beliefs are founded on tenets of
the Muslim retigion as he under-
stands them."

The 20.year-old black boxer,
also known as Cassius Clay, was
reigning heavyweight champlon
when he refused to take the tra-
ditlonal step forward ot draft in-
ducticn ceremonies April 28,
1967, in Houston.
