They freed 100
Passengers and three stewar-
desses Iin Monterrey before
leaving for Lime,

What their final destination
might be was unclear, but there

were indications the pair sought
to go to Algeria.

keep them awake,

The Mexican attormney gener-
gl's office said the hijackers
were Robert Lee Jackson, 36, of
Tennessee and Ligia Lucretia
Sanchez Archila, 23, a native of
Guatemala who was living in
Mexico,

Stewardess Jeanette Crepps,
21, of Oklahoma City, said Jack-
son first approached her as the
Boeing 707 was preparing to
land at San Antonio.

She sald he stuck a plstol In
her rubs, where it remained for
about the next hour and a half
as the plane turned around and
flew t6 Monterrey.

Miss Crepps sald the hijacker
pointed to his sultcase and
wamed: ‘‘Don’t anybody try ‘to
be a hero. If you do this 18 golng
to blow us all up;”" He claimed
to have a pint of nitroglycerin in
the suitcase,

Jackson told her he was from
a small town in Tennessee and
had been charged with a crime
he did not commit, the steward-
ess sald,

He gave her this message:

“Tell my wife lo take care of
my three daughters*’

The Boeing 707 jet was car-
rying 110 persons, including sev-
en crew members, enroute lo
San Antonio, Texas, from Aca-
pulco, Mexico, when the hijack-
ers {lireatened to blow. it up.

Hole in Cabin
Led to Death

Of Spacemen

MOSCOW (AP) — A fatal loss
of pressure through a tiny. hole
in the Soyuz II spaceship caused
the deaths of the three Sovlet
coamonauts, Western Commu-
nist sources report.

The sources, who could not be
fdentifled, said Friday night the
hole developed in the craft's
landing cabin when it separated
from the Soyuz orbital compart-
ment, They said the hole was
enlarged when the craft's brak-
ing rockets were fired just be-
fore the three began their .de-
scent into the earth's. atmos-
phene Wednesday.

The larger hole caused a sud-
den depressurization in the ccs-
monauts' cabin and & rise in
blood pressure that amounted to
M'an explosion of blood to ithe
brain,' ‘the sources said.

They sald those findings were
made by a Soviet government
medical team Friday following
a two-day inquest into the space
deaths.

On Gangland Power Fight

NEW YORK {(AP) — The po-
lice say they have learned that
the shooting of Joseph A. Col-
ombo 8r., resulted from a power
struggle in the "Itallan under-
werld community” and they
fear n general gangland war
may break out.

Colombo, the reputed leader
of a Brooklyn underworld fami-
ly, was shot and critically
wounded Monday prior to a ral-
ly of the Itallan-American Civil
Rights League, which he found-
ed. Police say Jerome A. John-
scn, 24, fired three shots at Col-
cmbo and then himself was
slain by an unknown gunman,

“It looks at this time that
Jchnson, the black man who
ghot Colombo and was In turn
slain, was a hired gunman—
hired by the Italian underworld
cemmunity,” Robert Daley,
deputy -police commissioner for
press relations, said Friday,

A plot was approved several
days before the shooting,” he
sald. “They did not intend to
stop with Colombo. There's only
been on shooting so far and we'd
like to keep it that way."

Daley would not reveal the
names of the persons the police
believe . were behihd the plot,

nor would-he identify other al-
leged targets. But he sald that
‘detectives were guarding a
number of underworld figures,

Colombo, 48, remained in a
coma in critical condition at
Roosevel Hospltal, today. Doc-
tors « reported some ‘‘sponta-
neous reflex movement” Fri-
day.

Johnson, using press creden-
Uul supplied by the league, was
cperating a movie camera and
photographing Colombo before
the start of the rally in Manhat.
tan's Columbus Circle, accord-
ing to police.

Suddenly, he  shot Colombo
three times with a 7.656 mim au-
tormatic  plstol—possibly alded
by an accomplice—and was shot
and killed by .someone® with a
-38-callber revolver, police said.

Daley said that the latest in-
‘formation developed by..police
indicated that there were ‘‘two
hit men, Johnson and the man
who hit Johnson.” He said po-
lice thought it possible that
Johnson was doublecrossed as
part of the plot.

Reporting that the informa-
tion about an assassination plot
had jcome to police “in the last

Johnson has been deploted by
friends as an ambitious,
smooth-talking young man who
wanted to get into movie-mak-
ing.

students out of college, He con-
tended that state educational in-
stitutions are supposed to be
for the children of the ‘‘indus-
trial classes.” ’

Dr. 8Stern explained that the
cost of fees, room, board, books
and trangportation amounted to
Vabout $2,000 per year above
tultion costs for the' average
students, The average income
per family of state university
students is only $9,000 per year;
almost a third of the famlily in-
come must go for education.
One-third of UConn students are
self-supporting, and the tuition
hike will affect them harshly.”

Dr. Btern claimed that the
“cost of education is golng up,
while the quality of education is
going down.' He mferred to the
freeze on wsiate jobs, which
means larger class sizes for
professors next fall even
though students will be paying
more. '“The middle American is
being aquepxed onut of higher
education.”

Another speaker at the forum
wis Edward Martucel, voca-
tional guldance counselor and
candidate for the Coventry
Board -of Education, He distrib.
uted and discussed several
pleces of literaturg, including
“Drugs and Their Abuse,”
which Is avallable free of charge
from the CVL.

Martucel congratulated the
town for appropriating $1,000

Qur Inheritance

' We Americans living close to the two
century mark of our (ndependence must
admit, we think, that there was one
phase of our national life when we were
more uncertain about ourselves and our
future than we are today.

That would have been during the Civil
‘War, when, in the confusions and terrors
of actual armed conflict among our-
selves, we were testing those ideals
which President Lincoln set forth at
Gettysburg.

The crisis in American life, and Ameri-
can confidence today is not as brightly
red with our own blood; the conflict is
not as sharply drawn; there is no single
battlefield where it can be won or lost.

But the fact remains that our self-
questioning s  at a new high.

Can government of the style described
by Lincoln continue to work, or has it
exhausted its moraMty and its Idealism

and relapsed into some new kind of face-

less tyranny in which ineitia and not
caring continually yield the power to tire
senseless anarchy of a broken compact?

Has the experiment been worth while?
Are we fit to go on?

The real answer to much of our self.
questioning Hes, of course, in our own
tuture conduct,

But it is possible that we might obtain
inner fire and fuel for that future con-
duct if we conducted an occasional audit
of our national experiment, of our
political and soclal and moral state, up
to date,

Here and now, in a relatively dark
hour, so far &g our confidence in
ourselves, and s0 far as many indica-
tors, are concerned, is perhaps the best
of all times for such an audit,

We see no perfections.

But we do, belleve it or 'not, see
working models of & number of con-
cepts and principles.

We see history's greatest, lugest and
most successful implementation of the
fedéral principle. This is a nation of 50
states, each of which provides part of a
way of life to itself, each of which also
manages to live within one union with
other states with which it has dif-
ferences of tradition, history, ‘economic
interest, raclal dnd religious heritage,

_ Florida and Georgia llve together witlr
Wyoming and Alaska; Maine and Ver-
mont with California and Hawall. Yet
each is an Individual state. v
_ This American ‘exemplification of the
federal principle is not perfect. We our-
selves. are in continual evolution and
quarrel with regard to the respeciive
powers of the individual members of
this unlon and its central government
But It lives and functions and works,
not only as what seems to be the best
conceivable design of government for us
in our 60 states, but as the penlstent'
model which permits hope to continue
for the whole world which must, sooner
or later, be federalized to some exte?’t
it (t wishes to survive.

’ﬂ;e federal principle has provided our
poul.Ical structure.

Inside. that structure we: have, wit.h
the sometimes exasperaling delays, "de-
tours, and perversities of the democratic
system, bullt, or somehow permitted the
evolution, of & certain kind of soclety.

It is a soclety full of Imperfections
and Injustices, and of continuing strug-
gle between zealots for progress in solv-
ing these Imperfections and injustices:

And the chief reason we never turn

ty. Not even theé greatest difficulties, not
even the ultimate confusions, can' split
us apart from oue own tgrained realiza-
tion that uus is our country, this our

- political structure, this  our “political

method, this our soclety. All the power
that can possibly be Imagined In arnd
over all this is ours and ours alone,
and never, never anywhere else unlgss
wa He down and roll over Mke dogs
and yield up our own birthright fran-
chise and abandon that persisting dream
of man to which what has happened
within these bounderies has given some
rough shape and continuing hope.

What a tragedy It all this, with its
fallures and imperfections,. had never
occurred at all! Where is the Individual,
domestic or forelgn, friend or foe, who
would not, given the cholce to declde
that the United States of Ametica should
never have existed, find himself over-
powered to vote to have the United
Suiteq of America happen?

It had happened, and we have the
high good fortune and privilege of living
in {t and of having samething: to say and
do about its future, I.:ot us appreciate,
and serve, our inheritance,

“An Enlighteried People”

The historic decision of the Supreme
Court in the case of the United States
Government vs, The New York Times
“and The Wi Post is a ringing
victory for freedom under law. By lift-
ing the restraining order that had pre-
vented this and other newspapers from
publishing the hitherto secret Pentagon
Papers, th? nation's highest tribunal
strongly reaffirmed the guarantee of the
people’s right to know, implicit in the
First Amendment to the Omuumuon of
the United States,

This was the essence of what The New
York Times and other newspapers were
fighting Tor and this is the essence of the
Court's majority opinions, The basic
question which goes to the very core of

_ the American political system, involved

the welghing by the Court of the First
Amendment's guarantee of freedom
against the -Government's power to re-
strict that freedom in the name of na-
tional security. The. Supreme Court did
not hold that the First Amendment gave
an absolute right to publish anything un-

der all circumstances. Nor did The-

Times seek that right. What The Times
sought, and what the Court upheld, was
the right to publish these particular doc-
uments at this particular time without
prior Governmental restraint.

The crux of the problem lay indeed in
this question of prior restraint.For the
first time in the history of the United
Btates, the Federal Government has
sought through the courts to prevent
publication of material that it maintain.
ed would do ‘‘irreparable injury' to the
national security if spread before the
public. The Times, supported in this in-
stance by the overwhelming majority of
the. American press, held on the con-
trary that it was in the national interest
to publish this information, which was
of historic rather than current operation-
al nature.

If the dounncms had involved troop
movements, ship sallings, imminent
military plans, the case might have been
quite different: and in fact The Times
would not have endeavored to publish
such materjal. But this was not the case;
the documents and accompanying analy.

8ys are historic, in no instance going be- |

yond 1988, and incapable in 1971 of harm-
Ing the life of a single human being o1y
interfeering with any current military
operation.  The majority: of the Court
clearly recognized that embarrassment
of public officlals in thé past — or even
Nt the present — is insuffictent reason to
overturn what justice White described
as ''the concededly extraordinary pro-
tection against prior restraint under our
constitutional system.'

So far as the Government's classifica-
tion of the maferial is concerned, it is
quite true, a8 some of our critics have
observed, that. “no one elected The
Times'' to declassify it. But it Is also
true, as the Court implicitly recognizes,
that the public interest is not served by
classification and retention in secret
form of vast amounts of information,
99.5 per cent of which a retired senior
civil ' servant recently testified ‘‘could
not be prejudicial to the detense Inter-
ests of the nation."

“Beslde, Mills feels the
Pregident jumped 'the gun in
last weekend's decision against
changing the economic game
plan and, instead, should have
waited for full second-quarter
statistics.

Consegtently, Mills is ponder-
ing whether to propose his own
tax-cut package bullt around an
investment tax credit to spur
industrial expansion, The next
two weeks will determine his
course, If he feels the economy
is bad enough, he may unveil
o proposal at a Democratic fund.

We were not inside the cru-
clal negotiations which finally
created a '‘package' the two
parties in the General Assem-
bly could agree ‘to adopt ahd
the Governor could agree to o
cept.

negotiators returned in the spe.

cial sesalon.

Then, at the last minute, the
Democrats brought John Balley
into the negotiations, and there
was, not necesasarily as a result,
but certainly as a contempor-
ary happening, .the emergence
of a package.

We may never know whether
Balley himself, by word, or by
his mere presence, contributed
the influence which worked as
the glue for the package.

What can be read, openly
enough, is what this chapter In
the state's political history re-
affirmed about John Balley.

Balley, the old war horse,
the veteran of a gquarter cen-
tury of summit negotiations,
had been specifically barred
from entering these negotia-
tions so long as they were to in-
clude the presence of the Gov-
ernor.

Governor Meskill, when ques-
tioned whether he would wel-
come Balley to earlier negotin-
tions, had responded that it was
the business of state chairmen
to conduct politicsa and run
party negotiations, not deal in
matters concerning the elected
representatives of the people.

Now, toward the zero hour, it
seemed that all the elected rep-

Tesentatives of the peoplé could

stand a MNttle help. And the
question was whether Balley
would now consent to enter the
negotintions, at the legislative
level, and do what he could,
without belng offered very
much hope that he might, for
his - efforts, receive that most
glamorous and exciling of all
rewards, that of being permit-
ted in the same room with an
elected Govermnor.

It may have been Bailey's in-
nate modesty . which. meade It
possible for him. to moye for-
ward and contribute his “serv-
leces without certainty of
reward. But we suspect that
the old war horse just couldn't

resist displaying his talents,™

even If the result might be to

- rescue those who might be ac-

cused of having been unkind to
him,

*I think this crowd's response
is indicative that big bands
aren't dead yet,”" hé sald after
leading his band through their
numbers.

‘*You have to take a positive
attitude, We're not playing 1940
music we're playing music
young people..can relate o,
That's why we're still success-
ful,” Rich said,

Ellington, 72, said  optimisti-
cally: ““There will be this kind
of music as Jong as people want

Festival officlals estimated
some 7,000 fans turned out Fri-
day night to listen to Ellington,
Rich and the Stan Kenton band,
Ted by Don Ellis while Kenton
recovers from surgeéry.

HOUSTON, Tex. {AP) — Re-
gearchers ‘at M.D. Anderson
Hospital and Tumor Institute
say they had succeeded in grow-
ing' in n test tube a vinis be-
lieved to cause some forms of
human cancer,

They said Friday the isolation
of the spherical-shaped "[Type C
virus'* opens the deor for defini-
tye studies into the exact rela-
tionship of viruses to some hu-
man cancers.

Anderson virologists Dr. Eliz.
abeth S. Priori and Dr. Leon
Dmochowski headed the re-
search team.

Until now, no one¢ had been
able to grow the virus in the test
tube so it could be studied care-
fully to determine its cancer
cau.\dng propertles,

“The availabllity of this virus
providesa’ tool of great poten-
tial for investigation of the role
of viruses in human cancer and
perhaps even for vaccination
studies,"” Dr. Priori sald,

“Sclentists can now determine
whether in the test tube the vi-
rus is capable of transforming
normal human cells into cancer
cells, and If g0, how it accom-
plishes this.' ¢

Dmochowskl sald, ‘‘Ideally,
someday we would hope to be
able to vaccinate all children
against some types of cancer
, and while it is tco soon to
say that will be possible, T be-
lieve we have the béginning of a
new research era now.'

Some scientists have suspect-
ed that viruses play n vital role
in some human cancers. Bul
while many kave been able to
prove viruses cause cancer in
lower animals, L has never
been shown conclusively the
same is true for humans.

The virus grown here in hu.
man tissue in a test tube was
extracted from cells grown- in
tissue culture and obtained ori.
ginally from a biopsy of a child
with Burkitt's lymphoma, the
researchers sald,

Lymphoms I8 a cancer of the
human lympathic system, Burk-
itt's  lymphona. frequently in-
velves bones of the face and
knees and Is predominantly
found in African children.

The virus was observed origi-
nally in 1957 by Dr. Dmochows-
ki and C.E. Grey In lymph
nodes of leukemic patients at
Anderson.

Dmochowski said the Type C
virus particles isolated from the
human lymphoma gre identical

in appearance to those known {o.

cause leukemia in all non-hu-
man animals,

Dmochowski sald the signifi.
cant finding in the virus isola-
tion 'is that it is neither a con-
taminant nor an animal virus
He ' said his

by sclentifie feams at Memorial
Sloan-Kettering Center of New
York and st the National Can-
cer Institute.

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'Nixon in Appeal
For Steel Stability

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presl-
dent Nixon called on negotiators
in the steel Industry today 1o
reach & ‘‘constructive settle-
ment’' _that will keep the indus-
try competitive in world mar-
kete and malntain the economic
recovery.

The President met with the
union and management negotia-
tors for about an hour on the
eve of their contract talks and,
a spokesman sald, lald out the
economic problems facing the
industry,

Nixon called for' “hard bar-
gaining” in the talks but. re-
frained from setting o specific
wage settlement he would ke
to see brought about. The con-
tract expires in the industry
July 31.

George F. Shultz, director of
the offlce of management and
budget, summed up the Presi-
dent's attitude: >

“I know you are golng into
bargaining; I know how impor-
tant it is to you. I' felt It neces-

sary to tell you how important T
think it is."

It was Nixon's first try at in.
tervening in any way in a nego-
tiating - sesslon before It actually
gol-under way and reflected a
new impetus by the White
House of more direct involve-
ment to hold down wage nnd
price Increases,

Nixon emphasizel the rela-
tionship of .the steel industry in
the world market, told the nego-
tlators  how productivity has
falled to Increase, how profits
hayve been -lagging and wages
remaining stable in comparison
to other industries.

Shultz sald Nixon appealed to
the “‘sensitivity of their own
self-interest in  beginning the
contract talks.'

*Shultz sald a constructive set-
tlement menns a contract thal
would maintain steel’s. competi-
tive world position and have no
depressing impact on the eco-
nomic recovery.

Nixon emphasized
wanted an atmosphere

would help avold a strike In the
industry, Shuitz seid, but said
the President would not Inter-
vene if there was a walkout,

“The President did not try to
say that they should settle for
this or that,' Shultz said.

As Nixon met with the nego-
tiators, the White House re-
lengsed a report on ihe steei in-
dustry prepared by his Cabinet
Committee on Economic Policy
detalling  the troubles of the
steel Industry.

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Jazzfest
Ailing,
Not Dead

NEWPORT, R.I. (AP) — De-
spite its problems, the Newport
Jazz Festival is not yet dead.
The show will go on next year
says. it producer, George Wein.
The question now is: Where?

This past weekend, for the
third tme in Its sometimes
stormy 18-year history, the fes-
tival had problems with youths
who gathered outside the field
grounds.

On Saturday night, hundreds
of them crashed through two
gecurity fences and poured into
the festival area. police used
tear gas In an attempt to break
up the mobs gathered outside
and City Manager B, Cowles
Mallory ordered the festival
shut down.

“The Newport Jazz Festival
will continue,’* .said Wein, who
suryvived twoclesser-experiencas,
in 1060 and 1989, “Where, how
and under what structure we
can’t say. This Is not the end.
This may be the beginning.'$

At Newport's Festival Fleld,
Wein is hampered by what he
calls "logistics.” The field is
flanked by hills on two sides,
and it was there that youths, es-
timated as many as 20,000,
pitched tents and dropped their
bedrolls on Friday and Satur-
day. Wein would prefer a festi-
val area that does not have such
easily accessible camping sites
nearby.

‘““These kids fad no concern
for jazz, no concern for the fes-
Uval,' Wein sald. ““They were

‘there to ‘destroy the festival,

That was their express pur-

As the program got under
way Saturday night, with about
20,000 persons ingide the fleld, it
became evident that those on
the hill were growing restiess,
Some began throwing empty
beer and wine bottles or rocks
at the few pollcemen patroling
the area. Then, as the concert
began, they surged down to.the
chaln link fence surrounding the
fleld. -

Dionne Warwick, the third
pérformer of the evening, was
slnging “What the Wolrd Needs
Now Is Love, Sweet Love,"
when the youths, encouraged by
cheers- from their compatriots,
yanked the fence free at the bot-
tom and began scrambling un-
der. They had no trouble then
battering down the wooden
fence on the inner perimeter of
the field and poured into the
amphitheater.

Minutes later Wein went on
stage and told the audience the
concert was over.

As the crowd filed out, the
young peoplessurged toward the
stagde, smashing chairs and re-
straining sow fences as they
proceeded. One youth seen
smashing chairs was asked
why? “I enjoy it," he sald. '"‘It's
fun."

Wein blamed the action by the
youths on narcotics.

“Every one of them I talked
to was stoned out of his head,".
he said.

Wein said the Newport Folk
Festival, scheduled Ilater this
month, mostly likely will also be
canceled.

‘“‘What happened out there is
something only America can ex-
plain,"” Wein satd, ‘T think {t's
America’s despair.. . The wheel
turmms, and maybe someday the
wheel will tum back toward
sanity."

‘“The Newport Jax Festival
goes beyond jazs' he sald.
