Pro boxing was knocked down
by the House on its first round
in the legislature thls year, but

was revived in the athletic com-*

mission bill and won the second
round amid cries of foul by one
opponent who claimed the spon-
sor of the blll was twisting arms
a little too vigorously.

Neither party lealership took
a position on it, and Mesklll did
not indicete publicly how he
felt, However, it was widely be-
Jeved that the governor had a
hand in an amendment that

Meskill quoted the state: con-
stitution” in explanation of his
veto, noting that the constitution
forbids legislators to serve in
‘‘any appointive position or of-
fice in the judicial or executive
department of the state govern-
ment."”

SANTIAGO, Chile (AP) — A
evere earthquake rolled across
rentral Chile during the night
ind the government anhounced
.oday the toll stood at 63 dead
ind 481 injured.

Chile's main port of Valparal-
30 on the Pacific coast appeared
0 be among the cities hardest
alt, Rescue officlals there re-
ported 25 dead-and about 300 in-
jured.

Information. on damage and
the number of victima still was
sketchy, with many communl-
ties isolated by landslides.

A mild tremor was felt this
morning in Santiago and Val.
paraiso,-spreading freah alarm.

The Thursday night quake
also was felt through much of
Argentina across the Andes, but
no casuaities or major damage
were reported there,

Communications were still
shaky or disrupted with the
areas north of Santiago that
were hit hardest, and there was
no word on property damage. It
was feared that the casualty toll
would rise as more reports
came in.

Selsmographs in Santiago and
abroad measured the quake at a

force of around 7 on the Richter
scale, but government officlals
sald it registered 10-in the areas
hardest hit, This is an unusually
high reading—the Alaska quake
of 1864 registered 8.20—and
there was speculation that the
report might be an exaggera.
tion.

Chile's four central provinces,
where four million people live,
were declared an emergency
zone, and police and armed
forces moved In to provide food
and medical rellef,

President 8alvador Allende
went on the air and pleaded for
calm, He planned a helicopter
tour of the disaster area today.

Selsmographs abroad located
tho tremor’'s eplcenter near Val-
paralso, Chile’s second largest
city, on the coast 60 miles north-
west of the capital. But the inte-
rior minister said the quake was

Although he has never spoken
directly to the issue of Japan
and nuclear weapons, Laird is
known to feel Tokyo must as-
sume a stronger military posi-
tion In Asia as the United States
reduces Its role in that part of
the world

The -matter of Laird's report-
ed rejection of a briefing on the
nonproliferation treaty assumes
importance in view of Bray's
pointed reminder Thursday that
Japan has signed the pact,
which prohibits acqulsition or
deployment of atomic arms by
nonnuclear nations,

The spokesman also was em-
phatic in his denisl that the cur-
rent U.8.-8oviet strategic arms
limitation talks would affect the
strength of the American atom-
fc deterrent.

Old Lutheran Church
To Be Deconsecrated

Sunday at 10 a.m., a decon.
secration service will bring to a
olose an 88-year era in the 107-
year history of the ‘Trinity
Latheran Church. The following
Sunday the new = church on
Meadow Lark Rd., Vernon, will
be dedicated.

The present church on Pros-
pect 8t., Rockville, was construe*
ted in 1882-88 at a cost of
$6,500. The site was purchased
for $300 by a group of Lutherans
who, with the pastor, left the
former single Lutheran congre-
gation which held worship serv-
ices on West Main St. The build-
ing on West Main St. remained
the home of the remainder of
the original Lutheran congrega-
tion until recently.

In 1882, during the process of
building 'the Prospect Street
church, worship services were
held on Ellington Ave,, the site
of the former St. John's Epls-
copal Church. Bervices were held
in the basément. The present
church was dedicated in May,
1883,

During this era of Lutheran
history in Rockville, a paro-
chial school was conducted for
some 30 years, from the late
1880°s until shortly after the
first World War. From exclu.
sive use of the Germsan lan-
guage in the services, the
church gradually switched to
English. The local church was
one of / the first Lutheran
churches to conduct a service
in English, This was during
the pastorate of The Rev. Wal-
ter von Schenk, !

Shortly after FPastor .von
Schenk’s retirement and subse-
gient death in 1921, the Rev.
A, Ulkus served for a brief

Jterm, He was followed by the

“Rev. Erich 0. Pieper who
served as pastor from 1928 and
held the position for 40 years
until failing health forced him
to retire in 1963,

The Rey. David P. Scaer,
now & profegsor of Systematic
Theology &t “Concordin Theo-
logical Seminary. in Springfield,
Ml., was, pastorsome seven
years ago when the\first steps
were taken toward the estab-
lishment of the new building
which will be officially "com-
pleted and dedicated next Sun-
‘day.

Trinity's present pastor, the
Rev. Bruce E. Rudolf, who has
served the congregation. since
1668, will officiate during the
rite of deconsecration Sunday
as well as at the dedication of
the new church, the following
week.

Pastor Scaer and the Revy.
Berthold von Schenk, son of the
Inte Pastor von Schenk, will
preach and conduct the liturgy
at the dedication ceremonies.

Highlighting the 'deconsecra-
tion service Sunday will be the
actual rite of ‘deconsecration
following the complete service
of Word and Sacrament.

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Sanol J. Solomon, Manches-
ter public accountant, firat saw
tree roses on a trip to British
Columbia In 1862, They were

growing In Queen Victoria Park
at Vancouver and he thought
they were lovely.

to buy one, Mr. Solomon asked

a man he thought-wns a park
attendant? The gentleman, who
turned out to be & park official,
thought this might be poasible.
Mr, Solomon gave him $10 &nd
the next spring-received a tree
rose shipped to Manchester
from Vancouver,

Since then, on several trips
to the Pacific. Northwest, he
has *bought more tree roses,
all of these from Jackson &
Perkins, famous rose growing
firm, now located at Medford,
Ore. He has 10 trec roges in
a row beside his driveway. A
rarity in New England, the
roses are qoticed by many peo-
ple driving past.

On May 27 the ree roses
were a feature of & house and
garden tour conducted )by, the
Sisterhood of ‘Tempié=YBeth
Sholom.,

What is a Tree Rose?

Tree roses are of the same
varieties as the bush roses we
grow in beds. The diffirence is
in the stem which is sllowed
to grow up from the root stock
to a height of three or four
feet. Then the desired rose
plant that will bear the blooms
is grafted to the top of the
stem, - The sclon puts out
branches ard buds as if it were
growing close to the ground.
The stem continues to grow in
diameter as the tree continues
its lfe but does not grow tall-
er.
As most gardeners know, all
our modern hybrid roses are
grafted on some more hardy
rose root, which provides nour-
{shment for the plant and I8
more likely to survive our cold
winters than the roots of the
tender hybrid. One root stock
commonly used ‘is the multi-
flora rose, originally from
Japan. It is a rank grower with
myriads of small white flowers,
useful in thickets as wildlife cov-
er, but not desirable in a small
garden. Many multifiora roses
grow along roadsides in this
area.

The ropt stock for the tree
roses, Mr. Solomon.has been
told, 18 De la Grisserale. The
plants come to Mr. Solomon in
time to be planted in early
April. Through the summer he
treats them as he would any
other rose plant, making sure
they have enough water and are
firmly tied to stakes to hold
them upright. Strangely enough,
he does no fertilizing, but- he
keeps the soil loose around the
plants. He sprays only about
once in & season, but is not sure
that even that much spray lIs
necessary. He has no trouble
with insects or disease.

Winter Cover

Around Thanksgiving Day,
when growth is finished, Mr.
Solomon loosens the soll around
the roots of each plant, removes
the stake and lays the tree flat
on the ground where he covers it
completely, roots, stem and
leaves, with a foot of soil. This is
all the protection the plant
should need through the winter
season. During the first few win-
ters eveFy one has come through
unharmed, In April again the
soll cover is removed, the tree
propped upright, and it is ready
to start growing again.

There are other roses of more
conventional sorts, and other
flowers, around the Solomon
home. Next door, making a nice
transition between two city lots,
Franels Handley has planted
roses along his side of a low
wall. Mr. Handley is retired
vice president of the Hartford
Insurance Group and an active
vice president of the Baving
Bank of Manchester.

In the backyard at the Solo-
mon home, besides a border of
shrubs and garden flowers,
there is 40 by 20-foot swimming
pool where' Mr. Solomon takes
a dip twice a day. He was a
track athlete in his youth, run-
ning in the mile, two-mile and
cross country events for New
York University, where he grad-
uated in 1831, He had grown up
in Brooklyn and always lived in
the city ‘until he came to Man-
chester in 1931, His wife, the
former Helen Bayer, is a Man-
chester girl and they met in
college. -

Root Stock Problems

Sometimes, and probably be-
cause the plant was not set at
the proper depth, a hybrid rose
will send up shoots from the
oot stock. We have had in our
garden for several years two
Grandma Perkins roses, with
pink blooms, touched with
white, This year one of the
bushes has put out dark red
flowers. The other bush has one
stem with Grandma Perkina
blogssoms while the flowers on
the rest of the plant are dark
red.

It is obvious that the grafted
part of one plant has been kill-
ed by winter weather and that
all but one grafted shoot of the
second plant has suffered the
same fate, But what are the
roses that came from the root
stock? Charles 8, Burr of CR.
Burr & Co. thinks they are Dr.
Huey, a very old rose that is
scmetimes used as root stock,
A visitor inspecting our garden
remarked that he had not seen
that old-fashioned rose in many
years. We think we will let it
continue to bloom.

Gone from New York

If you thought Jackson & Per-
kins was an eastern company,
located dt Newark, N.Y., you
would have been right until
about three years ago. The
company was sold about then
to Harry & David, a California
company that packs and ships
fancy fruit., The rose business

fitted nicely with the fruit busi-
ness, Charles Burr points out,
since the busy season for frult
is fall and winter and for roses
it is spring.

All Jackson & Perkins opera-
tions in the East have been
elumnatedjand the roses are all
grown on’ the West Coast, The
Jackson & Perkins display gar-

White Moths

The small white moths seen
in numbers this week in Man-
chester are the adulls of the
ocak leaf roller, one of the de-
follators that have been eating
the leaves on our trees. They
are laying eggs fo insure anoth.
er generation of leaf eaters
next year.

Drooping Tomatoes

Carla Chenette of Ellington,
who planted tomato seeds in
January hoping to have ripe to-
matoes by the first of July, has
been disappointed. Her toma-
toes bloomed, but before the
fruit was formed the blossoms
drooped and fell off. She had a
few. early tomatoes, but not the
blg handsome fruits that she ex-
pected.

Joseph M. Lent, plant science
profeassor at the University of
Connecticut, says this Is a phy-
slological condition, not a dis
ease, and may happen any year.

"Extremely hot weather, which

we had for a time Iin June, Is to
be blamed. Later blossoms on
the same plants should set fruit
normally.

Carla is & vocational agricul-
ture student at Rockville High
8chool.

War Games

Impressive
NORFOLK, Va. (AP) — ;
Russgians, in war games staged
_near the Arctic Cirgle, have

War Injuries
Fall Sharply

SAIGON (AP) — The allied

commands has haa reported that
U.S. casuaities in the Vietnam
war continued at a low level last
week and South Vietnamese
casualties fell off sharply, re-
flecting the lull in battlefield ac-
ton.
. However, the allled com-
mands reported a 68 per cent in-
creage in the number of North
Vietnhamese and Viet Cong
kifled, probably resulting’ from
an imcrease in BS2 bombing
raids and other air strikes.

The US. Command said 23
Americans were killed and 182
were wounded in action, last
week, compared with 21 killed
and 172 wounded the week be-
fore.

South Vietnamese headquar-
ters said 321 government troops
were killed and 674 were wound-
ed last week, dropping sharply
from the 482 «llled and 976
wounded the week previous.

The two commands lsted
2,280 Communist iroops killed,
an incregse of 830 over the week
before.

A TU.8. spokesman’ sald 22
Americans died from nonhostile
causes, 10 more than in the pre-
vious week. This raised the tofal
for the war from nonhostile
causes to 9,644,

American combat deaths re-
ported gince Jan. 1, 1861, now to-
tal 45,344 and the wounded total
300,802, the U.8. Command said.

South Vietnamese totals for
the war are 120,828 killed and
282,101 wounded, and the allled
commands claim 757,287 North
Vietnamese and Viet Cong
killed since the start of 1061.

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The “Isolationists” Are Not

 Vice President Agnew, in some of his
interviews abroad, like President iNlxom,
in some of his domestic comments, pro-
fesses to live in fear of a resumption of
something he calls ‘‘isolationism'’ in
America.

Both he and the President — and
many respected ‘Washington cammenta-
tors, too — have succeedsd, lately, in
borrowing the term ‘‘isclationist'' from
its true meaning and applying it in a
special meaning all thelr own.

In its true meaning, ‘‘isolationist"
describes the position of somebody who
wants the United 8tates to retire from
the world into its own shell, declining
international obligations, associations
and responsibilities,

Lately, however, this terin has been
applied indiscriminately to everybody
and anybody who disagrees with the way
the United Btates conducts {tseif abroad,
or who objects to some of tho apparent
purposes of its conduct abroad.

We don't doubt that there are soms
Americans who, in despair over the dl-
rection and the possible futility of some
of our policies abroad, have an emo-
tional tendency to try to have us wash
our hands of the world and retire into
some snug fortress America all our own,
with & big sandpile for us to stick our
heads into.

But the great majority of Americans
who win the title of Isclationist because
they dimagree with the methods and ob-
joctives their country is employing In
some instances in the worid today are
not isolationists at all, but the nation's
trus internationalists.

They belleve America must be in the
world, but as its number one citizen, not
its number one policeman.

They belleve in the inevitabllity and
the potentinlity of an intermational sys-
tem of law and order such as that repre-
sented by the Charter of the United Ne-
tions, and they therefore belleve in the
surrender of some of their own national-
istic sovereignty, not in retiring to try
tohﬂldamhuh.wﬂuwndu.

They belisve that America and its acta
should be answerable to all mankind,
and should not be considered privileged
to immunity inside any concept of policy
which some secret consultation of Amer-
fcan leaders might decjde to be vital to
the “national interest'’ or the ‘‘national
security.””

Mowt of those being termed isolation-
.ists in this present phase of history are
those who want to take America into
the world in what they feel to be the
right’ way, not retire from it. The Presi-
dent, the Vice President, and some com-
mentators have been lecturing the
wrong people for the wrong reasons and,
incidentaldy, delivering to us all a coy
invitation to look upon themselves as
our truest Intermnationalists!

The President Bets Big

New Limit On Moscow

WARBAW — Although mixed
with some akepticism Dboth
Communist and non-party
leaders here now feel that the
December crisis, far from
heightening the danger of Bo-
viet military intervention in
Poland, served to set limits on
Soviet power for the first time
since the post-war construc-
tion of the Boviet empire.

Moreover, the view that the
December crisls defined 8 new
limitation on Soviet military
power also has persuasive Bup-
porters among long-time Weast-
ern expents here. In retrospect,
then, the important lesson to be
drawn from the workers' riots
last December is not so much
the danger of civil war and
the toppling of the Gomulka
regime, but rather that the
December crisis found Moscow
frightened by its own impo-
tence,

When former party boss
Wladyslaw Gomulka perceived
both his party and his country
crumbling around him on Dec.
14, his spontaneous reaction
was to ask the Kremlin to in-
tervene. Moscow's immediate
response was a hard, flat no,
followed by a strong message
to the Polish politburo to im-
mediately reverse -Gomulka's
melledfist strategy and adopt
a conciliatory tone to the rag-
ing workers.

Thé Soviets, in short, took
the private line to their party
colleagues in Warsaw that the
crisis was strictly a- Polish
crisis, having nothing to do

" with the Russians.

But secretly, the Kremlin not
only was frightened, it was .ag-
onlzing over what to do. Ke-
liable rveports recelved here
atrongly hint that the Soviet
general staff went into 2-hour-
a-day meetings on Dec. 14, dis-
appearing from all normal
functions, as they figured the

on military intervention.

en they learned that the
Polish army chief had resigned
his post rather than follow
Gomulka's order to fire on the
workers, the Soviet military

Dec. 20 politburo vote.

Evidence of just how deep
the Soviet interest was to pre-
vent continuation of the Gom-
ulka regime, or its replace.
ment by an even harder-line
party boss, ls abundant. Thus,
had the vote gone against Gle-
rek on Dec. 20, the Glerek fac-
tion (with full Soviet backing)
would have called & meeting of
the 125-member central com-
mittee to overturn the polit-
buro. Had that falled, a full-
dress party conferencé would
have been summoned to install
Glerek.

Moscow, in other words, was
reduced to backstairs- k
to prevent the December crisis

from escalating beyond can- -

trol. The Kremlin was a horri-
fied spectator, not a principal

actor in that tragic and heroic
December drama. The poasl-
bility of military intervention
was circumseribed not only by
the question of the Polish
army's “loyalty'' but also by
the fact that Intervention would
have been a dagger in the
heart of the Boviet campaign
for central European detente,
a campaign intimately con-
nected with the dangerous
Soviet-Chinese border dispute
on the Soviets' Eastern fron-
tier.

Hence the new limitation on
Soviet power within the Com-
munist bloc.

.The, last of four companion
cases whicth made headlines
last year was disposed of in
Télland County Superior Court
this week. No reporters were
in the courtroom and few spec-
tators when John P. Chiaputt
of Willimantic pleaded guilty to
a substitute Information and
was fined $25, which was re-
mitted.

It all started over a Yyear
ago in April on the University
of Connecticut campus when
over 400 students marched
around campus to Gulley Hall
and after some speech-making
pbout 40 of them decided to
take over the bullding which is
used ;for administration pur-
poses.

They pushed aside Dean of
Students John Manning and two
campus security officers, broke
glass door panels and some
windows and stayed In the bulld-
ing for about two hours.

Four of them were arrested
after the disruption but only one
case ever went to trial, that of
James M, Sober of New York
City. He had taken a year off
from studies at Yale to do some
organizing for SDS8 and for the
Progressive Labor Party of
which he was a member,

His trial attracted a great
deal_of attention as the court-
room drew many students and
became a forum for Sober's
ideas until the patience of Judge
Leo Parskey grew thin and the
extensive probing gquestioning of
prospective jurors by Sober
himself was ordered limited.

Sober was found gullty of in-
citing to injure persons, assault
against a police officer and
breaking and entering without
permission. He was found in-
nocent of the more serious
breaking and entering with vio-
lence with which he was charg-

ed, and of a secorid count of as-
gault. He is now In the process
of appealing his sentence which
amounted to having to Sérve
eight months with a total of ten
months suspended and proba-
tion for two years.

Meanwhile before the trial
one of the other three arrested
with him, Manul Stamatakis of
Coventry had pleaded gullty to
a substitute information charg-
ing breach of peace by assault
and breaking and entering with-
out permission although origin-
ally he faced the same charges
as Sober, except for one count

NEW HAVEN (AP) — Charg-
es by a Connecticut congress-

Jman that a South Vietnamese

general is a "kingpin’' in heroin
traffic brought angry “denials

. from the general and counter-

charges of mudslinging by the
South Vietnamege Defense Min-
istry.

Republican Rep. Robert "H.
Steele nccused Maj. Gen. Ngo
Dzu as being a "kingpin" in
Asla's lllegal heroin trafflic and
predicted Friday that the South
Vietnamese government will
soon crack down on him.

Steele told the House foreign
affairs subcommittee Wednesday
that Dzu was "‘one of the chief
traffickers in heroin in South-
east Asia.' He relterated these
charges in a news conference
here Friday and sald his accus-
ations were based on “hard in-
telligence'” an@ not on -anonym-
ous letters distributed several
months ago accusing Dzu of cor-
ruption.

The general is the command-
er of the 2nd military reglon in
Vietnam's Central Highlands and
spoke with newsmen after flying
to Salgon to confer with Presi-
dent Nguyen Van Thieu on the
matter,

He said the charges ‘‘damage
not only my honor but also the
honor of the Vietnamese army

General

and. the honor of the Vietnam-
ese people.”

He added that Steele ‘'has no
authority to declare about any-
thing when he has made no in-
vestigation and has no confirm-
ation of his information."

Dzu blames his personal en-
emies for disteibuting anony-
mous letters and said he be-
lleves they were the basis for
Steele's accusations,

The South Vietnamese Defensd
Ministry pledged an Investi-
gation into the charges but sald
it “will not accept anyone ar-
rogantly slinging mud on the Vi-
etnam armed forces through
faise charges to satisfy his poll-
tical needs of the moment."

Steele said Friday that he
“didn't expect the general to say
he was gullty.”

He did not say when he ex.
pected the Salgon government
to move against Dzu but said
the genbml should be relleved
of his command and ‘I hope
they would put him under indlet-
ment.”

Dzu’s U.S.. adviser John Paul
Vann said in Vietnam that neith-
er he nor Gen. Creighton W.
Abrams, U.,8. Commander in

Challenges

Nixon in Two Primaries

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) —
Rep. Paul N. "“Pete” McCloskey
Jr, says he is challenging Presl-
dent Nixon {n the Californiz and
New Hampshire presidential
primaries because- Nixon and
Vice President Spiro T. Agnew
cannot win in 1872,

“1 don't think they can be re-
elected In 1972, regardless of the
war," the California Republican
and ‘war critic told & news
conference Friday.

“One reason I have no com-
punction about running fs that
they have no chance of being
re-elected,” he sald,

McCloskey, 43-yearld Ko-
rean war hero In his second
House term, said he will head a
slate of 1972 Republican nation-
al convention delegates in Cali-
fornla pledged to ending the
Vietnam war ‘‘conditioned only
upon return of the prisoners of
war."

The GOP is dying under Pres-
tdent Nixon's leadership, he told
the .Los Angeles news confer-
ence where he first announced
he is running in the New Hamp-
shire and California primaries
and elsewhere If money and
support develops.

In San Francisco, McCloskey
declared: ''The question of truth
in government is more critical
than the war.”

“We seek in addition to end-
ing the war to restore truth in
government,’ “he sald.

*‘How can the people have any
faith and trust in their govern-

ment when it withholds half the
information and charges the
press with distorting the other
halt?' McCloskey asked.

A Western White House
spokesman said the President
had no comment.

Washington observers have
assumed fthat the President
would not enter primaries and
would file formal disavowals if
others entered his name,

Before- McClogkey's news
conference, however, a Nixon
alde sald the President very
likely “'will not abhdicate if faced
with a challenge."’

McCloskey sald his organiz-
tion will work on & campaign to
register young voters as Repub.
licans.

“We can tell them that the
Republican primary will give
them their first chance to end
this war,' he said.

McCloskey finished his busy
day with a two-hour appearance
before the San Francisco Re-
publican Alliance in a debate
with James Halley, former state
GOP chalrman.

Aid Rushed to’ Quake Area

SANTIAGO, Chile (AP) —
The government sought today to
provide food, water and shelter
for thousands of Chileans left
homeless by an earthquake
which killed at least 74 persons
and left 135 injured,

President Salvador Allende
ordered his top cabinet aldes to
do everything possible to set up
makeshift canps and bulld
crude shelters for some 15,000
homeless persons in small
towns north of Santiago.

The earthquake, which struck
central Chile late Thursday

night, was most severe B5-1756
miles north of the capital,

Tired, covered with dust and
visibly shaken, Allende said aft-
er a helicopter tour of the har-
dest hit areas that the damage
in, the zone was ‘‘enormous,
enormous—espeeially to hous-
ing."”

He sald 60 per cent of the
houses ‘‘can’t be lived in."

The president seemed most

joved by what he saw in Hlerro
Viejo, a town cf 5,000 near the
quake's center where every
bullding wds destroyed.

shrinking demand has forced
laycffs and production cutbacks
in the dorhestic steel indusiry
and producers say the situation
is getting worse,

All but two major producers
report either layoffs, '‘perscnnel
adjusiments’ or declining pro-
duction. .

Hardest hit are the country's
two largest steelmakers, u.s.
Steel and Bethlehem.

U.S. Steel, the nation’s top
producer, has idled more than
5,000 workers in recent weeks,
including 2,700 at its Youngs-
town, Ohlo, ‘works, Bethlehem
lald off about 2,500.

The cutbacks and layoffs—
without pay— began last month
when an anticipated production
boom fizzled.

Thomas J. Meskill is emerging

There nre enough veto mes-
sages now to make a small
book. One hundred and seventy-
two of them, to be exact. They
nre not scintillating reading, but
they are instructive material for
Meskill-watchers.

The patterns that may be de-
tected in the veto messages de-
lineate a chief executive who

‘doean’t want the legislature tell-

ing his departments and agen-
cies what to do and how to do
it; who has a keen eye not only
for what would cost money now
but what might cost even more
money later; who assumes that
others are as shrewd at pro-
moting their interests as he is
at protecting his; whose gov-
ernmental philosophy 15 & gut
conservative one of “if it lsn't
necessary, don't do it’' compared
to the liberal one of "if it's a
good idea why not try i,
who fdoesn't like bills with spe-
clal beneficiaries; who doesn’t
want interest groups and cit-
zens' advisory councils kibbitz-
ing on his appointments and
second-guessing his commission-
ers: who wants to keep the con-
stitutional lines clear between
the legislative and executive
branches of government; who
wants to get the credit for good
ideas instead of sharing it with
the General Assembly—and the
Democrats. ~

U.S. Phot_o Plane
Avoids Red Fire

SAIGON (AP) — Three sur-
face-to-alr missiles were fired
today at a U8, Alr Force recon-
naissance jet photographing
Nerth Vietnamese defenses and
supply bases 45 miles above the
demlilitarized zone., All three
SAMs missed their mark.

A spokesman for the U.S.
Command, Maj. Richard Gard-
ner, sald U.S. fighter-bombers
escorting the RF4¢ reconnais-
sance plane did not return the
fire, presumably because they
could not get a good shot at the
SAM site,

It was the filrst time SAMs
were reports fired on U.8, alr-
craft flying over North Vietnam
in 2% months, although a C130
gunship was fired on over Laos
less than two months ago.

The R¥F4 was on a miasion
over the North Vietnamese
coastal city of Dong Hoin, a key
staging area for gupplies mov-
ing south to support Hanol
forces In Laos, Cambodia and
South Vietnam. The Command
said the unarmed RF4 was able
to take quick evasive action,

An F4 fighter-bomber was
shot down by a SAM over Dong
Hoin last March.

In other alr on, U.8. B52
bombers flew ir heaviest
strikes In a week against North
Vietnamese positions In the
northern quarter of South Viet-
nam,

Up to 20 of the Stratolor-
tresses unleashed nearly €00
tons of bombs on suspected
North Vietnamese troop concen-
trations, supply depots, antiair-
craft sites and rocket and mor-
tar positions along the demili-
tarized zone, -

The bulk of the strikes were in
mountains northwest of Fire-
base Fuller, where a large
North Vietnamese force is be-
lleved regrouping and resup-
plying in preparation for a new
series of attacks,

Ground fighting continued in a
lull, and Salgon headquarters
said enemy shelling attacks had
dropped to their lowest level in
a year and a half,

In the only significant ground
action reported, South Viet-
namese forces claimed killing
27 North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong troops in a serles of ¢lash-
es in the U Minh forest 145
miles southwest of Saigon, Five
S8outh Vietnamese soldlers were
reported killed and 19 wounded.

Chest deep water In-the flood-
ed marshes and rice paddies re.
portedly has salowed a newly
launched South Vietnamese op-
eration In the Parrot’s Beak
section of Cambodia, 65 miles
northwest of Salgon.

Saigon said its troops have en-
counterad only minor resistance
during the operation, now in its
third day, -
