An estimated 2,000 persons—
often 700 at one time—combed
the peak untll’ Thursday eve-
ning when Sherift Bill Estes
and the boy's parents, Mr. and
Mrs. Philllp Dye, decided the
youth should be given a chance
to. calm down.

While Kevin seems to be In
good health—he was spotted
several times running through
thé heavy underbrush but al-
ways managed to elude the
search teams—that situation
could change at any moment.

The youth, because of spilep-
8y, has been recelving medica-
tion since he was less than 2
years old, sald his mother, who
has two other children.

“Kevin's doctor warns the
medication is due to wear off
soon, and this could mean com-
vulslons,” Estes sald Friday
night.

‘“We have to find him and
hold him. At this point in the
game, {t's either that or lose
him entirely."

Kevin was dressed in a
sweater, shorts and canvas-
topped shoes at the time of his
disappearance.

Instead of . another huge
search party, some 200-300 per-
sons, including 80 guardsmen, a
mountain climbing team and a
troop of Boy Scouts were to go
up the mountain today.

8AN DIEGO, Calif. (AP) —
Described ‘as one of President
Nixon's favorite citles, this
seagide tourist resort with a
reputation for orderly gulet be.

San
Diego forces won 119 to 12. "

Some officials here, while
pleased the city was picked,
questioned what immediate ben:
ofits the convention would pro-
vide because the town is nor-
mally jammed with tourists
during August, The convention
is scheduled Aug. 21-24, 1972,

Tourists with reservations for
those dates are being asked to
make other plans, sald Bob
Gadbols, president of the BSan
Diego Convention and Visitora
Bureau. The city has reportedly
told the GOP it could provide
12,600 rooms,

‘‘We'ne foregoing some reve-
nue and profit to make this pos-
sible, but I think it's good for
the city,'” he sald.

San Diego, population 700,000,
{s California's oldest and third
largest city. Herbert Kleln,
Nixon's communications direc-
tor and former mewspaper edi-
tor here, says it is one of the
President’'s favorite cities: “He
is very fond of San Diego and
s & native Callifornian."”

The 1972 conclave is expected
to attrict more than 30,000
delegates, alternates, newsmen
and visitors. Some officials say
they will spend $10 miltion.

Gypsy Moth Caterpillars /
Devour State’s Woodlands

By THE ASSOCIATED PRESS

Gypsy moth caterplllars have
devoured hundreds of thou-
sands of woodland acres in
New England, including nearly
one-third of Connecticut's entire
forest area.

According to state aerial sur-
veys completed Thursday, Q&l
necticut has been hit hardest,
but none of the New England
states have escaped damage.

According to Dr. John Ander-
son, Connecticut state entomo-
logist, some 640,000 acres have
been blighted by the cater-
plllars in his state. That figure
represents close to one-third of
the state's entire forest area.

Charles 8. Hood, head of the

Pest Control Division of the.

Massachusetts Department of
Natural Resources, estimated

that upwards of 18,000 acres

have been ravaged In his state,
much of it in the Cape Cod
area.

The moths have eaten close
to 3,000 acres in Rhode Island,
acco rding, to Rudolph
D'Andrea, head of the Asricul-
ture Division of the State De-
partment of Natural Resources,

Officlals in Maine, New
Hampshire and Vermont re-
ported that the pests have in-
fested their forests, but pnly at
2 moderate level, :

Officials said they cannot
adequately explain why one
area is hit harder than another,
but they agreéd the gypsy moth

blight is still getting worse in
southern New England.

According to Anderson, the
caterpillars stripped about 380,-
000 Connecticut acres last
year—less than 80 per cent of
the total area defolinted this
year. The year before that,
“defoliation in Connecticut was

“Defoliation In Massachusetts
more than doubled this year

_over last,”” according to Hood.
In addition, prospects for the
future are not encouraging.

"By 1073, we'll be measuring
damage in Massachusetts alone
in terms of hundreds of thou-
sands of acres,’ Hood predicts.

Similarly, William Stagner, of
the Plant Protection Division of
the U8, partment of Agricul-
‘ture, says that all indications
point to ‘‘another bumper crop
of gypsy moth caterpillars for
southern New England next
year,”

Nearly all the officlals point-
ed out that while trees can die
{f they are defollated for three
or four years in a row, the
gypsy moth blight problem s
primarily an aesthetic one.

"Hardwood trees, which the
caterplllars prefer, are best
able to ‘withstand ‘the strip-

ping,” Stagner sald. “However,  °-

a4 stripped area is an aesthetic
disaster. It can lock like aj bar-
ren wasteland, And when' that
occurs around a metel or tour-
{st area, the disaster can be a

financial one as well,

According to Hood, "If you
haven't been in one of these
areas, you can't know what it's
like. It's aimost awe-inspiring—
the same sort of feeling you get
in the dead of winter, There's
no evidence that anything
around you is alive, no leaves,
no green, nothing except gray
branches.'

Despite the wide-spread na-
ture of the problem, spraying
to eliminate the pests is gradu-
ally being curtailed In most
Areas.

Most New England states still
spray the insecticide sevin on
some hot spots but usually, sald
Dr. G. Thomas Fisher, entomo-
logist for the University of New
Hampshire, ‘“‘only when and if
tourism or a campsite or a mo-
tel site is affected—when it be-
comes a severe economic prob-
lem."

Hood said, “The feeling now
is that there will probably nev-
er be another major spraying
project. The emphasis now is
on saving people, not forests.'

Despite the end of wide-scale
spraying, state officlals aren't
overly concerned with the
gypsy moth problem. Natural
controls such as over-
population, predators and ex-
tremely cold winters kept the
problem from becoming dis.
astrous even before pesticides
were used for the first time

| Injunction on Welfare Law

Effective Until Judges Rule

HARTFORD (AP) — A US
Distriet Court injunction pro-
hibiting the state from en-
fereing its  controversial one-
year residenéy requirement for
welfare applicants will continue
until a panel of three federal
judges rules on the constitu-
tionality of the measure.

The panel ruled Friday that
the one - week - old injunction
would remain in effect, It
allows welfare applicants who
do not meet the residency re-
quirement to continue collecting
ald while the law Is contested.

A similar state residency re-
quirement was ruled unconstitu-
tional by the U.8. Supreme
Court In 1969,

One Welfare Department spok-
esman argued that the *‘spiral-
ling welfare costs' and the
tighter welfare restrictions in
New York have changed the
situation since the law was
knocked down.

Welfare Commissioner Henry
C. te predicted during the

\ hearings Friday that the state

would pay an extra $25 million
in welfare assistance if the
measure were overruled.

Noting his obligation.to stay
within the $344 million welfare
department budget passed by
the General Assembly, White
sald, “I feel that unless we have
restrictions that will protect the
people in Connecticut, we will
have to jepordize their well-
being. And I don't want to do
that.” 3 :

Besides - the one.year resi-
dency requirement, the 1971 leg-
islature also authorized White to
decrense welfare assistance up
to 10 per cent to prevent re-
currence of the department’s $82
million deficit of the past two
years,

In arguments before the three.
judge panel, lawyers for the ap-
plicant denled aid on the
grounds of the residency re-
quirement were skeptical of the
figures used by the state to
justify the restriction.

Quite obviously, to a number of -the
world’'s capitals, the question has be-
come something more than any simple,
straightforwaird determination of wheth-
er the new United States move is
good in principle for the United Statea
or for the world in general. In such
capitals, the cruclal thing is the effect
the change in American policy may have
on what they consider vital interests of
their own.

In such respects, although President
Nikon may succeed in persuading Wash-
ington to stay calm, the announcement
of the trip is nevertheless shaking the
world. This is one of the consequences,
undoubtedly exciting, but perhaps dan.

gerous, of the added dramatization given

Could we have moved toward
normalization of our relationship with
Communist Chinn through other
less spectaculer channels — like, for
Instance, that old routine of the meeting
of embassadors in Warsaw?

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Right now, on the basis of what moon
exploration to dats has revealed, our acl-
ontists are inclined to think that
the moon was born out of the same cloud
of gas the earth was, at the same time.

Benfllea obtaining more  accurate
measurements of the moon's tempera-
ture, the Apollo 15 mission will also be
alming at more preclse reports on the
seismic mctivity on the moon, with a
view to determining what causes It.

Suchr selsmic activity has been record-
ed, and “moonquakes’” seem to occur
regularly. One explanation may be that
the high temperatiures in the core of the
moon are still generating volcanic activi-
ty of the type that obviously, in the past,
played its part in shaping the outer sur-
face of the moon.

Another explanation of seismic activi-
ty on the moon may be that it results,
not from inner heat, but from some inner
{nstabHity which is subject to the pull
and haul of the earth's gravity, Just as
the moon exerts tidal action on |the
waters loose on the surface of the earth,
80 the earth, it is speculated, may cause
tidal action on the possibly molten in-
terior of the moon.

What will we do with such knowledge,
it we succeed in msaking it firm? What
ditterence will it make in anything we
do or plan to do? We don’t know, and
we never really know-the results of the
pursult of knowledge, even when we or-
ganize pursuit with some definite, tangi.

Some observers seem to be mystified
by the fact that what Dean Acheson
sald about John F. Kennedy in 1962 and
what I says about him in 1971 seem
to reflect quite different appraisals.
In his most recent public pronounce-
ment, Mr. Acheson rules that President
Kennedy lacked “incisiveness'’ and '‘was
really but of his depth’ in his handling
of the Cuban missile crisis in 1962, the
episode in the Kennedy career which
some historians consider a demonstra-
tion of coolness and courage.

But back in 1962 Mr. Acheson, al-
though disappointed that the young
President hadn't taken his advice and
bombed the Russian missile sites out of
existence instead of merely setting up a
blockade type of showdown, was full of
praise of the “wisdom' and the ‘‘lead-
ership, . firmness and judgment’’ the
young President” had displayed. ’
He sald 50, in letters to President Ken-
nedy, thanking the President for calling
him, Acheson, in and allowing him to
play a part in such a “masterful” mo-
ment in history.

Could the Acheson of 1962 and the
Achisson of 1971 putsléd Americany muy
be asking, be the same Acheson?
The answer perhape tells more about
Mr. Acheson than about John F, Ken-
nedy.

Mis-
slonaries in their day fed the
fires of suck fantasies,

China appeared to them, writes
Barbara W, Tuchman, “as the
land of the future whose mass-
es, when converted, cffered
promise of Christlan and even
English-speaking dominion of
the world."”

Through tke glowing reports
of the misslonaries and the lofty
language of John Hay's Open
Door policy, which had little
practical meaning, Americans
as recently as a generation ago
regarded Chinese as their pro.

The time for & new approach
finally exrived, however, It was
by the growing stabil-
ity of the Peking regime, by the
aging of Chiang, the war-wear-
fness in America and & new
American sense of proportion
about China. If Nixon took a
gamble in selzing the time, it
seems to be paying off hand-
somely. Opposition may in-
crease, particularly as Nixon
and Chou get down to specifics,
but so far it appears that the
President is riding with the tide.

CHICAGO (AP) Roman
Catholic priests have moved
into the political process from
Congress to civil disobedience,
assertedly to revitalize moral
and soclal responsibility which
they feel the Church and many
of its members lack.

The Rev. Robert F. Drinan, a
Jesuit and the first Catholip
priest elected to Congress as a
voting member, says of Catho-
lics generally:

“It seems they really
want the Church
public morality.”

“I was and scared
in jail,”’ he sald. ‘“The people—
the ‘poor, black and Spanish-
speaking people understand
that in the system, when you at-
tempt to do something about the
conditions In which they are
forced to lve, you get in trou-
ble. I didn’t understand that."

Last week Father Lezak an-
nounced he would accept the job
of executive director of the Nli-
nols chapter of the American
Civil Liberties Union.

sclentists can learn the shape
‘and character of the magnetic
field,

Bclentists know that as the
earth moves through space its
magnetic fleld is warped by the

huge flow of charged particles -

from the sun. This Invisible
stream—calleq - soiar wind—
shapes a magnetic tail which
the earth drags behind it during
its journsy around the sun.

The subsatellite, which is or-
biting the moon as the moon or-
bits the earth, will give data on
this magnetic tail and on all lay-
ers of the magnetic field be-
cause the moon passes through
‘each of these layers once a
month,

The magnetometer experi-
ment will measure the magnetic
flelds of the moon. From this
data scientists can tell much
about the history of the moon.

Studying the surfece magnetic
fields also tells scientists about
the heat and heat conductivity
of the moon. This, in tumn, tells
about the tion of the
moon deep under {ts surface,

The third sateliite experiment .

is essentiglly a radio which
sends a beeping signal to earth.
This signal Is tracked by anten-
nass on earth and from this
sclentists can tell the effects of
the moon's gravity on the satel-
lite

Sclentists are interested In the
moon's gravity fleld because it
is not uniform. There are dense
areas of the moon—Ilike raisins
in a cake—which have a strong-
er gravity attraction than oth-
ers. Spacecraft orbiting the
moon tend to wobble or bounce
up and down when passing over
these areas.

Gravitationai deviations are
important to theories of the
moon because such differences
can occur only over extremely
_heavy mass concentrations, or,
as lunar sclentists now call
them, "‘mascons.”

For such masses to be near
the moon's surface, the under-
laying structure must be very
strong. Many sclentists find this
hard to explain because if the
moon was at one time molten,

as most belleve, the mascons .

would have sunk, Some eclen-
tists believe the mascons are
the remeins of huge meteorites
which crashed into the mocn

. after it had cooled.
