The cnly exception is for
pools less than 24 Inches deep
or poole with a surface area of
less than 250 square feet, Any
pool with a water recirculating
syatem needa a permit,

Most of the pool violations
which present hazards Involve
faulty electrical installations, or
lack of adequate enclosures,

Pumps, filters, and other

inspection of swim. °

mechanical or electrical equip-
ment must be Installed and wir-
ed by a llcensed electrician. No
overhead electrical conductors
are allowed within 15 feet of any
pool.
Enclosures, to make the pools
inaccesaible to small children,
must be at least four feet high,
and all gates must be self-clos-
ing and self-latching, A natural
barrler, such as a hedge, or
part of a house, may be used
if approved by the building de-
partment. .

Many pocl owners are simply
Ignorant of the legal require-
ments regarding private pools,

according to the bullding depart-
ment, and they fall to realize the
potential danger to small chil-
dren. Often the blame can be
placed on pool dealers, as gales-
man sometimes fall to tell buy-
ers about the regulations.

The Town Building Depart-
ment is considering a townwide
survey in the near future to de-
termine locations of pools lack-
ing permits. The intent I8 to
find pools in violation, and help
owners meet the requirements,

Owners violating any provi-
slon of the bullding code can be
summoned to court, and if they
are found guilty, the penalty is

a fine of up to $25 for each day
the violation exista.

The compromise plan includes,
in addition to the 6% per cent
sales tax, a 6 per cent tax on
capital gains and dividends, and
an income tax on commuters
from ocutside the state, Republi-
can sources sald Wednesday.

“If we can accomplish this,
nbt only will many lives be sav-
ed, but I believe that negotia-

Vietnamese task force sweep-
ing north of the Phnom FPenh-
Saigon highway ran into =
strong enemy force today and
claimed a one-sided victory.

A Salgon military spokesman
sald 72 North Vietnamese and
Communist Cambodian guer-
rillas were killed, many of
them by Vietnamese helicopter
gunships, without a single

The fight occurred about 12
miles northwest of Svay Rieng,
a provincial capital on Highway
1. The area is 85 miles north-
west of Saigon and 25 miles
from the Vietnamese border.

It was the first significant ac-
tion reported in the sweep
launched Wednesday when
Bouth Vietnamese helicopters
landed 1,600 fresh troops north
of Highway 1 to join another 1.-
800 troops already In Cam-
bodia.

It is the first cross-border op-
eration in which South Viet-
namese helicopters are furnish-
ing most of the aerial support
for the Saigon troops, a task
previously performed by U.S.
aireraft,

The drive is aimed at keeping
Highway 1 open and pushing

back North Vietnamese troops
who might infiltrate into South
Vietnam to try to make trouble
during the elections in August
and October.

In scattered fighting Wednes-
day, the South Vietnamese re-
ported kiiling 10 of the enemy
and capturing 24 suspects,
There were no South Vietnam-
ese casualties.

In Saigon, the U.S. Command
reported that two small Ameri-
can observation helicopters
were shot down in the Mekong
Delta while supporting BSouth
Vietnamese operations, and
three crewmen were wounded.
This raised to 7,881 the number
of U.8. uircraft reported lost in
the war,

It was dlsclosed that U.8.
helicopters and their , mainte-
nance crews will no longer re-
main overnight at Tay Ninh, 85
miles northwest of Saigon, and
Lai Khe, 30 miles north of the
capital, because of two sapper
attacks that destroyed or dam-
aged half a dozen helicopters at
the two South Vietnamese
bases.

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP)—The Apollo 15 as-
tronauts, their commander a newly qualified space

plumber, zeroed in on the

moon with a brief engine

burst today and were ready to fire into lunar orbit
using a new technique that will require split-second

manual control.

The one-second course
change maneuver at 11:04 a.m,
EDT nudged the spaceship onto
a more preclse path that will
take it within 65 miles of the
moon's surface later in the day,

Agnew Reports to Nixon
But Seals Lips to Press

WASHINGTON (AP) — Vice
president Spiro T. Agnew has

reported to President Nixon on -

a month-long world tour largely
overshadowed by a presidential
aide's sprint into China,

“What Agnew had to say
wasn't disclosed. He chose not
to follow the ususl pattern of
briefing "his press entourage
and left newsmen in isolation
for the last leg of the trip.

Nixon said through White
House press secretary Ronald
L. Ziegler he ‘*feels the vice
president’s trip fulfilled & use-
ful purpose at this time."

Matters of substance were
discussed in a 90-minute Nixon-
Agnew meeting, Ziegler told
newsmen. "It was not a trip
taken as a matter of cosmet-
ics."

Natlonal-security adviser
Henry A. Kissinger, who made
the historic trip into China for
talks with Premlier Chou En-lal
while Agnew was visiting Saud!
Arabla, was on hand for the
vice president's return briefing
at the White House. Also sitting

was SBecretary of State Willlam
P. Rogers,

Agnew's refusal to Dbrief
newsmen on the flight back to
Washington Wednesday from
Lisbon was the culmination of
deteriorating relations between
Agnew and the press over the
last two weeks of his 3l-day
trip.

A peries of events, including
an uncomplimentary account of
his travels In Newsweek maga-
zine, persistent questioning dur-
ing a July 17 session with re.
porters and the reaction to hix
attack on U.8. black leaders,
appeared to have contributed to
chilling of already strictly for-
mal_relations between the vice
president and newsmen.

The July 17 session was the

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Town Must Act
On Health Service

According to a bill recently signed into law by Gov-
ernor Thomas Meskill, Manchester will either have to
hire a full-time health director or form a health dis-
trict to get community-wide bhealth services.

A second bill, also signed In-
to law by Meskill, states that
the full-time director must eith-
er be a medical doctor with a
degree and one year's train-
ing in public health, or hold a
masters degree and be trained
in public health,

Town Manager Robert Weiss
has sent a memo to Deputy
Mayor Willam Diana, and
town directors Mrs., Vivian
Ferguson and Jon Norris, in-
forming them of the new law.
The three compose a bipartisan
committee which has been in-
vestigating the possibllity of
forming a health district with
South Windsor,

The new law (P.A. 325) Is
actually an amendment to an
old law which required cities
and boroughs with over 40,000
population to either hire a full-
time director or form a health
district, The law now includes
towns among those municipali-
ties required to conform to this
law.

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Andover

Teachers and School Board
Relieved at Salary Accord

The Andmr Board of Educa-
tion, and representatives of the
Andover Education Asasoclation,

Tuesday night agreed on a new
salary contract for the 1971-72
school year, putting an end to
more than six months of negotia-
tions,

The accord came after the
teachers had asked for media-
tion with the school board's con-
sent. However, both sides made
a last ditch attempt this week
and last week to resolve their
differences without the help of
mediators.

The new salary contract calls
for pay increases ranging up to
$750 per teacher, in addition to

‘an increase in medical insur-
ance premiums. The Andover
Board now pays $182.70 in in-
surance premiums annually for
each teacher; extra coverage
for his family must be pald by
the teacher.

It was brought out that in
other towns in the region, and at
the Rham High School, the
school boards pay both member
and family insurance premiums
for the teachers.

Last week, teachers' spokes-
man George Lange stated that
the teachers were looking for in-
creases and benefits comparable
to those received by other
teachers in the region.

New Scheduls -

The team worked out a new
schedule of steps from 1 through
13 for teachers, with each level
having three different schedules,
one for a teacher with a bach-
elors degree, one for a masters
degree, one for a doctorate or
Sixth Year Certificate.

Steps 1 and 2 were increased
$400 over last year, meaning a
teacher just starting out would
be hired at & salary of $7,450.
Most of the other steps were
increased $500 with the excep-
tion of the last, In Step 18, for
example, a teacher with 13 years
experience and a bachelors
degree will be getting $10,850 an
increase of $200 over last year.
However, any teacher reaching
15 years of service or longer will
also recelve an additional $200
longevity increase.

$7,800 Increass

Last year’'s entire salary budg-
‘et for the 15 full-time teachers
amounted to $135,150, while this
year's totals $143,000 for the
same teachers, up $7,850. The
entire 15-man teaching staff is
the same as last year; the omly
changes having been made are
a new half-time kindergarten
teacher and an addition to the
‘‘special’’ teaching stafi which
includes art, music, speech.

The raise averages oul to ap-
proximately $523 per teacher.
However, some teachers will
be getting $400 more this year,
while cthers have gcne up by
as much ag $750. The special
education teacher and a fifth
grade teacher on steps 13 and
5, respectively, who are getting
the maximum Increases, have
earned a portion of them due to
having met the requirements
for n masters degree.

According to the teacher rep-
resentatives, the teachers ac-
cepted the contract with reser-
vations; they-asaid that salaries
in Andover -are the lowest iIn
the region and cited the lack of
paid family insurance coverage
as a cause of dissatisfaction.

‘“The -increase-in cost of lv-
ing I8 running at about & per
cent,” they said. '"Most teach-
ers will be receiving increases
cf from 3.8 per cent Yo 6.7 per
cent with the average increase
at about 5 per cent, including
the reqular increment given for
experience and service. This
will in effect make Andover
teachers less well paid for the
year 1971.72 than 1870-71."

"All too often the quality of
education in a town I8 equated
with teachers’ salaries’ ac-
cording to the teachers team,
'“This is not the proper criteria
to use, of course, but unfortu.
nately is the reality of the sit.
uation.”

School Board View

Mrs, Beatrice Kowalski,
chairman of the Board of Edu-
cation, said at the conclusion of
the negotiations, 'I'm glad we
settled; we stayed within the
budget."”” When the budget was
prepared in May, the sachool
board put in the maximum sal-
ary figure it felt it could work
with.,

If the new contract had called
for more money than was provid-
ed for in the budget, the school
board would have had to go to
the townspeople for a further
appropriation,

A slight additional benefit
gained by the teachers was the
increase in the cost of the In-
dividual medical inaurance cov-
erage, which the achool boerd
agreed to pay.

New Principal

New school Principal Donald
Libby, who assumed his duties
July 1, took an active part in the
negotiations thegse past weeks
and talked extensively with the
teachers. Upon concluding
negotiations, Libby sald, I
think the teachera had the inter-
ests of the town, the teachers,
and the school at heart, and I'm
also grateful they settled without

having to go back to the town
for additional money."

Libby said that his' involve-
ment in the negotiating sessions
gave him the opportunity of con-
siderably greater communica-
tion with the school staff than
would otherwise have been pos-
sible for g-new principal.

One town official sald towns-
people could not take offense
at the teachers efforts to get
more money, gspecially in view
of the escalated cost of livin
expenses of recent years,
the same tnken, he.sald, every-
one is aware of the tight econ.
omic situation and the town is
hardly in a position to assume
a much greater tax burden
than it already has,

The —officlal —sald that the
final results of the long months
of negotiating reflect the care.
ful ennsidaration that each side
gave the other, and the compro-
mises made by both sides also
reflected that it was Indeed in
the best interests of all concern.
ed at this particular time in
the gconomy.

Raubella Clinic

In other business, the board
voted to arrange with the tri-
town Public Health Nursing
Agency (CHAPHNA) to hold a
rubella clinfic in compliance
with Public Act 268 which re-
gquirea that all public school
children under 12 must be vac-
cinated against German meas-
lea

The board also voted to re-
tain the services of state-pro-
vided Superintendent of Schoola
Aram Damarjian, rather than
hire its own superintendent.

Maintenance Decislons

Libby informed the board of
the estimated expenses for re-
palring the 3-M copying ma-
chine and the cost of purchas-
ing a service contract to cover
such repairs,

The board voted to purchase
a service contract for a one
year period at a cost of $42
from the 8-M company. They
felt in the long run it would
prove more economical than
paying for indlvidual service
calls which carry & minimum
$13.50 to $19 charge.

The school board also voted
to purchase five dozen forks
from Gremmo and Sons Com-
pany in Manchester for use in
the school cafeteria at a cost of
$2.85 per dozen.

It was brought out that in the
recent interviewing for the
kitchen staff, all of the previous
employes complained about the
lack of sufficlent eating uten-
sils, particularly forks,

were Mr June Birdsall, head
cook,” a fulltime position pay-
ing $2.50 per hour; Mray.

League of Women Voters

Will Study School System

The Andover League of Wom-
en Voters yesterday revealed
plans for conducting an in-depth
study of the local school system.

Meeting with school Principal
Donald Libby yesterday morn-
ing, were Mrs. Mary McNa-
mara, president; Mrs. Nancy
Parker, chairman of the School
Study Committes, Mrs. Kath-
erine Corl and Mrs. Lynn Gar-
diner, committee members.

Mrs. Parker explained that the
study item will, as specified in
the achool study guldebook put
out by the National League of-
fice, ‘'be. .8 comprehensive
study of the organization,
operation, and financing, as well
as the educational program of a
local school system. To this end,
emphasis has been placed upon
the fundamental questions of
public education, l.e., how Is
your achool system ingtituted,
what are its goals, how does it
operate, what are its problems,
ete. . . "

Libby asked the group just
what their goals would be re-
garding the school study, to
which Mrs. Gardiner replied,
“Inform the public,"” Mrs, Me-
Namara said ,““This is one of
the main purposes of the league
— to inform."

Mrs, Gardiner said other
towns have had the league do
just such school studies wtilr the
town of Manchester just having
completed a study last year.

In explaining why the Ando-
ver group chose to study the
school item, she sald that “we
would only go into action in
areas where there is agree-
ment'" upon completion of the
study. The study committee
sald it would take two years
to make a complete evalua-
tion.

In-Depth Study

Mrs. Corl stressed that the
group would “do an in-depth
study before coming to any
conclusion at all.'" Responding
to Libby's question as to
‘“‘what ia the ultimate purpose
in studying an fitem,"” Mrs.
McNamara replled, “The main
purpose is self-information and
to become well informed on a
subject . . . then we come to
a conclusion . . . inform, come
to a consensus and then act
on it."”

Mrs. Parker said that the
study will result in a factual
report that will prove invalu-
able to both the school and the
town.

Mrs. Parker and Mrs, Gardl-
ner dre both teachers current-
ly teaching school, Mrs. Corl
is a former teacher as is Mrs.
McNamara,

Libby sald ‘“I'm 100 per cent
in favor on constant reviewing
and I will do everything 1 can
to help." He said that as a new
principal, he would have had to
conduct just such in-depth stud-

fes of all the school areas in
order to acquaint himself with
the entire system, and that it
was a fcrtunate and timsely co-
incidence that much of this type
of research will be done by the
league.

Mra, Corl sald the group
would start with the state level,
concentrating on Rham High
Schoo! before coming to the ele-
mentary school. 8he aald, ‘“We
realize as a new principal that
you need some time to ‘get your
feet wet' and this would enable
you to make any changes you
might want bo\(ore we started at
this school.'’~

Room for Improvement

Libby noted that there is al-
ways room for improvement,
He sald when he first came to
Andover one of the things he
spoke of with former principal
Mrs. Doris Chamberlain was her
great concern over portions of
the reading program.  Mrs,
Chamberiain had for years
tried "to add a reading teacher
to the school staff and finally
this year, the addition was re-
alized.

The cammittee informed Libby
that there have been a great
many questions regarding the
school study In the minds of
townspeople and rumors of it
being something other than what
it is were rife.

Acknowledging that he had
heard some of the talk, Libby
said ‘““Because of the fact that
this type of study is not dome
more often, people question why
it 18 being done at a particular
time.” He indicated that if it
were a regular study conductsd
periodically, no one would prob-
ably be concerned.

“From the outcome of this,
there may be some real changes
made,” sald Libby.

Withdrawing Subsidies
May Put End to Gas War

A rise in gas prices by several
major brand dealers has appar-
ently signalled the end to & “‘gas

war'' which has been golng on
for several months. A number

of Manchester area gas stations

were forced to ralse prices yes-
terday, when four major oil
companies withdraw subaidies to
dealers involved ih price wars.

Pricea for major brands of
regular gas—which had dropped
to lows of about 290 cents a gal-
lon in the past month—are now
jumping to about 39 cents a gal-
lon, S8ome dealers are holding at
prices of about 25 cents, but
they expect ta go up socon also.

However, independent gas sta-
tHons selling “‘unbranded'’ gas
report their prices still at about
29 cenis a gallon,

The sudden price rise started
Tuesday, when Shell Oll Co, an-
nounced a nationwide pollicy of
ending price supporta to dealers.
Guif, Mobil, and Texaco an-

nounced the same policy yester-
day, and other companies are
expected to act shortly,

With the rise in gas prices by
distributors, dealers have no
cholce but to raise their prices
also. '“The company sets the
prices, not us,' sald one local
service station owner., “We
can't keep the price down for-
ever, because we start to lose
money."

During a price war, both the
service station owner and the
oll company usually agree to
absorb the losa for selling gas
below suggested retail prices,
For each cent of discount, the
company would take seven.
tenths of a cent loss, and the
owner the remaining three.
tenths loms.

But with the subsidies with.
drawn by the company, the
owner I8 left to either bear the
loss on his own, or raise prices,

Customers think it's the serv.
ice station trying to gain, an-

other owner said, but it's the
company policy changs that
causes higher prices. 'It's al-
ways the. station operator—the
little guy—that gets hurt."

A Herald survey of the Man.
chester area today showed that
as throughout most of Central
Connecticut, mosat gas prices
wene up to 389 cents per gal-
lon for regular, and 42.9 cents
for premium, Bome dealern of-
fer an “in-betwgen grade' for
40.9 cents per gallon.

Independemt dealers had pric-
ea of 20.9 for regular, with one
atation reporting only 27.9 centa
per gallon. These dealers have
not yet heard of price hikes
from their distributors, but as-
sume that if the major brands
are golng up, they will have to
roise prices also,

executions in the Sudan.

One can detect, in the worid atmos-
phere, a suggestion that not merely Rus-
sla, or the Communist parties in otiher
nations, regrets the use of rifle fire and
the noose on the alleged leadership of
the Communist coup which firat succeed-
ed, and then falled, in the Sudan.

If so, this is an advance is sensi-
tivity in the non-Communist world,

Until now, the idea of summary, loaded
justice against Communists has been
eased past our conscience by our ability
to imagine, or to cite from history, what
kind of mercy Communists exhibit when
they have caught plotters against them-
selves, Anything that happened to Com-
munists, anywhere, served them right,
because of the past accumulation of and
the future assurance of crime from the
Communist movement s a whole.

The world, for Instance, has still
hardly ever quivered an eyelash over
the possibility that In the great In-
doneslan purge of a few years ago,
hundreds of thousands of people may
have been executed just for being af-
filiated with the Communists, '

But there is that slight quiver of dis-
taste, of at Jeast a mild kind of shock, as
the executions in the Budan have been
taking place,

May this slight stirring of conscience
in the nonCommunist world over the
execution of Communists have some
slight dividend of influence into the fu-
ture conduct of Communist regimes in
case they come into control of the life
and death of people who have plotted
against themselves.

Farewell To The Oak?

Ina perlot'i' when Connecticut has been
experiencing long stretches of drought,
with only one year of normal rainfall on
the recent records, there has been very
little loss of tree life due to drought in
the state forests which have been under
close observation by the scientists of the
Connecticut  Agricultural Experiment
Station.

But there has been the definite begin-
ning of loss of trees, during the same
period, from the increase in Connecti-
cut of tree defoliators, and the fact that
one tree, the oak, seems to be the pre-
ferred host for many of the insect pests
has led the Experiment Station to pre-
dict that Connecticut woodlands may
wear a quite different character o few
decades from now.

By that time, say the Station sclentists,
the oak may have almost disappeared
from our woodlands, with our maples
and birches Increasing In its place,
There is a limit to the number of times
a tree can take defoliation, and still live,

Must we, then, prepare to say fare-
well to the oak, as we haye already had
to lament the chestnut, as we are cur-
rently taking what may be our last few
years of enjoyment out of our elms?

The chestnut was farmous, when we
had it for the most regular and easily-
split grain of any wood. The elm s the
only tree really graceful enough for an
oriole's nest, and the most difficult to
splltotunyyood.'rheoaklswrundl-
tlonal symbal of great strength —the
wood we select to place where we €x-
pect the greatest weight to be borne, or
the greatest stress to be taken —and the
wood men llke to Imitate in heart and
sinew and stalwartness,

We cannot afford the loss of the elm,
which had lttle use outside of its shade
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and beauty. We ¢annot afford the loas of
the oak, which has both usefulness and
symbolism: We look to the valiant men
of sclence for herolc discoveries of
reactie. We look to the world of nature
itsa}f, which can fortify its trees so well
against the onslaught of drought, to
evolve its own protections as well s
ita. own defollators, and keep the oaks
strong. :

Mr. Agnew And The Blacks

Vice-President Spiro Agnew's month-
long trip around the worid hag made
only one important plece of news — and
that, most unfortunate.

On his flight from Kinshasa to Madrid,
the Vice-President observe dthat the
“dedicated and enlightened’’  African
leaders he had met impressed him “‘with
their understanding of their internal
problems, thelir moderatenesa.” He
found these men to be ‘‘grateful’ for
American foreign assistance, in pleasing
contrast to the ‘‘querulous’’ black Amer-
fcan leaders who ‘“have been complain-
ing and carping” in the United Btates.

1t is easy to see why Mr, Agnew would
like the leaders of Ethiopla, Kenya, and
the Congo, They are among the most
conservative men in all of Africa. And of
course it would make some sense to send
him to them on a visit {f the purpose
were to improve American relations with
the existing governments of Africa. But
if so, someone alipped badly when they
allowed him to go from black Africa to
white Portugal for a holiday.

And even without that faux pes his re-
marks exposed a distressing Ignorance
of what is going on in Africa as well aa
in the United States, He contrasted two
different things — the establishment in
black Africa, with the leadership of the
black minority in the United States.

equivalents in Africa of Americ
leaders, he would have had to visit

black, but have nothing

while they are faced with internal
external threats of disruption. Being un-
willing or, in certain ways, politically or
economically unable to broaden their po-
litical bases, they are obliged to seek
triends outside the country and put down
internal threats., Newspapers are con-
trolled and political dissent is severely
restricted. All three leaders have closed
down their‘universities in face of student
problems. Mobutu's forces. killed 40 astu-
dents in 1960, and last month drafted the
entire student body of Lovanium Univer-
sity (now the University of Kinghass) in-
to the Army. In all three countries the
secret police are powerful, have a broad-
1y open fleld of operation, and are known
for use of authoritarian or brutal means
of coercion, including torture. Unfortu-
nately, the demands of political manage-
ment absorb vast amounts of time, tal-
ent, and money that could be invested in
development.

Mr. Agnew described these leaders &s
“‘enlightened, dynamic, and extremely
apt for the task that faces them.' They
certainly do have their problems. They
rule over countries difficult to govern.
All three have narrow political coalitions
which require constant mansgement and
reinforcement. They also have large seg-
ments of the population not included in
the ruling alliance., Ethiopia and the
Congo are currently fighting internal re-
bellions. Kenya is encountering rising re-
sistance from non-Kikuyu populations.
Kenya enjoys the support of British mili.
tary assistance, while Ethiopia and the
Congo benefit considerably from Ameri-
can military assistance, The United
States military maintains a major inter-
national communications base at As-
mara in Ethiopia. The Congo has recely-
ed emergency military support for crisis
defense several times from the United
States and still receive is equipment and
covert intelligence backing.

One can well understand Mr, Agnew's
sympathy for the men who work with
these problems and keep on top of-them
with resort to restraints on freedom of
the press and on political dissent,

But America’'s black leaders have little
In common with these African leaders or
their problems. The American lead-
ers are engaged in leading a minority
cut of bondage into full inclusion in the
political process, into shared benefita in
the economy, and into the due process of
the laws to which all Americans are en-
titled.

To compare or contrast the two kinds
of black leaders merely commits a fal-
lacy and exposes Mr. Agnew’s equal ig-
norance of both African and American
blacks.

Quagmire

ATHENS—Orders from the
Nixon administration to the U.8S.
embaasy here to do nothing that
might antagonize Prime Minis-
ter George Papadopoulos’ vice-
like dictatorship would be lu-
dicrous if they weren't so dam-
aging to long-range U.S. in-
terests,

Thus, until very recently when
Ambassador Henry Tasca began
long-overdue conversations with
the foremost parllamentary
leaders ousted by the junta in
the 1967 Colonels' coup. These
leaders were seeing far more of
envoys from the Soviet Union
(and major European countries)
than they were of Tasca.

Calculating political dividends
at some future time, the Soviet
ambassador has been lunching
regularly, on cozy terms, with
most of the ex-parliamentary
leaders for the past four years,
particularly those left of cen.
ter. With the slzeable (but dis-
tinctly minority) Communist
party unnaturally quiet, Moscow
obviously bargains for a vio-
lent, spontaneous explosion in
which .5., universally re.
garded “as the junta's friend,
will suffer consequences only
slightly less damaging than
Papadopoulos himself.

When that happens, the Rus.
glans will have useful contacts
with the junta‘hating under-
ground world of politics. At the
proper time, they will also un-
leash their guerrilla apparatus,
kept sllent to avold a premature
bulldup of Papadopoulos as an
anti-Communist hero. The Rus-
slans view Papadopoulos as an
asset to be cashed in at t.he
proper time,

Perhaps this fact of Greek
politics is now coming home to_
Washington. Tasca, a tidy un-
imaginative diplomat who obeys
the letter of Washington's law,

Congressmen angry over
the snuggle-bunny relationship
between the U.S. and the dic-
tatorship, Tasca testifies in Con-
gress on Aug. 3.

But even if Tasca’s cautious
overtures signal more than that,
it may now be too late, Papado-
poulos police-state machinery,
although invisible to the tens of
thousands of tourists swarming
Greece, 18 now in place and
working, True, he confronts two
immediate hazards: A soaring
foreign debt which has forced

him to slow imports (which
ralses another hazard — Infla-
tion), and growing divisions
within the junta, the extent of
which is unknown.

Neither of these is yet at the
crisis stage. Papadopoulos
truculent self-confidence, in fact,
has reached such a point that on
July 18 he virtually dared Presi-
dent Nixon to stop military -ald
(resumed last fall with much
false fanfare about an imminent
return to parliamentary govern-
ment). He hinted that such a
radical ghift in U.8. policy would
rally the country around him,
making him the hero of anti-
U.8, chauvinism.

Thus, the chickens hatched by
the grievous error of arms re-
sumption last year have now

. come home to roost and Papado-

poulos finds himself in position
to make thinly-veiled blackmail
maneuvers agalnst the U.S8.
which, if successful, guarantee

There will be some kind of an
answer, during the Legisiature's
consideration of Governor Mes-
kill's record storm of vetos next
week, to the fascinating ques-
tion of whether the election of &
Republican Governor, and per-
haps this Republican Governor
In particular, can succeed in
halting, or -at least slowing
down, the mad modern rush of
the Legislature toward itz own
self-aggrandizement.

Specifically, the question fis
that of how Republican mem-
bers of the House and Senate
will behave when their Demo-
cratic colleagues invite them to
foin In the merry process of
sver-riding Governor Meskill's
vetoes of bills which would add
to the power and prestige of the
Legislative as opposed to the
executive and administrative
branch of the government,

There s a possibility that
Republican legislators, now
having a Governor of their own
for the first time in 18 years,
and being quite conscious of the
fact that he was the individual
who led their party to victory,
may have some instinct to help
him build prestige and power
50 that he can lead the party to
another victory In which {t
might even gain control of at
least one house of the Legisla-
ture.

In the last session, Democrat-
le legislators deliberately chose
to sacrifice the prestige and
power of thelr own Democratic
Governor in order to enhance
the prestige of the legislative
branch, and this was one of the
things that helped persuade
John Dempsey he had had
enough of running for office.

There 18 a chance that Repub-
lican legislators may prove
more loyal, not only because
they sense what Governor Mes-
kill may be able to do for them
and for the party in the future,
but also, perhaps, because they
have themselves in conscience,
begun to be slightly .objective
about the kind of Lagislature
all this modern aggrandizement
has been producing;,

Among the Governor's bag

of vetoes there are several in-
stances of straight conflict be-
tween legislative and executive-
administrative power. In some
instances, the Governor quarrel-
ed with the fact that the Laegis-
lature was trying to take the
power to make appointments he
preferred to be able to make
himself. In another, he disap-
proved another attempt of the
Legialative Management Com-
mittee, the new legislative bu-
reaucracy which now some-
Umes seems to be bossing the
Legislature itself around, to
move into the traditional pre-
rogatives of the elective Btate
Comptroller.

In perhaps the weakest and
mount {llogical of all his vetoes,
Governor Meskill even disap-
proved of something that was
puvely and distinctly legislative
business, the proposed expen-
sion of the functioning of the
State Auditors, who are the
functionariea of the General
Assembly for the precise pur-
pose of checking on the execu-
tve-administrative branch.

If the Republicans should
agree to over-ride this particu-
lar veto they would at least be
defending a traditional and legi-
timate legislative prerogative.
But their action on the other in-
stances of challenge to legisia-
tive aggrandizement will be
highly significant. If Governor
Meskill, by his victory and his
conduct, has been able to calm
down the Legislature's runaway
ego, it could be a great con
tribution to the sanity and qual-
Ity of Connecticut government.

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Secret War in Laos Becomes
Increasingly Difficult to Hide

WASHINGTON (AP) — Day
by day and leak by leak, the
secret war in Laos is becoming

more —and more difticult to
hide,

Buccesslve administrations,
Democratic and Republican,
have refused to discuss the ex-
tent of US. involvement In
Laos, a small, landlocked and
officially neutral country whose
borders touch China, North and
Bouth  Vietnam, Cambodia,
Thailand and Burma,

The question is not whether
the United States provides mill-
tary and economic aid to the
neutralist government of Laos,
but whether Americans ars ac-

.tually engaged In fighting be-

tween forces supporting that
government and Communist in-
surgents,

The officlal response, as
enunciated by President Nixon
when asked during a Sept. 286,
1980, news conference about
American Involvement In the
war, is: ‘“There are no Ameri-
can combat forces in Laos.'

Pressed by a Senate subcom.
mittee on the same question,
Willlam H. Bullivan, a deputy
asaistant soc.retary o( state and
a former U.S, embasaador to
Laocs, replied the next month:

""Are there any people with
military training In civillan
clothes? There are people who
have had military training and
people who have mmd para-
military training who are in ci-
villan clothes, My definition of
troops is people who are
members of the armed forces
of the United States of Amer-
fea, I assume that I8 what the
senator had in mind.”

Americans Killed

A year later, an Assoclated
Fress dispatch from Saigon
quoted a military source as
saying ocasualties for U.S. Spe-
clal Forces troops in Laos were
1 or 2 killed and 3 to 10
wounded eaclr month,

Asked about’ the figures, a
U.8. command spokesman in
Salgon sald, '“There are no U.S.
combat troops In Laoe.”

Slowly, over a long serles of
hearings, the Senate Forelgn Re-
lations Committee has disclosed
some of the U.S. involvement in
Laos, Other Information has
come from such sources as the
Pentagon papers, present and
former government officidls,
and fleld dispatches.

Among the disclosures:

—Tirere are 4,800 Thal troops
led by a Thal general and sup-
ported entirely by U.B. funds
fighting in Laos despite an act
of Congress prohibiting support
of mercenaries in' Laos.

—Cambodian troops, trained
by the U.8. Central Intelligence
Agency have been fighting in
Laos. Forty Cambodians were
killed and an undisclosed num-
ber wounded in recent heavy
tighting for the Bolovens
Plateau.

—Current budget  figures
show the United States spend-
ing $90 million for military and
$52 million for economic aid to
Laos. The correct figure, con-
gressional sources claim, Is
nearly $600 milllon most of
which is channeled through the
CIA.

—Congressional source esti-
mates $2 billlon ia being spent
each year bombing that part of
the Ho Chi Minh Trail, princi-
pal Communist supply route
from North to Soutlr Vietnam,
that runs through Laocs,

—Since 1964, the United
States also has conducted
bombing raids in support of the
Royal Laotlan Army. While the
number of sortles s classified,
Sen. Stuart Symington, D-Mo,,
has gaid “‘a handful' In 1964 in-
creased a hundredfold In 1960,
then nearly doubled again in
10686.

—As of Jan. 27, 1971, accord-
ing to the State Department,
there were 1,084 Americans In
Laos, including 898 employes of
the Agency for International
Development, 244 with the mili-
tary attache's office, and 300
employed by Air America and
Continental Afr Services Inter-
national, two air lines sup-
ported by the CIA.

—8ince 1961, the CIA has had
an undisclosed
agents working principally with
Meo tribesmen in northern
Laos and more recently with
the Thai force.

When John F. Kennedy be-
came President in 1061, Laoa
was the United States' most
pressing problem fin Southeast
Asin

In President Dwight D. Eis.
enhower’'s —view ‘‘the fall of
Laos to Communism could
mean the subsequent fall—llke
a tumbling row of dominoes—ot
its still-free neighbors, Cam-
bodia, and South Vietnam and,
in all probability, Thalland and
Burma. Such a chain of eyents
would open the way to Commu-
nist selzure of all of Southeast
A.‘. “"

From lke

Eisenhower supported the
pro-Western  government
Premier Boun Oum. With Boun
Oum’s army taking a beating
from the pro-Communist Pathet
Lao and their North Vietnam-
ese allles, American advisers
were sent into Laos to try to
shore up the faltering Laotian
Army.

Kennedy sought instead to de-
fuse the situation through for-
mation of a Laotian coalition
government led by neutralist
Souvanna Phouma.

Negotiations began in Geneva
In May ‘1881 with- W. Averell

number of,

Harriman headlng the U.8. de-
legation. The so-called Geneva
accords were signed in July
1882. They declared Laos a neu-
tral country and called for
withdrawal of all forelgn troops
through designated checkpointa,

In an interview, Harriman
sald the North Vietnamese who
had about 10,000 troops in Laos
‘‘did not keep the Laos agree-
ment for a single day.” In.
telligence msourcez belleve the
Nerth  Vietnamese eventually
reduced their forces to about 5,-
000 troops without bothering
with checkpoints.

Thé United States withdrew
about 750 Americans, Whether
any Americans stayed behind
in Laos {s uncertain,

Harriman,* and Roger Hills-
man, a State Department spe-
clalist in the area during the
Kennedy and Johnson adminis-
trations, say the United States
adhered meticulously to the re-
quirement for total withdrawal,

Sen. Mike Mansfield of Mon-
tana, Democratic leader and a
recognized authority on South.
east Asia, sa'd In an Interview:
‘“The CIA was in Laoa before
the Geneva accords and they
stayed after 1062."

When the North Vietnamese
resumed their offensive a year
later, Souvanna Phouma, now
Laos' prime minister, asked the
United States for supplies and
ammunition to help his forces
counter the Communists, He
also asked the United States to
say as little as possible about
the asalstance for fear it would
{leopcmnu his neutralist posi-

on.

United States ald flowed into
Laos, but the focus was chang-
ing. South Vietnam had become
the Southeast Asian crisls
point, and American policy
makers began to view Laos in
relation to the Vietnam war.
According to a State Depart-
ment source: ‘‘North Vietnam-
ese utilization of the trall area
overwhelmed other concerns.'

Alr 8trike Approved

On Dec. 10, 1964, Souvanna
gave his government's per-
mission for the start of U.8. air
strikes against the Ho Chl Minh
Trall.

According to the Pentagon

papers, the National Security
Council on Dec. 12 decided:
‘“there would be no public oper-
atlons statements about armed
reconnalssance in Laos unless a
plans were lost, In such an
event the government
should continue to insist “that
we were merely escorting re-
ccnnalssance flights as re-
quested by the Laounn govern-
ment."

It wasan't until lny 1068 that
the Pentagon publicly acknowl-
edged 19 Americans, most of
them airmen, had died in Laos
since 1961, In August 1968 the
figure was updated to 30 killed,

Three months later, an un.
named military source in Sal.
gon acknowledged: We already
have quite a number of Special
Forces people operating in
Laos."

When U.8. planea began
large-scale raids on North Viet-
nam, sald Hillsman,
retured in force to Laos, this
time because of the need to or-
ganize rescue efforts for U.S.
pilots,

The Pentagon papers include
a cable from Secretary of State
Dean Rusk to the commander
in chief of U.8, forces in the
Pacific referring to the “criti-
cally important role” Ailr
America pllots could play in
search and rescue operations,

Early in 1971, after South
Vietnamese troops crossed into
Laos in an effort to disrupt the
Ho Chi Minh Trall, Pentagon
officials conceded there had
heen earlier secret forays by
South Vietnamese troops into
Lacs, It was the first time U.S.
officials had acknowledged
Vietnamese troops ' had been
used on such missions.

Use of Thal Army

Use of the 4,800-man Thal
army In Laos has been a sub-
ject of dispute between BSen,
J.W. Fulbright, D-Ark., chair.
man of the Senate Foreign Re-
lations Committee, and the Nix-
on administration.

Fulbright, who sponsored the
amendment barring use of U.S.
funds to pay mercenaries in
Laos, says U.8, support of the
force violates the amendment.
The administration has replied
that the Thal lroops were re-

crufted in Laos from ethnic
Thals.

American officials ‘insist all
U.8. help has been sent at the
request of Souyanna, But none
of the requests was In writing

and Fulbright has criticized ad. ~

ministration witnesses for the
absence of a formal agreement,

Fulbright and Symington also
have attacked the secrecy. Re-
terring to news stories of U.8.

Alexander McNally, Inter-
national manager of Heubleln,
Inc., brought the bottle from
France. Two other bottles of
the wine disappeared from
Heublein's New York office be-
fore the wine auction at which
Bender pald the highest price
ever bld for a single bottle of
wine, “I plan to offer the
bhottle for sale, providing the
buyer will treat the wine with
the respect it is due,” Bender
sald., “T won't sell it to anyone
for promotional purposes.’

He sald he has been offered
$7500 for it but indicated he
'may end up drinking the wine.

‘I may even drink it with
members of my famlly,' he
said.

“We'd drink it reverently be-
cause it cost about $833 a glass,

Plainville Man Is Convicted

Of Threatening Nixon’s Life

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) — A
federal jury in U.8, District
Court here convicted a 53-year-
old Plainville, Conn, man of
threatening President Nixon's
life.

The. jury deliberated for about
45 minutes before returning the
verdict against Richard Stewart
Nesser, a former tax assessor
for the city of New Haven.

Nesser was arrested Dec. 21,
1070 after he called the White
House to complain that his $600
tax exemption was not enough
for his family of four.

During a 30-minute conversa-
tion with a secret service agent,
who tape-recorded the dialogue,
Nesser allegedly threatened sev-
eral times to bomb or shoot Nix-
on.

Edward J, McMahon, Nesser's
defense attorney, who did not
object to playing the conversa-
tion to the jury, said the threat
should not be taken seriously.
In the context of the entire
phone call, McMahon said, Nes-
gser made statements he did not
mean in order to make his point
against the income tax system.

When Nesser took the stand
in his own defensd, he claimed
he was so drunk at the time
that he could just hardly recall
making the phone call. The pro.
secutor asserted that heavy
drinking did not nbaolve Nesser
of a crime,

U.S. District Judge T. Emmet
Clarie released Nesser without
bond until he 15 sentenced, prob-
ably within the next several
months. Nesser faces a posaible
maximum penally of five years
in prison, a $1,000 fine or both,

Statistics, People Disagree

On Personal

 NEW YORK {AP) — For
many weeks now the nearly of-
ficlal line among business econ-

omists has been that the con-
sumer has the monsy to spend
but is lacking the willingness to
part with his cash,
fears inflation. He worries
his }ob He is concerned
rising taxes. He is, there-
fore, in no mood.to begin new
endeavors. Instead, he hoards
his money in fear of that pro-
verbial rainy day. .

As a8 result, retall outlets
complain that sales are slug-
gish. Seldom have they had to
put forth more effort to spark
enthusiasm. And all the time
they must fight the tendency of
shoppers to buy down to lower
price goods.

That's pretty much the con-
sensus, It was recently and typ-
fcally expressed this way by
the Morgan Guaranty Survey, &
monthly publication:

‘Consumer Income—bui-
tressed both last year and this
by & series of government ac-
tions, including increased So-
cial SBecurity benefits, federal
pay hikes, and the end of the
income  surcharge—has been
sufficlent to fuel & more vigor-
ous expansion in retail activity
than has actually occurred.
What's been lacking is not the
means but the will to spend.

There is no shortage of statis-
tical evidence to ‘“‘prove'’ that
the means are there. Persorml
income rose $6 billion in May.
The rate of personal savings is
at a 20-year high of 8.4 per cent
of take-home pay.

That's what the statistics
show., The mall suggests some-
thing else—a credibllity gap In-
volving the statistics,
bellef among ordinary people
that ‘‘they must be talking
about somebody else.'

Surveys show that regardless
of those statistics, a lot of
Americans can't discover the
increase in personal income,
nor can they find those big sav-
ings the statistics indicated
they have.

“Did it ever occur to you that
we consumers are not buying
because we don't have any
money left after taxes to buy
with?”’ Thus beginz a typical
complaint from & writer who
considera herself an ‘“‘ordinary"
American,

“But we are in the majority,
and we are really the common
consumer you people talk
about. I say again, investigate.
We are not buying because we
do not have any money to buy
with.

*“We buy reduced price goods
not because of worry about in.
flation but because we can't
buy first quality any more. We
are reducing our standard of
living because we can't do any-
thing else,

“I recently made a plea for
consideration of what taxes are
doing to us mentally as well as
physically, mistakenly unnhng
our senator would con-
a cerned. His reply was that it
really s too bad that we are
having a rough time, but that
all there was left to do was to
lower our standards.

‘“Why dom't you people print
the facts, that people are not
buying because someone else is
spending the money they eamn,
and that what's left goes for
food—and I mean plain food."

And that concludes a com-
mon complaint from an ordina.
ry American who feels that the
statistics, the averages, the al-
phanumeric picture drawn by
the computer, fail to portray
conditions as they actually are.

omkiel and signed Into law by
Sov, Thomas Meskill, gives Con-
necticut municipalities the op-
tion of electing town clerks and
registrar of voters to four-year
terms, The existing law provides
for two-year terms,

The new law Iz effective Oct.
1 and the attormey general's of-
fice has ruled that no action on
a permissive ordinance may be
taken before that date,

Manchester’'s town charter
spells out the procedure for the
adoption of ordinances, It states
that a public hearing on a pro-
posed ordinance must be adver-
tised three times prior to the
public  hearing, with the final
notice to be at least five days
before the meeting date,

The Manchester Board of DIl
rectors have a meeting sched.
uled for Oct. 5, the earliest day
in October at which they might
consider a proposed ordinance.
By adhering to the rules of the
town charter, the last day for
advertising the ordinance would
be Sept. 80, the day before Pub-
lHe Act 494 becomes effective.

The charter specifies also that,
after an ordinance is adopted, it
must be advertised three times
and that it then becomes law 10
days after the third noticg, Thus,
if the Board of Directors were
to adopt an ordinance on Oct.
5, it could not become effective
until Oct, 15. .

Both political parties, by law,
must endorse thelr candidates
for local office by mid-August,

"There is a mosquito crisis in
the San Joaquin and Sacra-
mento valleys,” he sald, ‘‘We
have a mosquito explosion in
these areas and it is likely to
spread to other parts of the
state, We are greatly con-
cerned.”

The meeting dealt first with
the threst of VEE to horses,
where It iz fatal about 60 per
cent of the time. It affects hu.
mans less severely, somewhat
ke influenza. Plans were
made to organize ‘“‘an army of
veterinarians” to immunize all
of tht state’'s 400,000 horses,

VEE has not reached Califor.
nia, but Peters predicted it will
because of traffic from Mexico.

Culex tarsalis is known to
carry two other kinds of sleep-
ing alckness, One, the St Louls
strain, affects only humans,
mostly adults, and usually is
not fatal.

The other, Western equine en-
cephalitis, is often fatal to hu-
mans, health officials sald.

Lunar Lander, Command Ship
Separated on Second Attempt

By HOWARD BENEDICT
Aerospace Writer

SPACE CENTER, Hous-
ton (AP)—After one abor-
tive separation attempt,
two Apollo 15 astronauts
successfully cast off their
lunar module Falecon from
the command ship today
and headed for man's risk-
iest moon landing in a
boulder-strewn basin ring-
ed by 15,000-foot moun-
tains and a gaping canyon.

"Good clean sep,' Command-
er David R. Scott reported as
the two ships moved apart.

“You're on your own,'" Alfred
M. Worden told Scott and

James B, Irwin as they drifted
away.

Unti] the second attempt was
successful there was high dra-
ma and tension for more than
20 minutes as the two space-
ships circled the moon.

Scott and TIrwin first at.
tempted the separation at 1:48
p.m., behind the moon and out
of radio contact,

But when they came around
the edge of the moon the ships
were still locked firmly nose-to-
nose.

""Houston, this is Falcon. We
did not get a separation,” com-
mander Scott announced.

The moon-circling astronsuts
earlier beamed to earth a strik-
ing televised picture of the
landing site and then boosted
their ship into a slightly higher
orbit to help assure a pinpoint
landing.

As Apollo 15 zipped within
30,000 feet of the peaks of the
Apennines, television viewers
caught a brief glimpse of the
rugged terrain and knew why
the landing attempt would be
tricky. The site was pocked
with craters and Iarge boul-
ders,

Scott said that despite the
rough appearance, he spotted
many areas smooth enough for
8 touchdown. He reported a
good sighting of Index Craler,
which will be Falcon's maln
guldepost on the final leg of the
descent,

During the night the low
peint of the spaceship orbit had
dropped because of lunar grav-
ity from 115 to about eight
miles. Mission Control calculat-

Nixon Meets on Rz;il Strike

As Six More

Lines Struck

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon conferred
today with rail and union leaders on the growing rail-
road strike as governors of 25 states reported that
the effect of the walkout ranged “from eritical to dis-

astrous.”

The White House meeting
with Nixon took place gp few
hours after the United Trans-
portation Union struck six more
carriers—four of them Class
roads, J

The union's latest action
brings tc 10 the total of
_strikebound roads, idling an es-
timated 120,000 workers,

The governors assessment of
the strike effect was given to
reporters by S8ecretary of Labor
James D. Hodgson,

Pauwl W. McCracken, chair-
man of the President's Council
of Economic Advisers, told re-
porters after the meeting that
ghould the strike continue
through August it would have
the effect of reducing the Gross
National Product by about §50
billlon.

As a comparison, McCracken
said, the strike against General
Motors late last year reduced
the GNP by about $14 billion,

Nixon was |described by
White House press secretary
Ronald L. Ziegler as hopeful
that the strike could be settled
voluntarily.

Hodgson said the adminis-
tration has no thought at this
time of sending emergency
strike legislation to Congress.

He sald he felt that the re-
sponse of both sides at today's

meeling was favorable and that
both appeared sericus in their
efforts to reach & settlement.

The negotiators: were sched-
uled to resume bargaining talks
later in the day.

Reject Offer;

Contract Talks Continuing

WASHINGTON (AP)—An official of the AFL-CIO
United Steelworkers said today the union had rejected
as “completely unacceptable” a steel industry contract

offer for 350,000 workers.

“It’'s a very stingy offer,"
said Steelworkers vice presi
dent Joseph Molony.

But, he added, neogitations
were continuing between the
union and nine major steel
firms in an effort to reach a
contract agreement before the
strike deadline at midnight Sat-
urday,

Molony told newsmen there

as little chance the union
would extend the contract dead-
line if there were no agreement
by then.

“That isn't the mood of the
vonference,”” Molony sald after
a meeting of 600 local union
leaders. >

“They want a settlement and
they want it in August,” he
added.

The 600-member union con-
ference, which will vote elther
on any contract offer or a
strike, was recessed until 8
p.m. EDT when union leaders
are scheduled to make a fur-
ther report,

““There is absolutely no hope
they will approve the offer on
the table now," Molony sald.

If the industry made a sub-
stantially better wage proposeal,
the union conference might be
asked then to consider it, he
said. )

Molony sald the steel In.
dustry offer did include a cost-
of-living provision, but that the
wage offer was far too low.

In the meantime, however,
White said the department is in.

He sald the review would
be “‘an attempt to determine the
level of fraud and ineligibility
present in Connecticut's welfare
program.”

“The commissioner said It
would be the third such review
of state welfare assistance in the,
country. Nevada and West Vir-
ginia have completed similar
studies, he sald.

A panel of three federal Dis-
trict Court judges ruled Thurs-
day that Connecticut’s second at-
tempt in recent years to reduce
its welfare rolls by imposing a
residence requirement was un-
constitutional.

‘‘Any state law which unreas.
onably burdens or restricts the
established right of o citizen to
travel between states is uncon-
stitutional,”” the three-judge pan-
el said.

. Immediately after the ruling
was announced, White predicted
heavy welfare cuts and sald the
ruling could cost the state $20
milllon annually in additional
welfare payments.

The announcement that the
case would be appealed came
atter ‘Friday morning discussions
with other state officials, during
which White said the decision
was made,

Reluctant to discuss the fi-
nances of the appeal in view of
a previous ruling by the high
court that a similar regulation
was unconstitutional, White
said, “I'm not going to bet on
anything."

Meanwhile, the department
will begin a cutback of welfare
assistance—also authorized by
the legisiature—it already has
instituted the review of cases in
order to stay within its annual
budget, White sald.

TOKYO (AP)—A Japanese jetliner with 162 per-
sons abpard and a Japanese jet fighter collided over
northern Japan today and crashed-in -what appeared
to be the worst disaster in aviation history.

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Panel Okays
