Command disclosed today two
new U8, attacks inside North
Vietnamese territory and sald
they were the “inherent right
of gelf-defense.””

A Navy fighter-bomber at.
tacked  a surface-to-air mis.
sile—SAM—battery 92 mlles
northwest of the demilitarized
sone Friday when it threatened
to fire on the jet, and U8, artil-
lery blasted a rocket launching
site In North Vietnam's half of
the six-mile wide DMZ on
Thureday night, the Command
ammounced.

The attack on the SAM bat-
tery was the 4Tth so-called
“protective reaction"”  strike
made this year by U8, war-
planes.

A command spokesman, Masaj.
Charles Johnson, said the SAM
battery did not fire on the Navy

A8 but sensitive electromic
equipment told pilota that ene-
my radar was tracking the
plane and computing its flight
pattern. Pilots tonsider this a
hostile action preparatory to
actual firing and are authorized
to fire first when there is a ra-
dar “‘block on,'" he sald.

The Navy plane fired an air-
to-ground missile at the SAM
gite, The results were not
known.

The Navy A8 was on a strike
mission ageinst the Ho-. Chi
Minh supply network in Laos,
20 miles north of Mu Gia pass,
when it diverted to attack the
SAM site nine miles from the
Laotian border.

TOKYO (AP) — Bearchers
have recovered the bodies of all
162 persons aboard an All Nip-
pon Airways jetliner which
crashed Fridey in the world's
worst aviation disaster, police
sald today.

They sald. they were holding
for questioning Yoshimi Ich.
ikawa, the 22-year-old student
pllot who parachuted safely
from his F88F jet fighter after
it collided with the airliner.

Ichikawa had logged only 25
hours flying time in the fighter,
according to police.

Police also were questioning
Capt, Tamotsu Kuma, who was
piloting another F86F on &
training flight with Ichikawa
from the Japan self-defense air
force base at Matsuhina.

Kuma said he was flying at
an altitude of 27,600 feet when
he saw the jetliner approach-
ing. He sald he warned Ich-
ikawa but within seconds saw
Ichikawa's plane plunging to-
ward the earth. He sald Ich-
ikawa was flying at 28,600 feet.

Radar reported the All Nips
pon Boelng 727 was on course
from Bapporo, site of the Win-
ter Olympic Games in northern
Japan, to Tokyo and flying at
28,000 feet—the specified alti-
tude for airliners on that route.

Pllots of two other domestlc
alrliners In the vicinity of the
crash, about 300 miles north of
Tokyo, said they heard the vet-
eran pilot Capt. Saburo Kasal
shouting excitedly on his radio:
‘“‘Bmergency. All Nippon N

Ride in Buggy

SPACE CENTER, Hous-
ton (AP)—Apollo 15 ex-
plorers David R. Scott
and James B. Irwin step-
ped onto the moon at Had-
ley Base today and pre-
pared to make man’s first
driving expedition on the
lunar surface, a moon
buggy ride to a deep can-
yon and an ancient moun-
tain.

With a color television cam-
era relaying remarkably clear
plctures, Scott backed down a
nine-rung ladder and planted
his boot In the dusty soll at 9:30
a.m. EDT. Irwin followed seven
minutes later.

““As I stand here in the won-
ders of the unknown Hadley, I
sort of realized there's funda-
mental truth to nature, Man
must explore, This is explor-
atlon at Its greatest,'” Scolt
sald as he stepped on the sur-
face, becoming the seventh
man to do so,

Thelr first major task was to
remove thelr moon car, Rover
1, from a compartment In the
side of the lunar lander Falcon.

They had some difficulty
doing this when part of the run-
about, became hung up. But,
using lanyards and cables they
worked it free and lowered it to
the surface,

Scott reported there was no
voltage on one of the battery
systems, whjch meant the cart
would have no front wheel
drive. But each wheel has an
individual motor, and the Ro-
ver can operate effectively on
the two rear wheels,

With the television camera
sending pletures to earth al-
most as clear as the desert
scenes from Lawrence of
Arabla, Scott and Irwin moved
tools and other equipment from
the Falcon to the buggy, In
preparation for their first ex-
cursion to Hadley Rille and the

base of the Apennine Moun-
talns,

A large hummock, much like
a sand dune, rose in the stark
background. The sky behind
was deep black,

“It'a really tricky working on
this slope In this soft material,"
Scott sald as the two loaded the
Rover,

Irwin had difficulty backing
out of the hatch of the landing
craft Falcon, and Scott climbed
back up the nine-rung ladder to
unhook his fellow from
something that he was hung up
on

Irwin was on the surface at
9:37 a.m.

““Oh boy, it's beautiful out
here. Reminds me of Sun Val-
ley," Irwin exclaimed.

Gazing out the Falcon win-
dow Friday night, Irwin had
become intrigued by a marble-
sized rock that looked lke
glass. He headed for it right af-
ter he touched the surface.

Publisher Quits .

Some analysts sald they were
looking for the market to fall to
the 840 leyel of the Dow before
A new support area is found.

“The fact that the market
kept eroding on light volume
without” any climactic selling
indicates that it still has far-
ther to fall,” sald Monte Gor-
don, analyst for Bache & Co,

In the news background was
the continuing rail strike and
the threatened steel strike.
From Washington came reports
that consumer spending plans
had fallen sharply in the last
three months and "that the gov-
ernment's index of leading eco-
nomic indicators declined dur-
ing June,

Inflation continues unabated,
and high interest rates in bonds
are siphoning off funds from
the stock market, analysts said.

Volume of the New York
Stock Exchange totaled 62.99
mlllion shares, as compared
with 60.84 million shares the
previous week. The sluggish
volume Indicated that many in-
vestors had taken to the side-
lines to walt out the market
slide, -

Of the 1,823 stocks traded on

the Blg Board during the week,
1,624 declined and 214 ad-
vanced, New 1871 highs were
reached by 35 stocks, and 282
slipped to new lows.

Hhe New York Stock Ex-
change Index of some 1,300
common stocks fell 201 to
52.81.

The Assoclated Press 60-stock
average declined 10.4 to 308.6.

NATICK, Mass, (AP) — In
an effort to check litter from
empty bottles, a Natick bottle
firm says it has developed one
that can be dissolved in wa-
ter or even eaten.

The bottle is not yet, in pro-
duction, but Dr. Ole BSandven,
director of research for Illkon
Corp., sald ‘‘quite & number of
bottling firms have expressed
interest in our development and
we will produce the bottle,
probably within six to nine
months,"'

Ilikon's bottle conaists of a
core of water soluble, cellulose-
based protein. The core is
coated by a thin layer of plastic
s0 the Dbottle won't dissolve
when it Is filled with liquid or
gets wet on the outside.

When the bottle is emptied,
the plastic coating is peeled
away and the boftle can be
safely dissolved in water with
no resulting pollution,

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The Triumph Of The Deficit

In the economic creed and fashion of
the day, we feel it incumbent upon us to
write a rather generous editorial con-
gratulating the Nixon Administration up-
on Its achlievement, In the fiscal year
ended last June 30, of a deficit of $28.2-
billion which represents the second high.
est peace-time deflcit on record.

Added tq this success in the old fiscal
year there is the great good news which
is now being Included in estimates of
how the new and current fiscal year is
going to turn out.

There have, of course, been'chnnges
since. Unemployment has become such
& menace President Nixon has felt com-
pelled to resort to the practice of deficit

spending in the effort to stimulate jobs. .

And in order to smooth the way for
such & reversal of policy, a lovely and
convenient new economic theory has
been invented, which is called the *‘full
employment theory' which means that,
when employment is on the decline, the
federal government should adjust its
spending to the highest level the taxes
coming in from a period of highest em-
ployment would finance.

The way to create mors employment,
i in other words, to spend as if we al-
ready had it.

It 18 on this basis that the congratula-
tory editorlal works its somewhat In-
volved and precarious way toward Its
salute to the Nixon Administration, for
having achieved a deficit so large and
handsome it would have taken a’ really
. high, high, high rate of national employ-
ment and general prosperity to finance
it. The first phase of the new economic
policy must be pronounced a success.
Now we need merely wait for the jobs
to follow.

To Photograph The Soul

Way back In 1049, an Arizona
prospector who hoped that some day
somebody could produce a photograph of
the soul leaving the human body at the
moment of death left his small fortune
to be used in such endeavors to prove
thre existence of the human soul.

Now, two decades later, the humen
souls ‘left in charge of his bequest have
finally determined’' who is going to have
the privilege of using it in a quest for
the soul, and the $297,000 now involved
has been allocated to the American So-
clety for Paychical Research, an or-
ganization which has been busy accumu-
lating and examining reports of the su-
permatural since 1885.

There were other claimants for the
money, including one medium who but-
tressed his own application by reporting
that he himself hmd already been iIn
touch with the soul of the dead prospec-
tor himself.

With the money now avallable, the So-
cioty will be able to try infrared photo-
graphy, measuring possible tempera.

the body at death.

In addition, the Boclety will be able
to expand its normal emount of experi-
mentation, in which it regularly tests
individuals who seem to possess unususl
powers of telepathy, or such paychold-
nesis as comes into evidence when some-
body demonstrates menta! control over

" material objects, like.a pair of dice.

We confess that we find all such ex-
perimentation, all such speculation, very
fascinating, and the kind of thing we
like to believe, even without reference
to the possibility that it leads toward
some sclentific verification of the exist-
ence of the human soul.

That sclentific verification, i it ever
comes, in likely to seem more of a
disillugionment than a verification. It is
quite likely fo be based on the known
presence of some kind of electrical im-
pulse in the working of the brain, which
can already be measured, and which
may some day be photographed, so that
what might be hailed as a proof of the
supposed intangible thing called soul
may end up as proof of the existence of
a certain physical-chemical complex de-
veloped and generated in the individual
body package perhaps as part of & gen-
eral and universal physical-chemical
complex which is everywhere and, for
all our purposes of calculation, everlast-
ing. P

Those of us who really want to belleve
in soul, then, will not be in any hurry to
have its existence reduced to scientific
terms and proofs,

We would rather have one of those un-
explained moments, which come a few
times into every lifetime, when we sud-
denly seem connected into something
serens and universal beyond any deflifi-
tion.

When the Nazis and the Com-
munists got together they stop-
ped calling each other names
for & few months, but such is
the czhizophrenia of the modern
state that this new talk of friend-
ship can only be heard over the
ofligato of hate and recrimina-
toin which hae become tradition-
al between China-and the United
States. Maybe that's necessary
to cushion the abruptness of the
change in both the Chinese and
the American line, but continu-
ing to sing-song the old hate
slogans will hardly be enough.

For much of both the Amer-

jcan left and right, this is a

shattering experience ., . . first

an exchange of a few ping-pong
balls and then & summit meeting
between the American President
and the government of Mao Tse-
tung who has a quotation in his
littie red book which reads,

“Riding roughshod everywhere,
U.8. imperialism has made {tself
the enemy of the people of the
world and has increasingly isola-
ted itself. Those who refuse to
be enslaved will never be cowed
by the atom bombs and hydro-
gen bombs In the hands of the
U.8. imperialists, The raging
tide of the people of the world
against the U.S, aggressors is
irrestisible, Their struggle
against U.8, imperiallsm and its
Inckeys will assuredly win still
greater victorles"

A lot of people in the Amer-
fcan left belleve that and be-
lieved that Mao believed it. Now
they are having to learn what
the old line Communists learned

That's
why Tom Paine got kicked out
of the freshly independent
United States and why Leon
Trotsky died with Stalin's ax in

But if the left is as demoraliz.

with Nixon, that doesn't neces-

shculd assume this flashy visit
to Peking Is going to be good
for us. The first American
President to visit China, all that
kind of stuff sounds good, but
Paul VI is another one who flits
abcut the globe setting records
as the first Pope to visit every
place from  Estonia to
Antarctica and what's it got
him?

There is the possibility of the
U. N. being allowed to sign up
China. But the U, N. s a bag of
bones and letting China In now
only reminds us of the Idiocy of

They're the same bunch of
red Chinese they have been for
as long as Richard Nixon has
been in public life, which
dcesn't mean we shouldn't
make friends with them, but is
that his intention? Making

and began to pummel him with
blows to the head, despite at.
tempts to restrain her, Deslores
had arrested the two Boudreaus
in Coventry on July 19 in con-
nection with several auto breaks
that night.

Judge Goldberg ordered a
pre-sentence Invegtigation for
both and continued the cases
to Sept. 2 for sentencing.

Prosecutor Joseph Lombardo
presented  the Boudreasus on
charges of breaking and enter-
ing with criminal intent, pos-
sesslon of burglary tools, lar-
ceny, possession of stolen
credit cards, and tampering
with a motor vehicle. Roger

New York Bishops Seeking
Alternatives to Parochiaid

ALBANY, N.Y. (AP)—Roman
Catholic leaders in New York
appear to be preparing the way
for a bold new approach to gov-
ernment support of financially
troubled nonpublic schools—a
federal parent-ald program that
would apply to all 50 states.

New York's eight Catholic
bishops announced jointly ¥ri-
day that they have created a
special task force to determine
the best response ‘‘to the threat
inherent in the U.8. Bupreme
Court decisions" that invalidat-
ed state assistance plans in
Pennsylvanis, Rhode Island and
Connecticut.

The Dbishops' announcement’

s niakes the point that, while di-

~ rect assistance to schools was
struck down In those three cas-
es, there nonetheless was a
‘favorable view'' in the court
opinions that there are ways in
which ald can be gtven,

The task force was charged
with reporting back to the bish-
ops by early in the fall alternate
forms of government assistance
that seem to have the ‘‘stamp
of approval” of the court.

Moreoever, it was clearly in.
dicated that one possibility (s
action at the federal level in the
form of tultion ald or parental
aid.

S8ome Catholic laymen who
have the ear of the bishops are
known to be interested in the
possibility of a federal ''parent.

Yarborough wal treated for
his wound and released from a
hospital,

The Connecticut General As-
sembly, which went into seasion
Jan, 8 and has been trying un-
succeasfully ever since to come
up with a tax package adzept-
able to the majority of taxpay-
ers, will try one more time next
week.

The governor set a record this
year when he votoed 178 billa,
The old record was set in 1905
by then governor and now U.S,
Sen. Abraham Ribicoff, who

riding a veto, legislative lead-
ers are predicting that all of the
vetoes will stand.

The Democrats control both
chambers by sliim margina (18
to 17 In the Senate and 9 to
78 in the House) and need Re.
publican support for overriding

$40 Million
Recovered By
Trust Funds

HARTFORD (AP) — Connec-
ticut’'s major trust funds that
supply a wide range of pensions
recovered about $40 milllon of
thelr $140 miliion loss during the
past fiscal year, State Treasurer
Robert I. Berdon sald Friday.

Chance For
Era of Peace

CANTON, Uhlo (AP) — Pres-
fdent
chances for an era of peace are
better ‘‘than at any time in the
century' and has urged Ameri-
cans to keep their country ‘‘No,
1 in the world.”

The President made the re-
marks Friday night at a pro
football dinner, the first stop on
a twoday Midwestern swing
that takes him today to Center-
ville, In southern Iowa, for the
dedication of the $§26.5 million
Rathbun Dam and world's larg-
est man-made reservolr,

Addressing the football din.
ner, Nixon declared that this is
not the time for Americans to
rest on their laurels “and ‘to let
other nations that are com-
peting with us pass us by. That
we cannol let happen...

“In the sapirit of American
football at {ts best,’” the Presi-
dent said, “let's always try to
be No, 1 ... let's be for our
team, let's be for our country."

The dinner was held as part
of a celebration marking the
enshrinement of seven football
greats in the Professional Foot-
ball Hall of Fame here, They
include the late coach Vince
Lombardl, whom Nixon hailed
as '‘very great.”

The President drew resound-
ing applause from a civic cen-
ter dinner audience of 800 when
he proclaimed he was in favor
of ""being for one team, all the
way ... I think it is great, too,
for Americans to be for Amer-
leca, all the way.”

A bench-warmer himself in
college days, Nixon came up
with his own candidate for the
Hall of Fame, Talking about
Gene Brito of the Washington
Redskinsg, and Los Angeles
Ramas, Nixon noted that Brito is
not in the Hall of Fame here
but sald he should be,

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Doctor Recalls Impact
Of Book on Birth Control

By JUDY VAN BLYKE

CHICAGO (AP) — At the
peak of the Depression, when
Leo J. Latz was a young medi-
cal student, Catholic parents
were lorn between the teachings
of the church and their hope of
Hmiting families to a size they
could afford to feed.

That waa before the Roman
Cathollec Church sanctioned any
form of birth control—before
Lec J. Latz, M.D, wrole the
beok that introduced rhythm as
a way to plan parenthood.

Latz, now 68, his hair turned
white, retired recently after 40
years of practice, Sitting in his
virtually empty office, he re.
called the Impact and effect of
his best-seller and the man who
inspired him to write it—the
Rev. Joseph Reiner, a dean al
Loyola. University.

‘"Here was a case of a devoul
priest who was disturbed be-
cauge he was not able to offer
any help to those Catholles with
large families who could not
afford and not want more
children,"” Dr. Latz sald.

Father Reiner suggested that
Latz combine his European
postgraduate studies with & look
at the work dcne on natural
birth control by European doc-
ters.

In Eurcpe, Latz recalled, he
learned the prominent theory
was based not on the prevalling
American noticn that like
domestic animals, women were
fertile only during menstruation
—but on the menstrual cycle,

Latz opened a drawer In his
desk and took out a copy of the
book.

On the cover was a drawing of
four bables and the title,
‘Rhythm,"” with the aubtme.
‘“‘Bables When Parents Are
Ready—Hyglenic, Dependable,
Practical, Ethical."

The book Instructed women to
keop exact diaries of thelr men-
strual .perioda for at least eight
months, from which Dr, Latz
worked.out a calender of days

“'gufe' for iIntercourze for each
woman,

More than 200,000 women pur-
chased the $1 bcok after the
chur:h gave tacit approval.

The rhythm method, Latz
said, “‘was sucreesful In 75 to 80
per cent of my cases,"” He
thumbted through a file cabinet
bulging with patient histcries
and diaries. '"‘And when |t
wasn't, 1 usually found that
proper records hadn't been kept
cr that my directions hadn't
been fcllowed.”"

But he admits the method has
drawbacks,

“Many young women, and
some women golng through
menopause, assume thelr men-
strual cycle is regular, and
there in no such thing,'* Dr. Latz
sald. “If there Is a great deal of
variation between menstrual cy-
cles—more than eight or nine
days between months over an
eight-month period—rhythm
won't work,

“And it won't work If the
woman is under emotional or
physical strain, if she is subject.
ed to a change in climate or al-
titude, if she is taking o certain
medication or if there Is inter-
ccurse during her fertile peri.
od,” he sald,

'The safe period can be de-
pended upon only by the nor-
mal, healthy woman and only
under normal, acnrustomed con-
ditions," Dr, Latz said,

What of the plil, the intraute-
rine device and other artificial
methods of birth control?

‘“I'm a Catholic physician,"
the ruddy, white-haired doctor
sald. 8Since the church does not
sancticn birth control and only
tolerates rhythm because it Is
not contrary to natural law, I
wouldn't recommend any artifi-
clal methods of birth cmlrol to
my patients.”

“And it hasn't been estab-
lished yet how effective these
other methods are,"” he added.
““They have drawbacks too."”

“After all, there's always the
problem of whether you can re-
gulste Jove and passion by
mathematics or technology."

Aids Parents
Of Deserters

NEW YORK (AP) — Richard
L. Killmer, a Presbyterian min.
ister, works with parenta whose
children can't come home
sgain. Either their sons are
draft resisters or deserters, who
have chosen to make their lives
in Canada rather than serve In
the United Statea military, or

their daughters are wives of
those men.

F‘or the most part the parents

K;y puzaled and hurt,
ana so ashamed they are
unable to discuss their situation
with relatives or friends. Some-
timea they understand and offer
their children support and help,
but thelr anxiety remains,

“Pgychologically it's very
hard for parents to know thelr
kid can’t come home again,”
Killmer, direchar of the Emer-
gency Ministry Concerning U. 8,
Draft Age Emigrants in Cana-
da, says. ‘‘And though there are
quite a few who support their
sons, it's still hard for them be-
cause they're angry at this
country,

‘“When we talk to the parents,
first we try to answer questions,
like '‘What will happen to him?
Can he ever come home again?’
And then they usually open up
because often we’re the first
people they've talked to.'

Since Killmer feels his work is
largely educational and in.
terpretive, he's written a book,
with Robert 8. Lecky and Deb-
rah S, 'Wiey, called ‘“They Can't
Go Home Again,” in an attempt
to answer those frequently
asked questions.

Killmer explains that Cana-
da's immigration policy is that
a2 man's military status In his
country of origin has no bearing
on his immigration. But to live
in Canada, one must become a
landed immigrant. Thiz means
gaining 80 out of a possible 100
points given by the officials on
the basis of skills, education,
job offers, etc. He estimates
there are over 85,000 draft resis-
ters and deserters in Canada
now, and possibly many more
who have not obtained: landed
Immigrant status, so are under-

‘“It's very hard on the guys
themselves,” Killmer says. In
the United. States, there's a
marriage between being a man
and being in the milltary, Soif a
guy cops.out on being in the mil-
itary, he may think he's copping
out on belng & man. And it's not
easy for him to know his par-
ents are so angry.'

The hardeat concrete problem
for the men, in addition to the
fact of moving to a new country,
is getting a job, Killmer says,
especially since the unemploy-
ment rate in Canada {s high.
""And there's incressed resis-
tance among Canadians who
say .why should these Ameri-
cans take our jobs’,"” he adds,

Why, given the risks, especial.
ly for deserters, and the prob-
lems and adjustments the men
have to face, are they still leav-
Ing the United States?

‘“There's no question the war
in Vietnam is the major cata-
lyst,"” Killmer says. But what
it's done for a lot of people4s to

standing of the role this country
plays in international relations.
So kids say, ‘I have to split' but
even so it's hard for them."

Killmer admits some of the
men may be copping out on obli-
gations,  but says he doesn't
make value judgments in his
work. ‘“When anybody makes
cholces there are a lot more
reasons involved than the ones
they state,’’ he says. “And when
personal reasons are involved,
you can't judge.'

For many men though, Kill-
mer says, the decision to go to
Canada is a good one, "For a lot
of guys it's the most important
thing they've ever done,”” he
says. “It's an affirmation of
health, because they've made
the decision to accept the riaks,
and live with it—and that's what
keeps them going.”

Catholicism and Spirit Cults
Are Merged by Brazilians

SAO PAULO, Brazil (AP) —
Although Brazil {8, on paper, the
biggest Roman Catholic country
in the world, millions of ita citi-
zens belleve strongly in voodoo-
like cults that combine Catholl-
cism with African spirit rell-
glons breught here by slaves
centuriea ago.

In Sao Paulo, Brazil's richest
and most populous state, this
spirit worship is called Umban.
da. The chief spirit of Umbanda
is Ogum, better known as St
George, the patron saint of Eng-
land.

Thousands of Umbanda be-
llevers assembled one recent
afternoon in the cavernous Ibi-
rapuera Sports Arena in the city
of Sao Paulo to pay their annual
homage to Ogum. Here is how it
Icoked tc a foreign correspond-
ent:

They were young and old;
black, white and yellow; male
and female; Christian, Moslem
and Jewish. Wearing beads,
feathers, jaguar-tooth necklaces
and flowing robes marked with
escleric stars, crosases, swords
and arrows,” members of some
50 ‘‘tendas’’—neighborhood Um-
banda clubs—knelt on the gym
floor.

A procession bearing a statue
of St. George on a horse slowly
made its way toward an altar
flanked by two urns of burning
incense, Shredded sliver foll fell
in torrents from the -celling.
“Ogum! Ogum!" the worship-
ers chanted. The spectators ech-
oed the orations from the grand-
stands,

Behind the statue came a man
dressed as a knight in armor
and & woman in a blue dress,
with a white star on her head.
He represented Ogum, and she

was Iemanja, goddess of the
sea, They took thelr places on
either side of the altar and re-
mained there motioless for the
next three hours.

There are 28,000 Umbanda
“tendas” in Sao Paulo atate.
Each has up to 100 members
and meets three times a week to
pray for the spirits. Countless
more thousands in Bao Paulo
practice Umbanda in their
homes. The number of spirit
worshipers for all of Brazil runs
well into the millions, when you
count followers of offshoots such
ns Macumba and Candomble in
other areas of the country,

The gymnasium became
quiet, as Umbanda leaders
made impeassioned speeches,
“‘Hail, Ogum' Long live our glo-
rious Umbanda.!"'"

Soon drums started beating,
and a chorus of women began
chanting and singing. This was
the signal for those present to
receive the spirit of Ogum.

The men, women and children
of the ‘““tendan’” began to dance,
each wandering alone across
the floor. Suddenly there were
ghouts and screams, People
beat their chests and fell to the
ground, their eyes turnmed up-
ward in strange gazes, Others
made frenzied jerking motions
and gasped, In time to the
drumbeats. Many in the grand.
standas were doing the same

thing.
« A stingulshed-looking white-
haired gentleman dove to the
foot of the sitar and slapped
the floor with his palms. A
grandmotherly type danced
round and round wielding a
sword above her head.
Eventually the music stopped.
The people took off their feath-
ers and beads and quletly filed
out of the gym.

Tourists Return to Malaysia
For Turtle Watching Season

By MORT ROSENBLUM

RANTAU ABANG, Malaysia
(AP) — The gigantic leathery
turtles' are back again, flipper-
ing past flash-popping tourists
to deliver their eggs to mer-
chants who threaten them year-
ly with extinction.

Mother turtles love this 12-
mile beach, brochures
urge tourists to ride the turties,
and villagers scoop up the eggs
almost before they hit the sand,
they keep coming back.

Nightly from May to Septem-
ber, up to 80 turtles heave onto
the beach llke elght-foot ladies
handbags from the surf. They
spend two hours ashore, laying
100 to 200 eggs each.

Zoologists say the leather-
backed sea turtles—dermoche-
lys—come 1,200 miles from the
Philippines. They're part ‘of a
South China sea ** on"’
and related to leathery turtles
elsewhere.

Farther south at Chendor, oth-
er species of sea turtles, all &
little smaller but still immense,
lay thelr eggs the same way
with the same gallery hovering
around.

The government issues a sea-
son'a lease to the highest bidder
for egg rights here. It cost
38,600 this year. The winner
hires ‘‘turtle men'" and might
make $10,000 gross earnings in a
good year.

He must sell a portion of the
eggs to the atate-run hatchery
nearby to Insure the species
continues to some extent.

This protects some eggs from
iguanas, crabs and poachers,
but many feel nature's system
offered the unhatched turtles
better odds—at least before
modern marketing techniques
were developed.

At Chendor, the hatchery still
is not built. The leaseholder is
required to leave 10 per cent of
the eggs in the sands, but there
iz not much control.

BOLLYWOOD (AP) — When
the star's pants fall down or the
leading lady trips on her dress,
most costume designers cry.
Michael Travis laughs.,

Travis is the prolific designer
who turns out 350 wildly col-
ored, flamboyant—and purpose-
ly funny—costumes per week
for the ‘“Laugh-In" telovision
show,

His trademark is that his
clothes do get into the act.

Fondly, he recalls the show on
which comedian Don Rickles,
dressed as a nw artist, al«
most lost his trousers. “He kept
tugging at them—it really made
the scene funnier.'

“Laugh-In,'" the weekly varie-
ty-comedy series now in its
fifth year on the air, hit it big
with a format based on ‘‘black-
outs,” one-minute gag scenes
ending with & quick, funny

Stars featured in each scene
need new outfits even for quick
shots, Thus, “Lahgh-In" uses
perhaps more costumes than
any running series on the alr.
Each segement also featurs mu-
sical production numbers
which require identical fantasy-
oriented costumes for stams,
dancers and singers.

Travis recalls one such pro-
duction for which he dreased ev-
eryone as Romanian gypsies.
‘The costumes were a real
mish-mash. I rented red velvet
boots that didn't fit anyone
right. They kept falling down
around their ankles while they
danced. It was great.”

The show's producer George
Schlatter appraises most of
Travis' work before it's seen
and the designer knows he's
succeeded when Schiatter
gasps, ‘‘Michael, they're so aw-
ful! They're marvelous!"
Travis, & bachelor in his 40s
and & native of Detroit, drifted
into theatrical designing after
studying fashion design in Parig
and finding costume work was
more lucrative—and more fun.

“This is probably the most
fun I've ever had designing
clothes,” says the dark-haired,
mustachioed designer. “Every-
