—Create a state commlission
to study problems of the deaf.

—Validate late applications
for school construction funds
for Bridgeport,

—Allow the state comptroller
to overlook faiiure of Riagefield
to submit preliminary. plans and
specifications for (wo school
projects,

—Create a summer employ-
ment program for teenagers.

The Democrats hold o ma-
Jjority in both houses, but need
Republican support to override
any of Meskill's vetoes. John D.
Prete of West Haven resigned
Monday from tne House of Rep-
representatives and was sworn
in as a senator. His addition
and the loss during the speclal
session of alling Sen.

Votein Senate Approves
Lockheed Loan Guarantee

WASHINGTON (AP) — With
only four votes to spars, Con-
gress has handed President
Nixon his narrowest legislative
victory by approving $250° mil-
Hlon In loan guarantees for
Lockheed Alrcraft Corp.

Nixon sald the action is “in
the best Interests of the Ameri-
can people.”

The Senate passed the legis-
lation Monday 49 to 48. The
House passed It last Friday 162
to 189,

The President, who sought
the loan guarantees In the first
place, sald In a statement:
‘““This action will save tens of
thousands of jobs that would
otherwise have been elimi.
nated,” and will help the na.
tion’s economy.

‘It will also help ensure that
this country will continue to
play a leading role in the devel-
opment of aerospace tech-
nology,’" Nixon sald.

The measure provides federal
backing for a loan which will
come entirely from private in-
stitutions, and which Lockheed
says it needs to stay solvent.

The 48th vote was cast by
Ben. Marlow Cook, R-Ky., in &
moment of studied drama.

The #&4-yearold Cook, who
last year had cast a decisive
vole agalnst a Supreme Court
nominee, left the floor shortly
before the roll was called. He
returned only after the clerk
had passed his name on the
first round.

With the vote 4848 Cook
stood quietly by his desk sip-
ping a glass of water, walting
for the clerk to call his name
and the whispering and rustling
in the packed galleries to sub-
side.

Sen, John Tower, R-Ky., the
administration’s chief strate-
gist, came forward and whis-
pered to the clerk, pointing at
Cook,

“Mr, Cook," called the clerk.

"Aye,'" sald Cook.

The senator, one of three
swing votes in the defeat of Su-
preme Court nominee G. Har-
rold Carswell a year ago, said
the issue of jobs swung his
vote.

The administration had ar-
gued that 16,000 employes at
Lockheed would have been
thrown out of work, another 14,-
000 at the firm’s suppliers and
subcontractors in 35 states, and
ultimately 80,000 people
throughout the economy.

Vice President Spiro T. Ag-
new was in the presiding offi-
cer's chalr ready to cast the
tie-breaking vote that was not
needed.

“The closeness of this vote,
the fact that it passed only 49-
48, ias remarkable in view of the
pressures that were brought on
senators,’”” sald Sen. Willlam
Proxmire, D-Wis,, who led op-
position to rescuilng Lockheed.

Stoughton made no comment on
what action his office may take
against the 42-year-old, eight-
year veteran of the Bristol po-
liee force. He said that state's
Atty. John D. Labelle will re-
turn from vacation later this
week and that it will take some
time to study the report before
a declsion whether fo prosecute
could be made:

In commenting on the reasons
for his declsion Aronson wrote:
“There was no evidence to cause
(Hewitt) to reasonably believe
that a further chase would have
been unsuccessful. There was al-
so no evidence that McMillan
was armed in any way which
would assist him in avoiding
capture, »

He ulso noted that there were
several routes police could have
followed had McMillan escaped.

“Granted that this procedure
may not be foolproof, but shoot-
ing is certainly absolute ,..

South Viet Planes, U.S. Copters
Virtually Wipe Out Two Villages

SAIGON (AP) — South
Vietnamese fighter-bomb-
ers and U.S. helicopters
virtually wiped out two
enemy-held villages .in
eastern Cambodia today in
a raging, day-long battle.

Rangers attacking the vil-
lages were held up by Intense
enemy rocket, machine-gun and
small-arms  fire, losing two
killed and eight wounded, field
reports sald.

Then South Vietnamese fight-
er-bombers and helicopter
gunships were called In. Assocl-
ated Press photographer Huyen
Cong Ut, with the rangers, sald
the villages were left in flames
after the fighter-bombers un-
loaded canisters of napalm,

Witnesses sald Cambodian ci-
vilians had long fled the wvil-
lages.

By dusk, the rangers had
seized one of the villages and
the North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong were reported fleeing un-
der the heavy pounding by
bombers and helicopter gun-
ships.

There was no immediate re-.

port on' the number of enemy

casualties, but Ut  reported
there were many killed,

Keith and Audrey Dubay are
a well-established couple 'with
four teen-age children’ of their
own, But like several other Bris-
tol families they have a concern
for unwanted children. Before
adopting Kristin they acted as
foster parents for a number of
years,

Thelr concern prompted them

to begin the nine months of in-
vestigation and interviews with
their agency that preceded Kris-
tin's entry into the family.

POUGHKEEPSIE, N.Y, (AP)

‘Inflation Follows Path
From Steel, Rail Accord

By JOHN CUNNIFF

NEW YORK (AP) — A last-
minute wage nagreement has
averted a threatened ateel
strike but it leaves unresolved
the problem of how the nation
can deal with inflationary ex-
pectations.,

Unless some miracle of pro-

d ductivity can be achieved—and

the steel industry is hardly the
one in which miraclies may be
expecled—the agreement will
force up prices of numerous
manufactured Items,

Price Increases already have
been announced for basic steel.
Manufacturers who use sleel
may be expected to follow with
their own.

The three-year, 31 per cent
increase comes as no surprise,
It follows a pattern. In the first
half of the year wage Increases
for all industries averaged 31.6
cents an hour.

Could the steelmen be asked
to take anything less than the
agreements their union reached
earlier with other industries?
This s the problem that
plagues unlons, management
and government today. Burned
by~ past Inflation and acutely
conscious of its continued exis-
tence, workers demand protec-
tion for the future,

Unlon leaders, no matter how
broadminded, can hardly be ex-
pected to séek less than what
they feel is obtainable. To do
80, even in the name of states-
would be to break
faith with their membera.

The parallel situation for the
steel companies Is whether they
should, for the good of the
country, refrain from raising
prices or, because of their obli-
gations to shareholders, protect

their profits.

Suggesting
hardly perplexed them waa the
speed with which U.8, Steel an-
nounced an 8 per cent incresse
for most products less than 24
hours after signing an agree-
ment with the steelworkers,

Inflationary paychology ls one
of the most persistent symp-
toms of the current ailment,
however. The feeling i held
strongly that everything will be
higher tomorrow.

Meanwhile, news from the
Labor Department offers little
hope for miracles of productiv-
Ity. Output per man hour rose
sharply in the first quarter of
the year And while it contin.
ued to rise In the next three
months, the rate In manufac-
turing industries fell from 5.3

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
bill to extend the military draft
has hit & House snag that
apparently ices any chance of
congressional approval before
Septomber.

The bill was tentatively
pulled off today's House calen-
dar because of a palilamentary
tangle over opening up the
House-Benate compromise mea-
sure to specific challenges.

Congress begins a vacation
Friday and won't be back until
Sept. 8. Antiwar senalors gare
set to fillbuster the bill when it
clears the House.

The old draft law expired
June 30, and draft officials say
if a new law Is not enacted
soan they will have to use their
remaining authority to call up
some men who were deferred
under-the previous statute,

Meanwhile, draft officials to-
day made preparations to stuft
brightly colored capsules with
numbers and birth .dates iIn
preparation for Thursday’s
scheduled draft lottery.

The lottery will determine
draft priority for men who turn
19 this year. It is being held on
the assumption Congress even-
tuslly will extend the draft an-
other two yedrs.

A conference committee I8
created anytime the House and
Senate pass different versions
of the same bill. The committee
must compromise the differ-
ences, but cannot add language
of its own or change something
both houses have agreed on.

The Rules Committee action
would allow challenges to the
Oct, 1 effective date for the

houses had voted it to start the

The conference committee
had Ymited that draft.ex-
emption provision to relatives
of persons killed in the Vietnam
war.

Senate Democratic Leader
Mike Mansfleld has eaid the

The major hangup on the
draft bill for months has been
attempts by the Senate to tack
on a provision seeking U.8,
withdrawal from Vietnam.

General Steel Hike

Seen in Raw Product

PITTSBURGH (AP) — More
steelmakers are expected to
follow the lead of U.8. Steel
and announce price increases

averaging 8 per cent,

The hikes, which apply to al-
most every kind of raw steel
product, seem certain to trig-
ger subsequent price jumps in
a wide variety of consumer
items ranging from keys to
‘cars, though probably not for at
least a few months.

The White House sald it was
questionable whether the price
hikes were in the steel in-
dustry’s ‘‘long run interest,’"
but made no immediate move
to force a rollback of the in-
creases,

Deputy presidential preas
secretary Gerald L. Warren
said he could not predict what
action, if any, the White House

U.8. Steel, the nation's No. 1
ateel producer, sald the- in-
creases announced Monday
were required to offset the
near-record cost of the In-
dustry’s new contract with the
AFL-CIO United Steelworkers
of America. The unlon had ac-
cepted the contract, which calls
for a 30 per cent pay increase
spread over three years barely
12 hours before.

Within hours of U.S8. Steel's
announcement, four more of
the nation’s 10 largest ateel pro-
ducers posted almost identical
price hikes of their own. The
four were second-ranked Beth-
lehem 8teel, third-ranked Re-
public, fifth.-ranked Armco and

eighthranked  Youngstown
Sheet & Tube,

All the increases are to be-
come effective gradually, with
the first round of hikes to be
applied to orders Thursday and
the last on Dec, 1.

The nation’s Big Three auto
makers—Ford, Chrysler and
General Motors—all declined
comment on what effect the
price increases might have on
car costs, but one indusiry
source said the hikes might not
be passed on to customers until
well into the 1072 model year.
Similar opinions . were ex-
pressed by appliance industry
sources, - ‘

The auto source noted that
carmakers  stockplled steel
heavily earller this year in an-
ticipation of a strike and had
an average six-week supply on
hand.

Moreoever, he sald the in-
crease In the prices of sheet
and strip steel, the moat impor-
tant on the auto assembly lines,
wouldn't become effective until
Dec, 1, allowing for even more
stockplling.

The new steelworkers con-
tract, one of the richest ever
won from the country’s steel
manufacturers, calls for a min.

Of Welfare
By Ribicoff

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen.
Abrgham Ribicoff,, D-<Conn.,
called Monday for an adminis-
tration appraisal of 168 federal

antl.poverty programs costing
$81 billion a year.

Ribicoff told Welfare Secre-
tary Elllott L. Richardson he
wants them ranked in order of
priority and evaluated on thelr
effectivencss in
Americans from poverty.

Ribicoff, former secretary of
Health, Education and Welfare,
sald there are 255 million
Americans with annual income
below the established poverty
level, He sald it would take
$20.8 bllllon to put them &ll
above the poverty line,

He gald, however, that per-
sons In poverty already are re-
celving from earnings and oth-
er pources $18.5 billion a year,
so it would take only $11.4 bil-
lion more to bring everybody
out of poverty.

Ribicoff sald he wanted the
information for use by the Sen-
ate Finance Committee in con.
sldering the House-passed so-
cial security -welfare reform
bill, which he sald falls to satis-
fy completely every member of
the committee.

Richardson sald he would try
to comply with the request be-
fore the committee resumes its
hearings on the bill in mid-Sep-
tember after the month-long
Congresslonal summer recess
beinning Friday.

Riblcoff was critical of the
administration-backed bill In
that it would provide a $2,400
minimum income to an elderly
couple, and the same to a fami-
ly of four.

He sald $2,400 a year is the
poverty level for a couple, but
$1,600 short of the line for a
family of four.

The senator sald an appralsal
of existing programs by OEO,
the Labor and Welfare Depart-
ments, the President and his
budget office might identify $11
billlon worth of least effective
programs that could be elimi-
nated and the money given to
the poor.

Gary Latham of Columbla Uni.
versity’'s Lamont-Doherty Geo-
logical Laboratory, was study-
ing the data late Monday and
was unavailable for comment,

But before the crash he sald
detection by the Apollo 12 and
14 instruments would be strong
evidence that present theories
about the interior of the moon
are correct.

““We will record it at Apollo
12 and 14 sites if our present
model for propagation in deep
material Is correct,” he sald.
“If it's not correct, we will not
see it at those stations. So that
observation—do we see it or do
we not see it—is very, very im-
portant.”

These theories are that the
moon's interfor ls a broken,
crumbled material that scatters
the waves Intensely and the
material 'becomes more dense
with increasing depth.

Crashes of previous lunar
landers“ and spent S4B booster
rockets have been only short
distances from ‘ selsmometers.
As a result, selsmic waves they
generated gave data on the In-
terior of the moon to a depth of
only about 50 miles.

But . detection of selsmic
waves generated by the crash
of an object 700 miles away
might give soundings as deep
s 150 miles.

Data from other experiments
has suggested there might be a
mantle or lunar shell at this
depth, Detection of the mantle,
if it exiots, would help in deter-
mining if the moon ever had a
liquid core.

He add-
ed that another way to look at
it is that the commission was
elected to look after “your busi-
ness'’ implying there should be
trust,

Mrs, Mary McNally, chairman
of the Citizens to Improve Tol-
land's Environment, suggested
the requirement for an agenda
would improve the functioning
of the commission, that they
would then be prepared in ad-
vance to answer questions which
do come up about specific items.

. Moore Given Green Light

In Road, Drainage Study

The Town Council last night
gave Town Manager Dennis
Moore the authority to request
the State Highway Department
for the transfer of funds from
town ald maintenance funds to
a special account for the first
phase of a road and drainage
study.

Walter Fuss and Glenn Mirtl
of Griswold and Fuss, town en-
rineers, presented a proposal
for a survey and study of sur-
face water drainage and road
ccnditions to the council on
July 22,

The first step will cost $13,-
000, Ancther stage will be add-
ed to the study costing $12,000;
the engineers ‘calculated the
study would take two years.

The Planning and Zoning
Cemmission also requested that
the council grant funds to com-
plete the subdivision regula-
tions relating to water supplies.

These regulations were also
presented by Fuss describing
that “this phase of subdivision
control is a long overlooked
area in most communities and
one which could have a signifi-
cant future economic impact
cn persons residing within a
tewn.™

The council decided to trans-
fer the matter to the financial
committee for further study.

Cecunellman Hugh Thomas
commented ‘that he feels that it
fs “not feasible to go ahead
with the Lake St. project’ this
year, due to the cosis of
studles and the vacant Road
Fereman position.

Moore stated that a new road
fcreman has not yet been se-
lected and he gave no time as
to when the town would hire
one,

He also reported on the status
of the federal work-study pro-
gram in which he plans to hire
three students from UConn.

The program provides for
payment of 80 per cent of the
students’ wages while the par-
ticipating agency pays the re-
maining 20 per cent, The high-
est wage a student would re-
celve working for Coventry
would be $2.25 per hour, with
Coventry's cost at 45 cents an
hour. A student must demon-
strate the financial need for
such employment to qualify for
the program,

Moore Is looking for students
to fill three positions: Adminis-
trative intern, administrative
intern to road foreman and fi-
nancial clerk. The administra-
tive intern will be fllled by a
political science or ‘government
student ‘“‘who will assist me
(Moore) in various research
projects which require more
study and time than I am able
to give." The intern would as-
sist In the preparation of the
budget, of maintaining finan-
cial records, compilation of de-
partmental procedure manuals,
and personnel rules,

The intern to the road fore-
man will be from the Univer-
gity's civil engineering depart-
ment., The student would assist
in general record keeping for
the department as well as de-
signing and mainteining rec-
ords governing the use of equip-
ment and equipment repair.

The last position would be
that of financial clerk who
would be responsible for assist-
ing in payroll, purchase orders,
payment of bills and Central-
ized Supply Store.

Moore explained to the coun-
cil the difficulty he was having
in appointing a bullding Inspect-
or.

The town charter requires
that the building inspector be
appointed from the top three
candidates chosen on the basis
of competitive examination. The
Municipal Services Division of
the State Personnel Department
has given such examinations for
other positions, but when Moore
contacted the department, he
was Informed that this is the
responsibility of the state build-
ing inspector.

However, upon calling the of-
fice of the state bullding inspec-
tor, the town manager was told
that no more than three people
could be examined. After all the
number was then cut down to
two, and, Moore sald, in his last
applications were received, this
conversation with that oftice, he
was told that only one could be
examined.

‘I found the situation very
frustrating,'' explained. Moore,
“The town s not equipped to
conduct such examinations, the
State Municipal Services Divi-
sion did not have the authority
to give the exams, and the
bullding inspector's office was
not equipped.'

8ix letters have been sent to

candidates for the position in-
forming them of an oral test
given by a panel on*Aug. 12; the
panel was formed by Moore.
The person chosen as building
inspector will be required to
take an exam and schooling to
be certifled as building inspec-
tor. He can work for the town
while attending school.

The council authorized the sale
of school bonds in the amount of
$800,000.

When the funds were firm ap-
proved (1868) for the bullding of
the Captain Nathan Hale School,
the Board of Belectmen and
Town Treasurer were authoriz-
ed to sign the necessary bonds.
Due to pending legisiation, the
bonds were not sold. The legisla-
tion has now been adopted and
the town must seil the bonds.

The council will ¢ontact John
Anderson, state entomologist,
requesting a survey of the gypsy
moth situation in town. The sur-
vey would consist of an egg
count showing the potential prob-
lem for coming years.

The gypsy moth larvae at-
tacked trees In several differ.
ent parts of town this summer
including the Nathan Hale For-
est and SBeagrove Road areas.

Expected Tomorrow

The motion requesting that
bond be aset for Roy Darwin on
which he could be released
pending a third possible trial
Is expected to be heard in Tol-
Innd County Superior Court to-
morrow, according to Darwin's
attorney, Special Public De-
fender John F. Shea Jr.

There are just two days set
aside for criminal matters dur-
ing August and Judge William
P. Barger will preside at these,
It is expecled that Darwin will
be present. The amount of the
bend s determined by thé judge
nlthough” the state's attorney
makes o recommendation, and
the defense attorney usually
makes his own request for a
specific amount,

There has been no informa-
tion announced as to whether or
not the state will proceed with
o third trial and Atty. Shea sald
he must assume that they will
until he hears otherwise.

Part of the evidence used In
each of Darwin's first two trials
has been ruled out by higher
ccurt declslons when these con-
victions were appealed.

Darwin waa first convicted In
1964 of the 1083 slaying of 17-
year-old Hope Rothwell of Bol-
ton after a 4-H committee meet-
ing In Rockville which both at-
tended, The United States Su-
preme Court ruled a confeasion
and partial re-enactment used
ns evidence In this trial involun-
tary and ordered a new trial.

This also resulted in a convie-
tion for second degree murder
for" Darwin and was again ap-
pealed by Shea, This time the
state’s Supreme Court ruled
that & motion to suppress evi-
dence should have been grant-
ed, because dustings and a
blcod-stained car seat had been
illegally selzed.

Shea had argued against al-
lowing this evidence even dur-
ing the second trial after his
motion to suppress was denled,
He argued on the basis that
knowledge of the dustings es.
pecially had been obtalned as
the result of a first search war-
rant which had been ruled In-
valid. During the course of the
second trial the three - judge
panel upheld the denial of the
motion,

However, the state's high
court in a decision annoynced a
few weeks ago determined that
Darwin did have the right to
challenge this warrant even
though he hadn't done so at the
first trial. It interpreted the in-
tent of the U.8, Court, in order-

ing the second trial, to have a
completely new trial, including
such challenges. R

If there is a third trial there
will be more evidence about
which to ~argue admissibility.
The ground rules concerning
Sheriff Paul Sweency's lesti.
mony of Darwin's alleged con-
fession to him were reviewed
to some extent in the fairly long
Supreme Court decislon, The
justices left to the next pourt
the declflon ns to whether or
not thig nlleged confession sat-
isfied all the tests of voluntari-
ness and whether or not a prior
warning of ‘his right to remain
silent or to have counsel with
him would still apply.

The state court declded that
even without the suppressed
evidence “we cannot say that
the trial court could not have
found the defendant guilty on
all the other evidence.”

Whether or not the stale's at-
torney of Tolland County thinks
80 will determine what happens
next In a case that is almost
elght years old.

Everybody bemoans the spiral, but
nobody, not even the best intentioned
clement in business or labor, seoms able
to hait it. No one is going to be—and no
one, for that matter ever feels able to
afford to be — the one who stops reach-
Ing for his necessary share of the ad-
vance and thus lets somebody else get
ahead of him. .

It used to be, way back in the
ages dark, that a decline in business se-
vere enough would eventually force
everybody into retrenchment, with a de-
cline in consumption leading to a decline
in production leading to & decline in
wages and a decline in profits,

Now everything works quite the other
way, and the summer of 1871, in which
we have a worrisome amount of unem-
ployment and in which the general busi-
ness indices could be a lot more cheer-
ful than they are is nevertheless a sum-
mer in which higher wage contracts and
the higher prices everybody is going to
pay for the goods produced under these
wages advance hand in hand.

When they do this without a strike, we
call it good news.

On The Sidewalks Of New York

Last -July 6, & 17-year-old youtlr was
walking down e street in the Bronx
with a group of friends, As he walked,
a police car cruised by. Inside the po-
lice car was & civilian who hed been the
witness to a day-time sidewalk mugging
which had taken place in the nelghbor-
hood just an hour before.

The two
patrolmen themselves sald they had
their doubts from the start, but had no
choice but to make the arrest after the
identification by the witnesses. >

Really Bad Compromise Tax Bill

There are many things wrong with the
so-called ‘compromise’” tax package
which some Democratic leaders in the
Connecticut legisiature want to impose
on the people of the state in place of the
new income tax.

The three major faults are:

1 ~— It is a patchwork which does not
face up to the state's need for a realistic
progressive revenue structure.

2 — It bears (nordinately hard on
those of low and fixed income, especial-
ly those whose principal income is from
social security, and on those who are un-
employed because of the current reces-
slon.,

3 — At the other end of the income
scale, it packs o wallop for those who
rely on dividends and capital gains in.
come from equity Iinvestments, but
doesn’t touch, except in a minimal way,
those with much larger incomes from
salaries or professional fees.

The basic provisions in this '‘compro-
mise’ are a 6 per cent sales tax and a
10 per cent tax on dividends and capital
gains

But that is not the whole story — nor
is the whole story yet clear because the
promoters of this ‘‘compromise’ which
was rejected in the legislature June 80,
still have to put the bHl In final form.

The sales tax would not go up merely
from b5 to 6 per cent. It would be extend-
ed to such services now exempt, as elec-
tric, water and gas bills, It would also
tax most non:professional services, sych
as cleaning and pressing.

It would also call for an increase In
the cigarette tax by four cents a pack.
If you smoke a pack a day, that's near-
ly $156 more a year.

The ‘“‘compromise’” would also iIn.
crease the gasoline tax by 2 cents a gal-
lon, with the money going to the general
fund instead of the highway fund.

It would be a nickel here, a dime
there, a guarter or more now and then—
day after day after day,

. The unemplcyment check the jobless
worker recelves or the soclal security
one penny to cover the extra taxes, in
check the retired receive will not go up
some cases up to $5 or $10 a month,
which such a package will extract from
individuals, older couples and large
families, as well as from those more
able to pay.

The ‘‘compromise’” I8 a bad plan
which ought to be rejected if it again
reaches the floor of the House or Benate.

CAIRO — Notwithstanding
glaring setbacks for Egypt's
President Anwar Sadat In U.S.
fallure thus far to budge Israel,
he has sent a ‘private message to
Washington asking continued
mediation for an interim Suez
Canal gettlement.

That message tells much about
8adat, considering the fact that
his gamble on U.8. peace ef-
forts has not paid off one meas-
ly piaster since last summer's
ceasefire. It tells, first, that he
is now solidly perched, surround-
ed by trusted advisers and un-
concerned by political enemies,
It also signals President Nixon
that, despite some precarious
Washngton-Cadro divlomacy,
Sadat is still unwilling to believe
that the U.8. cannot persuade
little Israel to begin to liquidate
the 1907 takeover,

Sadat’s good faith cannot be
questioned at this moment, what-
ever the dispute about his de-
mand for a total Jsraell with-
drawal from one-tenth of Egypt's
territory.

But his private message to
Washington is revealing in other
ways. Even if he wanted to as-
mault Taraell positions along the
Suez Canal In force, he could do
little more than draw a pinprick
of blood. His army has not even
engaged in maneuvers above the
brigade level. Coordination be-
tween his infantry divisions and
his mix armored and mechanized
divisions, vital to a major c¢rosas-
canal operation, acarcely exlsts.
His air force, so much feared
by Sen. Henry M. Jackson of
Washingtor, has had disastrous
trouble with M#s aerial combat
training exercisea because of ac- .
cidents and mistakes. .

The highly touted Soviet-made
MIG-23 numbera fewer than aix
in this country and they are ap-
parently here for Soviet test fly-
ing, not Egyptian aggression.
Moreover, there {s reason to be-
lleve that Moscow had laid down
a hard rule here which may be
summed up in one phrase: ‘No
surprises!’”

Yankee

Mediocrity loves company,
and we in Connecticut can
take a sort of genial cheer in
a report the Wall Street Jour-
nal made, the other day, on
the state of the Legislature in
the state of Pennsylvania,

Jack H. Morris, the Journal
gtaff reporter, described the
way the Pennsylvania House
comea to order, as followa:

‘“The 208 House members
mill about the giant room lke
cattle in a pen. A dozen sepa-
rate conversations and de-

bates are taking place at once.
Clerks scurry to and fro, Lob-
byists strain against the bronsze
railing at the rear of the cham-
ber in an effort to buttonhole
a few last votes.Although the
noise rivals that of a rock con-

" oert, two elderly legislators

manage to fall asleep at their
desks. The House Speaker
races through the first few
pages of the agends with the
speed of an auctioneer. In
fact the pace is such that men
-are ‘recognized’ who aren't
present and votes are record-
ed that have not been cast . . .

“In place of public debate,
the representatives and their
50 counterparts in the atate
Senate, engage in closed-door
caucuses,"

This Legislature, after refus-
ing for many years to do so,
adopted a state income tax last
March, which the state courts
then held unconstitutional. As
& result, “Pennsylvania has
once again been forced to stop-
gap funding to keep the wheels
of government turning in the
current fiscal year, which be-
gan July 1, . . .

“Brinkmanship has become a
way of life in Pennsylvania;
budgetary heel-dragging by the
legislature last year forced the
state to'live on emergency ap-
propriations for eight months.
In addition, the latest fiscal
crisls has once again cut short
the Legislature's vacation
plans—an unhappy event since
the body has been In year-
round session for the past six
years.

“Fiscal crisis and other im-
portant matters brought before
the Pennsylvania Legialature
are rarely subjected to public
debate. . . . As a result, the ill-
fated Income tax passed the
House after only 15 minutes of
perfunctory debate., As with
other {ssues, what scrutiny the
bill received took place-behind
the closed doors of the party
caucuses, , . ., .

“S8ince party leaders rarely
allow an lssue to come out of
caucus until there are suffi-
clent votes to pass it, House
Majority Leader K. Leroy Ir-
vis, a Pittsburgh Democrat,
says he isn't concerned over
the Legislature's lack of deco-
run. ‘What takes place on the
floor is a postscript,’ he says.
‘By then everything has been
decided and we know what the
vote will be.'’’

The firat thing obvious about
the Wall Street Journal ac-
count of what happens at Har-
risburg is the near:parallels to
the way things happen at
Hartford, which might, we sup-
pose, be some kind of conso-
lation tothose who have an in-
stinct to defend the Connec-
ticut Legislature.

Things aren't so much worse
here in Connecticut than they
are elsewhere.

If that is a melancholy kind
of solace, to be gained from
locking at the negative side of
things, It Is more comfort
than is to be gained from the
proposals which are consider-
ed potential remedies, in Penn-
sylvania, and in Connecticut.
Mediocre as a legislature is, it
can be reformed into some-
thing still worse. Those who
are waiting for the blessings of
annual instead of blennial ses-
slons to descend upon Connec-
ticut are free to contemplate,
for instance, the apparent re-
sult of continual sessioning at
Harrisburg.

Diplomats W eight Impact
Of Nixon Visit to China

(AP) — The diplomatic com-
munity s working overtime
trying to assess the impact of
President Nixon's plan to visit
China,

One expert in big power rela-
tions sees the Nixon-China con-
tact marking the end of a
‘‘hipolar’’ world of two super-
powers and the beginnings of a
far more complex
lineup, He welcomes the Nixon
{nitlative as signifying a policy
based on fact rather than wish.
ful thinking.

John G, Stoeasinger, director
of the political affairs division
at the United Nations, says fall-
ure in the past to distinguish
fiction from reality produced
American disasters. That is the
theme of his book ‘‘Nations In
Darkness: China, Russia,
America,” published today by

. Random House.

In a conversation at his U.N,
office Stoessinger, a professor
of political science at the City
University of New York, sald it
is his opinion that if events do
not abort the trip Nixon will
have made a deep mark upon

. world history.

What could prevent the trip?
Any one of a number of devel-
opments, but the most serious
threat, Stoeszinger feels, is the
current asituation in the Asian
subcontinent, There, he #says,
Hes & menace to Asia far more
dangerous than Indochina, the
possibility of an India-Pakistan
war. That would be much less
susceptible to Soviet or Ameri-
can mediation than was the
brief conflict of 1065.

“Of all the Asian situations,”
he says,
one poses the greatest threat to
the Nixon plans.'

But if the plans succeed, he
adds, the United States stands
to gain: There may or may not
be =& perceptible impact on
Vietnam, but in any case the
United States c¢an achieve
much more maneuverabllity,

As the power triangle devel-
opa, Stoessinger feels, America,
China and Russia each will be

_in position to tip the balance by

slding with one of the others,
Thus the changes would prom-
ise 2 measure of future stabil-
ity.

Stoessinger's book s a
searching exposition of the
idea. He argues that the United
States has been the victim of
fts own self-deception, leading
to irrational behavior and ca-
lamity.

An inflated American self-im.
age at the time of the Korean
War led Gen. Douglas Mac-
Arthur to consider U.8. forces
invincible, he says, and mis-
reading of the adversary's pow-
er and potential caused the
U.8.

There are, llkewise, dangers
of misreading an adversary's
character and his Intentions,
and Stoessinger claims this was

By Taxpayers

A second "Tax Protest Rally,"
a repeat of one held four weeks
ago, has been called for Thurs-

day noon, on the grounds of the
State Capitol by the Taxpayers'
Assoclation of Connecticut.

Thursday s the day the legis.
lature meets to consider repeal
of the state Income tax and the
possible adoption of a substitute
tax package.

A noon rally July 7 to protest
the income tax attracted about
1,000 persons, many of them
employed in nearby office build-
ings and on their lunch hour. E.
Steve Pearl of Manchester,
president of the state assoola-
tion, had predicted that 10,000 to
20,000 persons would attend. He
said he was encouraged by the
enthusissm of those present and,

following the speeches, he led
several hundred of them In a
march around the State Capitol,
all shouting, *Veto! Veto!"

At the time of the July 7 pro-
test rally, the income tax bill
was stil]l pitting on the gover-
nor's desk, unsigned. At 10:20
the next morning, the bill be-
came law, without the gover-
nor's signature. Gov. Thomas
Mesk#ll had refused to sign It
and had refused to veto it.

Circulars distributed through-
out the state call for a “Tax Re-
volt” on Thursday. “If you
don't show up, don't expect re-
gults," the circulars say. ''It's
up to you. Remember—the fed-
eral income tax started at one
per cent."

In Dredged Union Pond

Unlon Pond may some day
soon again suport flsh life and
maybe even a small colony of
malilard ducks, if the predictions
of a representative of the BState

Board of Fisheries and Game
are correct,

With the recent completion of
{improvements  lo, the town's
sewer system resulting in the
elimination of sewage overflow
into Center Springas Pond, that
pond may also be stocked again.

Richard Modlin visited Union
pond recently with William
O'Nelll, director of public works,
to.evaluate the amount of dredg-
ing which would be required to
provide water deep enough to
support fish life in the pond.

Modlin sald today that n depth
of 6 to 10 feet would support
trout, At lenst that depth s
needed because trout are deli-
cate fish and require the cool-
ness of deeper water to survive.

If after dredging work at the
pond is completed, conditions
are favorable, Modlin says he
will try to set up a stocking pro-
gram there.

O'Nelll says the dredging
work, which s scheduled to be.
gin soon, will probably be done
with a drag line. A drag line is
n bucket at the end of a cable
which 1s extended from a crane
and used to dig up material.

Of primary concern at Unlon
Pond are the layers of paper
fibre at the pond’'s southern tip
which have collected over the
years from paper plants along
Lydall Brook which up until the
opening recently of the second-
ary sewage (treatment plant,
dumped this material into the
brook.

A total of $16,000 is available
for the Union Pond dredging.
An appropriation of $3,000 was
initlally made for a limited
amount of work there. After a
drive spearheaded by the Man-
chester Jaycees, the additional
$13,000 was included by the
Board of Directors in the 1971
72 General Fund Budget so that
all of the proposed work could
be done while the pond is empty
for repairs to the pond dam.

O'Nelll's plans call for piling
some of the dredged material
off the shore of the pand to
form an lsland. Other material
will be used to build a cause-
way. The causeway will section
off a portion of the pond bottom
which will be drained in the
summer and used as playing

Sisco Proposes

Israeli Pullbac

JERUSALEM (AP) — Asst,
Secretary of State Joseph J.

Newest Route
Outlined For
Expressway

HARTFORD (AP) — The state
transportation department an-
nounced plans Monday to bulld
an interstate highway about 500
feet east of Metropolitan District
Commission (MDC) Reservoir 8
in West Hartford,

These plans, and a map show-
ing the latest thinking of the
department, were unvelled by
Transportalion Commissioner A,
Earl Wood.

They brought an immediate
pledge for a continued fight
against the route from State
Sen. Jay Jackson and a atate-
ment from Gov. Thomas J, Mes-
kill that his campaign promise
to keep the road from running
“through the reservolr'' meant
‘‘through' the water, not near
it

Wood, who had kept the plans
secret, agreed to make them
public after Sen. Jackson threat.
ened to subpoena him if the
secrecy were maintained.

The plans show the road fol-
lowing the ridge line on the
Avon-West Hartford town lne
end then swinging east just
south of Reservolr 6. It skirts
within 500 feet of the reservoir,
which supplies water to some
385,000 residents of ‘the capitol
region,

This route, Wood sald, is
about 200 feet further east from
the reservoir than earlior state
plans. He sald ¢ will not
pollute the reservoir and that
drainage from the road will go
away from the water supply.

Jackson, a West Hartford
Democrat, successfully spon-
sored legislation to prohibit the
Transportation Department from
putting the highway east of Res-
ervolr 6. The legisiation was ve-
toed by Gov. Meskill and the
Senate sustained the viio Mon-
day.

Tony Hold-
stock, an aotor in the company,

“I was managing a public

house, which is a beer parlor,
when one night some chaps and
young girls came in and said
they had been to ses a play,”
Mansaley/Dawson  said. ‘‘They
were saying if the acting com-
pany couldn't * do beiter than
that, they wouldn't go to the
theater again because they could
do better themselves. They were
bragging on that they could, so
I offered the challenge: Jf you
think you can do . better, let's
have a go.”

A British farce, ‘‘Fools' Par-
adise,” was the Players’ first
production, It was staged in a
church hall with a seating cap-
aclty of 150-200. However the
church had no stage so the troop
had to make #2 own apd recon-
vert the place into a church
again after the play’s one-week
run,
‘“We designed the stage, we
mads ‘all the lighting equipment
ourselves, wo more or less start.
ed from scratch,” sald Mansley-
Dawson. He happily noted that
the production was a ‘‘great suc-
cens,"”

‘The Miracle Worker’

‘“The Miracle Worker,"” the
story of Helen Keiler, was next
on the agenda, A London produc-
tion had won the pralse of a
friend who was also chaplain
with the Coventry and Warwick-
shire Aseociation of the Deaf,

During the festlvitles a Lon-
don producer came to Coventry
to stage a set of ‘‘mystery
plays" in the new cathedral,
These plays are based upon
Biblical events and date back to
medieval days. Each large
town has {ts own set of mystery
plays, many of which are still
performed in Old English, he
said.

““This led to another joint ef-
fort between the Rainbow Play-
ers and the Coventry Cathe.
dral,” he continued,

The tirst production done in
the cathedral by the Players 18
months after thelr start, was a
play caded “Christ in a Con-
crete City”.

Reader, who has appeared on
the American stage, writes a
gang show for production in
London each year, and any
scouting group may use the ma-
terial without paying & copy-
right fee. The shows are “big
spectaculars,' costing $6,000 to
$7,000 for a one-week run, and
usually pack the 2,000 - seat
house in Coventry, sald Hold-
stock.

‘When the two return to Eng-
land, Holdstock will appear as
an American in a North Coun-
try farce and Mansley Dawson
will produce the musical ‘“‘Fun-
ny Girl"”.

NLRB Ruling
Favors UAC
On Rehiring

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
National Labor Relations Board
has ruled by a vote of 3-2 that
the United Alrcraft Corp. may
refuse to reinstate with back pay
employes who were not recalled
after thelr strike in 1960.

SAIGON (AP) — Vice Presi-
dent Nguyen Cao Ky asked the
Supreme Court today for &
place on the Oct. 3 presidential
ballot, but his petitions lacked
38 of the 100 necessary certified
endorsements by provincial
councllmen.

“I have not given up,” Ky
told a news conference. “I am

still fighting. T will fight until &

the last minute,

If the court rejects his peti-
tions, Ky sald, “‘then we will
see what happens.'

Minutes later, retired Gen.
Duong Van  “Big”  Minh,
who filed his .qualifying peti-
tions last week, announced his
support of Ky's attempts to get
on the ballot.

A spokesman for Minh said it
was '‘unthinkable that the vice
president of the country should
not be able to run for presi-
dent.”*

“It reflects: on the whole
democratic process. It means
that the vice president can be
pushed around not only by the
president but by a mere prov-
ince chief,” he added,

Ky's failure to qualify would
make the electlion a two-man

race between President Nguyen
Van Thieu and Minh.

The vice president accused
Thieu of trying to block his
candidacy and called this ‘‘an
obvious and undeniable trav-
esty of the democratic pro-
cess."

He conceded that his petition
was partly an appeal to public
cpinion, and his aides acknowl-
edged that they do not expect
the court to accept his candida-

y.

Ky circulated a lst of 102
councilmen he sald had signed
for him, but he said 40 of them
had been forced to endorse
Thieu earller, He asked the
court to award these to him. He
charges that Thieu used pres-
sure to collect signatures which
he d'd not need and at the
same time prevent province
chiefs and mayors frcm certify-
ing endorsements given to Ky.

Ky arrived at the Supreme
Court 2% hours before the fil-
ing deadline for candldates, at
the head of & 15 car. convoy
that included a group of alr
force police serving as his per-
sonal security detachment.

Ky smiled but remained si-
lent as he made his way into
the heavily guarded bullding

thorugh a crowd of pushing,
shouting newsmen.

Ky had been reported plan-
ning to file his petitions even if
they were Bhort of the number
of endorsements .required by
the new election law which the
National Assembly adopted un-
der strong pressure from
Thieu,

Ky was expected to accom-
pany this gesture with a charge
that many provinclal coun-
climen and national assem-
blyman were forced by Thieu
to sign blank petitions even be-
fore the law was passed and thus
their endorsements of the presi,
dent's candidacy were invalld.
A court ruling in Ky's favor
could open the way for many of
these to switch thelr endorse-
ments to Ky, who was said to
be about 17 signatures shy of
the necessary 100.

Nixon:
China Talks
Won’t Mean
End of War

WASHINGTON (AP)—
President Nixon cautioned
today that his talks in
China will not lead to an
immediate end of the Viet-
nam war,

But, he said at a news confer-
ence, when he meets with Chi-
nese leaders every ‘‘hard prob-
lem"” facing the two nations
and the world will be subject to
discussion.

Speaking to newsmen
crowded around his desk, Nixon
described China as ‘‘potentially
the most powerful nation in the
world."” He sald ‘‘there cannot
be world peace unless there is
communication’' between China
and the United States.

Nixon sald there are ‘‘no con-
ditions” and ‘‘no deals' with
the Communist Chinesg about
the subjects of discussion,

‘*We will discuss any point of
difference that might affect the
peace of the world,"” he sald.

About 80 newsmen were sum-
moned into the Oval Office for
the unanticipated press session.
Nixon, flelding questions easlly,
also made these points:

Spacemen Ready
To Return Home

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP)—Apollo 15’8 as-

David R, Scott, James B. Ir-
win and Alfred M. Worden will
complete the experiments in
their flying & lénce lab when
they kick the satellite loose at
4:10 p.m. EDT.

At 5:20 p.m. they plan to trig-
ger the engine of their space-
ship Endeavour to break away
from the grip of lunar gravity
and start the three-day journey
back to earth.

The astronauts were gulet to-
day ns they -busily aimed thelr
camerns and sclentific  In-
atruments at the bleak surface
70 miles below, trying to
squeeze as much knowledge as
possible out of the allen moon.

In one brief exchange Mission
Control told them: “It's been
ralning a lot in Houston, and
you guys will have a lot of
grass-cutting to do when you
get back down here."

“The weather's been good up
here,” Scott commented.

At Misslon Control Center,
experts today remotely switch-
¢d on the television camera
which Scott and Irwin left on
the moon, mounted on their
moon buggy.

They swung it back and forth
and It relayed a sharp picture
of the landscape at Hadley
Base, including the lower half
of the lunar lander Falcon and
the experiments left on the sur-
face.

“"Looks like Boot HIill from a
distance,” one controller sald.
The instruments in the distance
looked like tombstones.

After 14 minutes, the camera
suddenly ceased transmitting.
Efforts to restart it failed. Ex-
perts had no immediate ex-
planation for the loas, Its bat-
teries may have given out.

Scientists had hoped the cam-
ern would retain power at least
until Friday to view an eclipse
of the sun as seen from the
moon.
