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Employment
Rate Shows
‘Sharp Rise

WASHINGTON (AP)—
The totai of Americans at
work climbed sharply to
80.6 million, more than
usual for July, but the na-
tion's jobless rate also
went up because hundreds
of thousands of school
youths flooded into the la-
bor- market, the govern-
ment said today

The report, by the Labor De-
partment's Bureau of Labor
Statistics, sald the unemploy-
ment rate rose from 5.6 per
cent to 5.8 per cent of the work
force,

Total employment rose by 1.2
milion and total unemployment
dipped 160,000 to 5,330,000, But
on a seasonally adjusted basis
and allowing for a 700,000 rise
in the labor force, the bureau
figured it as a 500,000 increase
in jobs and 200,000 rise in
unemployment,

The report appeared to put a
clearer focus on the nation’s
employment plcture since the
bureau's June report, when an
unusually early survey week
fell with many youths still in
school,

“Employment rose in July,
but not enough to offset the in.
creass in the labor force, and
the unemployment rate eged
up,’” the report sid.

It added that the jobless rise
was ‘among part-time workers
and that the unemployment
rate for fulltime workers held
steady at the 5.3 per cent,

Figured on a seaonally, ad-
justed basis, the bureau said,
total unemployment was up
200,000 for the month, but down
330,000 from May.

‘““The July rise took place pri-
marily among job seekers who
had re-entered the labor fore,”
the report said.

Average hourly eamings for
some 40 milllen rank-and-file
workers remained unchanged
at $8.42 for the third straight
month, but average weekly
earnings fell 35 cents to
$127.22—primarily because of a
drop in the length of the work
week which the bureau attribut.
ed to the nationwide telephone
strike of some 500,000 workers.

The .average weekly pay-
check was up $5.77 or 4.8 per
cent from a year earlier, but a

PUC Ruling

Bus Service Cuts Granted
In New Haven, Hartford

HARTFORD (AP)—The Con-
necticut Company has been
granted permission to drastical-
ly cut its evening and weekend
bus service in New Haven and
Hartford, but the move has only
heightened talk that the com-
pany will soon seek a fare in-
crease,

The permission for the serv-
ice cuts was granted Thursday
by the state Public Utilitles
Commission.

The PUC explained that the
cutbacks in service will be ef-
fective 10 days after the bus
company notifies the PUC and
the public of what changes are
planned. The commission had
not yet been notified Friday,

The decision was only a few
hours old, however, when some
PUC officinls began pointing out
that the company may: ask,
within four months, for a five-
cent Increase in bus fares.

The officials say their pre.
diction is based on the financial
arguments made by the com-

_ pany—which maintains that even

cutting out the unprofitable eve-
ning and weekend runs will
leave the Connecticut Company
in the red.

In Hartford and New Haven,
the reduced scedules mean that
few buses ‘will be running after
8§ p.m. Monday through Friday,
very few will be running on
Saturdays, and only seven routes
will be open on Sunday—all be-
tween § a.m. and 5 p.m.

And even the little remaining
Sunday service may soon be cut
off, The PUC ruled that the
company should carry out & 80-
day Sunday test of service on
the seven routes, including pub-
lication and distribution of
aschedules and maps for bus
runs, to see if the service is
viable.

Some officlals at the commis-
sion said, soon after the de-
cision was made public, that
they expeot the experiment to
fail. And then, they said, they
expect the company to ask for
more money in fares.

The company argued for the
service cuts by saying many
of the routes aren't well enouglr
patronized to make money, and
by arguing that the company
is losing money at its present
level of operations.

Financial data submitted by
the company indicates the firm
would have lost $501,000 in the
next year without the cuts—or
in other words, an expenditure
of $105.22 for every $100 it re-
cefved In income. Even with
the cuts, the company says It
expects to came out in the red,
with expenses of $101.22 for
every $100 in income,

The PUC took motice of this
argument in its declsion, declar-
ing: “It is a baslc principle of
regulatory law that a utility
may not be required to operate
at 8 loss. To do so is to com-

Apollo 15 Spacemen
Hold Ringside Seats
For Eclipse of Sun

SPACE CENTER, Hous-
ton (AP) — Apollo 15's
three moon  explorers,
streaking home for a Sat-
urday splashdown in the
Pacific Ocean, donned
blindfolds today in an-
other quest for informa-
tion about puzzling cosmic
lights that flashed
through their eyes and
brain cells.

David R, Scott, James B. Ir-
win and Alfred M. Worden later
today have ringside seats at a
phenomenon which can he seen
only by space crews: A partial
oclipse of the sun Ly the earth.

Only twice before have space-
men been in position to see the
huge ball that is earth slide
across the face of the sun. The
Apollo 12 and Gemini 12 crews
were In the right place at the
right time.

As the earth moves in front
of the sun, it also will block the
rays of the sun from reaching
the moon, and the astronsuts
plan to photograph the moon at
time of total eclipse.

The three astronauts also
plan an hour-long news confer-
ence late today, answering

questions from newsmen re-
lnyed by Mission Control.

The asgtronauts also con.
ducted the cosmic light —ex-
periment en route to the moon
and Worden did tests while or-
biting the moon alone.

They reported numerous
flashes, mostly pinpoint specks.
Scott and Irwin also reported
the lights while sleeping on the
moon,

On the previous tests, the
cabin was darkened. But Mis-
sion Control instructed the as-
tronauts to leave the lights on
for today's hour-long exercise,

The ground also occasionally
asked Scott to remove his
blindfold for one-minute periods
and then 1o re-don it In an ef-
fort to determine how quickly
he ndapts to the dark. The
flashes ususally do not appear

for several minutes until
spacemen adapt to darkness,

Each called out several
“marks’ as they sighted the
mysterious lights,

With the cabin lghted, all
three reported fewer and less
intense during the hour,

Space gmclentists want to de-
termine the cause of the flashes
of light, which have occurred
mainly in darkness, because of
the potentially harmful effect
they might have on astronauts
on long space flights.

Congress Set to Embark
On Month-Long Vacation

WASHINGTON (AP) — Con-
greas planned to embark on a
month-long summer vacation
today after Senate action on a
measure to keep federsl
agencies In business until Oct.
18,

A House-passed resolution to
fund departments for which
regular money bills remain un-
passed was the most vital of a
series of measures scheduled
for action in the Senate.

The House planned only a
brief session with nothing on
the calendar befors shutting for
the recess which will run until
Sept. 8, two days after Labor
Day.

The Senate cleared the decks
for the recess in a late session
Thursday that saw passage of a
landmark campaign-spending
reform bill and postponement
until Sept. 13 of renewed debate
on the draft-extension bill and
its watered-down call for U.8.
withdrawal from Vietnam,

It also passed 4 militery con-
struction authorization measure
and a bill to permit areas with
high unemployment to get the
same kind of rellef as areas
struck by floods, hurricanes or
other natural disasters,

But for the second straight
night, it put aside a multibil-
lion.dollar bill to extend aid for
higher education and vocational
education amid a behind-the.
scenes jurisdictional dispute
over Indlan education that
could put the entire bill off un-
til after the recess.

The education bill was put on
today's schedule along with a
$i-billjlon measure providing
funds for up to 173,000 public-
service jobs.

Also up for action: The com-
promise version of a $20.8-bll-
llon money bill for the depart-
ments of Labor and Heaith,
Education and Welfare, that ls
$581 million above President
Nixon's budget. The House
passed the bill Thursday.

The House, which completed
most of its work Wednesday,
wotnd up congressional action
Thursday on & measure extend-
ing the life of the Export-Im-
port Bank and relaxing restric-
tions on exports to Communist
countries. The vote was 219 lo
140.

Although the continuing-ap-
propriations resolution was put
off until the last minute, the ap-

propriations situation is much
better than in recent years.

In addition to the Labor-HEW
measure, eight of the 14 regu-
lar money bills have been
enacted, A 10th measure, with
public works funds, has passed
both houses and is awaiting ac-
tion by conferees.

The four others—defense,
military construction, f gn
ald and District of Colum
are awalting passage of author-
ization bills, chiefly the $21-bil-
lion military procurement bill
due for Senate action after the
recess and the forelgn-ald mea-
sure stalematéd in the Senate
Foreign Relations Committee,

upset the White House since it
would probably mean putting
off until the 1972 presidential
election year major adminis.

But the revival of the debate
on the draft bill and the mili-
tary procurement measure
seem llkely to push adjourn-
ment well into November—at
the earliest.

“‘This argument, this was to
be a Republican or Democratic
bill, has disappeared in thin
air," Pastore said shortly be-
fore passage.

Although numerous votes did
follow party lines, Pastore com-
promised readlly on all the ma-
jor issues in hopes of avolding
another presidential veto.

Nixon last year killed a nar-
rower bill that mainly imposed
spending limits on broadecast
ads and repealed section 135a
of the Federal Communications
Act, which has prevented de-
bates between presidential can.
didates. The President objected
because that bill did not cover
all media.

Under the present bill, any
candidate for federal office
could spend no more for politi.
cal advertisement than 10 cents

for each eligible voter in his
district, state or—in the case of
a presidential race—the nation.
Direct mail is exempt from the
provision.

Of the 10 cents, no more than
8 could go to any one media.

This would limit major party
presidential candidates to about
$8.4 million for broadeasting in
1972 compared with more than
$12 million Republicans spent
for Nixon In 1968 and the $6
milion spent by Democrats for
the top of their ticket.

The bill also establishes &
gix-member federal elections
commission to oversee ils pro-
vistons,

Key sticking point in the
House may be equal-time re-
peal, which the Senate, with ad-
ministration backing, made ap-
plicable to all federal candl-
dates in the key compromise.

There is strong opposition in
the House to extending repeal
for any but presidential and
vice presidentinl candidates,
But reliable sources say House
Republicans are not only will-
ing to push for passage of a bill
by October but are willing to
compromise on the equal-time
repeal, possibly by making it
apply only to presidential, vice
presidential and senatorial can-
didates.

Insurors Ask
Relief from Tax

BOSTON (AP) — A group of
life insurance company execu-
tives urged Gov. Francizs W.
Sargent Thurday to support ef-
forts aimed at easing the tax
burden on Massachusetts based
life companies,

James R. Martin, president
of Massachusetts Mutusl Life
Insurance Co.; Abram Collier,
president of New England Life;
Gerhard Bleicken of John Han-
cock Co,, and H. Ladd Plumly,
president of State Mutusl Life,
told the governcr and Lt. Gov.
Donald R. Dwight that the
recent one per cent levy on
thelr companies’ gross in-
vestment income is the highest
insurance tax in the nation,

The tax was part of the $187
milllon tax bill signed into law
by Sargent last month.

Sources said the executives
asked Sargent to support legis-
lation providing for taxation of
insurance companies in a man-
ner similar to the tax program
in Connecticut. Connecticut had
the highest insurance tax in the
nation prior to passage of the
Massachusetts bill.

Also discussed was possible
gubernatorial support for the
continuetion of a plan per-
mitting Massachusetts com-
panies to plck up the tax on out
of state companies and thereby
avoid retaliatory taxes in other
states,

Dwight said afterward that
the-meeting was-a briefing ses-
siocn and no commitments were
made, He sald the meeting also
gserved to ease ''tense feellngs"
that developed when the tax
package was before the legisia-
ture,

Martin declined to discuss the
substance of the meeting, but
he said his company could *'‘not
Hve with" the pgross income
tax

_ S8averal companies, when the
tax was before the legislature,
threatened to move their base
operatlong elsewhere if It was
reached,

4.5 per cent rise in llving costs
over the year wiped out the
gain,

The jobless rate of men
edged up from 4.2 to 4.3 per
cent or a total of 1,663,000. The
rate of women rose from 5.5 to
6.7 per cent with a tolal of
1,020,000. The jobless rate for
teen agers went up from 15.8 to
16,2 with total of 1,727,000,

In a racial breakdown the bu-
eau sald the unemployment
rate for white workers rose
from 6.2 to 58 per cent with a
total of 4,224,000. The rate for
non-white workers, mostly Ne-
groes, went up from 9.4 to 10,1
per cent with a total of
1,108,000, )

Even before the latest figures
were reported, a private econo-
st predicted that the jobless
rate probably would show a
rige,

The bureau said the rise in
total employment on a season-
ally adjusted basis was 500,000
after a' drop of the same
amount the previous month.

Employment improved most
for men and teen-agers, it sald.

There were a total of 44.4
milllon men employed, an all-
time high.

Unemployment rates rose for
professional and technical
workers from 2.1 to 2.8 per
cent, and for sales workers
from 8.8 to 4.7 per cent, The
rate for craftsmen and foremen
went up from 3.9 to 53 per
cent, the highest in that group
since last fall.

The jobless rate for non-farm
laborers dropped from 11.2 to
8.1 per cent, the first time in
the past year it has been below
10 per cent, There was little
change in jobless rates for oth-
er occupation groups, the re-
port said.

The number of long-term
unemployed of 15 weeks or
more rose 140,000 to 1.3 million
and a jobleas rate of 1.8 per
cent for the highest rate in
eight years, the report said.

The average length of job-
lesaness dropped from 12.7
weeks to 11.8 weeks, returning
to about the May level and rep-
resenting the firat decline since
last October, it gaid. The na-
tion's labor force rose 700,000 to
$3.8 million on a seasonally ad.
justed besis, largely reflecting
the rise in school youths seek-
ing summer jobs. The actual
size of the nation's labor force
in July. was 88 million, the re-
port sald.

In the past year, the labor
force has grown by 1.2 million
while total employment has ri-
sen only about 400,000,

The report also sald the num-
ber of Vietnam-era military
veterans in the 20-28 age brack-
et in the labor force was 3.8
million last month, up 525,000 in
the past year. Employment
among the veterans has risen
450,000 to 3.5 milllon over the
year, but their unemployment
totaled 810,000, up 75,000 for the
year and representing a jobless
rate of 8.2 per cent. The jobleas
rate for non-veterans in the
same age bracket was 7.2 per
cent, the bureau sald.

The report sald seasonally
adjusted manufacturing em-
ployment dropped 130,000 to a
total of 18.5 million, the lowest
level in some six years,

HEven before the latest figures
were reported, a private econo-
mist predicted that the jobless
rate probably would show &
rise,

The prediction came Thurs-
day from Woodrow L. Gins-
burg, research director for the
Center for Community Change,
a social and economic action

group.

Ginsburg, in testl before
the Senate-House conomic
Committes, ssid no matter
what the government's jobless
percentage rate shows,
shows the private economy Is
not providing enough jobs,

“There are fewer persons
employed fulitime today than
there were two years ago,"
Ginsburg said, He said 600,000
new jobs were created in that
period but none of them was in
private business or indusiry.

“gtate and local governments
alone account for more than a
700,000 gain in public employ-

« ment in the period,” he sald,

In the over-all economy, Gins-
burg added, there was a two-
year gain of 523,000 in total em-
plcyment to 78,056,000, but a de-
cline of 508,000 fulltime workers
and a rise of 377,000 Americans
working part time because they
can't find fulltime jobs.

He said his analysis covered
through June,

The last report on unemploy-
ment {ssued last month, showed
the sharpest drop in 10 years in
the seasonally adjusted mational
jobless rate, from 8.2 to 5.6 per
cent, but the biggest rise in 10
years in actual number of
unemployed—up 1.1 million to a
total of 6.5 milion.

Bureau of Labor Statistics ex-
perts who compile the figures
sald the seeming contradiction
was largely a statistical quirk
in that the jobless survey fell
early in a week when many
students were stil in school.
Otherwise, many of them would
have been expected to be out
looking for work and lsted as
unemployed {f they hadn't
fcund jobs,

The government report today
on July's figures will be closely
watched by the Economic Com-
mittee. Several committee
members, including its chair-
man, Sen, Willlam Proxmire,
D-Wis., have been demanding
that President Nixon take
strenger action against inflation
and unemployment,

On_ Thursday, Proxmire de-
scribed the government's re.
port that wholesale Industrial
prices were rising at the sharp-
est seasonal rate in 15 years as
“another gloomy economic in-
dicator.” -

The wholesale-price report
also showed a sharp drop of 2.2
per cent in farm prices, In-
dicating possible rellef for con-
sumers in grocery prices later,
and the White House sald the
news had both good and bad
elements,

The wholesale-price index
rcee to 114.8 per cent of the
1967 figure, meaning $100 worth
of wholesale goods purchased
in 1867 would cost $§114.60 today.

Meanwhile, General Motors
disclceed Thursday its 1872 cars
wil cost an average of $150 or
4.1 per cent more than 1971
models,

Ford and Chrysler. earlier
disclosed larger Increases than
did General Motors. American
Motors is yet to be heard from.

What are Hostna? To most
people, says Jane Hutchinson,
they are '‘just a bunch of green
leaves,!" but Mrs. Hutchinson
has 15 kinds of Hostas around
her home in Bolton and finds
them one of the most satisfac-
tory perennial plants for her
well-shaded gardon.

A clump of Hosta plants is, in-
deed, a bunch of green leaves.
They are typically large and
flat, borne on sturdy staks, with
the tallet onea in the center so
that the entire clump becomes
a well-shaped mound. When the
season of bloom comes, whether
in July, August, or later, flower
stalks poke up through the
leaves and graceful clusters of
lily-shaped blossoms appear.

The flowera account for the
English name of the plant which,
sirangely  enough, is seldom
used. It {s the ‘“‘plantain lly.,"
but the Latin "Hosta'' is most
often heard. Another Latin
name, Funkia, is interchange-
able with Hosta but is going out
of style, There have been many
changes In the names of Hosta
varieties, as well, and Mrs,
Hutchinson says they are ‘“‘all
mixed up."

She has declded to follow the
names and descriptions publish-
ed by a Minnesota grower,
Savory's Gardens. at Edina,
who lists 32 kinds of Hosta
plonts. Mrs, Hutchinson can
fdentify all but one of her 18
varieties. This one was a gift
from a friend who did not know
the variety name, Mrs, Hutchin-
son will track it down some day.

‘Something Unusnal’

Mrs. Hutchinson glves two
reasons for speclallzing In
Hostas., Firat, they do well in
the shade of the maple trees
that surround the ‘Hutchinson
home. Many plants would need
more sunlight than she has to
offer. Second, she llkes to have
things in her garden that are
‘‘different.”” She has bought
some plants, Others have been
gifts. When the Manchester
Garden Club held its anmmual
meeting recently and invited
members to talk about their hob-
bies, Mrs. Hutchinson displayed
an assortment of Hosta leaves.

These vary from solid green
to yellowish tones, some that
are bordered with white or with
a darker green, some that are
irregularly splotched with yel-
low on a green background.
Some leaves are ribbed, some
smooth, some twisted.

Mr. and Mrg, Hutchinson bullt
their home on Bolton Center Rd.
85 years ago after buying a one-
acre lot on what was a stretch
of country road with no other
house in sight. Mr. Hutchinson
brought the maples from the
edge of the woods and they have
grown to a size that casta shade
on most of the ground at cer-
tain hours,

The Hostas _get “‘ragged" if
they are in full sun, says Mrs.
Hutchinson, and they do best if
they have deep, rich, molst soll.
She gives her plants only a little
organic fertilizer but mulches
them with pine needles, lawn
clippings, and sometimes wood
chips or old silage. Composted
maple ' leaves are in abundant
supply and are good mulching
material.

Plants For Shady Area

Mrs. Hutchinson has other
plants that do well in shade.
There are bright pink and white
flowers of Impatiens and the
colorful leaves of Coleus in her
borders. Along the walks there
are masses of pachysandra,
grown in place of lawn grass,
and thriving in the shade where
it is difficult to start lawn grass
and keep it growing.

“It you're starting packysan-
dra,” she sald, ‘“‘don't expect to
have a good bed of it for three
years.” She began with 200
plants and now has thousands.
“You'll have just isolated
sprouts for a while,’' she said,
“and then it will fill in."”

I had told Mrs. Hutchinson that
I am starting packysandra under
the gray birch trees and I am
at the isolated sprout stage. Ac-
cording to her timetable, my
pachysandra won't be ready for
inspection until 1978,

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A Premier Apologizes For A Pilot
Eisaku Sato is thre Premier of Japan,

second in power and prestige only to the
Emperor himself,

The other day, a young and hitherto
insignificant Japanese fighter pilot, with
only 21 hours experience in the air,
crashed into a giant passenger liner,
causing the greatest air crash in history,
with 162 deaths.

This week Premier BSato apologized
for this, to the people of Japan.

He apologized, he said, '‘from the bot-
tom of my heart.”

One reason a figure as high as the
Premier felt compelled to do this, for an
incident so very far below him in any
chain of command or responsibility, was
that proper apologies had not been forth-
coming at lower levels.

The inexperienced fighter pilot, who
caused the crash, but who himself para-
chuted to safety, somehow failed to show
any particular regret or repentence.
When he was arrested for his part of the
action, he merely showed a good appe-
tite and asked for some comic books.

The next failure in the department of
apology came from a higher level, and
it Involved the Director General of the
Japanese Self-Defense Force which had
put the fighter pilot in the air. '

He, as head of all Japan's military en-
terprise, was required to apologize to all
the relatiyes of the victims of the ‘air
crash., He delivered the words of an
apology, but he himself rémained stand-
ing, and wearing shoes, when custom re-
quired that he should be barefoot and
kneeling while making such an apology.

These two failure of apolpgies at the
lower level made it the more necessary
for the Premier himself to take his own
apologetic responsibility for everything,
which Ire has now done.

Doing so, he was not merely honoring
Japanese customHe was also seeking
to fend off special Japanese resentment
against the air accident because the ac-
cident resulted from military activities
of this kind the new Japanese Consti-
tution once scught to remove from Jap-
anese life. One simplistic explanation of

the air tragedy is that it {s a result of
Japan's turn back toward militarism.

In the reality of things, this is some-
thing United States policy has been pres-
suring Japaen to do, so perhaps the chain
of apology should reach one rung still
higher, with Washington presenting Its
regrets for providng the fighter plane in
which rode the pilot for whose careless-
ness a Premier has felt required to ac-
cept responsiblity.

It Should At Least Look Free
The election in Southr Vietnam this fall

is going to be rigged one way or another,
there is now little doubt about that.

President Thieu seemed, at last report,
to have-it rigged so that he would have
1o win because he will be tire only candi-
date who would choose to, or who could,
try to qualify under the rules he has
had put into law,

But American diplomacy is busy, too,
trying to “‘unrig'’ the election, whiclr is
gomething that can only be done by do-
ing a little different kind of rigging of
our own.

We want to rig the election in South
Vietnam so it will seem a respectable,
democratic kind of election, in which the
people have a choice.

In order to get that kind of appear-
ance, we have been trying to persuade
Genera! Duong Van Minh (Big Minh) to
make himself a candidate.

Or we hdave been trying to get the rules

relaxed so even Vice President Ky can

get himself on the ballot.

We might not even cry very much i,
after we got the thing rigged to look like
& fair and open election, the votes, after

an honest oour'xt. should prove=-to be
against our friend President Thieu,

The appearance of an‘open free elec-
tion iz the thing, and dlmost as impor-
tant, to us, as the outcome,

The Price Of Long Life
Just as we bmve all suspected, and

really known, all along, the best way to
live longer is to eat less.

Experiments with man's best friend,
the mouse, have made it quite clear that
getting along on as little of one-third of

Of Ships And Guns

“Jane's Fighting Ships,” an annual
thriller for all Navy and seagoing buffs,
has come out with another edition of ita
warnings about the rise of Russian sea
power ssserting that Russia now has
“the super-Navy of a super-seapower’
while the United States Navy is in a
state of decline.

But before any American breast is fill-
ed with tco much diamay let it be noted
that while the Russians have come up
alongside in terms of numbers of ships
they are still far behind in total tonnage
and In naval manpower, Fcr example,
the U.S8. Navy boasts 604,000 men
against 475,000 for the Russians,

And it needs also to be noted that the
U.8. Navy has no one but itself to blame
for the most important single area of
superiority which the Russians have
achleved.

The Russlans have nine cruisers, 10
destroyers and at least 130 (probably
more) small patrol or torpedo-boat type
ships fitted with surface to surface mis-
siles. The U.S. Navy has yet to deploy a
single surface to surface missile on any
of Its shipa.

The American Navy's answer is in
manned bombers launched from di-
minishing —NATO —bases—or-from the
most expensive kind of ship ever built,
the alrcraft carrier.

For the cost of a single carrier the
U.8. Nayy could have had scores of
small shipe fitted with surface to surface
misgiles. It did have an air breathing
type surface to surface weapon, the
Regulus, long before the Russians came
out with this type of weapon. But It
chose to abandon these in favor of re-
liance on the manned bomber. That left
the way wide open for the Russians to
move in.

In fact the Russians leap-frogged the
U.8. Navy by ignoring the entire aircraft
carrier weapcns system. The only car-
riers they have ever bullt are for hell-
copters, and these cost a small fraction
of swhat a modern American carrier
costh.

The manned bomber is still consider-
ed In the American Navy to be a more
precise weapon than the Ruseian surface
to surface misgiles, But the Russian
88Ms have two plus characteristics,
They are a great deal cheaper. And they
are braver. A missile doesn't know
encugh to turn back when it gets into
flak trouble, Sometimes a manned
bember pllot dees.

In effect, the Russians have done to
the U.S. Navy exactly what the US,
Navy in its earllest days did to the Brit-
{sh. In the bullduo for the War of 1812
the U.S. Navy didn't even try to compete
in the area of the blg battleship In
which 4he British were supreme. It
went in for the cheaper, smaller, light-
er and faster frigates and ships. They
salled rines arcund the blg, lumbering
British ships of the battle line.

Russla’'s mndérn men of war are not
faster than the American, but they are
newer, smaller, lighter, and armed with
Jater generation weapons.

Partly this {8 a matter of the new
Navy having the sdvantage of mistakes
of the older one. Partly also it is because
the Russians managed to avold the cost
to themselves of getting involved in the
Korean and Vietnam wars. What the
U.S. has spent on those wars the Rus-
slans have saved and put into the latest
weapons systems. 0

Also, the Russian armed services are
not now suffering from the backlash of
involvement in an unpopular war. Thelr
Navy boasts of Its popularity in Mediter-
ranean ports, They claim that their
sallormen are welcome whereas Ameri-
can sailormen suffer from & new unpop-
ularity arising out of that war. And, let's
face it, there is truth in the claim. Much
of the enormous goodwill the U.8, enjoy-
ed from its role In World War II has
been chewed away by the almost univer.
sal disapproval of fts part in the Viet-
nam affalr,

But none of this means that Russia has
snatched command of the seas from the
U.8. Navy, or will in the future. Whether
it does depends not on Russia, but on the
U.S. The lost advantage could easily
enough be regained, by going in quickly
for the smaller, lighter, cheaper, and
more modern weapons,

The insistence on bullding the most ex-
pensive of obsolete weapons is the single
biggest reason for Russla's relative
surge ahead in sea power, — JOSEPH

Humphrey Cang

WASHINGTON—A recent low-
key attempt to reassemble the
bright young men who hunted
delegates for Hubert H, Hum-
phrey in 1868 for one last hurrah
in 1072 ran into a disappointing-

ly mixed response, Including

candld suggestions that Hum-
phrey’'s time had come and gone.

The effort was made by Dr.
Edgar Berman, one of Sen.
Humphrey's closest friends and
advisers, with a party July 27
at Berman's Latherville, Md,,
estate, The pretext was the 34th
birthday- of Robert-MeCandless,
chief of Humphrey's highly suc-
cessful delegate-hunting oper-
ation in 1888, and McCandless'
key delegate hunters were
among the 25 or so guests from
around the country. But as many
soon concluded, the birthday par-
ty was really intended as a com-
ing-out party for the 1972 Hum-
phrey campalgn.

As such, it fizzled, pointing up

a fact of life not widely under-
stood: Although Humphrey's
money men are sticking with
him and promising generous
contributions, defections are
numerous among his  political
operatives, From the standpoint
of a new delegate-hunting oper-
ation, that old Humphrey gang
has broken up.

The pitch for Humphrey was
made by host Berman after
roast beef and a great deal of
ligquor drinking, Humphrey, he
said, had $4 million pledged, un-
golicited, for 1972, Support was
developing, Berman added, In
New York, California, Texas,
Maryland and elsewhere.

Berman next delivered the
argument both he and Washing-
ton lawyer David Ginsburg
make privately in Humphrey's
behalf, What cost Humphrey
dearly in 1968, he sald, was his
gtaff, This time, said Berman,
there would be a different staff
—implicitly, a more liberal staff,
though he did not mention
names,

The birthday guest of honor,
Washington lawyer McCandless,
chimed in to make clear he is
all for Humphrey, Clalming
Humphrey would have a ‘‘ton of
money'' for 1972, McCandleas
suggested & Humphrey-for-Presi.

The fallure to keep intact the
1068 Humphrey gang scarcely
dooms Him {in 1872, But the
flawed |birthday party made
clear that, unlike Richard M.
Nixon in 1868, Hubert Humphrey
cannot count on a resurrection
engineered by a faithful band of
political operatives who have
held to his banner through thin
years,

Managers Shoot Airholes
In Airport Safety Guides

WASHINGTON (AP) — New
bills in Congress and the Feder-
al Aviation Administration’s re.
action to widespread protests
from alrport operators indicate
new government safety stan-
dards for airports will be both
diluted and deferred.

Alrport officials claim the
proposals would double the op-
erating costs of many smaller
alrports,

"“We recognize at this time
there will be Impossible com-
pliance dates and consideration
Is being given to that prob-
lem," sald James T, Morse,
chief of FAA's safely oper-
ations branch, In an Interview.

Most of the alrport operators’
complaints to the FAA are
against proposed requirements
for c¢rash, fire and rescue
equipment and crews. Morse
said ‘‘we're considering some
modification” of those propos-
als,

The National Assoclation of
State Aviation Officials sald the
crash, fire and rescue proposaal
alone would cost an average of
$100,000 per airport for equip-
ment, or a total of $35 milllon,
plus r like amount each year
for operational costs,

The FAA proposed the safety
standarcs last May 14 as re-
quired by the Alrport and’ Alr
ways Development Act of 1670.
The law sets a May 21, 1972,
deadiine for the FAA lo certify
that all airports handling
scheduled airlines flights have
complied with the regulations.

Sen, Howard Baker, R-Tenn,,
however, introduced an amend-
ment Friday to defer the effec-
tive date of the certification
procedure for one year.

Until Nixon's Intervention,
the shapers of the basic law
laid down by the Supreme
Court had been the judges of
the federal district and appel-
late courts, particularly those
in the South.

It was these courts that fash-

ply with the law, they Have in-
duced hundreds to accept and
implement desegregation plans.

In fact, of the 4400 echool

foned the doctrine of de jure~districts in the 17 Southern and

and de facto segregation and
narrowed the application of the
law to de jure segregation,
which meant the South, where
separate school aystems for
blacks and whites had been es-
tablished by law.

More than any other aspect

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Cost of Pollution Control
Put on a Corporate Scale

NEW YORK (AP) — Those
who believe that pollution con-
trol must be paid for out of
lower corporate profits and
higher consumer prices may

find their. thinking changed a
bit by results of a study that s
still continuing,

The preliminary conclusion, a
decided surprise even to its au.
thors, Is that companies ranked
high in concemn for the environ-
memt need not be less profit-
able and may in fact be finan.
cially stronger because of their
concern,

“It was a conclusion I hadn't
expected," said John Marlin,
an assistant professor of fi-
nance and economics at Baruch
College here and a self-de-
scribed bellever in the free,
competitive marketplace, ‘‘I'm
excited,' he gaid,

Marlin's studies show that
the most successful companies
in the pulp and paper industry
are the very ones ranked high-
est in protecting the air and
water environment in which
they operate,

That was made in a
highly detailed report released
several months ago by the
Council on Economic Priorities,
a 'Washington-based, nonprofit
group that studies corporate be-
havior in areas of social con-
cern,

Joseph H. Bragdon Jr., an
account executive with H.C.
Wainwright & Co., a Boston
securities firm, read the report
and noted the correlation of
profitability and high environ.
mental ranking. N

He related his tentative find-
ings to Marlin, a friend, who is
now in the midst of completing
the report, to be presented Oct.
8 before the annual meeting of
the Financial Management As-
sccdation in Denver,

"Pending further ressarch,"
said Marlin, '‘the case appears
conclusive. “We may modify
and qualify the findings,"” he
sald, “but it is unlikely that
we'll change the basic con.
clusions.'’

One result he belleves, is that
the outlook for pollution control
may not ‘be as bleak as once
thought. From the corporate
point of view, he says, the em-
phasis has been on costs rather
than benefits,

And what are the benefits?

The most likely fadout of a
good environmental record may
be in lower operating costs in
areas such as labor, health in-
surance, maintenance, local
taxes, legul fees, fnes,

Another possibility 1is that
“clean' companies may have
lower costs In ralsing apital be-
cause a favorable corporate Im-
higher stock prices and lower
borrowing costs,

And not to be overlooked is
the possibility that buyers may
direct their purchases to those
companies with the best record
in pollution control. Marlin
feels that this benefit may as.
sume larger portions in the fu-
ture,

And the report appears to
hint that the company with a
notable record for social re-
sponsibllity may earn public
acceptance. and ftrust for its
products and pricing also.

Meskill Denies Maneuver

To Keep Income Tax Law

HARTFORD (AP) — Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill, denying he
is maneuvering to retain the
new state income tax, sald to-
day he supports a high sales
tax proposal because the Demo-
crats continue pushing for a def-
icit program,

Meskill said a proposal by
Senate leaders of both parties
centered on a 8%-per-cent sales
tax ‘‘does not cover the money
needed for the appropriation
bill."

The Republican governor sald

he ‘‘could live with"” the exist-
ing income tax or any other
‘‘compromise’ pregram as long
as It ralses the necessary
money.
The legislature passed s $1/108
blilion spending bill on June 30
that the governor signed into
law.

Responding to Democratic
charges Thursday that he was
aticking with his 7%%-per-cent
sales tax proposal to cause leg-
Islative confusion and maintain
the income tax, Meskill sald at
his morning news conference:

“They are the ones who de-
cided to spend $1.1568 billion.'
He maintained he was support-
ing the high sales tax because
it would ralse the money need-
ed by the state for the current
fiscal year.

Meskill, responding to a queas-
tion, countercharged that the
Democrats were trying to push
through a low initial payment
of the state’s $262 million deflcit
50 the lingering deficit could be
used againgt Measkill if he runs
again for governor in 1974,
"There is no way they're go-
Ing to do it,” he added,

Democratic legislative leaders
sald Thursday they didn't think
Meskill wants to find an alter-
native to the Income tax.

“By putting an unreasonable
proposal before us, he 8

the cost of attorney's fees in-
curred in the collection of de-
linquent  taxes, the interest
charged (9 per cent) does not
reflect the true value of the dol-
larn lost to the town, epeclally
after two-and three-year peri.
ods.

After discussion, it was felt
that it might be worth trying
for one year or longer, ‘If folks
this year see the list, perhaps
they will make sure thelr
names are not on next year's
list," sald Hohmann.

What is yet to be determined
is the cut-off date beyond which
the delinquents' names will be
published. ‘The board may
chocse to advise tkat all delin-
quents including those for the
187071 year be listed, or those
whose taxes are more than one
year delinquent, or go to the
two-year delinquency list.

Monsoon Drives

BAIGON (AP) — South Viet-

namese troops In eastern Cam-
bodia and Laotian troops in
their country advanced today in
monsoon offensives aimed at
disrupting enemy supply lines,
and the US. Command report-
ed a mortar attack against an
American unit in South Viet-
nam,
The command sald 10 mortar
rounds fell into the positions of
a. unit of the 196th Brigade,
about 26 miles south of Da
Nang. Some Americans were
wounded but none was killed, it
sald.

The Saigon command report.
ed that ts forces killed 78
North Vietnamegse and Viet
Cong troops in two clashes Fri-
day about 70 miles apart in
eastern Cambodia, nerth and
south of Phnom Penh—on Sal-
gon Highway 1. A communique
sald 14 BSouth Vietnamese
soldiers were killed and 382
were wounded,

8outh vietnameses reconnalis-
sance units gulding armored
yehicles 12 miles north of High-
way 1 came under heavy ene-
my fire and had to call in in.
fantry reinforcements and tac-
tical fighter-bombers.

The 400 troop reinforcements
were flown in 6%hours Iater by
South Vietnamese hellcopters
from Neak Luong, a permanent
South Vietnamese base on
Highway 1.

The communique sald 50 ene-
my ftroops were killed, four
prisoners were captured and
five heavy weapons and 11
rifles were selzed.

Some of the cenemy dead
were killed by air and artillery
strikes, sald Lt col. Le Trung
hien, & 6South Vietnamese

spokeaman. He sald that none
of the South Vietnamess ar-
mored personnel carriers was
destroyed or damaged, al-
though the - 8aigon forces suf-
fered 10 men killed and 25
wounded,

Seventy miles to the south-
east, in the Paprot's Beak sec-
tor, Saigon Infantrymen fought
a series of skirmishes with the
enemy on both sides of High-
way 1 close to the South Viet-
namese border,

Hlen gaid 20 enemy troops
were killed and 20 prisoners
and seven weapons were cap-
tured. South Vietnamese loases
were reported as four men
killed and seven wounded.

About 300 mlles to the north
of the Cambodian fighting, sev-
eral  Dbattalions of Laotlan
troops were reported advancing
slowly on the strategic 'Bolo-
vens Plateau town of Pak Song,
which North Vietnamese forces
captured last May .16,

Reports from Vientiane paid
the government forces had ad-
vanced about 10 miles in the
past 10 days and were about
6%-miles from Pak Song.

One enemy stronghold near
the village of Ban Phakout, 6%
miles west of Pak Song, was
reported captured Friday. U.S.
sources sald the enemy troops
put up some resistance but lat-
er withdrew. Government casu-
alties were described as light
and enemy logses were un«
known.

U.8. sources sald the advance
is slow because of muddy ter-
rain and bad weather which
limits American and Laotian
dir support.

Wide-Ran ging Proposals
Predicted for Tax H earing

HARTFORD (AP) — Connecti-
cut citizens attending Monday's
public tax hearing at the state
Capitol are likely to hear discus-
sion of revenue proposals as
wide ranging as thoss heard
early in-the regular session.

The current special tax sessicn
already involves two official tax
proposals based on & higher
sales tax,

Besides the existing state in-
come tax, which has not been
subjected to & atatewide public
hearing, there are numerous
proposala for revision of the in-
come-tax rate that have not been
filed in either legislative house.

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill, with
the support of House Republican
leaders, has urged that the leg-
islature repeal the siate income
tax and pass a 7% per cent sales
tax extended to the following
ftems that are sow exempt:

—Meals under one dollar, full
price of automobile trade-ins,
children's clothing, magazine
subscriptions, nonprofessicnal
services, cigarettes, public-util-
ity bills and domestic fuel.

The governor also recommen
o 4 cent increase In the clgarette
tax (in addition to the sales tax)
a 2 cent hike in the gasoline
tax, a 850 cent per gallon in-
crease in liquor taxes, an unin-
corpornted business tax on pro-
fesslonals equal to $5 per $1,000
of gross Income, hikes in bus-
iness and professionol license
and registration fees, a com-
muter tax, and public-gervice
tax increnses of 2 per cent for
telephone companies and one per
cent for electric firms.

Meskill's package also ‘call
for a 10 per cent capital gains
tax (a boost of 4 per cent) on
60 per cent of the federal pro-
gram and 100 per cent on short-

term gains with n $2,000 exemp-
tion on groes.

The propcsal also {ncludes a
new tuiticn of $350 at the Uni-
versity of Connecticut, and in-
creasens W 3300 at state colleges
and 3200 &t community and
technical colleges, and a tax on
self-insured firms.

The top Senste leadership of
beth parties are supperting a
proposal based on a 6% per cent
sales tax that would no longer
exempt full auto trade-ins, non-
professional services (except
barbers and beauticians), the
portion of the gas, electric, wa-
ter and {nside-state telephone
bills over $10.

The plan also contains a 8 per
cent tax on capital gains and
dividends, retroactive to Jan. 1,
with up to a $2,000 exemption for
persons under 65 and up to $5,-
000 for these 65 or over.

The hike in the corporation
tax, originally from 8 per cent
to 8% per cent, is now 8% per
cent.

A proposed 1 per cent tax on
real estate sales, with 10 per
cent going to towns, may be re-
placed by an unincorporated
business tax, which is in amend-
ment form,

The Senate leaders’ proposal
also contains the tuitions, self-
insurande tax and Increase in
public-service taxes proposed by
Mesklll, a 5 cent boost In cigar-
elte tax, a 2 cent jump in gaso-
line tax, a new bank tax repre-
senting a rollback from 70 per
cent to 80 per cent of interest
exempted from the corporation
tax, and shortening of estate.tax
payments from 14 to ® months.

Prisoners in Hunger Strike

DANBURY (AP) — Five pris-
oners at the federal prison here
say they wiH continue a hunger
strike until & number of de-
mands are met—including a
“'speedy release” for antiwar
priest Daniel Berrigan and the
scheduling of an early parole
hearing for his brother, Philip.

The hunger sirike was an-
nounced in a statement issued
in their names by Jim Noonan
of the Committee of Conscience,
an antiwar group in Waterbury.

The statement announced the
strike, and Noon sald the five
had been placed In solitary con-
finement Friday after an inci-
dent in the prison in which they
were disciplined for distributing
leaflets to other prisoners.

Warden John Norton con-
firmed at first that the five had

been diseiplined, but he was un-
available for comment after the
statement was issued, Other
prison officials refused to dis.
cuss the matter., Norton sald
some of those being disciplined
had held office jobs at the pris-
on where copy machines were
available,

Noonan sald the five had tried
to distribute the leaflels Friday
morning, and he sald the disecl-
pline was solitary confinement.

The statement from the five
said that “Daniel Berrigan was
told he would have to serve his
whole bit despite the fact that
his health had gotten worse.”
Philip, according to the state-
ment, was given an ‘‘unheard
cf 18 months between parole
hearings."

The Berrigan brothers, who

were convicted of destroying
draft records in Catonsville,
Md.,, are both in prison here.
In a ruling last month, the U.S.
Board of Parole said Philip's
case would be reviewed in Janu-
ary 1973, and that Daniel should
remain in prison until his man-
datory relesse with time off for
good behavior on Nov, 23, 1872,

Philip, serving concurrent
three-and six-year terms, would
have been eligible for parole in
mid-September, Daniel would
have been eligible for parole
Aug. 10, when one-third of his
three-year term will have ex-
pired,

The five prisoners in whose
name the statement was issued
were jdentified as Ted Glick—
one of the Harrisburg Eight—

President Nixon, currently
spending the weekend in Maine,
is due to go to his Western
White House retreat in San Cle-
mente, Callf., in a few days,
and many federal agencies will
be manned by anly a limited
force this month,

One Cabinet department s
even moving out of town: Sec-
retary of the Interior Rogers
C.B. Morton is moving his oper-
ations to Denver for the month.

The summer recess lasts un-
til Sept. 8, two days after Labor
Day. It was written into law by
last year's Legislative Reorga-
nization Act, and reflects the
fact that Congress has become
an all-year operation, -

Leaders had talked about ad-
journing for the year by Octl.
15, distressing officials at the
White House who saw in that a
possibility that President Nix-
on's domestic programs would
have to wait another year for
congressional action.

It now appears more likely,
however, that the session will
run into November or possibl
even December, '

Congress left with a good
record on appropriations bills—
nine of 14 have been passed.

The ninth, a $20.8 billion mea-
sure for the Departments of La-
bor, and Health, Education and
Welfare, was piassed on a 790
vote Friday. It is $581 million
above President Nixon's budg-
et—bringing the total for the
year to $2.2 billion above the
budget,

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP)—Apollo 15's three

moon explorers hurtled bac

k toward earth today and

an end to a 12-day voyage of discovery that could give
scientists their best clues yet about the origin of the

solar system,

They bring back a rock col-
lection that may Include a
plece of the original lunar
crust, plus nearly two miles of
fiim of the moon's surface.

David R. Scott, James B. Ir-
win and Alfred M. Worden and
their command ship Endeavour
strenked faster and faster on a
course that would slam them
into earth’'s atmosaphere 78
miles above the Pacaific Ocean
al 24,600 mileg an hour.

Splashdown was set for 4:46
p.-m. EDT about 285 miles north
of Hawall.

Appropriately, Mission Con-
trol Center wakened the trio to-
day with the music of a Ha-
wailan war chant.

“Rise and shine,” sald cap-
sule communicator Joe Allen.
“It's splashdown day."

“That music got everybody
up,” replled Scott reporting
that each had slepl about elght
hours.

Later, the Apollo 15 com-
mander said ‘“We got our first
look at the earth this morning."

Allen kept his usual moming
news summary short ‘‘because
you can read the rest for your-
selves in the papers.”

The maln recovery ship, the
helicepter carrier Okinawa, re-
ported the weather outlook in
the landing zone was perfect,
‘with--scattered . clouds at 2,000
feet, 10 miles visibility, 156 knot
winds, four-foot waveas and a
temperature of 77 degrees,

Television cameras were
ready to relay the landing and
recovery around the world.

The astronauts hoped to
mauatch the pinpoint landing that
Scott and Irwin achieved July
30 when they steered their lu.
nar craft Falcon into Hadley
Base at the Apennine Mountain
front,

As the 1.27-million-mile jour-
ney neared an end, the astro-
nauts held & news conference
telecast to Mission Control Cen-
ter on Friday,

Answering questions pre-
pared by newsmen at the Space
Center, moonwalkers Scott and
Irwin discussed what they be-
lieve I8 a primeval rock they
found near |Hadley Base,
praised the moon buggy that
carted them about and assessed
their findings.

Waorden told of his space walk
200,000 miles from home, his
three days alone in moon orbit,
his sighting of possible ancient
lava flows, and joined with the
cthers in giving personal im-
pressions.

As Scott and Irwin collected
samples at the rim of Spur Cra-
ter on their second driving ex-
cursion Sunday, they spotted a
small rock which prompted
Scott to say: 'I think we've
found what we came for."”

Wait For

Moonquakes

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) — Sclentists are walting
for a flurry of moonquakes this
weekend that might help pin-
point a region deep in the moon
where 60 per cent of the lunar
temblors observed seem to
criginate,

They have speculated the re-
glons might be pools of hot lig-
uid rock.

If the shudders are recorded
by all three seismometers now
on the lunar surface, including
the new one left at the foot of
the WApennine Mountains by
Apollo 15, the experts hope they
will be able to determine the
precise source of the moon-
quakes.,

Dr. Gary Latham of Colum-
bia University’s Lamont-Doher-
ty Geologinl Laboratory sald he
expects the temblors today or
Sunday because the moon will
be closest to .earth. This is
when earth's gravitational pull
on her satellite will be greatest.
It has been during this passage
each month, —called —perigee,
that the moonquakes have been
observed,

Using a eeismometer left by
Apollo 12 in the moon's Ocean
of BStorms in November 1889
and one left in the lunar high-
lands at Fra Mauro last Febru-
ary by Apollo 14, Latham has
determined that 80 per cent of
the temblors came from &
single region.

The two instruments also lo-
cated another 10 zones of small-
er selsmic activity.
