Thompson charged that the
Republicans remained silent
when the Connecticut Co. pro-
posed cutbacks in statewide bus
service, cutbacks which were
later approved for Manchester
and throughout the state.

He claimed that there is now
only one bus which passes by
the Mayfair Gardens elderly
housing project on N, Main St
on Saturday, Sunday, and holl-
days.

About the unemployment sit.
untion in town, Thompson main-
tained that the Republicans
again remained silent and
volced no concern to anyone
who might have been able to
help the situation,

Acknowledging that the Re.
publicans might have been
sticking thelr necks out in ex-
pressing any concern over the
ADM and block grant cutbacks,
which for Manchester amounts
to about $250,000 which the
town will not receive, Thomp-
gon still meintained that ‘‘the
majority should be expressing
themselves on Capitol HilL"

SAIGON (AP)—A watchdog committee of legislators
today cited a number of incidents of election rigging by
President Nguyen Van Thieu's regime.

Ben. Vu Van Mau, chairman
of the election anti-fraud com-
mission made up of 22 senators
and deputies, cited the follow-
ing examples of rigging and ir-
regularities In connection with
the lower house election Sunday
and the voting Oct, 3 for the
presidency:

—The Thieu ticket tried to
monopolize or hoard the en-
dorsements needed by other
candidates to qualify for he
ballot. Thieu was required to
get only 40 signatures from na-
tional assemblymen or 100 from
provincial and city councillors,
but he wound up with endorse-
ments from 87 deputies, 15
senators and 452 councilmen.

“It la as dishonest,'”” Mau
sald, "as a merchant hoarding
consumer goods,''

—The Supreme Court could
not explain its reasoning last
week in invalidating some en.
dorsements on Thieu's ticket
and validating them on Vice
President Nguyen Cao Ky's
Ucket when it had refused to do
s0 only a few days before. Mau
sald the court ‘‘could not hide
the fact'” that Ky was rein-
stated because Gen. Duong Van
Minh had quit the race, leaving
Thieu unopposed.

—A magjor in the 5th Infantry
Division ‘‘advised’’ his men to
vote for Nguyen Ba Luong, the
present speaker of the lower
house, Following complaints by
the committee, an army
spokesman sald he would *‘alap
the face' of anyone who tried
to advise him how to vote.

Brig. Gen. Hoan Van Lac,
commander of the Quang
Trung Truinlng Center, also
told his men the army had no
right to tell them how to vote,

The committee recommended
that the army suspend Its poli-
tical Indoctrination courses un.
til after the elections.

—In Kien Phong Province,
the chiet's brother
was forced to withdraw after a
complaint by the committee
that he was not a qualified can-
didate.

Soviets Push
Research On
Technology

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Pentagon research chief says a
Soviet push In mbiitary tech-
nology ocould bring ‘'‘very
serious mlilltary surprises” |In
two to three years—and supe-
riority over U.8. technology by
the end of the decade,

Dr, John 8. Foster Jr., direc-
tor of defense research, told
congressmen June 1 that U.S.
intelligence analysis of the So-
viets 'budget indicates they are
now spending $3 billlon more
than the United States on mi-
litary research.

This would be about 40 per
cent above the Pentagonler $7.8-
billlon research and develop-
ment request for this year.

He sald U.8. experts don't
know what the Soviets are
developing but listed '‘some in-
dications’ which were censored
out of his closed-door testimony
released todsy by the House de-
fense appropriations subcom-
mittee,

‘“This extra effort aon their
part will lead almost certainly
to some very serious military
surprises if this analysis 13 cor-
rect,’’ Foster testified.

With $3 billion, he sald, the
Soviets could be developing '‘a
half-dozen major weapons sys-
tems'' comparable to the U.S,
Safeguard antimissile system,
advanced bomber, and un-
dersea-launched missile sys-
tem.

But he sald there la no way
of knowing whether the Soviets
are developing major new wea-
pons systems or simply backup
and redundant systems for the
weapons they already have.

Foster has cited a growing
U.8.-Soviet technology gap Dbe-
fore. The Federation of Ameri-
can Sclentists has accused him
of "a classical numbers game
featuring selective disclosure,
exaggeratedly precise estl-
mates, misleading language
and alarmist nonsequitur com-
clugions."

Asked about that charge at
the House hearing, Foster did
not answer it directly but sald
civillan studies on  dollar-to-
ruble conversion factors indi-
cate the Pentagon's $3-billion

U.S. Loss
Heavy In
Cong Attack

SAIGON (AP) —  North
Vietnamese troops assaulted
two U.S. armored cavalry pa-
trols south of Da Nang Thurs-
day and killed five Americans
in one of the attucks. It was
ane of the heaviest U.S. losses
in months,

Twelve other Americans were
wounded, three armcred ve-
hicles were destroyed and a
fourth was damaged. Enemy
losses were not known.

One patrol from the Americal
division was hit 18 miles south
of Da Nang shortly after it
camped for the night, The
North  Vietnamese  attacked
with rocket-grenades, machine
guns and rifles,

It was In this attack that the
five Americans were killed and
seven were wounded. The steel-
plercing grenades  distroyed
two armored personnel carriers
and a Sheridan tank before
rocket-firing U.8. helicopters
and artillery broke up the at-
tack,

The American tool five dead
was half the number killed all
last week, according to the U.S,
Command casually summary
izsued Thursday. Other such
josses recently Included five
U.8. troops killed in an ambush
Aug. 5, also south of Da Nang,
and seven killed Aug. 12 when
their hellcopter was shot down
near the demlilitarized zcne.

Fourteen miles to the scuth,
North Vietnamese trcops made
a similar attack earlier in the
day cn another armored patrol.
Five Americans were wcunded
and another personnel carrier
was damaged.

U.S. B52 bombers kept up
their heavy ralds along the
demilitarized zone, dropping
450 tons of bombs on suspected
North Vietnamese Ltrcop loca-
tions, bunkers, stcrage areas
and rocket pcsitions.

Tropical Storm
Heads for East

WILMINGTON, N. C. (AP)—Tropical Storm Doria
headed toward the East Coast today, preceded by 50-
mile-an-hour winds that ripped up trees, knocked down
power lines and ripped open trailer roofs.

A hurricane watch was in ef-
fect from Cape Fear at Wil
mington, N.C ,to Cape Lockout,
and the National Weather Ser-
vice saia the storm could cause
flooding all the way along the
Eastern Seaboard to New Eng-
lnnd.

The high winds hit & mobile
home park in Onslow County
causing the damage to trailer
rooftops. No one was reported
injured, however,

It was raining hard in much
‘of the East,

Emergency teams were set
up on the North Carolina coast.

The Weather Service wamed
that low-lying beach areas in
North Carolina should be evac-
uated. It said too, there was a
possibility that winds would
reach hurricane force of 75 to
80 miles per hour after the
storm hits the coast during the
day.

The state highway patrol said
one stretch of U.8. 17 north cf
Wilmington was already under
two inches of water.

Trial Date Set on Soledads
Following Fight at Hearing

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) —
After a violent, blood-spattered
court hearing, a Sept. 20 trial
date has been set for two sur-
viving Soledad Brothers ac-
cused of murdering a prison
guard more than & year and a
half ago,

The cluband fist-swinging
melee erupted Thursday after
Doris Maxwell, mother of de-
fendent John Clutchette,
shouted a ~vulgarity at the
judge in a pretrial hearing and
he ordered her ejected.

Two black men jumped up
and struggled with police offi-
cers and several black women
spectators pushed toward Mrs.
Maxwell, All' were separated
from the judge and defendants
by a bulletprocf glass partition
erected in anticipation of pos-
sible trouble.

A dozen police tactical squad
officers rushed in, swinging riot
sticks,

Two balliffs, three policemen,
and a spectator were injured in
the violence and two men were
arrested,

One of those arrested was
Philip Jake Price, 25, of Onk-
land, Calif. Officers hustlied
him out of the ronm but he
fecught his way back moments
Inter with ©blood streaming
from wounds over his eyes.

While baton-wieldine officers
pushed and knocked several
men and women spectators to

the floor, Price was pushed
down in a comer, handcuffed
and led away.

Common market sources in
Brussels welccmed the Japa-
nege decision as helpful in firm-
ing up the true value of cur-
rency exchanges,

The Europeans reckon that
Japanese exports te the United
States weuld be cut by a rise in
the value of the yen,

In Frankfurt the dollar
dropped from a high of 3.41 to
3.397 muarks cn the open mar-
ket, fractionally above the Aug.
13 fixing and amounting to n
7.18 per cent upward revalua-
tion. The mark had been fleat-
ing from its 3.66 to the dollar
pegging since May 9.

The British pcund weakened
to $2.4890 from Thursday’s
$2.4725 which meant that a dol-
lar bought only 40.5 pence. The
old parity was $2.40.

Financial eircles In London
sald the floaling yen would help
remove the major obstacle of a
general realignment of curren-
cy rate, Some sald the Japa-
nese should have done this ear-
ller and others thought a
simple revaluation of the yen
would have been more positive.

French bankers regarded the
move as in line with the Ameri-

can desire for a revaluntion of
the yen. They agreed with the
British that ultimately & rea-
lignment of all major cur-
rencies is bound to revolve.

Rome, where yen are not
traded on the Italinn exchange
market, reacted slowly. The
feeling among brekers, though,
was that o sharp revaluation of
the yen would be welcomed by
Itallans who would gain com-
petitiveness in muarkets where
they meet the Japanese in
head-on trade

They point out that lre reva-

Before  Japan's  announce-
ment, price of gold tumbled in
Europe for the second straight
day.

NEW YORK (AP) — An
American bank economist to-
doy hailed the floaling of the
Japanese yen as a ‘‘victory for
the American administration."

A change in the yen rate
was o key puart needed to make
the Nixon plan work," said A.
Blake Friscla, in charge of
research, Asian ares, for Chase
Manhattan Bank.

Friscia sald that the floating
of the yen was very similar to
the floating of the mark last
May, “‘except that the Germans
did it with some deliberation.”

He said the Japanese action
was ‘‘obviously involuntarily ta-
ken under pressure from the in-
ternational community."”

Friscia and other internation-
nl bankers asked immediately
if any new rate had been estab-

lished in trading, That will be o'

clue to the extent to which the
yen may be revalued.

The effect of & more expen-
sive yen will be to make Japa-
nese  imports in the United
Stales more cxpensive, and to
make American exports to Ja-
pan cheaper. This should help
the American balance of pay-
ments deficit,

A floating yen means thatl
Japanese goods s0ld in the Unit.
od States will cost more and that
even cotton textiles, not covered
by the original surcharge, will
give American industry less
competition.

The yen had been fixed at 360
to the dollar. That meant that
every dellar brought in from
the sale of, say, a camera in
the United States gave the
manufacturer 360 yen to help

A ven with increased value
will make Japanese exports
more expensive on the U.S.
markel, and conversely will
make U.8. exports less expen-
glve on the Japanese market.

Japanese automobiles or tele-
vision sets will cost more in the
United States, for example,
while U.S.-made computers can
be sold more cheaply to Japa-
nese businesses.

Finance Minister Miklo Mi.
zuta sald floating the yen—al.
lowing It to find its own ex-
change rate according to sup-
ply and demand—would be a
temporary measure,

Tadashi Sasaki, governor of
the Bank of Japan, sald In a
supplementary statement that
if the yen's margin of fluctua-
tion against the dollar becomes
too large, the central bank will
buy dollars to stabllize the rate.

Sasaki gave no Indication at
what point the central bank
might step in. Some private
bankers predicted Japan will
allow the yen's value to In-
crease by about § per cent.

Other commentators spoke of
n 10 per cent revaluation. But
central bank officials declined
to forecast what will happen
when the money exchanges and
banks open Saturday for a half-
day of business.

The U.8. Treasury issued a
brief statement Iin Washington
saying It welcomed the floata-
tion “ns a further step toward
a more realistic reallgnment of
international  eoxchange rates
which the President envisioned
in his address to the nation,"”

Buropean and British brok-
ers and Common Market offi-
cials were unanimous in halling
the Japanese declalon, They
said it will take some of the un-
certainty out of the confused In-
ternational monctary picture.

Insurers Blame Overhead

For Criminal Bond Fees

HARTFORD (AP) — Insur-
ance companies must charge
more for criminal bail bonds
than independent bondsmen be-
cause they have more over-
head, a company executive sald
Thursday at a state insurance
department hearing.

Charles R. Leick, bond coun-
sellor for the Resolute Insur-
ance Co., clalmed the profit
margin of leas than 3 per cent
would be wiped out if the insur-
ance companies were forced to
charge only $70 per thousand,
the rate allowed Independent
bondsmen, the companies are
allowed to charge $100 per
thousand.

Leick sald overhead is much
higher for insurance companies.
panies,

However, Paul Rice, an assis-
tant to State's Attorney John
LaBelle, sald the system is un-
fair to independent bondsmen,
who are licensed and regulated
by state police,

Insurance companies in the
bonding businesgs fall under the
Insurance Department's juris-
diction, hence the disparity in
the rating system.

Rice said the present system
amounts to “subsidizing a com-
petitor for the sake of the com-

petitor and not for the sake of
the public."

The hearing, called to in-
vestigate complaints from the
double standard, proved an ex-
pensive appearance for the
Public Service Mutual Insur-
ance Co. of New York.

A company officlal inadvert-
enly revealed that Public Serm-
ice underpaid its state pre.
mium tax by $4,800 last year.

State Insurance Commission-
er Paul Altermatt sald the
company will be billed imme-
diately for the $4,800 difference,
and possibly more if the com-
pany made the same error in
1068 and 1069.

10 death during what autho-
rities described as a racial
brawl in the prison exercise
yard.

Just before she was taken
out, Mrs. Maxwell shouted:

After several minutes of
fighting, Allen ordered all
spectators and newsmen
cleared from the courtroom
and called a recess.

When the hearing resumed
more than half an hour later,
Mrs. Maxwell was not in the
courtroom. Drumgo's mother,
Inez Willlams, was there and
aat quietly with other
spectators.

Thereafter, the hearing
moved along without interrup-
tion as Allen denled a series of
11 defense motions and set the
trial date.

He rejected pleas by Floyd
S8illiman, Clutchette's attormey,
that the trial be delayed =at
least two months,

Silliman argued that press
and broadcast coverage of the
San Quentin break attempt had
made a falr trial tmpcasible.

Edward Bammes, Monterey
County deputy district attorney
and trial prosecutor, told Allen
he could categorically deny all
claims of beatings and brutality
at San Quentin.

SAN QUENTIN, Cuilf. (AP)
— A prison official says. the
gun used by black militant con-
vict George Jackson in an andr-
tive San Quentin Prison escape
attempt had been purchased by
a Black Panther party mem-
ber,

An attomey, however, dis-
puted this and sald the gun had
been carried secretly by =
guard “who pulled it on the
wrong man,'' meaning Jackson.
The attorney claimed Jackson,
one of the so-called Scledad
Brothers, was deliberately mur-
dered by guards.

Warden Louls Nelson said in
reply: 'I've never heard any-
thing so absurd. It doesn't even
deserve an answer."

Prison business mansger Ir-
win Ritter sald authorities trac-
ing ownership of thre foreign-
made 9mm weapon found ‘it
had been sold to a Black Pan-
ther Party member.” He de-
clined any further comment,

Prison aofficials have sald
they Dbelieve the pgun was
amuggled in to Jackson before
last Saturday's escape try in
which he, three guards and two
convicts were slain. .

Dist Atty, Bruce Bales of Ma-
rin County has said officials
want to question attorney Ste.
phen Bingham, last visitor
Jackson had before the blcody
escape try, and a woman who
accompanied m, Vanitia An-
derson, 23. She refused permis-
sion to visit Jackson and waited
outside,

Bingham's father, Altorney
Alfred M. Bingham, 66. Sniem,
Conn., told newsmen in Berke-
ley Wednesday night that his
son may have unknowingly
brought & gun into the prison
inside an altache case handed
to him by Miss Anderson.

Ritter spoke to newsmen
about the gun a few hours after
Attorney Phil Ryan emerged
from the prison where he had
been Interviewing Ruchell
Magee, a convict accused #vith
black militant Angela Davis of
conspiracy, kidnap and murder
in an Aug. 7, 1970, shooting at
San Rafael in which four per-
sons, Including Jackson’s 17-
year-old  brother Jonathan,
were killed.

Ryan was among several at-
torneys admitted Thursday for
the first time since Saturday.
He told reporters that Jackson

guards to kill specifically the
Soledad Brothers and Ruchell
Magee.'"

Ryan sald the alleged escape
attempt Saturday '‘did not have
any inmates opening the cell
doors in the Adjustment Center,

Those, in fact, were opened by
guards," He did nol elaborate.

Prison officials contended
that mcre than two dozen com-
victs in the Adjustment Center
were freed from thelr cells by
another convict using manual
ccatrels from cne end of the
cell tier.

“No weapcn was smuggled
into San Quentin on Aug. 21 by
any lawyer or sympathizer of
the Soledad Brothers,” Ryan
sald.

“The gun pulled on George
Jackson belonged to a prison
guard, was carried secretly by
that guard, as most all guards
in San Quentin do carry secret
weapons, He pulled it on the
wreng man.''

Ryan contended that Jackson
ran frcm the cell block to draw
the fire frcm other prisoners.

Ryan did not name the
guards allegedly Invelved in his
account, which he said he had
learned while visiting with
Magee,

Priscn officials have stated
that guards in the cell blocks
are not armed, although there
are guns on racks on the walls
at various locations,

Board Adopts
Free School
Lunch Policy

The Board of Education last
night adopted a policy which
provides for offering free school
lunches to children of familles
who are unable to pay the price
of the lunch.

Local school
adopted e scale based on family
size and income to assist them
in determining eligibility for the
program. If there are two in the
family, the groas yearly income
must not exceed $3,200, or $267
monthly. This scnle continues,
adding $600 per family member
to the gross annual income
figure, or $50 for the monthly in-
come.

Famlilles falling within these
guidelines or those suffering un-
usual circumstances or hard-
shipa are urged to apply for free
lunches for their children.

They may do 8o by filling In
the application forms sent home
{n a letter to parents, Additional
copies are available at the
principals’ office in each school.

Applications may be submitted
any time during the school year.
The form itself is simple to
complete and requesta informa-
tion needed to determine
economic need based on the in-
come and number of persons in
the family and special circum-
stances or hardships which ef-
fect the family’s abaility to pay
for achool lunches. The informa-
tion provided on the application
will be confidential,

Under the provisions of the
policy, a team of profesaional
staff members will review ap-

plications and determine eligi- .

bility. Tt a parent is dissatisfied
with the ruling of the local of-
ficial, he may make & request
either orally or in writing for a
hearing to appeal the decision.

G. Richard Meassier, chair-
man of the Board of Education,
has been designated as the
hearing official. His address Is
RFD 38, Coventry. Hearing pro-
cedures are provided for and
ocutlined in the policy.

The policy also provides that
there will be no Identification
of or discrimination against any
student unable to pay for lunch.

A complete copy of the
board policy is on file in each
schoo! and in the office of the
Superintendent of Schools, Dr.
Donald C. Hardy, in the high
school, where it may be re-
viewed.

The board last night also vot-
ed unanimously to Increase
school lunch prices, to be ef-
fective upon the elimination of
the freeze on price and wage in-
creases. Until that time, the
prices will remain as they were
at the close of the last school
year.

At the high school, the new
price will be the same as the
current one, 45 cents, but des-
serts would be excluded and
will be purchased a la carte.

At Capt. Nathan Hale School,
the projected increase s from
the current 40 cents to 45 cents.
At the elementary schools, the
price will also go up & nickel,
from 35 to 40 cents. Adults’
mesals will be 65 cents, up &
nickel from the present rate,
with no beverage included.

The increase, when effective,
will bring the school lunch cost
in Coventry up to the state av-
arace in the three school cate-
gories,

growers, year after year, is
Mrs. James Gedrim of East
Windsor. Her hobby garden of
between €00 and 700 dahlin
plants is ecross from the Ged-
rim home on Griffin Rd. It is
now in full bloom.

The wife of a retired potato
grower, Mrs. Gedrim has the
advantages of unlimited space
for her garden, her husband's
help with a farm tractor and
tillage equipment to prepare
the ground, and his potato stor-
age bullding as an ldeal place
to keep the dahlia tubers
through the winter.

Winter storage for roots that
must not be allowed to freeze
and must be kept from drying
out is a difficult problem for
the gardener who has only a
rather warm and dry basement
for holding the tubers. The po-
tato storage bullding, mostly
below ground level and well in-
sulated, has & minimum win-
ter temperature of about 38 de-
grees. Humidity is high enough
to hold, the roots in firm condi-
tion. Total darkness keeps
them from sprouting too soon
In the spring.

Many from Few

Mre. Gedrim's dahlia garden
started, as many hobby gar-
dens do, In a small way with
& few dahlia roots. This was
20 years ago. At the end of the
season each dahlia plant had
formed several new roots. Be-
cause she didn't want to throw
them away, Mrs. Gedrom
planted all of them the next
year and added a few new
ones, By an Inevitable process,
her garden grew until she had
more than a thousand plants.
Now she has cut back to re-
duce the work required and
she no longer keeps all the
roots

When it is time to dig the
roots, after a killing frost, Mrs.
Gedrim now simply leaves some
of them in the ground. S8he keeps
the best, puts thom in labelled
boxes or baskets and leaves
them in the storage until vplant-
ing time. Thev are insnected
several times during the winter
to be sure they stay n good
condition. There was one winter
when humidity reached too high
a level and some of the roots
rotted.

In the average home there
would be little danger of excess
moisture. Having the air too
warm and dry would be a great-
er problem but it is possible
to hold dahlias In mosat base-
ments. Put them in the coldest
corner you can find, Mrs. Ged-
rim suggests, in & plastic bag
from the cleaner's, in which
holes have been punched to al-
low air circulation. Look at
drv, place a bucket of water on
them often. If they seem too
the floor beside them to in.
crease the humidity in the air.

Some Six Fest Tall

May is planting time, after
danger of frost. Nothing beats
a big farm tractor and plow
for preparing the soil, In Mrs.
Gedrim's opinion. She has tried
n rotary tiller but didn’'t think
it did as good a job. She likes
to have the soll loose to a
depth of at least six inches.
Superphosphate is mixed into
the soil below the tuber. After
the plants start growth, a com-
plete garden fertilizer s scratch-
ed into the soll. With their
heavy stems, some of them six
feet tall, rank growth of foliage
and large flowers, the dahlias
require feeding.

Many growers insist that
stakes, to which the plants will
be tied, should be set before the
roots are planted, Mrs, Gedrim
prefers to drive the stakes In
later so they will not be in the
way of the farm tractor and
cultivator which her husband
uses to keep the weeds down in
early summer. If stakes are
driven carefully she thinks
there is little risk of injuring
the roots.

Tying must start as soon as
the stalks begin to shoot up and
must be continued through the
growing season. Windstorms
that batter and twist the plants
are & hazard every summer.
After the tractor can no langer
be driven between the rows the
weeds must be constrolled by
hoeing and the soll drawn up
around the base of each plant
to help it stand against the ele-
ments,

Frost Ends the Season

The first blossoms appear
late in July and they continue
in increasing numbers into the
fall weeks, The first frost ends
the season. The topa of the
plants hang limp and black but
the tubers are unharmed, Stalks
are cut six Inches above the
ground. After being left a week
or so to mature fully, the roots
are dug with a spading fork.
Whether the soll Is shaken off
the roots or they are stored
with the soil that clings to them
makes no difference that Mrs.
Gedrim can observe.

While the plants are in bloom,
an almost daily chore for the
gardener is to walk through the
rows, shears in hand, and snip
off any blooms that have started
to turn brown. It is the only
way to kejp the garden looking

gt its best and it makes room
for new flowers to form.

During the summer there
have been various pests to con-
tend with, One is the corn borer,
the same insect that tunnels in-
to ears of sweet comn. The borer
finds the thick stalks of dahlias
just as inviting as corn stalks
or ears, ""You've got to spray,”
says this dahlla grower. Aphids
are another problem and Mrs.
Gedrim has controlled these
small insects successfully with
a systemic Insecticide put into
the soil when the bulbs are
planted. The chemical is taken
up by the roots and since aphids
are sucking insects they get a
lethal dose in the sap they take
from the leaves, Japanese bee-
tles are & minor pest and if not
too numerous can be picked off
by hand,

Dahlias grow in a great var-
fety of sizes, colors and flower
shapes, from pompons with two-
inch blossoms to the big Class
A blooms which must be 10
inches across and may be giants
with 15-inch blossoms, The most
popular flowers are in the
smaller and middle sizes.

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Congress Demands Report

On Weather Manipulation

WASHINGTON (AP) — With
& twist on Twain, Congress is
considering legislation requir-
ing. those who do something
about the weather to talk about

it—either report their activity
or risk a $10,000 fins,

Back In the last century when
weather was nature’'s domain
and man just griped about it,
Mark Twain somehow got stuck
with the crack that everybody
talkns about the weather but no-

body does anything about it.
Actually,

At any rate, Twaln and
Wamer were gone by the time
Irving Langmuir and Vincent

" Bchaefer came along in 1048

with fleld experiments general-
ly credited with showing that
cloud-changing and artificial
production of rain were pos-
sible,

Weather modification, redis-
tribution of rain and dissipation
of fog since have become oper-
ational realities. And research-
ers are working on ways to
deal with hall, lightning, hurri-
canes and tornadoes,

In 1868, Congress required
those who tinker with the
weather to report to the Nation-

al Science Foundation

But 10 years later, the law
was repealed.

*“Thus, there Is today no cen-
tral source complete and re-
liable information with regard
to weather modification activi-
ties,” says a House Commerce
Committes report urging enact-
ment of a new law.

‘“‘Such a record would assist
in establishing whether cloud-

seeing activiies have been a
factor in reducing rainfall and
creating drought in certain lo-
calities,”’ the report says.

“Furthermore, {if weather.
modification activities continue

to expand in scope and effec-
tiveness,

and all present in-
dications are that they will, the
advance of those ac-
tivities rYequired by the legisla-
tion will be essential to making
accurate weather forecasts."
The committee-approved bill,
endorsed by the Nixon adminis-
tration, would require anyone

outside the federal government

to report to the secretary of
commerce before and after
engeging in weather-modifica-
tion work.

It also would require the gov-
ernment to make the informa-
tion ‘‘available to the public to
the fullest practicable extent.'

Coventr_y
School Board Is Uncertain

Of Freeze, Cutback Effects

Despite the fact that it did
not crop up officlally on last
night's agenda, the Board of
Education took up the subject
of implications of the wage and
price freeze and of Gov. Mes-
kill's cutback on ADM and block
grants to the towns, agreeing
that in both cases, things are
as yet too ambiguous to make
definite decisiona.

As to the freeze and how it
will affect Coventry teachers,
Superintendent of Schools Don-
ald C. Hardy said that despite
a number of phone calls to of-
ficlal agencies, no concrete an-
swer is as yet available on
whether or not the teachers will
recelve increments and/or
ralses as of Sept. 1, the begin-
ning of their contract year,
“We'll just have to wait and
see,"’ he sald.

The board did take some ac-
tion on its projected request of
an additional $44,000 appropria-
tion, however. The hoard agreed
with a written recommendation
from Hardy that, In
view of the school ald cutback,
8 letter be written the Town
Councit requesting that a town
meeting to obtain the additional
funds be delayed pending re.
sults of legul action that may
be brought against Gov. Mes-
kill.

Two motions in this area were
algo carried unanimously by the
board. The first states that ‘‘the
Superintendent be directed to
submit a 1671.72 budget for im-
plementation at the board's
Sept. 8 meeting, sald budget to
Incorporate the shifting of funds
for the purpose of providing
money for Iimplementing the
athletic program."

The second motion states,

‘““That the Town Council be re-
guested to grant the board an
additional $5,458 for the hiring
of the half-ime vocational
guldance counszelor with the un-
derstanding that such money is
98 per cent reimbursable to the
town.""
In relation to the first mo-
tion, there was some discus-
sion of attempting to use out-
side sources to help finance the
athletic program. Beard Chair-
man Richard Messter sald he
saw it as '‘a cooperative town-
approach” and that it
would help to bulld ‘‘esprit de
corps.”

Some $6,000 is needed for the
program, which is & casualty
of masaive cuts imposed on this

meating, At stake are such pro-
grams as soccer and tennis.

Hardy sald he agreed with
the community approach, but
telt it more applicable to ath-
letic fleld trips.

In view of Gov. Meskill's ac-
tion, Hardy sald he felt tie
total $44,000 request of the
Town Council could not be justi-
fied, since  extra ADM money
would have covered it, As a re-
sul, the proposed position of
vice principal at the high school
is out, and Hardy sald he was
not yet sure where the §$8,000
tor the athletic program would

come ‘from, but made it clear

that implications of any cuts
in various accounts made to fi-
nance the athletic program
would be explained to towns-
people,

In line with the proposed re-
quest to the Town Council to
cover the cost of the vocational
guldance counselor, Hardy said
that the program has been ap-
proved by the state.

In other action, the board
voted to request that the Con-
necticut Association of Boards
of BEducation take & stand re-
garding Gov. Meskill's recent
action on the ADM and block
grants, and ‘‘take whatever ac-
tion is deemed necessary'' In
this regard, noting that other
organizations have begun to
take such action. The board
also will send a letter to the
governor and appropriate com-
missions in the state govern-
ment stating their opposition to
thc,\gut.

Hardy announced that all

staff requirements in the
school have been fllled, with
the exception of board secre-
tary,

Mrs. Patricia Trask will be
teaching high school English
and Mrs. Kristina Rossing will
hold a similar post, filling all
available teaching vacancies.

In a three-page statement is-
sued minutes after the commis-
sion acted, O'Callaghan insisted

When Hughes arrived in Ne-
vada six years ago, the com-
mission waived personal appear-
ances and interview require.
ments, bul the present mem-
bers of the commission made it
clear they are not willing to go
along with the waiver,

Diehl sald Hughes should be
treated no differenfly than any
other gaming license holder,

“We must have the same ge-
cessibllily to all persons who
have authority to make deci-
sions," Diehl said.

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More Of That Lesser Evil

Ons of the many charms advertised
for the altermate tax package the Gen-
eral Assembly and Governor Meakill
finally adopted was that, in comparison
to the income tax, it gave the Connecti-
cut individual some freedom of cholce.

One of thess happy alternatives is the
additional two cents on each gallon of
gasoline sold in Connecticut.

And there is a happy cholce open to
the Connecticut citizens who feels that
it is an annoying imposition.

He can drive less and thereby pay

As in the cigaret tax, one can detect
a certain Puritanical judgment in the
willingnesa of the state fathers to im-
pose endless taxation on gasoline.

It is as If it were still something of
a wicked luxury to own an auto-
mobile, and go joy-riding around in it,
especially, perhaps, for long trips on
Bundays.

Actualy, the basic justification for the
gasoline tax used to be more prosaic
and logical. It was that motorists should
be expected to pay for the roads they
use, and that taxing them so.much =&
gallon was, after all, the fairest way to
allopate to each motorist his proper
share,

Now that the prospective revenue from
this new tax increase has been moved
over to the state's general fund, how-
ever, that sound original logic has been
compromised.

The new logic says that anybody who
has to use his automobile a great deal
must, for that reason, pay a higher
share than other citizens of the general
welfare, education, administration ex-
pense of running Connecticut.

Like the whole package of which it is
a part, this tax increase Is rotten in
logic and ruthleass in principle.

evil. But what an awful lot of that lesser
evil there ia!

Racist Chrome?

Back in 1967, in dutiful obedience to a
United Nations resolution in which that
world organization urged ita members
to impose trade sanctions against the
racist regime in the African nation of
Rhodesia, the United Btates forbade it-
self the importation of chrome from
Rhodesia. L

In place of {ts normal supply from
Rhodesta, the United States relied on its
own stockpile, plus imports of several
hundred thousand tons a year from Rus-
uia.

Ti= sanclions against Rhodesian
chrome have had the effect of raising
the world price for the metal. *

Now some American users of chrome,
more interested in price than in
breaking some white racist regime over
in Africa, have been complaining to our
government, citing tests which they
say, indicate that the chrome Russia
has been selling us has really been
chrome which originally came from
Rhodesia.

Our government's own testing insists
that the Russian chrome actually does
come from Russia, and specifies the
regions where characteristics similar to
_thope of the Rhodesian ore might be
found. )
So, for the moment, we have to give
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our Rusalan friends the benefit of the
doubt, and refrain from any judgment
that they are indifferent not only to the
policy of the United Nations, but to
any samples of racism as well.

As for the protest of our own industrial
users of chrome, their object is not to
force or shams Russia into giving up its
handling of Rhodesian ore, but to regain
for themselves the privilege of buying it
directly, and more cheaply, from
Rhodesia.

It's a pretty tough struggle for
idealistic principle to have to slug it out
with either the dollar or the ruble,

Auto-Intoxication

WASHINGTON —This column is dedi-
cated to the proposition that at least one
part of President Nixon's dramatic pro-
gram —repeal of the 7 per cent auto ex-
clse tax — may be great economics but
is nonetheless very poor public policy.

The President’s purpose is  oclear
enough: By lowering car prices, to
stimulate auto buying and thus expend
employment in the auto industry end
all the auto industry's supplying sys-
tem—steel, glass, tires, plastics, textiles
and the rest. Barly reaction suggesis
this probably is precisely what will hap-

pen.

Auto executives in Detroit hail the
move: they see a strong surge in sales;
{nterviews with the man-on-the-astreet In-
dicate that a good many Americans in-
deed now plan to buy new cars they
otherwise would have done without or at
least delayed purchasing. The stock
market stamps the final seal of approval
on this analysis, with heaithy gains post-
ed for General Motors, Ford, Chrysler,
even American Motors,

Yet couldn't President Nixon have
found some better way to stimulate the
economy? Aren't more cars just about
the last thing the country needs right

More cars inevitably mean greater
pressure for more highways, already
cutting too wide a swath through the
central city and the countryside. Benate
Finance Committee Chalrman Long
broaches the thought that only part of
the excise tax be lifted, and the rest be
earmarked for new road-building, More
cars need more perking space in the
cities, wider-sprawling shopping centers
in the suburbs. The drive to pave the
nation highballa along.

Some continued movement in  this
entire direction is probably inevitable
anyhow, as the nation’s population ocon-
tinues to expand and as rising standards
of living make car owners out of poor
families that couldn't afford a car be-
fore, make two-car families out of one-
car families, and even three-car fami-
lles out of twocar ones. Bt  why
artificially stimulate the process?
There's always the chance that some-
where along the way the nation may
come up with more reasonable answers
to the problems of getting from here to
there,

o * -

Mr. Nixon’s program may not only re-
sult In many more cars but also in many
more big ones. His new surcharge on
imported goods applies to foreign cars,
and, by boosting their cost, will
dramatically reduce, if not eliminate,
the competitive advantage these imports
have enjoyed over American cars. With
this element of forelgn competition re-
moved, may not Detroit's current en-
thusinsm for producing Iits own mini-
cars vanish?

There's no question that it was in-
creasingly successful sales by Volks-
wagen, Toyots, ¥iat, Datsun and other
small foreign models that finally per-
suaded American car makers to give up
their complete preoccupation with what
George Romney used to call gas-guszling
dinosaurs and to begin making a few
smaller models of their own. They say
they are now firmly committed to con-
tinuing with the Pinto, the Vega, the
Gremlin —but are they really? Once be-
fore, U. B, car makers moved toward
the smaller car, with the Falcon and
Corvair and the rest; then, gradually,
the cars started growing again.

The administration has been at con-
siderable peln to convince reporters that
it did not act precipitously —that debate
over new economic policies had been
under way for several weeks, that a
wide range of contingency plans had
been in the works, that alternatives were
weighed most carefully by the President
and his advisers meeting at Camp David
this past weekend.

If this is true, must there nol have
been some aslight discussion of other,
and pessibly better, ways to stimulate
the economy —steps to spur spending
on bus and rall mass transit systems,
for example, or to build more low-in-
come housing or clinics and other new-
type medical care facllities? Or, now
that there seems to be a surplus of
teachers, a plan to hire more of them
for a crash teach-the.-nationto-read pro-
gram?

Administration economists are sure to
argue that the need was for action that
would. take effect In a hurry, and that
little eclse would have as much impact
as quickly as a real spurt in auto sales.
Even putting aside the question of
whether this should be the only basis for
decision, is it necessarily true? Applica-
tions by cities for government help to
buy buses and other mass transit equip-
ment, for instance, are many times the
money the administration is alloting for
this purpose. Might not more dollars for
mass transit have resulted equally
promptly in very specific buying orders?
General Motors does make buses, as
well as cars,

Obviously a verdict to let U, 8, car
makers slog along with lackluster sales
might have involved some hardships for
auto workers, auto dealers, auto
suppliers. Yet the White House in the
past stood firm on a wide range of de-
cisions to trim military and space spend-
ing, and these decisions certainly pum-
meled those Industries badly,

“I just wish there were some way we
could stimulate this economy without
ramming more autos down the natlon's
throat,' a high-ranking economist in the
Johnson administration sald a few years
back. It's a nice wish, and some day
some administration i{s going to have to
turn its attention to doing something

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Nixon Versus Meany

WASHINGTON — The Nixon
administration's gamble on
toughness in the face of rising
labor union anger over the

wage-price freeze is a carefully
orchestrated strategy planned
and executed in the White House
with the aid of Charles W. Col-
son, the President's speclal
counsel and a specialist in back-
room political arts,

It was Colson, for example,
who was ordered to draft Bec-
retary of Labor James Hodg-
son’s hard-line Aug. 17 riposte
to AFL-CIO president George
Meany that Meany was ‘‘sadly
out of step with the needs and
desires of America’s working
men and women."

Colson was operating in a di-
rect line of command extending
from the President himself
through Secretary of the Treas-
ury John B. Connally, the strong
man in complete charge of the
Administration's day - to - day
strategy both on the President's
new economic program and on
the political tactics needed to
make it work.

When Meany attacked the
wage-price frecze on Aug. 18 as
“patently discriminatory” to
labor, Connally, Colsan and
other White House political op-
eratives decided Meany was tak-
ing “‘a partisan whaeck' at the
President, They viewed him as
motivated more by his instinct
as a Democratic party gut-
fighter, trying to damage Mr.
Nixon politically for the 1672
Presidential election, than by
genuine conviction that the
freeze was anti-labor. They
were furious that Meany, long
supporter of wage, price and
profit controls, had leaped to the
attack before the new policy
had been fully explained to the
AFL-CIO executive council..

Moreover, the attack by

Meany was quickly percelved as
the first major challenge to the
new Nixonomlics. In a mood
reminiscent of the President's
warning to the Communist worid
at the time of the Cambodian
invasion that the U.8. could act
“like a pitiful, helpless giant,”
Cennally decided the President
eculd not let the Meany chal-
lenge pass without a powerful
counterattack.

The gamble was buttressed by
supporting evidence in private
White House contracts with
other leaders of big labor and
public opinion polls that Meany's
defiance was by no means fully
ghared by American wage-
earners. Thus, the White House
had in its hands last week a
California poll conducted by J.
D. Powell & Assoclates In 400

households, 100 of which had at
least one union member. It
showed 76 per cent approval for
the wage-price freeze and only
13 per cent disapproval. The
union members alone gave the
President an approval rating of
85 per cent on the wage freeze.

Finally, Connally and his ad-
visers suspected that, in addi-
tion to 1972 Presidential politics,
Meany and his AFL-CIO council
were engaged in hard bargain-
ing with the White House to
meke certain thet when the 90-
day freeze ends they would have
s major volce in what comes
next.

Despite the carcful calculation
that went into this hard-lne
strategy, however, it Is still
very much a gamble, and it has

Women Eye Political Power Source

Trying to put more motion in

their movement, women's liber-
ation groups across the
country have served notice that
political power is their chief
goal.
In marches and rallies, on
banners and placards, in words
conciliatory and fighting mad,
women's llberationists marked
the 51st anpiversary of female
suffrage Thursday with expres-
slons of dissatisfaction at the
pace of their progress toward
equal rights.

While there was no shortage
of vehemence, the day’s major
demonstration in New York
drew an estimated 6,000 march-
ers, Last year, in the first
big feminist street action in
years, 20,000 paraded on Fifth
Avenue,

Instead of massing large
numbers of women this time,
the liberation activists staged a
serfes of small actions to

t thelr case.
infil-
trated the visitor's gallery of the
American Stock Exchange with
a banner reading, ‘‘“Women Pow-
er."

Floor traders looked up in

surprise, breaking out In a
crescendo of boos and a few
cheers,

Shouting ‘‘De-sexagrate Wall
Street” and “"We can't bear any
more bull,'" the demonstrators
were ejected. A spokesman for
the exchange sald trading was
not affected,

Other women picketed the
New York Stock Exchange. In
both cases, they contended that
woemen were excluded from the
top jobs in the financial fra-
ternity.

In less frenetic events, wo-
men in Pittsburgh sold hot dogs
and buttons at a rally in Point
State Park to raise money for
the Naticnal Women's Political
Caucus.

In Chlcago, 500 demonstra-
tors became enraged when &
microphone being used at their
rally wus cut off.

for plea yesterday in Tolland
County Superior Court,

State's attorney Donald B,
Caldwell described the role of
Mertz as being that of a de-
Hvery man rather than a true
seller although he stressed that
Mertz knew what he was de-
livering, Caldwell told the court
that Mertz's roommate, who has
not been arrested had made ar-
rangements for a sale of 10 LSD
tablets to each of two men who
turned out to be undercover
agents, The roommate asked
Mertz to give the tablets to the
men and to take the money,
which he did as they arrived
10 minutes apart.

package.

Meany may now have made
himself unwelcome at the White
House, but with the 18072 cam-
paign already started, his pol-
itical clout with the Democrats
is getting stronger every day.

DALLAS (AP) — "It was 114
degrees at 2 a.m., and the wind
was blowing about 30 miles an
hour

“It pushes you back. You're
golng forward and it pushes
you back.

They were accompanied by

‘“We traveled at night and
daytime, more or less in the

Railbus Tryout Nearer
After Track Lease Pact

The state transportation de-
partment’'s proposed experimen-
tal rallbugs between Hartford
and Bloomfield came one step
closer to reality this morning,
with the approval of a railroad
track lease agreement with the
Penn Central Rallroad. How-
ever, a dispute between the
Connecticut Co., which will run
the railbus, and its employes,
is holding up the approval of a
federal grant to put the ex-
perimental runs in operation.

The federal government has
approved- .a $542,176 grant to
fund the railbus, but before the
money i3 transferred to the
State Department of Transpor-
tation, there must be certifica-
tion that no employe of the
Connecticut Co. will be ad-
versely affected by the arrange-
ment.

Unfortunately, according to
Deputy Transportation Com-
missioner Samuel Kanell, the
company and the unions are
far apart on the agreement,
and a management-labor meet-
ing has been scheduled for
S8ept. 14 In Washington.

Wording of Pact

Connecticut Co. Executive
Vice President C. W. Abell said
the holdup {8 malinly due to
confusion in the wording of the
agreement, which has to com-
ply with Sec., 13-C of the fed-
eral Mass Transportation Act.

Both Kanell and Abell are
optimistic that the dispute will
be resolved at the Sept, 14 meet-
ing, and the federal funds will
be coming soon. "I'm still con-
fident that the program will be
running soon, maybe by Jan,
1,"" Kanell sald,

The program is only four or
five months behind schedule,
Abell sald, and was originally
scheduled to start last month.
He estimates a four to six
month delay ,between the
awarding of the grant and the
actunl start of operation,

The railbus plan calls for an
18-month demonstration project
to serve some 800 commuters.
Service will be on a rubber-
tired bus specially equipped
with retractable metal railroad
wheels, over the eight - mile
stretch of rallroad tracks be-
tween Hartford and Bloomfleld.

Route Glven

The line, to run Monday
through Saturday, would have
three stops after leaving Hart-
ford—at the University of Hart-
ford, Bloomfield Center, and
finally at the proposed Griffin
St. terminal in Bloomfield. A
one-way run is estimuted to
take 30 minutes, with an aver-
age speed of 40 miles an hour.

The federal funds will pay for
upgrading the track roadbed,
building terminals and parking
Jots, and equipping seven
buses with the retractable
wheels. The Connectcut Co.
will provide the buses, which
cost $40,000 each. Adding the
railroad wheels to each bus
costs an additlonal $20,000.

The Cennecticut Co. already
has one bus equipped with the
wheels, which was used for
demenstration tests last sum-
mer, This bus is now in regular
service, awaiting the opening of
the railbus route,

The lease agreement between
the state transit authorities and
Penn Central was approved this
merning by the State Bonding
Commission. The state will
lease the tracks for one dollar
a year,

Easing Traffic

Officials at all levels are look-
ing to the railbus system as a
means of easing the pressure
cn Hartford area highways dur-
ing rush hours. Several other
citles have shown interest in
the plan, but Hartford is ap-
parently the first city in the
country to have a plan and to
ask for federal approval,

Manchester has also been
menticned as a possible town
to which railbus service wculd
be extended, but technical
prcblems ruled it out as a test
rcute, and Blcomfield was cho-
sen.

The railbus service must pre-
sent advantages over the auto-
mchbile, such as speed, eccn-
omy, safety, and comfort, in
order to gain public suppcrt for
wider application, nccording to
Rcbert Chave of the Capital Re-
glon Planning Agency. The
agency fears that the Harifcrd-
to-Bloomfield experiment may
be too limited, and might be
used largely for testing equip-
ment rather than service.

Wallace has not committed

Barella was arrested on May
26, when Army officers alleged-
ly found 77 bags of heroin in a
barracks room locker,

According to testimony at a
recent military hearing, Ba.
rella became addicted to heroin
while serving In Thalland In
1070. He saild he sought treat.
ment on his cwn, at a military
hospital there, but was only de.
tained a few days.

He said when he returned
home on leave this January, he
sought help at & clvilian drug
care center near his home and
was temporarily able to kick
the habit,

His family sought the dis.
charge so the professional help
could be continued.

The Army maintains that Ba.
rella refused to enter a drug re-
habilitation program set up at
Ft. Dix, The program, the
Army says, allows soldlers to
submit to psychiatric treatment
under a program of total am-
nesty from prosecution.

Attorneys for Barella sald
they will fight attempts by the
Army to give the soldier a dis-
honorable discharge. Such a
discharge, they argue, would
violate the spirit of the Defense
Department's ruling that drug
addicts be granted amnesty.

Kennedy Quiet

As to his own political for-
tunes, the Massachusetls
Democrat sald he atilll has no
intention of running, but de-
clined to say flatly that he
would not be a candidate,

Asked wﬁgmer the only an-
nounced Democratic presiden-
tial candidate, Sen. George
McGovern, D-S.D,, is a stalking
horse for his own candidacy,
Kennedy answered:

“That's a  disservice o
George McGovern. He is one of
the most courageous men in the
U.8, Senate...and s maybe
more outspoken on the major
issues than any of us."

On other toples Kennedy had
general pralse for President
Nixon's change in economic pol-
icy and sald he disagreed with
labor leaders who want an im-
mediate freeze on profits and
interest rates,

He sald Secretary of Welfare
Eilot L. Richardson was
slapped down by the Nixon ad-
ministration In trying to imple-
ment a busing plan in Texas.

Kennedy said Nixon moved
awsy from guidelines set by
Richardson *‘to placate a south-
ern govrenor."”

He sald he planned to ask for
the reports which led Atty.

Government  figures show
single-family housing starts
moving upward again after a
10-year period in which they
fell from 78 per cent of new
construction In 1860 to 63 per
cent cf the total in 1969.

In 19870, the figure ros¢ to 58
per cent and so far this year it
is running at an annual rate of
56.5 per cent.

Over-all, private  housing
starts in July set a record and
experts were predicting that
the annual rate would meet the
Dapartment of Housing and Ur-
ban Development's 1971 goal
for housing starts of all kinds—
2,185,000 units,

Advance Mortgage Corp,,
which makes & semiannual sur-
vey of U.8. housing markets,

sald the strength in nonapart-
ment residential bullding was
cne of the surprises of the first
nalf of 1871.

Both government and in-
dustry experts attributed the

turnaround to economic factors,

such as lower Interest rates on

mortgages and increased sav-

inga for down payments, which
made home purchases more at.
tractive,

And on Tuesday the Federal
Home Lqan Bank Board cut to
7 per cent from 7% per cent the
assets savings and loan assocl-
ations must keep on hand,
freeing up to $800 million of ex-
tra funds for mortgages. The
alm here was to stem a slight
rise in the mortgage rates,

Bruce Hanson of the U.8, Of-

fice of Economic Research,
writing in the Home Loan Bank
Board Journal, explained the
upturn In one-family housing
starts this way:

"The backiog of this demand
trom the past years of high in-
terest rates means that a
strong market exists with many
pecple ready and willing to
quallfy for mortgage loans.
This, along with the fact that
there is a plentiful supply of
mortgage credit, means that
builders ncw see a viable
single-family market to serve.”

The recovery In single-family
housing starts was most dra-
matic In areas around Atlanta,
Baltimore, Boston, Houslon,
Los Angeles, and New York,
and Orange County, Calif,

Hanscn said a comparison of
activity during the first five
months of 1970 and the first
tive months of this year showed
a ‘‘very perceptible rise’ in the
trend to single-family home
bullding for those areas,

Scuthern California  devel-
cpers, noting that cne-family
hcmes surged ahead of apart-
ments in sales for the first time
fn 10 years, are calling 1971 the
year cf the single-family unit.
Scme 30,000 building permits
were lasued for single-famlily
homes in Southern California
during the first six months of
the year, an increase of 74 per
cent from the first half of 19870.

In Atlanta, 277 city bullding
permits were issued for single-
family housing through  July
this year, compared with 148
such permits during all of 1870,
Permits to construct multifam-
ily housiny totaled 46 through
July this year. There were b1
permits all last year.

Bullding permits for single-
family dwellings in the Chicago
area more than doubled to 11,.
357 by the end cf June this
year, while permits for mul-
tiple famlily housing were up

In the Kansas City, Mo.,, met-
ropolitan  area, single-family
housing starts jumvped B0 per
cent to 2,358 this year from 1,
312 last year. This compared
with a 73 per cent growth in

The Texas Bureau of Busi-
ness Research sald single.fami-
ly housing starts in that state
rcse 65 per cent during the first
half of 1871, while multiple
tamily dwellings were up only
20 per cent.

fer his camera dollar. So to get
cnough money to pay his costs
and provide his profit, he may
have to raise his prices.

This in turn, means It would
be easler for American goods
to sell in Japan, A bushel of
American soybeans, at $3 per
bushel, would be cheaper for
the Japanese, At the old fixed
1ate It would have cost 1,080
yen: at the new rate, the cost
wculd fall tc only 930 yen. And
this should encourage Japan to
buy them from the United
States Instead of some other
grower.

Cotton textiles are covered by
a8 quota, under ‘an agreement
between Japan and the United
States. Quota goods were not
covered by the 10 per cent im-
port surcharge {mposed by
President Nixon to help defend
the dollar, However, a lower
rate for the dollar In terms of
yen will mean fewer yen to pay
Japanese textile workers.
Therefore prices may have to
go up on what goods are sent to
America.

Steel Is subject to the import
surcharge. A revaluation of the
yen upward, again, will affect
steel trade, In addition to the 10
per cent surcharge, Japanese
steel will cost more in terms of
dollars. How much more de-
pends on where the yen-dollar
rate finally settles,

A change in the value of the
yen was described by one
American economist as ‘‘a key
part" of President Nixon's dol-
lar defense plans, Japan re-
sisted but the flood of dollars
into Japan—$4 billlon in two
weeks—was too much. She
could not afford to continue
buying dollars at thg old rate
and had to let the value of the
dollar fall so fewer people
weuld send dollars to Japanese
banks,

Japanese imports have been
cutting into American domestic
trade and competing strongly
with American exports particu-
larly in the areas of textiles,
steel and autos.

State Aides
Briefed On

New Freeze

BOSTON (AP) — Officlals
from the governors' offices of
all six New England states now
have the word from federal au-
thorities on the Nixon adminis-
tration's wage-price freeze.

New Hampshire Gov. Walter
Peterson and officlals from
Maine, Vermont, Rhode Island
and Connecticut were briefed
Thursdey at the regional office
of the Office of Emergency
Preparedness (OEP). Mas-
sachusetts Lt, Gov. Donald
Dwight was briefed Monday.

The briefing was conducted
by Albert D, O'Conner, OEP re-
gional director, and William E.
Willlams, district director of
the Internal Revenue Service
(IRS8),

OEP {s responsible for moni-
toring the freeze but IRS is
supplying much of the manpow-
er to answer inquiries at its lo-
cal offices across the aix-state
region,

The U.S. Department of Agri-
culture was also represented to
deal with questions about farm-
ing and livestock.

O'Conner said that after the
general meeting he discussed
New Hampshire questions with
Peterson and the governor
made ‘'‘quite a pitch" for per-
mission to give merit and pro-
motion ralses to state employ-
es, Peterson had sald earlier
that New Hampshire state em-
ployes were the lowest paid in
New England.

O'Connor said he suggested
to the governor that he write
him about the problem and pos-
sibly request an exemption.

At the two-hour meeting,
state  representatives  posed
questions frequently asked of
them and each state submitted
lists of questions for which
written replies from OEP were
wanted,

‘“We have delegated the re-
sponsibllity of answering future
inguiries at the state level to
the Internal Revenue Service,'
O'Connor said,

“We expect few rural in.
quiries, but these will be han-
dled by the Department of Ag-
riculture,

O'Connor sald Gov., Peterson
also inquired about the effect of
the freeze on prices In New
Hampshire's state-owned liquor
stores.

“Prices in liquor stores are
frozen," O'Connor said, ‘‘and
this means all liquor on the
shelf, domestic and imported.”

He said prices on newly Im-
ported liquor, such as Scotch
whiskey, will be permitted to
rise to cover ccsts of the new
import surtax.

Town Council Authorizes
Two Zoning Exemptions

The Town Council last night,
using an authority given it by
state statutes, voted to exempt
two parcels of land in the re-
development area from the
town zoning regulations,

Town Attorney Abbot Schwe-
bel explained the reason for the
request to exempt the area. He
sald in 1963 the then Common
Council fo the City of Rockville
entered into a contract with
Housing and Urban Develop-
ment (HUD) fcr the renewal
aren. One of the conditions of
the contract was that the town
weuld not make any changes in
the zoning until the project was
completed.

Schweble said he was not
aware of the provisions of the
contract when the new zoning
regulations were adopted In
June of this year. Since the ori-
ginal contract was signed, the
town governments hove been
consolidated and the new zoning
regulations are a combination
of what was deemed the best of
the two former sets plus some
new provisions,

The two parcels affected by
the new laws are those where a
moderate income apartment
building and a proposed high
rise apartment for the elderly,
ane to be constructed.

Both parcels were zoned R-10
(apartment zone) when the con-
tract was signed in 1063, the

new regulations changed them
to a C-10 (commercial Zzone),
Schwebel said. He said he has
heen told by an attorney repre-
genting HUD that the change
makes the town technically in
violation of the contract and
this could have some serious
ramifications concerning the
federal grants,

He further explained that the
error was not intentional on
anyone's part but asked the
councll to approve the change
as the developer, Alco Develop-
ment Corp. sald it is ready to
hold a closing on the parcel for
the moderate income apartment,
Changing the regulations will
give Alco the green light to
adopt plans for the bullding.

Several of the council mem-
bers expressed concern about
the bedroom ratlo allowed In
the 1963 regulations. Schwebel
#ald these regulations did not
stipulate any ratlo. Tentative
plans are to have the 54 unit
building made up of 40 two-bed-
room units; eight three-bedroom
units, and six one-bedroom
units.

Nixon Calls

Ambassador

For Talks on West Berlin

SAN CLEMENTE, Callf.
(AP) — The U.8. ambassador
to West Germany was sum-

The President was
encouraged by the outcome, he
said, and belleves the nccord
can be “a significant factor In
relieving tensions in the
world."

Rush had been scheduled to
return to Bonn immediately af-
ter holding two hours of talks
in Washington Wedneaday with
Secretary of State Willlam P.
Rogers and other officlals,

Sources in Washington sald
the United States, Britain,
France and the Soviet Union
are llkely to accept the draft
agreement within two weeks.
That step would be followed by
negotiations between the two
Germanys on specifics affect.
ing the future of Berlin, These
talks might last as long ns
three manths,

on took advantage of bright
sunshine and drove to two
beaches, one south of his resi.

First Teacher Contract Signed

For the flrst time in the his.
tory of the Hebron Elementary
8chool system, teachers will be
operating this year under a
signed contract,

After months of negotiating,
the Hebron Board of Education
last night signed and accepted
a professional agreement with
the Hebron Education Assocla-
tion (HEA) for the period end-
ing June 30, Signing the agree-
ment in the absenceof HEA
president Robert Merrifleld was
Mrs. Doris Scheflsch, & member
of the teacher's negotiating
team.

Prior to this year, negotiations
have been held but there has
been no signed contract, Teach-
ers operated mainly under
board policy and by unsigned
agreement.

The contract, which was filed
today with Mrs, Gladys Miner,
Town Clerk, represents a net in-
crease In the salary and bene-
fit structure over last year of
5.4 per cent, or an average
salary increase of $402 each
teacher and an average In-
crease in benefits of $15 each
teacher.

The new salary schedule
starts at $7,325 for a Bachelors
degree and goes 10 steps to $10,-
414, Last year's achedule for a
Bachelors degree was $7,200 to
$10,275.

Under the new schedule, the
beginning salary for a Masters
degree is $7,800 with 10 steps
golng to $11,024 as opposed to
last year's schedule of $7,700 to
$10,800.

There was no change in the
sixth year Ph.D, schedule which
atarts at $8,200 and goes in ten
stepa to $11,800,

According to Edward Hinch-
liff, chairman of teacher negoti-
ations for the board, “‘assuming
all of the teachers that were ap-
proved last year come back
thia year, total salarigs would
amount to $312,627, or $627 more
than was approved at the an.
nual town budget meeting this
past May.

However, in announcing the
signing, the board stated that
‘‘we have a contract that would
have fallen within the budget.
Considering the gxecutive order,
an unexpected surplus may exist
but the legislature probably has
wiped that out with the deflcit
state budget and the resulting
ADM cut.”

The surplua refe-ved to would
comg about as a result of Presi-
dent Nixon's freeze on salarles,
Even though the contract for
increased salaries has been
signed no increases in teachers
salaries will be given whila the
freeze is in effect.

This was clarified in letters
read last night from the State
Board of HREducation and the
Connecticut  Association of
Boards of Education.

0ld Schedule

In effect the letters stated that
any teachers salary payment
schedule will be the same as
under the 1970-71 schedule. An-
nual increases or .increments
are included in the restrictive
items.

In its statement, the board re.
ferred to the contract as “'a sen-
sible document which brings us
a simple procedure for resoly-
ing disagreements, a straight
forward statement of fringe
benefits provided, a rational ap-
proval guideline to control ab-
sence and leaves, expense re-
imbursement clause to compen-
sate for expenses resulting from
board requested attendance at
functions outside of Hebron,
and three general provisions
which are of concern to the
board specifically".

Under the contract, medical
insurance benefits were stabil.
ized at the full individual cov-
erage not to exceed the April
cost of $185,

This year, as in the past,
teachers who are JRS (Internal
Revenue Service) qualified as
heads of household and have
been with Hebron Schools over
three years, get full family cov-
erage newly limited to a cosat
of $455.
> The teachers withdrew their
Tequest for the CMS Century
Contract so the board is con-
tinuing the Community con-
tract.

The teachers who were heads
of Household last year will con-
tinue to get coverage fully gom-
pensated because the board had
no dollar lUmit in its 1970 pol-
icy.

Individual coverage was and
still will be limited to a $150
premium cost at least until Nov.
13, when the board may consid-
er an adjustment for the bal-
ance of the school year,

General Provislons

General provisions referred
to as being of Interest to the
board cover lesson planning,
classroom participation and
public relations.

Under the contract, teachers
will be expected to be able to
provide the principal with a
lesson plan book, sufficiently
in advance of presentation to
allow constructive eriticism and
guldance on course content and
technique of dellvery.

Welfare Cases
And Expenses
Show Increase

In the last half of the 1870-
71 fiscal year, welfare cases in
town increased to 50 per cent
over the caseload in the last
six months of 1968-70, according
to the annual report submitted
by Mary Della Fera, direclor of
town welfare and social serv-
lces.

For the year, financial aild
was given to 417 cases involving
a total of 1199 persons.

There was a total of $90,261
expended for asgsistance in 1970-
71 as compared to $58,007 in
1060-70; and 42,557 in 1068-89.

Over the entire year, the av-
erage monthly case load was
72 cases, and the average num-
ber of persons involved was 208.
This is a 20 per cent increase
over the 1868-70 average of 8
cases and 164 people; and the

170 1988-89 average of 48 cases and

133 people,

There was & marked increase
in the Work Relief Program in
1870-71. In all 47 persons worked
a total of 5302% hours as com-
pared to the 17 persons in 1969-
70 who worked 972 hours,

Under this program, all able-
bodied persons applying for as-
slstance are required to work
under the supervision of a Town
Department. Credit is given for
hours worked as repayment for
assistance money.

In the 1870-71 fiscal year, 76
per cent of assistance payments
were reimburseable to the town.
In 1971-72, the town will be re.

paid ™ per cent of assistance
costs,

1-86 Widening

Is Turned Down By State

Although officials of the

State Transportation Depart-
ment agreed that several sug-
gestlons made by Vernon offi-
clals concerning highway con-
struction have merit, they were
not In agreement that those
would be the wisest moves to
make.

A meeting was held Wednes-
day with a subcommittee ap-
pointed by Mayor Frank Me-
Coy and Ahe state officials dur.
ing which proposals made by
the Council and Mayor
McCoy were discussed.

Donald Eden, chairman of the
subcommittee reported the re-
sults of the meeting at a special
segsslon. of the Town Council
last night.

In reply to a recent sugges.
tion made by McCoy that the
state make provisions for the
temporary widening of I-88 to
three lanes In the Vernon area,
state officials reasoned that the
proposal had considerable mer-
it but Indicated that since the
highway will soon be perma-
nently widened in this area, ex-
penditures for further tem-
porary work is probably not
wanted.

In July, the gtate made tem-
porary changes on the highway
to Improve the flow of traffic in
and out of Hartford at the busl.
est times of day. From East
Hartford to Manchester a tem-
porary lane was added for east-
bound and west-bound traffic.
The mayor requested that this
temporary widening be extend-
ed to the Vernon Circle area.

During discussions of the
proposed permanent changes to
be made to the highway the
matter of access lanes to the
Dunkin; Donuts, McDonald's
Drive-In and Sunoco Service
Station on Rt. 83, was discussed.
Original plans did not permit
access to these businesses but
following a public hearing held
in Manchester a year ago, the
state agreed to install the access
lanes,

However, at an informal hear-
ing held in Vernon a few months
ago, several local persons ob-
jected to the access lane and
due to that the Town Council
requested it be denled. Btate of-
ficials said the acceas lanes have
been redesigned to provide safer
and more efficient traffic flow in
the area and indicated they con-
sider the present plan, in this
particular area, as final Eden
satd.

Eden sald the subcommittee
explored the feasibility of re-
moving the cul-de-sac in the
Dobson Rd, area, as currently
planned, in favor of a northerly
extension of the current Dobson
Rd. to intersect with the pro-
posed new and relocated Dob-
son Rd.

State officlals pointed out that
this would entail: Redesign of
this section of the plan; acquis-
ition of additional property in
this area to provide access o
property owners; creation of an
additional Intersection; creation
of an undersirable ‘'short cut',
allowing traffic to bypass pro-
posed traffic control at Rt 30
and relocated Dobson Rd, Eden
saild, ‘‘Barring further action of
the Council, plans in this area
will remain as currently form-
ulated."

In & progress report on the
Environmental Impact State-
ment, George Koch, deputy
commissioner of the Bureau of
Highways said the statement
was submitted Tuesday to the
18 state and federal agencles
responsible for its review, com-
ment and approval.

Koch said the submission date
was somewhat behind the tUme
schedule as established. He ex-
plained that the requirement
for the statement is new and
that the preparation, on all cur-
rent projects has been slowed
by the absence of definite guide-

lines and prior department ex-
perience in these areas.

He sald that the draft re-
view would take 45 days and as-
suming no changes are required,
the final report is then submit-
ted to the Federal Highway Ad-
ministration, The latter will
take about 90 days.

Wall Street Terminology
Described as Confused

By JOHN CUNNIFF

NEW YORK (AP) — A favor-
ite Wall 8treet cliche is that the
small investor is always wrong,
& self-serving preachment that
is no more correct than the as-
sumption that the big Investor
is always right.

“Wwall Street is all mixed up
in its terminology,” sayd Tom
O'Hara chalrman of the Nation-
al Association of Investment
Clubs. “‘They're talking about
small traders, not Investors."

Certainly small traders often
lose their money, he sald. But
there is considerable proof, he
adds, that big traders also lcse,
a belief reinforced by the short-
term records of some gO-gO
mutual funds.

*  Investors, meanwhile, contin.
ue to roll up profits over the
long term. He produced a sur-
vey to show that members of
the NAIC have doubled their
assets every flve years, on Av-

erage.

During the dark days of the
market last year, when the
Dow Jones Industrial Average
was down to 631 points from its
high of 988 the year before, the
gloom couldn't have been thick-
er among many profesalonals.
At that time OHara visited
many investment clubs through-

out the Midwest and found
thelr members acting in what
some observers would feel was
a strange and dangerous way.

‘“They were taking out mort-
gages on their homes and bor-
rowing on their insurance pol-
icles in order to invest,' sald
O'Hara. It was the very bottom
of the market, “All those folks
must have sizeable profits
now,”’ he sald,

Investors, belleving in funda-
mentals, fell they can take such
risks. And maybe some small
traders also acted shrewdly,
because there was a sharp
spurt in odd-lot purchases sai-
multaneously with the market's
bottom. )

As measured by the perform-
ance of investment cluba, which
generally are made up of 15
members with a portfollo that
may range from a few thousand
to, in one case, $1 milllon, the
small investor has decldely
good judgment.

The survey referred to ear-
lUer, which included the records
of 900 of 13,000 member clubs,
showed that over the lifetime of
the individusl clubs, eamings
have averaged 147 per cent
compounded annually.

During the latest one-year pe-
riod included in the survey,
from April 1970 to Aprik 1871,

club assets rose 37.5 per cent,
compared withr 27.9 for the Dow
Jones Industrial Average.

Says O'Hara: “We stress fun-
damental, long-term investment
philosophies. Our program calls
for investing regularly over a
long period of time regardiess
of what the market does.”

Most clubs invest regularly
once a month, and also reinvest
thelr earnings. Since the objec-
tive is to be fulty invested, few
clubs have any sizeable cash
position for an extended period.

In choosing speclific stocks,
members are urged to keep
their eyes sharp for companies
growing faster than the overwall
economy, but they are cau-
tioned at the same time to
avoid chasing the purchase
price too high.

With a proven philosophy and
4 documented record, the asso-
clation {5 seldom awed by pro-
tessional investors and the con-
voluted hedges that sometimes
encircle thelr advisories. They
speak a different dialect, to
wit:

“While some of the big boys
in the stock market have been
chronicling the demise of the
small investor, they'd better
take another look, because the
so-called amateurs — at least
those In Investment clubs—are
doing a cracking good job of
making money in the market.”

That was the lead of a recent
news release, and if about it
there §s an air of confidence, it
is only typical,

““The longer our clube iast,"
says O'Hama, ‘‘the greater their
akill becomes,”'

Political Alliance Tackles
N-Bombs and Nerve Gas

By IAN MOOAUSLAND

SYDNEY, Australla, (AP) —
The world's newest political al-
lance made its appearance this
month with about as much
noise as would be evident in
Kansas City I a pebble

in the middle of the
Pacific Ocean. The alllance
members want to change that—
at least to enable the hearing of
their criticlsm of the dropping
of French nuclear bombs and
the dumping of American nerve
gas on thelr ‘“‘doorstep."’

These will be two of the top-
fcs which the South Pacitic Fo-
rum will tackle at its periodic
conferences, the first and for-
mative of which was held iIn
Wellington, N.Z, Other items
will be trade, tariffs, commu-
nications and soclal services.

Apart from being a political
youngster, the forum Is prob-
ably the world's smallest
grouping In terms of land area.
Comprising the independent
countries of Fiji, Western
Samoa, Tonga, the Cook Is-
lands and Nauru, it has an
area—give or take a coral atoll
or (wo—only slightly bigger
than Massachusetts or Wales,

Total population represented
is T20,000, of which 477,000 live
on Fijl's 7,065 square miles, by
far the biggest of the partners.
The smallest {8 Nauru, with a
population of 8,048 on Its eight
square miles of phosphate
wedlth poking through the
ccean on the equator,

The meeting was the idea of
Albert Henry, premier of the
Cook Islands, who has long ad-
vocated formation of an organi-
Zation through which Paclfic
nationalism could be expressed
and pressed.

Until now, the only platform
has been the South Pacific Con-
ference, the annual get-together
of members of the South Pacif-
ic Commission.

The commission, however, is
a technical assistance body
formed In 1847 by nations hold-
ing ‘Pacific territories, the
United States, France, Britain,
Australia and New Zealand.,
The territories make up an
area less than that of Texas,
but sprinkled over stretches of
ocean four times bigger than
the United States,

While these nations have
been content to go along with
the commission—for which they
provide the bulk of its annual
million-doilar budget—political
discussion of an ‘‘embarrass-
ing"” nature has either been
stifled cr restricted to corridor
chats,

The islanders contend the
French have been particularly
obstructive. Apart from show-
ing no signs of giving up thelir
Paclfic possessions—or even of
easing the throttle-hold Paris
has on them—France refuses to
discuss its nuclear tests on Mu-
rurua atoll In the Polynesian Is-
iands.

The French delegation
walked out of the nuclear de-
bate at last year's comference
when the subject of tests was
ralsed by islanders under the
heading of health and welfare.
France claimed the tests affect-
ed nobody's health or welfare,

Just as the French do not
want to walk out of the com-
mission or their possessions—
the commission's headquarters
are in WNoumea, capital of
France's nickel-rich New Cale-
donin—the Islanders have no
wish to scuttle the commis-
sion's small-scale but valuable
work.

An English official of the
commission In Noumea said;
“The Pacific needs all the help

it can get. The islanders realize
it would be useless to sacrifice
the commission even though
our work is restricted by the
money avallable.

“Politls in & general sense
are rarely heard during official
conference seasions, but this
doesm't mean they are not dis.
cussed unofficially.

‘“The conference provides a
good opportunity for indigenous
leaders of independent and non-
independent {islandas to meet,
even if only over a beer."

Another point Is that the is-
landers declde how the money
should be spent, with little in-
terference by the metropolitan
powers, Most of the funds go
for training, particularly in ag-
riculture, fishing and education.

These are subjects which the
forum hopes to cover, also.
With the exception of Nauru,
the falands are ccmpetitive in
agricultural products, They will
probably discuas the potential
cf tishing—and control of Japa-
nese and Korean vessels work-
ing areas claimed by the Is.
lands,

Though Australin and New
Zealand backed and attended
the Wellington conference, they
were excluded from some dis-
cussions.

At one such meeting, the is-
land leaders suggested that Fiji
represent them al! In the
United Nations, Fijl is the only
U.N. member—the other states
cannot afford to join,

Fiji's prime minister, Oxford-
educated Ratu Sir Kamisese
Mara, who emerged as undis-
puted leader of the islands, said
his ccuntry's delegation will
probe ways of accomplishing
this,

The islanders are aware that
the forum is very much an in-
tant, But Mara sald member-
ship would be open to each Pa-
cific island state as it became
Independent.

Rex Harrison, 63, and Elizabeth
Heaaris, 84, the ex-wife of Brit-
ish actor Richard Harris, were
married Thursday at the Long
Island estate of lyricist Alan

It was the fifth marriage for
Harrison, who played the role
of Henry Higgins In the musical
“My Fair Lady" in the mid
19805 and in 1966 starred in the
movie version.

Mrs. Harrigson s the daughter
of a British peer, Lord Ogmore.

Harrison's previous wives
were Noel Thomas, Lilli Pal-
mer, the late Kay Kendall and
Rachel Roberts, from whom he
was divorced last February.

State Supreme Court Justice
Hyman Barshay performed the
ceremony.

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Suave Young Social Aides
‘Fill In’ at White House

By ANN BLAOKMAN
WASHINGTON  (AP) —

Should & guest at the White
House suddenly feel faint, some.
one will quickly wstep to his
side and help him to a chair,

Should an unescorted weman
be left looking like a wallflow-
gr, someone will awirl her
around the dance floor.

8hould a guest get a bit too
much into the spirit of things at
a White House function, you
can bet that someone will get
him a cab, and see that he gets
Into it.

These are among officlal
duties which fall to the White
House social aldes, 38 military
officers, all young and single,
statloned In the Washington
area.

The detall is extra duty, but
there's no shortage of candi-
dates, even though the job car-
ries no pay, and entails addi-
tional expenses. The aldes have
to pay for cleaning their own
uniforms, usually dress whites,
and provide their own transpor-
tation to and from work.

Still the job is not without its
compensations, The main lure,
say former soclal aldes, Is the
chance to mingle among the
great and near-great at White
House functions, And, while
this administration no longer
can offer any such incentive,
there's always the case of
Chuck Robb, who got into the
White House as a social alde
and departed as the husband of
Lynda Bird Johnson.

Bocial aides are nominated
by their respective services.
Requirements include an im-
peccable military record, poise
and personality., Those who
pass these tests get a final
screening by the White House
social secre :

The aides’ main duty is to
make each White House guest
feel at ease. Since that may re-
quire an occasional waltz, dane-
ing ability is important. It is
not, however, a strict require-
ment.

Althougily the aldes' role is
purely a social one, the White
House carefully guards their
{dentities. No names are re-
leased, no interviews per-
mitted.

“Basically, the gentlemen
prefer not to have their func.
tions at the White House dis-
closed,” sald Connle Stuart,
Mrs. Nixon's press secretary.
“Without some specisl arrange-
ments, it will be Impossible to
see them."

And it was.

However, half a dozen former
aldes willingly related detalls
and snecdotes of their White

House eoxperiences, although
only one of them would permit
use of ks name.

“There are remarkable differ-
ences between the administra-
tions," sald Navy Capt. George
Watkins, & social alde during
the Kennedy, Johnson and Nixon
administrations,

“The Kennedys were very
personable in the sense they
would talk with us” Watkina
sald. ""We didn't get that atten-
tion under the Johnsons, but
the Kennedy social events were
a lot stiffer. They had a lot of
white-tie functions, there wasn't
much consuming of alcoholic
beverages, and parties din't
last past 11:30 at night. Under
Johnson, we were llke guests
and had some damn good
times.""

Watkins, now deputy com-
mander of the Naval Test Cen-
ter at Patuxent Naval Alr Sta-
tion, served only briefly after
Nixon took office.

Another officer who had the
White House duty under the
last three administrations sald
the Nixons are friendller to the
soclal addes,

“President and Mra. Kennedy
and Mrs. Johnson were very
nice to us,"” he sald, ""but LBJ
didn't show a lot of affection to
anyone. He was a tremendous
leader and got maximum work
out of everyone. But the Nixons
are the friendliest of any of the
other first famities."

Aldes spend long hours stand-
ing In receiving lines at the
President's elbow, advising him
on such things as where to
stand for official photographs,
and prompting him on names
of guests,

The former aides sald John-
son had trouble hearing and
instructed them to look directly

at him when they spoke and
enunclate clearly,

One sald Johnson fired him

ree times because he wasn't
moving guests through the re.
celving line fast encugh to suit
the President. ‘“He told me,
‘Get out of here, I can take
canz of this.' But of course, he
couldn't, and socon I'd be back
on the job."

Presidential whims, however,
are the least of the social aldes’
burdens. Much mecre sensitive
situations arise In dealing with
the guests, particularly those
who take one more drink than
they can handle on the road
home, or those determined to
cart away concrete evidence
that they made the White
House scene,

At a state dinner, you inevi-
tably wind up with someone
whe drinks too much,” said &
former Army lleutenant who
worked under Johnson and Nix-
on.

“Sometimesa they'd arrive on
an emply stomach, be a little
nervous and havg a drink or
two,” he said, "'Often they'd
forget their name while
through the recelving line, If
they were really tipsy, we'd
call a taxi to save them any
embarrassment the next day.

“They were usually very ap-
preciative, No one wants o be
embarmassed at the White
House,"

Nor do they want to be
caught pilifering, This is a rare
ocourrance,
aldes, but it does happen.

Every once n awhile, they
sald someone would slip a piece
of tha 1817 sllverware Into a
pocketbaak, Aldes were instruc-
ted to be as discreet as pos-
sible and say something like,
“May I help you with that
spoon? It belongs to the Ameri-
can people, you know,"” Then
they'd offer the guests a souve-
nir matchbook that reads ‘‘The
Presidenta’ House."

Protocol poses its share of
problems, too. Soclal aldes are
expected to Jnow the namea
and rank of all White Housse
guests.

One former alde recalled the
time that a new recruit on the
White House detail mistook
President Kennedy's mother for
the wife of a Cabinet secretary,
and so Introduced her to the
President as she passad
through the recelving line.
“Mother!" quipped Kennedy in
mock  surprise. “T  didnt
know!"*

The Kennedys always
laughed off such incidents, sald
the former aide, and so do the
Nixons. On the other hand, he

Such errors are rare, The
aldes spend hours poring over
pictures of family, friends,
special guesta, Cabinet officers,
Supreme Court members, mi-
litary officers, senators, cong-
ressmen—and their wives .

While the =ocial nides work
odd and often long hours ,with
no time off from their regular
military duties, those inter-
viewed agreed the excitement
of attending White House func-
tions was reward enough for
the extra effort .

So far as the White House la
concemed, the advantages are
obvious .

“Where else,” said one for-
mer aide, “could they get such
cheap labor.'

Not Exempt
From Freeze

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pro
athletes have been told they
not exempt from [Preaident
on's B0-day freeze on wages
and prices. Still, there is much
confusion.

The Cost of Living Council, in
its seventh list of questions and
answers lssued to cdarify the
freeze, ruled that professional
athletes who had not entered
into new contracts prior to the
Aug. 15 freeze cannot negotiate
contracts during the 890-day pe-
riod calling for salary increases
to cover their services during
the freeze.

The council, Nixon's policy-
making board, apparently gave
the answer to many questions
but failed to reply to others,
such as the rulings' applicalion
to bonuses and incentives and
to long-term contracts.

Pete Retzlaff, general man-
ager of the Philadelphia Eagles
who have eight players un-
signed, sald: “We never feit
that professional football would
or should be exempt from the
Prestdents’ order.

‘“We haven't yet seen any of-
flcial statements on the freeze
as It applles to professiarial
foothall, but we assume that we
can continue to negotiate with
players who are unsigned, and
that each contract we arrive at
will contain a parsgraph referr-
Ing to the executive order and
acknowledge that the contract
will not become effective until
such time as the wage and
price controls are removed.

‘There are a number of

The Manchester segment of
the new I-84, scheduled to open
in two weeks, accounts for only
7 of the 19 miles of new high-

ways opening within the next
four weeks,

Prominent features of each
of the four highway projects to
open soon are many recreational
and environmental benefits, in-
cluding the planting of nearly
90,000 trees and shrubsg, accord-
ing to State Transportation Com-
missioner A. Earl Wood.

A new four-mile section of Rt.
66 between Broad 8t. in Meriden
and the Southington town line
Is scheduled to open Monday.
Aside from the 20,751 trees and
shrubs being planted along the
relocated route, the project also
features an overhead pedestrian
bridge connecting parta of Meri-
den's Hubbard Park.

Rt, 1I-84 from S8pencer St. in
Manchester to Bolton Notch h
a planned opening date of Sept.'
9, at 11 am, The long-awaited
project includes the develop-
ment of the Charter Oak Park
recreational complex, with the
planting of about 50,000 trees
and shrubs,

Sept. 15 is the opening date
for a new extension of Rt. 82
in Haddam, with an interchange

with the recently completed Rt.
9. Accommodations for itinerant
waterfowl have been incorporat-
ed Into design of this project,
with the development of a
quiet, shallow pond for a
“waterfowl rest area’ during
thelr seasonal north - south
flights,

A slxemile section of Rt, 2
through Colchester, Lebanon
and Bozrah, scheduled for open-
ing Sept. 28, completes the ex-
pressway link between Hartford
nnd Norwich. An estimated
10,000 trees and shrubs are be-
ing planted to enhance the new
superhighway there,

The attempts by the highway
department to plant these
thousands of frees are probably
the result of adverse public
cpinion to new reads—a lot of
state residents argue that high-
ways are ruining the environ-
ment by stealing parks and
forest lands.

But according to the ngtate
transportation department, there
are twice as many park, forest,
and woodland areas in Connectl-
cut now as compared to the year
1780. About two million acres
in the state are covered by
parks, forest, and woodland—
about 68 per cent of the total
state land area.

SAIGON (AP) — Vice Presi-
dent Nguyen Cao Ky's chief ad-
viser has left for Washington to
confer with Nixon adminls-
tration officials in an effort to
prevent the South Vietnamese
presidential election from being
held on Oct. 3, informed
sources sald today.

Khoi's trip to Washington was
kept secret until the last min-
ute, sources sald, because It
was feared that President Ngu-
yen Van Thieu might attempt
to block it,

Khol 1s expected to remain in
Washington about 10 days, He
has lived in Washington in re-
cent years, but returned to Sal-
gon last spring to help Ky map
plana to run for president
against Thieu.

Both Thieu and Ky are on the
presidential ballot, But Ky,
charging that Thieu has rigged
the election, has repeatedly
sald he will not campaign. Thia
leaves Thieu as the only con-

Acting Prime Minister Ngu-
yen Luu Vien asaid last Wednes-
day that the presidential elec-
tion will be held as scheduled
Oct. 3 with Thieu as the only
candidate. Thieu met with cam-
paign aides and province coun-
clllors on the same day.

Well-informed Western
sources have sald that despite
the evidence to the contrary,
Thieu may not have made his
final declsion on whether to go
ahead Wwith the election.

Boat Catches Fire;
30 Die in Adriatic

BRINDISI, Italy (AP)—A ferryboat with more than
1,000 persons on board caught fire in a tossing Adriatic
en route from Greece to Italy today and all abandoned
ship. Italian officials reported at least 30 persons had

perished.

They sald rescue ships had
picked up B850-870 survivors
from the heaving sea.

“There are atill bodies In the
water but the sea is rough and
we're having a difficult time
recovering them,"” sald Col,
Vincenzo Gasperinl of Italy's
Taranto air station. “We don't
belleve there are any more sur-
vivors in the sea.”

The 11,2324on ferry Heleanna
was charred and abandoned but
still afloat about 25 miles off
this southeast Itallan port after
burning for more than six
hours.

Reports from Athens sald the
ship carried about 820 passen-
gers and a crew of 115 on its
semiweekly run from the Greek
ports of Patras and Corfu to
the Italian port of Ancona,
where it was to dock tonight.

Most of the passengers were
Greeks, Itallans and, pre.
dominantly foreigners, Britons,
Frenchmen, Austrians and Ger-

mans often use the ferry line.
Young American students also
frequently travel between
Greece and Italy by ferry.

Survivors reported scenes of
terror and panic as they aban-
doned ship, many of them by
diving into the dark waters
from the decks.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Pentagon has told a Senate sub-

committee that all servicemen
will be required to attend race
relations classes in a new pro-
gram aimed at ‘'changing be-
havior father than attitudes
and feelings."

In a report to the Senate's
constitutional righta panel, the
Pentagon sald:

““The individual serviceman
is entitled to his own private
beliefs on racial matters, but
he is not entitled to act in such
a way 8s to create raciat dis-
harmony that may interfere with
the order, discipline and mis-
sion of the military services."

Subcommittee Chalrman Sam
J. Ervin Jr,; D-N.C., saying he
had pgotten complaints ‘‘about
reports of sensitivity training
which the Department of De-
fense 1is requiring servicemen
to attend,” told Secretary of
Defense Melvin R. Laird in a
letter last month:

“There Is a common impres-
sion that this will involve a de-
gree of coercion and probing of
personal beliefs and attitudes
that will infringe on First
Amendment freedoms." °

In response Aug. 10, Army

Lt. Gen. Robert C. Taber sald
the Defense race relations edu-
cation program will not consist
of sensitivity training, “‘nor will
it probe personal bellefs and at-
titudes that will Infringe on
First Amendment freedoms, As
we are all aware, the present
state of race relations in the
armed forces is as serlous as it
is in the nation, generally,
“The proposed progrem will
make known clearly to its par-
ticipants the equal opportunity
policies of the Defense Depart-
ment, of the indlvidual services
and of local commanders.'

On Thursday, Frank Render
was fired as the Pentagon's
civil rights chief and a spokea-
man said Laird felt ‘‘there had
not been enough action” to end
racial discrimination In the
armed forces.

Town Loses Some Utilities

The Manchester area was hit
hard by storm damage due
mainly to heavy winds by
Tropical Storm Doria this
morning, The storm, which ar-
rived in force at about 5 am.
in the area, left many areas
withcut pewer or telephohes,
and with downed trees and
branches

The U. 5. Wealner Bureau at
Windsor Locks sald a flash
flood warning for most of the
state remained in effect to
nocn, with gradual eclearing
expected by afternoon,

Easterly winds in the Harl-
ford area hit high speeds of
nearly 50 miles an hour, but
they are forecasted to shift to
a westerly direction and gradu-
ally subside this afternoon.

The state Civil Defense office
had earlier alerted many area
Civil Defense directors to  be
prepared for storm emer-
gencies, particularly flash
flooding, But now a Civil De-
fense spokesman said they are
“not as concerned,'”” as the
storm is going away.

On the Connecticut coast,
winds were reported to be
reaching speeds of 50 miles and
hour, with gusts up to 65 miles
an hour in the Bridgeport area.

An 8 a.m. count at Windsor
Locks put rainfall at 2.80 inches,
with only slightly more expected
today. Reports from other state
areas varied considerably, with
a high measurement of nearly
five inches in Waterbury.

The probability of precipita-
tion for tonight and tomorrow
is only 10 per cent.

The biggest damage was the
result of fallen branches, which
brought power lines down. A

Flood Warnings Remain

Troplcal storm Doria* moved
inward across parts of New
England today, her winds di-
minished but her rainfall still
heavy enough for the U.S.
Weather Service to post flash
flood warnings for parts of the
area.

Flash flood wamings were in
effect for the Berkshires in
Massachusetts and western
Connecticut, A flash flood watch
was In effect for the remainder
of New England except Maine.

The Weather Service sald
rainfall was expected to be
more than four inches near the
center of the storm as she
moved through the lower Hud-
gon Valley and Into western
New England.

Storm warnings In effect from
Bammegut Light, N, J., to Block
Island were to be changed to
small craft warnings or discon-
tinued by mid-moming,

GGale warnings were posted
from Block Island to Eastport,
Maine,

At 9 a.m. the storm was cen-
tered about 10 miles north of
New Haven, Conn., and moving
northeast at 30 miles per hour.

The Weather Service sald
tides, which ran three to five
feet above normal as the storm
hit full force, will slowly sub-
side from Cape Cod southward.

Surf will remain high along
the coast, however, the Weath-
er Service said, and seas will
remain rough.

In Connecticut, residents re-
ported numerous power fallures
and difficult road conditons
caused by the storm, but no
serious problems were ex-
perienced excepl for property
damage caused by falling
limba,

In Massachusetts, telephone
gorvice remained ‘'just about
normal,” a New England Tele-
phone Co. spokesman sald.

Along the New England
coast, storm warnings were
changed to gale wamings at §
a.m, East to southeast winds 25
to 35 knots were predicted to
veer south to southwest later
today and diminish rapidly.

Officials in New Bedford,
Mass,, sald several boals en-
tered New [Bedford Harbor to
escape the effects of the storm
at sea, Many were fishing ves-
sels, and some were belleved to
have been from Puerto Rlico.
No exact count on the number
of beals in the harbor was
avallable.

The large hurricane gate
across the mouth of the harbor
remained open Friday night,

A spokesnan in Worceser,
Mass., said no reports of flash
ficcding had been received as
of Saturday morning, although
some flocding was expected in
the "‘normal flood spots' in low
lying areas,

The heavy rainfall recorded
Friday from New York o
Washington, D.C. was in-
fluenced but not caused by
Doria, the weather service
said. Ralinfall over five inches
was common in some spots
along the East Coast, and Tren-
ton, N.J., set a record with
more than six Inches of rain
within 24 hours,

Rain will end with partial
clearing this afternoon over the
southern sections of New Eng-
land, the service sald. Showers

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Panel Rejects

MONTGOMERY, Ala, (AP)
— A panel cof three federal
judges says It no longer has ju.
risdicticn over the achools in-
volved in a legal action stem-
ming from some of the recent
antibusing orders by QGov.
George C. Wallace.

Negro attorney Solomon Seay
Jr., who had asked the panel to
order Wallace to show cause
why he should not be held In
contempt for his recent execu-
tive orders against busing, sald
Friday he was uncertain wheth-
er he would refile his motion
with the court that would have
jurisdiction,

The federal panel, which sev-
eral years ago warned the Ala-
bama governor to stop inter-
fering with school integration,
answered Solomon's request by
saying that in-March 1970 the
atatewide school integration
case was ''fragmented."” That
meant the Calhoun and Limes-
tone County schools, which
were affected by Wallace's re-
cent decrees, were no longer
under its legal supervision.

However, the panel added,
“If the plaintiffs are entitied tc
any relief , .. there is no rea-
son why they cannot secure this
relief in the Northern District."

Birmingham |s the seat for
the Northern District, and one
of the federal judges there has
ruled against Wallace in recent
weeks. U8, District Court
Judge Sam C, Pointer Jr., act.
ing on a suit concerning a Wall.
ace order to the Jefferson
County school board, sald the
governor's order had no legal
meaning and did not supersede
the directives of the court,

The court in Montgomery at
one time undertook legal super-
vision over most of the city and
county schools in Albama. And
in 1963 and 1964, after it or-
dered sfatewide integration, it
directed Wallace to stop in-
terferring with the schools by
using state troopers to delay the
desegregation process.
