Aetually the garden pepper Is 
capalcuin :^ratescehs while the 
true pepper Is piper nlghim.
Wtierever voyagers touched the 
American tropica during the 
16th century, they found peppers 
In many forms. Of the many 
vaiietlea known to us today, 
all had been found by the begth* 
nlng of the iTth century.

The Spaniards called hot pep­
pers chlU (fitm  the country 
Chile). Anid or sweet peppers 
ore' called plmenta or plmlento 
In Spain. When we talk about 
plpiientos in the U.S., we mean 
a bright red sweet pepper,'the 
Und you find in the center of 
green olives.

“The road, just in front 
of the ridewolk where I  sat and played 
jacks, would be anUe-deep In dust, and 
seemed to drink up the moonlight like 
folds of velvet. It drank up sound, too;

Nothing id the 
world, not snow mountains or'blue seas, 
is so beautiful In moonlight as the soft, 
dry summer roads in a farming country,, 
roads where the white duri falls bock 
from the slqw wagon-wheel."

BINH MINH \piSTRICT, 
Vinh Long ProvlncOK South 
Vietnam—Late one nlgnK.Iast 
week. Communist guer 
overran an outpost in this Me- 
kcuig delta district, butchering 
the sleeping South Vletnaimese 
soldiers and departing with a 
rich booty of U.S. weapons—an 
incident of the kind whoae re­
cent frequency has generated 
serious misconceptions about' 
the present state- of the Viet­
nam war.

Ck)ntrary to widespread U.S. 
press reports, overrunning such 
outposts does not connote a gen­
eral breakdown of security in 
the delta. Rather, Vietcong ac­
tivity is at its lowest level since 
1961 In this most p<q>ulous and 
most fertile region of South' 
Vietnam. Whereas Communists 
dominated the delta .country­
side in 1968, only 2 per cent of 
Its 6 million populatioA are now 
under Vietcong cMitroI.

What ovemihning outpoets 
does mean is that the delta 
guerrilla 'war, though a feeble 
shadow of the once fearsome 
Communist assault bere, is by 
no means finished. Indeed, the 
Communists are entering a new 
stage wMch,. while no threat to 
Saigon’s control of the delta, 
will be bldody and prolonged.

This, In brief, is the present 
situatlai in the delta, rice bowl 
of Indochina and the key C<^- 
munist target for two decades:

There has been no regressim 
in government control. Some 
36,000 Oimmunist troops, out­
numbered nearly 10 to 1, are 
on the run. A South Vietna­
mese army offensive is pound­
ing three North Vietnamese 
regular regiments In the U 
Mlnh Forest at the southern'tip 
of the delta, no longer the Im-

alcne). To explore the reasons, 
consider the details of what 
happened In Binh Mh^hx^trtet 
last week.
’ Most of the outpost’s fuUUihe, 
PF platoon wOs away, guarding ' 
a dam construction site. As re­
placements, members of the 
People's Self-Defense Force 
(PSDF) — a part-time militia 
carrying pick-me-up weaprms— 
maimed .the outpost. The mili­
tia men promptly fell aSleep. 
Conimuniat ̂ guerrillas attacked 
with rocketo, slaughtered the 
defenders and destroyed the 
oiutpoBt. The toll: 13 dead f̂ id 
29 .weapons (Including some M- 
i6 automatic rifles) captured.

This and similar mini-disas­
ters are directly attributable to 
deplorable South Vietnamese 
management. Despite their 
huge numerical advantage, too 
few PF and RP troops are 
spread too thin over too many 
outposts. Rather than leave the 
outpost guarded mainly by un­
trained militiamen, toe Binh 
Mlnh district chief should have 

'abandoned it temporarily.
Such poor management stems 

partly frorh complacency. Vlnh 
Long province, once a Conimu- 
nlst bcuition, is now so com­
pletely pacified that some lead­
ers—Including toe Binh Mlnh 
district chief—-have grown im- 
accustomed to actlim.

Complaceimy was blatant In 
another Binh Mlnh outpost we 
visltod three days later. There 
had been iio Vietcong attack in 
that area slime the 1968 Tst Of­
fensive, and the outpost’s PF 
platoon had not contacted toe 
enemy for two months. The 43- 
yearK>ld platoon leader, bare­
foot aiul carrying no sidearm, 
informed us there is "iu> pos­
sibility”  of an attack on his 
outpost. Yet, American advisers 
regard it ripe to be overrun 
next.

gal cadres”—are imOr Inflltrat- 
Ing toe South Vietnamese ap- 
paratus. Including PF platoons 
manning the outposts, in a new 
phase of the war. At some over­
run outpoets, toe attack began 
with sabotage by a Vietcong 
agent posing as a PF rifleman.

This new stage is getting 
bl(x>dy; 633 South, Vietnamese 
combat deaths in Vlnh Long 
provlime this year compared. 
with 638 in 'a ll o i 1970. Rut 
these are toe tactics of deq>alr. 
An oveniin. outpost Is rebuilt 
and reimcuided within 48 hours. 
In Vlnh Long, not a single ham­
let is imder Communist control. 
and r il guerrillas may be 
cleared oitC^thln a year.

That Is not true of more 
troubles(>me m lta provinces, 
such as adjoining Klen Hoa, 
where guerrillas will persist for 
many years. But for all the pub­
licity about overrun outposts, 
toe truth is that thia is the 
lari Communist grasp in toe del­
ta. The real military threat, by 
regulars and guerrillas, is in 
toe country’,B northernmost prov- 
limes where Hanoi might cap­
italize ‘ on the Sedgon political 
crisis to strike now—a danger 
we shall report on In future 
columns.

prayers.
Many of today’s sophisticated 

intoUectuals m i^ t smile at toe 
beauty of this poem but pro­
claim relief that toe worid 
seems to be giving up this rath­
er primitive practice. They pic­
ture themselves at toe o|q>oelte 
ends of toe pole from Chris­
topher Robin.

One such was a wonderful 
English author named E. M. 
Forster. On toe basis ot hlA 
wrlUng;8 Mr. Forster received 
Englands Order ot Morit — toe. 
highest honor given to a person 
outside political life. He -was a 
fellow of King’s Ckdlege, Cam­
bridge—a self described human­
ist with no belief in religion. A- 
remarkable h^man whose life 
and writings seem to prove him 
a leader In sensitivity, integiityi 
modesty and other “Christian 
virtues.”

Most of us find soinethlng in 
our souls which responds both 
to Christopher Robin and to 
E. M. ForsteT but they knew 
where they stood on toe subject 
of prayer. Do we?

Prayer In Its simplest form 
ts an aiqpeal for help. All of u » 
make such an appeal at otto 
time or another, consciously or 
uiMonsciously. Prayer may be 
primitive but so what? So is art. 
So la love. So is sex. So Is sac­
rifice. Prayer is also an 
acknowledgement of our limita­
tions. Prayer Is an act of rec;; 
ognition of something more than 
space, more than nature. Pray­
er' 1s an attempt at commimica- 
tion. These can represent pretty 
sophisticated thinking. .

Most of lis are aware of our 
inepiqess and uncertainty when 
it comes to ! prayer. Both;, I 
think, are caused by being un­
certain |of results and unwilling 
to practice. (^Iiiisti^her Robin 
was neither imcertaln luir un­
willing but a man caimot pray 
as a child. We terul to try, and 
organized church leaders do noi 
show much sklil in helping.

I  wonder If the tendency to 
continue to try to pray as a 
child Influences people like 
E. M. Forster to turn their 
backs on toe organised'church? 
I do not presume to offer maglo 
formulas or deep Insights—csdy 
a thought (pertuqM plea) fi>r 
those Interested In C3iririian 
education programs. It’s a sub­
ject too long and too obviously 
neglected.

. We first began' noticing that 
Rustic more than a decade 
sgti^when toe figure was cUnib- 
Ing t ^ r d  toe 20,000 mark.

LatelyXthe nows has bOen 
that toe ntimber of state em­
ployes .was Bpproaohing 40,000.

All this long seemingly 
Irresistible climb In state per­
sonnel was taking ploeO In spite 
of repeated "freeze”  ^ o ts  by 
economy - posturing Q 
who Issued periodic 
forbidding state departmen 
to hire new employes to fill 
vacancies wMoh had occurred 
through death, retirement, or, 
resignation.

Somehow, without ever being 
revoked publicly, all these 
freeze gestures seethed, after 
their own liilUal hhrolc moment 
In toe headlines, to have little 
or lio effect.

The next time one looked 
toera Was toe state payroll, 
Mtomtng upward again, aa 
'usual. ^

The latest statistic, however,
Is sounding' Impressively dif­
ferent. It comes from Governor 
Mesklll, and It says that toe 
policy ot ncA filling vacancies 
Inaugurated on his order, last. 
January had toe result, during 
the first six months of the year, 
of reducing toe number of full 
time state employes by 991, 
from a total of 39,178 down to 
88,182.

No other payroll freeze edict 
Governor has ever claimed . 
such a substantial result.

Perhaps no other Governor' 
has ever meant a job freeze 
quite so rigorously^ Certainly, 
no other payroll order has h ^  

-such dramatic state financial, 
conditions backing It up and 
giving it importance and -em­
phasis.

Conceivably, then toe present 
gain—decline in toe state pay­
roll, but gain for toe taxpayers 

' —can not only be held, but may 
even be extendecl, in spite of toe 
increeuiing hardship on state de­
partments', in spite of toe in­
creasing temptation for (he new 
state administration to do some 
hiring of its own.

So far, at any rats, very, 
good. j

To look for much more, how­
ever, is going to require some­
thing more toon suiy flat guber­
natorial order.
. The aggrandizement of the 

state payroll has noi resulted 
from the mere zest of depart­
ment heads or political parties 
tor putting people on toe public 

' payroll.
Nor has it, if we may venture 

something tiuit la likely to be 
assailed as a sample of per­
verse Ignorance, resulted pri­
marily from toe. fact that toe 
state has been growing in popu­
lation euid In activity.

The one greatest key to toe 
expansion of toe payroll has 
been toe continual iltyenUcn, 
by toe Leglslaturoe sometimes 
In resiwnse to Its own busy­
ness, sometimes in response to 
toe pleas of outside pressure 
groups, sometimes In response 
to toe saleamansMp of toe 
state’s own bureaucri^, of new 
imdi more Intricate anid more 
complicated bureaucratic fuiic- 
ti<Biing, all presumably in toe 
service of some Interest oi; 
some section of toe public, but 
all adding up. In praoUoe,:, to 
heavily increased state expeiidl- 
ture for a .dwindling efflcleney 
of return, with both toe in­
creased payroll and toe dwin­
dling efficiency developing In 
spite of increasing employment 
of what are supposed to be 
modern, labor-saving paper 
woyk techniques. The cure for 
all tots, should any Governor 
bo willing to tahkie it? It wCiild 
have to be, we think, throwing 
out a lot of “ progress”  and go­
ing back to toe stmplesi esJen- 
tlals-ia process one mlgiit be­
gin by eliminating three out of 
everyl four paper forms used in 
itato government functionings.

All three blasts erupted In 
five minutes after midday when 
the city center was at Us bus­
iest.

The bombings were in line 
with the policies proclaimed by 
Joe eShiU, Belfast chlM of staff 
on a fund-raising mission.

The blast blew in the front of 
the building and shattered win­
dows in the newly opened Eu- 
ropa Hotel across the street.
