haps underneath their dignity and their 
taiuita may seem an experience more 
terrlMe than hunger. I t  would be a  rash 
commentaUnr who, in this wwld of 
human frailties and pocullarities, a l l '  of 
which are reel and compelling to people 
who have to live with them Inside them­
selves, would indulge in any btenket 
condemnatlQil of x>eople who do not a^  
pear in person at emptoyment offices 
to pick welfare checks. How, for in-, 
stance, would we like to be on welfare?

All such humanitarian cautions having 
been taken, and all poasible understand­
ing having been stretched but and ex­
tended, the new law seems to have prov­
ed aome part of vdiatever cruel u d  
cynical point it had for Its original 
Inqilratlon.

The Nixon Formula

WASHING’rON—’The extreme 
political delicacy of President 
Nixon’s program to revive the 
economy, while controlling in- .

’ flation becomes starkly eyldent 
from his rock-bottom conviction 
that recovery depends on higher 
business profits.
I As Nixon see it, profits must 
go  up, not down, to accomplish 
Uree economic imperatives: To 
provide business with cash to r  
capital expansion; to use the 
capital expansion to sop up un­
em ploym entand to turn cor­
poration profits into tax revenues 
for the Federal government to 
■top the dangerous spiral of 
deficit spending (now requiring 
unprecedented government bor­
rowing).

But with wages frozen, any 
President who goes to the coun­
try bluntly advocating higher 
profifo for business risks disaster 
at the polls. Thus President Nix­
on must tread extremely deli­
cately, as he means to do In 
his speech to the joint session of 
Congress today. Rather than 
make a blunt appeal for higher 
business profits, political com­
mon Bensc .calls for a/stark con­
trast between the flabby per­
formance of the U.fi|. economy, 
and the exploding economics 
abroad.

The Nixon formula has been 
made crystal clear since Aug. 
15, when he performed hts stun

nlng economic turnabout, froze 
wages, prices, and rents and 
asked Congress for the id per 
cent Investment tax credit that 
AFLrOIO president George 
Meany calls "Robin Hood In 
reverse." Everything said since 
then by Administration officials 
has made It clear that the heart 
of the Nixon program Is the tax 
credit (which would permit 
corporations to deduct from 
their tax bills an amount equal 
to 10 per cent of their invest­
ment In capital equipment).
■ -To soften the political assault 
on this heart of the Nixon fcxrm- 
ula, Presidential aides and Mr. 
Nixon’s economic consultants, 
both Inside and outside the gov­
ernment, are now talking ser­
iously sbqut keeping the lid 
down tight on almost'all prices 
for several months after the 90- 
day freeze expires on Nov. 13. 
•Wages would l)e allowed to 
move up enough to keep full 
pace with productivity (output 
per man-hour) and partial pace 
with the raise In the cost of liv­
ing.

Although no hard decisions 
have been taken on the post­

freeze policy, Secretary of the 
Treasury John B. Connally Is 
known to be taking an extreme­
ly tough position on holding the 
price line.

'The theory behind this Is part­
ly political: To provide a talking 
point In response to the clamor 
of Democratic party liberals, 
strongly backed tiy Meany and 
the labor unions, that the freeze 
Is one-sided against the worker.

By the same token, Mr. Nix­
on Is sure to tell Congress today 
that he has .no Intention of 
dumping his welfare-reform 
proposals, despite Jib) request 
for a one-year postponement of 
their effective dale. This will 
Infuriate already disgruntled 
conservatives, 'who arc touting 
the postponement as » tanta­
mount to killing welfare re­
form, but if he can convince the 
liberals that he rcttlly means it, 
the net effect Is a polltlcai plus.

HInoe the whole ConneoUout 
tux ■qiiubble, in the end, «wne 
down to a relaUvely shatfow 
question of which animal wag, 
going to have the toll pinned 
on, the elephant or the donkey, 
wo political observoM were not 
suffering too much ehook ae, 
along iho way, we found vari­
ous glodlators. first adopUng 
and then shedding one princi­
ple after another.

’The legislative leadership of 
the Democratic party was^lteelf 
divided In Its allegiance to the 
Income tax or to the sales tax, 
and the only time It evsr be­
came united was not on princi­
ple but on political opportunity. 
When It found itself facing what 
its professional Instlnote told it 
might be a real opportunity to 
skewer a Republican Governor,
It could close ranks to attempt 
that job, but the partisan prin­
c ip le  was the only principle It 
was then following.

Governor Mesklll was himself 
divided, obviously, between his ■ 
personal dislike of an Income 
tax and the temptation of what 
such a reliable source of reve­
nue could do for the state. And. 
when, at the end, he united him­
self for one course ot action, the 
Interpretation was not that he 
had finally arrived at some fi­
nal decision in principle, but 
that he was attempting the po­
litical strategy he had been 
forced to consider best for his 
personal and his party Inter­
ests.

But those observers who 
could take such weaving back 
and forth on principle with rela­
tively routine cynicism have to 
confess that they were not pre­
pared for one abandonment of 
principle which became’ a part 
of the final outcome.

If we had come to believe 
anything about Governor ’Thom­
as Mesklll, It was that he meant 
what he said about being seri­
ous about' doing something 
about paying off the state defi­
cit.

We could concede, at thb 
start, that his Initial demand 
that the state pay off the entire 
deficit In this current fiscal 
year, had to be subject .to bar­
gaining and compromise.

But when, In the course of his 
negotiations with" the General 
Assembly, the Governor came 
down to accept the propoaal 
that the deficit be paid off In - 
three Installments, oyer three 
years, that seemed certain to 
be as far as the Governor 
would ever go.

One could listen to the lib­
eral Democrats of the session, 
attacking the Idea that even 
any part'of the deficit should be 
paid off in a year of unemploy­
ment, and feel sure that that 
represented an extreme qf fis­
cal Irresponsibility to which 
the Governor would never lUlow 
himself to be forced. '

In the end, the Governor, un­
der compulsion which must In­
deed have seemed grim and 
terrible to him and to the kind 
of Governor he had dreamed - 
of being, accepted a financial 
package which makes absolute­
ly  no provision for paying off 
anything on the deficit this fls-,  ̂
cal year,

This Is the thing we would 
never have, believed, until It 
did happen.

By this time, the deficit It­
self had been helped, thanks In 
part to the economy scare the 
Governor himself had thrown 
Into the state In his - first six 
months In office, and had de­
clined from an. estimated 8361,- 
000,(XX) to 8244,000,000. ’This Is 
the sum which, under the decl- 
sloiM of this session, would now 
have to 'be paid off during the 
next two fiscal years. When 
asked about this, the Governor, 
In what seemed to be to us an 
admission of defeat he did not 
wish to dwell upon, suggested 
that the law setting up such a 
payoff schedule could be 
changed, apparently to allow 
still more postponement.

We still think, despite the ap­
parent smoothness with Which 
he slipped by It, that must have 
been the one dedlslon which 
hurt the Governor the meet.

Bat your breakfast I I t’s good 

for you. You can’t go to achoiol 
on an empty stomach. . .Awh, 
Mom, I'm just not hungry and 
besides I don't havo time. ■' 

Teachers know all too well 
what to expect on the primary 
grade level. "-MIsb Jones, my 
tummy hurts," or "I don’t feel 
so good."

From years of experience, 
until her retirement last year, 
Marjorie Carlson had learned to 
look at the clock when she 
heard auch statements. If It were 
around eleven, she would.ask, 
‘̂ Dld you eat any breakfast?"

Marjorie (Mrs. Irving C!wl- 
aon) taught school 27)4 years, 20 
In Manchester, As part of the 
primary health curriculum, ahe 
taught the formula of juice, egg 
or cereal, toast and milk. "I 
know, however, that my efforta 
didn't turn a non-breokfoat 
eater into One who- Jumped out 
of<hed demanding Mrs. Carlson’s 
formula. It did not work with 
miy son, who heard It over and 
over.

"Because the sight of an egg 
fixed in Euiy way toe first thing 
In the morning was enough to 
make me want to call a teacher 
substitute, I used to concentrate 
on cereal. Sometimes I would 
put three varieties In layers 
and Invlta my son Roger to" go 
exploring. With a pancake turn­
er held In .the riddle of the 
bowl, I would pour one kind on 
one side, another - kind on toe 
other. Fresh or frozen fruit on 
top added appeal. Sometimes I 
put out sugar or honey
on toe table."

If Marjorie w e r e  boiling 
water for hot cereal, ahe would 
drop a handful of raisins in the 
water. When the cereed was in 
the bowl, ahe would make a 
face with the uncooked raisins 
on top. Honey and brown sugar 
go weH on cooked cereals, too.

"Even the way toe toast la 
cut will help evoke Interest. in 
eatingjt," ftoe told me. "I used 
to cut a slice In quarters, as 
squares, or criss-cross to form 
triangles. For some unknown 
reason when I cut the piece In 
four strips, we called them sol­
diers, I would put out several 

J  kinds of jams aa well as apple 
*' butter and peanut butter.

"My son was fond of cheese.
It added protein, so, sdtbough I 
thought I'tyaa being a bit differ­
ent, he had that, too. One morn­
ing I had to go oqt before Roger 
came to breakfast so I. left 
everything ready. Ho <;ame to 
the table, looked at my"^qtter- 
Ings and had a  better Idea,

•In t h e  refrigerator, was 
' some spaghetti sauce of which 

he was extremely tend. He de­
cided he would rather have 

He put It In a wide bottom 
saiice-dlsh on top of toe toaster 
while he made the toast. While 
he sat sleepily gazing out toe 
window, the toast popped up, 

and spaghetti sauce went — 
everywhere. I came home hav­
ing to wash the curtains as well 
as the Ublecloth. We had a new 
rule —’ No spaghetti sauce for 
breakfast.’ ”

.Marjorie sees nothing wrong 
with left-overs for breakfast If 
toat appeals to your child. 
What’s wrong with soup or a 
hamburger? My son ate pasta 
faggloU for broakfast the other 
day.

Instant breakfasts (toa liquid 
drink) solve a problem for 
many. Ctolorful straws add to 
the appeal. Marjorie Is an advo­
cate of a quart of milk dally 
for children. Her son drank his 
breakfast glassful more rea*Uly 
when she added a tablespixm 
or two of.m(«aseee to give lt"k 
taffy ta$M. TVo tableepoozui of 
y » r  tayortte Inetant pudding Is 
anothsr Idea.

"I hAve spent enough year* 
doing lunch duty to have a few 
•uf^eetiona for mothers of
young school children," eajre 
Marjorie. "Those little plastic 
bags stem  excsllent for sand- 
wtohss but, If waxed paper to 
used, the chUd can spread It 
out to have eosnethlng W» 
enough on which to lay h)s un- 
fintshsd oaiMllwch while he
drinks hto milk. It. catches

primary grade'child's lunchbox, 
stop and think whether he Scan 
handle It by himself. It is also 
wise,, to check once In awhile 
whether all the food y(xi are 
packing is being cotuiumed, You 
have no Idea how many half- 
eaten apples, etc. are thrown 
away or appear mysteriously on 
toe teacher’s desk at the open­
ing of toe afternoon session."

Some further suggestions when 
sending off lunches to school, 
all Marjorie's;

Make certain the young child’s 
lunchbox or bag has his name 
on It aa well as his teacher’s 
and, his room number. Use a 
felt-tipped marker using the in­
side of the lunchbox ltd. On 
rainy days, place a bag lunch 
Inside a plastic bag.

All In all, breakfasts, bags 
and lunebboxes are as much a 
part of a teacher’s cMicem as 
well as the three R’a. Marjorie 
Is now spending hpr time as an 
active volunteer at toe Lutz 
Junior Museum. Her son, Roger 
Mansur, to married, has two 
daughters, lives In New York 
state.
