There was one mmtained roar of ap-
plause during the President's speech to
Congress Thursday which was frighten-
ing,

It was frightening because it redlect-
ed o much eager, shallow sentiment
responding to a shallow annlysis and
an appeal which, aside from being un-
worthy, was also unsound.

The particular Presidential sentence
which preéipitated this unprecedentedly
powerful pelpitation of palms read = as
follows :

“'In the years ghead,  we will remain
& good and 4 generous nation—but the
time has come to give m new attention
to America’'s own interests hore at
home,"”

Wiiat went before that sentence was
President Nixon's scoount.of how much
we had helped the rest of the world,
economically, and militarily, since the
end of World 'War IT.

And wimt soon followed that sentence
was a repetition of Mr, Nixon's favorite
phrase about this country's future eco-
nomic relationship with the rest of the
world: ‘“The time is pust for the United
States to compete with one hand tied
behind her back.” '

Sl later in the same spoech, Presl-
dent Nixon got around "to remarks
which could be rated much closer to
some kind of reality and inner trutiwful.
nems,

“"We caxmot,’' he sald, “remaln a great
nation if we bulld a permanent wall of
tariffs and quotas around the United
States and let the rest of the world pass
us by."'

This might have been —but was not—
the signul for & storm of spplause, if
there was applause aveilable for realism
instead of for fantasy.

Anyway, there it was in the. same
speoch—the cholce between two ways
of feelmg and thinking and plamning
for this mation's ecomomic role in (e
world —with the audience making Its
cholee, and with the spirit of the Presi-
dent's .delivery indicating that it was
making the cholce which w'u really
dominant In his own instincts, too.

Bpecifically, it could be noted that al-
though he took the occasion of this
speech to announce the approaching
termination, on schedule, of his 90-day-
freeze on domestic wages and prices,
leaving what would happen beyond that
to the good judgment of the various
domestic interests involved, he made no
such announcement of timetable for his
10 per cent surtax on forelgn Imports,
also supposedly & temporary munlu'e.

The danger in all this, as emphasized
by the applause of the day, is that we
may all forget & point President Nixon
hmsolf came near, but mever qulte
reachod explicitly,

He was explaining the nature of our
pist economic relationship with the
world, using the analogy of & poker
Kame. .

“Fifteon years u#go,’’ the President
sald, ""n prominent world statesman put
this problem that we confronted then in
a very effective way. He commented to
me that ‘wofid trade was like & poker
gams In whiclr the United Biates then

© dnied, “was true in the 1940's. It was

partially true in the 80's and slso even

Peace By Pill

Dr, Kenneth B. Clark, president of
the American Psychological . Associa-
tion, has produced what he obviously
wanted —headlines and debate —withr
hiz speech the other day advocating the
davelopment of new mind-affecting
drugs to be used on world leaders to
ieep them from resorting to

The angies for argument are limit-
losa,

Is violence something naturally in the
mind, like a chemical presence to be
exorelsed by ancther chemical? Or Is
It the result of the system and anviron-
ment in which the Individual functions?
““Thie normal brain {s beautiful," says
one of the paychologists eager to debate
Dr. Clark. ‘“There is no demoniscal
animal or force lylng within that needs
chemical treatment.”

And another holds that ‘‘you cannot
manipulate the abuse of power simply
by manipulating the minds of In-
dividuals, You cannot manufacture a
human persomality that can't go wrong
20 long a» institutional arrangeménts
permit abuses of power."

Besides, how do you know timt, when
you give a leader a chemical to prevent
him from doing violence to anybody,
you may not also prevent him from do-
ing enything good?

Thus goes the debate among the
professionals.

Ultimately, however, every such de-
bate comes to the point where it has to
be carried townrd its final question by
the amateurish layman on the outside of
the professional circle. The amateur has
to ask the question the professionals
never get around to asking.

“Who,”! he has to ask, ‘“‘will be In
charge of deciding which leader needs
how much of the peace drug?" '
Because there is no answer, the lay-
man has to imagine what the profession-
als must be assuming it would be. Pre-
sumably, there would be a commiftee
of peychologists all with perfect chemi-
cal balances.

Biggest'Test

DUC PHO DISTRICT, Quang
Ngal Province, Bouth Vietnam—
The empty barracks here of a
departed battalion of American
soldiers symbolizes. how thin
Bouth Vietnamese forces are
spread in this traditional Viet
Cong trouble spot, part of a
deepening milltary danger fac-
ing all the northern provinces of
8outh Vietnam.
