Norton said there "Is virtual­
ly no chanoe we 'will not go to 
it'’ and added that a formal an­
nouncement of the decision and 
a dlecloeure of the plan’s de­
tails would come "on or after 
Oct. 1."

He said reports that 10 per 
cent welfare benefit cuts have 
already been ordered are In­
accurate, but, “ the commis­
sioner (Henry White) has said 
several times over the past 
three months that he sees a 
need for possible reduction of 
welfare benefits.’ ’

Norton said the flat grant 
program, under 'which welfare 
recipients would receive a 
single monthly check Instead of 
a monthly check plus payments 
for social needs, would result In 
a cctislderable administrative 
saving for the Welfare Depart­
ment.

But he said the adminis­
trative savings could not be 
large enough to head off a cut 
in benefits—if such a cut is 
deemed necessary. -

He said the administrative 
costs for his department 

' amount to Just m  per cent of 
its budget, too little to make 
much difference In benefit pay­
ments no matter how m u ^  
was saved.

Egypt To Back 
Peking in U.N.

CAIRO (AP ) — Egypt wlU 
support Communist China’s ad­
mission to the United Nations 
this year as the "sole legiti­
mate representative of the CM- 
nese people," government-con­
trolled newspapers said today.

Foreign Minister Mahmoud 
Rlad gave this assurance 'to the 
Peking government’s ambassa­
dor In Cairo Thursday, tiiey 
said.

HARTFORD, Conn. (A P ) — 
About 40 persons paraded In 
the hot sun here Thursday urg­
ing reform of state prisons' 
and Jails.

The demonstrators, many of 
them members of Concemed 
Citizens tor Prison Reform, 
carried signs that said: "Pris­
oners’ Rights Are Human 
Rights," “ End Slave Labor, 
Pay Prisoners a Decent Wage,”  
and "Ehid Racism and Repres­
sion.”

One sign referred, a marcher 
said, to Gov. ’Thomas J. Mes- 
klH’s statement earlier this 
week In (xsmection with rioting 
at the state prison In Attica, 
N.Y., The sign read "Meskill 
Would Kill Tioo.”

The governor said on Mon­
day, " I  believe In swift ac­
tion...We ought to  move in 
quickly. I  don’t believe in negol 
tlating with anybody holding a 
hostage or a gun."

One of the mardiers, the 
Rev. William B. McGrath of 
Hartford, said the govemrr's 
remarks were "inflammatory 
and insensitive."

Another marcher, Mary GIL 
bertson, a high school teacher, 
said the protesters were asking 
that prisoners in state correc- 
tlanal institutions be permitted 
to elect their own representa­
tives imder the supervision of 
Impcuflal observers.

’The Inmate representatives, 
she , said, would "publicly 
present their demands at 
prime-time televised negotia­
tion sessions with the State De­
partment of Correction.’ ’

She said It was Important 
that prisonera be allowed to 
state any demands they have 
and describe prison conditions 
publicly.

"A  lot of false Information Is 
coming out of the prisons," she 
said. "We can’t get the truth 
Just from prison cfficlals."

flWs leave will not be deduct­
ed from toe teacher’s siclj, pro­
fessional leave or personal 
days. The teacher will receive 
the difference between toe pro­
fessional salary and toe Jury 
fee for a period not to exceed 
10 working days.

All absences, except for Jury 
duty, had been covered in toe 
teacher-board agreement sign­
ed last month and toe teachers 
felt that this parUcuIar case 
should come under board poli­
cy.

'The board also appixived a 
revision to Its • present salary 
guide policy.

’The revision states that 
teachers who have completed 
their ninth year of experience 
shall receive $36 for each year 
of Service performed In He- 
btxm If holding a Bachelors de­
gree or $85 If holding a Masters 
degree.

It adds on additional year to 
toe length of experience need­
ed before qualifying for toe 
reimbursement.

William 
Benton of Southport paid a visit 
to his ancestral home on Met­
calfe- Rd.

Presently publisher and one 
time editor-in-chief o f the En­
cyclopaedia Brltannica and a 
founder of the Benton and 
Bowles advertising firm In New 
York, Benton traces his family 
h erlt^ e  back to the original 
founding fathers of Tolland.

The Tolland Historical Society 
maintains the home of Jacob 
Benton as an historical mu­
seum.

In addition to representing 
OonnecUcut In Washington, 
Benton also served as an assis­
tant secretary of state.

As a result of his Interest In 
young, unknown American art­
ists he possesses an outstanding 
collection of representative 
American planting.

He la the Mn of Charles Ben- 
who was bom  In the Dea­

con E. Q. Meacham home. In 
■ Tollhn^ which is no longer in 

exlstaiwe. It was located 
Shenlpsit udm.

Charles BmloiVs grandpar­
ents were inlssicnkr^s to Syria 
and were staying In ThlW d on 
a furlough at the U m e i^ h ls  
father's birth, according to 
records of the historical society.

Although Charles trained for 
the CongregaUonal ministry, he 
left this calling to -become a pro­
fessor, teaching Semitic lan­
guages at the newly organized 
University of Minnesota. It was 
in Minnesota, that Senator Ben­
ton was bom, but he now claims 
Connecticut as his home state. 
The Benton homestead museum 
is actually the home.

Jacob Benton was a  Revolu­
tionary War figure and was the 
great granfather, “ several 
times removed,”  of the Senator, 
according to Tolland’s Histori­
cal records.

The Penalty For Honesty
There ought to  be, in our system of 

national poUtica, some greater- guar­
antee c f tderanoe for honesty—single, 
blunt, unadorned, awkward, impcdlUc 
honesty <m. at least some special oc­
casions.

When we say that, we are not sure 
that, 80 far as the general voting public 
la concerned, such tolerance does not al­
ready exist.

We are not sure that the penalty on 
honesty doesn’t come from the supposed­
ly sophisticated insistence of pundits like 
us —or like Evans and Novak on this 
page —that. SR irretrievable blunder has 
been committed.

What'we have in mind, at the moment, 
is the “ blooper”  supposedly fa th er^  by 
Senator Edmund Muskle when, a few 
days ago, he was adeed the question; 
“ Would you accept a  black on the ticket 
in 19727“

ktuslde answered;
“ In my judgment such a ticket would 

not be electaUe right now.”
Later on, after it had been universally 

conceded that Senator Muskle had pulled 
a  classic boner, he attempted to defend 
himself. There were, he said, three an­
swers possible, yes, no, and maybe, and 
he attempted to make the honest answer.

But he hod, of course, entered that 
sone of poUtical behavior where honesty 
U| not conceded to be any kind of 
defense.

We, the pundits, think he diould have 
been smart enough to use some kind of 
maybe for his answer.

Whatever he did, say the columnists, 
he should have avoided saying anything 
which had such a big handle on it for his 
memles to grab.

Even commentators who admire 
honesty questiem how much if It is worth 
if it loses the whole ball game, the whole 
ball game being, in this instance, the 
poeslbUity that Muskle might make a 
good candidate and a good President.

But the worst error Senator Muskle 
committed was, as it will appear ^ a in  
and again from now on, that of ^ving 
us gentlemen of the media a question to 
greet and nag him with every time he 
makes an appearance anywhere.

TTie American people might conceiv­
ably be intelligent enough and tolerant 
enough and charitable enough to ap­
preciate that Senator Muskle was trying 
to give an honest answer and to mark 
that effort down as a tentative credit to 
him while they continue to examine 
other aspects of his potentialities as can­
didate for President.

Not, however, we of the media. We 
will be asking that same fatal question 
of Muskle, again amd again, over and 
over, from this angle and from that 
angle, and the more we ask him whether 
he has stopped being prejudiced against 
having a Mack run on the ticket with 
him the more we will pontificate about 
bow sad it is he has put himself in such 
on embarrassing position.

It may be —it could be—that there is a 
hard, cynical law of public life which 
says that a politician who makes any 
remark with 'such obvious handles on It 
would not make out very well in highest 
office.

Peihaps, to take another example of 
another similar blurt of honesty, the 
Oeorge Romney who claimed, way back 
In 1968, that he had been "brainwash­
ed" on the war in Vietnam, was some­
thing more than merely premature. Per- 
hope he was unguarded and Immature 
and Injudicious to make, then, a  state­
ment which might have been highly ad- 

' mired three years later.
When -Romney, who hod s6emed to 

have the Presidantlsl noihination easily 
loolced up, made that remark, we the
preee acted like a flight of vulUiree,

I

pouncing down on him, taunting him, 
teasing him, pressuring him, until we 
had ripped out of him whatever con­
fidence he might ever have hod iii him­
self.

Now we are going to be after MUakle. 
Perhaps we can get rid of him, with his 
unfortunate lapses Into honesty, in 
favor of some smooth-tongued palaverer 
who doesn’t make little mistakes, but 
is himaelf merely one big total mistake.

An Extra Moment
The United States and Russia are now 

reported to have concluded a secret 
agreement designed to give them one 
more stage of protection against nuclear 
war by accident.

The proposal —sUU to be formalised 
and signed — would rely on use of a 
satellite communications system for a 
moment of grace hitherto iwt included 
in anybody’s estimate of how one of the 
nuclear powers would have to react ^  
the appearance of a nuclear attack com­
ing from the other.

TTie whole insistence, in such a  situa­
tion, has been upon Instant retaliation, 
before the enemy strike might score 
success in its own objective o f trying to 
wipe out such retaliatory power. Moat of 
our missile engineering, on both sides, 
has been devoted to answering anybody 
else’s first strike the moment any. mis­
sile is detected heading in an unfriend­
ly direction.

Now the proposal is that both the 
United States and Russia agree to re­
frain from such retaliation until they 
have got on the new communications 
satellite “ hot line’ ’ together and dealt 
with the possibility that the cause of 
the alert may be an accident of some 
kind.

We suppose this is progroos.
We suppose it would somehow be more 

tragic if this world should Mow itself up 
by mistake than it would if U blew It­
self up on .purpose.

Biit^ somewhere about now, our 
capacity to reason deserts us and we 
find our efforts to try to find some logical 
vein of thought benumbed.

We, and a few hundred mlUicn other 
human beings, would like to get on some 
kind of a comnuuiicatlonB wave length 
and tell each other we really have no 
interest in crisping one another. But all 
we know about such on instinct Is that it 
is naive and innocent and fooUsh and no 
way to try to nm a wxjrld.

’This — the new secret agreement to 
pause an extra second before pushing 
the final button—is the way ip nm the 
world.

Coming Closer
At last it comes — the thing so many 

of us have been puszled by all the previ­
ous lack of — the possIMUty that New 
England may strike Its own oil.

It is not really here yet, merely close. 
A consortium of 34 oil companies has 
been conducting tests this summer just 
off the southern Long Island rivore, and 
these tests now indicate that oil and na­
tural gras depoeits, In commercial 
quantities, exist on the continental shelf 
as close as 30 miles off the Long Island 
beaches.

Once we' get that close. It is no longer 
possible to ignore the potentialities 
underneath that fine sea of sand on 
which downtown Manchester has locat­
ed itself. TTiere may be riches beneath 
us now, as we write on Bissell St.

What would It mean if New England 
riiould strike oil? Would those joily Mg 
fellowk from Texas ever let us refine It 
for ourselves and set our own price 
levels? Would our New England pMi- 
ticlans, in return, gain a new and sym­
pathetic understanding of certain special 
tax concessions to the oil industry? And 
what about possible pollution of those 
pure sea shores of ours?

Oh, there will be worries and respon- 
slbUiUes, all right, along with the rich­
es.

But this we can say, if such good 
fortune should at last be coming closer.

It couldn’t happen to a  nicer region,, 
or to nicer people,

Pushii^ Tolerance To Extreme
I think there are some real dangers 

and very real perils In an atmtMphere ot 
complete tolerance. If we wont to keep 
dlls atmosphere to live in, we still have 
to be alert to Ita perila and learn to avoid 
Us pitfalls.What we have to see la that 
tolerance in our day, by Itaelf, can be­
come extreme like any virtue. It can 
move over, so far that it ceases to be a 
virtue and becomes a  corrupting and sn- 
ervating fores.

One of the pUfalls of this easygoing 
tolerance Is neutrality. Someone sold 
that, while our fathers had convictions, 
today we have opinions. Tliat is the first 
danger signal in the atmomhere of com­
plete moderation — loss o f conviction, 
moral laziness. Trying to escape the ex­
treme bigoted narrowness we sometimes 
get enervated into an easygoing half­
heartedness; trying to be open-minded 
enough to see boths Ides of the question 
we are apt to attach ourselves to nans; 
trying to be all things to all men, we 
may end up being nothing to any man. —

FIRE BASE KIM QUY, South 

Vietnam—On this lonely moun- 
talntop fortress surrounded by 
triple canopy jungle, the Mtter 
mood of frightened, bored 
young American soldiers shows 
the high price paid by the 
United States Army for Presi­
dent Nixon’s otherwise success­
ful policy of Vieinamlzation.
. Talking to infantrymen of the
101st Airborne Division here, we_
found a malaise transcending 
customary griping by American 
GIs. Without officers present, 
the soldiers told us of the cor­
rosive fear of being the last 
American killed in Vietnam and 
their contempt for thep* of­
ficers, their army and their gov­
ernment.

Such demoralization derives 
from the gradual nature of Vlet- 
namizatlon. As South Vietnam’s 
armed forces took over the war 
the pest two years, remaining 
U.S. forces withdrew from of­
fensive operatlms in the wilder­
ness to take up defensive posi­
tions on artlUery bases such as 
this one. ’This change (accom­
panied by declining war support 

' from home) has led to Amer­
ican combat forces so dispirited 
that, In the private view of 

m any officers, they constitute 
nothing less than a national dis- 

' grace.
TTuis, necessary though the 

gradual nature of the withdraw­
al has been, an increasing num­
ber of officials here beUeve it 
Is now time for a pullout of re­
maining forces much quicker 
than Mr. Nixon envisions. ’The 
cost would be coduced security 
in this threatened northern sec­
tor of the country (where the 
lOlst Airborne Is located). But 
the cost of sta}ring another year 
is higher ; Further decline of the 
U.S. Army.

Actually, the 101st Airborne — 
under hard-charging Mfij. Gen. 
’Thamaa Torpley, otis of the 
Army’s brightest young gen­
erals—is considered the highest 
morale American unit remain­
ing in Vietnam. Moreover, the 
high command regards infan­
trymen generally as better dis­
ciplined t h a n  rear-echelon 
clerks and truck drivers hard 
by the fleshpots of Saigon and 
Oonang.

In truth, however, the lOlst 
Airborne Infantrymen at Firs 
Bake Kim Quy seem a different 
breed from high-spirited Amer­
ican soldiers who fought here In 
years poat. Almost ail draftsss, 
they were unoidmoua In ex- 
preiMrtng to us their opposition

to U.S. participation in the war. 
Every soldier we talked to said 
he would vote against President 
Nixon next year. These and 
other views were confirmed by 
scores of conversations with 
soldiers and officers throughout 
South Vietnam the past two 
weeks.

To the American GIs today, 
their North Vietnamese en­
emies are fearsome warriors 
while their South Vietnamese 
allies, the Army of the Re­
public of Vietnam (ARVN), 
are cowardly thieves. What 
happens after the Americans 
leave? “ Who cares?”  snapped 
one soldier at Kim Quy. But 
the others predicted that once 
the 101st is gone, the Commu­
nists will “ wipe out the goddamn 
ARVN.,’ ’

This Is barracks room wis­
dom. None of these soldiers has 
had combat experience against 
the North Vietnamese, few have 
had any experience with the 
ARVN and most are vrtiolly 
Ignorant of the course of the 
war. The soldiers at Kim Quy 
are unaware that while the 
lOlst Airborne sits passively, 
the 1st ARVN Division to the 
north has been fighting bloody 
and largely successful battles 
against North Vietnamese regu­
lars along the demilitarized 
zone (DMZ).

These soldiers, bored sense­
less (and, some admitted, hav­
ing used heroin because of It), 
shewed wistful regret they had 
seen no real combat and con­
tempt that their officers will 
not lead Uiem. too deeply Into 
the jungle on patrols. But, 
contradictorily, many conveyed 
terror that somehow, most im­
probably, the Communists will 
come out of the juhgle, scale 
the vertical mountain walls of 
Fire B a s e  Kim Quy and

slaughter every American. Ad­
mittedly, In the words of one 
soldier, “ this Isn’t much of an 
Army anymore.’ ’

Indeed, his army Is hot much^ 
help to the ARVN anymore. 
O u t  of 220,000 remaining 
American . soldiers, only 26,000 
are infantrymen — kept out of 
battle to minimize casualties. 
Several ARVN officers com­
plained to us that U.S. artillery 
officers, mindful of My Lai, 
often refuse requests for- bar­
rages against Communist areas 
for fear of shelling innocent 
villagers.

The conclusion by some high 
officials; Immediately pull out 
all American troops except ad­
visers (mostly career officers), 
helicopter crews and a bare 
minimum of logistical support 
— leaving 60,000 at most.

The argument against this is 
two-fold; The need for Infantry­
men to guard expensive sup­
plies in huge U.S. Installations 
and the necessity for' the 101st 
to stay In support until the 
equivalent of another ARVN 
division can be raised in the 
thinly-defended northern sec­
tor.

In tact, the big U.S. Installa­
tions are in pacified areas, safe 
from large-unit attack. As for 
the lOlst, its presence, ironical­
ly, threatens South Vietnam’s 
viability. If the 101st actually 
were committed against a . 
Communist offensive, heavy' 
casualties and the consequent 
uproar In the United ^ t e s  
would undermine continued es­
sential aid to the Saigon gov­
ernment against the ' North 
Vietnamese Invasion. In this 
strange war, the American In­
fantryman, having five years 
earlier prevented a Communist 
takeover, has become a net 
liability.

HARTFORD (AP) — The

The committee voted 43-26 to 
recommend adoption by the 
Oct. 2 rules convention of the 
new formula for choosing dele­
gates to state nominating con- 
ventlcns.

The formula would be baaed' 
on averaging the total vote in 
the preceding presidential elec- 
tlcn with the latest total cf 
Democrats registered In a giv­
en town. Each town would then 
be allocated one delegate for 
every 600 of the average.

Opprnients said they would 
take their case to the floor of 
the rules convention.

The-rtdl call in faver of out­
lawing the practice under 
which a town comrhittee en­
dorses itself was 64-14.

State Democratic Chairman 
John Bailey told the committee 
that “ unless the party outlaws 
this practice, the state’s 61 
mem ter delegation to next 
year’s convention In Miami 
cculd be challenged, probably 
successfully.”

Opponents of the recommen­
dation pointed out that state 
law allows town committees to

endorse themselves, and that 
the propcsed change, In effect, 
ruiu counter to state law.

Less controversial was the 
proposed change in rules cov­
ering election of state delegates 
to the national convention. Un­
der the recommended plan, 
three-quarters of the delegation 
would be elected from the six 
congressional districts on a 
basis of population and the 
Democratic vote in the preced­
ing presidential election. The 
other quarter of the delegation 
would be selected on an at- 
large basis.

4.15 Billion 
Years Old

been reworked by nature. As 
they get older, we get closer to 
the original composition of the 
moon, earth and solar system."

When the rock was brought 
back. Dr. Paul Gast, chief of 
the earth and planetary scien­
ces branch at the National 
Aeronautlcd^ and Space Admin­
istration’s Manned Space Cen­
ter in Houston, Tex., said that 
if the rock proved to be 4.6 bil­
lion years old it wpuld bo a ma­
jor ,^ep  supporting the theory 
that^^e motHT was <mce com­
pletely molten.

Despite the fact that the rock 
does not appear to be that old, 
Husain said that the 4.16 billion 
year figure “ does lend some 
credence" to the theory thttt 
the surface was once molten.

Scientists have theorize that 
the moon’s primitive crust 
formed when It cooled from a 
molten blob and might be ,com- 
posed of anorthosltlc rocks — 
those high in plagloclase, a 
mineral (xmsistlng of alumi­
num, sodium, clacium and sili­
cates. .

The genesis rock is a rock of 
thU type. 'Hie Stony Brook 
team established an age for the 
rock by studying the relatian- 
shlp between its content of po­
tassium and argon.

They said they used a  highly 
sensitive measiiring technique. 
Including a rare gas mass 
spectrometer and a nuclear re­
actor at the nearby Brookhaven 
Natlmial Laboratory.

On July 12 at 1 p.m., I found 
myself sitting on a  prep jet With 
16 people I had never met be­
fore. In five short weeks they 
were to become 16 of tee closest 
friends I’ve ever had.

We adjusted slowly to French 
customs and French food. We 
encountered such delicacies (?) 
as rabbit, horsemeat, blood 
sausage, chicken blood omelets 
and raw mussels. Ooca-cola is 
very popular In France but It 
costs anywhere from 20 to 80 
American cents. Here are some 
of tee excerpts from my diary;

Luxembouig — Our Hrst 
night In Europe we stayed at a 
hotel here. A hotel Is an Inex­
pensive residence for travel­
lers. In tee morning we took a 
train to Rheims.

Rhelms — This waa Bastille 
Day, July 14, French Indepen­
dence Day. Here we \'islted 
champagne caves and a beauti­
ful cathedral.

Blots — We took a train to 
Paris to pick up our 10-speed 
bikes brand new!). Then we 
took another train to Bl.rls. We 
stayed at a place called Malson 
des Jeunes (Hou.»e for tee 
Yeung), tee nicest place we 
had stayed in until then. The 
food was fantastic and there 
were hot showers, which we 
scon found to be a rarity.

On tec first dnv of our bike 
ride we rode 36 miles m  a two- 
Inch-wlde end harder-than-hard 
sp"t. In this region, tee Loire 
Val'ev, we visited many beauti­
ful chateux.

Tours—Here we stayed at a 
university and explored the city 
without our bihes. We were 
resting for a four-day trip 
through the MaMlf Ccntrale and 
the Gorge du Tain, a, hilly and 
unpopulated region.

Ih e  farm—The night we left 
Tours we slept on “ couchettes” 
on a train heading south. These 
•'couchettes”  were more like 
padded boards than beds.

We arrived at Sevorac-Ie- 
C3iateau .the next morning and 
left on our bikes to descend a 
l,6(Xlfoot mountain to the Tam 
River. After lunch and a swim In 
the river, wo found to our, dis­
may that we had to go up a 
similar mountain on tee other 
side of the river.

Finally we reached the farm 
which was located in an area so

Isolated it is. larely seen by 
tourists or even the French. The 
food was interesting. I’ ll never 
forget tee night they served us 
pigs’ ears in oil and vinegar!

After a day at tee farm we be­
gan tee longest bike ride, 46 
miles out of tec mountains. 
Naturally out of tee whole five- 
week trip, it picked this day to 
rain. With wind and tain, It 
wasn’t too pleasant a ride.

Avignon—We really loved this 
city, partly because we did 
limited biking and partly be­
cause we could take showers. 
(We hadn’t taken any In five 
days.) Hiere was an arts fes­
tival going on so there were 
s^ era i things to do. After this 
we "(^ere to go to Loseyne to 
stay '^ te  families.

Fami^^ — Some of tee kids 
were happy and some weren’t.
I had my fahjlly switched in tee 
middle of th^ 11-day stay. We 
lived near te^M edllerranean 
Sea and we all gbt a chance to 
go swimming. I saV.^St. Tropez 
and some of the otebra visited 
Monte Ctarlo, Nice andNCannes.

Paris — This was the^hlgh 
point of cur trip.
