Enemy Destroys Large Part
For Confabs Of Cambodia’s Fuel Supply

By GEORGE ESPER

SAIGON (AP)—Enemy
forces destroyed a large
part of Cambodia's fuel
supply today in an attack
on the outskirts of Phnom
Penh and realt a sharp
blow to a base in South
Vietnam for operations in-
side eastern Cambodia.

Diplomatic Informents in the
Cambodian capital reported
that as much as 40 per cent of
thie nation's available fuel
stocks miy have been loat.
They gave this figure after con-
sultations. with oll company of-
ficlals, but added It was only
an ostimate, Earller reports
said about two-thirds of the
supply was gone,

Apparently slipping in on
neross marahlands, about
30 énemy troops hit, the fuel
tank farm at Phnom Penh with
rocketls that set fire to millicns
of gallons of gasoline and oil in
15 tanks, owned by Esso and
Shell,

The loas of the fuel could
mean & harsh blow to an al-
ready lmping economy In
Cambodia,

The attack on the South Viet-
namese base was the third set-
back for the Salgon command
in three days.

Official reports sald 21 South
Vistnamese troops were killed
and 84 wounded in coordinated
mortar and commuando attacks
on the headquartors of the
South Vietnamese 43rd Task
Force ‘and two other positions
ranging from two to five miles
northwest of Tay Ninh and

about 10 miles from the Cam-
bodian border.

The South Vietnamese com-
mand sald 52 enemy (troops
were Kkilled and 25 weapons
captured in a nightlong battle.

Tay Ninh, 55 miles northwest
of Balgon, ls the forwurd base
for Scuth Vietnamese oper-
ations Inside eastern Cambodia,
It is B0 miles southeast of
Phnom Penh.

Fleld reports sald the 13th
North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong Bapper Battallon, perhaps
a total of 300 commandos,
launched the attacks around
Tay Ninh eurp today after o
100-round molftar barrage hit
Bcuth Vietnamese positions,
The sappers withdrow before
dawn, 8even of them who were

captured identified their unit as’

the 13th S8apper Battallon.

Fleld reports sald most of the
South Vietnamese casualties
came from the shelling attack
againgt the pormanent posi-
ticns. One Infantry battalion of
about 400 men suffered the
most severe losses with 17 men
killed and 483 wounded.

It was the third time in flve
days that South Vietnamese
forces have been dealt heavy
losses in coordinated nttacks by
North Vietnamess and Viet
Cong forces. They suffered 47
men killed and §7 weunded In
three simultancous attacks In
the U Minh forest in the Me-
kong Delta last Thursday. On
the  same day, 26 South Viet.
namese troops were killed and
25 were wounded out of a 70
man force In & double ambush
45 miles north of Saigon.

In Phnom Penh, about 30 sap-
pers with rocket launchers blew

up 15 large oil storage tanks,
striking & heayy blow to Cam-
bodia's struggling economy.

The tanks containing millions
of gullons of gasoline, diese,
and foel oll went up In a roar
of flames. Black nsmoke bil-
lowed more than 100 feet into
the night sky and fire lit up the
northern quarter of the Cam-
bodlan capital.

Assocliated Press correspond-
ent Rcbin Mannock reported
from Phnom Penh that the
fires were still buming out of
control at noon, spouting high-
octane aviatien gasoline and
threatening to ignite new ex-
plosions,

The fires erupted when aboutl
30 enemy sappers, who report-
edly approached two tank com-
plexes from the west by boat
across marshlands, fired ba-
zockn-type rockets iInto smeveral
tanks. Biasting gasoline and oth-
er fuels pcured out and spread
the blame to other tanks,

The tank complexes, owned
by the Esso and Shell oll com-
panies, are located on the west
bank of the Tonle River. An oil
campany official sald at this
stage It was impcssible Lo estl.
mate the full extent of the dam-
nge.
Workers at the scene sald the
commandos killed a sentry in o
blockhouse and then cut thelir
way through two layers of barb-
ed wire.

Mannock sald several unex-
ploded plastic charges and a
set of wige culters were found
inside the shell compound.

Dixie Schools Ask Aid

Laird Fears U.S. Military
Could Fall Behind Russia

WARRENTON, Va, (AP) —
The United 8tates could fall be-
hind the Soviet Unlon in mill-
tary strength. within two years
if Congress cuts Pentagon
spending, says Secretary of De-
fense ‘Melvin R. Lalrd,

“I can assure you we are not
going to be able to decrease
military spending,” Laird told
newsmen Saturday at the con-
clusion of a two-day conference
attended by top Pentagon mili-
tary and clvilian officials,

Laird said the Boviet Union
has achieved tremendous mo-
mentum in {ts nuclear weapons
growth and could be militarily
stronger than the United States
by 1972 if his proposed defense
budget of about $80 billlon for
the year that begins next July 1
Is cut even two or three per
cent,

Laird did not elaborate on the
basgis for his statement about
Russia's 'tremendous momen-
tum,'" the strongest such state-
ment he has made about Soviet
galns,

But Pentagon sources said he
was referring to bigger-than-ex-
pected growth in Soviet inter-
continental  ballistic  missiles
(ICBMs) and missile-firing sub-
marines,

They sald Russia has more
than 1,650 ICBMs in operation,
about 50 per cent more than the
United States, They "also sald
the Soviet Union hus about 25
missile-equipped submarines In
operation and about 16 more
under construction,

The United States has 41 mis-
aile-equipped submarines. Some
U.8, Navy officlals have fore-
cast that the Ruasians might be
planning to bulld as many as 80
missile dubmarines.

Laird also indicated he be-
lleves the major battle over ex-
tension of the military draft is
over.

The Guard, they say, has
been given a more important
role In the nation's war plans
than ever before since the
Regular Army {s being slashed
to its smallest size In more
than 10 years.

The National Guard ls start-
ing & heavy recruiting cam-
paign.

President Nixon has sometimes acted
as if e had a lurking desire to name to
the Supreme Court some Ku Kluxer
from the Deep South, who would be

The history of the gentleman whose

other opportunity to appaint to the Su-
preme Court should be reminder enough
that no such labels for an appointee are
reliable.

Assoclate Justice Hugo L. Black was,
of course, fram the Deep South, and he
was even, al one phase of his life, a
.member of the Ku Klux Klan, and he
was also, during his 84 years on the
natfon’s highest bench, frequently near
being classified as a revolutionist lead-
er of libéral Interpretations of the Con-
stitution which he claimed to be literal
interpretations. . Other of his “literal”
interpretations would leave him mo-
mentarily h!ghl!ghted.ns a wtubborn re-
actionary, in which case he became the
despair of.the Hberal wing which hoped
it could count on him all the time. He
wis his own man, in his own veln, which
{s what members of the Supreme
Court so often become, not often In any
rigid harmony with what they may have

seemed to be at the time of their ap- |

pointment, .

But wherever he vecred, the Presl.
dent might note, Justice Black was, In
his own mind at least, following the
sirictest possible construction of the
Constitution document he loved and
revered so much it waa always in his
pocket.

Perhaps Justice Black's most in-
fluential drive on the Supreme Court
was something not necessarily his best
service o Ms country. He was the main-
wpring of the Courl's move toward the
decisions which,
" whatever they may have accomplished

townrd breaking up unjust political
tyrannles in some backward stales, up-
rooted some of the traditional and bene-
ficlal compromises of American demo-
crary elsewhere, Here was an instance
In which what claimed to be & literal
interpretation of the Constitution includ.

As
experience hus shown again and again,
no President can really know how his
own cholces are golng to turn out, once
they begin really to find thelr own philo-
sophy In the combined freedom and high
pressure of the nation's highest bench,
He can declde to take his gamble with
the highest quality he can find,

ry to keep Improving product against
competition, but because established
muccess Is an easier mark than on-the-
way-up struggle for demnnds for higher
wages and prices from those who supply
labor and materials,

" The country turns inflationary In &
way which sends all coats souring, and,
a4t the same time enters o recession
which results In less buying and lesas
business, and then, as the unkindest cut
of all, nlong comes government and de-
cides that, although it subsidizes a wide
variety of Industries and services run
by private enterprise, although it sub-
sidizes the traing and the air lines and
thé farmers and the oll drillers and the
manufacturers, it can neo longer subal-
dize people who want to use the govern-
ment's own mall service to communi-
cate with one another,

So a magazine dies of the vulnerabili-
ties it developed at the peak of its own
success, nlmost as if the way to fall is
to succeed, and perhaps the way to
succeed might be to fail.

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Pappas’ Pervasive

WASHINGTON — A confiden-
tial memorandum now under
avid seruting by a House
Toreign Affairs subcommittee is
certain to lead to a formal gum-
mons for testimony by Thomas
A. Pappas, the mysterious, rich
Groeel-American who operates a
multi-million-dollar {ndustrial
empire In Athens and has intl-
mate ties to both the Greek
military dictatorship and the
Nixon administration.

Democratic Rep. Benjamin 8.
Rogenthal of New York, chalr-
man of the Forelgn Affairs sub-
committee on Europe, specifi-
cally solicited the memorandum
during his hearings on military
nid to Greece in July, It ralses
grove questions about Pappas’
role as confidant of Presldent
Nixon himself and as defender
of the dictatorship. It is causing
extreme nervousness in the Nix-
on White Housde,

Holding both U.8, and Greek
citizenship, Republican Pappas
and' his more obscure brother
John, a Boston, Mass, Demo-
crat, are charged In the mem-
orandum as follows: ‘“They used
their considerable political and
economic clout in the US. to
promote, simultaneously, thelr
own financial interests as well
nn the interests of a ruthless
miilary  dictatorship—and all
tnis at the expense of long-
range 1.8, Interests in that
erucial part of the world.”

Author of the memorandum is
Elins Demetracopoulos, a Greek
exile lender of the anti-junta
Greek resistance movement. His
central thesis s that Thomas
Poppns used hig ‘‘strong con-
nectiona” with Poth Republican
and Democratc party officlals
here to obtain rich economic
concessions from various Greek
governments,

As partner, in o highly unus-
ual relationship, of Standard
Ol of New Jersey, Pappas con-
sistently exploifed his political
connectilons in Washington to
undermine the pre-junta Center
Unlon parilamentary govern-
ment of George Papandreou and
gain more profitable economic
arrangements, Demetracopou-
low' memorandum states, Then,

when parliamentary government
was obliterated in the April 1967
coup d'etat by the Greek Colo-
nels, Pappas became {ts prime
¢hamplon in Washington.

"It appears that on the basls
of the public record alone,”
Demetracopoulos sald, ‘'Thom-
as Pappas and his brother be-
came ‘public relations men' for
the junta at the highest levels
of the Jolihson and later the
Nixon administration, as well as
in Congress.''

Ex - newspaperman Demetra-
copoulos quotes from an inter-
view he taped with former
Democratic. Speaker of  the
House John W. McCormack on
Aug, 9, 10668 (and arranged-by
McCormack's ailde, Dr. Martin
Swelg, a Pappas Intimate now
in jail for perjury): ‘“Th¢ con-
tribution made by the [Esso-
Pappas complex under the lehd-
ership of my very dear friend
Tom  Pappas,”  McCormack
snid, "1 know Is of inestimable
value to not only the people of
Greece, not only of today, but
in the years that lie ahead.””

But Pappas's power to sway
leading Democrats I8 a mere
shadow of his pervasive influ-

‘ence on the Nixon administra-

tion. Ag an executive vice chair-
man of the Republican Finance
Committee and a large con-
tributor to Mr. Nixon's 1068
campaign, says Demetracopou-
los, Pappas's ‘‘frequent;, well-
photogruphed warm public em-
braces'” with Prime Miniater
George Papadopoulos and Vice
President Styllanos Patakoa
convey only one message—that
the dictatorship has the Nixon
administration'n secret blegsing.

Far more significant, Pappas
was the unofficial host of Mr.
Nixon's brother, ¥. Donald
Nixon, when he went to Athens
In 19870 to arrange motel and
restaurant concessions for the
Marriott Corp, Pappas gave a
dinner for Nixon attended by
Patakos at precisely the time
the U.8. government was with-
holding U.8, military ald with
the stated aim of forcing the
dictatorship to 1t martial law,
release political prisoners and
hold elections,

When Seoretary of Com-
merce Maurice Stans visited
Greece early in 1971, it was
Pappas whom he permitted to
wine and dine him on a luxury
yacht along with Greek trade
minister, Spyridou Zappas,
U.8.

During that wvisit to Athens,
Stans obliguely praised the dic-
latorship when he said Presi
dent Nixon wanted to convey
his "“warm love" to it

Says Demetracopoulos: *“The
true Pappas influence In the
various agencies responsible for
U.8. policy in Greece may
never be fully known, since by
its nature the exercising of in-
fluence of this type is a clan-
destine matter."”

That's what Rosentha! and
hia investigators of Administra-
tion policy toward the dictator-
ship want to know more aboul.

It s
an inaffective Indication to the
unsuspecting driver that he
should be alert to the danger-
ous conditions ahead. Because
there is nothing posted to re-
mind him of what is befond,
he is on top of trouble before
he has a chance to react.

Traffic coming west on High-
land St. from Rte, 85 1s geared
to the higher rate of speed
appropriate to conditlons on
that highway, Suddenly, with.
out any advanced warning, he
finds himself traveling much
faster than conditions ahead
warrant. The road narrows
drastically, curves, and be-
comes bumpy, demanding every
bit of the driver's attention in
order to control Hix vehicle
appropriately. Before he has
had time to make the proper
maneuvers, he is at the busy
intergection where there Is also
heavy traffic associated with a
popular  supermarket. Even
veterdn drivers who know the
road and take precautionsg drive
with uncertainty. Vehicles, In
whatever direction they may be
headed, are at the mercy of
those coming west down High-
land St.

gince the onset of the Rte. 84
construction In 1887, there have
been seven nceldents at this
intersection, the majority of
which involves a vehicle’ trav-
eling west on Highland® St.

When the trial resumes Tues-
day, the military judge, Col.
Kenneth Howard, will hear ar-
guments on his Instructions to
the five-man jury of Vietnam
veterans, After he charges the
jury, there will be final argu-
ments, which could be ocom-
pleted in time for the jury to
begin dellberating Wednesday.

Last week Howard altered
the trial with a series of rulings

which reduced and dismissed

some of the charges agalnst the
35-year-old Medina,

The judge reduced the charge
that Medina “was responsible
for the deaths of 100 civillans
killed by his soldlers from mur-
der to involuntary manslaugh-
ter. This lesser charge carries
a maximum penalty of three
years imprisonment.

Howard also granted a de-
fense motion for dismissal of
the charge that Medina crdered
the shooting of a small boy. the
judge said there was evidence
of at least five children ghot In
geparate Incidents and added
that “‘tco much confusicn in my
mind over which one the gov-
ernment s charging Capt. Me-
dina with led to my ruling."”

Medina, commander of Char-
ley Company which swept
through the tiny Vietnamese
hamlet of My Lal in 1868, 1
atill charged with one murder—
shooting & woman lylng in a
rice paddy. Howard =anlso let
stand the  assauit charges
against Medina for firing two
shots over the head of a sus-
pected Viet Cong prisoner dur-
ing an Interrogation.

Howard said he reduced the
charge Involving the 100 civil-
fans bhecause in his opinion the
government failed to prove that
Medina intended them to be
slain,

Pathologists Confirm Report
That Bullets Slew Hostages

By BERNARD COHEN

ATTICA, N.Y. (AP) — An au-
topsy repert that nine slain hos-
lages at Attica State Prison
died of gunshot wounds has
been confirmed by two patholo-
gists asked by the state to re-
examine the bodies.

Dr. Henry Slegel, West-
chester County medical exam.
iner, sald his findings con-
tirmed the report by Dr, John
Edland, medical sxaminer for
Monrce County. Edland's find-
ings conflicted with eavller offi-
cial statements that rebellious
Inmates at the maximum-secur-
ity facility siit the throats of
some of the hostages as a po-
lice assault began last Monday.

Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller
and Correction Commissioner
Russell G. Oswald eariler had
supported Dr. Edland's findingn
that tire nine hostages had died
of gunshot wounda,

Dr. Siegel said any {further
information would have to
come from the Btate's Task
Force on Organized Crime
which asked him to undertake
the re-examination.

Task force spokesmen Ed-
‘ward Moran aguin refused Sun-
day to give specific answers to
quesucni- about the violence In
the prison.

““The name of the game iu
conduct our Inquiry, our investi.
gation, in secret,' Morun sald,
“The name of the game Is to
secure an indictment and sug-
cessful prosecution, I will say
nothing more than that.'

The New York Times sald to-
day that the second pathologist,
Dr. Michael Baden, depuly
chief medical examiner of New
York City, also had confirmed
Dr, Edland's findings,

In all, 10 prison employes and
30 prisoners died in the vio
lence that began at the prison
Sept. 9§ Officials said nine of
the prison employes and 27 of
the prisoners died when nstate
troopers, sheriff's ‘deputies,
prison: gudErds and National
Guardsmen stormed the prison
lnst Monday,

One hostage dled of head in-
Juries reportedly suffered dur-
Ing- the takeover; The New
York Times quoled Dr, Baden
as saying that three inmates

died of slashed throats a day or
two before the assault.

Both Dr. Slegel and Dr. Ba-
den praised Dr. Edland. “Ed-
land did"a very professional,
topnotch job,"” Dr. Baden told
the Times. '‘There are vary few
places in the United States that
could have done it.'

Lawyers for some of the pris-
aners sald Inmates were beaten
after the uprising was quelled.

Daniel Alterman and Joshua
Roth of the National Lawyers'
Gulld told reporters Lhat some
prisoners were stripped and
forced to crawl on hands and
knees across a yard under
threat of beatings after the
rebellion was quelled. Several
guards then beat the prisoners
as they were led back o their
cells, they sald.

The comments from Moran
and the lawyers came in sepa-
rate news conferences Sunday
at the gates of the prison.

Doll Answers MPOA

On Hennigan Actions

Questions raised about the conduct in office of School
Superintendent Donald Hennigan'have brought a re-
sponse from Walter Doll Jr. chairman of the board of

education.

The response I8 contained in
letters to Harry Reinhorn, presi-
dent of the Manchester Property
Owners Assoclation, and to
Frederick W. Odell, of New
Britain, the association’'s coun.
gel. It was the MPOA which
ralsed the questions at the
Board of Education's Aug. 28
meeting.

Thése wera aboutl alleged dis-
crepancles in travel expense ac-
counts; use of school personnel
to make additions to the home
of Dr. Donald J, Hennigan, sup-
erintendent of achools; pecullari-
ties in bullding permits for the
work: use outside the school
system of donated materinls;
and use of tax money by the
board to support the school
building program.

Doll gcnlegorlcally denied that
bonurd employes constructed a
four-room addition to Dr. Henni-
gan's home at 232 Ralph Rd. on
town time and with town ma-
terinls. Six employes, Doll stat-
ed, worked on thelr own tme
and have submitted sworn state-
ments to the town counsel to
that effect. They were paid dl-
rectly by Dr. Hennigan, who has
recelpts and canceled checks for
thelr wages and the cost of ma-
terials.

As for o $300 plumbing per-
mit issued for the pame address,
Doll said, the Town Building De-
partment made it out to A.
Arsenault, identified as a board
plumber, Arsenault is one of the
board employes who submitted
sworn statements, Noting that
*Jt seems quite clear to us that
the building department can Is-
gue a permit to whomever it
wishes, it clearly issued this per-,
mit for work to be done at Dr.
Hennigan's residence, not for the
Board of Education.”

In answer to a statement that
there is a seeming discrepancy
between the assessment on Dr,
Hennigan's home and that of
other residences of a similar
size, Doll sald, "The Board of
Education is in no way quall
fied to judge how much any-
one's house should be assessed.
This s a mitter for the town
assessor.'

An MPOA member, at the
meeting, implied that some of
the 200 sheets of 4x8 panels do-
nated to the board had been
used for other than school pur-
poses. Doll has provided the
following accounting: 146 sheels
used in the School 8t. Annex;
20 in stock to renovate the
Bentley 8School principal's of-
fico; 10 used In Washington
School; 12 used at Manchester
Green 8chool; 2 used at Green
and SBouth Schools; and 4 in
whaste and scrap, some of which
is on hand, making a total of
200,
Doll added that ‘‘We also
saved the sawdust, which Iz
used by the custodians for cer-
tain cleaning operations.'”

To an MPOA Inquiry about a
duplicate $168 charge for a flight
by Dr. Hennigan to Miami, Fla.,
Doll pald that this way for an
approved superintendents' con.
ference. Dr, Hennlgan recelved
A travel advance for the
amount, but ot the time of pur-
chusing his  plane ticket, he
learned that it could be charged
on an American Express credit
card, which he did.

Dr, Hennigan, Doll said, used
the travel advance, plus $78,50
of his own money, for expenses
In Miami. He did not request
reimbursement for the addition.
al sum, but relmbursement was
muade after an audit. When re.
quested by the business office,
weeks Iater, to substantiate the
travel advance for bookkeeping
purposes, Doll stated, "'Dr, Hen.
nigan wrote ‘for alr fare to
Miaml,' and countersigned the
request. Nelther we nor he can
offer any valld reason for such
an after-the-fact statement. Hin
only explanation is that he got
the money originally for alr fare
and forgot about the charge.'”

Relative to & $400 ndvertining
expense by ihe board to urge
support of last year's roferen:
dum for renovitions snd addl-

tions to three , elementary
schools, Doll said, "The state
atatutes have been checked and
there is nothing therein which
would make such expenditures
llegal.'’

On this matter, he continued,
the board's phllosophy is that it
“spends 07 per cent of the
town's income revenue, edu-
cates over 10,000 students and
maintains 25 bulldings worth
approximately $30 million. We
have a duty to communicate to
thousands of parents and voters
what we are doing with their
children and thelr money and to
inform them very clearly what
pesiticn the board {3 taking on
matters of concern to everyone,
We do not understand how there
can be an informed electorate
without direct and adequate in-
formation.'"

Doll countered the charge
of Inadequate communication,
made by the MPOA and others,
with the statement that ‘“The
board frequently. spends several
nights a week, week after week,
on educational system matters
as a regular course. We are
physically unable to meet with
all of the PTA's and other or-
ganizations with whom we
should be communicating con-
tinuously. Our only recourse,
to reach all of the parents and
volers is by some form of writ-
ten communication, which we
and many others feel we have
used too sparingly In the past.'

But, the almanac says:

“Time movea on, and now
the fashionable activity across
the land is (o decry people
being borm, to wear gas maaks
to dramatize air pollution and
to dialogue endlesasly about the
pollution of our environment.'

So the new version, composed
by “Anonymous, goes lke this:

“The scum-covered  duck
pond, the pigsty close by it,

““The ditch where the sour-
smelling house dralnage fell, ’

“The damp, shaded dwelling,
the foul barmyard nigh t—

“But werse than all else was
that terrible well,

“And the old oaken bucket,
the mold-crusted bucket,

‘“The moas-covered bucket
that hung in the well."

The almanac, which * haa
grown from 85,000 coples an-
nually to 4.8 million since Gel.

Dredging Work Delayed
Awaiting Needed Tools

Jamea Lally of Madison did
not move his equipment onto
the bed of Union Pond as ex-
pected on Friday. He is expect-
ed to move his equipment to the
site today, according to Jacob
Bohr, engineering assistant with
the Public Worka Department.

Lally was low bidder for the
rental of a drag line to dredge
the southern end of the pond
when bids were opened Aug.
23. He bld $27 an hour as com-
pared to the next low bidder,
Maskell Construction Co, Inc, of
South Windsor, which bid §33 an
hour, .

Later Rental

The bid specifications for the
rental of this equipment estl-
mate 200 hours of usage. Other
equipment bld at the same time
may be rented at a later ntage
of the project.

The Board of Directors last
year allocated $3.000 for pre-
liminary work at the southern
end of the pond. After consider-
able pressure from residents in
the area, the directors included
an additional $13,000 toward the
project in the 1971.72 Capital
Improvementa Budget they
adopted May 5. Residenta urged

that all the work bo done now
to avold having to drain the
pond a second time. The pond
is empty now while repalrs are
being made on the pond dam.

Lally indicated as early as a
week ago that he would be mov-
ing equipmént to the pond, but
rainy weather apparently de-
layed the completion of another
job ho was doing.

Bohr met at the pond with
Lally this moming to review
what the dredging will entall
Lally told Bohr he would ba
moving his equipment in this
afternoon.

William O'Neill, director of
public svorks, says that Lally
has agreed to work overtime at
the standard hourly rate to
make up for any delays In the
project,

The quality of the pond has
deteriorated over the yoars. It
is hoped that dredging the pa-
per fibre from the pond bottom
In the southern end will enable
trout to live there. Tha paper
fibro has collcted from of-
fluent fgrmerly dumped into Ly-
dall Brook by factories along It
The  brook no longer receives
such wastes.

Superior Court Denies

Appeal on Water Rates

An appeal filed by the Town
of Vernon against the Publie
Utilities Commission hag been
dismissed by Superior Court

Judge William P. Barber and
Rockville Water and Agqueduct
will continue to pay the 166 per
cent “increase In rates which
has been in effect about one
year.

The appeal filed by the Town,
in Windham County BSuperior
Court,  on Aug. 17, asked that
the decision of the Public Util-
ftles Commission of June 18,
1970, be vacated and set aslde.
While the Commisalon granted
the 188 por cent increass, the
water company has requested
a 174.5 per cent Increase.

As the rate now stands, the
typlcal metered customer pays
$80 a year for his water where-
as prior to the increase the
same customer pald $80 a year.
The town was concerned not
only with the regular metered
customers but with the fact that
the charge to the town for fire
hydrants also was increased
considerably,

Summary Statomont

In the summary statement
filed by Judge Barber he ex-
plained: '"To summarige: The
thrust of the plainifi's argu-
ments is that the rates estab-
lished by the commisslon are
toc high. The defendant reply
is that they are reasonable un-
der the circumstances and that
the amount of increase allowed,
considered by itwelf, is not con-
clusive that the rates are exces-
sive or that the commission was
arbitrary or abused its power.'

Judge Barber cited ecological
problems noting they have a
serious impact upon lvea and
sconomy, He sald, ‘‘The record
fully discloses that the commis-
sion realized the serious prob-

" Jem involved and took evidence

converning & broad range of re-
lovant factors and carefully
scrutinized and evaluated | the
evidence."

He continued, = "It must be
realized that pure water in any

cogmmunity today is a preclous
commodity and that healthful
living cannot be maintained
without it.”" He noted that ecol-
ogical problems cannot be
ignored, "and must be pald for
by someonse.'’
Problom of Quality

Refering to previous problems
with the quality of the water and
complaints from the customeors,
Judge Barber noted that the
water company was forced to
construct a water treatment
plant which would furnish water
of satisfactory quality to ita
customers.

The water company had re-
quested n rate increase in May
1968 and at that time the re-
ouest was denled by the PUC
with the reason given by the
commission that “it would be
unconsoionable to grant an in-
crease in rates for poor gquality
water,! The water company al-
ready had plans under way to
build the new treatment plant,
This plant was completed and
went into operation about a year
ago. The plant cost $2.3 million
to construct. Noting that the
water company built the plant
at considerable expense and
“has dedicated it to public serv-
ice,”” Judge Barber sald, “To re-
quire it to continug to do 8o
without reasomable compensa-
tion, would be unfalr, and con-
fiscatory.”

The search was secured for
the night shortly before 11
p.m,, but members of the Dart-
mouth Outing Club remained
on the mountainside, Dart-
mouth College is a few miles
from the mountain.

Roads around the wountain
were patrolled after the search
was called off in the event sur-
vivors made it down the moun-
tainside.

My Lai Trial

Col. Henderson Didn’t Seek
Killing Probe, Officer Says

FT. MEADE, Md. (AP) — An
Army officer summoned from
his duty station in Talwan
swore loday that Col. Oran K.
Henderson never asked him to
question his pllots about wild fir-
ing or indiscriminate killing of
clvilians in My Lal,

“Did you ever receive reports
or allegations your gunships
were out of control,' It Col.
Glenn D. Gibson was asked at
Henderson's court martial,

“I did not."

“Q. Did you ever conduct an
investigation?’' asked the pros-
ecutor, Maj. Carroll Tichenor.

“A. I did not."”

Q. Did Col. Henderson ever
approach you personally and
ask you to survey your pilots to
ask if they ever observed any
wild ghooting or killing of non-
combutants?"

A. "I had numerous conver-
sations with Col. Henderson. 1
do not recall any specific re-
quests he made concerning any
specifio operation or survey of
my people concerning an oper-
atien .., in my mind I belleve
I would remember such & con-
versation."

The testimony was important
to ome count charged against
Henderson—lying to an Army
board of inquiry in testifying he
had given Gibson orders to sur-
vey his pllots about seeing wild
shooting and killing of non
combatants during the My Lal
asaault,

Gibson, then a major, com-
manded helicopter gunships
supporting the March 16, 1868,
operation. Previous testimony
had sald there was a radio re-
pert that morning that Gibson's
men were shooting up the coun-
tryside.

The charge agninat Hender-
pon also sald the colonel lied in

i Gibson reported ‘“‘none
:‘&y‘;ﬁ perscnnel had observed
anything of this nature."

Gibson, now with a military
assistance team in Nationalist
China, was asked whether he

had ever questioned his pllots
and recelved the report of noth.
ing unusual that day,

"1 do not recall mmking any
such report to Col. Henderson,"
Gibson sald flatly,

On cross examination, Glbgon
sald he talked with Henderson
several times a week before
and after Hendermon became
brignde commander,

“Did any of your pilots ever
come to you in regard to the
Task Force Barker operation
and say what they observed
and saw on the ground?'’ asked
Col. Frank Dorsey, Henderson's
military lawyer.

“I do not recall such a re-
port,'”" Gibson replied.

“I've naver had any reason
to doubt Col. Henderson's Integ-
rity,'" Gibson said. '"In my
dealings with him bhe was al-
ways falr and honest.'

After Gibson left the stand,
the jury was dismissed for a
brief resumption of a speclal
hearing into the whereabouls of
the brigade-level investigation
allegedly made by the late Lt
Col, Frank A, Barker.

Viet Labor Leader’s Home
Jarred by Terrorist Bomb

By RIOHARD PYLE

SAIGON (AP) — A terrorist
bomb wrecked the lving room
of the president of South Viet-
nam's Confederation of Labor
in central Saigon last night.

The labor leader, Tran Quoc
Buu, escaped shaken but un-
hurt. He blamed the Viel Cong
for what may have been an as-
sassination attempt.

Buu had left the living room
a few minutes earlicr and was
lying in bed in nn adjoining
bedroom when the bomb went
off,
Police saild two persons outl-
side the house were lghtly

wounded but there were no oth-

er casualties.

The bomb, five pounds of
plastic, had been placed ngainst
an outside wall or on a moltor-
bike parked nearby.

In addition to blowing & 4 by
8 foot hole In tho wall and
wrecking the lving room, it

shattered windows In the three-
story oconfederation headquar-
ters that stands in front of his
home, The bullding is located
en busy Lee Van Duyet Street,
opposite the headquarters of
the U8, Agency for Inter
national Development,

Buu said he belleved the Viet
Cong were responsible because
he 1s principal organizer of the
Farm-Labor party, founded by
the miilionmember con-
federation 18 months ago. The
party is progovernment.

Buu  sald he bhas recelved
threats on his life, which he
also attributed to the Viet
Cogugu was ance mentioned as a
possible running mate for Pres-
ident Nguyen Van Thieu in the
Oct, 3 presidentiil election.

Buu was calm as he stood,
surrounded by aldes and still
wearing gray pajamas, and
talked to mnewsmen, Police

sealed off the gates to the com-

It wans the third terrorist
bombing in Saigon saince last
Wednesday, when an explosive
charge wrecked the Tu Do—
Freedom night club, killing 18
persons and wounding 57.

U.S. ;'n—Delay
On Submission

Of China Plan

UNITED NATIONS, N. Y. (AP)—The United States
delayed today the submission of its two-Chinas resolu-
tion at the opening of the 26th U.N. General Assembly,
but said “confidence is overflowing” that it will win ap-

proval,

A U.B. spokeaman reported
the resolution may be sub-
mitted Wednesday or Thurs-
day—*‘'definitely this week."

The spokesman sald the fact
that Japan has not yet an-
nounced whether it will cospon-
sor the resolution was an ele-
ment In the delay, but was not
the major reason. He noted
about a dozen countries have
agreed to cosponsor the resolu-
ticn, but that they themselves
will announce |t,

The resolution calls for giving
Peldng sassembly membership
and China's permanent seat on
the Security Council while re-
taining Natlonalist China in the
assembly.

A second US. resolution on
China. would make expulsion of
& U.N. member an ‘'‘Important
question,” requiring a two-
thirds vote for passage. Under
the American plan, the question
of a seat for Peking would be
settled by a simple majority.

The State Department In
Washington expressed Increas-
ing confidence Monday that its
China resolutions. are heading
for success, ""We made Impor-
tant progress over the weekend
not only as to cospotsors bt In
respect to voting," department
spokesman Charles W. Bray
sald. But he declined to discuss
the number of cosponsors or
who they are.

The prestige of coaponsors is
considered an important ele.
ment in whether the United
States wins passage of its pro-
posal over an Albanian-spon-

sored plan to sent Peking and

the 25-member U.N, steering
committee, which meets
Wednesday and Thursday to or-
ganize the 1090 items on this
year's three-month agenda,

Adam Malik; the Indonesian
foreign minister who will be
president of the 127-nation Gen-
eral Assembly, is one of the
fow people here who belleve
Peking will accept a UN, in
vitation even U Taiwan stays
in.

"1t we give the assembly seat
and the Security Council seat to
Peking what else can they
want?”' he observed recently.
