But 
the Assembly decided earlier In 
that session that any such 
change would require a two- 
thirds majority.

Not all of the 10 are certain 
to vote this year for the Alba­
nian resohiUon or against the 
U.S. plan. One of them, Mau- 
riUus, Is cospmisoring both U.S. 
proposals.

The other nine who have rec­
ognised Peking since last Nov.
30 are  Cameroon, Senegal,
Sierra Leone, Togo, Austria,
Turkey, KuwcUt, Iran and Peru.
Although their links with Com­
munist China might Incline 
them to vote against the "im­
portant quesUon" resoluUon, 
current IndlcsUlons are that 
some of them are likely to ab­
stain from voting on It. One or 
two may even vote for it.

Tlie Extrovert Stand*In 
We have now had, for the second time, 

a  di^ilay of impressive personal talents 
of President Nixon’s new Secretary of 
the Treasury.

Now In October, as beck in August,
It has been hla role to appear In an open 
press conference on the day following 
his chieTs statement of general princi­
ples the night before.

H ie President laid down, in August, 
the original new economic plan, and the 
Secretary of the Treasury came on, the 
next noon, to begin dealing with the spe­
cific questions the public might want to 
ask.

In his performance then, as In his per­
formance last Friday, Mr. Connally ac­
tually kept himself away from many 
specifics. What he did offer was an Im­
pression of vibrant command of the sit­
uation — a command so full of energy 
and Instant Judgment that It could make 
the worst pro^iecUve troubles shrink and 
the best hopes loom larger.

was all relative, Mr. CJonnally would 
say, sooner or later, in the course of his 
stellar performance, and that wise ob­
servation would in itself diminish all 
obstacles, nourish sundry hopes, and,

. best of all, usually, pass the questioning 
on to some other topt,c.

The most Impressive thing about the 
Connally performances, however, has 
been the presence of certain imwritten 
and unspoken assumptions. One assump-

with delighted pride and satisfaction, 
was the President himself, congratulat­
ing himself on the caUbre of this public 
relations artist he had managed to en­
list for his administration.

One 
bad the impression that, as that swift 
brain whirled Its way around a question, 
the decision it might be delivering In 
response to such impromptu challenge 
would most probably become hard ad­
ministration doctrine from that moment 
on. There was a possibility that the 
press? and the nation, and Mr. Conally 
himself, and the President. aU were find­
ing out what policy was going to be.

It U all as if that big. bashful introvert 
In the White House had finally met up 
and paired himself with the kind of ex­
trovert he himself would like to try to 
be, bad the ebrotruosofnes been handed 
down that way.

In airy salute to the Oonnaily perfor- 
mancea, there has to be only slightly 
exhausted admission. It seems to go a 
little more wearily, the second time 
around. A ftral bU of the gloss has been 
worn off. It Is a rare political property, 
the vibrant Oonnaily presence, but It 
should not be called upon for too much 
too often In the task of selling our con- 
fusion either to ourselves at home or to 
our friends'abroad.

When Polyester Needs Rain
Such records as have been so far com­

piled on the uae of synUietic turf on foot­
ball fields indicate that the artificial 
grass Is more dangerous than the real 
thing.

It la more dangerous, in two different 
ways, because it gives better traction to 
the feet of the player.

The first kind of unpleasant result 
from this happens when a player, seek­
ing, or forced to twist and change 
his body direction, finds his feet too firm­
ly engaged by the artificial surface, so 
that they stay going one way wMle his 
body tries to go the other.

Hie second kind of Injury happens be­
cause the super-traction provided by the 
artificial surface gives the players more 
force and drive In thdir collisions with 
one another, so that they injure each 
other more by their blocks and tackles.

Such discoveries go on the minus side 
for the new playing sui^ace, which has 
the advantage of never turning brown 
In a drought, never getting muddy In 
rain, never dirtying a player's uniform.

Is there any cure for such imperfec­
tions in the artificial turf?

There Is a cure, and It is to have a 
good rain visit the {riaying field Just be­
fore play begins.

This eliminates the super traction 
wrhlch Is qt Its worst when the artificial 
turf is driest.

Eventually there may have to be add­
ed to the original expense of an artificial 
{laying field, which is estimated at 
$200,000, the cost of an automatic rgiilnk- 
ler system.

That would, of course, take the game 
part way back toward nature again.

Couldn’t we keep ourselves headed the 
other way, and, instead of going back to 
watering the polyester. Invent ourselves 
some mechanical players, with cast iitm 
heads and steel spring ligaments, to go 
out and play the g^ame under the direc­
tion of computer quarterbacks?

The Redistricting Plan 
About the best that can be said for the 

legislative redistrictlng Job by the three- 
man Judicial panel (writh one dissenting) 
is that there Is only the slightest devia­
tion in House districts of about 40,000 and 
Senate districts of about 82,400. Reduc­
tion of the House seats from 177 to 151 is 
also to the good.

But in 'Canring out new districts the 
Judges left a lot to be desired. Why part 
of Middletown and Middlefield. by long­
standing tradition linked with other Mid­
dlesex County towns, should be lumped 
with Meriden to form the new Senatorial 
District No. 13 is hard to understand. Al­
though neighbor towns, Middletown and 
Meriden have practically no ccmmunlty 
of interest. Middlefield has some ties be­
cause of residents who cnce lived in Mer­
iden or who work there.

Also difficult to understand is the di­
vision of Middletown Into three House 
districts. Middletown now has two. Of 
the three new <mes. cne will be wholly In 
Middletown. But part of the i»rth  end is 
sliced o «  to go with the towns of Crom- 
weU and PorUand. And a southerly por­
tion goes with part of Haddam and all of 
East Hampton. The other part of Had­
dam will be Joined with Klllingworth, 
Chester, Deep River, Elssex and West- 
brook.

As for the 33rd Senatorial District, it 
too Is a strange combination. In additlcn 
to the Middlesex towns of Cromwell. 
Portland. East Hampton, the southeast 
part of Middletown. Haddam, East Had- 
cam, Kllllngwcrth, Chester, Deep River 
and ainton. this district will now Include 
part of Rocky Hllla nd all of Madison.

The 20th Senatorial District does not 
change nearly as much and Is made up 
for the most part of predominantly Re­
publican towns. Chester, Deep River and 
Klllingworth were shifted over to the 
Kaaex. Lyme. Old Lyme, East Lyme, 
33rd, with Old Saybrook, Westbrook. 
Waterford and New Lendon remaining.

Old Saybrot*. now in a House district 
with Chester, Deep River and Essex,- will 
now part company with these three and 
Instead Jbin Lyme, Old Lyme and East 
Haddam In a new district; And Durham 
and Middlefield, now In a district with 
Haddam and Blast Haddam, will Join 
with Guilford instead.

Preliminary examination of the redls- 
tricting plans clearly Indicates that this 
time around the Republicans have the 
edge, as one might have expected with 
two of the Judges Republicans and one, 
the dissenter, a Democrat In the last re- 
districting a decade or so ago the Demo­
crats managed to get the advantage In 
several devious ways and the Repub­
licans have been citing the Wues ever 
since. Early reacUon this time reveals 
most, but not all Republicans are reason­
ably happy with the result. Among the 
malcontents are one or two Republican 
legislators who did not see eye to eye 
with the admlnlstnitlon and whose dis­
tricts were altered so as to reduce their 
chances of remaining in office.

In submitting their plan the majority 
of two Judges remarked that all consti­
tutional requirements had been compiled 
with, which Is Interesting when one 
reads Article Third, Section 4, of the 
Connecticut Constitution; "The House of 
Representatives shall conMst of not less- 
than one hundred twenty-five members, 
each of whom shall be an elector resid­
ing in the assembly district from which 
he is elected. Each assembly district 
shall be contlgpous as to territory and 
shall elect no more than one representa­
tive," So far, so good, but the final sen­
tence of this section reads as follows: 
“Ver the purpose of forming assembly 
districts no town shall be divided exedpt 
for the purpose of forming assembly dis­
tricts wholly within the town," In the 
light of that, how do the Judges Justify 
splitting Middletown as they did, and 48 
other towns as well? If the Justification 
Is the U.S. Supreme Court’s one-man, 
vote rullhX, shouldn’t a declaratory 
Judgement have been sought from the 
State Supreme Court aa to the cimeUtu''' 
tlonallty of Article Third, Section 4? The 
new pian may yet be appealed.

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66 99Stagflation

WASHINGTON — There are thereby, making It more dlffi-
few greater successes In pub­
lic life than coining a cliche, 
and few more worthy profes­
sions than phrase-making.

That’s why an auditorium full 
of applause and acclaim awaits 
the creator of the newest star 
of economic slang: “ Stagfla­
tion.”  The word is everywhere 
these days—In the London Econ­
omist, in speeches, in newspa­
per cedunuis

It is an apt description (rf 
the Illness that atfUcts the 
American ecemomy—persistent 
inflation, plus low (or no, I.E. 
stagnant) economic growth re­
sulting In relatively high em­
ployment. But neither inflation 
nor unemployment has reached 
such a runaway prcqxMlion that 
it overshadows the other.

JMany large. Industrialized na­
tions suffer from the same sick­
ness. "Stagflation”  is to prac­
ticing economists what the com­
mon cold is to doctors: No one 
has yet discovered a cure.

Unfortunately, the originator 
of "stagflation" is known to 
few, if any. Inquiring etymolo­
gists or economists. Either he 
Is imbued with modesty or has 
yet to cultivate the penchant 
for self-promotion endemic to 
the economic profession. '

Peter Jay, financial editor of 
the London Times, used the 
term in an article in 1909, but 
iiudsts he imported the word 
from the Urlited States. An of­
ficial spokesman for the Presi­
dent's Council of Economic Ad­
visers thinks "stagflation” 
came from Britain. American 
cedumnist Joseph Kraft first 
wrote of the phenomenon in 
1969, but admits he picked up 
the word from a British econo­
mist. The Economist would 
like to take credit for the term, 
but can't find anyone on Its 
staff who actually did the deed. 
Even a casual call to the Har­
vard Economics Depeutment— 
which usually has an answer for 
every question—produces no re­
sults.

This Is a shame, because, 
even thbugh it is a harsh-sound- 
Ing word, stagflation Is a real 
stanilout among faddish techni­
cal terms. Like most other 
things, these words pass through 
periods of high faahionablllty. 
But where stagflation represents 
a commendable effort to de­
scribe a situation most econo­
mists once believed could never 
exist, many other chic eco­
nomic phrases excel only as 
camouflage; They take ah es­
sentially simple situation and 
render it incomprehensible.

A little more than a year ago, 
for example, "liquidity”  was 
the word in vogue. The econ­
omy was passing through a 
"liquidity crunch,”  and, In fact, 
during June, newspapers adver­
tised widespread fears of a 
fuU-scaie ’ ‘liquidity crieie’ ’— 
precipitated, naturally, by a

None of this referred to the 
poeeiMe reiiUroducUon of pro­
hibition. Liquidity wee the ex­
pert’s way of sajrlng cash. The 
Perm Central’s, vaunted "liquid' 
ity crisis" simply meant that 
tha railroad ran out of money, 
an event which logically result- 
sd 'ln  bankruptcy. Nor waa the 
"liquidity crunch" beyond un­
derstanding; The Federal Re­
serve restraining the growth of 
the' nation’s money supply and.

cult for firms to obtain loans.
Likewise, the "liquidity cri­

sis" reflected widespread anxi­
eties that the cembination of 
the two events — the FBD’s 
tight money policy, and the 
traumatic effect of the Perm 
Central bankruptcy ,— might 
cause banks to wlthh^d loans 
to firms Mdiich otherwise would 
be eligible. (Firms’ credit 
needs fluctuate; . a company 
typically needs a  loan bo buy 
Inventory or make a new in­
vestment, both of which can be 
expected to produce handsome 
profits and funds to r^>ay 
loan.)

As a vehicle for obfuscation, 
however, few words can match 
the record of "disintermedl- 
atlcn,”  a term widely used by 
Andrew Brimmer, governor of 
the Federal Reserve and other 
government officials. The care­
ful reader will recall that the 
heyday for this word occured In 
1969, when disintermediation 
Mt loan associations with the 
savage force of a hurricane 
blowing In from the Gulf of 
Mexico.

Again, the reality was easily 
described. Stimulated by a high 
level of economic activity — 
which prompted heavy borrow­
ing by corporation and raised 
the demand for funds—interest 
rates rose. Because the interest 
rates banks and savings asso- 
clatlcns could pay deposltoirs 
was limited by law (even ofl 
100,000 dollar accounts, the 
majdmum rate was 6-% per 
cent), peoi^e and corporatiens 
withdrew their funds from 
banks and S&Ls to Invest in 
bonds and other such financial 
instriiments. Why accept 5 or 6

per cent when you could get 8 
per ' cent on a high-quality 
bond? This straight-forward 
shift of funds was called disin- 
teimiediation.

Now, incidentally, the flow 
has reversed. With the slow­
down in the econemy dampen­
ing; corporation plans to bor­
row, Interest rates on bonds 
have subsided, making them 
relatively less attractive In 
comparison with rates at banks 
and s a v i n g s  associations 
(which have been allowed to 
raise their rates). C^onsumers 
and corporations are placing, 
their money and their faith 
back in baidcs and savings asso­
ciations.

There is a name, of couiae, 
for all this, and the next time 
your friends ask, you will be 
able to teU them what U hap­
pening: “ Reinte^medlatlon.”
They will be Impressed, even if 
they don’t understand what it 
is.

Other top CPI jumpers were 
Vic Devpau of 9 Main St., South 
Wlndaor, in alxth place overall; 
Jim  Morin of Farmington, sev­
enth place; and Parker Bldson 
of Meriden, tenth place.

In toe women's competition, 
CPI aeoDBtary Ellen Jeffries of 
480 W. Middle Tpke. Manches­
ter, was the number one overall 
paraohuUat. She also took firet 
place in women's accuracy, and 
aecond place in women's style.

The regional meet drew sev­
eral i>arachutlng clubs, as well 
as individuals, from New teng- 
land and New York.

F o r toe style event, para- 
chutlsta jump from 6,600 feet, 
and in toe 26-second-long free 
fall they go through a  series 
of pre-determined maneuvers— 
turns and loops—while falling 
at a  speed of about 120 miles 
an hour. They’re judged from 
the ground on speed and pre­
cision of toe maneuvers.

The relative work, in which 
only one team—Pieces of Eight 
from New Hampshire — com­
peted Saturday, consists of sev­
eral skydivers jumping at 
once, and then coming together 
in formation while in free-fall.

The top ten overall jumpers in 
toe regional meet are new eli­
gible to compete in toe national 
meet, scheduled for Spring 1972. 
The winners of toe nationals 
then form toe United States 
team which will go to the world 
meet, to be held next fall in 
Telequah, Oklahoma — the first 
world meet In toe Western 
Hemisitoere since 1962.

Records In­
dicate that Johnson, who had 
moved to the White House after 
the assassination of President 
Kennedy, sold “ The Elms” to 
Smith for $325,000. Three weeks 
later. Smith sold It for an un­
disclosed sum to the Democrat­
ic and Popular Algerian Re­
public.

An FBI report of the John- 
son-Smith transaction reached 
Richard D. Fltzglbbons Jr., the 
U.S. attorney in St. Louis, In 
April 1064, while he was pre­
paring an obstruction of Justice 
case against some officials of 
Aerodex and caused him to 
write to the Justice Department 
for guidance, noting that "this 
Aerodex Corporation has rather 
high political connections.”

Months later, two Aerodex of­
ficials were fined and placed on 
probation for submitting false 
records to a grand Jury, and the 
Justice Department decided 
there was insufficient evidence 
to prosecute Tonks and the com­
pany itself.

$2.6 million Income from a state 
lottery, as estimated by the 
General Assembly, Is to become 
a reality In this fiscal year.

’The gambling commission 
was sworn in today by Gover- 
nbr ’Thomas MasklH, who wish­
ed members well In their dif­
ficult task.

"W e need the money," the 
governor said with a smile, 
"and our citizens are looking 
forward to the recreational and 
entertainment value.”

"You are plowing new

ground," said MeskiU. "You 
have no pattern to follow. ’This 
has never been done In Con­
necticut before."

In addition to bringing in new 
revenues legal gambling will 
also be "a  new industry In Con­
necticut that will, hopefully, em­
ploy many ‘  people,”  thje gov­
ernor sold.
