Why did a Jubilant celebra- 
Uon ol a World Series victory 
turn to vandalism, rioting and 
looUng?

While Pittsburgh city officials 
denied earlier news reports of 
rapes and criminal assaults 
taking place on the downtown 
streets, there was evidence of 
such ’ ’antt.soclal acts" as the 
overturning of at least four ve­
hicles, Including a taxi, the 
smashing ot about 90 store win­
dows and the burning of police 
motorcycle. Nearly 100 cele­
brants of the Pirate victory 
over Baltimore were arrested. 
As for eye witness accounts of 
lovemaking In the park, the po­
Uce chief conceded that some 
people "got a little cut of 
hand.”

Why? Human behavior ex-- 
perts advanced a number of 
theories, but the only thing they 
could agree on was "nobody 
really knows why It happens."

'On ths one hand, Uwse with 
long memories recalled that the 
revelry, hlgh-Jinka and noise- 
making on V-E Day at the close 
of World War n  resulted In few 
acts of hoeUUty, and olUee like 
Cleveland In 1948 and New York 
In 1989 went wild over oham- 
ptonshlp baaeball teams without 
reports of eex In the etreets.

On the oUier hand, other ex­
perts cited such historioal preo- 
edente of mob vlolenoe or orgies 
as tha Dionysian rituals In

ancient Greece, the Civil War 
draft ripts In 1868, the college 
campus "panty rtUds" ol the 
1960s and the student rioting in 
Fort Lauderdale In the 1960s.

Dr. Jerome Singer, a social 
psychologist at the State Uni­
versity of Stony Brook, L.I., aald 
the fact that It was Sunday may 
have contributed to the Pitts­
burgh disorders. On Sunday, the 
downtown streets of the city are 
normaUy deserted. Few hiutlne 
functions are going on, services 
are largely curtailed and a lot 
of people are looking for some­
thing to do.

While saying that he didn’t 
know what had happened In 
Pittsburgh, Singer observed 
that "a  de-lndivldualatlon" 
takes place In a large mob; peo­
ple begin to feel that they are 
not Identifiable. "Look, there 
are a  lot of things people would, 
like to do In this world. They 
see a protty girl and have all 
kinds of fantasies which they 
don’ t act out because of re­
straints, both external (fear 
ot punishment) and internal 
(conscience),”  he said. In the 
midst of a larg® group, when 
everyone Is fesUng good, these 
restraints can be suspended on 

’ the grounds that "everybody’s 
doing It" and "nobody will reo- 
ognlM m e." Singer recalls that 
both the college panty raids and 
the Fort Lauderdale riote start­
ed with exuberant spirits and 
were apread by "social con­
tagion.”

At Pittsburgh’s C?amegle-Mel- 
,lon University, close by the 
scene of the celebration. Dr. 
Robert Shellow, who served as 
research director of the Kerner 
Commission on civil disorders 
In 1967, said that recent econ­
omic setbacks emd a general 
mood of discouragement in the 
Steel Town may have provided 
the Impetus for an overexuber- 
ant celebration of the city’s first 
World Series victory in 11 
years.

"It may have been related to 
a renewed sense of pride in our 
city. We haven’t had much to 
celebrate over the past few 
years,”  he. said. A sizable num­
ber of steel mills closed down 
this summer, and there are a 
lot ol unemployed." A local TV 
station reportedly urged Jubi­
lant fans to "com e to the 
airport and welcome our heroes 
home, "thereby contributing to 
a solid 12-mlle traffic backup.

Given that set of circum­
stances: a massive traffic Jam, 
a swarming crowd that the po­
Uce apparently were unable to 
hold and no careful channeling 
of all that energy, the psycho­
logy professor noted: "There Is 
always a group that wlU take 
license."

VIENNA (AP) — Austria is a 
country associated with wine, 
women and song. Just now, au­
thorities say, the emphasis Is 
on alcohol—cases, of cirrhosis of 
toe liver have more than dou­
bled In 16 years.

For men, such cases in­
creased from 19.6 to 46.8 per 
100,000 In 1963-69. The women's 
rate went from 7.7 to 27.8.

Unprecedented prosperity has 
led to more drinking, medical 
authorities believe. Prof. Lud­
wig Popper of Vienna Univer­
sity reports per capita con­
sumption of wine went from 15 
liters In 1950 to about 40 in 1070. 
That's equivalent to 10 gallons. 
Consumption of hard liquor also 
is up, but Dr. Popper said fig­
ures,on this are hard to deter­
mine.

Authorities In some European 
countries try to combat cir­
rhosis death by putting high 
taxes on hard drinks. Dr. Pop­
per said. In toe Scandinavian 
countries and Britain, death by 
cirrhosis has decreased in re­
cent years.

TOKYO (AP ) — Comedian 
Danny Kaye has arrived in 
Tokyo on the first leg of a 
world tour to publicize the ac­
tivities of the U.N. children’s 
fund—UNICEF—which Is cele­
brating Its 25th anniversary.

Kaye, who arrived Sunday, 
will go to Hong Kong on 
Wednesday and then proceed to 
Manila, Jakarta, Singapore, 
Bangkok, Calcutta and Eu­
ropean cities.

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A Pressure Cooker World?
There was a Pittsburgh policeman on 

the air after that city’s World Series vic­
tory celebration who sounded like a so­
ciologist, or an environmentalist, or an 
anthropologist, or some kind of scientist.

He refused, at any rate, to blame the 
violence that finally erupted from the 
victory celebration on any particularly 
wicked kind of human being.

What he said was that, any time you 
tried to concentrate a great number of 
people into a relatively small geo­
graphical area, you were asking for 
trouble. TTie trouble in Pittsburgh was 
that the celebrants tried to congregate 
from all sections of the city into the 
relatively narrow confines of the Golden 
Triangle sector. When the crowd density 
reached a certain number of people per 
square yard, then the crowd tempera­
ture, like the temperature of a series of 
atoms bombarding against one another 
in a closed testtube, began to go up, im- 
til a pleasant-intentioned assemhiage 
could be turned into an irresponsible 
mob. It could happen to the nicest people 
in the world; it didn’t require the 
presence of nasty people who would have 
an instinct to start trouble just for 
trouble’s sake.

[The human predicament which seems 
to result from such theorizing includes a 
number of rather terrible implications. 
It seems, for instance, to be a dangerous 
thing to have a baseball team win 
against odds. Somehow, the element of 
Innocence seems to have been driven out 
of the natural instinct of people to cele­
brate a pleasing sports result. And if it 
has come down to a scientific law that 
any certain concentration of people per 
city block is automatically dangerous in 
itself, are we not going to have to make 
some adjustment, eventually, in our 
guarantee to ourselves of the right of 
free assembly?

We question: Is there-any area left in 
which we are free to behave as natural 
human beings? Or must we function, 
from now on, as if we were inside some 
kind of over-crowded pressure cooker, 
in which even our right to breathe and 
move has to be adjusted to mathe­
matical laws of crowd tension?

All we really know is this: ’That there 
should not have been one unhappy thing 
happen in Pittsburgh as a result of th» 
outcome of the World Series Sunday. 
And what we confess is this: 'That it is 
frightening to be living in a world in 
which good, happy news produces bad 
events,
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the local property owner and shift it to 
sothe collection of tax revenue on a 
state-wide or federal basis with the 
revenue to be spent, inevitably, accord­
ing to state or federal directives aimed 
ns establishing uniform quality of edu­
cation.

The horns of the dilemma are plainly 
visible. ’The burden of local government 
on real estate, which has come to mean 
principally the cost of schools to the 
home owner,, has mounted tô  intolerable 
levels, close to the point at which home 
ownership could become the impossible 
dream for the average American.

On the other horn, there hangs the red 
flag which warns that, for the worthiest 
of motives, the local community, or 
neighborhood, design and control of a 
school system Is about to he exterminat­
ed completely.

Financially, the choice 1s almost dic­
tated.

Philosophically, the struggle has to be 
between those who think that variety 
and diversity nurture the true genius 
and strength of a people, even if they 
mean that some schools are not going 
to be as good by some standards as oth­
ers, and those who think that central 
design and management are essential in 
a democracy, even if they reduce oc­
casional excellence to a common stand­
ard which is merely a shade above 
mediocrity.

These are probably the battle lines of 
the next decade in American public 
school policy.

Any realistic forecast has to say that 
those who would fight the philosophical 
battle to the last would have their beat 
chance of victory if they could come up 
with some non-centralized rescue for the 
local real estate tax dollar.

The School Tax Dilemma
Out in California, a court decision has 

held the property tax invalid as a source 
cf financing for public schools because 
the difference in wealth among various 
communities leads to a difference in the 
quality of the education they provide.

In New York State, a special commis­
sion named to study the problem of 
variation in the quality of education 
among various state communities has 
come up with a recommendation that 
the state take over the financing of all 
school systems in order to guarantee 
such expenditures as would produce 
equality of educational opportunity for 
the children. But the New York commis­
sion would begin, at least, by using a 
property tax to finance such increased 
stale expenditures.

That is perhaps a sample of how mix­
ed up and cross-purposed, or at least 
<'roas-melhod, the search for a more 
uniform standard for American public 
education is to become.

But an expectation that there will be 
many different methods of financing and 
managing suggested does not alter the 
fact that the search is obviously now on 
for some system v/hlch will take the 
burden of paying for schools out of 
direct taxation by local government on

But most of us will not have quite as 7 
much trouble as might be expected. We 
never quite believed Communist Cbnna 
looked quite that terrible before. And we 
are not quite sure, now, that it really 
looks all this happy.

How Political Can You Get?
Mrs. Beatrice Kowalski, the vice chair­

man of the Wallingford Republican Town 
Committee and the wife of Police Capt. 
’Theodore Kowalski, was one of Gov. 
MesklU’s appointees to the Gaming Com­
mission which will plan and control Con­
necticut’s entry into the businesses of 
pari-mutuel, cn-track betting, off-track 
betting and state lottery. The post, which 
is considered part-time, carries a pay 
scale of $10,000 a year.

So was Demetrios Louziotes, a 
member of the Republican State Central 
Committee from New London. ’The fifth 
appointee is Prank Mollnaro, a close po­
litical friend of Lt. Gov. T. Clark Hull of 
Danbury, who has long been an advocate 
of horse racing and pari-mutual betting 
in Connecticut.

At this writing the Democratic appoint­
ments have not been announced but with 

I the GOP setting the precedent, non-po­
litical appointments are, to put it miliUy, 
unlikely.

'Ihe commission will start its „ job by 
appointing three executive directors to 
oversee the three gambling enterprises, 
and will eventually appoint some 500 
salaried employes. No firm word has 
come through yet as to whether they will 
be included in the state merit system, 
but agreed to a bi-partisan patronage 
formula which favors the Republicans 
three to two.

All this is just about ns poor a way to 
start a doubtful enterprise as could be 
managed . Connecticut has barred the 
doors to all these forms of gambling un­
til now, largely on the gounds that they 
offer opportunities for corruption, politi­
cal pay-off, and organized crime to move 
into the state.

TTie least we could have hoped for 
would have been a commission .of non­
political, professionally knowledgeable, 
personally prominent people who would 
set the program going at least initially in 
on atmosphere above suspicion.

The governor has not served Connect­
icut well by making these purely politi­
cal appointments. TTie task of the com- 
mlsBloners will be doubly hard, because 
of political pressures and lack of public 
confidence, if they are to set up opera- 
bions compatible with the state's good 
name.

Nixon And The Court

A Thought for Today

WASHINGTON — President 
Nixon’s astonishing attitude to­
ward the Supjjeme Court, which 
has now painted him into a pol­
itical comer, was revealed Oct.
8 when he met at the White 
House with top advisers to dis­
cuss filling the two vacancies.

Blatantly mediocre prospects 
were suggested and, conse­
quently, the possibility of disap­
proval by the American Bar 
Assn. (AEA) was raised. Mr. 
Nixon bristled and, startling his 
unbelieving aides, made clear 
in uncharacteristically colorful 
language just what the ABA 
could go do about it. In short, 
the President was not going to 
let questions of legal quality in­
terfere with his political designs 
for the Supreme Court.

That led to two incontestably 
mediocre selections, a wave of 
public and professional repug­
nance and, finally, a White 
House decision to rethink the 
whole business. At the weekend, 
Mr. Nixon had dug himself into 
another hole on court appoint­
ments.

At the heart of Mr. Nixon’s 
court troubles is his determina­
tion to appoint iaw-and-order 
conservatives pleasing to the 
old segregationist South without 
regard to ability. That deter­
mination is shared, with mon- 
omaniacal Inflexibility, by 
Mitchell and Deputy Atty. Gen. 
Richard Klclndienst.

Klelndienst, in particular, is 
convinced of boundless political

capital flowing from anti-liberal 
court selections. In Tharge of 
recommending judicial appoint­
ments, Kleindien.st sxjught out 
hard-liners without worrying 
about quality.

’Two weeks ago, during a ses­
sion of top Administration of­
ficials, a fascinating possibility 
for the court was put forward: 
Elliott Richardson, Secretary of 
Health, Education and Welfare. 
A former attorney general of 
Massachu.setts, the greatly re­
spected Richardson would be an 
adornment on the court. Under 
no conditions, said Klelndienst. 
The reason: Richardson is too 
liberal on civil rights and, 
therefore, would dLspleose the 
Scuth.

Later, moderate Administra­
tion officials proposed Edward 
Levi, president of the Univer­
sity of Chicago. A renowned le­
gal scholar, Levi is a strict con­
structionist and .scarcely a wild­
eyed radical. Besides, he would 
end the absence of any Jews 
on the court, an absence begun 
under Mr. Nixon in 1969 for the 
first time in 53 years. But Levi

too was vetoed. The reason: He 
did net fit the law-ahd-order, 
anti-civil rights formula.

The wholly political nature of 
the selection process can be 
seen in the attitude toward a 
Woman justice. Originally, Mr. 
Ni.xon had no intention of ap­
pointing a woman but, gradual­
ly, realized that would be bad 
politics. Indeed,

That set off a mad search for 
a law-and-order woman judge. 
Perhaps, the best qualified pro  ̂
spect. Judge Shirley Hufstedler 
of the U.S. Court of Appeals in 
Las Angeles, was immediately 
ruled out as a liberal Democrat. 
Finally, Kleindien.st hit pay dirt. 
He gleefully told associates he 
had found in California state 
Appeals Judge Mildred L. Lil­
lie a very tough lady with no 
use for the Warren. Court’s 11b- 
ertiirianisn^

The lin^’was finally drawn at 
conservative Democratic Sen. 
Robert Byrd of West Virginia, 
who has never practiced law 
and is not a member of the bar.

To the question of whether or 
not the luxurloue executive lair 
the state’* first Commissioner 
of the now Department of 
Transportation created for him­
self 1* too handsome and plush 
an accommodation for the 
modest man who is the Gover­
nor of the Stetel our response is 
that it Is one of those apples 
and oranges things.

By the time he got to be
Transportation Commissioner, 
George Conkllng had put in a 
long and arduous career in
which his actual power had al­
ways exceeded the title and ap­
pearance of his offices. He him­
self had schooled himself to
work behind a wall of modesty,
letting his mastery of figures 
and fiscal know-how stake out 
the authority for him, and never 
once wearina the top executive 
look which Would have run the 
risk of proclaiming that ho hap­
pened to be the one individual 
who, more than any other, was 
running the state of Connecti­
cut

After a lifetime of this, 
George Conkllng, accepting 
what he himself must have 
sensed would be his last ma­
jor public title, suddenly went 
soft on himself, and permitted 
the creation for himself. In his 
last commlsslonershlp, of the 
plush executive office which has 
now caught the eye of Governor 
Meskill and his merry men.

The contrast between Conk­
llng, who started out at the bot­
tom of the state government 
structure and wound up at the 
top, finally losing modesty only 
as he leaned against the final 
rung of his career, and Gover­
nor Meskill, who has started his 

.. cqnn®*̂ *̂*!* with state govern­
ment at the top, with never an 
instant’s hesitancy over his 
right and intent to rule, could 
not be more vivid.

As court is convened each 
night at 8:30 p.m., the parties 
have a choice, either go before 
an arbitrator or have the case 
tried by the judge. At least 
three-quarters of the parties 
opt for arbitration.

The differences are minimal. 
An action before a judge Is 
heard In open court and a court 
reporter keeps a record. The 
decision may be appealed, 
though few are. Suits heard by 
arbitrators, experienced law­
yers- who volunteer their serv­
ices once a month, are off the 
record and unappealable. From 
75 to 100 cases are Settled each 
night.

Because the judges and arbi­
trators dispense with the usual 
courtroom formalities, the 
trials and hearings present a 
colorful slice of life. One 
woman, for instance, pressed a 
claim for $108 against her land­
lord.

On Witchcraft

Dr. Wintrob, a psychiatrist on 
Um  teachiny staff at the uni­
versity ot Oonnectlcut Medical 
School in Hartford, Indicated 
that people practice a form of 
supernatural determinism
when they accept certain 
everyday superstitions which 
have no scientific basis in fact.

He said that a  belief in witch­
craft exists in all cultural back­
grounds, but since his personal 
experience with studying the 
phenomena was in West Africa, 
he would oidy discuss the 
studies he made both there and 
in Hartford.

According to the doctor, pa­
tients he treated in his West 
African clinic firmly believed 
their illness was caused by 
some form of hex. He also ' 
learned that they believed that 
anyone can hex another person 
and that love triangles seemed 
to be the cause of most hexes.

Telling of his experiences at 
his Hartford Clinic, he said that 
39 out of 40 patients examined 
knew about rootwork. He told 
of one young man who firmly 
believed that his problems were 
caused by a hex, and when nor­
mal treatment of his Illness 
met with small success, he was 
allowed to s y k  the help of a 
rootwDiker. -rAfter receiving 
drugs, washing with herbs and 
the saying of prayers, he rap­
idly showed signs of improve­
ment and became a changed 
man.

Dr. Igqntrob said he cannot 
prescribe treatment until he un­
derstands the illness in the 
same way as the patient sees it. 
He believes that the funcUmi of 
medicine is to relieve pcdn and 
reduce anxiety, and until the 
doctor understands the problem 
and how it is looked at by the 
patient, he cannot accomplish 
this.

Renderings of the exterior and a cross-section of 
the propos^ Northeast Elementary, on a 12-acre site 
at Kennedy Rd. and Kent Dr., were prepared hy the 
Bloomfield architectural firm of S t ^ e r  and Cola- 
vecchio. 'Hie school is one of three referenda to be 
presented to electors Nov. 2.

The 56,885-square-foot structure is planned to ac­
commodate 650 children in kindergarten through 
sixth grade. The cost has been placed at a not-to-ex- 
ceed figure of $2.7 million, a portion of which is state 
reimbursable. The cost includes construction, equip­
ment, and architectural and engineering fees.

The vehicular approach in the rendering above is 
from Kennedy Rd. At the extreme left in the tree

area is one of two service approaches from Kent Dr., 
at the same level, to the kitchen and cafetorium. The 
two-level area will house the kindergarten at ground 
level and the cafetoriumh in the upper level. To the 
left of the entrance is the kindergarten playground.

Administration offices and health services would 
be located in the center building; and at the rear, the 
main portion of the school, containing 22 classrooms, 
two special education classrooms, media center and 
library, music area, art center, and science center.

At the right is the gymnasium. Jutting from the 
right wall are shower and locker room facilities for 
school and community use.

The rendering below shows the four half-level plan 
of the interior, adapted to the sloping terrain.

At the lower left is a special areas classroom, and 
immediately over it a classroom. A half level up from 
the special area, in the center, is the media center; 
and to the right, a classroom*.

Over the media center is a large group instruction 
area or loft. This can also be used for traffic flow to 
smaller seminar rooms at the same level at the right 
or to lower levels. In keeping with the educational 
philosophy of the school that pupils should be ex­
posed to as much learning area and as many materials 
as possible, placement of the lofts will enable children 
to look down into classrooms and the media center.

To get those hard, tackle 
tearing strikes out of northern 
pike, work spoons, plugs and 
minnows near the mouths of 
small streams feeding Into a 
lake. Real hot spots are where 
dense weed beds grow near 
feeder streams. Trolling- along­
side these often produces big 
fish.

Whatever your favorite fish­
ing, don’t let the cooler days of 
fall keep you from going out 
on the lake or river. For even 
if It’s late in the V®B.r, It’s not 
too late for some real tirtitog 
fun.
