school senlors, all boys, tossed
some loaded questions at the
first selectman and melectman
candidatos as well those run-
ning for other offices such as
Planning and Zoning, Hduca-
tion and Finance board posts,

The candidates themasleves
differed from those rugning for
offlce sven ns reocently as two
ysars ngo.

It Is apparent that the town's
political partles have changed
policy on running newcomers to
town for oftice. Many of this

‘year's candidates are relatively

unknown; two or four years
ngo they would never have
been considered as candidatea,

In many instances the candi-
dates in both parties were hus-
bands of members of the Tol-
land Juniors.

The main lssue for both the
Democrats and the Republicans
in elther a change or modifica-
tion of Tolland's form of gov-
ernment,

Both claimed it was up to the
people to decide what this form
would be,

Pinned down by the high
school panel, Republican firat
peloctman  candidate HErwin
Stoetzner admitted ‘‘we have
our ideas but won't push them
down your throats,” Perwonally
Btoetzner belleves the govern-
ment should be run by a ''pro-
fesslonal, full-time, supported by
elected non-pald officials who
would serve as llalson to the
taxpayers.

Als running mats Charles
Lace, & former selectman, reg-
istered mild disagreement with
Stostzner ‘‘When I was select
man it worked out fine for us,
but the people will ultimately
declde.'’

Democrat Firat  Selectman
Charles Thifault called for a
“‘thorough obfective study of the
town government by a commis.
slon representing all age group#
from , youth to senior citizen."
He was critical of the appolnt-
ment of the present Charter Re-
vision Commission by a ‘lame
duck'' board of Selectmen.

Thifault personally stated he
had an open mind on the sub-
ject and did not presently fa-
vor any of the three alterna-
tves: Full-time first selectman,
mayor or a town manager . . .

Barry Backs Nixon

On Two-China Stand

The United Nations, more than any other organiza-
tion, holds the hope for the peaceful settlement of in-
ternational disputes, Atty. David Barry, former Demo-
eratic state senator, said this morning in Center Park
at a United Nations Day program observing its 26th

anniversary.

The program was sponsored
by the town and the League of
Women Vcters, Groups of stu-
dents participated,

Atty. Barry sald he favors
President Richard Nixon's two-
China policy and cantinued [l
pancinl support to the UN from
the United States at the pregent
81 per cent rate eyen If the UN
does not relain Nationalist
China. The annual UN budget
is $200 million.

In reference to the UN's pres-
ent debate on admlitting Com-
munist China and retaining Na-
tionalist China in membership,
Barry sald, "I believe that the
UN can wenther this China
gtorm as If has sc many con-
flicts in the past.'

“There is° little doubt that
mainland China will be admit-
ted to membership when the
vote comes next week, Its ad-
misslon has been coming for
years,' Atty. Barry sald, He
added that John Foster Dullen 20
years ago said that the UN must
represent the world as it is, not
as we would like it to be,

‘Certainly a policy of exclud.
ing a populous and powerful na-
tion from the world forum seems
riskier now in the 70's than ever
before,”” Atty. Barry said. 'The
real question is whether this
great organization will permit
the Nationalist Chinese govern-
ment to retain its seat in the
General Assembly while it seats
its rival from Peking. The polit-
fcal drama unfolding in New
York this moming will have far-
reaching effects.’

He said that the two-China
policy has its problems but that
he objects to the UN expelling
Neationalist China with {ts 14
million people when [t permits
membership to such fragmented
nations as Upper Volta, Toga
and Ivory Coast. ‘Nationalist
China, he said, has been a good
member for 26 years,

The history of the UN and its
efforts for worldwide peace waa
the theme of the program which
included remarks by Cadette
Girl Scout Busan Lockery; May-
or James Farr; Mrs. Marshall
Cohen, League of Women Vot-
ers presldent; and Mrs, Edward
Coltman, UN chairman for the
town.

A color guard of Cadette Girl
Bcout Troop 10 raised the UN
and U.8, flags which will fly at
the same helght untl]l sunset to-
night.

A Pleasant Surprise

Untl the President began mentioning
names last night, this nation had been
given reason to fear that he was some-
how engaged in & deliberate search for a
lack of distinction for his next appointecs
to the Supreme Court.

Whether it was due to the newly found
muscle of the American Bar Assoclation
screening committee, or to the Presl.
dent's better secret intentions all along,
the actual selections proved & surprise
as to Identity and as to calibre.

The result is that, today, there is a
wary disposition to congratulate the
President and expect a non-controversial
course of approval by the Seiate,

The wariness still lingering in the
situation s justified by the fact that
everylody has been bumed once or
twice ‘before, by the assumption that a
presidential sppointee must have been
thoroughly investigated before he was
announced,

But the general expectation Is that
we are In for 8 more pleasant ex-
perience this time.

The main thing President Nixon seems
to haye done, at last, Is to demonstrate
that he could find potential judges who
would share his own conservative views

und who could also be rated creditably :

on the basis of their professional record
and their legal mind. Perhaps the Presi-
dent could mmve found better nominees,
perhaps many more better nominees.
These are, however, presentable.

Beyond that, they may be potentially
distinguished.

80, by whatever route he arrived
there, President Nixon today Is entitled
to that atmosphere of satisfaction he
wore last night as he named Lewis F.
Powell of Virginia, and Willlam H.

Cambodia Gives Up A “Game”

Premler Lon Nol of Cambodia, whom
our policy thinks it likes better than it
did Prince Norodom, asked himself a
rhetorical question the other day, which
he followed with a decree,

“Should we,"” he asked, “vainly play
the game of democracy and freedom
that will lead us to complete defeat or
should we curtall anarchic freedom in
order to achleve victory?'

And hls answer to his own gquestion
was;

“The Government has made ita de-
clsion. We have selected the way thut
will bring us to victory.”

That way was to suspend the Cambo-
dinn natonal assembly and Lo announce
that, henceforth, Premier Lon Nol would
be operating the government by decree
rather than by constitutional law,

Politically, Washington {5 embar-
rassed, to have Cambodin, in the wake
of the one-candidate election in Saigon,
showing a similar lack of dedlcation to
the forms of government which might
concelvably, some day, lead to the de.
volopment of some kind of demo-
uracy.

Practically, Washington may find it-
gelf In some quiet agreement  with
Promier Lon Nol, At least on the point
that he may be able to rule more
effiofently by himaself than with an ob-
stacle National Assembly in his way.

But, whatever the Lon Nol statoment
does to Washington, its main service i
to represent and express, with brutal
frankness, the instinotive attitude of the
whole Asinn culture toward the political
blessings s0 many Americans have ain-
cerely hoped to e uble to spread to thmt
world,

It remains, probably to a great ma-.
jority of Aslans, ‘'the game of demo-

cracy and freedom,' not only as it Is of.

fered to them, but, we must suspect, as
they sometimes analyze its operation for
us, We enshrine it not g8 o game but as
cur hollest principle of national life, But
those who do not share our dedication to
it, or our hopes for it, concentrate easily
on its imperfections, which continue to
be many. And it Is really in our own con-
centration on those Imperfections, to
remedy them, rather than in our some-
times too complacent assumption that
we are the best, that our real hope of
influencing and helping the worid has to
be found.

How Humane Can You Get?

It has now been certified, by benign
verdict of a apecial panel of vet
erinarians called togetirer by the Depanrt.
ment of Commerce, that the annual har.
vesting of seals on the Pribilof Yslands Is
“highly efficlent and humane."

Secretary of Commerce Maurice H.
Stans hopes that the release of this re.
port will ‘‘put to rest once and for all
false rumors of brutality and poor con-
servation practices being circulated by
n few vocal critics.”

The crux of the matter of humaneness
came down to the panel's defense of the
use of a five-foot two-inch hardwood bat
or club which is used, by hunters who
have evolved askill with the clubs over
100 years, to stun the seals before they
are bled to death.

"‘Clubbing,'" read the official langusge,
‘as indicated by visual observations and
necropsy studies, 18 a rapld, highly ef-
ficient and humane method of rendering
the animal unconscious when properly
performed. Occasional Instances occur
when more than one blow is required.
These instances generally result from
the presence of older bulls, which con-
stitute & haxard to the sealers.”

That seems to cover just about every-
thing, except the possible opinion of \the
seals themselves, who were not Inter-
viewed.

Welfare Group’s Assault

Whether one belleves that the State's
current level of welfare payments is ade-
quate or not, whether one agrees with or
deplores the ordered 15 per cent cut in
beneflts, and whether one had adopted
or rejected the concept of welfare as a
“right,'” there can be no acceptance of
the slightest toleration of the kind of be-
havior that passed for a welfare demon-
stration at the State Capitol before the
waekend. N

A group that interferes with, thwarts
or prevents a government body from
functioning makes an attack on orderly.
and legal processes of government that
borders on anarchy, By bullying and
threatening a legislative committee, and
even beating up its members, the dem-
onstrators are using force and violence,
rather than the ballot box, to obtain their
ends. Ends which are self-serving,

Gov. Meskill's prompt and forthright
stateraent that the intimlidation of elect.
ed officials cannot be tolerated was the
right answe to the belligerent welfare
demonstrators.

The grievance of the welfare recipi-
ents is one that s tled to the present
state of Connecticut's economy and the

The welfare protestors have been re-
celving considerable counsel and encour-
agement from, Legal Assistance attor-
neys (who are supported by public funds
themselves), and the question arises
whether the conduct exhibited in Hart.
ford is to be condoned or whether there
will be some statement of condemnution
of law-breaking and violation of the
rights of others.

The citizens of this state, who slected
their government and are governed by
it, will not stand for any part of that gov-
ernment to be coerced by any group act-
ing violently and outside the normal
democratic proceas.

Connecticut taxpayers have made |t
amply clear Lthey want government
spending to be kept in check. The gover-
nor 1s well attuned to the wishes of the
taxpayer concerning both reduced
spending and holding the line on taxes.
In view of the present tight budget situ-
allon, we don't know on what grounds
the welfare demonstrators would want to
challenge Meskill's statement that ‘‘the
State does not have enough money to
continue welfare payments at the our.
rent leyels, . ."

The plain fact Is that the welfare re-
ciplents are carrying their story — In
whatever faghion — to the wrong people,
The taxpayers, who are footing the bill,
are the opes to be sold on the noed for
higher welfare expenditures.

WASHINGTON — Flushed
with jubilaticn over President
Nixon's having finally imposed
his will on the Japanese gov-
ernment, White House trade ex-
pert Peter Peterson betrayed
to dinner companions one night
last week a concern slightly
clouding his exultation.

The ris-
ing anti-American feelings In
Japanese political and business
cireles which we recently re-
ported from Tokyo have been
severely aggravated by the
textile power play, The pro-
American faction in Japan's
ruling Liberal Democratic par-
ty, headed bv Prime Minister
Bibaku Sato, has been shaken,

Apart from Japan, some busi-
ness supporters of the Nixon
ndministeation who at first ap-
plauded the hard line now see
it paving diminishing returns.

Nixon should ease up, and do
it now.

That's fust the trouble. In-
stend of placating protectionist
sentiment as White House aldes
contend, the textiles agreement
encourages similar protection
for shoes, electronic manufac-
turing and, increasingly, autos.

F.C. Strickland Dies,
Taught Famed Actors

F. Cowles Strickland of Glen
Eecho, Md,, formerly of Man-
chester, theater professor and
director whose students includ-
od Katherine Hepburn, James
Cagney and Montgomery Clift,
died of cancer Wednesday,

He was on a year's leave of
absence from a drama profes-
sorship at American University
In Washington, D.C., which he
had held mince 1082.

Born in Manchester Jan, 7,
1903, he was the younger of two

“sons of the late Charles J. and
Edith Cowles Strickland. He
graduated from Manchester

High School in 1920 and received
his BA from Wesleyan Unlver-
alty and MA from Northwestern
Univeraity, He also studied at
the Yale School of Drama and
the University of Colorado.

Mr. Strickland recelved his
introduction to dramatics as a
member of Sock and Buskin,
MHS dramatic club, and served
as Its first vice president.

In 1028, he founded the Berk-
shire playhouse, the country's
first professional stock com-
pany, at Stockbridge, Mass,
During 10 seasons there, he pro-
duced weekly plays, directing
students In minor roles and
such eeasoned stars of stage
and screen as Ina Clalre,
Claude Rains, Leo G. Carroll,
Ronald Colman, Jane Wyatt,
and Cornelia Otis Skinner,

During these summer sea-
sons, The Communitly Players,
first dramatic club In  town
aside from 8SBock and Buskin,
frequently drove to Stockbridge
to goe the performances,

At the Berkshire Playbouse,
Miss Hepburn, among others,
perved as an apprentice, and
Mr. Strickland gave her her
first acting opportunity at $§25
& week, He was also instrumen-
tal in getting the Hartford ac-
tress the feminine lead in her
first motion plcture, *“Bill of
Divorcement.'"

¥rom the summer playhouse
Mr. Strickland turned to light
opera, directing the Wesleynn
Gilbert and Sulllvan company,
which played summer theaters
along the New England coast,

On one of these tours, he

met Miss Edith Adams Greene
of Passale, N. J. They were
married In Passaic In Decem-
ber 1988,

Mr. Strickland directed four
Broadway plays: '‘The Patri-
arch," "“Fly Away Home,”
“Qut of the Frying Pan,” and
‘‘Best Bellers."”

He was resident director at
Washingtons Arvena Stage from
1608 to 1962, Other directorial
work included severanl seasons
at Boston's Copley Square Thea-
ter; the Little Theater In St.
Louls, Mo; Civic Theater in
Washington, D.C.; and in At-
lantic City.

In the summer of 1850, he
served as director of the opera
achool at Tanglewood in Lenox,
Manss. Before that, Mr. Strick-
Iand assisted in producing a
version of Mozart's “Cosl Fan
Tuttd”  (“Women Are Like
That''), which had two three-
week runs in Los Angeles before
being taken on a tour of Cali-
fornia,

In addition to his post at
American University, he taught
at the University of Colorado,
Wesleyan, Stanford University,
and the University of Kansas.

His book, "The Technique of
Acting,' published In 1082, 1
a widely used textbook. At the
time of his death, he was work-
ing on a compuanion volume,
“The Technique of Directing.”

Mr. Strickland was a member
of Actors Equity, the American
National Theater Assgociation,
and the American theater Asso-
clation.

Besldes his widow, he Is sur-
vived by a son, Edward C., of
State College, Pa.; and a daugh-
ter, Mrs. Susan Rodd, of Pound
Ridge, N. Y. A memorial serv-
ice will be held tomorrow on
the American University cam-
pus.

Elementary
School Plans

The Northeast Blementary
School, a four-area, one-build-
ing structure designed to be
erected on an approximately
12-acre tract at Kennedy Rd.
and Kent Dr., is one of three
school referenda (o be submit-
ted 1o electors Nov. 2,

The proposed 58 885-square.
foot school is divided as fol-
lows: 25,000 for basic educa-
tional spaces (kindergarten, in-
structional areas, special edu-
cation); 23,700 for other educsa-
tional spaces (sclence, art,
weodworking, speech and hear-
ing, production, [ibrary-media
canter, gymnasium and locker
rooms, music, educational stor-
age, cafetorium).

Also, 2,700 for asdministrative
spaces (offices, health unit,
utaff work); and 5,485 for ser-
vice areas (kitchen and stor-
age, custodial, mechanical,
grounds storage, lavatories).

Facilities are planned to asec.
commodate 550 children in
Grades 1.6 and another 100 in
two kindergarten rooms.

Although the floor plans
shown here are of two baslc
levels, each s composed of two
half-levels, The levels of the
main structure, whose length
would be northwesterly-south-
easterly in direction, are adapt-
ed to the gently gloping south-
north terrain,

In the plan below, the lowest
level, facing Kennedy Rd. to
the south, has been designed to
contain the audio-visuml center,
art and woodworking areas,
two rooms for handicapped
children, and a music room,

A half level up and closest to
Kennedy Rd. are the gymnasi-
um and shower mnd locker
rcom facilities, Tentative plans
are for bleachers, seating ap-
proximately 300, along one aide
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" of the gym. These facilities,

with adjoining parking areas,
have been planned for commu-
nity as well ns school use.

Also at this level are the
kindergarten rooms; to thelr
rear, special gducation and
speech and hearing rooms; be-
tween the Kkindergarten and
main instructional area, teacher
work areas; and at the front,
administrative offices and health
services,

The media center, the '‘mark-
et place"” of the school, and an
adjoining sclence area are lo-
cated in the gntire center portion
of the second half level of the
large Instructional area; and
nine general classrooms at the
north and east sides of the
hullding ‘complete this level,

In the above plan, the entire
third half level above the media
center would be occupied by
seven general classrooms facing
Kennedy Rd.

On the fourth half level are

three large group instructional
areas (lofts) runing above and

across the medla center. They .

open into two smaller seminar
rooms at the rear of the bulld-
fng. The loft areas can also
serve as corridors for traffic
flow between the seminar rooms
and lower levels. From the mul-
ti-clasarooms, children will be
able to look down into the media
center as part of the school's
philosophy to provide as much
exposure as possible of pupils
to educational arens and mate-
rials,

Completing the (fouith half
lgvel g the cafetorium above
the kindergarten. Two rampa
from Kent Dr, would provide
vehlcular service approaches to
the kitchen and cafetorium,

It is planned to keep the rough
terrain to the west of the school
In its present state, as much as
poasible, for nature study, Game

flelds and other recreational fa-

cilities would be located to the
enst. ’

In making thelr June present-
ation to the Town Bullding Com-
mittes, Board of Hducation,
and school administrators, rep-
resentatives of the Bloomfleld
architectural firm of Stecker
and Colavecchio stated that the
main objectives in their baslec
concept for the Northeast Hle-
mentary School were to make
the media center the '‘market
place,’” or heart, of the plant;
locate specinl facilities so all
children can particlpate and-or
observe.

The hospital's refusal to ne-
gotiate with the unlon over n
period of several months has
been daeclared by the SLRE to
be in violation of state liw, mnd
the board hua crdered compli-
ance,

The nppeal of that order, tak.
en by the hospital's legal coun-
48], has been filed with Hart.
ford County Superior Court but
no date has been established for
8 hearing, according to the
SBLRB's agent, John Gasplc.

The appeal Is over a ruling by
the SLRB certifying Lccal 1199
¢f the Drug and Hospital Union,
AFL-CIO, as bargaining repre-
sentative of all full-time em-
ployes in the dietary depart-
ment below the rank of execu-
tive chef. Workers In April
chose the union by a vote of 24-
21 after several months of hotly
contested campalgning.

Clnlma Error

Gasplc sald the appeal to Su-
perior Court contends that the
labor board erred in its decision
in favor cof the union because It
directed the election before rul-
ing whether the executive chef
— who had been claimed by
both aides—was eligible to vote
in the election, thus denying
him his constitutional rights,

Thia contention of denial of
rights was alsc one subject of
a hearing before the S8LRB, Inl-
tiated by the hoepital after the
election. The board later found
the clalm without substance
and issued a finding certifying
the union,

In a statement following the
ruling, BEdward M, Kenney, hos-
pltal administrator, sald the
case would be appealed through
the courts,

He sald that, based upon the
advice of the hospital's attor-
ney, the ‘administration would
refuse ta recognize Local 1100
and any SLRB order to do so,
in order to set in motion the
steps for further legal action.

Appeal Flled

Following that board action,
the hospital’s attorney filed an
appeal to Buperior Court,

According to Gasple, the
board's agent, a complets rec-
ord of all previous proceedings,
including coples of the trans-
cripts, must now be flled with
the court before thp case can be
brought to & hearing, He estl-
mated this might take two
weoks to & month,

In the meantime, a number of
distary employea favoring the
union have charged, in a recent
letter to the editor of The Her-
ald, that the administration’s re-
fusal to bargain amounts to “a
deliberate attempt to deny our
legal right to form & union.”

Jerome P, Brown, an organ-
iser for the union, also stated,
‘“The hospital Is abusing the
legal processes to deny the le-
gitimate desires of {ts employes.

‘“The hospital hopes that by
delay It can wear down those
employes who' favored the
unfon.'’

Andover

Lunch Program Deficit
Is Topic at PTA Meeting

The Andover PTA, Tueaday
night sponsored a group discus-
slen with the theme of “‘where
do we go from here'" that
preved to be one of the most
successful such meetings ever
held at the achool.

Nearly 100 people turned out,
Prior to the discussion, Prin:
cipal Donald Libby spoke on
two subjects of current import-
ance, The first was the peren-
nial sore-spot, the school's
lunch program.

“The lunch program is in a
bad way," Libby sald, "and we
must decide whether to keep the
program . . or to let it go
defunct."” leby sald that with
daily lunchroom wage costs of
over $35, milk costs of $24 and
food cost of $61, there is a total
daily cost of over $120.

Starting from the Dbeginning
of the school year, Libby sald
the dally pald lunches averaged
$50, ndult lunches another $4.50,
gnle of milk, $7.25 with an ad-
ditional 70 cents for milk sold
other than with lunches, Gov-
ernment subaidies for food and
milk came to another §17 for
a net total of some §80,

He sald the lunch program fis
running a $40 per day deficit,
and while there s stll some
money remaining in the lunch
budget from a previous year
when the town pald hunchroom
salaries, this would soon disap-
pear.

Libby said that according to a
representative of the State De-
partment of Education, in-
creased participation would be
necessary to keep the program
going, He sald the small student
population at the school makes
it difficult to increase particl-
pation very much,

One solution, according to
Libby, would be to utilize a gov-
ernment surplus food program.
However, he said, “‘what can
you do with grapefruit sections
and lima beans?" He said that
under the program, a school
may request any item in any
quantity, ‘‘but they keep send-
ing us lima beans."

He added, 'If we could al-
ternate between plzza and grind-
er days, we probably would

“The lunch program at the
scheol i1s an educational ex-
experience. It  exposes and
tenches the child to eat all kinds
of food. Why don't we teach
nutrition In the classes after
lunch as we used to when
porticipation was high? Chil
dren should be taught the value
of what they arc eating. We
certainly had Dbetter results
when the children were not al-
lewed to choose daily whether
they would eat the school lunch
or not."

She told Mrs. Beatrice Kowal.
skl, chairman of the Board of
Education, “The school board
and the town should pick up
the lunchroom wage c¢osis S0
that the program could con-
tinue. If every effort is made
to increase participation and
get on a paving basis, then this
money would just be returned
to the town's coffers. The school
used to try to arrange menus
so that each day's menu fea-
tured something that was popu-
lar with children; perhaps one
day it was a main dish, an-
other day a dessert. Why can't
we do that?'

Gerden MacDonald raised the
question of what would happen
to these children now receiving
free lunches If the program
were to be discontinued.

It was finally decided that
Libby would prepsre a flyer
asking pertinent guestions such
as whether lunch tickels for a
specified period cf time, such as
cne week or month or whatever,
might be a good idea and other
questions designed to find out

what the parents feel about the o

lunch program, whether Lthey
want it to continue or not, and
tc what extent they would be
willing to go to help it survive.
Educational Goals

Libby then spoke of the main
subject of the meeting. “'It Is
difficult in education to meas-
ure output.”” He said many fac.
tors enter into a school's con-
sideration of its program. “If 1
find at the beginning of the
school year that 15 per cent of
the people in town are college
graduates, then T must gear the
school’s programs to the 85 per
cent who will not go to college.’’

On the other hand, the num-
ber of children who will attend
college is increasing, so just
what guidelines can be fol-
lowed? Libby sald he would like
to see an easing of the preasure
at the school, enabling each stu-
dent to work at developing his
own potential at whatever rate
he is able to without fearing de-
rision, pressure or a sense of
fallure.

President Nikolal Podgomny
on Oct. 1 signed a docree pro-
viding for up to three years im.
prisonment for anyone
knowingly passing on syphilis
cr gonorrhea, One year in pris.
oh waa prescribed for persons
“who do not get treatment aft
¢r being ordered to do so by
the health authorities.'” And a
person previously convicted of
tranamitting VD who repeats
the offense can got five years
in prison: previcusly the max-
imum was three years.

Today the weekly magasine
Zdorovye—Health— published a
lang article on the problem, tit-
ling it “Veneral Disease—Retri.
bution for Thoughtlessneas and
Licentiousnes."” It gave no fig-
ures on the number of cases
but made clear that the rate Is
rising and the governmenty in
concerned.

The author, N. V. Nikiln,
head of the Ministry of Health's
department for disense pre-
ventlon, began with the state-
ment:

‘In capitalist countries, ven-
ereal disease Iy Increasing be-
cause of unemployment, prosti-
tution, the cult of sex and the
absence of a state system to
tight it.”

But, he added, there are ‘'no

socinl reasons' for the pres
ence of venereal dinease in this
aountry.

Then Nikitin listed the rea-
nons, presumably nonsoginl, for

the presence of VD In Russin.

High on the list were extrumar.
tinl relations and alcohollam,

“The fight against alchollsm
In the fight against venereal
dinease,'” ha declared.

Under 1 nationwide health
nyntem, Russians can got froee
treatment for VD at special In-
stitutes and clinics in most hos-
pitala.

preserve 180 acres of land for
open spaces.

How "“open'' the open spaces
would be would depend upon
town response at a public hear-
ing. One faction in town wants
to open the watershed up for
recreational activities; another
wants very limited or no use.

The combined water and sew-
er rate would go down in vir-
tually every case., Residents
presently served by the town
company would receive a 5 per
cent reduction in the sewer rate,
with the water rate remaining
the same.

to which the solid wastes and
B.0O.D. (Biological Oxygen De-
mand) are removed, The prim-
ary plant removes 40 to 60 per
cent of the wates and B.O.D.;
the secertary plant removes
90 per cent

Five milion gallons of efflu-
ent are treatsd by the plant
each day. The plant is designed
for 20 years and can be expand.

In Belfast

BELFAST, Northern Ireland (AP)

— Two sisters,

aged 19 and 80, were shot and killed by British troops

in Belfast early today. The

army said the women were

dressed in men's clothing and had fired at the soldiers

from a speeding car.

An army spokesman sald the
troopa returmned the fire and the
car orashed into n wall, He
added that a third woman in
the car wpa injured by flying
glass and that a fourth woman
was taken to a hospital with
bullet wounds in her leg, but It
was not clear whether ghe had
been in the car,

However, Gerard Meechan, fa-
ther-in-law of the elder sister,
sald: “The army's description
¢f what happened Is absolutely
ridiculous. !

He denled the women were
dressed as men, saying his
daughter-in-law, Mary REllen,
was wearing white slacks and a
blouse. He sald her 19-year-old
slater, Dorothy Maguire, also
was wearing slacks,

He sald they had heard there
was some (rouble in the area
and drove down to investigate.

"As they turned a corner an
army Saracen armored car cut
across their path and a shout
rang out, 'Stop that car.' A vol-
ley of shots rang out and both
cf them had the backs of their
heads blown off,"”

Gerry Fitt, a republican La-
hor member of both the British
and Ulster parliuments, also
disputed the army’s version of
the shooting, He sald Mry, Mee-

han's husband assured him the
sisters  “‘were not wearing
men's clothes although they did
have alacks on.

"Eyewitneases of the incldent
clalmed that no shots were
fired from the car at troops.
What I am told is the army told
the car to stop. When it didn't
do 80 Immediately, they just
opened up on It. The people in-
side the car didn't have a
chance,"

The army gave this account
of the incident:
