Dr, Donald J. Hennigan,
superintendent of schools,
last night submitted his
resignation to the Board
of Education, effective
June 80, 1972, He gave no
reason. The board unani-
mously accepted the resig-
nation, with regret,

Dr, Hennigan made no fur.
ther statemonts after conclud:
ing reading his one-sentence let-
ter of resignation, Questioned
this moming, ho sald that he
“would not comment further
but would let people read in
thelr own reasons.’ However,
he ndded, ‘'the decision had
been reached after long discus-
slon with Mrs, Hennigan."

Board membera wore appar-
ently stunned by the ‘timing of
Dr, Hennigan's announcemaent,
which came less than a week
after three school referendums,
totaling $11.57 million, were re.
soundingly turned down by vot-
ers,

Questioned after last night's
meeting, some board members
sald they expected the resigna-
tion to come in time but were
surprised by its immediacy.

The key factor in Dr, Hennl-
gan's declafon to leave the post.
tion that he has held since 1968
wan arrapently the criticism

WASHINGTON (AP)—Black leader Clarence Mitch-
ell said today the nomination of Asst. Atty. Gen. Wil-
liam H. Rehnquist for the Supreme Court is “an insult
to Americans who support civil rights.”

“Through that nomination the
foot of racism is placed In the
door of the temple of justice,"
Mitchell told the  Senate
Judiclary Committee as the
panel began taking testimony
for and against President Nix;
on's nominees to fill two Bu-
preme Court vacancies.

Mitchell, director of the
Washington bureau, of the Na-
tional Assoclation for the Ad-
vancement of Colored Feople,
pald he was gpeaking for it and
also for the Leaderahip Confer-
ence of Clvil Rights.

John V. Tun-
ney, D-Callf,, sald Powell had
shown himself to be a man of
“brillance, compassion and in-
togrity." .

Like Rehnquist, he testified
he is asgainst ‘‘Indiscriminats’
wiretapping by law enforce.
ment agents but he defended ita
use against organized crime un-
der court orders, as authorized
by the 1688 Crime Control Act.

He also testified he had in-
herited from his parents a deep
conviction that ‘‘all people are
equal’’ and told of his efforts to
provide legal aid and other
services for the poor. “'For the
most part,” he sald,
were our black brothers.'’

Powell also upheld the right
of dissent and peaceful mass
demonstrations, but he testifiéd
he is opposed to attempts to
change the democratic system
by force.

If this is the way they really foel, one

Amehitka might conceivably have sober-

two, But success st Amchitka seems, in

Now, for some time, it has
seemed that we are golng to continue
heading toward that eventual nuclear
rendesvous as if everything were quite
all right, just as something which may
have been totally wrong proved quite
all right at Amchitka.

LO8 ANGHLES—The atill-se-
cret decision by California's
most powerful black politician
to support 8en. Hubert H. Hum-
phrey for President is part of
a swiftly changing Democratic
climate here which carries po-
tential menace for front-running
Sen. BEdmund 8. Muskie,

Visiting California last week-
end, Muskie set aside time to
chat with BState Ben. Mervyn
Dymally of Los Angeles, the
most potent political leader in
southern California's big Negro
community. But, in fact, Dy-
mally—still steaming over Mus-
kie's statement against a Negro
Vice President—had already de-
cided to back Humphrey.

Dymally's prospective en-
dorsement means Humphrey,
having cornered important Jew-
ish money here and collect-
ed unpublicized endorsements
among state legislators, has
shown his first progress toward
mass support against Muakie in
next June's vital California pri-
mary. Thus, Muskie has squan-
dered away the unequaled op-
portunity to wrap up California
over the past nine months when
he had no serious opposition.

Now, however, Humphrey
has suddenly emerged here as
a full-blown candidate carrying
& June ambush for Muskie. If
Muskie cannot clinch the nomi-
nation by winning early pri-
marfes (which remains a quite
realistic prospect) he cannot
count on Californie positively
to recoup losses elsewhere,
Among all high-population In-
dustrialized states, California is
now Muskie's weakest.

Humphrey seems viable in
California whereas few key
Democrats take him seriously
elsewhere mainly because of
one tenaclous Humphreyite:
Hugene Wyman, the high-pow-
ered Beverly Hills lawyer and
prodigious fund-ralser. Wyman
long ago separated Muskie from
blg Jewish money sources here
and reserved them for Hum-
phrey;  More recently, he has
been moving quietly in political
circles.

Wyman recruited political
professional Joseph Cerrell,
who had been offéered a job in
the Muskie operation, to rup
2 statewide Humphrey cam-
paign. Wyman helped get the
stillunannounced endorsement
of stals Assembly majority
leader Walter Karabian, lean.

That's why Dymally's pros-
pective endorsument of Hum-
phrey eclipses all the others.
California polls reveal the huge
lead among Democrats by Sen.
Bdward M. Kennedy (who will
not enter the primary)y is bulit
cn overwhelming Negro sup-
port. The blacks, lukewarm to-
ward Muskie, could decide the
primary outcome. Thus, Dymal-
ly's endorsement may be a
first Humphrey atep toward
popular backing,

But thege possibilities for
Humphrey Wwould not exist had
Muskie's California campaign
been less faltering. Uncommit-
ted Democratic politiclans are
singularly unimpressed with
both candidate and campaign
structure,

Small bobbles have become
endemic. Visiting Ban Diego re-
contly, Muskie passed up ga
meeting with campaign contrib-
ulgrs in order to be shouted
at by Mexican-American fire-

Much effort has been spent
here contesting Sen. George
MeGevern for the left fringe of
the Californla Democratic par-
ty. Partly because of this, the
Muskie campalgn has given a
prominent place to Stephen
Reinhardt, California’s leftish
Democratic national committee-
man, at the cost of allenating
state leglalators (some of whom
now are backing Humphrey).

‘When 1971 began, the Califor
nia hopes of Humphrey dlehard
Wyman scemed ludicruously
pathetic against the unstop-
pable Muakie. The emergence
now of a Humphrey campalgn
accompanied by a perceived
Muskie slump ralses the possl
bility of even greater changes
between now and June. Sen,
Muskie might be well advised
to have the nomination pinned
down before voting day comes
in California.

There were, in the town and
city elections last week, a few
instances In which some local
personality, or some local politi-
cal condjtion, clearly played a
dominant role In the outcome.

In Bridgeport, for instance,
there had been for many
months an admission that the
Demcerats were in deep trouble
while the Republicans were en-
joying & kind of reformist re-
birth. In New Britain, on the
other hand, the Republican
party had taken all its experi-
enced public servants and
transferred them to the new
state administration at Hart-
ford, leaving the way open for
Senator Stanley Pac, a soft-
voiced charncter who makes all
voters feel he is just like them,
to lead a Democratic revival,

But the moat common politi-
cal oxperience in Connecticut
last Wednesdny moming was
that Republican tickets woke up
wondering what . had hit them
the night before.

And when they tried to give
themselves an honest answer aa
tc what had happened to them,
they did not have any clear or
easy time of it focusing on some
local issue, or some local per-
asonality, or some local political
strategy.

What happened in Connecti-
cut was not precisely reflected
in the total score of towns and
cities gained or lost, in which
the Democrats came up with a
first count net gain of 10,

The trend, whatever It was,
which produced that much of a
change in the political identity
of the top office holder in each
city or town, also surged
throuch the voting in ways not
reflected In the score by top
ctfices. In Middlstown, for in.
& Republican mayor
was re-elected, but loat his tick-
et In Hartford, New Haven,
and Waterbury the general Re-
publican vote shrank far below
past levels, which had had it
electing a mayor In Hartford
two years ago, scoring a very
close race for mayor In New
Haven two years ago, and win-
ning in Waterbury only four
years ago,

A number of the state's mid-
dle-sfzed communities, ' with a

political history.of turning alter-
nately first to one party and
then to the other, were. never-
theless surprised at the tuma
they made last Tuesday. For
some of them there scemed to
have been no‘accumulation of
sufficient reason for ghmo
from what had seemed paasable
administrations, And for some
of them it seemed that the vot-
ery, without any very plausible
local reason for change, had
reached for some very dema-
gogic alternatives.

We are usually among the
first to discount the poténtial
state and national influence on
local elections, and this time
our advance guess was that
Governor Meskill's modes and
goals of operation at Hartford
had probably created at least as
many secret admirers as ope
enemies. G R

We now revise that advance
estimate, to the extent of com-
menting that, {f there were Con-
necticut people who reacted that
way, they certainly didn't give
away thelr secret by crowding
the voting places last Tuesday.

Will Rehear
Duke Case

The court sald it would hold
hearings on the petition of
Charles O, Dukes, who was sen-
tenced in Hartford, Conn., in
1967 on narcotics and receiving
stolen goods charges.

In U.8. District Court Mon-
day, the mothers asked for a
hearing next Monday on their
motion for a contempt-of-court
citation againast Welfare Com.
missioner Henry D. White,

They claim the Welfare De-
partment viclated the in-
Junction by Implementing a
flat-grant system of paying
‘‘special non-recurrent ex-
penses,” such as purchases of
major appliances.

Judge M. Joaseph Blumenfeld
issued the temporary injunction
Oct. 20 against the 15 per cent
cuts in ald to families with de-
pendent chlldren, which were
Incorporated Into the new flat-
grant Family Assistance Flan.

At first, White implemented
the flat grant for speclal non:
