“We pray he 
will be the last,’’ he added.

Nixon drove to the national 
cemetery In nearby Arlingtrn, 
Va., to lay a wreath at the 
tomb. It was the 60th anni­
versary of the interment there 
of the luiknown, a soldier of 
World War I.

Recalling in a atatenient that 
President Dwight D. Eisen­
hower went to Arlington on 
May 80, 1968, to bdry unknowns 
from World War H and Korea, 
Nixon said;

“By that time, America knew 
that the idea of a war to end all 
wars was in vain. It was c|ear 
that what we really need is a 
peace to end all wars.

“Such a peace would require 
as much power and as much 
perseverance and as much pa­
tience and as much caUra"e as 
any ■war.

To Turn Coed

N E W  H A V E N  (AP) — 
Hopkins Grammar Sclux>l, one 
of the oldest private schools in 
the nation, announced Wednes­
day it will drop its 310-year-old 
all-male traditicsi by merging 
with the Day Prospect Hill 
School here.

The plan, according to the 
Hc^kins board of trustees, is 
contingent upon the timely sale 
of the girls’ school property 
here. New Haven city offlcials 
are reportedly seeking the site 
for the city.

The girls school will move to 
the Hopkins property, but the 
two schools will retain their 
traditlans in the new institution, 
the announcement said.

Hopkins Grammar School 
was founded in 1660 ,oi1glnally 
on the historic New Haven 
Green.Day Prospect Hill traces 
its history to 1907, when the 
Day School was set . up and to 
'1930 when die Prospect Hill 
School 'was set up. The two 
girls’ schools merged in 1960 .

The new scluxil expects a  stu­
dent body of about 600, the an­
nouncement said. Hopkins now 
enrolls 362 boys and Day Pros­
pect Hill enrolls 212 girls.

Grange Backs 
China A id  
InU.N. Seat

CHARLESTON, -W. Va. (AP) 
T- The National Orange has ap­
proved a. resolution com ­
mending President Nixon’s ac­
tions in supporting Oommunist 
(China’s admission to the United 
Nations.

But the resolution also said 
that Nationalist China's ouster 
from the world body empha­
sises the need for a thorough 
review of our foreign aid pro­
gram s,”  although certain kinds 
of foreign c^istance, especially 
technical assistance to devel­
oping nations, should be contin­
ued and strengthened.

The resolution was adopted 
Wednesday by delegates to the 
690,000-member agricultural 
body’s convention.

Another resolution approved 
Wednesday urged more work to 
expand agricultural exports, 
adding: We realize that It 
Would be unrealistic to attempt 
by quotas or inspection regu­
lations to reserve the total do­
mestic agrlcul.ure market to 
our own producers and that 
such actl(Mi would be detrimen­
tal to our interests in world 
trade.”

The Grange, the resolution 
said, favors a "gradual freeing 
of trade between nations,”  but 
urged the federal government 
to "seek reforms in other na­
tions o f farm trade policies 
which have the effect of dls- 
ruptlns' world trade.”

The Common Market, espe­
cially, should reform its farm 
pcllcies, the resolution said ,so 
that the disruptive effects on 
the trade of the U.S .and other 
exporting , countries can be 
drastlc^ly 'reduced over time. 
Unless changes are made . . . 
the enlargement of the Eu- 
ropeen community will tend to 
d i s r u p t  further American 
trade.

Reports from c o m m i t t e e  
rooms have indicated that the 
number of matters calling for 
attention could delay next Tues­
day’s scheduled adjournment of 
the annual 10-day convention.

The Grange also passed a 
m ajor rasolutipn opposing any 
federal government reorganiza­
tion which 'would eliminate the 
D e p a r t m e n t  of Agricul­
ture. Grange officials said the 
department would be elimi­
nated under a reorganization 
plan being studied and its divi­
sions and functions would be 
d i s t r i b u t e d  among other 
agencies.

Delegates said the Agricul­
ture Department is a  tradition­
al part of the nation’s farming 
Industry and should not be 
touched, and urged Grange 
members to oppose the pro­
posed change at all levels of 
government.

E S S E X  (AP) J— Ches­
ter Bowles, former U.S. am- 
bassaddr to India, Wednesday 
praised the Nixon Adminis­
tration’s two-Chlna policy, but 
criticized U.S. tactics in trying 
to win approval of the plan.

"The vote as presented, 
forced delegates to choose be­
tween Chiang and Mao, not to 
decide that there were two sep­
arate nations ot people In­
volved,”  the former presiden­
tial adviser on Asia said.

After the defeat of the two- 
China policy, Bowles said In a 
talk to a civic club, "We lost 
our tempers and cut off foreign 
aid.”

The United States, he said, 
should "keep it on a business­
like basis, net let emotions held 
sway.

” We have made many mis­
takes”  on foreign aid, Bowles 
s-Ud, "but to pull back altogeth­
er Is, I think, another mistake.

” We have done good work In 
some areas, notably India and 
Burma. Most of our mistakes, 
at least In Asia, stent-from the 
fact that we have never under­
stood Asians very well, and 
that we thought we could kill 
on Idea with a bomb,”  Bowles 
said.

He predicted Red China will 
’ ’play It slow for a while and 
then take a tole as a champion 
of the underdeveloped coun­
tries”  in the U.N.

‘ "The actions of the United 
States”  will determine how well 
the U.N. works with mainland 
China hs a. member, said 
Bowles, former Connecticut 
governor.

Travel A Lot
VENlIICEl-HPerhaps the most- 

traveled horses in the world 
stand in Venice. F<xir of them, 
life-size in bronze, stand over 
the central portals of St. Mark’s 
Cathedral l o o k ^  out on the 
square.

meat degrading show on earth” 
by pretesting feminists.

A 8 Miss Petterle was 
crowned Wednesday night in 
Albert Hall, a noisy crowd of 
women’s liberationists shouted 
abuse outside and tied up traf­
fic. Dozens of police shep­
herded the demonstrators, who 
carried such placards as, ” We 
are not beautiful, we are not 
ugly, we are angry,”  and 
"Which c iw  will win the red 
ribbon?”

Last year some women’s lib­
bers got Into the hall and drove 
comedian Bob Hope from the 
stage with a barrage smoke 
and stink bombs, but, this time 
security precautions kept the 
protests outside. The hall was 
checked thoroughly for bombs 
before the show began.

Several dozen black demon­
strators Joined the women’s lib­
bers briefly, ccmplaining be­
cause there was no Miss Black 
Britain or Miss Black U.S. en­
tered. And the Gay Liberation 
Front staged a contest of Its 
own In the street, with homosex­
uals in feminine attire under 
such titles as Miss Used, Miss 
Handled and Miss Laid. Police 
Intervened before the winner 
was named.
^ IJicia, who won $6,(XX) In cash 
for outshining 64 other con- 
ttetants, declared she would de­
vote her reign to telling the 
world ail about her country.

” I intend to travel to as 
many countries as I can, meet 
as many people as I can and 
tell them about Brazil. The 
world must know more about 
Brazil,”  said the Latln-Ameri- 
can beauty with 36-23-36 meas­
urements and a husky voice.

Modeling and personal ap­
pearances are expected to net 
her another $125,000 during her 
reign.

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Control With Loopholes
One can employ a certain reliable rule 

of thumb for Judging Just how restrictive 
the new Pay Board Is being In Its new 
regulations for the natiem's pay en­
velopes.

So long as labor’s members of the Pay 
Board go along, and do not wash their 
hands ot the whole business, one can as­
sume that the Board’s regulations aren’t 
quite as severe as they may look, and 
must contain room for negotiations and 
inteipretations labor expects to win.

The further corollary — a sad one but 
also an inescapaUe one in the state of 
our society — is that so long as organiz­
ed labor tolerates the rule of the Pay 
Board, we are not likely to have an real-, 
ly firm contnH o f inflaUon.

Strangely enough this — although it 
may be termed an unsatisfactory 
state of affairs — is probably within 
range of what President Nixon and his 
advisers really want, and within 
gange of all anybody really wants them 
to try for right now.

The possibly common objective on 
which we mlg^t all agree is not any 
really efficient ccmtrol of Inflatlm down 
to the point where wages, profits, rents 
and prices are held moticnless, but 
merely the attachment of some snubbing 
advices which will keep the inflationary 
forces present in the economy and in our 
whole way ot life from staging any wild 
runaway perfom ance.

We don’t really want — any of us — to 
enter upon a truly efficient set ot con- 
tnrfs. Our main reason is, quite simply, 
oiir fear that if we e^er let such firm 
controls settle down on us now, in this 
particular period of economic trouble, 
we will never get rid of them again.

What President Nixem is trying to do— 
probably with the secret well-wishing of 

. many of those who pretend to criticize 
him for not acting more authoritatively 
—is to hold the wild forces loose in the 
economy doavn to such pric^rtions that 
we can roll with them and live with them 
and gentle them down until they become 
spent wakes in the rear of our economic 
progress instead of raging breakers up x 
ahead. , ^

What this means, to be realistic, is 
that the Pay Board’s directives are sup­
posed to sound Impressive but must also 
contain loopholes, to hoist the image of 

' control while they still permit almost , 
everybody to get away with something.

Or, to summarize, if inflation is sin­
ful, we are merely supposed to slow it 
down, not really change our ways.

Since the ebb and flow of economies 
has been going on for some few 
centuries, without there ever yet ha^ng 
come about any such transformation of 
human and business nature as to pro­
duce any workable communal VKjsdom 
and practice, who knows there is really 
any higher objective than that of trying 
to sidle our way past the present danger 

_of shipwreck?
Let the ship get off that reef today 

and put off steering for the millenium 
until tomorrow— that’s all the President ' 
and any of the rest of us really want, 
and certainly as much as we are going 
to get.

A Study Of Dropouts 
One group of statistics doesn’t dis­

prove any great popular assumption.
But it can at least pose a momentary 

doubt, leading to some reflection, lead­
ing on, perhaps, to some future
reluctance to take every repetltlously 
broadcast claim for granted.

One of the great conceded statistics 
of our time is the claim by those ad­
mirable persons who crusade to have 
our young people , stay in school as long 
as possible that the "dropout”  suffers 
economically in comparison with the 
person who completes high school edu­
cation. >

Social scientists at Uie University ot 
Michigan have Just concluded a four 
year study of what happens to high 
school dropouts. They found, true to the 
popular assumpUon, that dropouts had 
more trouble finding Jobs than high 
school g^raduates, the percentage of 
dri\pouts who had full time Jobe coming 
out 71 as com pand to 87 per cent of the 
graduates. They theorized, however, 
that many of the dropouts owed their, 
joblessness to personal factors which 
would still have been operating against 
them If they had completed high 
school.

But In two other respects, the re­
sults of the study reversed the common 
assumption.

The study found that dropouts, once 
they had abandoned what had become 
for them the unequal struggle of school, 
tended to restore that self esteem which 
had been damaged in the compeUUve 
school experience.

Finally, the MichlgEui siudy came up 
with a statistic which is a real surprise.
It found that among the people it 
studied, the average weekly Income of 
the dropouts was $119 while for the high 
school graduates It was only $112.

Immediately, one imagines qualifica­
tions for that staUsUc. This was only a 
four year study, so the high school 
graduates, obviously, had surrendered a 
head start to the dropouts, while they 
themselves had not yet begun to hit 
their own potential stride.

We can’t see how the Michigan 
survey really recommends dropping out, 
except, perhaps, for very special case^ 
But it does at least warn us all, once 
more, to beware of the glib generalisa- . 
tiwi certainties which creep into even 
the'^ best-intentloned public crusades. 
Some dropouts make more money than 
some graduates. We happen, for our 
part, to cMisider that no more ot a real 
argument for dropping out than the lure 
of making more money was over a  real 
argument for continuing in school. Bdu- ' 
cation is supposed to help determine 
vdiat kind of people we are, not how 
rich.

The Oat Cure
Take some ordinary oats from the 

field, brew them down to an alcoholic 
extract, and feed this extract to a  group 
of c la r e t  addicts for a period at 28 
days, and at the end of that time nearly 
half your addlcte will have stopped 
smoking altogether, while the rest will 
be down to no more than six cigarets 
a day.

The explanation is simple and direct.
The oat extract dulls the smoker's ap­

petite fer tobacco.
Apparently, it has to be the oat ex­

tract.
It can’t be Just oatmeal cookies.
It can’t be Just cereal for breakfast 

for 28 days.
Reports, also, are to the effect that 

the same oat extract has been curing 
some people of their taste for d<^e.

It is possible that, after a while, those 
who have gone on the extract will need 
something to take them off it. But that 
can wait. Sufficient unto the epoch is 
the addiction thereof.

'me urossman victory has left a bitter 
^ste in many mouths, k'or more than 
two uecaues "honest Abe" has, been 
making charges and crlticlidng the way 
the cuy has been run. Through Republi­
can and Democrat regimes he has con­
tinued to attack policies and the pec^e 
who ran them.

In the course of his career he has 
made more than his share of enemies. 
And the biggest proportion of them are 
among Meriden’s civic leaders and mu­
nicipal employes, people who over the 
years have tried to get their Jobs done in 
the face of his criticism.

Now that he will be taking his place as 
boss at City Hall, there are a lot of peo­
ple who believe they can’t work with 
him. A lot of others simply don't want to.

But Meriden’s government relies heav­
ily on its citizen boards''and commis­
sions. The charter provides an overlap in 
most of these, with staggered terms so 
that there will be continuity both of per­
sonnel and of policy. It is the duty of 
commissioners and board members to 
serve out their terms unless they are le­
gally dismissed or until they find them­
selves in a position where they are no 
longer effective.

The new mayor can force these resig­
nations. With his hair-line control of the 
Council he can have it pass a resolution 
ending the terms of individual board 
members — or of all of them. Or he can 
make life so unbearable that they will 
have no self-respecting alternative but to 
resign. If he does either of these things 
the results will be on his head. He also 
has the power one way or another go get 
rid of people who work at City Hall.

Meriden will be better served if the 
transition is orderly. City Hall will func­
tion better if it has a backlog of experi­
enced people to call on, at least for train­
ing new people. And to those whose per­
sonal animosity 1s such that they want to 
quit Just to leave Orossman in a hole, it 
shouliTbe pointed out that this would pro­
vide him with a fine excuse for every­
thing that goes wrong. — MERIDEN 
RECORD.

The Battle Of

WASHINGTON — Just before 
the ten public and business 
members of the Pay Board out­
voted the five labor members 
Monday, ai^ exchange took place 
behind clomd doors which in­
tensified the vendetta between 
the Nixon administration and 
organized labor that so dark­
ens economic prospects.

Arnold Weber, the ex-Nixon 
administration official who as 
a public member has emerged 
as the Pay Board’s strong man, 
spelled out that the majority 
proposal permits retroactive 
granting of deferred pay raises 
for some of the biggest labor 
unions. To the AFL-CIO presi­
dent George Meany and other 
labor members, this cmistituted 
a blatant attempt to split la­
bor’s ranks.

Thus, less than three weeks 
after President Nixon appointed 
the Pay Board, big labor is fu­
rious that the Administration hks 
declared open war against it 
in Phase Two of the economic 

■controls program. Both sides 
talk privately of widespread 
strikes erupting and retalia­
tory actions against labor.

What makes this so worrisome 
to thougiitful officials high in the 
Nixon administration is the un­
settling effect on a shaky eco­
nomy. Even if Phase Two sur­
vives the present turmoil, the 
economic prospects for next 
year are being undermined.

The present core of the dis­
pute Js previously negotiated 
labor contracU calling for wage

increases retroactive to any 
date during the 90-day wage- 
price freeze ending Nov. IS. By 
last Saturday, the Pay Board 
was divided into two armed 
camps. While labor members 
munched on drug store sand­
wiches brought into the Execu­
tive Office Building next to the 
White House, business and pub­
lic members discussed strategy 
down the street over lunch at 
the Black Steer Restaurant. 
Hope for a compromise had 
vanished.

The flhal versimi rammed 
home, 10 to 6, Monday over 
labor objections bars retroac­
tive wage increases but gives 
the Pay Board power to grant 
exemptions under certain • con­
ditions. Included, among those 
condiUons U what Nlxwi of­
ficials call "Chtch 22’ ’—speci­
fying that the board may grant 
renoactive increases “ to re­
move severe inequities.”

At Monday’s  meeting, Weber 
was asked who could benefit 
from these exemptions. His re­
ply: East Coast and West 
Coast longshoremen, steelwork­

ers, aertMqiace Industry work­
ers, cofil miners and railroad, 
workers. AU these, said Weber,-  ̂
would be "taken care of.”

Weber hastened to add this 
was but one man’s opinion. But 
economist Weber, returning to 
the University of Chicago after 
a hitch with the Nixon adminls- 
tratlon (most recently as direc­
tor of the Cost of Living Coun­
cil), is the dominant member of 
the Pay Board and overshad­
ows the nominal chairman, U.S. 
District Judge George Boldt.

Meany was red-faced" over 
Weber’s answer. Would not this 
discriminate against the weak­
er labor unions without high- 
powered lawyers such as the 
retail clerks, the butchers and 
the launday workers? President 
William Caples of Kenyon Col­
lege, a former Inland Steel vice 
president, replied regretfully 
that there were bound to be. in­
equities.

'Big labor’s w m t  suspicions 
were confirmed after the meet­
ing when members of the Pay 
Board’s majority added the 
Teamsters to Weber’s Ust of

unions eligible for retroactive 
wage increases. The indepen­
dent Teamsters have been re­
lentlessly wooed by the - Nixon 
adminlstraticHi. AFIAJIO offi­
cials have feared Teamsters’ 

 ̂president Frank Fitzsimmons 
might be the one labor member 
of the board to defect.

Consequently, Meany and 
his lieutenants feel the Admin­
istration is l e s s  concerned 
about quelling inflation than 
splitting organized labor to give 
Mr. Nixon full leverage over 
Phase Two and what lies be-

We don’t think there is the 
slightest doubt that the sup­
posed atUtude of the people of 
OonneoUout played a deolslve 
part in the final outcome of last 
summer’s  tax drama, which 
ended with both the General 
Assembly and Governor Mes- 
kill Uirowlng out ah Income tax 
which had already been enaot- 
ed.

The pcditloal world assured 
that there was a huge and genu­
ine public outcry in OonneoUout 
against the Income tax.

There were, however, alvirays 
reasons why this assumption by 
the poliUoal. world could be 
quesUoned.

On the day when Income tax 
foes from all over the state 
were scheduled to stage a  mass 
meeting of many thousands at 
the Capitol, this columnist 
counted 380 actual demon­
strators.

During all the period v^en 
the state was supposedly seeth­
ing with protest, we encounter­
ed no ordinary ciUsen who 
seemed upset.

Admittedly, when a question 
was asked if one were opposed 
to on Income tax, the answer 
could be almost automaUoally 
negaUve, as it might be for any 
other kind of tax. i

Such legislators os we ques­
Uoned about the extent cd pres­
sure they had felt from their 
own consUtuents had surprising­
ly few letters and telephone 
calls.

Nevertheless, the impression 
of a fierce, massive state pro­
test againri the Income tax .did 
arise and did influence the out­
come, both in the. Governor’s of­
fice and in the General Assem­
bly.

This is why the vote up in 
Maine the other day must have 
created a pethaps angulriied 

. kind ot reassessment, both on 
the part of the Governor, who 
might be ei^oying serene fis­
cal ■weather now if he had dar­
ed sign into law and defend the 
Income tax he himself at some 
times appeared to want, and on 
the part of. those in the Legisla­
ture who voted for the incqme 
tax once, in what wiU remain a 
great demonstraUon of courage, 
but tten gave up the tight after 
the appairmt appearance of 

i tidal public protest convinced 
them the catise was lost.

Up in Maine on elecUon day 
the voters of that state refused, 
186,654' to 62,319, to repeal the 
new income bzx on the. state 
books. Before the vote, most of 
the state's poUUcal experts 
were afraid to caU it. After 
the vote. Republican Oovemor 
Kenneth Curtis, who had sup- 

, ported the Income tax, s^ d  
that the vote insured that "bad­
ly needed services and school 
subsidies will not be out" and 
that "the fairest of all forms ot 
taxaUon will remain part of the 
state’s revenue system."

Another comment by a lead­
er in the fight to retain the in­
come tax was that "it  was an 
enlightened electorate that went 
to the polls."

The point of this present com­
ment is, of course, that we 
don't really believe that it was 
any parUoularly "sjleolal’ ’ or 
"enlightened" quaUUes at Uie 
Maine electorate whl6h deter­
mined the outcome. Wd think it 
might also have happened that 
way even in unspeclal, ordinary 
ConnecUcut.

Which makes a rather poign­
ant post mortem on what hap­
pened in ConnecUcut last sum­
mer because the poUUoal world 
assumed it knew what the Con­
necUcut electorate was feeling 
and thinking,

Tests Find

BOSTON (AP) - Two Boston 
doctors reported. Wednesday 
they have developed a test that 
con spot a rare form of heredi­
tary cancer of the thyroid early 
enough for successful removal 
of the tumor by surgery.

The process was reported iri 
the current issue of the “ New 
England Journal of Medicine”  
by Dr, Kenneth E. Melvjn, as­
sistant professor of medicine at 
Tufts University School of 
Medicine, and Dr. Armen H. 
TashJIan Jr., professor of 
pharmacology at Harvard Me­
dical School.

They said the cancer, me­
dullary carcinoma. Is "Inher­
ited by approximately one-half 
of ,Jhe children of an affected 
individual. All relatives of those 
knrwn to have the disease, 
therefore, should be suspected 
of harboring the disease until 
proven otherwise.”

The cancer tumor in the thy­
roid, located in the Sneck, is 
best removed by surgery, the 
doctors said, adding: “ As Is the 
case with any form of caneer, 
the chances o f a successful sur­
gical cure are greatly In­
creased if diagnosis can be 
made early." '

They said early diagnosis by 
standard clinical means has 
been difficult which prompted 
them to develop their process.

They said the cancer makes 
the thyroid secrete a peptide 
hormone, called calcitonin, 
which can be detected in the 
blood and urine of affected indi­
viduals.

TashJIan developed a' method 
of detecting the presence of cal­
citonin, and the doctors tested 
it on 89 members of a single 
family with a  history of the 
cancer.
. They discovered signs of cal- 
<cltonin In 12 of the family 
members, they said, and later 
surgery proved their diagnosis 
correct.

“ Prior to surgery,”  they said, 
"the most careful clinical ex­
amination and detailed diagnos­
tic studies failed to detect the 
tumors in the 11 of the 12 
patients.”

Sen, Lowell P. Weicker Jr.. 

R-Conn,, sponsored the demon­
stration of the American Can 
Co. machine, but he said he 
wasn’t endorsing any particular 
product. Weicker said he wel­
comes any product that will 
help solve the highway litter 
problem.

"It shows industry does have 
the capability," he said.

Other senators specia lly  In­
terested In poUuttm problems 
were on hand too, along with 
some who were mostly curious.

Edward J. Mitchell Amerl- 
can Can's vice president for en­
vironmental affairs, said his 
firm is helping finance develop­
ment of the gulper because

he said, "W e’re trying to edu­
cate people not to throw the 
cans on the highway,”

Meskill Eiidorses 
Appointive Of fice 
For Comptroller ’
HARTFORD (AP) — Gov. 

'Iliomas J. Meskill has en­
dorsed a variation of ttie short 
ballot for Connecticut.

Meskill said Wednesday he 
favors election of the governor, 
lieutenant governor and secre­
tary of the state.

"But I would prefer that the 
attorney general be appointed,’’ 
he said.

Meskill also endorsed a rec­
ommendation of the Ether- 
ington (Jommlsslon that would 
abolish the state comptroller 
and state tre a s i^ r  jobs and 
place them under the jurisdic­
tion of an expanded Depart­
ment of Finance and Control.

All six positions now are elec­
tive.

State Comptroller Nathan 
Agostinelll'of Manchester, while 
declining to comment today on 
the Governor’s endorsement of 
the recommendation, did, when 
th e . original recommendation 
came out, have several com­
ments.

Terming the proposal as "ri­
diculous" last month Agostinelll 
commented that removing the 
treasurer and comptroller from 
elective office would eliminate 
the main purpose of' govemc' 
ment — checks and balances.

"If you want responsive gov­
ernment, . vou’ve got to have 
elected officials,’’ Agostinelll 
said, noting that he was at odds 
with the Etherington Commis­
sion In Its Interpretation of gov­
ernment. "Government Is re­
sponsiveness to people," Agos- 
tinelli said, expressing fear of 
"the autocratic power, an­
swerable to only one man — the 
governor, an appointed oom- 
mlsstcner of finance could have 
If the offices of comptroller and 
treasurer ceased to be elec­
tive.”

He said he was not taking 
the stand because he Is state 
comptrciter, "I have always 
felt this way and always will,"

Teachers Back, , 
Schools Open 
At Stamford

STAMFORD, Conn. (AP) — 
Stamford public schools began 
their first normal day of oper­
ations in nearly a week today 
as striking teachers returned to 
work, school officials said.

"Everythlpg seems to be Jior- 
mal,’ a  school official said.

The teachers, who had been 
on strike since last ’Thursday, 
voted roughly 10 to 1 Wednes­
day night to abide by the In­
junction and return to work to­
day.

"Wo did not capitulate," said 
13Tlllam J. Barney, president of 
the Stamford Education Associ­
ation. "It took the pewer of the 
State of Connecticut to get us to 
go back to work."

Disagreement remains on 
three major Issues, he said: 
salaries, length of contract and 
additional work without pay for 
administrators.

Asked what the teachers 
would do If negotiations resume 
and the board remains inflex­
ible, Barney said the SEA 
would probably go back to the 
judge who Issued the injunctiem 
and ask that It be lifted or that 
action be taken against the 
board.

Superior Court Judge Walter 
Sldor Issued the injunction ear­
lier Wednesday, ordering the 
teachers to return lo  their 
classrooms "forthwith" and to 
refrain from "any strike, job 
action or concerted refusal to 
render services.”

The court order threatened 
fines of up to $600 a day for 
each of six Stamford Education 
Association leaders. Including 
Barney, if the strike continued.

The school board met shortly 
after the court order was Is­
sued and decided to suspend 
talks with the teachers until the 
strike ende<|.

After the teachers announced 
they would return to school, the 
board issued a statement say­
ing It wculd meet with SEA of­
ficials to plan further'talks? .

Before classes were to begin 
W e d n e s d a y ,  the teachers 
soundly rejected a contract of­
fer that Barney had said 'he 
thought acceptable.

U.S. fighter-bombers (lying 
from bases in Thailand are al­
ready providing tactical air 
support for the South 'Vietnam­
ese army in a preview of tho 
war as It will be fought after 
most U.S. ground combat 
forces are withdrawn from 
Vietnam.

American fighter-bombers 
flew 1,186 combat strikes In 
support of the big South Viet­
namese operation along the 
Cambodian border last mofiOi, 
it was learned today, and at 
least 26 to 30 per cent of the 
planes came from the bases In 
Thailand.

Nearly a third of the strikes 
required special 'navigational 
and radar equipment to guide 
the planes th.rough the low 
clouds that often prevailed. The 
South Vietnamese air force 
doesn’t have this ail-weather 
bombing capability, and when 
the poor weather set in, Maj. 
Gen. Alton D. Slay, chief of op­
erations for the 7th Air Fbrce, 
flew to the forward command 
post at Tay Nlnh to arrange for 
more all-weather strikes from 
Thailand.

Four U.S. fighter-bomber squad­
rons are still In Vietnam. In 
ThsUland, the United States has 
about eight squadrons of super­
sonic F4s, several squadrons of 
ether fighter-bombers, light 
bombers cmd gunshipe, and Its 
B62 strategic bombers.

Secretary of Defense Melvin 
R .Laird said earlier this week 
that American air power would 
be used "as long as It’s needed 
and Radio Ho|iat and the Viet 
Cong’s Liberation Radio com­
mented that "If Vietnomlsatlon 
was the success that Nixon and 
Laird claim It to be, there 
would have been no need for 
the war-mongerlng Laird to an­
nounce that the U.S. will con­
tinue using warplanes in Ifiet- 
nam.”

U.S. B62 bombers flew- two 
more missions today in the 
northern qiiarter of South Viet­
nam, and one of them extended 
into the southern half of the de­
militarized zone. The targets 
were North Vietnamese storage 
depots. Infiltration routes and 
bunker complexes, the U.S. 
Command said.

South Vietnamese military 
spokesmen said government 
forces patrolling along the 
Cambodian border northwest of 
Saigon uncovered an empty 
North Vietnamese hospital and 
a company-sized base camp.

South Vietnamese forces 
claimed killing 34 North Vlet- 

^namese and Viet Cong in four 
clashes across the country. 
Three government troops were 
reported killed and 11 wounded. 
i.In Cambodia, fighting flared 

at half a  dozen government out­
posts around Phnom Penh, and 
one battle continued after day- 
' break.

Linking the upsurge of at­
tacks to the bombardment of 
the Phnom Penh airjx>rt and a 
nearby radio transmitting sta­
tion Tuesday night, observers 
thought the Communists might 
be trying to force the Cam­
bodian command to pull back 
some of the 20,000 troops now 
operating in the northeast part 
of the country.

On tho ' northeast front, , U.S. 
B62 bombers hit a rubber plan­
tation close to the town of 
iRumlong for the second 
straight day as Cambodian offi­
cers inside the besleg;ed town 
radioed that some of their hun­
dreds of wounded were dying 
for lack of medical care.

A Cambodian newsman re­
turning from Baray, headquar­
ters for the Cambixlian oper­
ation, said that in additlim to 
the B52 strikes, American dive 
bom‘Berb'„ have been attacking 
since Oct. 26 a l t h o u g h  at 
some points relief forces are 
less than a quarter of a mile 
from the garrison.

M-16 Affidavits 
Are Questioned
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Rep. 

L«s Aspln, D-Wis., inserted in 
the Congressional Record today 
affidavits which he said raise 
"serious questions and doubts 
about the integrity" of the gov­
ernment and the Colt Arms 
Manufacturing Co. in con­
nection with the M-16 automatic 
rifle.

The affidavits signed by Colt 
employes cited instances of lax­
ity by government Inspectors 
and charged there were deliv­
eries of defective weapops.

Ireland (AP) '— Another teen­
age girl was shorn and tarred 
in Londonderry’s  Catholic Bog- 
side district early today for 
dating British soldiers.

A crowd of about 300 watched 
In silence as a group of women 
bundled the girl from a car, 
tied her to a  lamppost and set 
to wcHic with scissors and tar 
pot. “ Soldier Dcdl”  said a card­
board placard hung around her 
neck.

She was tied to Bie same poet 
at which lO-yesurold Marta Do­
herty, fiancee of a  British s<d- 
dler, was humiliated in the 
same way Tuesday.

Earlier in the n ig ^  Wednes­
day a crowd c i  Bogslders 
jeered as Marta fled from her 
home with a  scarf over hier 
shorn head and took refuge 
across town with friends.

On Friday she is scheduled to 
marry t9-yeaiM>ld Pvt. John 
Larter of the Royal Anglican 
Regiment, one of the units sent 
to Northern Ireland two years 
ago to try to keep the w aning 
Protestants, and Roman Catho­
lics apart.

Larter became' a  Roman 
Catholic so he could marry the 
glri.

“ He is sick and worried but 
determined to go throuoh with 
the wedding,”  said Father Ber­
nard Jones, an army chaplain 
who Is to m any them.

Larter and Marta met in 
March and got engaged In 
April. In May, three armed 
men held them up as they were 
out walking and shot the youth 
in the hand.

“ Marta went to help him ," 
said Jcdm’s steidather. “ But for 
her lie would have been killed. 
It proved to him that she 
should be his wife.”

Bogslders said at least four 
other girls have been marked 
for the scissors and tar treat­
ment. One teen-ager fled to 
England Wednesday after “ Sol­
dier Dolly Beware”  was daubed 
on her house.

A 20-year-old glri who 'was 
shewn but not tarred on Monday 
told newsmen: “ I ’ ll never go 
with a soldier again. If you live 
In the Bogslde, you must live 
by the rules.”

The June aimouncement was 
the only progress report re­
leased by the ^ovlet govern­
ment so far.

However, Soviet scientists 
have said privately ihey are 
confident that their craft are on 
course.

Although Mariner 9 began its 
six-month Journey after the So­
viet probes—May 80—Western 
space experts '  believe the 
American craft will beat the 
Russian vehicles to the red 
planet. ’The U.S. probe Is due to 
go into orbit Saturday.

The specialists cited the dif­
ference In the probes’ weights— 
Mariner’s 2,200 xxxmds versus 
the Mars’ 10,251—and the 
slightly different and shorter 
ccurse taken by the American 
vehicle.

The Soviets have said only 
that Mars 2 and Mars 8 are due 
to approach the planet In No­
vember. TTiey have not re­
vealed whether they vrtU at­
tempt a  soft landing o r  merely 
orbit Mars.

Kennedy Seeks 
Pakistan Peace
WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. 

Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass., 
says the United States should 
toke broad-scale inlUatlves to 
help achieve a political settle­
ment In East Pakistan and re­
lieve the millions of Pakistani 
refugees now In India.

Besides providing aid for the 
r e f u g e e s  , Kennedy said 
Wednesday, the United States 
should facilitate a meeting by 
the International Red C rou  
with Shiekh Mujlbur Rahman, 
the interned East Bengali lead­
er.

Kennedy said such a 'visit 
should proWde Infonnatlon os 
to the fate and wqlfare of 
Sheikh Mu'iibur and “ contribute 
to a  reduction of tension 
throughout the area.”

In cooperation with other 
governments, he said, the 
United States should encourage 
U.'N. committee debate of the 
situation and support a  floor 
resolution “ noting the tragedy 
of East Bengal, calling on all 
parties concerned to seek a  po­
litical settlement and calling on 
the International community to 
contribute generously for the 
relief of millions of men, wom­
en and children In need.”

What Is more deliciously bi­
zarre than stuffing your mouth 
with freshly-picked raspberries 
in NovemberT It has always 
seemed odd that some raspber­
ry bushes produce a  fall crop. 
But It seems odder still that, 
thanks to a frost-free autumn 
(until recently anyway), the 
second fecundity continued this 
year well Into what would nor­
mally ha,ve been a crimped and 
blackened seasonal decay.

We’ve always wanted to know 
Just how long our fall crop 
would keep going. If it weren’t 
for a killing frost. Other years, 
we’d barely nibble at the dark 
red berries In late September, 
too replete from the sweetness 
of blueberries, tartness of pur­
ple grapes, and juiciness of ear­
ly apples to bother with those 
rather tasteless, seedy raspber­
ries In their prickly jungle.

n ils  year, as the Indian sum­
mer deepened,.we noticed that 
the raspberries. Instead of be­
ing content with their usual 
autumnal bitter skimplness, 
had fleshed out into full-bodied 
fruits o f' mid-July. As, one by 
one, the other harvests were 
completed, and most of the un­
picked apples from the old ap­
ple trees had dropped to the 
ground, the raspberries became 
more enticing.

And so, on clear days during 
October, the noon ritual became 
a mouthful of fresh raspberries 
for lunch, gathered from a 
large scraggly patch of bushes 
whose feet never dried In the 
waning sun. It seemed an In­
creasingly bizarre pursuit, to 
gobble summer berries In the 
rustle of autumn leaves, your 
companions not the whirring 
and bussing creatures of July 
and August, not even the crick­
ets o f September, but die squir­
rel packing his provender away

for Winter, and on oooaslonal 
startling J ^ .

But the raspberries had been 
tapering off even before that 
first l l^ t  frost last Friday. Just 
as the maples knew, a  couple ot 
weeks ago, that It was really 
time to be deciduous, the rfigp' 
berry leaves began to redden a 
bit, end curl. Early last week 
it took five minutes of prowling 
about the patch, lilting each 
nodding stalk for oareful scru­
tiny, to produce a single sweet 
dessert. Yesterday, the two ber­
ries hasarded, after a  hasty 
forage In sifb-freesing air 
through the shriveled bushes, 
tasted like loe-oold, soured 
wine. Today, of course, there’s 
a dusting of powdered sugar 
over all.

For the first time In our 13 
years of sampling them, how­
ever, our raspberries were not 
cut off by frost in the height 
o f their second bearing, but 
lived out their time. We suspeot 
that, in spite of this year’s gen­
erosity, all things have their In. 
ner season, and handfuls of 
fresh, native raqiberries be­
yond (Xitober ore not foreor­
dained.

She also pointed out that 
S( nth Windsor has begun to pro­
vide apartment houses In the 
middle and higher income 
brackets; one is under construe- 
ticn of Plekaant Valley Rd. A 
planned 30-unit facility for the

elderly is also about,to bo un­
dertaken. She said that If all 
the apartments expected, are 
actually built, the town's popu­
lation will Increase by about a 
third.

The tewn should “ plan wise­
ly" If further building is to take 
place, Mrs. Waslk said and Mrs. 
Evans added thtat it will be nec­
essary to “ plan for the needs of 
the people.”

Fcr Instance, she said, a pri­
vate firm had recently ap­
proached the South Windsor 
PZC with plans for housing for 
the elderly which “ looked 
good.”  However, It was team­
ed that the organization would 
rent any units unoccupied by 
old people to anyone, and the 
proposal was turned down.

She explained that the town’s 
Housing Authority is now re­

sponsible for initiating plans for 
housing the elderly.

At the conclusion of the meet­
ing, one member of the -au­
dience commented "We can't 
let Hartford fall, yet we can’t 
let the Tewn cf South Windsor 
fall either.”

LONDON — For most of this

H ie panel agreed that the 
towns should see that adequate 
housing Is available but pointed 
out that this might encourage a 
burdensome Influx of new resi­
dents.

South Windsor LWV President 
M rs.. Jennie Zucker questioned 
how far towns are obliged to 
provide housing for city dwell­
ers. She noted that many subur­
banites rely on Hartford's in­
dustrial and commercial estab-- 
lishments for their UvUhood but 
said tiiat South Windsor cannot 
permit the core olty’s shortcom­
ings to interfere with tud upset 
the fundamental social and ec­
onomic values o f the town.

She said that slum dwellings 
are being torn down in Hartford 
before adequate housing provi­
sions ate made for tile displaced 
residents axid expressed the 
opinion that if South Windsor 
were to make a  great deal of 
low cost housing available, these 
people would move here.

Mrs. Waslk cited loss o f open 
rixices as one . reason towns do 
not always welcome a large in­
flux of city dweUers. She ai«» 
sidd that the arrival of minority 
groups d r e s s e s  property 'val­
ues. '

Of a Recycling Project

NORTH HAVEN (AP) — 'ah 

enerrettc houaewlfe and a 
band of high achool students 
have teamed up here to turn a 
parcel of unused cemetery land 
Into wrhat they believe is the 
state’s first permanent recycl­
ing center.

They’ve accumulated more 
than 100,000 bottles, trucks 
filled with magazines and news-, 
papers, barrels of aluminum 
and an unmeasured amount of 
good will,

’The students and the house­
wife—Mrs. Shelly Mandel- 
baum — talk enthusiastically 
about the joys of volunteering 
and working together for no 
pay, and of the high purpose of 
conservation.

But in the end, they say, the 
good will may be their most im­
portant product, ’They’re al­
ready lobbying for an end 
to their kind of volunteer 
effort, in the form of a regional 
center run full-time by North 
Haven and neighboring towns.

” What w e’re really trying to 
do is open people’s eyes to 
ecological problems and see 
how much of our things we 
throw away can be reused,” 
Mrs. Vandelbaum said <me Sat­
urday morning as the high 
achool volunteers sorted .bottles 
and aluminum cans, directed 
traffic around the center, and 
kept up a glib flow of bonversa- 
ti<m among themselves.

Mrs. Vandelbaum pointed to 
a few of the cars and said 
many of them came from 
towns outside North Haven. “ If 
they’re Willing to come here, 
I ’d think they could put up a 
new regional center,”  she said, 
then outlined some of the 
group’s plans for changing it 
from a collection of Saturday 
morning garbage sorters into a 
forceful lobby.

Ford Foundation announced

These are added to items that 
were partly or' wholly free from 
price ceilir.Ts from the start, 
including raw agricultural 
products, taxes, stocks, interest 
rates and imports. The bureau 
estimated earlier that these 
make up roughly 10 per cent of 
the cost of living.

The new and old exemptions 
added together mean that 18.2 
per cent or more of the cost of 
living will be free from post­
freeze price ceilings.

The Pay Board also has 
Allowed some exceptions to its 
general rule that post-freeze 

^agreements can’t call for pay 
sises of more than 5.S per cent 

a year. For example, existing 
convacts will be allowed to run 
thelrX course subject only to 
rollbaiiks of raises found to be 
"unretffionably inconsistent” 
with th ^ .S  per cent rule.

FurthenlKjre, Donald Rums­
feld, executwfev^rector of the 
Cost of Living C dtuu^ said at 
a news conference mdnesday 
that the Pay Board likely will 
make other exceptions. He did 
not elaborate, but the board 
has left room for inequity ad­
justments and exceptions for 
substandard wages.

In another action Wednesday, 
the Cost of Living Council an­
nounced that post-freeze con­
trols for the vast majority of 
America’s businesses and work­
ers will be policed only by spot 
checks and citizen complaints. 
Advance approval of price or 
wage increases will be required 
only of the biggest businesses 
and unions.

However, Rumsfeld stressed 
that all wholesale and retail 
prices and wages would be sub­
ject to controls unless specific­
ally exempted, regardless of 
the size of a business or the 
number of persons covered by 
a wage agreement. Only the 
method of enforcing the ceiling 
will vary by size.

The council established three 
categories for prices and 
wages.

—Advance approval by the 
Pay Board or Price Commis­
sion is required for the biggest 
units. These are businesses 
with $100 million or more in 
yearly sales, and wage agree­
ments affecting 6,000 or more 
persons. This includes ropghly 
1,300 companies with 45 per 
cent of all sales, and 500 wage 
agreements affecting 10 per 
cent of the work force.

-Quarterly reporting, but no 
advance* approval, is required 
of the middle group. These are 
subject to review and possible 
wage or price rolibacks. Includ-

lion to- $100 million in yearly 
sales, and wage agreements in­
cluding 1,000 to 6,000 workers. 
This takes in 1,100 companies 
with a scant 5 per cent of all 
sales, and 4,000 wage agree­
ments affecting 7 per cent of 
American employes;

—No reporting or advance 
approval is required for busi­
nesses with under $50 millicn in 
sales or agreements affecting 
fewer than 1,000 workers. These 
will be policed in the same way 
as the 90-day freeze was en­
forced, by Internal Revenue 
Service spot checks and com­
plaints by citizens.

The council said this greup 
contains 10 million businesses 
with half of all sales, and 10 
million wage agreements with 
83 per cent of all workers.

T%e council said it had or­
dered the price exemptions 
"consistent ■With the President’s 
objective of removing price and 
wage ccHitrols as quickly as 
conditions warrant.”

Rumsfeld said prices of used 
products were exempted _be- 
cause of difficulty in determin­
ing a proper celling for such 
things.

Tliis applies also to the newly 
exempted category of "custom 
goods and products," which in­
clude made-to-order .leather 
goods, wigs, toupees, clothes, 
furs, taxidermy, framing and 
Jewelry.

Also exempted are such hard- 
to-price items as antiques, art 
objects, collectors’ coins and 
stamps, precious stones and 
their mountings, rock and stone 
specimens and handicraft ob­
jects.

Further exemptions were 
made for publishing royalties 
and copyrights, international 
shipping rates, dues to nonpro­
fit organizations, raw sugar, 
most real estate and rents on 
commercial. Industrial and 
farm property.

General rents on apartments 
and hoijnes remain frozen until 
the Price Commission an­
nounces guidelines. That is, ex­
cept for rents on new dwellings 
or those remodeled at a cost of 
at least half the original value 
of the building, which the coun­
cil also exempted. This means 
a $10,000 home is exempt from

its old rent ceiling if the owner 
spends $5,000 or more to im­
prove it.

Sales prices of existing 
homes are not subject to the 
ceilings, for the same reasons 
other used goods are exempt.

Also exempt are virtually all 
new homes; those in which ei­
ther the price was determined 
after completion of construc­
tion, or in which wage-rate 
costs are known and not 
changed by government action 
after the sales price is set.

Vitamin C Label 
Causes a Recall
WASHINGTON (AP) —'The 

Food and Drug Administration, 
in its 14th major Vitamin C re­
call since May, has ordered re­
moval from stores of about 8.8 
million pills mtmufactured by 
the Glenn Matteson Co., doing 
business as Setabald Co. of 
Portland, Ore.

The FDA said Wednesday the 
Setabald pills, like about 100 
million tablets already ordered 
wlthdra'wn, are inadequately, la­
beled and pose a threat to 
heart patients.

Demand for vitamin C pills 
has sky-rocketed since Nobel- 
prize winning scientist Unus 
Pauling published a book leist 
year recommending daily doses 
of the vitamin to ward off the 
common cold. %.

The pills recalled by the FDA 
contain sodium ascorbate, a 
salt, rather than ascorbic acid 
but aren’t labeled to warn 
heart patients and others on 
low-salt diets of the salt con­
tent.

And FDA spokesman said. 
We have nothing against them 
using this substitute (sodium 
ascorbate), but we’re very 
much against people not know­
ing they’re getting the salt.’’

Ihe governor announced that 
Thomas B. Coates, a  88-year-old 
Bnfield real estate broker, will 
assist White with those recom­
mendations which can be imple­
mented by executive action, 
without legislation.

Flat-Grant System Felt 
Not Within Federal Plan

Late Quail Season
AUSTIN, Tex. (AP) — *1116 

Texas Parka and Wildlife Cbm- 
mlsolon has set a statewide 
closing date of Feb. 10 for the 
1971-72 quail season.

This adds two,weeks, to the 
season. However, the season 
atUl will be two weeks shorter 
In many areas due to a later 
start.

A dry eariy spring, followed 
by heavy rains and some flood­
ing thrmigh the summer team­
ed up to cause erratic nesting 
conditions for quail in most 
areas. This caused widespread 
late nesting and late hatches.

H A R T F O R D  (AP) — 
The chairman of the Citizens 
Advisory Committee to the 
s t a t e  Welfare Department 
charged Wednesday night that 
the department’s planned flat- 
grant system would fall to com­
ply with federal regulations.

(Hiairman Michael Oratt said 
the state could lose many mil­
lions of dollars In federal aid If 
it implements the program be­
cause the advisory committee 
■was given no. opportunity to 
participate meaningfully In the 
devel<q>ment of the new policy, 
although federal regulations re­
quired its participation.

Implementation' of the flat- 
grant program was scheduled 
for Nov. 1, but 6 federal Judge 
issued a  preliminary Injunction 
against it Oct. 28, preventing 
its being put into effect. The 
new program would Incorporate 
an average 15 per cent cut in 
allocations for some 100,0(X) 
state recipients of aid to fami­
lies, with dependent children.

In a  telephone interview

Wednesday night after a meet­
ing of the advisory group here, 
Oratt quoted federal regu­
lations as requiring the com­
mittee to "advise the principal" 
policy-setting and adminis­
trative officials of the agency 
and have adequate' opportunity 
for meaningful participation In 
policy development and pro­
gram administration.”

Gratt said Welfare Commis­
sioner Henry C. White by­
passed the aidvlsory committee 
when he formulated the new 
policy .

Gratt said White did show up 
at the end of the session 
Wednesday and "assured me 
that in the future the com­
mittee would be advised in ad­
vance of any new plans or pol­
icy formulation and that he 
would be available to me.”

He said White told the com­
mittee he felt the federal regu; 
lations had been complied with 
because he brought the policy 
changes to the attention of the 
committee.

His 10 years of travel took 
him to South and Central 
America, Korea, India, Thai­
land, Africa, Spain, Turkey, Is­
rael, England, France, Belgium 
and the Arctic Circle, among 
other points of call.

Most of the time he was 
broke, except for a year with a 
construction gang In the arctic 
where he earned $34,000 as a 
bookkeeper.

That job financed a trip to 
Europe where he pursued his 
main interests in those days: 
“I just wanted to open bottles 
of wine and meet people.

“I left a  sizeable fortune in 
Europe and on the boat coming 
back. I was buying round after 
round of drinks until we got to 
Montreal and then I only had 
$30.11 left.

“It cost me $80 to take a train 
to Halifax and a dime to take 
the trolley from the station

home. I walked ip with one dir. 
ty copper In my pocket and my 
luggage still at the station oince 
I didn't have any money to tip 
the porter.”

During his wanderings, he 
managed to find enough time at 
home to complete high ochool. 
In 1968, he entered Springfield 
College and took bachelor's and 
master's degrees in recreation, 
leadership and community or­
ganization.

After a year at the State Uni­
versity of New York in I^latts- 
burg, where he taught ' psy­
chology he came to AIC in 1966 
to teach and as a member of 
the student activities staff. He 
was appointed associate dean 
of students and director of stu­
dent activities in 1970.

The reason for his wander­
lust, says Cmirad, “la because 
my whole life has been a kind 
of questioning — where, what 
and how — and I think my 
whole future will be the some 
thing.

“It's a sort of divine dis­
content in human beings. I be­
lieve that’s the reason (Sir Ed­
mund) Hillary climbed Mt. Ev­
erest and it’s what has driven 
us to the moon. It’s part Of ev­
ery human being, and once it’s 
turned off, life is over, regard­
less of your age.”

Now, he says, “if a kid 
comes to me and says he 
thinks he should join the Army 
or travel before completing col­
lege I say fine. What about it?”

veteran Rep. Emmanuel 
Celler, D-N.Y.

"They keep moving men hith­
er and thither like pawns over 
a chess beard. They are pcs- 
sessed by greed."

"They* traffic in athletic fran- 
ch'ses like Wall Street brokers 
traffic in stock," added Sen. 
Sam J. Ervin Jr., D-N.C. 
"Their attitude is cne of public 
be damned."

"People are getting fed up 
with the owners," insisted Sen. 
Warren O. Magnuson, D-Wash. 
" I f  we had a plebescite, I think 
the fans would threw the lot cf 
them out.”

The meed in Congress is dark 
and forboding over the pheno­
menal growth and thrust of big 
time professional sports. Men 
in key legislative poets pa)nt it 
as a ballocning monster with 
an insaUable appetite for 
spectator dollars—cold and 
hearUess, spreading its ten­
tacles to all parts of Ihe natlcn.

" It ’s a ccld-bicoded, money- 
grabbing situation," argues 
Rep. B. F. Sisk. D-Cal'f. "To 
seme owners, the dollar sign is 
becoming bigger than the 
fans—it’s the guiding light of 
their operation.

"We in Congress are" obli­

gated to do something about 
it."

Sisk is one of several mem­
bers of the Heuse cf Represen­
tatives sponscrlng legislaticn to 
put baseball under anti-trust 
laws and to apply some govern­
mental restraints to all major 
professional sperts, including 
football and basketball.

Coaponaoring Bill 
To Prevent Merger

Rep. Celler and Sen. Ervin, 
each chairman of the powerful 
judiciary committee in their re­
spective houses, are cosponsor­
ing a bill to end baseball’s ex- 
empUen from the anti-trust 
laws and together are leading a 
fight to prevent the merger of 
the NaUonal Basketball Assocl- 
atlcn and the American Basket- 
bedl Association.

Magnuson, long acUve in the 
fight to end the giant sports 
war between the Amateur Ath­
letic Union and National Ctolle- 
giate Athletic Associatlcn, also 
is in the forefrent in champion­
ing 'teglslaticn that would take 
away sport’s virtual immunity 
from antitrust laws smd par­
ticularly eliminate baseball’s 
reserve'clause.

Baseball, with a reserve 
clause that binds a player to a 
club for life or imtil he is

traded or sold, has been ex­
empt from antitrust laws since 
the Supreme Court in lasa, ruled 
it a sport and not a business.

Recently, the highest court 
said It would listen to the case 
of Curt Flood, former star cen- 
terfielder of the St. Louis Car­
dinals, who is contesting the re­
serve clause on the grounds it 
reduces a player to virtual 
slavery.

" I f  money is the motive—and 
not the welfare of the sport or 
the fan-^then surely this be­
comes a business.

“ It ’s no longer pure sport.

Television and radio bring in 
tons of money. Yet ownerk run 
the business with an iron hand. 
’They can’.t have it both ways— 
moneywlse and sportswlse. It ’s 
like mixing vinegar with wa­
ter.”

Celler stoutly opposed the 
merger of the NaUpnal and 
American Football Leagues in 
1966, as did Sen. Ervin. ’Ihe 
merger was made possible by 
an amendment attached to a 
tax bill.

Professional sports are get­
ting so big and have such an 
impact on' American life, he 
added, that it may be neces­
sary to create a federal com­
mission to regulate professional 
sports;

" I ’d hate to see the govern­
ment have to step in," Ervin 
said. "We are overly governed 
as it is, but it may be inevi­
table.

"Prom evidence before my 
committee, it’s Impossible to 
tell whether the club owner is 
gaining or losing money. For 
instance. Bob Short (owner of 
the departing Senators) may 
show a loss of $300,000 in his 
baseball operations. But when 
you apply this to all of his oth­
er enterprises and include tax 
writeoffs, he may show a gain 
of $100,000 or $180,000."

Signs o t  "Save Our Salmdn”  
and “ Quit P<91uting the Water" 
are conspicuous in the offices 
of Sen. Magnuson in the old 
Senate Office Building. He may 
be preparing another; "Save 
Sports.”

"Club owners are no longer 
concerned with what they are 
doing for the community—they 
are only looking at tfieir com­
bined pocketbooks," Magnuson, 
a cigar-chomping veteran of 
the HiU, said.

"The case of the Washington 
Senators is like that of. the 
Seattle Pilots.a couple of yean  
ago. A  group wanted to buy the

"But baseball owners don’t 
look favorably on clubs run as 
a community enterprise. They 
want rule by one man or a 
clique of their choosing. No one 
can deny baseball is a busi­
ness."

. Banks, a Cub playing star since 
1968, as potmtial successor to 
controverBlol Durocher "be­
cause I ’m too f<md of Ernie to 
make him manager of any­
thing.”

Banks, 40, In the twilight c f a 
great major league career all 
spent with the Cube, long has 
been menUened as a possibility 
to become the first black man­
ager in the major leagues.

The 60-year-old Durocher ^>- 
parenUy Is on the ropes alter 
six Cub seasons, but Wrigley 
Wednesday made It clear that 
U Leo Is dumped. Banks 'won’t 
be his successor.

"Managing is a dirty job, it 
doesn’t last long and it certzdn- 
ly Isn’t anything I  would wish 
on Banks who Is headed for 
baseball’s Hall of Fame,”  the 
75-year-old Wrigley tMd the As­
sociated Press.

"Furthermore, I  think Banka 
wouldn’t take a managerial 
job.”

Wrigley, who last Sept. 3 took 
out ads in all Chicago papers 
giving Durocher a 1971 vote of 
confidence, now la vague about 
Durocher’s 1672 status.

“ I  talked on the phone the 
other day to Durocher who is in 
Ariztma and I  told him I  want­
ed to meet 'with him when he 
returns to Chicago which he 
said would be In a week or 10 
days," sold Wrigley.

booming for the military 
in general, but for the 
Coast. Guard Academy 
football team it's really 
paying off.

The Cadets not only have 
nailed down tholr first winning 
season in eight years but also 
spert an 8-1 record, < marred 
cniy by a last-minute 36-34 loss

to Wesleyan. One game re­
mains.

Head ccaoh Tab Schroeder 
says, "Obviously the recruiting 
program started when I- first 
came here in 1968 Is beginning 
to pay off." Just "a  handful”  of 
high schcoi players were sought 
that year.

In fact, the academy Is catch­
ing up on the ether major serv­
ice academies in percentage of 
recruits from the eight states 
that contribute the largest num­
ber of football players.

Schroeder says 43 per cent of 
the team players come from 
those "football”  states—Caltf<^- 
nlu, Florida, Illinois, New Jer­
sey, New York, Ohio, Pennsyl­
vania and Texas.

HARTFORD (AP) — Two 

state representatives have 
usked Superior Court Judge An­
thony E. Grillo to call a one- 
man grand Jury to Investigate 
crime at the construction site 
in Far.nlngton cf the University 
of Connecticut Medical-Dental 
School.

Judge Grillo ,who is presiding 
over the fall criminal session of 
Superior Court here, said he 
will take the request under ad­
visement.

It was made by State Sen. Jo­
seph I. Lleberman, D-New 
Haven .and State Rep .Victor 
Tudan, D-Windsor, who are co- 
chairmen of the State and Ur­
ban Development Committee, 
ihelr committee recently held 
hearings on delays and alleged 
crime at the construction site.

Superior Court Clerk Thomas 
H. Abraham said the formal re­
quest came this week. Judge 
Grillo has requested a tran­
script of testimony at the hear­
ings before he takes action.

The legislators asked Judge 
Grille to call a grand Jury un­
der a statute that would have a 
Superior Cciirt Judge or state 
referee conduct the investiga­
tion.

In asking for the investiga­
tion, the legislators said their 
hearings "Indicated widespread 
activity exists on the Farm­
ington site. One police official 
stated his belief that organized 
criminal elements are moving 
into the State of Connecticut in 
a more concerted way than 
ever in the past."

State's Atty .John D. LaBelle 
said the testimony from the 
committee hearings has been 
turned over to his office, which 
will launch an investigation. He 
would not speculate on how 
long it will be before he Is able 
to report back to Judge Grillo.

HAIFA, Israel (AP) — For­
eign Minister Abba Eban says 
the Israeli government is con­
cerned President Nixon may 
werk out a Middle East solution 
with Seviet leaders during his 
visit to Moscow next May.

Eban made the remark 
Wednesday night in answer to a 
questiim during a kibbutz meet­
ing but did not elaborate. The Is­
raeli government has said r̂ e- 
peatedly any permanent solution 
must be negotiated by the Arabs 
and Israelis and not imposed 
from outside.

Eban denied reports of a con­
frontation between the Israeli 
government and the Nixon ad­
ministration over the latter’s 
Middle East policy and its hold­
up of shipments cf Phantom 
Jets to Israel but conceded 
there was a "difference of opin­
ion.”  He said the Americans 
have not changed their support 
of Israel’s three basic demands 
for a peace settlement;

—That there be no total with­
drawal of Israeli troops from 
occupied Arab territories be­
fore peace.

—That a peace settlement 
cannot be imposed on the par­
ties to the conflict.

—That Israel must remain 
strong militarily.

He said the differences be­
tween Jerusalem and Washing­
ton had been exaggerated.

Eban also said Israel’s policy 
of establishing settlements in 
the occupied territories does 
not hinder a peace settlement 
because Israel is qpt interested 
in acquiring new territory, only 
in secure boundaries.

“ It is loglcal^to concentrate 
settlements in places that we 
think -will belong to us when a 
peace agreement comes into 
being," he went on.

“ When that day comes, and if 
the Arabs are obstinate about a 
piece of settled land, the gov-

ernment will have to decide 
which is mere Important, that 
settlement or peace. You can 
imagine what it will decide.”

In Tel Aviv, a grenade ex­
ploded under the back seat of a 
crowded commuter bus this 
morning, slightly wounding 
three Israeli passengers. A po­
lice spokesman said the tiipe- 
detonated explosive was be­
lieved placed in the bus at the 
start of its run, Tira, an Arab 
village 15 miles north of the 
city. It exploded more than an 
hour after the bus left the vil­
lage.

It was the first reported act 
of sabotage in Tel Aviv since 
Nov. 6, 1970, when two bomb 
explosions at the central bus 
station killed one Israeli and 
wounded 34.

In Cairo, President Anwar 
Sadat, who took personal com­
mand of Egypt’s 800,000-man 
army last week, scheduled a 
major policy address tonight at 
the opening of the new Parlia­
ment.

The chairman of the central 
committee of the Arab Socialist 
Union, Egypt’s only political 
party, d^cribed the Parlia­
ment session as "the council of 
war.”

"The first task of the new as­
sembly is to work for the battle 
because the decision is closer 
than we all Imagine,”  the 
chairman said. Sadat has re­
peatedly promised that 1971 
will be a year of decision - 
peace or ■war-in the Middle 
East.

Hurricane Wall 
Idea Discounted
HARTFORD (AP) — Per­

manent structures like the 
proposed hurricane barrier in 
Stratford are not necessarily 
the best solutions for environ­
mental problems, Dan W. Luf­
kin, state environmental protec- 
1 1 o n commissioner, said 
Wednesday.

He said other solutions less 
damaging to the environment 
should be studied before' deci­
sions are made to build hurri­
cane walls, dams, power plants 
and other permanent struc­
tures.

Speaking to the Board of Di­
rectors of the Greater Hartford 
CSiamber of Commerce, Lufkin 
quoted the governor as saying 
dams and other permanent 
structures cannot be removed 
once they are built.

So communiUes are stuck 
with immovable edifices even 
after new technology is devised 
that is a  better way to solve 
environmental problems, he 
said.

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill has 
made similar views known to 
the New England River Basins 
Commission In a letter.

Lufkin said Meskill is correct 
In calling for a more thorough 
study of the overall Impact of 
the seven major dams and 
more than 200 tributary dams 
proposed by the River Basins 
Commission for the Connecticut 
River.

Ho also said he will ask the 
Army Corps ot Engineers for a 
statement on the impact on the 
environment that could be ex­
pected from tho'^proposed $24 
million hurricane barrier out­
side of the Great Meadow 
Marsh in Stratford.

The Coros has maintained 
that such a barrier would bene­
fit the wildlife In the marsh.

Sen. George L. Gunther, R- 
Stratford, and environmental­
ists, however, argue that the 
barrier would damage the 
ecological balance In the area.

Russell has already been fpv-

Harris ^Broke’, 
Leaves Race i

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. 
Fred R. Harris of Olclahoma 
says he is broke, $40,000 In 
debt, and out of the Democratic 
presidential campaign.

His withdrawal, after a cos­
tly, six-week c^ p a ig n , could 
leave Sen. George McGovern of 
South Dakota and Mayor John 
V. Lindsay of New York as 
principal rivals for liberl 
Democratic support in early 
primaries next year.

Sen. Edmund S. Muskie of 
Maine remains the frontrunner, 
the man to beat’ fop any Demo­
crat who wants the 1972 presi­
dential nominatiem.

Muskie told a news confer­
ence in Billings, Mcoit.: “ I ’m 
sorry Fred can’t go on, but it is 
difficult to evaluate the im­
pact."

Harris quit the race saying 
he is not satisfied with any of 
the other prospects, but doesn't 
have the money to challenge 
them.

And McGovern, now the only 
announced Democratic candi­
date, said the early dropouts of 
Harris, Sen. Harold E. Hughes 
of Iowa and Sen. Birch Bayh of 
Indiana should help his presi­
dential bid.

“ I think there’s more poten­
tial McGovern support among 
the kind of people who were 
backing them," he said In an 
interview, though he acknowl­
edged It could yield Lindsay 
support, too.

Harris summed up his situ­
ation Wednesday with three 
words: "I  am broke." He said 
the campaign he announced 
formally on Sept. 24 cost be­
tween $260,000 and $300,000 be­
fore the funds ran out.

"If I could see $60,000 a 
month up until primary tinlfe, I 
would run right now,”  he said.

He said he believes America 
is ready for fundamental 
change, for a redistribution of 
income, a breakup of major 
corporations, a foreign policy 
based on idealism.

’ ’There’s a great constituency 
out there for somebody," Har­
ris said. ,

Harris said that although he 
wilt not run for re-election to 
the Senate in Oklahoma next 
year, he will keep trying to In­
fluence national opinion and is­
sues, perhaps by writing and 
lecturing.

Democratic sources said the 
Harris campaign foundered aft- 
er Herbert . Allen Jr., a New 
York businessman and major 
supporter, cooled toward his 
role as a political financier.

Harris told his staff he was 
withdrawing an hour before the 
public announcement.

’ ’They’ve made me cry two 
or three times today by telling 
me not to quit, and telling me 
they’ ll work for nothing,”  he 
sold.

Thifault Takes His Oath 
As Selectman in Tolland

Charles Thifault was sworn in 
ns selectman yesterday after­
noon by Tewn Clerk Elaine 
Bugbee, one week after the 
election.
