Are Buses Necessary?
No one who has watched the empty 

buses prowUngr their way down the 
streets of the Hartford region, looking 
wistfully for potential customers, knows 
how to dispute the claim of the manage­
ment of the OonnecUcut Co. that It must 
find financial aid somewhere if it is to 
continue operations.

This seems to be the case only a few 
years after new management made a 
valiant show of brightening up the buses 
and trying to reenlist public iwtronage.

The sad fact is that bus transpewtation, 
in this kind of area, no longer seems to 
have a remote chance of proving itself 
economically feasible for private owner­
ship.

Once we admit that sad fact, we are 
obligated to ask and answer the follow­
ing quesUcHi; Is bus transportation some­
thing the general public interest requires 
should be kept available, even though 
public patronage of it dwindles?

This is the same question we have 
been trying to answer with regard to the 
railroads.

With the railroads, the answer, as it 
has shaped itself so far, has been 
that the general public interest does re­
quire the maintenance of some basic 
minimum of railroad passenger service.

What that minimum is to be, has not 
yet been finally determined. There has 
already been a tremendous curtailment 
of passengier routes. And the Amtrak 
system for (^ration of remaining 
passenger routes, involving Arect 
government contracting with the 
railroads as operators, has left itself, -in 
theory at least, the optical of discontinu­
ing more services should progress 
toward solvent operation prove impossl-
W®-

Similarly, with regard to bus trans­
portation, we are now ai^roaching a 
decision as to whether or not a 
minimum of service is necessary, and, 
if so, what level that minimum has to 
be at, and, then, what is going to be the 
mechanism and the authority with which 
public funds are to be Introduced into 
process of maintaining that minimum 
service.

The good, pleasant answer, in this 
field of transportation which has at least 
momentarily lost the day to the private 
automobile, would be the evolution of 
some new form and style of transporta­
tion service which would win its own 
way and its own patronage so con­
vincingly that it could reestaMish the 
possibility of profitable operation by pri­
vate ownership.

Barring any such clear, good answer, 
we seem mired, for some time to come,.: 
in an unhaiqiy, unclear state of affairs 
in which there is not much logic beyond 
that of recurrent emergency need in the 
allocation of subsidy, tuid not much 
guarantee to the taxpayers that they are 
going to get their money's worth.

We can't unlnvent the automobile. Nor 
can we escape from the tangle of private 
and public interest which has developed, 
in the train and bus field, as a result of 
the availability of the high speed, two in 
a family automobile. We are likely to be 
experimenting, and blundering, for some 
time to come. But meanwhile, to answer 
one question, it does seem necessauy to 
try to maintain some minimum service 
with buses, as with trains, for present 
and future public interest.

We find it difficult to believe that, 
if his platform is that good, he can 
be so short of money.

We do not doubt that ho is short 
of' money. Therefore, we feel forced to 
question whether the fault may not, af­
ter all, lie in his platform.

We range elsewhere in the field, to 
see what the possible correlation be­
tween platforms and campaign pocket- 
books may be in other cases.

We have never noticed that Governor 
Wallace, wdth his platform, has ever 
been in short campaign fund circum­
stances, either when lie campaigned well 
enough to get 11,000,000 votes for Presi­
dent in 1968, or when he is campaigning 
now, on the verge of hia own decision 
whether to run again.

We do not notice that Mayor John 
Lindsay is 'embarrassed by any shortage 
of campaign funds, even though his 'cam­
paign for the Presidency htm, so far, 
been limited to the presentaUon of what 
is considered a fine face for television 
and a record of having provided an un­
usual amount of fun for life in New York 
aty.

Senator Hubert Humphrey is, by 
report, about to be heavily bankrolled 
even though ^ere has been nothing to 
suggest that he has emerged from his 
perpetual petition in bankruptcy of ideas 
he really belie'ves in.

So far, we have mentioned candidates 
who, whether they have the 'worst con­
ceivable set ideas, or no ideas at all, 
are nevertheless successful in attracting 
campaign dollars. And we notice, in the 
middle, with a nice balance of both safe 
ideas and safe money. Senator Muskie.

It is glaring injustice if, in a world 
which willingly supports such candi­
dacies, the good Senator Harris, or 
any other possible candidate for that 
matter, should lack for funds.

‘ An Equal Right For Males
We don’t want to get involved, and we 

certainly don’t want to get our next 
flight comfort and assurance from some 
boring member of the male sex, but we 
do, as a matter of principle, have to 
pause in salute of the Supreme Court 
decision to let it stand as law that air­
lines can’t discriminate <against males 
when hiring flight cabin attendants.

’Ihe lower court ruling wdiich the Su­
preme Court lets stand did concede, in a 
wise piece of judicial strategy, that fe- 
mailes make better stewardesses than 
men, but then, turning to the principle 
as written in the antl-dlscriminatimi law, 
found that the law permits discrimlna- 
Utm "only when the essence of the busi­
ness operation would be undermined" 
by hiring both sexes.

Of course they make better stew­
ardesses. Any nude knows that. There­
fore, any male knows better than to try 
to compete 'with them, by actually ap­
plying for a flight job. Even the 
male 'who brought the original suit will 
find out, if he now forces some airline 
to hire him.

But, for a long time, the male life has 
dwindled down to the legal possesslmi 
of rights the male no longer dares exer­
cise. It is a pleasure to add one more— 
the right to be considered for a 
stewardess job — to the list, to have, 
but not to use.

Maazel And New Philharmonia
Since Herbert ven Karajan can’t be 

everywhere in the world at once, it is 
just as well that a few conductors -who 
might pass for his artistic double should 
be trained to leap into the breach. Lorin 
Maazel’s concert at the head of the New 
Philharmcsiic Orchestra of London on 
Sunday night at Carnegie Hall strongly 
Indicated that he is ready for such work. 
The newly chosen musical director 
the Cleveland Orchestra, who not many 
years ago conducted with a ctnlling pas­
sionless precision, now seems to have 

^discovered the German maestro’s secret 
of exciting an audience with an accumu­
lation of virtuosic effects and elegantly 
mimed emotions.

Mr. Maazel’s program, led dazzlingly 
even when dazzle was not the point, 
made its greatest smash in a high-pres­
sure, kinetically stimulating reading of 
the Brahms Fourth Symphony. On every 
page there were magnificently realized 
details, and the whole performance 
swept along sleekly — perhaps believ­
ably, if you can believe in Johannes 
Brahms Superstar.

Even in the'unfolding of the finale’s 
variations, when, if ever, one waits for 
something more than technical bril­
liance in a Brahms conductor, the Maa­
zel personality blocked an expansive 
view of the whole. 'The orchestra’s ex­
cellence shone through In the Brahams 
from start to end. Tlie brass, allowed 
prominence, did not betray the trust.

The Adagio from Mahler’s Incomplete 
Symphony, played without the “ Purga- 
torio" movement that follows it, might 
have made a peculiarly valedictory be­
ginning for a concert. Mr. Maazel, how­
ever, pushed the score forward and em­
phasized its theatrical tensions rather 
t l ^  its painfiil Introspection. The or- 
chWstral detail here was sometimes tim­
idly set out, and several attacks were 
quite ragged.

The Maazel approach to Schoenberg’s 
Variations fer Orchestra (op. 81) re­
sulted in a distortion of that 12-tone work 
in which even solo lines sometimes did. 
not emerge. It was a stressful perfor­
mance of a sccre that is weakened by 
surface dramatics. — DONAL HENA-

Nixon^s Reagan Problem
Open Foru]

SACRAMENTO, Cal. — Presi­
dent Nixon's painstakingly ex­
ecuted embrace with Gov. Rtm- 
ald Reagan intended to carry 
this necessary state for him in 
1972 h a s  been consumated, 
ironicsLlly, when Reagan’s po­
litical condition is at its weak­
est.

Endemic problems of a big 
state governor finally have en­
gulfed the Reagan glamor. 
Sercret polls show the governor 
currently deadlocked over tax 
legfislaticoi 'with the Democratic- 
controlled state legislature, has 
hit a new popularity low. More­
over, Intra-Republican f e u d s  
surfacing in the fifth year of 
the Reagan administration hin­
der preparation of the 1972 Nix­
on campaign here.

Consequently, hard-headed 
CaUfomia Republican politici­
ans believe cloee IdentUlcation 
with Reagan may do the Presi­
dent more harm than good in 
this state. Their advice to the 
White House: Once Reagan 
leads a Nixon-pledged delega­
tion to San Diego, steer clear 
of him.

T h i s  contradicts a basic 
White House political tactic 
practiced since Mr. Nixon took 
office. Believing right-wing de­
fections beat him for governor 
of California in 1662, Mr. Nixon 
has wooed Reagan as current 
champion of the Ctdifomla 
right. ’That Includes appease­
ment of the governor in disputes 
with the Federal govemmOTt 
over welfare w d  anti-poverty 
policy.

The tactic has worked. Rea­
gan no longer publicly attacks 
Nixon policies and has rebuffed 
overtures to lead a national 
right-wing revolt against the 
President. A tip-off is the fact 
that state Assemblyman Wil­
liam Bagley, a- moderate Re­
publican 'Who early this year 
was upbraiding Reagan for his 
anti-iNxon obstructionism, more 
recently has worked closely 
'With the governor on welfare 
and tax problems. •

But Reagan’s magic touch 
with Californians is gone. He 
has expressed concern to aides 
over his slump in private polls. 
Beginning his slide last sum­
mer when it was revealed that 
Reagan used legal loopholes to 
escape paying state Income tax, 
he now suffers — along with 
th e  legislature’s Democratic 
leadership — for, in particular, 
falling to pass property tax re­

lief and, in general, the spec­
tacle of shoddy government in 
Sacramento.

The slump Is accompanied by 
intensified bickering in high R ^  
publican circles which was ab­
sent in the early years of the 
Reagan regime. Such feuds 
have delayed, at this writing, 
naming somebody to run the 
California N i x o n  campaign 
(though Reagan is meeting this 
week 'With Atty.-Gen. John 
Mitchell, Mr. Nixon’s national 
campaign manager).

For example. Presidential 
counselor Robert Finch, who 
seeks seme statewide office 
here in 1974, journeyed to Cali­
fornia frequently last spring 
and summer to help plan the 
1972 Nixon campeiign. Reagan, 
who never concealed his dis­
taste for Finch, objected strenu­
ously to Mitchell. The result: 
Finch’s California activities are 
now severely restricted.

Eliminating Bob Finch did 
not end internal difficulties. 
Nixen political aides in Wash- 
ingten selected industrialist 
Leonard Firestone as Cali­
fornia campaign chairman. But 
Reeigan had long since cooled 
toward Firestone, a oneUme 
Reagan moneybags who is 
much closer to Finch. Reagan’s 
men vetoed Firestone for the 
largely honorific chairman’s 
post, insisting it go to the 
governor himself.

Similarly, Washington—based 
Nixon picliticlans wanted state 
Rep. Robert Monagan, Assem­
bly minority leader, to be full­
time executive director of the 
state Nixon campaign. But 
Reaganites felt Monagan's 
record is overly liberal and in­
sufficiently loyal to Reagan. 
The job remains unfilled at this 
writing.

An additional Byzantine t'wist 
is the feud between Reagan’s

present staff and Republican 
national committeeman Thomr 
as Reed, a former top Reagan 
staffer whose political judgment 
is trusted by Mitchell.

On' the other hand, Mitchell 
has little use for the top 
political operative on Reagan’s 
staff, Robert Walker. Iron­
ically, Mitchell helped ease po­
litical pro Walker out of the 
national Nixon-for-Presldent 
campaign staff in 1967.

So much palace intrigue and 
declining popularity ratings are . 
telltale signs of a ripe admin­
istration well beyond its vigor­
ous youth, and Nixon’s men 
knew it. Nothing will be done 
to offend the super-sensitive 
Reagan, of course. But Nixon 
planners now think privately 
they would be happy If the 
governor spends less time in 
Califemia and more time in 
South Carolina and points south 
campaigning for Mr. Nixon 
come the autumn of 1972.

TWa new report card, for pupils in 
Grades 1-6 of ail elemenUuy schools, will 
be Issued to parents for the first time at 
afternoon conferences Nov. 28, and Dec. 
1, 8, and 15.

Haif-day sessions will be held on these 
dates, including kindergarten. Confer­
ences will be scheduled from 1:80 to 4 
p.ni. A guide fcr arranging and keeping 
appointments will be sent to parents 
Tuesday. A form, which is to be returned 
to the child’s school, is to be filled out 
with the pupil’s name, teacher, school, 
date and time desired, and signature.

Reports will be made three times a 
year. ’The parent will receive the first 
two at conferences. On the last day of 
school, the third period report will be 
taken home by the chUd, with his place­

ment (or the next year Indicated. ’Die 
report fcr the/first period will also be 
shown on the second, and the first and 
secona on the third, providing a  perma­
nent record for jiorents. ’The school office 
will retain the master copy.

’Ihe mcst drastic change in the method 
of reporting will be the omission of letter 
or number grades. At the left, a  check 
beside a number of work and personal 
behavior and attitudes will indicate that 
the child usually exhibits them and 
should 1^ encouraged; a  blank wUl indi­
cate room and need for their develop­
ment. »

At the right, a  check beeide a number 
of aspects of academic areas will indi­
cate adequate progress; a  dash wiU indi­
cate that the ax^a or observation does

not apply; T  will indicate that the child 
needs more time to reach his potmtlal; 
and B will indicate that the child needs 
to exert a greater antount of effort.

’Hie third portion of the report will be 
a blank page for teacher and parent 
comments.

The Eagles came back with 
a running attack of their own, 
led by QB Bib Burton and half­
back Bob PlacenUni. After run­
ning to the MHS 33, Burton 
came back with the bomb to 
split end John Buersmeyer, who 
was finally pulled down at the 
six, The defense held, and 
Wethersfield was forced to turn 
over the ball. The rest of the 
half was a defensive struggle, 
with neither team able to put 
any point up on the scoreboard. 
At halftime, MHS still held iU 
lead of 6-0. At this tjme, per­
haps some of the gridders felt 
a little too confident and ex­
pected an easy win.

This wasn't to be, as the 
Eagles came out fired up and 
their running attack began to 
sneak tip on the Indian de­
fense.' It • was PiacenUni and 
Burton again, and their 54-yard- 
march was climaxed by a 7- 
yard-run around end by the 
Eagle QB. Buersmeyer's extra 
point was good. Neither team 
got a successful drive going

throughout the third quarter, 
Wethersfield being hurt by pen­
alties and Manchester by not 
getting its offense to click.

As the game moved into the 
fourth quarter, the Eagles va­
ried their a tta ^  more between 
the run and pass and brought 
the ball to the MHS 11.

Once again, the Indians failed 
to mount any kind of attack and 
the Eagles took over on downs 
in excellent Held position.

But, in the 
fall of 1969 they were reborn 
with surprising speed, taking 
on any and all comers.

In the spring of '70, softball 
was added to their repertoire. 
They had a dismal season, 
sprouUng a 0-2 record, both 
games being played against the 
Buckley Bums. A football con­
test against the same opponent 
ended in a tie.

This y e a r  was different 
though. Undefeated in softball 
and football, they’ are in the 
winning column In the newest 
addition to their sports, basket­
ball.

Though their home field has 
changed from North United 
Methodist to Temple Beth Bho-, 
lorn to Bowers School, an d '

Inal Tigers still playing, they 
remain in spirit the Turnpike 
Tigers, with a winning tradi­
tion to maintain.

Unitas denied published re­
ports toat there was fricUon be­
tween himself and McCafferty, 
contending toe press had mis­
interpreted some of his com ­
ments.

“ When sem eme asks me if I 
wqnt to play, of course I'm  p-o- 
Ing to say I do," Unitas s'»ld. 
" I f  they ask me why I dmi’t, I 
tell them to ask toe coach. I 
just mean It’s his decision.

" I ’ve never told Mac I want­
ed to play. He knows toat. Any­
way, If there were a problem 
between us, it would be up to 
him to come to me, net for me 
to go to him.”

McCafferty supported Unitas' 
contention that they have had 
no problems and added: "The 
reporters are trying to read 
something Into everythin? John 
says. If they kept asking me 
the same questions every week. 
I’d get pretty upset.”

" I  haven’t been sayln? too 
much lately,*’ Unitas said. "N o 
matter what I say, I come out 
as toe loser.”

Unitas made a remarkable 
recovery from surgery to re­
pair a tom  right Achilles ten­
don suffered while playing a 
game of paddle ball last April.

Many thought toe Injury 
would end toe career of toe 88-

year-old quarterback. If he 
came back at all, toe most opti­
mistic figured, it would be sev­
eral weeks into toe 1971 season.

But Unitas, whose dogged de­
termination and dedication is 
from the same era as his high- 
top playing shoes, fooled even 
toe medical experts. After 
working endless hours In toe 
solitude and drudgery of thera­
py, he was ready to play toe 
final two preseason pames.

"But they apparently were In 
a situation 'where they thought 
It was more Important to werk 
with a ycung quarterback In 
those games,”  Unitas said. “ I 
didn’t see a minute of acti'-n. 
In fact, I wasn’t even on the 
roster until toe season opened."

The failure to play In toe ex- 
h l b l t l o n s  helped decide 
McCafferty's course ol action 
fer toe regular season.

"When toe season starts,”  
Unitas said, "a ll games are 
crucial. You just don’t send a 
player In and tell him to get in 
condition at toat point."

As a result, Unitas has been 
used mainly In games when toe 
Colts had commanding leads. 
However, in their only two loss­
es—against Cleveland and Min­
nesota—he was sent Into the

breach in an attempt to snatch 
victory from the jaws of defeat.

" I ’m no miracle worker,”  
said Unitas—who In toe past 
has seemed to be just that. " I  
can’t go into a game with two 
minutes’ to go, and be expected 
to pull It out.”

"And I ’m not a run-toe-clock- 
cut quart'erback, either. If and 
when I get in there, I want to 
throw toe ball emd do what I  
think Is best. Tiiat’s toe way I 
came In, amd I may as well go 
out toe same w ay."

Unitas admits that In several 
games, where he has played 
possession ball and ran some 
plays "toe coaches wanted to 
see," he must have looked like 
a mop-up quarterback.

" I ’d try to eat up toe clock in 
that situation If I were playing 
full time,’ ’ he said, "but if 
that’s all you see me do, you’re 
not seeing m e."

’While playing portions of sev­
en games, never more than a 
half, Unitas has completed 22 
of 60 passes for 188 yards and 
had four intercepted. He has no 
touchdown passes to add to his 
all-time record of 280. "A ll I 
can do," he said, "Is be ready 
to play, and be patient. I do ev­
erything In practice. I haven't 
lost my quickness in setting up, 
and I throw toe ball as good as 
always.”

Unitas has a three-year con­
tract at $125,000 annually which 
expires after toe 1972 season, 
and has been promised a -Job 
with toe Colts’ orgamization for 
10 years after his playing days 
are over.

" I ’ll honor my contract next 
seasen," he said, “ then I’ll take 
a  look at toe whole picture and 
decide what to do after that.”

Despite his relative in­
activity, Unitas doesn’t regret 
toe long hours of therapy In 
rushing to prepare for toe sea­
son.

“ I had to ''d o  it," he said, 
"just to learn how to walk 
again. I would have pursued it 
anyway, although maybe not as 
hard. But I ’m a football player, 
and I wanted to play."

CALGARY, Alta. (AP) — An 
Air Canada crewman ended a 
6%-hour air piracy drama early 
today by. knocking out toe 
armed hijacker with a fire ax 
as the gunman was strapping 
on a parachute to bail out at 
3,000 feet.

The gunman, who demanded 
81.5 mllUcn in ransom and a  
Klght to Ireland, had sent toe 
DC-8 Jetliner shuttling back 
and forth acm es the U.8 .-Cana- 
dlan border between Calgsury 
and areal Falls, Mont., 270 
mUee to 'toe southeast.

As the plane approached Cal­
gary tor the last time shortly 
after midnight toe hijacker de­
manded a parachute and 
threatened to blow out toe back 
of aircraft unless toe six-mem­
ber crew opened an emergency 
window. Air Canada officials 
said.

When toe hijacker bent over 
to put on toe paracliute, a crew 
member hit him over toe hestd 
with toe ax, they said. An Air 
Canada .spokesman who talked 
with the crew said It wasn’t 
clear yet who wielded toe ax.

The gunman was taken off

the plane In Calgary uncon­
scious. Hospital officials later 
said he was In fair condition 
with a concussion.

All 116 passengers aboard toe 
plane had been released un­
harmed earlier In Oreftit Falls.

The drama began soon after 
toe plane, night 812 from Van­
couver, B. C., to Toronto, put 
down at Calgary at 8 :30 p.m. to 
take on passengers. Shortly aft­
er takeoff, a short, swarthy 
msui approached the first class 
secticn and i>uHed out a  sawed- 
off shotgun from under his 
overcoat.

As passengers looked on he 
fired a  blast Into a partition 
and threatened to blow up toe 
plane with dynamite unless his 
demands were met.

He said he was a  member of 
toe Irish Republican Army and 
was "wlMlng to die for my 
country."

The plane then new to Great 
Bhils and was met by a police 
matron who delivered an at­
tache case containing what 
sources said was 860,000, appar- 
enUy enough to satUfy toe hi­
jacker. The Jet took on fuel and

with toe passengers, hijacker 
and crew  aboard took off for 
Regina, ‘Bask., where It was to 
be refueled for toe night to Ire­
land.

H o  w  e v  e r , shortly after 
takeoff from Great Falls, toe 
plane returned to that city and 
toe passengers were released. 
After taking on 7,000 gallons of 
fuel, not enough to go to Ire­
land, toe hijacker ordered toe 
plane up again. Air Canada of­
ficials said it first headed for 
New York, but toe course wOs 
turned to Fhoenix, Ariz. How­
ever, within minutes toe plane 
turned again, this time to re­
turn to Calgary cn what turned 
out to be toe last leg.

A1 Soloeky, cne of toe re­
leased passengers, said when 
he boarded the night in Calga­
ry he bumped Into the hijacker 
In toe first class compartment.

Sdosky, 34, o f Ottawa, said 
toe man was about 5-feet-7, 
wdto dark, curly hair and a 
swarthy complexlcn, and that 
he wore a long, black coat, 
which he refused to take off.

Mariner Nears W in dow ;’

PASADENA calif. (AP) — 
Its quarter-blllion-mlle Journey 
nearing an end. Mariner 8 is 
plunging toward a tiny "win­
dow '’ In toe sky of Mars from 
which a burst of Its engine Is to 
drop the spacecraft Into an or­
bit about toe planet.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres­
ident Nixon has ordered a 
more-than-60-per-cent speedup 
In withdrawal of U.S. troops 
from Vietnam, but says he may 
have to Intensify bombing of 
Oommuntot Infiltration routes 
through Laos.

Nixon called newsmen to hto 
office late Friday and an­
nounced that 45,000 more Amer­
ican servicemen will be pulled 
out In December and January.

This will drop the A m e rica  
troop presence In Vietnam to 
about 138,000, lowest In nearly 
6% years and more than 404,000 
below the arar peak.

Nixon linked the speedup to 
ease progress toward defending 
themselves.' T h e South Viet­
namese government said it was 
because of "toe Improved gen­
eral security situation now pre- 
valUng In Vietnam."

A total of 26,000 men will be 
brought home In December — 
"to  get a few more men out be­
fore Christmas,”  toe President 
said—and another 20,000 In 
January,

This will boost toe withdraw­
al rate to 22,600 a month from 
toe 14,800-a-month average in 
effect since lost eprlng.

Although Nixon had been ex­
pected to raise toe pullout tem­
po, hla decision to limit toe 
next period to two months 
came aa a - surprise. Previous 
announceiYienU have projected 
withdrawals os far as a  year 
ahead,

Indicating future announce- 
me n t ■ may come more 
frequently than In too past, 
Nixon said: "It Is essential aa 
wo get closer to the end, If we 
are going to maintain any nego- 
tliiUni leverage, that the with­
drawal periods . . .  be some­
what shorter.".
