Nixon,OrderéSpeedup in Viet Withdrawal

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres-
ldent Nixon has ordered a

more-than-§0-per-cent speedup
In withdrawal of U.8. troops
from Vietnam, but says he may
have to intensify bombing of

Nixon called newsmen to his
office late Friday and an-
nounced that 45,000 more Amer
lcan servicemen will be pulled
out in December and January.

This will drop the Americgn

It now seems poulble. to hope that
President Nixon's new Supreme Court
nominees are pgoing to be confirmed
without any of that last minute swelling
of opposition which greeted two of his
previcus choices, Although there are ob-
viously liberals In the United States Sen-
ate who do not relish allowing President
Nixon to put a firmer conservative
stamp on the Court, they have just as
obviously, by any of thelr protest
or argument or research to date, failed
to uncover any evidence that the Presi-
dent’'s two nominees, Lewis F, Powell,
Jr., and Willlam H .Rehnquist, are lack-
ing in legal ability, or are stalned by
any shocking ghosts of statements or
affiliations slecping somewhere in their
own past.

In such a situation, what emerges as
clear and unchallenged is President Nix-
on's right to plck justices of his own
ideclogical liking' and persuasion, just as
it was Franklin D, Roosevell's privilege
to liberalize the Court in his time. It re-
mains legitimate for those Senetors who
can't swallow such conservatism under
any circumstances to continue their op-
position, if they must:

But the liberals do not seem  to
possess, now, any of the auxiliary am-
munition which was' available to them
in two previous instances. In such a
situation they would be forgiven, we
think, even by some of their own most
fervent followers, if they simply con-
fessed and acknowledged that two great
and dominant veins: of political thought
not only jolned to found this nation
out have since altermated repeatedly

" throughout the story of its growth and,
in the main, successful operation of a
democratic form of government,

It was Jefferson and Hamilton at the
beginning, and it has been -Jefferson
and Hamilton ever since, and we don't
think that any sound historian of either
the llberal or the conservetive school
would ever care to pronounce, in
retrospect, that it would have been bet-
ter for us If It had been either all Jef-
feraon or all Hamilton.

Membership For Formosa

‘That an Infustice was done when the
United Nations voted (o deny representa-
tion to the 14,000,000 inhabitants of the
island of Formosa s generally admitted.
It was o cynical, ruthless decision which
held, on the ongfhand, that it was high
time the United Nations stopped exclud-
ing the hundreds of millions of people
in mainland China, but which, neverthe-
less, on the other hand, felt no qualms
about digenfranchising the much fewer
number of people on Formosa.

The trouble was, of course, that the
people of Formosa were not belng rep-
raseiited in their own right, as tho 14,
000,000 people 6f Formosa.

They were condemned to serve, in.
wtond, as the population substance In
tho pretext that General Chiang Kal-
shok was still ruler of a part of China,

It was Formosa poaing as China which
was thrown out of the United Nations.

But the Injustice in that aotion might
be cured if, In the near future, it could
come ‘about that Formosa ocould apply
for membership.-as Formosa, with a
government which labeled Itself For-
mosan, and did not pretend to be the
legal ruler of the Chiness mainland.

How one would set about creating such
a clreumstance we do not pretend to
imagine, even In this ora of somewhat
lurid international plotting.

The most peaceful route we can
imagine would be for Chiang Kai-shek
to retire voluntarily, invite the United
Nations to supervise free elections for a
new government for Formosa, which
would then be encouraged to apply for
membership In the United Nations, as
Formosa, and not as Chins.

Boots And Two-Tone Saddles

Victory In Defeat

It took political ccurage fcr members
of the House of Representatives to vots
against a proposed constitutional amend.
ment to permit “voluntary’” prayers in
public achools, but those who voted
against it did a service to the naticn and
to religion as well,

By a vote of 240 to 162 the House voted
for the amendment, It was lost, how-
ever, since the affirmative vole was 28
leas than the two-thirds majority requir-
ed for passage, Among those who voted
against the propusal from Connecticut
were Reps. Ella T .Grasso, whose Sixth
District Includes Southington, and Rep.
Willlam R. Cotter of the First District,
both freshmen in the House. The other
Connecticut Representatives, Giaimo,
McKinney, Monagan and Steele, voted
for the amendment.

F'ew subjects have provoked more con-
treversy In recent years than the ques-
tion of prayers in public schools. The
Bupreme Court ruled out such prayers
and required Bible readings as being in
violation of the First and 14th Amend-
ments, The First Amendment states,
‘‘Cengress shall make no law respecting
an establishment of religion, or prohibit-
ing the free exercise thereof...” The
14th Amendment forbids a state to in-
fringe on the constitutional right of an
individual.

The question of schcol prayers s an
emotional issue. Many persons with the
best of motives do not see the measure
for what it is, an encroachment upon
freedom of religion and a breaching of
the separaticn of church and state under
which the United States has grown to
greatness.

It is significant that 38 major religious
denominations opposed the prayers-in-
achool amendment on the ground that it
would lead to religious intrusion. Among
those who voted against it, it was Rep.
Robert ¥, Drinan, D,, Mass,, a Roman
Catholic priest, Father Drinan not only
voted against it, but also spoke against
it In the day-long debate, saying that the
amendment would create ‘‘an ersatz re-
ligion'* dictated by the government,

The public school prayer amendment
s ‘u wellintentioned proposal which, if
enacted, would open the door to abuses
in the name of religion. The American
nation s composed of Jew and Gentile,
Moalem and Buddhist; athelst and be.
liever; all of whom are entitled by the
Constitution to equal rights, privileges,
and protection under the law, History
past and present — not overiooking the
tragic Impasse in Ulster — is replete
with examples of what huppens when
politics and religion mix.

" By rejecting a to put prayera
into the public achools and thereby intro-
duce religion officlally into public life,
the House of Representatives has done
the nation a distinguished service. It has
reaffirmed thereby the wisdom of the
Founding Fathers, and amsured the right
of free men to worship, pray, and prac-
tice whatever religion they choose. The
House, and particularly those members
of the house who had the courage and
the judgment to vole against the mea-
sure, are entitled to a vote of thanks
from all lovers of liberty, The defeat of
the proposal wes a viclory for constitu.

HOUSTON—The events in of-
ficlal Washington in recent
weeks pregent a confusing pic-
ture to an itinerant journalist,
who has been viewing them
through the shifting focus of lo-
cal newspapers in New Hamp-
shire, Pittsburgh, Detroit and
now Houston.

The American government—
and particularly Its executive
branch—is llke that sallboat,
The Nixon Administration, act-
ing partly on its own Initlative
and partly in response to forces
in the external world which it
cannot ignore, is attempting a
major reversal of national pol-
lcy In several areas. It is try.
ing to change the balance of
forces in our internal economy,
to reorient the judiclal And law-
enforcement systems, and to re-
vise our diplomatic, political
and economic relationships with
other major powers,

In attempting to ‘“come
about'” on all these ijssues, it is

. encountering a fact of life

known to all sallors: The lighter
the boat, the less weight it has
in the keel, the more likely it
is to heel over and come pre-
cariously close to tipping.

The Nixon Administration Is
‘“lght in the keel'' and lacking
political welght because of the
weakness of Its mandate, The
violent wobbling of the Amer.
fcan government in recent
weeks demonstrates the insta-
bility of dividend party author-
ity,

Dividend government is noth-
ing new In Washington. It ex.
Isted for aix of the eight years
Gen. Elsenhower was President,
and the country ssemingly sur-
vived quite well. But Mr. Nix-
on is not another Hisenhower,
conteny to furl the salls of gov-
ernment pollcy and let his boat
drift with the tide.

Richard Nixon on the con-
trary, is an activist President.

with the goul In mind of alter.

Ing the diplomatic, political,
judicial and ‘economic picture
he inherited from his predeces-
sor. But he is an activist Presi.
dent with a miniscule electoral
mandate and an opposition-con.
trolled Congress, His shaky grip
on public support wis ahown
again by the latest Gallup Poll
trial test pitting him against
Edmund Muskie and George
Wallace. While winning, Mr,

Nixon again carried the same
fateful 43 per cent of the popu-
lar vote he had in 1988,

The government Mr. Nixon
heads lacks the political welght
to hold steady while coming
about. Every time he attempts
to set a new course, he risks
beinz dunked. He agreea to the
admission of Peking to the Unit-
ed Nations and Immediately the
boat tips so far that Taiwan is
thrown out. He tries to limit
American mlilitary involvement
abroad and the Senate responds
by trying to scrap the entire
foreign ald program. He re-
verges course on economic pol-
ley, but deoes it so suddenly and
tardily that three months later,
the economy still has not set-
tled on its new tack. He tries to
alter the judicial philosophy of
the Supreme Court but swings
the rudder so far that he can be
accused of trying to demean
the Court, not reform {t.

There is room for fault-find-
ing with the President, the Con-
gress, the United Nations and
others, but the wspecific driti-
clams are less significant than
the fundamental fact that in-
stabllity is Inevitable when &
weak government—one lacking
real political welght—attempts
major policy changes. The ven.
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tures of the Nixon Administra-
tion miscarry so oftan, not be-
cause of ineptitude, but because
its resources are not commen-
surate to {ts goals.

That is why the plcture from-

Washington is one of inatability;
why the stock market ls suffer-
ing from nervous tremors; why
consumers are reluctant to
commit their hoarded savings;
and why the off-year election
returns and the political polls
show such an uncertaln pros.
pect, No one is willing to bet
much on a boat that is rolling so
badly. Its decks are almost
awash,

Those who feel politically
queasy ought to ask themselves

what can be done to make the’

boat more stable. If the 1972
election produces another divid.
ed government, with a Republi-
can President and & Demo-
cratic Congress, we face four
more years of governmental gy-
rations. The time to face that
fact is now, as the Presidential
election year begins,

The first time wa ever felt
goncerned for the safety of the
Btate Capito! wan that day early
fn the Moeakill administration
when we noticed that there was
a new genial, hulking figure
present (n the corridors—a atate
trooper in uniform.

What frightened us wWas not,
of course, the actunl presence
or person of the state trooper,
but the fact that somebody had
obviously considered that pres-
€nce necessary.

Untll that’ moment, we had
conaidered the State Capitol a
safe place on the nalve theory
that it belonged to us, the peo-
ple.

At that moment, we felt
something notifying us that
somebody had felt enough un-
easiness to reach for the firat
touch of accurity precaution at
the Capitol.

What we feared, rather super-
stitiously, was the fear that
prompted such a precaution.
Our superstition was that the
fear itself would eventually
help produce the violence it
was concerned with guarding
against,

Superstition aside, our read-
ing of the record would say that
there were occasions when the
presence of the uniformed state
trooper did help keep order in
the Capitol corridors, just by
being there, and would then go
on to note that the first actual
plece of violence at the Capitol
occurred at a moment when,
the General Assembly not
being in any kind of formal ses-
slon, the state police uniform
was not in evidence.

The Incident in question, in
which demonstrating invaders
of the Capitol indulged In rough
physical treatment of at least
one legislator, helghtened
awareness of and concern for
the security problem. The leg-
islatoras indulged themselves in
the unworthy suspicion that the
atate police had been giving the
Governor better protection than
they had been giving legisia-
tors. The Governor, for his part,
was having fencing put up
around the Governor's Man-
sion. The state police, at the
order of the Governor, broke
up an encampment of welfare
protestors on the Capitol lawn.

And by this time everybody
was agreed that there was now
demonstrated need for & much
heavier and much more reliable
permanent system of security
for the Btate Capitol,

Some such system {8 now

‘being devised. In so far as it

promises to be efficient and to
provide security it will also,
necessarily, stimulate new
fears and curtail once
taken for granted. There may,
and probably will, come the day
when we no longer feel sover-
eign In our own State Capitol,
but merely one more prisonsr
of a kind of security no truly
responsibly tree soclety should
ever need to invoke, and may
not be able to atford,
