Nixon Seen Considering Veto
For Present Form of Tax Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres-
ident Nixon was quoted as tell-

Pakistani Planes

Downed

India clalms ita home-built
Jets shot down three Pakistani
warplanes near Calcutta Mon-
day while Pakistan reported
large-scale fighting along Hast
Pakistan's borders,

A Cabinet minister told o
cheering Indian Parliament in
New Delhi today that Paki-
stan's U.S.-built 88 Sabre jets
were downed by four Gnat
fighters 80 miles northeast of
Calcutta and three miles ingide
India. A fourth Pakistani fet es-
caped, he sald.

V. C, Shukla, minister of de.
fense production, told legisla-
tora all four Indian fighters re.
turned home safely. The Pakl-
stanl pilots balled out, he aaid,
and two of the three were CRp-
tured.

Pakistan claimed the air
battle occurred over East Paki-
stan, not India, and sald two
Indian fighters were shot down.
It conceded the loss of two
planes,

Pakidtan! President Agha Mo-
hammed Yahya Khan was
quoted by m government procia-
mation in Rawalpind| as saying
his country ‘“la threatened by
external aggression' and faces
a ‘‘grave emergency." <

Pakistan Radlo charged Mon-
day 'that Indla had launched an
all-out offensive into Bast Paki-
stan at four scattered points
along the Indian border. The
Indian troops swept across the
border without a formal declar-
ation of war, the broadcast as-
serted.

Indla denied its troops were
involved, saying East . Pakl.
stan's . rebels had atruck In
force to seize a territory ns
part of their struggle for Inde.
pendence from Yahya's control.

Indian Defense Minister Jag-
Jivan Ram sald heavy fighting
was continulng in the rebel
province today and predicted
the secessioniats will soon win
their Independence.

Pakistan Radlo sald hard
tighting was continuing today
near Jessore but clalmed its
troops had wiped out an entire
Indian battallon on the other
aide ¢f East Paklatan, near the
border with India's Tripura
Stato,

Pakistan's delegation to the
United Natlons sald it was con®
aidering calling for an emer-
gency session of the Security
Council.

Denied for Quades

Motions to suppress evidence
In cases against both Prof. Al
bert Quade and his wife, Mary
Dean Quade, were denled in a
decision flled recently by Judge
Paul J. Driscoll, who heard
oral arguments on the motion
last May,

The Quades’ nttorney, Charles
S, Tarpinian, asked in the mo-
tion for the suppression and re-
turn of certain {tems Including
files and othér documents,
books, equipment, photographs,
film, pictures, cameras, pro-
jectors and other fllm.develop-
ing equipment which was selzed
after their home and two -out-
bulldings had been searched.
Some such items were returned
by the state to the Quades when
it was evident these didn't
fit the search warrant’s descrip-
tion of items to bhe selzed.

The Quades of Storrs, were
charged almost a year ago on
counts stemming from the oper-
ation of an’ lllegal marriage
counseling service which al-
legedly involved sexual devia-
tion as a form of therapy.
Quade was, and still s, charged
with practicing medicine with-

out a certificate of registration,
practicing psychology without
a license, indecent assault, se-
ducing a minor female and
rape.

Mrs, Quade wgs first charged
with indecent assault but this
was dropped after a motion to
quash the arrest was granted
by Judge Willlam P, Barber
who concluded that indecent as-
sault is not a proper criminal
charge where the parties are
married to each other,

However the satate responded
with a new arrest warrant
within a few weeks charging
Mrs. Quade on nine counts in-
cluding again, indecent assault,
as well as indecent exposure,
practicing psychology without

WABHINGTON — Rising Re-
publican alarm over the fallure

Tolland Convict Faces

Third Escape Charge

Frederick R, Merrill, 25, of
Tolland was brought into Tol-
land County Superior Court yes.
terday and charged with yet
another attempt at escape from
the state prison at Somers.

It will be at least a third try,
if Merrill i{s convicted of the
charges, and will add still more
time to that accumulated by all
of these attempts,

It all started when Merrill was
given a suspended aggregate
two-to-nine-year sentence in Tol.
land County Superior Court in
September 1965 on three counts
of breaking and entering with
criminal intent and two counts
of larceny, He was put on pro-
bation for three years but was
then sent to prison in June 1066
as a probation violator,

On Christmas Day 1067 Merrill
left a dummy in his bed and a
note saying he was going home,
He was at the prison farm at
the time and would have been
eligible for parole In about a
month,

Pollce went to his home and in
a scuffie a state trooper was cut
by Merrill; Merill was shot in
the stomach and waa seriously
injured, He received two oqn-
current two-to-five yeur sen.
tences for this pscape and for
theft of & motor vehiele which
he used in the efcape,

His second escape was on Do,
10, 1968 and for that Merrill was
sentenced to 10 to 20 yenrs, in
April, 1660.

Merrill's  second encape, one
of the most bizarre atarfes in
this court in recent years, took
place Dec, 10, 1868 and he way
handed n 10-20-year sentence
for the effort the following
April,

The case is usually thought
of as the peanut butter came,
und involved hiy mother, Mra.

He later mot hin mother at o

In the current attempt, Mer-
rill reportedly managed to saw
through the bare of his cell
using hacksaw blades he al-
legedly recelved In the mail.
Five more convicts were re.
portedly Involved in the at-
tempt; one of them, Louls Co-
fone, was arrested and pre-
sented In court today, Others
were allegedly involyed in the
planning for the cscape which
began in February.

It was only after the attempt
failed that guards learned of
it through &Bn anonymous

source, and found the bars out

and the cut concealed.

Merrill's case was continued
to Dec. 15 so that he could ob-
tain counsel. He was charged
with attempt to escape and con-
spiracy. Cofone, facing the
same charge, had his case post-
poned to Dec, 14 for the same
reason.

Henderson sald later that day

he talked with the late Lt. Col.
Frank A, Barker, the
mander of the assault force,
ond '“on the spur of the mo-
ment I decided to take a mo-
ment'' lo speak to some of the
troops of Medina's Charlie
Company.

Henderson said he told the
troops he had reports of some
clvillana having been killed and
asked the men if there had
been anything unusual,

“Thelr reaction was not ex-
actly a negative expression ...
they were looking me in the
eye,”” Henderson sald. ‘I point.
ed to several and got ‘no
sirs.’ "

The colonel sald he felt he
had spoken to a representative
group cf soldiers and “‘that I
had recelved no support for an
allegation of wrongdoing.'

Hendérson also sald that he

had sent a noncommissioned of- —

ficer to check with other sol-
diers and got the report ‘‘there
were no rumors going and ev.
erybody was pleased and happy
with the Task Force Barker op-
eration.

Henderson began with a reci-
tation of his 30 years in the
Army—a career that took him
to three wars and in which he
was wounded four times.

He testitied uninterrupted by
questions from his defense at-
torneys, In a firm volce, rarely
looking at the jury of seven of-
ficers.

He is the lone officer, among
13 once accused, to stand trial
for allegedly covering up the
killing of 176 to 400 unresisting
villagers by American troops.

The three charges—willfully
failing to conduct & proper in-
vestigation, falling to report
“incidents and acts thought or
alleged to be war crimes’’ and
lying under oath—carry a max-
imum penalty of 3% menths In
prison,

Henderson, a highly deco-
rated officer, wns the com-

Overruled on

Before an agenda item re-
quested by Councilman Frank
DeTolla, concerning the reap-
portionment plan could be dis-
cussed by him at last night's
Town Councll meeting, the item
was tabled in an 8-3 vote

The motion to table was made
by Republican David Mills '‘be-
cause the plan is now before the
courts.” Three of the four
Democrats were present ang'
veted against the motion with
the Republicans voting in favor,
DeTolla termed the action “'un-
believable,"

“I have never seen anything
like this in my life Mr, Mayor,"
he said, ''there are 100 people
who would llke an answer to
this.,”” The meeting, however,
moved on to the next agenda
ftem.

Following the meeting, De-
Tolla, who still expressed anger
concerning his (reatment, said
he wanted to make & point to
the council that a petition
signed by more than 100 towns.
people was not signed with any
politics in mind. He sald it was
about equally divided among
Democrats, Republicans and
unaffiliated voters.

The petition in question was
asigned by residents of the Skin-
ner Road area who with the
propogsed reapportionment plan
for the General Assembly would
be put in a district with East
Windsor and a portion of Ell-
ington, It takes in 3,900 people
from the Vernon section; 8,500
from East Windsor, and 7,700
from Ellington. .

The petition notes that the
proposed reapportionment plan
divides Vernon into three seg-
ments for the purpose of form-
ing assembly districts. One sec-
tion of Vernon will be a district
of {ts own and the other section
will be in a district with five
other towns,

Denial of Rights Charged

Noting that the area where
they lve has been combined
with other towns '‘to the detri-
ment of the citlzens of our
area,” the petitioners charged
that the asmall population In
their district, combined with the
lack of community interest with
those towns with which they
haye been placed “can only re.
sult In a significant reduc-
tion of representation and a de-
nlal of our rights to partici-
pate equally with other citizens
in governmental affairs.’””

their firm bellef that the divi-
slon of Vernon into not more
than two districts could have
satisfied constitutional require-
ments while permitting the
townspecple to retain thelr
voice in government.

DeTolla' explained that the
federal ruling allows 20,100 per-
sonz to a district and question-
ed what chance the people in
the Skinner Rd., area would
have of getting their representa.
tive elected when they would
only represent 19,5 per cent
of the new district, The state
Constitution calls for the split-
ting of towns into no more than
two districts, however, the fed-
eral ruling can overrule the
state,

Noting that the Democrats
have taken the reapportionment
plan to court, DeTolla also had
wished to have the council pass
a resolution which would pro-
vide that the town attorney ap-
pear before the court and bring
to the attention of the judge
that "The town of Vernon was
reapportioned unconstitutionally
when It was not necessary to
do so, and that this reappor-
tonment is also completely un-
fair to approximately 8,000 resi-
dents of the Town of Vernon."
