Russia-U.S.
Space Flight
Accord Near

MOSOOW (AP) — American
and Soviet sclentista plan to
sign an agreement on a joint
manned space flight within the
next two months, a U.S, Em-
bassy officlal disclosed today,

The agreement was dlscused
between Soviet and American
sclentists during the past few
days In Moscow. It was the
third sesslon between special.s
Ists of the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration and
the Boviet Academy of Scien-
ces.

Jack Tech, 'a saclence at-
tache at the U.S. HEmbasay,
sald the aclentiats released the
following statement at the close
of their conference:

“The main purpose of this
third working session was to
dlsciias the technical detalls of
(space) hardware compatibility
and to discuss a joint Ameri-
can-Soviet space mission, It is
intended to umign a final agree.
ment within two months. De-
talls will not be given out until
then.'

In Washington, the National
Aeronautics and Space Admin-
istration had no immediate
comment. But a spokesman
sald Dr. James C. Fletcher, ad-
ministrator, probably would
have o statement later in the
moming. Officials indicated
thay were surprised at the an-
nouncement from Mosecow and
had expected it to be made
here .later.

Tech would not elaborate on
the statement but when queried
about whether the agreement
called for manned flight, he
sald it did.

Dr. Robert Gllruth, director
of the U.8. Manned Spacecraft
Center In Houston, arrived in
Moscow Nov. 27 for talks with
the Russian sclentists, They
met from Nov. 20 through to-
day,

The Soviet group was led by
academician Boris Petrov, the
head of the space branch of the
Soviet Academy of Sclences,
called “Intercoamos.'

Swiss banks suspended meas-

The Bwiss banks limited
transactions to a million dollars
per customer., The French Fi-
nance Ministry banned nonresi-
dents from converting their
holdings in France into other
currencies to keep foreigners
from benefitting on any in-
crease In the value of the
franc.

The Bank of France was
again buying up dollars to keep
the rate from segging below its
floor level with the so-called
commercial franc used in most
business transactions., The dol-
lar opened in Paris right on the
hottom level of 551256 francs.

No One To Say No

Prime Minister Indira Gandhi, appar-
ently feellng that she has Pakistan
where she wants it, tells the rest of the
world to mind its own business and let
India and Pakistan sattle their troubles
by themselves. )

The advantages she feels, in this situa-
tion, are lucldly explained in a Christian
Science Monitor editorial reproduced on
this page today. And the Monitor's hope
that, in such a situation with such ad.
vantages, and such a hard-boiled talent
for employing them, she will also prove
reasonable and generous is a hope
devoutly to be shared,

What the rest of the world faces is a
gituation of highest danger in which the
outcome iz being left to the two
belligerents, and in which the warning
of one of these for the rest of the world
to keep hands off is an effective wam-
ing, which the rest of the world appar-
ently accepts quite as if there had never
been invented any supposed interna-
tional system for (rying to eliminate
war from the future history of man-
kind.

So, while the hot, on the scene, at the
moment question 15 that of how a lady
Prime Minister is going to behave with
her power politics advantage, the more
fundamental and cven more important
question is that of how she can find and
acquire, in a world which ought to know
beiter, the power and the privilege of
playing the game to the hilt,

And for the answer to that question,
it is not Indin in particular and
not Prime Minister Gandhi in person
that should be put on the spot.

They are not the first who have ignor-
ed the existence of the United Nations
when they knew what they wanted and
thought they had the power to achieve
it. They are not the first who have pre-
ferred world anarchy to world law, when
they happened to feel capable of gulding
the anarchy, and were afrald the law
might hamper their pursuit of their own
chjectives, <

Let's put it this way: India Is merely
asserting its right to behave like a big
power, and none of the other big powers
who are on record as having exercised
this right themselves in contemporary
world history, In spite of the existence
c¢f the United Natlons, is in position to
say an effective no to India now.

Twenty-six years ago we came out of
o giant bloodbath of a jungle world look-
ing and talking as if we had learned the
necessity for - putting ourselves under
some reslraint, Today we are all acting
as If we were about lo concede the
necessity to head Into the jungle again,

Plants Pollution Can Have

We note, with some admittedly par
tisan interest, that the same increase of
pollution and spollation which ac-
companies the spread of clivilization and
thus endangers the lives of so many
animnl species in the world has now
been discovered to be threatening the fu-
turé of various types of green plants.

«There is, In faot, an international
movement under way, to spare and pre-
serye such plants from extinotion.

Our interest lles in a contrary dl.
rection.

We want to find out a way to put a
few cholces of our own on the lst of
green plants heading for extinction.

And once we discover the kind of
pollution. which will doom this select st
_of ours, we don't want any ecologital do-
gooders coming along and figuring out
ways of reacuing them.

We are for death and disappearance to
multifiora, polson ivy, nettles, crab
grass and brussels sprouts.

Death to multifiora, say we, because;
once touted as the "lving fence'” of the
countryside's future, it proceeds,
wherever it obtains a rooting, to turn all
countryside into an impessable fence.

Down with poison ivy, because we
can't stand the aloof, superior insolence
of those fortunate souls who can touch it
without harm,

Let nettles be gone from a world
which no longer has the talent for taking
a firm grasp of anything.

The bane of crab grass is that R re-
quires mowing after the rest of the lawn
may have succumbed peacefully to
drought,

And the trouble with brussels sprouts
15 that somebody has to eat them,

That closes the case. Let such & se-
lected extermination proceed.

Mrs. Gandhi’s Big Moment

Those who doubted that a woman
cowd mapage the affairs of India had
best keep quist these days because
whether you like what she is doing or not
Mrs, inaira Gandhi is running the most
ambiticus and, so far, successful power-
pditics operation since Russia and the
United States decided to be spectators
rather than operators on the big power
astage.

What she wants, and seems to have
every chance of getting, is an end once
for all to that balance of power on
the Indian subcontinent which has exist-
ed since the end of Britsh rile. That bal-
ance of power took the form of a Paki-
stan which occupied both northern flanks
of India. It was a padr of Musiim pincers
capable of squeezing Hindu India Mrs,
Gandhi is out to break the lnk between
the two arms of the Muslim pincera.

That link exists today In the form of
three divisions ¢f troops from West Paki-
stan which were flown to East Paki-
stan last spring in an effort to subdue
the separatist movement there. Mrs,
Gandhl has turned that deployment into
one of the great mistakes of the time.
S8he has mousetrapped thoee three divi-
sions between 2 local native guerrila
army (which she trained and armed In
India) of about 100,000 men, and eight-to-
10 divisions of the regular Indian Army.

The three Pakistan divisions are now
being squeezed in a combined guerilla
plus Indian Army operaticn out of the
countryside and into the main cities of
East Pakistan. And India has control of
the air and sea lanes which feed those
cities and everyone in them.

Thus Mrs. Gandhi has the physical
power right now to destroy or release
those divisions; or almost, Conceivably,
like Xenophcn's Greeks in classic times,
or the Czechs in Rusaia at the end of
World War I, they might fight their way
lout of the trap. It seema highly unlikely

Mr's, has done her diplomacy
a5 skillfully as her military planning.
The only outside power capable of giving
Pokistan effective’ ald was China (Pe-
king). Mrs, Gandhl has been so success.
ful In neutralizing China in this situation
that she has even felt free to bring some
cf her best troops down from her Chi-
nese frontler to help in the trapping of
the Pakistanl divisions in Bengal. China
was taken out of play by Russia, Russia
s on Indin’'s side anyway. And the
United States ls far away and presently
engaged in disengagement from far for.
elgn adventures.

80 President Mohammed Yahya Kahn
back in Islamabad is virtually at her
mercy. His Army in West Palistan is
minus those three divisions he so foolish.
ly 'sent so far from home, If he attacks
from the west in Kashmir Mrs, Gandhi
can close her fist on his three lost divi-
slons and then concentrate her whole
Army against West Pakistan,

In this highly favorable military @tu:
ation Mre, Gandhl hus now invited I-
dent Yahya to withdraw his three p-
ped divisions, It looks very much lke a
checkmate, If he refuses, he loses East
Pakistan and his three divisions, If he
accepts he still losea East Palkistan for
she, not he, will be able to shape what
happens next in Bengal.

The final test of Mrs, Gandhi's skill in
power politics |y whether she can, and
will, now help Yahya Kahn get out of the
trap of his own making, If she pursues
her advantage too fast, hard, and openly
— she will force him to a desperate final
throw of the military dice, And that
would be very dangerous for all concern-
ed. If she now opens the hand of mag-
nanimity and letg the man save face —
she will have what she wants — a dom-
inant India on the subcontinent — and a
unitary Pakistan which is not forever a
mortal enemy of India,

Meanwhile, Mra. Gandhl has confirm.
ed what several women proved before
(Blizabeth I, Maria Theress, Katherine
the Great, and Victoria) that o woman
can often outplay a man at povwergou-
tics.

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Staring Down Congress

WASHINGTON — Atty. Gen.
John Mitchell’s presence at the
White House Monday morning
when President Nixon met his
Congresslona! lobbylsts was the
tipoff to the political nature of
& bold and, so far, eminently
successful gamble,

Mitchell, the President’'s
campalgn manager, was strong-
ly in favor of vetolng Mr. Nix-
on's own tax cut bill i it con-
tained the Democrctic plan for
government financing of Presi-

dontial campalgns. Mr. Nixon
thoroughly agreed. With none of
the President's economic advis-
ers present, the discussion over
whether or not to veto was
wholly political despite grave
ceonomic implications of delay-
ing the tax cuts.

Thus, with no opposition ex-
pressed; the President decided
to issue his veto threat—to the
horrified wonder of business-
men, Congress and a good many
of his own officials. Equally
surprising, it was Congress that
blinked first in the confronta-
tion. Within 24 hours of the de-
clsion, Mr. Taxation on Capitol
Hill—Rep. Wilbur D. Mills of
Arkansas—declded an alterna-
tive to the political checkoff
must be devised.

Such a train of events scarcely
seemed possible the week be-
fore. Knowledgeable White
House aides agreed with the
outside world that Mr. Nixon
could not risk further confusion
of the uncertain economy with
& veto meraly to dispose of a
Democratic  campaign  slush
fund.

In fact, as we reported, White
House staffers were fashloning
a counterploy. Although Mr.
Nixon would zign the bill, a
court sult would be instituted
against the political financing
checkoff that might prevent it
from belng used-in 1972,

But Mr. Nixon was having
none of this, For Democratic

leaders to attach the checkoft
to the tax cut bill, the President
told intimates, was pure and
simple blackmail. And if he
could be blackmalled now, he
went on, he could be blackmail-
ed later on other fssues. He
could not cave in, no matter
what the economic consequenc-
es,

Moreover, since June 1970,
Mr, Nixon has harbored regrets
for having signed the 1°.vear-
old vots provision rather than

“veto the Negro voting rights bill

to which it was attached. Never
again, the President vowed,
would he approve any political
measure to his disadvantage.

At Monday's morning’s meet-
ing, Mitchell called the political
fund checkoff unconstitutional,
But Mr, Nixon did most of the
talking, making clear from the
outset his mind was made up.
The veto decision would be an-
nounced and business enlisted
to convince Congress that the
political fund checkoff should
be removed from the bill in or-
der to let the tax cuts take ef-
fect.

When Mr. Nixon's veto decl-
sion was announced Monday
afternoon, angry Democratic
leaders were all the more de-
termined to pass the checkoff,
veto threat or not. If vetoed,
they sald, Congress would pass
it again, Mills publicly specula-
ted that the President might
just be bluffing,

Whatever doubt existed was
erased Tuesday morning just
before the convening of the SBen-
ate-House conference on  the
tax blll presided over by Mills.
A Presidential alde relayed this
message to Mills through a
Washington tax lawyer close to
him: If the chairman has any
doubts about the President's
seriousness, he should. realize
that the veto statement is no
mere threat but an unshakeable
resolve !

8imultaneously, businessmen
informed members of the Ben-
ate-House conference that Mr,

Nixon's veto threat was ravag-
ing the already troubled econ-
omy, The auto industry, depend-
ing on excise tax rellef In the
bill, complained that sales stop-
ped with Mr., Nixon's veto
threat Monday afternoon.

Mills concluded this was too
high a cost to pay and immed-
lately set off in search of a
substitute for the checkoff. Be-
sides, under pressure from bus-
iness, the checkoff might have
lost in an up-and-down vote in
the House. And Congreasional
Democratic leaders were com-
ing to feel the President had
the whip hand.

At this writing, President Nix-
on appears to have stared down
Congress to win his tax cut
blll without diminishing the im-
mense Republican advantage In
campaign financing by permit-
ting a government subsidy to
both parties. The final outcome
in Congress could yet be
changed. What cannot be al-
tered, however, is Mr, Nixon's
boldness in gambling with his
tax blll — & major show of
strength on the eve of his elec-
tion year confrontation with
Congress.

“Based c¢n current projec-
tions,"" sald the Hartford Demo-
crat today, “‘the private seotor
of the eccnomy will have to pro«
vide over 2.4 million new jobs —
just to keep the number of un-
employed at ils present unac-
coptable level, Given the ours
rent econcmic stagnation, fed.
eral efforts must be expanded
i order o find jobs for the ever
increasing work force.'

Cotter sald that, despite the
Nixon Administration’s efforts
t¢ correct the situation, “‘unem-
ployment remaing our number
cne eccnomic problem.”

The co-chairman cf the legis-
lature's committee on welfare
says hig group is preparing bills
to curtail the powers of the wel.
fare commissioner,

State Rep. Otha Brown, D, of
Norwalk charged yesterday
that “‘Welfare Commissioner
Henry C. White has abused his
authority by ordering welfare
outs, '

Brown sald the legislation he
s proposing will require the
welfare commissioner to get
legislative permission before
cutting payments to welfare re-
cipients.

White's proposed 15 per cent
cut in aid to families with de-
pendent childréen has been held
up by a federal court injunction.

Schosl Secular Education Act
haye been returned to the state,
one sald that funds have been
spent, and a fourth said that the
funds remain in escrow.

Grants of $23 to Assumption
Junior High Bchool and about
$1,000 to 8t, James School have
been repald, according to the
Rev. Robert J. Burbank and the
Rev. Bugens J, Charman, di-
rectors, respectively, of the
schools,

The Rev., John Delaney, di-
rector of 8t. Bridget School, re.
ported that the $1,560 grant has
been apent, “The school s
operating on a very tight budg-
ot,” he sald. Father Delaney
added that he could not say
what action will be taken until
he consults with the finance
committees,

The largest grant,  $51,240,
went to Fast Catholic High
School. When the money was
recelved, the Rev. Robert E.
Saunders, BCHS principal, sald,
it was placed in escrow, pend:
ing & decision by the U.8.
Supreme Coutrt, In late June, the
high court denied the legality
of an extension of ald to
parochial and private schools
by the states of Pennsylvania
and Rhode Island.

The Connectiout Supreme
Court declared the 1060 General
Assembly state ald act uncon-
stitutional, and the U.8. Bupreme
Court refused to review the
case.

Under the state ald program,
schools could apply for reim-
bursement funds for salaries of
teachers of secular subjects and
for secular materials such as
textbooks. The funds at EOCHS
applied only to salaries while
the other schools applied for
both salaries and textbooks.

James A,
Conelly, Archdiocese of Hartford
superintendent of achools, rec-
omended that archdiocese
schools '‘respectfully decline'' to
return state ald.

Msgr, Connelly said that his rec-
ommendation to Catholic school
administrators will include ra-
tention of money ‘‘until we re-
celve from the proper authori-
ties the legal basis for the
state's formal demand for re-
turn of funds pald our schools.
We belleve we have a right to
an explanation of the atate's ac-
tion in this matter.”

Magr. Connelly sald that he Is
not aware that similar demands
for tha return of reimburse-
ments have been made in Penn-
sylvania ®Rhode Island,

If the & ®cannot legally
retain funds spéiit ''for services
rendered in contractual agree-
ments with the state,’ he con-
cluded, "'we seck at least some
forgiveness of the total amount
to be recaptured because of the
significant expenses inocurred in
good faith by our schools since
July 1, 1860 in the proper imple-
mentation of Public Act 701.""

Sanders, who was advised by
State Atty. Gen. Robert K. Kil-
lan that it Is the responsibility
of .the State Education Depart.
ment to retrieve the funds, said
that his office is not authorized
to make adjustments,

Before the state act was de-
olared unconstitutional, $1.3 mil-
llon was distributed to 180 non-
public schools, Magr, Connelly
sald that about $450,000 went fo
Cathollc schools dn the arch-
diocese, which Includes Hart-
ford, New Haven, and Litchfield
countles,

“Letters of demand'' for re-
payment, lssued by S8anders’ of-
fice In July to 180 achools, re-
sulted in the return of $180,000
by 20 achools, a variety of in-
quiries from 70 others, and %0
did not reply.
