Soldiers Jam Ganges

India claimed today its troops
had pressed to within 26 miles
of Dacca, that thousands of
fleeing Pakistanl soldiers were
trying to cross the Ganges Riv-
er to that East Pakistan capi-
tal, and that enemy planes had
been driven from the akies,

Indian troops were roported
holding thelr ground in Kash-
mir on the western front,

Pakistan's eastarn command
in Dacca countered with re.
ports of flerce fighting on most
fronts in the east and sald
“enemy thrusts are still being
sucoessfully countered by Paki-
stan! troops.’’

An Indian army communigue
reported Its troops had ad-
vanced to the Meghna River 26
miles from Dacca.

I, Gen. Jagiit Singh Aurora,
commuander of India’s eastern
front, sald in Calcutta that
thousands of Pakistanl (troops

Nobel Peace Prize Winner

NEW YORK (AP) — Ralph
Johnson Bunche, winner of the
1850 Nobel Peuace Prize for me-
diating an end to the 1940 Arab-
Isvacli war, dled today, 10
weeks after stepping down as
undersecretary.general of the
United Nations, He was 67.

Death came at 12:40 a.m. at
New York Hoapital. The alling
Bunche had been In and out of
the hosgpital for many months.

I've never been able to
reconclle the end of this work
with the beginning, It starts
out with bold harmonles, virtual
crudities, that remind one that
the Jews of the period of the
psalmists were actually bronze
age people, warllke and virile,

The finale sounds as though
Stravinsky had meant it as
Hturgical music for the Roman
Catholic Church, Yet, of course,
the text {» still from tHe same
period. Perhaps Mr, Stravinsky
meant his composition as an
example of how religion has
lost Its virllity; I don't know.
I only know I have been fam-
iliar with this music for 85 or
40 years and it ‘never quite
seems to make the grade,

The text was sung by the
Hartford Symphony Chorale
which did a good job with the
vulgate Latin, Diétion was
pretty good, attacks and re.
leases were clean, shading was
fine, All this was the result of
preparation by Herbert Chat.
zky who deserves a hand for
his efforts.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Food and Drug Administration
has no way of knowing how
many druga are on the market,
who makes them and what
their ingredients are, a Senate
panel was told Wednesday,

An FDA offlolal, testitying

mittee, endorsed pending legis-
lation which requires rogistra-
tion and QUsting of all pre-
scription and non-prescription
drugs,

Dr. Merlin K, Duval, assist-
ant secrelary of Health, Educa-
tion and Welfare, sald although
the FDA can lssus warnings
about certain zubatances, It
may not be able to identify all
the manufacturers,

Many such warnings have
béen issued over the years,
Duval sald, but the FDA can't
state positively that all manu-
facturers, processors or repack-
ers were reached.

“There. are a great many
drugs on the market which
FDA has not approved or even
knows about,’”’ sald Ben. James
B, Pearson, R-Kan., sponsor of

The first teat of the efforts of
The Student Vote and similar
Eroups came in November in
local elections around the coun.
try, The results were anything
but clear, and The Stiident Vote
is alming now at the national
elections next year and beyond,

Here s what Reyserling had
to say to The Associated Press
about his organization, the job

Q. What do you do as a re-
glonal  coordinator?

Q. Is it possible for one man
to. reach both the colleges and
moat of the high schools around
New England?

A, It is. I think there is & lot
that one man can do, Probably
more than a lot of people think,
I don't have to run & drive at
the University of New Hamp-
shire, or Dartmouth College or
Yale or Harvard or UMass, If I
can go in and spend & couple of
days teaching some kids some-
thing, if I can leave them with
my phone number and say,
“"Any problems, call me,'"” then
I've done something, We're go-
ing to hold a conference for all
student leaders in New Hamp-
ahire and just in a one-day af-
falr T'll be able to reach sev-
eral dsaders from every educa-
tional institution in New Hamp-
shire. And after I leave they
will at least be able to call on
me for any other assistance.

Q. Would you use a college or
university registration drive to
reach further out, into the high
schools in non-college towns?

Q. What are some of the
problems you run into with reg-
Istrars or state officials here in
New England?

A. In New England we have
had very differént experiences;

Gen. Quinn
very early came out with an
advisory opinion which said
young people could register to
vote from their college commu-
nitles, If this is where they es-

What about a person who's on
welfare and nct self-support-
Ing? Are they asked that ques-
ticn? Another question is what
they call the continuity of resi.
dence. They say If a student
leaves for the summer, then

kind of questions to a business
man who might take his family
to Cape Cod for the summer,
and therefore leave Cambridge.
They don't ask this to a Har-
vard prefessor who goes to Hu-
ropo for ithe summer with his
family. There's no question of
the continuity of his residence
here.

Q. Wil the Student vote at-
tempt to get involved In legal
battle over official resistance
ike this? .

A. The whole queation of
where a student registers is
something we try to keop out
of. We think very strongly that
young people should register to
vote, but where they chooss to
vote ia more of a partisan ques-
tion. The way I feel is that stu.
dents shouid not 'be asked any
more guestions or be asked to
provide more proof of residence
than any other citizen of the
community.

Q. Why is it that young people
trying to vote meet official re-
sistance, at least In some
places?

A, It would depend very

much on the town and the par-
tioulur elroumstance, For ex-
ample, let's look at Amhorst,
Muass,, where studenta met re-
sistance to some dogres, There
was o litle bit of resistance In
the beginning, but since then
the election people have been
vory, vry cooperative, In
many college communitios, es-
pecially In a small town like
Amherst, students outnumber
natives of the town, and there's
a fear of students taking over.
But In Amherst we found that
In fact many students did not
wish to register in the town of
Amherst, They had very lttle
Interest in Amberst politics or
In remaining in Amherst. Once
the selectmen and the election
commissioners realized this,
they decided to make It much
casler for students to register.

There are scveral other argu-
ments, though, A lot of poopls
say that students are not a per-
manent part of the community,
they have very little vested In-
tergst In the community and
what happens there. They're
transient, they're mobile. But
it's not so, Statistics are that {n
the 18 to 25.year-old group stu-
dents are the least mobile
group of people, They stay in a
community four to seven years,
depending on whether or not
they go to graduate school,

The ''Uniting for
Pence'' procedure went 5o far as to au-
thorize the ‘‘use of armed force, when
necessary, to maintain or restore inter-
national peace and security."”

In 1986, when Britain, France and Is-
rael launched their attack on Egypt,
Britain and France used their big power
veto powers to prevent sotion by the
Security Council, and the crisls was then
taken up by the General Assombly.

It was in this body that the Buez crisis
was resolved, peacefully, thanks to the
concern of the world's smaller nations,
thanks to the Inspired efforts for peace
of the Canadian diplomat, Lester Pear-
son, and thanks, also, to the open pro-
nouncement of Presldent Dwight D.
Eisenhower to the effect that United
Nations law must apply to our own big
friends as well as to our enemies.

It was to this same body that the cur-
rent war between India and Pakistan
finally made its way this week, after
Russian had vetoed all possibilities of
action by the S8ecurity Council. And, af-
ter debate, in which the smaller nations
of the world once more expressed their
ngony over the tragedy taking place,
the General Assembly adopted a resolu-
tion calling for a cense fire and asking
India and Pakistan to pull back their
troopa.

Nobody, ‘however, expects anything to
happen as a result of the adoption of this
resolution. There han been & repetition
of sequence, but no repetition of history.
The war in Buez was halted, , In 1966,
before the attackers had achieved their
objective, which was to smash Nasser,
The new war in Asin is not going to be
halted until India bas achieved Its ob-
jective, or been defeated .

In this parallel in sequence which is
not a paraliel in history there are, of
course, all kinda of differences of situa-
Uon and lssue which have a bearing on
the difference in result,

But the one major difference is one of
world attitude. In 1966, it wau believed,
of at least hoped, that the United
Nations could do something, and it was
belloved that somebody had to do some-
thing.

One of the drafers of a
mhnager-plan charter Yor S8an
Jose, Calif., he became the
city's first manager when the
charter took effect in 1916,

Dr, Reed served as a munici-
pal consultant to Hartford,
Richmond, Va., Baton Rouge,
La,, and WetHersfleld, his
hometown,

He was a director of the Con-
sultant Service of the National
Municipal League from 1034 to
1838 and joined his wife, Dora
Dormstadter Reed, In writing
numerous studies on municipal
govéernment and management.

The legislation, which Presi-
dent Nixon says he'll sign into
law, was sent to the Senate for
final congressional action be-
fore going to the Whits House.

Talcottville School a Leader
In Special Education Plan

The Talcottville School In Ver
non has the distinotion of being
the firat regional achool for spe-
clal education In the state. And
now, it has added another first
~— In the form of a B32:page our-
riculum gulde devoted to the in-
structional phase of special adu-
cation,

The guide is the culmination
of two years' work by school
administrators and special edu.
cation teachers, It outlines, step
by step, n program for those
children of pre-school age who
have learning disabilitles, for
the perceptually handicapped,
for the emotionally disturbed,
and for the tralnable and edu-
cable retarded children,

Dr. Joseph Lavender of the
State Department of Education
hes expressed enthusingm for
the guide which {s not yet all
off the press, He commented,
“It's too bad other towns in the
state cannot do this."

An Attempt To
Coordinate

Heading the project, under the
direction of Superintendent of
Schools Dr, Raymond Ramadell,
were Albert Kerkin, assistant
superintendent, and Anthony
Magllocco, supervisor of speclal
education. Both had high praise
for the teachers “‘who worked
and gave of their free time all
during the school year to com-
plete the fob."

The lengthy document will
tle the special education pro-
grams into the continuous pro-
gresy programs which are be-
ing expanded In the elementary
schools, Kerkin said, adding,
"It 18 an attempt to clarity and
coordinate what (s belng done
educationally with the excep-
tional children."

Kerkin further explained that
the establishment of a sequen-
tial program will allow a child
to grow intellectually, emotion-
ally, soclally, morally and
physically,. He sald the philos-
ophy adopted by those working
on the guide was that “‘each
child should have the opporun-
ity to develop to his maximum
potential,”

This year will be a year of
evaluation for the Guide, Ma-
glocco commented. Referring
to the fact that the guide is
put together In loose-leaf form,
he sald the purpose Is to make
it easy for necessary changes,
to comply with “today's" edu-
cation.

Kerkin added, "“The aim of a
good program s to give the
children the help they need and
to work them into whatever
program they can take.” The
children are now being phased
into basic programs, during at
least one-third of the day.

Both educators noted that the
gulde deals with specific prob-
lems in all of the various areas.
It means, they explained, that
the regular classroom teachers,
and not only those tralmed In
special education, can look to
the guide for assistance, to de-
termine what the resources
teacher Is doing concerning a
certain problem and then try
to follow,

Everything Is outlned so
clearly, step by step, that any
new teacher coming Into the
school system can readily find
out just what is being done in
every situation. The adminis.
trators agreed that the children
and the staff both are benafit-
ting from {t.

BAGHDAD, Irag (AP) — The
place to be seen in Baghdad
these days is Farouk's Restau-
rant, the favorite for top mem-
bers of the ruling Baath Soclal-
ist party,

The lights are dim. The mu-
sic 1s French, and the cooking
tries to be but Is mostly steaks
and mixed grills, There are
French and Hungarian wines,

“You have to reserve for the
inner dining room,” says the
head waiter, “We only accept
people we know."

Party leaders dine elegantly
in a setting of plush drapes and
black iron grillwork. Their body-
guards, In well tallored suity,
slp sweet tea In the outer room.

The restaurant 4s about half a
mile from the former royal pal-
ace, now headquarters of the
much-feared Intelligence aarv-
ice whose first responaibility is
keeping the party in power.

At night, the dun-colored
building, surrounded by a 10-
fcot concrete wall and barbed
wire, looks ainister.

Curriculum

potential will be irreparably dl-
minished without gpeclial educa-
tion at an early age.' At the
present time there are 40 chil-
dren in four classes.

Defining some of the charao-
teristica of the trainable and
educable mentaly retarded
(FMR's) groups, the educators
explained that the learning
ability of the educable students
is somewhere below the norm
of the so-called slow leamner,
and of the trainables (TMR'a)
near the lower end of this
scale, The prognosis for the
EMR's is to be able to live o
rewarding and independent life
with little or no supervision,
while the outlook for the
TMR’s is not quite 50 optimistic
because, although they may
achieve a place in the world of
work, they will need continuous
supervision, the gulde atates,

The educators also emphasiz.
ed that the special  students
have needs, just as do normal
individuals, They defined these
needs as: Love, security, recog-
nition, understanding and
above all. . .acceptance,

learn to use kitchen tools, to
prepare food, and to do general
homemaking chores In order to
prepare them for the outalde
world.,

Armed with some $72,500, the total of
three appropriations made so far by the
Board of Directors for total development
of,the site, John Harkins, asgistant town
manager, memberas of Brotherhood in
Action, and various other volunteers,
have been concentrating thelr eéfforts on

getting the bullding proposed for a Teen
Canter ready for use, :

The target date for the opening of the
center is now Jan, 10.

About $9,000 has been spent for devel-
opment of the recreation center so far,
according to Harkins, The bulk of this
has been spent for materials,

All of the bulldings at the site, with the
exception of the Teen Center building,
are just ahells with broken glass and
tiles strewn scross the floors, the prod-
uct of years of vandalism.

At the Teen Center, the exterior has
been painted, windows have been put in,
lighting has been Installed, the Dboiller
hos been refurblshed., After a few
plumbing  connections are finished, the

heating system will be activated. When
the bullding Is heated, youths who have
been working on the project will begin
preparing the interior walls of the Teen
Center for painting.

The areas on the drawing slated for a
heckey field and a baseball field have
been cleared and graded. There are
some rocks in the center of the hockey
ares which have to be blasted out. Har-
kins mys it ls uncertain whether the
hockey area will be ready for use this
winter.

The baseball fleld will probably not be
ready for spring use, according to Har-
king, because there will not be enough
time to grow grass on the field.

The road up to the area has
heen widened to two complete lanes.

Harkins notes that original estimates
are as high as $250,000 for the cost of to-
tally developing the recreation center,
There have been ‘''significant cost say-
ings,"” however, Harking observes, due
in part to volunteer labor and equipment
time donated by local contractors, and
in part by the use made of the existing
water and sower systems at the site.

Work planned for the near future in.
cludes the installation of drainage lead-
ing from the upper ares of the site (the
area of the tennis courts) and extending
power lines to that area. Hstimates' of
the cost of this project have not been

worked up yet, The Bullding Department
is preparing the eléctrical estimates.

Withdrawal Bid
Rejected, Eban
Tells Assembly

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y.
(AP) — Israell Forelgn Minis-
ter Abba Eban goes before the
General Assembly today to re-
ject an  African resolution
which in effect calla for Israel
to pledge withdrawe! from oc-
cupled Egyptian territory. Mhe
Soviet Union meanwhile ac-
cused Communist China and
the United States of blocking
peace in the Middle East.

drafted with Egyptian partici- '

pation, calls for a reactivation
of the specinl UN, peace mis-
slon of Gunnar Jarring, who
last February asked Israel to
couple a pledge of troop with-
drawal with an Egyptian
pledge to reach n peace agree-
ment, Terne! refusad.

“The original African memo-
randum would unblock the Jar-
ring negotiation,'" the spokes-
man sald. ‘“This resolution
would perpetuate the 10-month
deadlock which Is the opposite
of shat the African mission de-
sired to do."

Israell sources charged that
Egyptian pressure prevented
the report from reaching the
General Assembly, They sald It
called for renewal of the Jar-
ring mission without prior con-
ditions, negotiations between
Egypt and Tsrael and withdraw.
al from Egyptian territory as
part of a final settlement,

They sald the report differed
from the Egyptian position by
linking withdrawal and final
settloment together, The Egypt-
lans Insist that withdrawal
must precede a settlement,

Eban earlier in the debate

sald the Israells would nege-
tiate only without prior condi.
tons, and he sald revival of
Jarring's February proposa'
would constitute such an unac.
ceptable condlition.
In the debate Thursday, So-
viet Ambassador Jacob Mallk
charged that the United States
has refused to resume the con-
sultation  which the Boviet,
American, British and French
U.N. delegates began two years
ago, and that Communist
China's delegate has refused to
participate.

‘"We don't know whether they
had any deal or agreement be-
tween them,' Mallk sald, insin-
uating that they did.

The Russian added that Sec.
retary of State Willlam P, Ro-
gers’ ‘‘one-asided and uncalled
for’* attempt to obtain an inter-
im sattlement reopening the
Suez Canal had undermined
Jarring’s mission.

‘““The United States repeat.
edly asserted that only they
could persuade Israe! to with-
draw troops and agree to a set-
tlement,'" Mallk sald, “‘So they
sald neither the United Nations
as n whole nor the BSecurity
Counell could do anything . ...
They said only the United
States by its ‘quiet diplomacy’
could obtain action.’

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate today rejected a move
to ocut off debate on the Su.
preme Court nomination of Wil.
lHlam H. Rehnquist.

S8en, Birch Bayh, D-Ind,,
leader of the opposition to the
nomination, then moved to de-
fer g volte on confirming Rehn-
quist until Jan, 18,

The Senate agreed to vote on
Bayh's surprise motion within
an hour,

The vote to cut off the debate
was 02 to 42, or 11 short of the
required two-thirds majerity,

The move o Invoke the Sen-
ate's anti-filibuster rule was in-
itiated by Republican Leader
Hugh Scott of Pemnsylvania,
but several senators who favor
Rehnquist's nomination voted
against it,

Bayh promptly rose to urge
the Senate to postpone further
consideration of Rehnquist's
nomindtion.

Both  Scott

and Majority
Mansfield, D-

1 Mont,, have told President Nix-

on that the Senate would stay
in session until Rehnquist's
nomination is acted on,

The debate on Rehnquist's

Allied Copters
Bearing Brunt

Of Jungle War

SAIGON (AP) — Communist
forces shot down five U.8. heli-
copters and three South Viet-
namese aircraft (n South Viet-
nam and Cambodia and dam-
aged three American rescue
helicopters, fleld reports said
today.

At least two Americans were
killed and seven were wounded,
There was no report cf South
Vietnamese casualties,

Along the Laotian-North Viet.
namese border, a surface-to-alr
missile was fired at a flight of
U.S. B2/ bombers and their
F105 fighter escort bul missed.
The escort attacked the missile
site with 8hrike miaslles, but
results were not known, the
U.8, Command sald.

A third day of fighting was
reperted in eastern Cambodia.
Field reports sald South Viet-
namese ftreops wearing gus

masks and North Vietnamese
troops flred tear gas at each
other,

Despite clalms of heavy ene-
my tolls for three days now,
there were repemts that the
Scuth Vietnamese paratrcopers
were winding up thelr sweep
around the big North Vietnam-
ese base camp at Dam Be, 30
miles from the border, and
were moving to another area.

With 1,267 North Vietnamese
claimed killed, fleld cfficers
sald the paratrcopers had done
thelr job—searching the area,
finding the enemy and calling
in alr strikes.

South ,Vieltnamese forces al-
ready in the area had marked
their positions with a smoke
grenade and radloed that they
had scoured a 400-yard per.
imeter. The helicopters were
within the perimeter when the
North Vietnamese opened fire.
They crashed within 75 yarda of
each other,

A UH1 command and control
helicopter flew through heavy
enemy fire to land at the site of
one of the crashes within five
minutes, and the aircraft com-
mander and the door gunner
were wounded, Despite his
wounds, the door pgunner
jumped out and pulled the two
crewmen from the crashed
chopper to asafely. One was
wounded, the other badly
shaken up.

The two crewmen aboard the
gecond downed hellcopter were
belleved still allve when the
helicopter crashed, but the
craft exploded and they were
Kkilled,

One pllot made three sepa-
rate attempts tc get the bodies
but was unable to get into the
crash site and four of his crew.
men were wounded. The two
bodies were not recoverad until
this moming,

A third OH8 was shot down
this merning in another area
west of Ca Mau, but the three
crewmen escaped unhurt.

The helicopters were the first
reported downed In two weeks
and raised to 8,043 the tctal
number of U.8. aireraft lost in
the war, according to the U.8,
Command's records,

The spokesman doclared ''no
mnjor obstruction” now lles in
the path of the Indian aurmy to
Daccea. New dispatches from
Dacca reported before commu-
nications were cut off that thou-

The bridgehead was estab-
lished unopposed on the west
bank at  Ashuganj. Indian

An Indian government
spokesman in New Delhi sald
there was no new major action
in the Chhamb sector in south-
western Kashmir, the area of
greatest Pakistani penetration,
“but probing attacks by troops
on both sides are taking place
all along the border” in Punjab
and Rajasthan states.

ed that India continued strafing
attacks on the city's alrfield
and military héadqunrters
Thursday, but India sald its
planes stayed clear of the city
for four hours today to permit
evacuation of foreigners,

India claimed Pakistanl air
forces at Dacen had been wiped
out and that her planes were
meeting no resistance.

“The Paklistanis are holding
out In certaln areas but be-
cause of the speed of our ad-
vances, many of them have had
a chance to flee,” an Indian
spokesman In New Delhl said.

He explalned that the Indian
troops were bypassing many
garrisona and the Pakistanis
there were able o escape.

“Our tirst priority in to cap-
ture those Wwho are trying to
flee," he sald, ''then to go back
and take on the garrisons.”

Indian troops landed on the
west side of the Meghna River
near Ashuganj, & major port 46
miles northeast of Daccs, the
spokésman sald. He sald thoy
were taken in by helicopter and
met little resistance,

Rescued Flier’s Blood
A Payoff for One Secarf

WARWICK, R.I. (AP) — Last
Nov, 17, Attillio "*Art"" DeSanto

gave his scarf and jacket to
one of three Navy fliers he and
two fishing compantons pulled
from the waters off Point Jud-
ith after their plane went down.

Now, the fliers, thelr wives
und several men in their squad-
ron are planning to give thelr
bleod to DeSanto, who will en.
ter Massachusetts General Hos-
pital Sunday to undergo open
heart surgery next week,

“It was & Wednesday," re.
calls Joseph DeBanto, Art's
brother, who was on the cod-
fishing  expedition. The third
angler was Joseph Anthony,
Art's son-in-law, The fliers were
on & routine flight out of Quon-
set Point Naval Alr Station.

"“The only reason we went,"
Joseph says, '‘was because Arl
had been to the hospltal the
duy before and had just learned
that he would have to have the
open heart surgery, He was de.
pressed, s0 I suggested we both
take the day off and go cod
fizhing, It wins more to take his
mind off the operation than
anything else that we were
there.'*

Then, at about one p-m, “‘we

were just talking about whether
we ghould have lunch when we
gaw the plane coming in, We
were the only boal there that
day and the plane apparently
headed in our direction. It
ditched about a half mile away."
Josieph says,

“When I saw it coming In I
started the motor and told Art
and Joe to get thelr lines in.
They reeled In thelr own, but
nobody touched mine,” he
adds, “Just lke a bunch of

on the boltom and it cleaned
the reel.”

Shortly after the boat
reached the plane, the three
fliers climed out on the wing,
Then the plane Hlted, throwing
the men into the water, Joseph
DeSanto says.

Willlam M. Moro-
ney, the pllot, had an injured
fool, Joseph explains, so Art
took Moroney's shoe  off,

wrapped it with his scarf, and
gave him his jacket.

“Art's llke that'' ha brother-
indaw says. ‘"He really Is the
moat  considerate man you'll
ever meel.”

Now Moroney, LU  (1g)
James R. Jannell and AW2
Robert L., Bradley are repaying
the favor.

With their wives and fellow
squadron members, they have
arrainged to enter Kent County
Memorial Hospital lo give the
negessary blood.

“We were delighted to find
that there was somothing we
could do for Art,' Moraeney
sald. But the fliers won't be
able. to do it right away.
They're due to go out on a oar-
rier maneuver and piun to do-
nate the blood as soon as they
retum.

"It was almost ns though
somecne was planning this'
says Joseph DeSanto, '"Wa nev-
er would have been out there
that day If it weren't for Art,
And we were the only ones
there, If we weren't there, who
knows what would have bap-
pened."
