Haniukkah Starts 
Sunday Evening
The Jewish Festival of 

Hanukkah or Feast of Lights 
will begin tomorrow evening 
and will continue for eight days 
through Dec. 20.

The festival Is observed by 
lighting small candles each 
evening o l the holiday, starting 
with one candle on the first 
evening and adding one candle 
to the previous number each 
successive evening. In lighting 
the candles, a prayer is said ex­
pressing g^ ltude to God “ for 
the miracles which He hath 
wrought for our fathers in those 
days at thU season.”

The "miracles”  refer to the 
victory which the Judeans had 
won in their struggle against 
the Greek occupation of their 
land, and “ those days”  refer to 
the second century BCE when 
the Greeks were the masters of 
the AQddle Bast. Oppressed by 
the conqueror who sought to 
hellenise the country and to 
suppress Judaism, the Judeans 
under the leadership of 
Matthathias and his five sons 
known as the hfoccabees rose 
in rebellion In the year 138 BCE 
and after three years of guer­
rilla warfare expelled the In • 
voders, cleansed the Temple In 
Jerusalem of the pagan altars 
ond rededlcated It to the serv­
ice of God.

Dedicstlon Is the literal 
meaning of the Hebrew word 
Hanukkah and in lighting the 
little candles the Jewish people 
are reminded of Uie need to be 
dedicated to their faith and to 
religious freedom for all peo­
ple everywhere.

The drive is a new phase of a 
36,(X)(>-man offensive Into east­
ern Cambodia begun Nov. 33 Ur 
destroy enemy supplies, disrupt 
communications lines and fore­
stall a dry-season invasion by 
the North Vietnamese 6th, 7th 
and 3th Divisions Into iSouth 
Vietnam’s 3rd Military Region.

After hard fighting for four 
days last week in the Dam 8e 
area, the South Vietnamese 
paratroopers pulled: out despite 
reports that there were stUl two 
North Vietnamese regiments In 
the region.

Field reports said the South 
Vietnamese destroyed a regi­
mental-size base camp, two 
workshops and two Soviet-made 
trucks and left the wreckage of 
20 of their own armored ve­
hicles behind. Reportedly both 
sides hi^ heavy casuiUtles.

Downey Release Due in Five Years; 
China Sends Fecteau, Woman Free

HONG KONG (AP) — Com­
munist China today freed two 
Americans, a man held captive 
for 18 years and a woman cap­
tured on a yacht In 1968. The 
pair crossed into Hong Kong 
and left on a flight for the 
United States.

The Peking government an­
nounced It had reduced the life 
sentence of another American 
and that a fourth American 
prisoner committed. suicide 
more than two years ago,

Richard Fecteau, 43, a civil­
ian Army employe from Lynn, 
Mass., captured during the Ko­
rean war, and Mary Ann Har- 
bert crossed the border in the 
early afternoon. A Royal Air 
Force helicopter flew them to 
Kal Tak airport, and there they 
boarded a U.S. Military plane 
for the United States, a spokes­
man for the Hong Kong govern­
ment said.

It was not known where the 
plane was taking them.

Peking announced that the 
life sentence being served by 
John T. Downey, 41, of New

Britain, Conn., had been com­
muted to five years starting 
from the date of commutation 
That date was not announced, 
but presumably It was recent.

The fourth American listed 
by Peking today was Gerald 
Ross McLaughlin. The New 
Chiija News Agency said he 
was captured with Miss Har-

bert aboard a yacht In Chinese 
territorial waters north of Hong 
Kong on April 21, 1968. The 
Communist agency said he 
committed suicide on March 7, 
1669, while under investigation.

Peking's announcement was 
the first word of the capture of 
Miss Harbert and McLaughlin, 
and no information about them

W ery Happy for Richard,’ 
Sobs Sister of Downey

NEW BRUTAIN (AP) —John 
Downey's family learned in the 
middle of the night rumors 
from Hong Kong were wrong, 
that John wds not being re­
leased by the Communist Chi­
nese, but his fellow prisoner 
was.

“ I'm very happy for Richard 
Fecteau—I think It's wonder­
ful,” Downey's sister Mrs. 
Mary Walsh said through tears. 
“ That's all I can say now.”  

Peking announced that Fec­

teau, 43, and another American 
were being released and that 
the 41-year-o!d Downey's life 
sentence had been reduced to 
five years from the date of 
commutation. Earlier, a Hong 
Kong newspaper report said 
Downey also would be released.

The Downey family has not, 
received official word from the 
State Department.

Informed sources said Ameri­
can authorities here had not 
known they were In (ThXna.

Two other Americans are 
known to be still imprlscned in 
China; Air Force Capt. Phillip

September 1966, and Lt. Robert 
J. Flynn, a U.S. Navy pilot pre­
sumed shot down over (23iina's 
Kwangsl Province In August 
1967.

Navy Lt. Joseph Dunn, whose 
plane was shot down off 
China's Hainan Island in Feb­
ruary 1968, Is listed as missing 
on the Chinese mednland.

The government spokesman 
said Fecteau looked healthy 
and wore a blue Chinese suit 
with blue cap. Miss Harbert, in 
Western-style clothes, appeared 
healthy but rather thin, the 
spokesman said. They had 
eight pieces of luggage between 
them.

ANORA DO HEROI8MO, Az­
ores (AP) President Nixon 
discussed the Indlan-Paklstani 
war and other international 
problems today in his first ses­
sion with President Pompidou 
of France.

The International monetary 
crisis did not ceme up In a 2%- 
hour morning meeting, spokes­
men said. Treasury Secretary 
Jehn B. Connally and France's 
f i n a n c e  minister, Glscard 
d'BstaIng talked about that in a 
side meeting.

Nixon and Pompidou are ex­
pected to discuss the monetary 
Issue as well as Nixon's up­
coming trips to China and the 
Soviet Union at later sessions.

They met In the Town Coun­
cil building. The day was sunny 
and .warm and both presidents 
igore gray suits.

Nixon's objective In the meet­
ing with Pcmpldou—and later 
with other allied leaders—is to 
discuss his visit to Peking in 
February and later to Moscow.

In the meetings with allies, 
Nixon's idea is to discuss East- 
West relations In general.

But the monetary crisis fig­
ures to be an Important topic 
here because of Pnince's differ­
ences with the United States on 
how to reach a solution.

Nixon Is staying at the U.S. 
air base 12 miles outside Ang- 
ra. He flew to the outskirts of 
town In a helicopter this morn­
ing, then boarded his bubble- 
top limousine for a ride through 
the town's narrow streets.

Standing up In the car, he 
waved to hundreds of flag-wav- 
Ing schoolchildren and their 
cheering elders massed behind 
rope barricades along the cob­
blestone streets.

Pompidou, staying In a villa 
at the ether end of the island, 
was waiting for Nixon at the 
meeting place and they posed 
In the ernate council chamber 
on the second floor for three re­
lays of news photographers.

They pcsed again at the end 
cf the morning session In a gar­
den outside the council hall. 
Then Nixon flew off in a heli­
copter from a soccer field for 
the air base for lunch. Pom­
pidou left shortly afterward.

A French spokesman de­
scribed the merning session as 
"very frank and cordial.''

Vriilte House spokesman Ron­
ald L. Ziegler noted that this 
conference comes at a time 
when “ progress has been 
made" In the strategic arms 
limitation talks—SALT—be­
tween the United States and the 
Soviet union and in negotia- 
tlcns between the two Germa- 
nys on Berlin.

The French spokesman said 
the war In Pakistan had come 
up at the meeting but he' did 
not elaborate.

Nixon told newsmen who flew 
with him_.to the Azores Sunday

that their Job would be difficult 
because "everything Important 
pretty well has to be talked 
about behind closed doors.”

Officially, Nixon made the 
five-hour Atlantic flight be­
cause he wanted to consult with 
the French leader before going 
to Peking and Moscow. Nixon 
was said to be particularly In­
terested In discussing Pom­
pidou's conversations with 
Leonid I. Brezhnev during the 
Soviet Communist party chief's 
visit to Paris In October.

However, Pompidou came 
preoccupied with the Inter­
national monetary crisis. And 
Nixon brought a top-level mon­
etary and trade team headed 
by Secretary of the Treasury 
John B. Connally and Including 
Ambassador-at-Large David 
Kennedy, the former Treasury 
chief now specializing in trade 
negotiations.

On the foreign policy side, 
Nixon was accompanied by 
Secretary of State William P. 
Rogers, National Security Ad­

viser Henry A. Klaslnger and 
Martin J. Killebrand, assistant 
secretary of state for European 
affairs.

Because It was a working vis­
it to this oceon-glrded part ot 
Portugal, the welcoming cere­
mony for Nixon was low keyed, 
National anthems were played 
at AJes air field, which Is oper­
ated by the U.S. Air Force, and 
Portuguese Premier Marcello 
Caetano was on hand.

Pompidou, traveling In a pro­
totype of the Concorde super­
sonic airliner, arrived In a tor­
rential rain. No available ramp 
could reach the door of the 
plane. The president had to 
climb down a ladder and got 
soaked.

Nixon and the French leader 
haul two private sessions sched­
uled today with a flmil meeting 
Tuesday morning.

Indians Squeeze 
Embattled Dacca

Indian troops were reported 

wHhln 16 miles of the Bast 
Pakistani capital of Dacca Sun­
day night and-" advancing from 
three directions.

Senior Pakistani officers In 
Dacca predicted the assault on 
the city would begin by Tues­
day. They said their defenses 
were disorganized and crum­
bling. But Pakistan's military

chief in the East, Lt. Gen. A. 
A. K. Nlazl, was said to be de­
termined not to surrender.

A battalion of Indian para­
troopers was dropped some­
where north of Dacca on Satur­
day night. An Indian military 
spokesman said they advanced 
on the city Sunday night after 
beating eff a counterattack dur­
ing which they killed 23 Paki­
stani soldiers and took 12 pris­
oners.

The spokesman was unable to 
say Ariiether the paratroopers 
had linked up with another In­
dian column advancing from 
the Meghna River to the north­
east. These troops were report­
ed tc have taken Narslngdl, 26 
miles from the capital, and to

be "now advancing fast to­
ward Dacca.”

The medn drive on Dacca is 
from the southeast, and some 
reports placed H near Daud- 
kandl, 20 miles away.

East Pakistani guerrillas In 
Dacca and its suburbs were 
said to be awaiting the signal 
for a general uprising, but so 
far no fighting was reported In 
the city Itself.

All 18 Pakistani F86 Sobra 
Jets In the East have been de­
stroyed, and there is little artil­
lery and leas than a brigade of 
30,000 to defend 'the city.

Elsewhere in East Paktatan, 
heavy fighting was reported 
around the army, base at the 
southern river port of Khulna, 
about 136 miles southwest of 
Dacca; In the northern DlnaJ- 
pur sector, and in the HUH area 
In the northwest.

Indian military spokesmen 
reported hundreds o i Pakistanis 
were surrendering in the Com­
ma sector, about 60 miles east 
of Dacca, but Pakistan denied 
this.

A map in' India’s Bias tern 
military headquarters in Calcut­
ta Indicated about two thirds 
cf East Pakistan is In Indian
hands.

As the Indians drew close to 
Dacca, three British planes cn 
Sunday evacuated more than

After the Freeze

Now It’s Rent and Health Costs

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Price Commission is moving to­
ward setting guidelines for resi­
dential rent and health costs, 
which have been In economic 
limbo since the freeze ended 
four weeks ago.

A commission spokesman 
said Chairman C. Jackson 
Grayson Jr. put the two Items 
on the agenda for the panel's 
regular weekly meeting today 
and Tuesday, although still 
a w a i t i n g  recommendations 
from two advisory panels.

"He Just doesn’t think we can 
wait any longer,”  the spokes­
man said. Announcement of 
any decision probably would 
come late Tuesday or Wednes­
day.

Meanwhile, a Pay Board 
spokesman said that panel soon 
wilt Issue long-awaited forms 
for reporting big wage agree, 
ments.

Back on Nov. 2 I  reviewed 
Ixnin Maaiel in ah appearance 
with the New Phllharmonla Or- 
oheetra of Liondon, out at 
UCcnn. I  didn't think much at 
him but I  aroused the Ire of 
a couple of readers, one of 
whom became downright lib­
elous In hts leter to the editor. 
Mr. Maazel recently gave an 
Interview to Mary Campbell of 
the AP  and while the Herald 
didn't carry It, the release did 
get plenty of space and wide 
coverage, so i  think I shall com­
ment on it.

Mr. Maazel is 41, was bom 
In Paris to American parents, 
was a child prodigy, and start­
ed conducting 20 years ago. His 
reputation then, among mu­
sicians, was that he had a 
"phonographic" memory. The 
reputation still sticks, whether 
deservedly or not. In case you 
don't know what the term 
means. It signifies that he learns 
music by listening to It on the 
phonograph Instead of , studying 
the score.

When news of his selection to 
head the Cleveland came out 
eariy in September, I  happened 
to be attending a convention of 
music critics in Washington. 
The consensus was that vdiile 
the appointment wouldn't be an 
out and out disaster for Clev- 
land. It certainly was far from 
the test possible choice.

Ih e  orchestra members 
themselves had a vote and de­
cided 96 to 2 that they didn't 
want him, and had a press con­
ference to publicize their ver­
dict. It didn't make any differ­
ence with the board of direc­
tors of the Cleveland Orchestra, 
so he will take up his duties In 
Severance Hall In September of 
1972. He will do a pair of con­
certs there this mcaith.

Mr. Maazel Is anything but 
reticent. "I 'm  starting this po­
sition with the repertoire and 
experience most conductors 
have when they retire," he told 
Mary Campbell. " I  could con­
duct 20 years ot concerts In 
Cleveland and never open an­
other score because I  have a 
repertoire of over 1,000 works." 
A really modest chap; now let's 
see.

He's teen conducting 20 
years, off and on. To learn 1,000 
scores he would have to leam 
one a week for every one of 
those 20 years. You jtist don't 
leam the score of a major work 
In a week. Tcu can become fa­
miliar with it bui that's all. Tos­
canini made three sets of re­
cordings of the Beethoven sym­
phonies because he decided 
each time that he didn't really 
know them.

1 don't know when Toscanini 
started studying Beethoven but 
he ccnducted the Ninth Sym­
phony In New York In 1913. his 
last recording of the work was 
made In 1954, something over 40 
years later. But then, of course, 
Toscanini probably wasn't as 
brilliant as Mr. Maazel.

Now let's consider that " I  
could conduct for 20 years" 
crack. Doing 26 programs a 
season for 20 years means 620 
programs. At an hour and a 
half apiece this amounts to 780 
hours of music. This would 
mean his 1,000-woric repertoire 
averages 46 minutes cf playing 
time for each piece. There Just 
aren't that many lengthy sym­
phonic works.

Haydn symphonies, which 
number over 100, are less than 
half an hour long each. The 
same is true of Mozart who 
wrote 49 symphonies, Including 
some of doubtful origin. Beetho­
ven symphonies average a little 
over half an . hour, but the 
Eighth is considerably shorter; 
the only wrote nine as you 
know. Brahms only wrote four. 
Mahler didn't complete his 10th 
and neither did Bruckner. In 
fact It Is a superstition nowa­
days not to exceed Beethoven’s 
output.

The symphony is the largest 
orchestral form. It rarely ex­
ceeds an hour of performing 
time, and many times is only 
half that long. Prokofteff’s 
"Olassical”  Sympiiony lasts 
less than 20 minutes, and he Is 
a modem composer. Just where 
is Mr. iMaazel getting "over 
1,000 works" that average 48 
minutes each?

-Mr. Maazrt avers that he is 
"one of the five highest priced 
conductors in the world." As. to 
this I  do not know. I  only know 
I  wouldn’t pay it. And such lu­
minaries as Bing Crosby, Frank 
Sinatra, and Perry Cbmo have 
made Mr. Maazel’s earnings 
quite minuscule by comparison. 
His pay may be a measure of 
his commercial success, but it 
has absolutely nothing to do 
with his artistic merit.

H ie remark that really got 
me, however, was this. " I  hope 
to set up an international stan­
dard in conducting, in Cleve­
land. In Washington they have 
a department for weights and 
measures. I  would Hke to set 
up a department for weights 
and measures in conducting 
and get this profession beck on 
Its feet." Oh brother!

In short, Mr. Maazel appar­
ently knows so little about mu­
sic that he is unaware that the 
man who Is continually b low i^  
his own hom is always found at 
the little end ot It.

NEW YORK (AP ) — David 
Sarnoff was 16 vdien he went to 
apply for a job as a newspaper 
copy boy. He mistakenly tunied 
into the office of the Oom- 
mericlal Cable Co., which hired 
him as a *6.60 a week messen­
ger.

That wnmg turn marked his 
entry into thei world ot the elec­
tron. It changed his life and it 
Indirectly influenced the lives 
of millions of others who were 
to be affected by the products 
of his vision.

Sarnoff, who died Sunday at 
the age of 80, was a  broad­
casting pioneer and hard-driv­
ing businessman who became a 
major force behind the develop­
ment of the electronic media, 
with aU Its profound effects on 
American life.

He organized the National 
Broadcasting Co. and rose to 
head of the ROA Corp. l\Tien he 
retired In 1970, he left an em­
pire which had a gross annual 
sales volume of more than *3 
bllHon and turned out more 
than 12,000 products. |

Because of his farsighted 
grasp of the practical possi­
bilities of radio and television 
and communications satellites, 
he was a dominant figure in the 
electronic communications in­
dustry for more than 60 years.

Bom in a small Russian vil­
lage, Sarnoff came to this coun­
try as a boy in 1900. When his 
father died several years later, 
he took the messenger's job to 
support his mother and three 
brothers and sisters.

Saving his money, he bought 
a telegraph instrument and 
learned the Morse code. He 
was hired by the Marconi Wire­
less Telegraph Instrument Co. 
of America.

His first real step on the road 
to fame came mi the night of 
April 14, 1912, when he was
wireless operator at the Mar­
coni station atop Wanamaker’s 
Store in New York.

It was that night the SS T i­
tanic, en route to New York on 
her maiden voyage, struck an 
iceberg and sank with the loss 
of 1,617 lives.

Young Sarnoff picked up the 
staccato dots and dashes of the 
message from the British 
steamship: "H it an iceberg. 
Sinking fast." For the next 72 
hours, he told the world about 
the disaster, relayed names of 
the 700 survivors from a rescue 
ship and guided other rescue 
ships.

To facilitate Samoff’s job of 
picking up the weak signals. 
President William Howard Taft 
ordered all other wireless sta­
tions along the East Coast si­
lenced to prevent any Inter­
ference.

The Titanic disaster served to 
focus worldwide attention on 
the vast potential of radio and 
the new medium aulvanced rap­
idly after that. So did Sarnoff.

In 1916 he wrote a memo­
randum to his superiors propos­
ing that a "radio music box" 
could be developed to broadcast 
programs directly into the 
home.

"1 have In mind a plan of de­
velopment which would make 
radio a househcrid utility In the 
same sense as a piano or 
phonograph. The ieda is to 
bring music Into the home by 
wireless,”  he wrote.

Sameff estimated sales of 
cne million sets, at *76 a set, 
within three years, fer sales cf 
*76 million. Actuat RCA sales 
from 1922 to 1924 amounted to 
*83 million.

In 1923 he penned another 
memo: " I  believe that tele­
vision, which Is the technical 
name for seeing as well as 
hearing by radio, will ceme to 
pass in the future."

But he was ahead of tele­
vision technology fer the time 
being, so he turned to another 
interest—the formation of a 
central broadcasting organ­
ization through which RCA 
could feed a number of Inter­
connected radio stations.

NEtC was put together In 1926, 
tc be the kmnd cf Dr, Walter 
Damrcech's "Music Appl'eclu- 
(ion Hour," the Metropolitan

Ikavld Samott

Opera and Arturo Toscanini 
and the NBC Symphony Or­
chestra.

Sarnoff became president of 
RCA in 1930, a year after the 
company acquired Victor Talk­
ing Machine CO., with its "His 
Master's Voice” and "Vlctrola” 
trademarks.

During the 1930s, he success­
fully sherpherded RCA throu^ 
various economic and legal 
troubles while continuing to In­
vest huge sums In research.

The investment paid off with 
the first public TV broadcast In 
this country during the 1939 
New York Worid's Fair.

During World War II he was 
a special consultant to Gen. 
Dwight D. Eisenhower's head­
quarters in Europe. He was 
promoted to brigadier general 
on 'Dec. 6, 1944.

He was decorated by th'e 
United States and BYance and 
received 27 honorary degrees 
from American schools.

Once he spoke of the role 
luck had in his career:

" I  know It takes more than 
luck alone, but I  do not hesitate 
tc acknowledge that I  have 
teen lucky beyond my deserts 
. . .  It was luck that my parents 
had . . . the good sense to bring 
me to this land of freedom and 
. . .  It was a lucky coincidence 
that I was bom a l^ t  the same 
time that the electron was dis­
covered. And it was lucky that 
I  hitched my wagon to the elec­
tron."

Sarnoff Is survived by his 
widow, Llzette, three sons— 
Robert W. Sarnoff of New 
York, chairman of RCA; Ed­
ward Sarnoff of New York, 
chairman of the board of Fleet 
Services, Inc., and Thomas W, 
Sarnoff of Beverly Hills, Calif., 
staff executive vice president. 
West Coast, cf NBC—and two 
brothers, a sister and nine 
grandchildren.

Sarnoff, who had been ill for 
several years, died at his town- 
house on East 71st Street.

His body >trlll repose at the 
Campbell Funeral chapel here. 
A funeral service will be held 
Wednesday at 10:30 a.m. at 
Temple Emanu-el.

Small Crowd

The Manchester Civic Or­

chestra gave Its first concert ot 
the season yesterday afternoon 
at Bailey Auditorium before a 
rather meager audience. Dr. 
Jack Keller, now In hli fourth 
season with the group, con­
ducted. The orchestra sounded 
well, on the whole, and It Is re­
grettable that so few people 
attended.

The "Roman Carnival" Over­
ture opened the program and 
went extremely well. This Is a 
difficult work for any group and 
one which an orchestra of this 
type might have teen expected 
to leave to others. Yet It sound­
ed professionally well played 
with fine ensemble and clarity 
of utterance. Leslie Swenson Is 
to be congratulated for a really 
nice performance of the Import­
ant Ekigllsh hom solo early In 
the work.

iVext came Beethoven's fam­
ous Fifth Symphony. This Is 
not as difficult as many people 
Imagine, and is a grateful piece 
ot music for it returns opulent 
sound for the efforts* of the 
players. Only In the trio of the 
scherzo is It really difficult, and 
It must be admitted that the 
cellos sounded pretty badly at 
this point. They stayed together 
rhythmically, but they parted 
company right and left in the 
matter of Intonation.

The slow movement could 
have teen a little more lyrical, 
and the finale a little faster, 
but on the whole It was a very 
creditable performance.

A novelty was offered as the 
first selection following the In­
termission. TIfls was the early 
Strauss compoeltlcn, "Sere­
nade," the one for 13 wind In­
struments, not the much more 
famous one for voice. It Is not 
an altogether satisfactory wqrk. 
It was written when Strauss 
was still In high school and had 
had little musical instruction.

Subsequently published as his 
Opus 7, it would give the false 
impression that It Is a  later 
work, but he actually wrote It 
for a  school chum to use In sere­
nading a girl friend. It is imma­
ture, and consequently needs all 
sorts of flattering performing 
techniques if It is to Impress. 
Unfortunately it' got an ade­
quate performance but not a 
flattering one.

Copland's "A  Lincoln Por­
trait”  closed the program. This 
went very well. The quotations 
from Lincoln were read by Dr. 
Frederick W. Lowe, president 
cf Manchester Community Col­
lege, who managed the text 
with imderstahding. The or­
chestra played the rather diffi­
cult score with aplomb and 
even daring. Dr. Heller demon­
strated that he certainly knew 
what the work was about, and 
achieved fine balance between 
the reader and the orchestral 
forces.

Is contract bridge a game of 
luck or a game of skill? If you

North dealer.

Opening lend — Five of

East took the ace of si>ades 

and returned a spade for his 
partner to ruff. West then led 
the klrfl; cf clubs to dummy's 
ace.

Scuth led cut the ace and king 
cf hearts, discovering that he 
would have to lose a trump 
trick. He started on the dia­
monds at once, hoping to dis­
card his losing club, but East 
ruffed the third diamond. South 
had to ruff the spade return and 
sunender the setting trick to 
the queen of clubs.

Scuth moaned piteously about 
his bad luck. He would have 
made the game If there hadn't 
been a spade ruff, or if West 
had held three trumps Instead 
cf only two. If West hadn't re­
lumed a club, or If East had 
held three or more diamonds.

No Sympathy
Readers of this column are 

the tenderest hearted creatures 
In the world, but they have no 
sympathy lor South. He dug his 
own grave.

West's spade ruff proved that 
East had started with seven 
spades. West's discard on the 
second trump showed that East 
had started with three trumps. 
East could have only three oth­
er cards, and he had al­
ready played one club. Hiere- 
fore East couldn't possibly have 
as many as three diamonds.

South's only chance was to 
lead a third trump before run­
ning the diamonds. East would 
be unable to lead a club, and 
South would then be able to run 
the diamonds safely to discard 
his losing club.

What If South’s bad luck Is 
that he can't think clearly when 
he plays the cards? Then he 
should double three spades and 
collect a modest profit instead 
of demonstrating his infirmity 
as a declarer. There are no un-. 
lucky bridge players, there are

Philip told the Boaton Herald 
Traveler newsman that hie par­
ents had listened late Sunday 
night to 11 television newscast 
that montlonod a poaslblllty hie 
brother would be reloaaod to- 
dny,

"But, we've had so many 
false alarms, wo didn’t really 
believe It this time," ho said.

He siild his parents wore 
asleep and that he was reluc­
tant to awaken them.

"We'll talk about It In the 
morning when they wake up," 
he said, “ We'll make our plans 
then."

But newsmen waiting outside 
the house of Richard Fecteau's 
parents today reported that no 
one appeared to be home.

The New England Telephone 
Co., said the Fccteaus asked to 
have their telephone dis­
connected.

Richard Fecteau, 43, was a 
civilian Army employe when he 
was captured In 1952, during 
the Korean conflict, when a 
military plane on which he and 
John T. Downey, 41, of New 
Britain, Conn., were' passengers 
was shot down oii a flight from 
Japan to Korea.

T h e  Communist Chiheso 
charged that bc'.h were on a 
mission for the U.8, Central In­
telligence Agency dropping Na- 
tlcnallst Chinese spies.

The United States repeatedly 
denied the charge.

Fecteau was sentenced to 20 
years In prison, and Downey 
was given a life term. Peking 
announced that Downey's sen­
tence had been commuted to 
(ivo years from the date of 
commutation, that date was net 
announced.

Fecteau Is father of twin 
daughters, now 21. Ho and the 
girls' mother were divorced the 
year before he was captured,

Fecteau remarried, but his 
second wife died In a fire In 
1053 In Avalon Shores, Md.

Fecteau and his daughters 
had kept In touch with letters 
until four years ago when the 
Chinese stepped giving the 
girls' letters to their father be­
cause of an address one of 
them Inadvertently put on a let­
ter.

She wrote "The Peoples Re­
public of Red China." and the 
letter was returned unopened 
with “ Red China" underlined In 
red.

None of the letters from the 
girls, named Suzon and Sidnlce, 
since then had teen opswered.

Fecteau had managed to buy 
gifts for his daughters on some 
occasions, such as Christmas or 
their birthdays.

North End’s New No. 1 Nuisance
RealdenU of the North End have been 

noUny, with pleasure and with gratitude, 
that the odor of union Pond seems to 
have become a  thing ot the past—of un- 
fragrant memory, Hianlcs to helpful up­
stream developments. Union Pond seem­
ed to have lost a  great deal of Its 
famous character even before It was 
drained for repairs to the dam. And now 
the hope is that, whatever the water 
level maintained In the future, the pub­
lic and neighborhood nuisance aiqiect 
of Union Pond has been banished jier- 
manently, leaving the town richer by 
some beautiful open space scenery and 
opportunity for future recreational de­
velopment.

While the Union Pond odor lasted. It 
had to be considered the prime an­
noyance In North End life.

Now that the pond odor has gone — 
peihaps forever— North End people are  
free to devote their unwilling attention 
to their number two intbllc nuisance, 
now promoted to be number one. This 
Is the combination of asphalt smell and 
g^dme being belched into the pure North 
^nd a ir by an otherwise fine com- 
iherclal enterprise which ought to be 
located outside, instead of in the middle 
of, any residential district.

The town's and the state’s  pollution 
experts should undertake a  survey, some 
time, to determine just how healthy 
these fumes are to the lungs which have 
to consume them if they are to venture 
outdoors in the North End, what they 
do to any wash they happen to encounter  ̂
on the line, and what they add to the 
frequency with which North End homes 
need painting.

But whether the answers to such ques­
tions are serious or inconsequential, one 
basic general judgment can be made. 
No latter twentieth century residential 
district should have to live under such 
a  nuisance, and the successful program  
to clean up Union Pond should be fol­
lowed by some official attention to the 
desirability of cleaning up the air over 
it.

which w ar seem s to pay off.

Tbe demonstration being given by In­
dia says that certain mlUtary and 
political objectives can be decided upon, 
the rest of the world shouldered aside 
while military force l.« used to strike 
toward them, and the peace concluded, 
at the timing of India itself, whenever it 
judges it has satisfied Us own objectives.

Not too m any people are being killed— 
perhaps not as  many as were already 
starving or a s  had already been 
slaughtered in the trouble which provid­
ed the pretext for the open war. ITie 
bombing by planes and the occupation 
of tanks m ay be sufficient for the crea­
tion of the new state ot Bangla Desh, a  
goal which years of attempts at peace­
ful negotiation might never have achiev­
ed.

So what is there, in th^ history of these 
days in which India is having its 
will with Pakistan, to tell any other na­
tion that w ar is not a  good instrument 
for it to use if it feels the need or 
encounters an  opportunity which is hard 
to resist?

And what la there, in the current les­
son India is giving to the world, to re­
mind any of us of the days when we 
thought th a t,. thanks to the principle 
and example of men like Oandi and 
Nehru, India was the world's great cen­
ter cf belief in non-violence?

The final question in this series is this;

Do we really accept the lesson, as it has 
been given us, in India's demonstration 
of the practical usefulness of w ar as an 
Instrument of national policy?

Or do we still insist on trying to find 
some other kind of theory to try to live 
by?

Castro’s Chile Reception
Fidel Castro, during his as day visita­

tion in Chile, spent a  great deal of his 
time forsaking his own characterisUc 
rd e  as a revoluUonary firebrand. Cblm 
down and take it easy, he kept saying 
to the Chileans \riu> thought he had come 
to lead them into a  more furious revolu­
tionary pace. Try your own President 
AUende’s  type of gradual revolution 
through law, he said.

Castro’s object, then, was to support 
and reinforce his friend. Dr. Allende.

But sometimes what men m ay intend 
In one situation is frustrated by their' 
own past record, or by' what they are  
reputed to be. And the deliberately 
milder Castro who unveiled himself in 
Chile wound up. it would seem, not 
pleasing Dr. Allende's own supporters 
at all, while, a t the same time, his very  
presence, his very prolonged presence, 
one might say, seemed to act a s  a  
catalyst bringing aU Dr. Allende's 
domesUc opposlUon into a  new and 
fiercer unity.

The result U that Dr. Allende’s peace­
ful. ballot-box type of revolution seems 
to be in much more trouble after receiv­
ing Castro’s  help than it w as before he 
cam e. Other potential revolutionaiy 
movements in Datin A m erica m ay think 
twice, then, before they invite Castro to 
come and give them his personal bless­
ing. We never quite get over the idea 
that Castro’s  main strength, over these 
long years for his own Cuba, has not 
been the quality of his own revolution 
so much as it has been the dramatic 
role he has been able to seize upon as  
the Caribbean David to Uncle Sam ’s 
Goliath. Should the day ever come when 
he couldn’t get up every morning and 
claim the enmity of his big neighbor, 
he might begin loehig influence and 
prestige in Ckiba itself.

An American Success Story

of Latvian In^pendence Day, I would 
like to pay tribute to one of my most out­
standing constituents, Mr. Ludis Upen- 
leks.

Mr. Upenieks is an American citizen 
who w as bom necu: DalgopUs, Latvia on 
November 16, 1918. He worked hard put­
ting himself through elementsuy school 
in Svente and secondary school in Iluk- 
ste, not overioMdng a n y  jobs which 
would supplement his income. As a  loyal 
Latvian, he joined the arm ed forces of 
his country when he graduated from 
scluxd. In 1941, he was appointed secre­
tary  of the city and township of Ilukste, 
an important position in the government 
service of Latvia.

The upheavals of the Second W<H*ld 
W ar separated Ludis Upenieks from his 
family and at the w ar’s conclusion he 
established himself in Essllngen, Ger­
many as a  designer of custom made 
jewelry. His talents found quick recog- 
niUen, and he had many customers. But, 
because of the greater opportunities in 
this country, Mr. Upenieks migrated to 
the United States in 1960.

When he arrived here he resumed his 
trade on the west coast. However, be­
cause he wished to build and create on 
a  larger scale, he came to the east coast 
and began to learn the housing construc­
tion trade. After a  year with a  large con­
struction firm in Manchester, Conn. Mr. 
Upenieks became a  subcontractor for 
the same company. In 1956 he formed 
partnership with Mr. Um ar Ruppner 
and the firm flourished. Since then, the 
Upenieks and R u i ^ e r  Construction Co. 
has provided hundreds of job oppor- 
timitles for Latvian-Americans in the 
home construction field.

The success of the Upenieks and 
Ruppner Construction Co. has meant 
more than helping his fellow country­
men to find employment. Because of his 
desire to help his adopted country, Mr. 
Upenieks has made substantial contribu­
tions to scholarships for young Ameri­
cans of Latvian origin. Because of the 
generosity of this Latlvan-American, 
many young Americans have been able 
to continue their education and develop 
their full potential.

Mr.Upenieks is indeed an outstanding 
example for his community. We can be 
proud that such men as Mr. Upenieks 
have come to our shores to lend us their 
courage and their skill in building Amer­
ica. Ludis Upenieks’ career Is a  true 
American success story.

Costly Packasring
How much do you really spend on 

food? N6t your total grocery bill, but the 
food itself. Only about a third of your 
food dollar actually goes to the farmer. 
The middle-men get the rest. A U.8. Ag­
riculture Department study has found 
that nearly 9 cents of each dollar spent 
on U.S. farm grown foods goes solely for 
its packaging. Much of this results from 
the expansion of so-called convenience 
foods and the requirements of our rapid 
system of nationwide distribution. But 
that’s more than 18 per cent of the mid­
dleman costs — $8.8 billion a  year just 
for wrappings, 42 per cent of it paper, 
22 per cent metal, the rest plastic, gloss, 
wood and textiles. Very little of it is 
ever recycled: And packaging is increas­
ing. It’s  getting so you can’t buy a head 
of lettuce without carrying it home in a 
non-biodegradable plastic bag. The price 
we pay, in cash and environmental deg­
radation, for ail this “convenience" Is 
t r u l y  staggering. — MILWAUKEE 
JOURNAL.

WASHINGTON— Â few days 
after the visit here of Indian 
Prim e Minister Indira Gandhi 
Nov. 3-6, private assurance 
were sent to New Delhi that 
the U.S. would start pressing 
Pakistan to give autonomy to 
E a st Pakistan as soon as, the 
Pakistani government reverted  
to civilian rule late in Decem­
ber.

'That assurance, sent Mrs. 
Gandhi in hope that she would 
not invade Pakistan, was never 
even acknowledged by the In­
dian government. To President 
Nixon, the silence from New 
Delhi was one more piece of 
intelUgence that India did not 
want to resolve the tragedy of 
E ast Pakistan by political-diplo­
matic means but was dead set 
on military action.

Placed on the defensive
the press and D e m o c r a t ic_
tacks on his handling of the noW 
fuU-blown Indla-Pakistan war, 
President Nixon m ay some day 
fully expose nine months of 
m ajor — but secret — U.S. dip­
lomatic effort to convince Pak­
istan to give autonomy to E ast 
Pakistan and to restrain India. 
Until he does, the Intensity of 
the U.S. effort is leaking out 
in dribs and drabs, the most 
significant of which was the 
President’s pledge to 'In d ia  to 
start applying hard pressure 
on Pakistan’s new civilian gov­
ernment due to take over later 
this month.

The point of delaying full U.S. 
pressure on Pakistan was ob­
vious: the present military gov­
ernment was too publicly com­
mitted against independence for 
E ast Pakistan to reverse its 
position.

In short, Mr. , Nixon’s secret 
diplomatic efforts were keyed 
to a  timetable that compelled 
him t# go slow while India’s 
obvious purpose was to force 
the issue by a military invasion 
of Pakistan before that time­
table could run Its course.

TlMit explains the low estate 
to which India has fallen inside 
the Nixon administration. Top 
officials are convinced that 
while India gave mild Up serv­
ice to a dipolmatic solution 
which almost certainly would 
have succeeded, military action 
had long since been decided on 
by India to thwart a  diplomatic 
solution.

Muskle Gold Mine
Sen. Edmund S. Muskle’s

campaign strategists, eyeing 
anti-property -tax  sentiment in 
California, are  considering gov­
ernment-financed Senate hear­
ings on- tax  problems there to 
boost the ktuskle-for-Presldent 
campaign.

SpecificaUy, they are  discuss­
ing the prospect of the Senate 
Inteigovernmental relations sub­
committee, headed by Muskie, 
conducting hearings on property 
taxes during a  scheduled Mus­
kle campaign visit to California 
Dec. 20 and 21.

The timing is crucial, points 
out a  confidential intra-<^fice 
memorancftim by Anna Navarro, 
who runs pubUc opinion anal­
ysis for the Muskle campaign, 
and Dan Lewis, a  Muakie Sen­
ate staffer. After Muskle for­
mally announces his candidacy 
on Jan . 4, the subcommittee 
hearings would be em barrass­
ingly suspect. Only up untU that 
date, says the Navarro-Lewis 
memo, can the proposed hear­
ings "take advantage of free 
TV time before it is too late.”

The purely poIlUcal moUve of 
the hearings shines Uke gold, 
based squarely on the results of 
Miss ' Navarro’s  poll in Cali­
fornia. "ReAdlng over the open- 
ended responses (by voters 
polled) . . . make It apparent 
that property taxes are aU Im­
portant In this crucial state,” 
says the memo. ” . . .  Captur­

ing the issue is worth a  gold 
mine to any candidate.”

Miss N avarro and Lewis pro­
posed that the Senate hearings 
be staged as a  TV spectac­
ular. master-minded by Robert 
Squire, Muskie’s resident med­
ia expert. They add; ’’Squler 
agrees that it would be a  bril­
liant visual event, particularly 
if we can dramatize the effects 
of the property ta x  on elderly 
homeowners and school chil­
dren in poor neighborhoods.” 

Nor do the Muskie staffers 
think in strictly parochial terms 
of California. "Capturing the 
property tax issue would be 
great in places other than cajl- 
fornla,” the memo advises 
Geoige Mitchell, Muskte’s top 
political operative. "Think of all 
the schools that have closed In 
the last two years because citi­
zens refused to tax tljemselves 
anymore.”

Another key to his success 
was his ability to put the 
Democrats in the position of 
seeming to jeopardize a  cause 
of national Importance—passage 
of the tax  bill—by a  maneuver 
for partisan advantage.

Tunnel Explosion Kills 22; 
Safety Violations Suspect

PORT HURON, Mich. (AP) 
—A former safety Inspector on 

the Lake Huron water tunnel, 
where, 23 men died in a violent 
explosion Saturday, charged to­
day that his superiors had per­
mitted safety violations so they 
could stay on schedule in con­
struction of the huge facility.

The charges were leveled by 
R o g e r  Roubaud, 80, of 
Mountpleasant in a copyright 
Interview with the Detroit 
News. It was not immediately 
known why Roubaud left the 
IMX>ject.

Roubaud said that debris 
sometimes clogged the tunnel 
causing shorts in electrical wir­
ing.

did not cause something like 
this a long time ago,"

Roubaud said ho plans to ask 
the Detroit Building OVades. 
Council to investigate the proj­
ect. "Somebody should lock 
into this good,”  he said. 
"There's just no reason why iitl 
those things should have been 
allowed to exist."

Remus was at the tunnel 
area today to direct the search 
for possible additional bodies.

"IVe think we nave all of 
them out," said Gerald Remus, 
a project oTficial. "But if you 
saw that tangled-up mess of de­
bris, you'd understand how 
somebody could still be down 
there."

Attorneyg, Court 
Split o n ‘Chief’

HARTFORD (AP) — The leg- 
Is'ature’s Judiciary Committee 
has split with the state Su­
preme Court on. the question of 
creating a new office of chief 
state's attorney.

The chief state’s attorney 
would have the responsibility 
for coordinating crime-fighting 
efforts on a statewide basis.

In a letter to Chief Justice 
Charles S. House, the co-chair­
man of the Judiciary Com­
mittee; Sen. Jay Jackson, D- 
West Hartford, and Rep. John 
A. Carrozzella. D-Walllngford, 
expressed "sericus reserva­
tions" about the court's move.

TTie chairmen noted that 
while the state constitution 
gives Superior Court judges, 
and technically Supreme C3ourt 
justices are also members of 
the Superior Ck>urt bench, the 
power to appoint state’s attor­
neys, It says nothing about cmy 
power to appoint a chief state’s 
attorney.

The nine state’s attorneys 
have questioned the con­
stitutionality of legislative pre- 
poeals to create the office of 
chief state’s attorney. Their 
contentlcm Is that because of 
the constitutional separation of 
powers in government, the leg­
islature can not change the sys­
tem under which prosecutors 
are appointed by the courts.

• "I wrote a memo to our proj­
ect engineer at the time telling 
him the firm just would not 
take proper precautions,”  he 
said.

ager of the Detroit Metropoli­
tan Water Services—DMWS— 
said It was impossible to tell 
how much damage had been 
done to the $120-million project 
which had been expected tc 
supply water to Detroit by 
July.

Authorities said their first 
concern was to probe through 
some of the tangled wreckage 
to see If any more workmen 
had been pinned under the de­
bris.

Roubaud, who worked on the 
project for about a year before 
he left May 21, aald, “ the whole 
project was just full of negli­
gence. I am just amazed that 
the horrible working conditions

Investigators still were uncer­
tain today what caused Satur­
day’s blast, which rumbled 
through the six-mtle-lcng tunnel 
some 280 feet below the lake 
surface. Bight workers also 
were injured.

The tunnel, about six weeks 
from completion, Is being built 
to carry the lake’s water to De­
troit and customers of the 
cltys’ metropolitan water sys­
tem.

The workers were finishing 
laying cement In Ihe 16-foot- 
diameter tunnel, which leads 
out under the lake to an intake 
shaft extending upward to with­
in 80 feet of the lake surface.

Remus, manager of Detroit 
Metropolitan Water Services, 
described as conjucture reports 
Sunday that the explosion was 
touched off by natural gas.

"We want to get the experts 
in there and see what might 
have happened,”  Remus said.

The evacuation of bodies and 
search for survivors was Inter­
rupted Saturday night aiid ear­
ly Sunday morning by a build­
up of methane gas In the tun­
nel.

Robert Bower, a geolorist 
who examined the construction 
site a year ago, said gas build­
ups occasionally had been de­
tected.

Bower said shale through 
which the tunnel was cut con­
tained ' isolated pockets of natu­
ral gas.

“They would hit little fissures 
that wculd have gas In them 
and they might blow cut for

maybe 10 minutes or half an 
hour, so they would shut down 
this machinery, sc there would 
not be any fire," Bower said.

He said the amount of gas In­
side the fissures was small.

Remus said the tunnel had 
been equipped with sensory de­
vices and would have sounded 
an alarm In the event of a gas 
buildup or water seepage.

"It was black down there," 
said Gary Baranowski of Port 
Huron, one of the first rescuers 
to enter the tunnel, "All the 
lights were out and in the light 
from my lantern I could ace 
bodies all twisted and bleed­
ing."

Investigators from four feder­
al and state agencies began a 
probe Sunday.

Construction on the $120 mil­
lion water system began in 
1968. Eventually It will carry 
1.2 billion gallons of water daily 
to Detroit.

Another rescue worker, 28- 
year-old Robert Meese of the 
Burtchville Township Fire De­
partment, described the scene 
as "the worst thing I’ve ever 
seen in my life."

"Seven guys were alive that I 
could count," Meese said of 
what he saw when he entered 
the tunnel. "Some were moan­
ing; others were praying for 
help."

Fire Chief Lincoln Harrington 
said the explosion was so vio­
lent that air ducts made of cor­
rugated metal were shredded 
and rolled up into bails.

Some workmen, labor offi­
cials and rescuers theorized 
that a gas explosion might have 
been touched off by offshore 
drilling where a ventilation 
shaft was being installed at the 
far end of the tunnel.

John L. Shaddix, in charge of 
the drilling, said his crew had 
drilled through 200 feet of the 
lake bottom and into the roof of 
the tunnel about 80 minutes be­
fore the explosion.

“ If anything,”  Shaddix said, 
"the ventilator shaft would 
have allowed the gas to es­
cape.”

Long Journey to Bargains 
Means Nationwide Shopping

NEW YORK (AP) — One of 

the problems with this country 
Is that It can't mana r̂e to put it 
all tof^ether. Put what togeth- 
orT Low prices. 'Hiey're scat­
tered all over the country, but 
seldom assembled in any one 
place.

If you could buy your ground 
beef in Reno, your eggs in 
Fresno, Oallf., your cigarettes 
in Hickoty, N.C., your canned 
tomatoes in Springfield, Mo., 
get your haircut In El IPaso, 
Tex., and rent in Lancaster, 
S.Cm you'd be well off.

Late this year you could buy 
ground beef in Reno for 41 
cents a pound, large grade A 
eggs in Fresno for 33 cents a 
dosen. cigarettes in Hickory for 
0.41 a carton, number 308 can­
ned tomatoes in Springfield for 
17 cents, a haircut in El Paso 
for 11.00 and a nice apartment 
in Lancaster for $130 a month.

If you cannot immediately 
appreciate the relative bar­
gains Involved, consider that at 
the asune time a jxMmd of 
ground beef cost $1.29 in New 
York, eggs sold for 71 cents in 
ProvldNice, cigarettes cost 
$4.00 in Hartford, tomatoes 38 
cents in Anchorage, Alaska, a 
haircut $3-30 in Las Vegas, and 
an apartment $380 in Jersey 
aty .

The problem with finding a 
bargain in one thing is that you 
might have to travel a few hun­
dred miles for a bargain in an­
other.

In Vermillion, S.D., a wom­
an's shampoo and set coat only 
0  in September, which was 
near the lowest pride in the 
country, but a fifth of blended 
whisky cost 0.80, one of the na­
tion's highest prices.

Ihese figures come from a

continuing study of living coats 
in 140 cities around the nation, 
conducted by the American 
CStamber of Commerce Re­
searchers Association.

Whereas the government's 
Consumer Price Index concen­
trates on price changes, the 
ACCRA survey puts great em­
phasis on the actual prices— 
and for 140 cities Instead of 
dealing with a representative 
sampling only.

And it goes a step .beyond, 
rating the relative coat of living 
in each of the cities for each 
quarter and then producing an 
index—not of how prices have 
risen, but of how prices relate 
to the national average, which 
4s rated 100.

ACCRA says its index “ is 
keyed to the concept of a 
middle manag^ement executive 
family of four with an annual 
income of 05,000 to $16,000."

If this family were to choose 
one of the 140 cities for reasons 
of overall price alone it would 
live in Wilmington, N.C., where 
total costs in the third quarter 
of the year were only 0 .4  in 
comparlscn to the average of 
100.

But if it were possible—and 
this is the prob’em, it isn't—to 
shop selectively all over the 
country, you would buy your 
food in Tucson, Ariz., where the 
index was 81, tuid pay your 
rent in Ashland, Ky., where 
housing scored 0 .

You would obtain your health 
services in Lafayette, La., 
which in the third quarter had 
an index of 69.8, buy your utlU- 
ties in San Jose, Calif., which 
rated 60, your transportation in 
Henderson, IQr., which scored 
67.4, and your miscellaneous 
sendees in VermllllMt— t̂he 
place udiere the shamixw costs

little and the whisky a lot — 
which rated 72.

Since aU this cannot be done, 
you might wonder what can be 
learned from these figures. Un­
derstandably, the various 
chambers of commerce like to 
shout about their low figures, if 
only to drown out comment 
about their 100-pIus scm« s.

San Jose, for instance, might 
like to talk up those low utility 
rates So as to enocurage new 
industry, but it might also be 
inclined to do so in order to dis­
tract from that 156.4 score In 
the cost of health care.

Ihe chambers can find my­
riad uses for such statistics, 
but for the layman the impor­
tant lesson is this:

When national averages are 
used they disguise some amaz­
ing contrasts. No place is aver­
age so stop looking for it.

In Rutland, Vt., the index of 
all Itetns was 100.7, or less than 
a point above the national aver­
age. But whereas you could vis­
it a doctor for Just 0  a visit, 
lowest figure for the 140 cities 
your natural gas utility bill 
might have been $30 a month, 
one of the highest in the nation.

Ho liked the graduate stu­
dents with whom he lived last 
year, Groat says, "but now Fm 
older . . .  I value my social life.
I think I've been getting along 
quite well here."

Orost grow up as a  cele­
brated child prodigy who was 
catapulted straight from grade 
school Into Michigan State Uni- 
veralty Just before he turned U 
In the fall ot 1064. He had his 
bachelor’s degree after 3% 
years of college and by March,
1970 — at age 16 — he had 
earned a  m aster's degree.

Orost came to Yale from 
Michigan State the following 
September, and ho says the 
m ajor task now remaining be­
fore he gets his doctorate is 
choosing a  subject and writing 
a  dissertation. It could be only 
a  m atter of months, he says.

On the way to Yale, Grost 
has been tested, re-tested, in­
terviewed and written about.
Hit/ mother wrote a  book about 
bringing him up.

Orost is short and slight, with 
wire-rimmed glasses, a  shock 
of thick reddish-brown h a ir and 
a  smile or hearty laugh when 
the conversation turns from his 
personal life to what ho colls 
"m y work" — mathematics, 
abstractions, the life of the 
mind.

"I've been asked those so 
many times before,” he says of 
the personal questions.

Until now, Orost says, the 
companionship ot people much 
older than he has been "ob­
viously not an Ideal situatlcn — 
but not a  bad one."

"I like teing with people my 
own age,” he aays, quickly add­
ing: " I ’ve go tten 'to  the point 
where I  like peojHe of all ages.
After a  while you learn to com­
municate with people as people 
— and not be concerned with 
how old they are ."

Groat’s main Interest is 
mathematics and hb says It’s 
not cold stuff to him-

"You have to have passion," 
he says. “If you’re going to do 
mathem atics or any other kind 
of scholarly work."

He’s interested in  the a rts  — 
films, painting, literature, clas­
sical music and the BeaUes. He 
likes to swim, but i^  dis­
interested in other sports, 
paints, but can’t carry  a  tune.

"I just can’t  play or sing any­
thing,” he laughs. " I t ’s  quite a 
joke around the house that I ’m 
such a  bad singer.”

On the walls in Orost’s 
sparsely decorated dormitory 
room are abstract prints by 
modem artists — Matisse, Kan­
dinsky, Jackson Pollock — and 
a  garish movie poster from the 
1960s. Grost says his reading 
tastes range from Shakespeare 
to what he calls "populatr cul­
tu re” — mystery novels and 
science fiction.

But even the popular books, 
he says, Illustrate his bent for

abstract, so many seem to me that 
what ho somebody just sat down and 

crea- typed out 300 pages of yackety- 
yack. Every time Shake­
speare’s characters open their 
mouths, they say a  great deal 
of very specific things about 
themselves, the characters."

As Orost talks about himself 
and his interests, small phrases 
of introspecUen and awamess 
of his unique development

creep In: "The mattcr-of-fmt 
way he says "a person of my 
mentality,” or "I'm very Inter­
ested In abstractions - Ihiil’s the 
way my mind works.”

Orost’s parents discovered 
his formidable intellocturil pow­
er by the time he was 4 when 
he was reading to his mrther at 
their EhhI l.anslng, Mleh., 
home and she was teaching 
him arithmetic.

"When I was In grade 
school," Orest says, "I was 
constantly under - challenged." 
So when he was not quite 11 his 
parents enrolled him at M8U In 
a specially supervised piv)- 
gram, taking care to shield him 
from too many Intciiews and

too much public attention.
Today, ’ Mike Grost looks 

hack and says he agrees with 
the way he was allowed to de­
velop his own talents, no mat­
ter how far out of Step It put 
him with others his own age.

"The most Important thing 
for a person of my mentality,” 
he says, "Is finding adequate 
menial challenge. It's the most 
fnistratlng feeling I know rf, to 
be held back behind your lev­
el."

"I don't think lcarnln<r should 
be .easy,’’ he says. "If U was 
something I could do with no 
sweat, Ihore’d be no point In 
doing It.”

Groat says If his children

turned out to be super- 
intolligent he'd raise them the 
same way. And, he says, "If I 
had to live my life over again. 
I’d do it the way I did.

"It’s something you learn to 
live with," he says. "It certain­
ly was unusual, but everybody 
got used to It and everybody's 
been quite nice,”

He says he gears his own ac­
tions and desires to his own 
level. "I'm considerate of other 
people, but I don't predicate 
my own action on what they 
do," ho says.

"There are all sorts of things 
one would like,” he adds.

"But ycu have to do the best 
with what you can get.”

When Larry Grantham was a 
boy growing up in Crystal 
Springs, Miss, (he is now 'a vice 
president with the First Na­
tional Bank of Jackson 20 miles 
down the road), eating was a 
pastime which took a back seat 
to a number of more exciting 
youthful actlvlUes. So when he 
got to the University of Mis­
sissippi he was reasonable in 
size, in the 180-190 class and a 
shade under six feet, good 
enough measurements for a 
college end in the late 60s.

Weeb Bwbank drafted him as 
an end for the Baltimore Colts 
but Grantham chose the Amer­
ican Football League and the 
Titans where Sammy Baugh 
rode herd.

"There were a lot, of sur- 
prises when I came to the Jets 
in 1963,”  recalled Weeb recent­
ly, "including the fact that the 
old club had exactly one movie 
projector for the entire staff. 
Down In Baltimore we had a 
dozen, and all of our quarter­
backs had one at home.”  An­
other big surprise for Weeb was 
G r^tham 's playing linebacker.

"He had put on five or 10 
pounds from when he was in 
college, but ho sure was small 
for a linebacker. I figured I’d 
have to move him from side to

side so the o t h e r  teams 
wouldn’t pick on him.”  Weeb 
chuckled. "Turned out it wasn't 
necessary.”

Grantham's listed weight is 
210, Like most weights it is 
subject to the attriUons of a 
plajdng season. Two games 
from the end, he's down around 
200, lightest linebacker in the 
pros. He's gained an average of 
a little less than 1% pounds a 
year, but he's stopped worrying 
about it after a dozen years.

It’s 
tough to co-ordinate the defen­
sive backs with linebackers be­
cause they are up there bump­
ing and running.”

Zone defenses would be in­
finitely more attractive to 
Grantham but he has to think of 
the team as a whrie. "Defenses 
are dictated by the men you 
have been playing. Years ago 
we didn't have men with the 
speed to got up and play bump 
and run.”

BONN, Germany (AP) — 
Chancellor Willy Brandt’s gov­
ernment began the paruiamen- 
tary process t(xlay for ratify­
ing Its nonagression treaties 
with the Soviet Union and Po­
land.

The treaties, which Brandt 
signed last year, are the cor- 
nerstcMie of hla government’s 
policy aimed at improving West 
Germany’s Ues with Communist 
Eastern Europe.

A government spokesman aald 
draft legislation to put the 
treaties Into effect was deliv­
ered to the Bundesrat, West 
Germany’s upper house of par­
liament.

Under the West German con­
stitution, the Bundesrat can de­
liberate oh the legislation and 
the treaties for six weeks be­
fore sending them to the Bun­

destag, the lower house.
A tough debate and a close 

vote were expected In the Bun­
destag, where Brandt’s coalition 
of Social Democrats and Free 
Democrats has a six-vote ma­
jority.

Brandt waited for an agree­
ment with the Soviet Union and 
East Germany on Improving 
the situation of West Berlin be­
fore submitting the treaties for 
ratification.

While the final-signatures on 
the accord are still to come. Its 
crucial stages were completed 
last week with an accord be­
tween East and West Germany.

The East-West German ac­
cord settled the practical de­
tails of the Berlin agreement 
signed Sept. 3 by the United 
States, Britain, France and the 
Soviet Union.

Devaluation would not mean 
that the dollar had any less val­
ue in domestic trade in the 
United States. The main effect 
would be In dealing with cen­
tral banks of other countries, 
many of which maintain hoards 
of dollars as reserve cur­
rencies.

With other principal cur­
rencies revalued—the trend has 
been upward In such currencies 
as those of Japan and Germa­
ny—the effects on trade could 
be beneficial all around.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
pilot for Richard E. Byrd on 
the first air crossing of the 
South Pole In 1929 says the fly­
ing admiral Hod In claimlqg to 
have made the first flight over 
the North Pole three years ear­
lier.

Bailey Acts 
To Grkb Suit 
From G>urts

NEW H A V E N  (AP) - 

Lawyers for the state Demo­
cratic party and State Chair­
man John Bailey moved today 
to take a battle over new party 
rules out of court and put It 
back in the hands of voting par­
ty delegates.

The move came as a counter 
to a Superior Court suit filed by 
New Haven Town Chairman 
Arthur T. Barblcrl against both 
Bidley und the state party.

Earlier this fall the state par­
ty adopted''a. rules change that 
forbids town committees from 
picking their members by self- 
endorsement. Barblert says the 
state party can’t moke that 
kind of rule because state law 
allows the procedure.

He wants Superior Court 
Judge George Sadon to stop the 
state party from enforcing the 
rule change.

T h e  rule change was 
prompted In the first place by 
national directives drawn up by 
II committee cn party reform 
h e a d e d  by Sen. George 
McGovern, D-S.'D.

In today's opening session of 
the court fight, Bailey’s law­
yers filed whut Is known as a 
"plea cf abatement" maintain­
ing that it Isn't the court’s busi­
ness to get Involved In the fight 
ut this point.

Arguments on the motion will 
bu hoard Thursday.

James Wude, Bailey’s law­
yer, explained afterward th a t. 
his side Is trying to make three 
points;

—That Barblcrl failed to ex­
haust Internal remedies within 
the party before going to court. 
According to former state Ken. 
Jack Pickett, the party’s law­
yer, Barblert didn’t object to 
the rules change at the con­
vention. which adopted it and 
fulled to Bsk for un amendment 
at II state Central Committee 
meeting later on. “He’s sitting 
un his rights,’’ Wads said.
