Indian War is Over

fTho war '.letwoen India and 
Pakistan ended today, with the 
new nation of Bangla Desh es­
tablished in East iPaklston. In 
14 days of fighting more than 
2,000 Indian soldiers had died, 
at least that many Pakistanis 
end uncounted civilians.

President Agha Mohammed 
Yayha Khan of Pakistan ac­
cepted India’s proposal for a 
cease-fire on the western front.

“ 1 am accepting the Indian 
proposal for a cease-fire in the 
interest of peace- and stability 
on the subcontinent," he said.

Yahya ordered Pakistani 
forces in West 'Pakistan to halt 
the fighting at 9:30 a.m., EST, 
the time set by India in a unTlat- 
eral cease-fire. Only 24 hours 
earlier he had vowed to fight 
"until all occ:ipied areas are 
taken back.”

India announced the cease­
fire ’Thursday after Pakistan’s 
army had surrendered in East 
Pakistan, 1,000 n>lles from the 
western front. '

Prime Minister Indira Gandhi 
greeted Yahya’s acceptance by 
saying: "I  must be careful be­
cause I don’t know yet whether 
It will be a full peace."

If the decision were left to In­
dia, she added, "there will be a 
full peace, but we cannot say 
this about Pakistan.”

Official sources in New Delhi 
said India suffered more than 
10,003 casualties in the war on 
both fronts—2,307 killed, 6,163 
wounded, and 2,163 missing. Of 
these 1,021 were killed in the 
east and 1,286 in the west, they 
added.

There have been no figures 
on Pakistan losses, but the In­
dian Defense Ministry says 
Pakistan's losses are much 
higher than India's—and few 
doubt this. ’

The future cf Yahya Khan's 
military government is In 
doubt. He had moved recently 
to transfer control to civilians, 
and this trend will gain impetus 
under such men as Zutflkar Alt 
Bhutto. As deputy prime minis­

ter and foreign minister, he 
says Pakistan should have 
democratic government soon.

The commander cf India’s 
eastern front said ĵome Paki­
stani soldiers in outlying areas 
apparently had net received In­
structions from their headquar­
ters in Dacca and were still 
fighting.

The drive into (Jhup is the 
deepest penetration South Viet­
namese forces have made Into 
eastern Cambodia since heavy 
fighting erupted In the plan­
tation at the height of the dry 
season last February. Chup Is 
36 miles from the border and 
110 miles northwest of Saigon.

About 6,000 troops and more 
than 100 armored vehicles are 
sweeping through the plantation 
in an operation launched Mon­
day to destroy North Vietnam­
ese staging areas.

They reported killing 14 of the 
enemy and said four of their 
own men were killed and 10 
were wounded.

The 25,000-man operation In 
the U Mlnh forest Is aimed at 
eliminating the last major 
Communist stronghold in the 
delta.

Eldiidge St. was known ns 
Brown’s Lane and often referred 
to ns simply "The Lane,”  Sam 
(? ) Eldridgc owned all the land 
between Eldridge and Maple 
Sts. from Main to a point almost 
opposite Cottage St. and several 
other tracts when 0.0. was a 
boy.

n ie  barn was very large and 
painted dark red. It was located 
a long distance from the man­
sion on Main St. because the 
"dry brook’ ’- ran across between 
them, and at this point it flood­
ed very wide in freshet time. 
For the same reason the first 
houses on both Eldridge and 
hfople Sts. were located far east 
oi the bam. In this block there 
were no wall or dikes to ccsifine 
the water.

’The first two houses on the 
north side of the street (Eld­
ridge) were painted the "E ld­
ridge brown" and accommodat­
ed two families each. From 
there to Spruce St. was a row 
of smaller houses, mostly single- 
family. ’They Were the standard 
Clieney slate gray. South of the 
street the brook course was wall­
ed on both sides, to street level, 
to School st. dose to the top of 
the wall was a very small house 
the first of a row of slate-gray 
"Cheney Houses" extending to 
Spruce St.

When the waves of immigrants 
came from different countries, 
they tended to settle in national 
groups. So, Brown’s Lane was a 
little Sweden. Now, when the 
Irish grroups staged a Donny- 
brook there were fists flying,- 
make no mistake about that. 
But with the Swedes there was 
a lot of yelling, crowding and 
pushing one-another around 
without any real blows being 
struck. It wouldn’t have been 
worth running to see if you had 
anything more important to do 
like sawing a good horse-fiddle.

To show the respect employes 
had for the dieneys (or their 
Jobs, or both), one n l^ t  there 
was a great hullabaloo on the 
Lane. James Cheney lived on 
top of the hill west of Main 
St. and could look right down 
on the lane. He didn’t usually 
carry a cane but had one when 
he appeared at the end of the 
lane. The word passed “ Here 
comes Mr. Jim." ’Ihe noise 
stopped, the crowd just evap­
orated, so Mr. Jim almost had 
the road to himself and went 
home for a quiet night’s sleep.

In later years all the Cheney 
Houses were sold off and many 
are so altered and painted they 
can’t be identified as of yore.

Charles Stenberg built a largi 
livery stable with dwelling 
apartments above, just east of 
the bridge and on the south 
side of the street.

Maybe It is necessary to ex­
plain to some of the long-haired 
ones that a livery stable is 
where horses and carriages are 
kept for hire. Nothing to do 
with calves or tonic.

Personal Income 
Up in November, 
Says Government
WASHINGTON (AP ) — Na­

tional personal income showed 
a moderate Increase in Novem­
ber as the thaw frem President 
Nixon’s wage-price freeze be­
gan to take effect, a govern­
ment report said today.

’Ihe Commerce Department 
said personal income increased 
by $3.5 billion compared with 
a $1 billion advance in October. 
’The wage-price freeze expired 
Nov. 13.

Most of the November rise 
was in wage and salary pay­
ments, with a $1.5-blllion gain 
in government wages and sal­
aries a main feature of the in­
crease. About two-thirds of the 
government pay step-up was at­
tributed to the military pay 
raise approved by the Pay 
Board just as Nixon’s Phase 2 
program went into effect.

In the private sector, there 
was little evidence Uiat the 
Phase 2 wage policies were 
contributing to a dramatic rise 
in payrolls after the freeze.

Manufacturing payrolls
climbed by $900 million, drop­
ping in half from the October 
rate.

But the manufacturing in­
crease was attributed mainly to 
greater employment and a 
loncor work week. Average 
hourly earnings were little 
changed from October, the de­
partment said.

In the private nonmanufac­
turing sector, construction pay­
rolls were up by $600,000, while 
services showed'a similar gain.

’Ihe department said personal 
income reached a seasonally 
adjusted annual rate $876 bil­
lion.

luatlon of other currencies, 
Connally told newsmen he ex­
pects "a  lot of very tough nego­
tiations" under the Smithso­
nian’s turrets this weekend.

As the so-called "Group of 
Ten" prepared for a two-day 
meeting at Washington's oldest 
Smithsonian Institution build­
ing, optimism abounded that an 
interim system of currency-ex-, 
change rates could be worked 
out by the weekend.

i f  so, It would end the long­
standing International mone­
tary crisis in which world cur­
rencies have floated against 
each other without fixed rates 
of exchange.

President Nixon broke the 
stalemate earlier in the week 
when he announced, after a 
meeting with French President 
Georges Pompidou in the Az­
ores, that the United States 
would be willing to devalue the 
dollar as part of general cur­
rency realignment.

Mikio Mizuta, the Japanese 
finance minister, told newsmen 
he sees a 50-50 chance for 
agreement on new currency 
values.

U.S. Treasury officials spoke 
optimistically of hopes for a 
settlement, as Secretary John 
B. Connally met privately on 
the eve of the talks with the fi­
nance ministers of Japan, Ger­
many and the United Kingdom.

The new currency system 
would include a dollar deval­
uation ranging from 6 to 8 per 
cent and revaluations of the 
Japanese yen and the West 
German mark and other cur­
rencies. The French franc 
would remain unchanged.

What might result, U.S. 
sources said, is a temporary 
system of exchange rates that 
could be ratified by the Inter­
national Monetary Fund and re­
main In effect until Congress 
takes formal action on dollar 
devaluation.

But the United States says it 
considers its offer to devalue 
the dollar contingent on moves 
by its allies to remove trade 
barriers to American products 
and to share to the coat of sta­
tioning troops in their coun­
tries.

As the monetary talks got un­
der way, Informal trade nego­
tiations also were Initiated. 
Trade officials f)xnn Canada 
met with U.S. officials from the 
State, Commerce and Treasury 
departments Thursday to dis­
cuss trade barriers.

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Downtown By The Bootstraps?
It is good to have the perennially un­

solved problem ot the Downtown Busi­
ness District being discussed again.

It is especially good to have the new 
discussion beginning' with a realistic 
realisation that any new effort toward a 
solution is gedng to have to. depend upon 
the vitality, creative thinking, and sheer 
survival instincts \riiich can be found 
among the component members of the 
District itself.

Once there could have been a great 
definite assurance of outside help, 
and we do not doubt that, if the tax­
payers of Manchester could have 
visualised the final outcome of the much 
more modest redevelt^Nnent c f the North 
Bhid, their vote would have favored, in­
stead of rejected by a narrow margin, 
the downtown Main St. proposal.

There is no use, however, crying over 
spilt planning.

The Important thing, the necessary 
thing, is for those \vho already have 
their own irrevocably commitments to 
the area to resolve to determine, among 
themselves, what they think can be 
done, and what they themselves are will­
ing to do. '

There is, for the moment, no other 
way to begin.

Later on, it might prove, as it so often 
does when Initiative and energy are dis­
covered (g ra tin g  anywhere, that those 
who help themselves have opened up 
ways in which they can be helped.

There should be, as General Manager 
Weiss has suggested, more discussions.

These further discussslons should, in 
the mood of that held the other day, 
adopt the theme that no proposal is too 
small or too modest to be considered, 
so long as it stands a chance of leading 
into and helping build a pattern which 
might be called a pattern of renewal by 
regeneration. The one big program that 
once was possible has gone by the 
boards ; it remains to be seen how many 
small things can be done toward what 
could still be the big result — new life 
and prosperity for the Downtown Busi­
ness District.

The' Chicago Indictment
Bearing in mind fhaV eVeil those in­

dicted are still innodbnt • until 'proven 
guilty, all one can express with regard 
to Judge and former Governor Otto 
Kemer of Illinois as an individual is a 
sadness that his good name, and his two 
high offices, have been placed under 
such an embarrassment as that rep­
resented by the action of the federal 
grand Jury in Chicago.

The alleged pattern (rf operations on 
the part of the race track owners involv­
ed in the indictment can, on the other 
hand, be taken aA something quite cap­
able of developing once the racing in­
terests are admitted to legal life inside 
a state.

The yffort of the race track owners in 
question to persuade certain state 
officials to  purchase stock in their track 
— seeing to it that the price was 
advantageous and that, if the state of­
ficial happened to be short of ready cash 
for the purchase, a comfortable loan 
would be available — and then have the 
state officials see to it that the race 
track in question fared well when the 
state assigned racing dates to the vari­
ous tracks in the state.

That such a scheme could ever really 
work, with apparently respectable and 
respected public officials,. is hard to be­
lieve.

But the grand Jury says that it did, 
and past experience In the puUlc arena 
has proved that similar things, equally 
careless, or equally bold, and equally 
unbelievable, have happened in the post, 
in Other states.

The repeated promise of those who 
have now accomplished the decision to 
bring race track gambling into Connecti­
cut has been that this would help dimin­

ish, rather than augment, the presence 
of any unsavory elemonU in Connecticut 
life. Wo can look at a whole generation 
of fine Connecticut public officials and 
say that it would be unthinkable and un­
believable that any of them could over 
become vulnerable to operations un­
worthy of their reputation and public 
trust.

We must all work to keep things in 
Connecticut that way. But it would be 
the height of folly to net as If the diffi­
culties of the task of maintaining high 
standards of public probity down the 
road of the future had all been resolved 
by our decision to legalize gambling, 
as it has long been legalized in those 
lily-pure states of New York, Rhode Is­
land, Massachusetts, and Illinois.
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Second Baseman Reinstated
The Little League has now been in 

existence long enough to begin to dis­
play some of Its graduates on the big 
game major league scene. And that it 
would, in time, develop athletic skills 
toward the big game, was something to 
be expected.

We doubt that anybody has ever 
visualized the possthillty that made its 
appearance in a decision from the Ap­
pellate Division of the New York State 
Supreme Court the other day.

It was a decision In which five 
Justices, five, no less, gave their 
unanimous verdict on a Little League 
controversy. It seems that, last May 6, 
the officials of the Staten Island Little 
League suspended a 10-year-old second 
baseman because his father, a  busy sur­
geon who claimed he had no time in his 
schedule for  such matters, had failed to 
take part In the "work parties" with 
which Little League parents maintained 
the playing field. The boy was allowed 
to sit on the bench In uniform, but sus­
pended from play until his father 
should perform the duties asked of him. 
Instead of going to work cin the field, 
the father engaged a lawyer, and sued 
the Little League officials on the ground 
that they were depriving his son of his 
civil rights.

Rather than deciding the question on 
such a broad issue, the five Justices 
found that the League officials hadn't 
followed their own rules correctly, and 
used that as the basis for their decision, 
which was that the young player be 
reinstated next spring.

Whatever the precise grounds for the 
legal decision, however, the major prin­
ciple established seems to be that a Lit­
tle League player is not a  chattel slave 
to the team that owns him, and that 
he, €uid perhaps his father with him, 
has certain individual rights and digni­
ties which cannot be ground down to 
the fancied requirements of a successful 
league operation of the sport.

What would happen if Little League 
law should happen to grow up and move 
up to the majors. Just like the players?

Bay State Checks No-Fault
Massachusetts put a  no-fault automo­

bile liability insurance law Into effect the 
first of this year. When the system show­
ed a significant drop in the number of 
claims filed and in the amount paid out 
during the first six months of operation, 
insurance companies advised cauticn on 
grounds that larger claim s often are de­
layed.

Now the experience of a full nine 
months is on record. It shews that the 
average cost of a paid liability claim for 
the first nine months of this year was 
$165. This compares with an average 
cost of $419 for paid claim during the 
first nine months of 1970, when the ad­
versary system was in effect. That’s a 
reduction of 60.6 per cent and It la ac­
companied by a 34 i>er cent reduction in 
the number of claims filed.

Moreover, the wticipated increase due 
to dela}rs in flllng claims has not ma­
terialized beyond a modest $1 per aver­
age claim during the third quarter of 
1971.

No-fauH is designed to process claims 
quickly, wlUiout long court trials. In 
cases where an Injured person feels he is 
due more than the amount covering his 
bills and loss of wages he is still free to 
go to court. No-foult does not require 
proof that the other fellow was wrong 
nor does it require a  claimant to prove 
he was in no way responsiUe for the ac­
cident.

The hearings now being conducted be­
fore the Massachusetts State Insurance 
Department are for the purpose of fixing 
1972 insurance rates. The premiums un­
der no-fault already have been reduced 
16 per cent this year. The state is recom­
mending a  further 27.6 for 1972 and the 
companies are willing to give an 18.6 per 
cent reduction viriuntarily.

Naturally, there are all kinds of rami­
fications. One contention is that the com­
panies actually have saved 73.3 per cent 
during the first nine months of no-fault 
compared with what they paid out dur­
ing the first nine months of 1970. Fur­
ther, ,twy economists testified they beN 
lieved the companies would be served 
adequately if their rates were fixed on a 
direct parity with what they have to pay 
out; the economists claim the companies 
ought to be satisfied with the money 
they make from investing the premiums. 
The companies deny any such assertlqiu _  
and they'll present their arguments la­
ter.

Despite these side Issues, there can be 
no doubt that no-fauH is capable of deliv­
ering to polUsy-tolden the same amount 
c f insurance protection at a  lower rate, 
paying off da im s faster and eliminating 
prdracted and costly court battles, —

Muskie Bandwagon

WASmNGTON—The next rid­
er to Ump onto Sen. Edmund S. 
Muskie’s accelerating band­
wagon will be Gov. John J. Gll- 
llgan of Ohio, whose endorse­
ment before the new year is ex­
pected to bring with it dividends 
of national magnitude.

GiUigan’s office maintains he 
absolutely has come to no de­
cision. Top Muskie operatives, 
fearful of publicly anticipating 
and thereby offending the gov­
ernor, professes ignorance 
about the great Columbus de­
cision. But in the upper reach­
es of the Muskie entourage, it 
is simply assumed that Jack 
Gilligsm will soon endorse Mus­
kie for President.

That announcement will be 
the most powerful injection of 
high octane yet for the Muskie 
bandwagon suggesting, in the 
eyes of many politicians, the in­
evitability of Muskie's nomina­
tion. Moreover, it will show how 
deeply Democratic party nation­
al politics has been changed by 
McGovern Commission reforms 
and how biased they are for the 
front-runner and against broker­
ed conventions.

Indeed, Gilligan’s endorse­
ment of Muskie will reiterate 
that large blocs of uncommitted ■ 
delegates going to Democratic 
national conventions are a relic 
of the past. With all of Pennsyl­
vania. EUid two-thirds of Illinois 
to be committed to specific can­
didates (most of them probably 
to Muskie), Ohio's 163 dele­
gates are the last bloc of po­
tentially negotiable Northern 
delegates.

Gilllgan moved in quite an 
opposite direction following his 
election as governor in 1970. To 
prevent Ohio from being a 
bloody battleground of conteiit- 
Ing Democratic candldates,\^e 
put himself forward as a favo­
rite son candidate. He was en­
couraged in that desire by May­
or Richard J. Daley of Chicago, 
who had clashed with Gilligan 
over the peace plank at the 
1968 convention. Now, Daley 
told Gilligan, Illinois and Ohio 
might well control the balance 
of power at Miami Beach.

But Just as Daley today seems 
likely to control only one-third , 
of the Illinois delegation be­
cause of the McGovern Com­
mission reforms, the new era 
of reform militates against Gilli­
gan entering the convention 
with 183 delegates in his pocket.

Nor did Gilligan, a reformer 
at heart, ever really have that' 
in mind. He wanted a genuinely 
.uncommitted Ohio delegation to 
travel to Miami Beach, there to 
be wooed by all the candidates 
but not controlled by the gover­
nor.

In fact, it is doubtful wheth­
er a controllable delegation
could be selected under new 
state rules tailored to McGov- 
6m Ckimmlssion standards..
These provide for selection of 
delegate candidates through 
mass meetings. Party regulars 
fear this procedure would re­
sult in selection of uncommitted 
delegates who, oven if elected 
in the May 2 Presidential prim­
ary, would -disregard them and 
go for Sen. George McGovern 
or Mayor John V. Lindsay at 
the convention.

More relevant to Ollllgan’s 
Interests is that bona fide Presi­
dential candidates no longer 
stay off the turf of favorite 
sons. All candidates, including

Muskie, would be bound to enter 
slates of pledged delegates in 
the primary against him. Gll- 
ligan’s senior political advisers 
have Informed him that GllU- 
gan-pledged delegates would 
go 'down to ignominious defeat, 
no matter how hard the party 
organization fought to elect 
them.

For all these reasons, there 
are second thoughts amcxig par­
ty leaders who almost unan­
imously urged Gilligan to be 
a favorite son candidate at a 
meeting In Columbus Nov. 28. 
Although oig;anized labor still 
favors that course, other reg­
ulars view it la increasingly 
less realistic.

And if Gilligan forsakes the 
untenable favorite son route, 
where else shall he go but Mus­
kie? Gilligan has cloee connec- 
tiens with Muskie headquarters 
In Washington, where his youth­
ful campaign manager of 1970— 
Mark Shields—is a top opera­
tive. Ohio party regulars feel 
Muskie, for reasons of ancestry 
and style, mlgtit be able to cash 
in on the "ethnic revolution” 
that helped elect Republican 
Ralph Perk mayor of Cleve­
land.
• Iff idny event, Muskie men 
privately talk of Gilligan’s pros­
pective endorsement as if the 
deed were done, urging the 
hesitant in such other pivotal 
states as Pennsylvania to Join 
hinji on the bandwagon before it 
is |too late. Muskie himself is 
being urged by advisers to 
mentlcn Gilligan in attempting 
to convert the remaining fence- 
sitters.

The strategy of the band­

wagon is such that it all cal­
culation gees awry and tlilUgan, 
to everybody’s amazement, 
adheres to a favorite son pos­
ture Muskie will be hurt badly. 
But the odds against this are 
overwhelming.

Amused Democrats declared 
after the seizure Thursday that 
they knew dollars had been in 
short supply under toe Nixon 
administration but they didn’t 
realize how short.

A epokbsmon for the Secret 
Service eald toe oversized bHls 
were confiscated as contraband 
under a federal law forbidding 
toe use of Imitation U.S. cur­
rency for novelty or advertising 
purposes.

"Nixon "dollare" are about 
one-third larger than regular 
dcliar bills. On the front is an 
Image of Preeident Nixon flash­
ing a victory sign with one 
hand while crossing the fingers 
of toe other. On toe back the 
bills say, “ Ood Help Ue."

Each "One Frozen Dollar" Is 
signed by "M . Mitchell, Keeper 
of the Cookie Jar," and by 
“ John Con Lee, Secretary of 
toe Treasury.”

A Secret Service agent went 
to the Great American Dream 
Corp. to ' D e t^ t  Thursday to 
serve noUce 'Otat toe dollars 
would be confiscated. The com­
pany had been selling toe bills 
for 86 cents per hundred.

’Hie state report notes that 
toe proposed expansion will per­
mit improvements in the high 
school program and the devel­
opment of a middle school. It 
also says that the financial bene­
fits from additional -state aid 
for regional districts will en­
courage Improvement.

The last item in the report 
states that in a simultaneous 
referendum If each of the three 
towns agrees to the proposed 
expansion, the town boards of 
education of Andover, Hebron 
and Marborough will be dissolv­
ed.

A negative result in. any one 
-of the towns will defeat the pro­
posal.

The 
chairges of failure to ol>ey regu­
lations amd dereliction of duty 
were dropped in Koster's case 
but he wais stripped of me stam.

The jury began its first full 
day of deliberation at 8:39 a.m. 
in toe red carpeted courtroom 
that has been the arena for 
Henderson’s trial since August. 
The room was turned Into the 
dliberatlon room because toe 
normal Jury room is too small.

It was toe 62nd day of trial, 
equaling In length toe court- 
martial earlier this yeair of am-, 
other My Lai defendant, Lt.

Calley’s conviction of 22 mur­
ders was the only guilty verdict 
in the five previous My Lai 
triads. Henderson is the highest 
ranking officer to )>e tried as a 
result of My Lai.

The two generals and five 
colonels on the Henderson jury 
preceded their first session 
Thursday with a request for

Two hours and 10 minutes 
later, when they adjourned for 
the day, the jurors looked tired, 
their notes made since toe start 
cf toe trial stacked Inch-high in 
front of them.

Col. Peter 8. Wcndolowski, 
the trial judge, slowly read 33 
pages cf instructions to toe jury 
before deliberations began.

"You m u s t  scrupulously 
avcld allowing any emotional 
reaction you may have to the 
commission of such crimes to 
influence your decision," Won- 
dolowski said In his charge.

Gets Backing of Rec Board

Maintenance problems sug­
gest the softball facility at Mt; 
Nebo field be relocated, leaving 
the field for foottoall use, and 
the beat way to accompitah that 
would be to light RoberUon and 
Keeney fields to allow night 
Boftball games there.

Thle was the feeling at last 
night s Park and RecreaUon 
Advisory Commlsalon meeting, 
attended by repreeentotlvee of 
Uie (Midget Football League.

David Odegard of the football 
aesoclatlon reiterated for Uie 
commteaion requests for Im- 
provemenU to the field, flret 
suggested last month. The com­
mission members examined the 
field, first hand, and through 
aerial photographs, since their 
last meeting, and agreed much 
could be accomplished at Mt. 
Nebo, If the softball and foot­
ball facilities were separated. 
Emeet Tureck, park superinten­
dent, said he is not able to prop­
erly maintain the grass field be­
cause It Is In use from April, 
when softball practice begins, 
until December, when midget 
football ends.

Recreation Director Mel Sle- 
bold granted the wisdom of re­
locating Uie softball players. He 
said, though, softball occupied 
the field 107 days this year, 67 
of which were doubleheadera 
lasting Into the night. It is Im­
perative, he said, to have com­
pensatory facilities,. and sug­
gested either constructing an 
entirely new Held, or lighting 
the Robertson and Keeney 
fields,, which are both presently 
used for one game a night, thus 
providing a place for the dis­
placed Nebo games.

The commission members 
asked Threck to determine a 
price estimate for lighting 
Robertson and Keeney, as they 
felt this was the more expedient 
of the choices.

The Midget Football League 
has asked for other improve­
ments, to be stretched over 
several years, with town aid. 
Brush clearing, rebuilding low 
spots around the yard lines, re­
placing the scoreboard, extra 
lighting, relocation of the press 
box, and a replacement building 
to house restroom, locker, and 
refreshment facilities, were 
among the suggested Improve- 
mnets.

The commission agreed the 
facility Is now "a monglhl 
field,’ ’ but ctmeurred that soft­
ball popularity demands proper 
facilities for the sport. Accord­
ing to Slebold, the field was 
used officially 26 days this year 
for football,' which included 
Midget Football, East Catholic, 
end occasional junior high 
high schodi games. Those 107 
softball days were for the Can­
dlelight and recreation leagues.

The Midget Football League, 
represented by Odegard, Harold 
Smith and James Higgins, wUI 
meet again with the commission 
at the next park meeting.

Tureck said he was hopeful 
that North End residents will 
have some fine skating at Union 
Pond this winter. Some difficul­
ties In maintaining a water level 
for the shallow rink area will 
have to wait until spring for 
final amelioration, he said, but 
hard work this winter should 
provide the Ice, If not a great 
appearance.

Other town skating facilities 
only await cold weather, Tureck 
said. The Charter Oak rink baa 
a new inlet and outlet system, 
as well as a dam, to maintain 
a better water level. Lighting 
at Center Springs P<md, soft 
-ehadow effect at the nialn pond, 
and bright lights for hockey at 
the annex, is also ready. Tureck 
said the ski slope is also ready, 
and said it would take two 
hours to open It, with an addi­
tional tow rope this year, when 
the snow flies.

Federal emergency employ­
ment funds have helped the 
Park Department, according to 
Tureck, who said that with the 
four extra workers he obtained, 
he was able to satisfy tree prim­
ing requests dating to 1967. 
Tureck, who has often com­
plained to the commission about 
being understaffed, expressed 
grreat satisfaction.

The recreation winter pro­
grams are in full swing, accord­
ing to Carl Silver of the recre­
ation department. Swimming 
lessons have been' doubled to 
twice .weekly, with classes for 
adults. Silver said basketball 
and roller skating continue as 
the department’s most popular 
programs, with hundreds partic­
ipating each night at faculties 
around town.

Slebold said a new recreation 
department employe, Bea Shef- 
tel of 84H Garden Dr., has pro­
vided some expanded program 
for women. Mrs. Sheftel, who 
taught elementary students at 
the former St. Bartholomew 
School, will lead craft and fit­
ness classes for both women 
and girls, Including, a three-day- 
a-week program for preschool 
ers at the IVest Side Rec, to cor­
respond with offerings for moth­
ers.

New School Cost

The Board o l Bduoattoi met 
laat night, until nearly midnight, 
to reamess the prOfmaed >10 .6  
million high' echoed expansion 
project and to explore ways to 
reduce this cost figure as re­
quested by the Town OouncU.

Ihree weeks ago the council 
turned down the $10 .6  prcqixtsaJ 
and turned it back to the school 
board with a request that It be 
brought in with a reduced cost 
figure while still maintaining the 
same facilities. A final figiure 
of $6.5 was suggested by some 
of the council members.

Lajrt night’s meeting was a

session of exploring and re­
searching, with architects Wil­
liam MCHugh and :..>vld Ehre- 
leth, who were asked to come 
back with some suggested 
changes and firmer flgiures to 
a meeting set for Jan. 6 .

In the dlscuslon Itist night it 
was agreed, in general, that 
something will have to go to 
bring the cost down to $8.5 but 
most board members were un­
yielding in their feeling that the 
curriculum should not suffer 
while making the cuts.

The architects suggested two 
plans for consideration noting 
that they favored what they

termed p r o p e l  two. While both 
proposals revolved around n 
plan to accommodate 3,000 
pupils, the first proposal would 
accomplish this goal in two 
phases and the second would be 
accomplished in one phase by 
slightly reducing several areas. 
Most cf the board members 
agreed with the architect's rec­
ommendation.

Dosens of alternatives were 
discussed. These Involved ellml- 
nation of certain areas such as 
the additional six tennis courts, 
one playing field, air condition­
ing, the pool, the rifle range, 
changing building materials, 
altering the design and reduc­
ing the number of classrooms 
In some departments and sever­
al others.

In discussing the $8.5 final 
figure suggested by the council, 
some board members felt this 
was merely a figure to consider 
but it could be flexible.

The favored proposal would

assume an increase in school ef­
ficiency from about 70 per cent 
to 80 per cent, improve schedul­
ing, provide more flexible space 
and put greater dependence on 
Independent study, the archi­
tects said.

This plan would Involve mak­
ing small reductions In space li) 
several areas such as reducing 
each house by one and one-half 
classrooms, reducing space in 
several of tlvs special depart­
ments such as math, science. 
Industrial arts, home economics 
and many others.

Proposal one calls for build­
ing in two phases, by deferring 
construction of two of the houses 
and the industrial arts depart­
ment to a second phase to be 
started in 1874. It was noted that 
this would not be favored due to 
the ever-hioreasing costs of con­
struction.

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Female Rights 
Scrutiny Asked 
By Secretary

H A R T F O R D  (AP) — 
There ought to oe a special 
state commissicn on the status 
of women to review all laws 
that may discriminate against 
females, Secretary of State 
Gloria Schaffer said Thursday.

In a statement prepared for a 
public hearing before the legis­
lature's Committee on Human 
Rights and Opportunities, Mrs. 
Schaffer said she thinks the 
status of wcmen Is a "sorejy 
neglected area cf human 
rights.”

While originally designed to 
protect women, many legal re­
strictions "have become dis­
criminatory In their effect on 
equal employment practices 
and jcb opportunities,” Mrs. 
Schaffer said.

The proposed special com­
mission on women's rights 
would be similar to the Com­
mission the Age of Majority 
vdiioh recently recommended 
extending all rights of adults to 
18-year-olds, she said.

It Is important, said Mrs. 
Schaffer, for the legislature to 
get a complete picture of how 
state laws affect women, rather 
than passing legislation piece­
meal.

Weather Record
WINDSOR L O C it S (AP) 

— The National Weather 
Service reported Thursday that 
a record high temperature for 
the date of 60 degrees was 
recorded here at 11:45 a.m. 
Thursday.

It said the temperature sur­
passed by five degrees the pre­
vious high of 56 set in 1947.

This piece Is about artifical 
greenrf and flowers and has noth­
ing to do with gardening.

Why write this story In a 
gardening column then? Well, 
the subject came up when the 
Perennial Planters Garden Club 
decorated the Whiton Library 
for the Christmas season, using 
greens, fruit and even ginger­
bread cookies made of plastic.

There Is a living poinsettia 
plant on the front desk, but the 
Christmas tree for children and 
mantel decorations both in the 
children's room and in the adult 
reading room are man-made.

Mrs. Theodore Chambers, 
president of the club, concedes 
that this is a surrender, but the 
big advantage that the club sees 
in changing to artifical materials 
after years of using fresh greens 
Is the lack of litter when the 
decorations are taken down. The 
freshly cut branches of spruce 
and pine were dead and dry af­
ter staying in the library for a 
month and when they were re­
moved most of the needles had 
to be swept up off the floor.

The club began to use some 
artificial materials a year ago 
and this year made the switch 
complete.

When the time comes to re­
move the decorations they will

wi'ih

be packed away In boxes and 
stored In some club member's 
house until another Christmas.

Big Business
The manufacture and sale (of 

artificial foliage and flowers has 
become a big business. Increas­
ing enormously In recent years. 
Now, commercial florists, more 
often than not, offer artifical as 
well as natural materials, par­
ticularly for holidays. The man­
made greens and flowers are 
available In garden centers, 
variety and department stores 
and supermarkets. Even a farm­
ers' cooperative, some of whose 
members raise Christmas 
trees, advertises artificial trees 
foi sale.

The materials' are all imported 
and today most of them are 
made in Hong Kong. That city, 
with a huge population and 
wages that are low by .American 
standards, has become the cen­
ter of this Industry. Those who 
handle these materals over the 
retail counter believe that great 
improvement in making them 
Icck “ real” accounts largely for 
the increase in sales. Colors and 
shapes, each year, are more like 
nature.

Design and manufacture must 
start more than a year ahead. 
Real branches and real flowers 
are used as patterns. A mold is

made. Polyethylene plastic Is 
mixed with dye to simulate the 
natural color and is forced Into 
the mold. The color Is not just 
cn the surface but all through.

. Hand Work
Bach flower is made in 

pieces. Stems, leaves and petals 
are molded In separate opera­
tions. Assembling the pieces is 
a hand-work job. Orders for 
materials to be sold before 
Christmas are placed by U.8. 
wholesalers in January or Feb­
ruary. Goods are ehipped by 
ocean freight and, on the Bast 
Coast, arrive in mid-summer, 
most of them on New Jersey 
docks. They are distributed 
then by truck.

Christmas trees that I have 
seen are made In two ways. 
Some trees have branches and 
twigs made of twisted wire with 
the artificial needles held In 
the wire like bristles In a bottle 
brush. On other trees each small 
evergreen twig Is molded' as 
one piece and the stem Is then 
inserted in a small hole left for 
this purpose in the molded 
branch. The trunk of the tree 
with the wire branches is a 
wooden pole with holes bored 
at Intervals to hold the branch­
es. The plastic branches fit into 
holes In a plastic trunk.

Spring flowers are also made 
months ahead of the time they 

«wUl be sold, and ordered In the 
summer for delivery In the win­
ter.

Smne Made In Italy
Some of the first artlcificial 

plant materials were made in 
Italy and some are made there 
today. The life-size pears and 
apples in a mantel decoration 
at the Whiton Library were pro­
duced In Italy. They are sold 
for use In decorations in "the 
Williamsburg manner,”  because 
real fruits were used In holiday 
decorations at WilUamsburg 
when It was the capital of the 
Virginia colony.

Some of the first imitation 
fruits offered in this country 
were made In Italy and were 
miniatures. Those tiny apples, - 
peaches, plums, blackberries 
and others are still on the 
market, and used In holiday ar­
rangements. The cost of produc­
ing these materials In Italy have 
increased, apparently with ris­
ing wages, and I am told that 
some of the Italian products 
are now shipped to Portugal to 
be assembled as lower cost.

All of the Imported materials 
are affected now by the 10 per 
cent surtax on manufactured 
articles brought into this coun­
try.

The word "artificial,”  Inci­
dentally, Is shunned by the 
trade. The preferred word Is 
“ permanent" materials.

Mulching New Evergreens
The middle of December Is 

not too late to place protective 
mulch around evergreens that 
were newly set this year. The 
purpose Is to conserve moisture 
In the plant during this first 
winter while the roots are not 
yet fully established. Three or 
four inches of wood chips, pine 
bark or pine needles around the 
base of the tree will let rain and 
melted snow seep through and

Patient-Doctor 
Ratio Studied 
For Hospitals

BOSTON (AP) — The ratio of 
staff to patients In hospitals 
will probably have to bo cut 
back for hospitals to cpmply 
with a Price Commission coll­
ing of 8 per cent on rate In­
creases, according to a spokes­
man for the Massachusetts 
Hospital Association.

"When costs are going up 8 
to 10 per cent, there's only one 
thing you can do, ond that's cut 
back on services," the group's 
vice president, Patrick Carroll, 
said Wednesday.

Dr. Mlchell T. Rabkln of Beth 
Israel Hospital said a rule re­
stricting spending Increases for 
technology to 1.7 per cent "may 
tend to prevent the expansion 
of technology and services 
where needed.

"But It also may tend to pre­
vent hospital expansion where 
it is not needed,”  he said. 
"Whether the overall result will 
bo good or bad, I don't think 
one could predict at this point.”

Tax Exemptton Deadline 
Proof of military or veteran 

Status must bo filed at the office 
of the Town Clerk before Jan. 1 
to be eligible for tax exemp­
tions, South Windsor Tax Asses­
sor, Bert McNamara said to­
day.

Bengalis Bitter in Victory

Breath of Hope 
Lifts a Family

SAiN ANTONIO, Tex. (AP) — 
As Sandra Bobbitt sleeps, life 
could slip away at any time 
due to a rare ailment that 
frequently causes her to stop 
breathing:.

Until recently her parents 
had to watch her constantly.

‘‘■nie only way we could keep 
ourselves going: was to check 
Ml her every hour,” said Ivouls 
BobUtt, her father.

“miere’s been a few times 
when it Just about g:ot us both,” 
Bobbitt, a carpenter, said of 
the constant attention he and 
his wife had to give their 
daughter.

Now, there's a glimmer of 
hope for the 2S-year-old Sandra, 
who entered the hospital last 

^August, t^ e re  her breathing is 
constantly monitored by nurses.

Doctors said she needs a  spe­
cial device—similar to a  heart 
pacemaker—that may correct 
her breaking. But the device 
costs 81,800 and until now the 
Bobbitts couldn’t afford it.

Die story of Sandra’s plight 
appeared in news reports and 
by late Thursday hos{dtal offi­
cials had counted more than 
88,800 in donations to a special 
fund for the young woman.

’“They ell deserve some kind 
of thanks because everybody 
has been so good,” Bobbitt said 
of the contributors.

As for Bandra, who turns 26 
next month, ’"We’ve got her 
room lined up with Christmas 
cards.”

Bobbitt declined to elaborate 
on Clandra’s long history of i>ast 
illnesses. "She’s 'been sick for 
IS years,” he said.

Officials at Bexar County 
Hospital said there was no im­
mediate indication when she 
will undergo the surgery for the 
breath regulating device.

Yale University Medical Cen­
ter, where the device was de­
veloped, can perform the oper­
ation at no cost. With the dona­
tions the Bobbitts can pay for 
the device Itself, Yale is not 
allowed to pay for, it due to 
regulations with a grant under 
which it is working.

CALCUTTA (AP) — TTie 

commander of India's eastern 
front said today that defeated 
Pakistani soldiers are being 
permitted to keep their weap­
ons until they are safely in 
prisoner of war camps because 
of fear that the vengeful Ben­
galis "would butcher them.”

"Die bitterness in Dacca— 
you have to see it to believe 
It,” Lt. Gen. Jagjit Singh Aur­
ora told newsmen.

Aurora, who Thursday ac­
cepted the surrender of Paki­
stani forces In East Pakistan to 
the cheers of Bengali throngs, 
said he expected all Pakistani 
troops to be disarmed within 
two days.

Movement of prisoners of 
war from camps in East Paki­
stan to India will begin “as 
soon as it can,” he said.

Aurora said some Pakistani 
troops who apparently had not 
received surrender Instructions 
from their headquarters in 
Dacca were still fighting up to 
this morning.

The general said Indian sol­
diers would remain in East 
Pakistan to help repatriate war 
prisoners, re-establish law and 
order and communication lines 
and help return refugees from 
India to their homes, but he es­
timated that most Indian forces 
will withdraw within weeks.

The bitterness of the combat 
was reflected in Aurora’s com­
ment on reports of atrocities 
committed on civilians by Paki­
stanis soldiers.

"The number of cases that 
have been brought out indicates

they shot a certain number of, 
people before withdrawing,” he” 
said.

"The treatment of women by 
Pakistani regulars was ex­
tremely bad- there were places 
where wo found women inside 
bunkbrs."

At the surrender, the Paki­
stanis still had enough ammuni­
tion to have fought on for a 
long time, Aurora said, “but 
they had lost mobility entire­
ly.”

Aurora was lelaxod and Jok­
ing as he talked with dozens of 
newsmen in a crowded briefing 
room in a downtown Calcutta 
office building.

Aurora said he was surprised 
Thursday when Lt. Gen. A. A. 
K. Niazi, the Pakistani com­
mander, told him Pakistani 
t r o o p s  and paramilitary 
rangers in the East had totaled 
93,000.

"I was surprised. I thought 
they had about 70,000,” he said.

Aurora indicated the war had 
gone about us he had expected.

although ho had anticipated a 
Icnger campaign lasting up to 
three weeks.

Concerning Ihc safety of Pak­
istani prisoners, Aurora said': 
"We decided not to disarm the 
Pakistanis until lye place them 
in camps for their own protec­
tion. I am absolutely certain 
they would have been butch­

ered otherwise, the local re­
sentment Is 110 great.”

"We had to put a special 
guard on Niazi after the surren­
der signing.”

But Aurora denied that the 
Muktl Bahini, the Bengali guer­
rillas, have begun killing Paki­
stani soldiers captured around 
Dacca.

— To Bolve a growing power 
orlaU on earth, man Is studying 
how to uao orUUng satellites to 
convent the sun’s rays Into pol- 
lutlon-frse elsotrloal energy.

The Air Force, the space 
agency and some Industrial 
conoerhs have looked Into the 
poosiMUly of placing a networh 
of eaUmtes In stationary orMts. 
The Idea would he to have their 
banks of solar osUa capture so­
lar heat and transform It to 
elsotrietty. Generators then 
would convert the eleotrietty to 
mlcrowavee, which would be 
beamed to an earth station for 
reconversion to electricity.

The studies show such a sys­
tem conld be developed in this 
country,' it  initially would be 
ooatly, but proponents say the 
eventual oavlng to the environ­

ment might make It worth­
while.

Peter B. Glaser of Arthur D. 
L4tUe Ino., a leading reseaioh 
ctganlsatlcn, said "energy is 
being reocgnlsed as the limiting 
rsacurces In an industrial 
society’’ and that the werid’s 
supply of fcasll fuel will be ex­
hausted wUhln-a few centuries.

"This rapid exhausticn of our 
basic fuel can be readily under- 
etood when cne considers that 
world demand for electrical 
power Is doubling about once 
every decade,’’ he said.

"At present,” Glaser added, 
’’all efforts to most the energy 
crisis are keyed to a single 
energy source—nuclear pow­
er — and to a single tech­
nology—the fast breeder reac­
tor.”

He claimed hla approach is 
potentially harmful to the envi­
ronment.

A 
cna-aquare.mUe flat antenna 
would beam the microwaves to 
earth. The entire assembly 
would weigh 4.8 tons.

‘"nils system is scaled to de­
liver 10,000 megawatts of elec­
trical power to earth, enough to 
supply Kew York City and its 
surrounding area," Glaser said. 
The microwave beam would be 
thin and the method of receiv­
ing it on earth so efficient that 
it would poee no health hasard, 
he added.

Solar cells have been used for 
years to provide power for un­
manned satellites and they 
have been developed to the 
point where they con be

launched rxSled up m i  then be 
deployed Into flat plates In 
space. They have lasted for as 
long OS seven years,

Glaser said that at the 
present oMt of about $1,000 for 
each pound of material carried 
into erbit, a network of such 
satellites would be very ex­
pensive.

The key to developing such a 
system, he said, would be the 
space shuttle, the reusable 
rocket plane which NASA is de­
veloping to operate like on air­
liner, making 100 or more trips 
Into space before wearing out.

The shuttle, 'which NASA 
hopes to have <q)cratioiial late 
In this decade, is expected to 
reduce to $70 or less the cost of 
placing each pound of material 
in orbit. It. could carry parts of 
a solar station Into ipaca, 
where they would be assembled 
by mechanics-astronauts. The 
shuttle also would make it poa- 
clble for repairmen to make pe­
riodic visits to the satelHteo.

Even so, Glaser said, "cost 
projections based on an exten­

sion of presently known tech­
nology Indicate the system 
would generate power at two to 
five times the cost from com- 
p e 11 n g power generating 
plants."

He said the price could come 
dewn as technolcgy Improves 
the system and depending how 
widely it might be used in the 
world.

I would like to present a point 
•■'or consideration. I am not ad­
vocating any one’ set of values 
or standards; I am merely try­
ing to bring to attention a situa­
tion which most definitely exists. 
To what degree one believes It 
exists Is one's own choice. Per­
haps It Is not oven Important 
enough to bother with, or may­
be It is time some action was 
taken.

I personally view the incorp­
oration of some form of sex edu­
cation in various elementary 
schools as a step taken in the 
right direction. I have not yet 
heard-of the use of a continued 
program within the system, but 
I do know that thing are cer­
tainly a lot different from when 
t attended elementary school. 
The topic of sex and "where 
babies come from ”  is no longer 
something to be avoided or 
hushed in the classroom. By the 
time a student is finished with 
Junior high school, he has met 
in some way or another an hon­
est biological approach to sex. 
Sometimes pieces of an emotion­
al approach are Incorporated 
Into the biological level, but not 
always. The question is this; By 
the time a student has finished 
high school, or Is about to finish 
high school, is the sex education 
provided within the school sys­
tem of any value, or adequate 
enough for him to deal, honestly 
cr knowledgeably with his own 
involvements with sex?

From this arises an argu­
ment, wich I believe Is a fairly 
good one. Is the school system 
the proper place for a child to 
receive his sex education? Is 
the home or church the proper 
place? It Is my own personal 
belief that In too many homes 
the child Is never approached 
about sex. or any educaUon he 
receives Is too inadequate.

It seems a necessity that In a 
society where sex has become 
perverted In so many ways. 
In a society where sex enters 
even the simplest television 
commercials, each individual 
must be given the necessary 
education to help him form his 
own standards and the emotion­
al capacity to deal with sex

without total confusion and/or 
Ignorance.

Taking this view, the answer 
to my original question Is no 
—a student, and especially a 
girl, doî B not receive an ade­
quate sex education by the time 
she Is a senior In high s ch o o l- 
providing he has not received it 
already at home or at church.

IVhen I use the term "educa­
tion”  I do not wish to offend 
my fellow high school students 
by Insinuating that they are 
totally Ignorant of sex. That 
most definitely Is not true (all 
anyone has to do Is to look at 
the number of pregnancies 
among hlg^i school girls, or 
read the graffiti). When I speak 
In terms of the high school, 
I speak in terms of the forma­
tion of attitudes, and under 
the category of attitudes, a 
knowledge and understanding 
of contraception.

It is naive to deny that there 
are a reasonably significant 
number of high school students 
who engage in sex.

There Is no kind of encount­
er group In existence at the 
high school where both girls 
and boys can talk out the emo­
tional—Instead of the biological 
—aspects of sex.

But most Important, there is 
no Information provided any­
where concerning birth control. 
There are not even assemblies 
for girls alone dealing with the 
matter. A few years ago there 
were assemblies dealing with 
breast cancer, but even these 
have been discontinued.

I hold It necessary that some­
how or someway Information be 
provided, or that persons be 
invited or made available to 
high school students to discuss 
contraception. I believe that 
adequate knowledge of birth 
control is an important part 
of any individual's sex educa­
tion.

There is the argument that 
seeing as there are several doc­
tors In town, why not go there? 
Or why not mom or dad? It Is 
true that these are both alterna­
tives, but presently it appears 
they are not being resorted to. 
Ask any doctor about the num­

ber of pregnant high school 
girls ho treats. True, they are 
by no means an overwhelming 
majority, but I don|t believe It 
is something to be pushed 
under the rug either.

I have tried to present a 
situation that currently exists, 
as simply and as honestly as I 
can. I have tried not to pass 
any judgments and have kept 
my own personal beliefs out of 
It as much as possible, although 
I ’m sure many people would 
disagree with me.

The situation can continue to 
be ignored, or something can 
be done. It's about time people 
stopped saying, "It can't or 
doesn't happen here."

Students See Henry V
A busload of MHS theatregoers 

were treated to an unusual pro­
gram of Shakespeare Dec. 5. 
The students are a group of sub­
scribers who are entitled to five 
Dlays at the Hartford Stage Co. 
Usually the Stage Co. presents 
one Shakespeare production or 
adaptation a year.

Henry V is one of a series of 
Dlays which records the history, 
although somewhat erronlously, 
of the One Hundred Years War 
between England and France. 
The war is a result of the dis­
pute between the two countries 
ever who claims the French 
throne. Henry fights the war to 
fulfill his sense of duty and 
hopes eventually to drive the 
French off what he considers to 
be English land. However, the 
play is not particularly a histor­
ical document. Bather It is the 
story of what war can do to 
people and how they react to It.

Through . the characters of 
Bardolph, Nym and Pistol, one 
sees the inner turmoil which the 
common soldier faces in war. He 
really has little purpose except 
as a directed person and thus 
tends to give a farcical picture 
of war. Within the stories are 
woven political conflicts and a 
love story which could even take 
place today. These strands add 
comical and intriguing aspects.

It Is surprising that although 
Shakespeare wrote this play

about four hundred years ago, 
it still carries a good deal of 
relevance and the characters 
are not dated.

Henry the Fifth is a pro-war 
play; yet there are antiwar as­
pects. The Idea of war has 
changed since World War II 
from advocation of war alms to 
the Idea that war is bad for 
everyone. In the play Henry en­
counters, Inco^lto, three 
soldiers, which make him won­
der about the justifications of 
the war, as does the death of a 
young soldier. Phstol is afraid 
because he is going to die for 
something not worth dying for. 
With these many viewpoints, 
Henry V can mean any number 
'of things to numbers of people. 
In this universality lies . the 
greatness of the play.

so. I ’ll give you this 14-page 
test instead.”

For the next hour or so you 
hear the hear the great sounds 
of eternal class struggle: "snif­
fle ," "hmwuwa,"
’ ’ssssssssnort”  are the 
common. Also, occasionally you 
can hear the artful noseblower, 
warbling his way Into your 
hearts and Into his handker­
chief. And, of course, there’s 
the man who Bill Cosby made 
famous; the man who lost his 
nose on the paper towels of the 
men's washrooms.

Yes, school Is a terrible place 
to have a cold. But for better 
than 2,000 kids It's a way of 
life. Such Is winter at MHS.

"Greater variety of offer­
ings,”  "freer choice for stu­
dents In ordering their educa­
tion," “ better textbooks and 
film s," are Just a sample of the 
reasons given by teachers polled 
this week for feeling that edu­
cation today Is an improvement 
over education a few years ago.

A High School World ques- 
tiemnaire was given to teachers 
asking thSlr opinions on the sub­
ject ot the state of education 
today—as compared to that of 
a few years ago, both In gen­
eral and here at M.H.S.

Of the ten teachers who an­
swered the questionnaire about 
education, most felt optimistic 
about the future of education. 
When asked what he thought 
was one of the most meaning­
ful changes In recent years, 
Mr. Hunt said "the English de­
partment elective program.”  
The greater number of elec­
tives open to students wias also 
cited by Mr. Keeney, Mrs. Don, 
and Mrs. Costa, as a positive 
change. The open campus and 
the loosening of restrictions 
came second.

In answer to the question, 
"has our school lost ground in 
any way during the last few 
years?”  More than half the 
teachers gave budget reduc­
tions as an example of a loss. 
Second only to that was the 
disadvantage of larger class 
sizes. Many of the teachers, 
(Mrs. Jamo, Mrs. Keeney, Mrs. 
Latuck, Mr. Steams, Mrs. Pres­
ton, and Mr. Glaeser) think It Is 
harder to be a teacher today 
than It was two or three years

ago, because of time shortage, 
pressures of over-crowded build­
ings, rapid changes in the sys­
tem, and new techniques to be 
learned. But many of the teach­
ers add that’ teaching today is 
more exciting and rewarding.

What would teachers like to 
see changed? Most of the teach­
ers answering the survey feel 
a need for mere electives, a 
movement away from letter 
grades, less restrictions and 
regulations, and again, smaller 
class size. As Mr. Steams sums 
up his ideal visi<Hi of the fu­
ture, “ I should .like to see the 
class size at MHS reduced to 
24 students maximum. But then, 
I ’d also like to be on the next 
Apollo moon mission.”

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Con­
gress, which was running short 
of on-duty members, has finally 
setUed Its fmrelgn-aid stalemate 
and adjourned for the holidays, 
to return Jan. 18.

“ I ’m satisfied U you are,’ ’ 
President Nixon was quoted as 
telling Senate leaders when 
they telephoned him in Key 
Biscayne, Fla,, Friday to teU 
him Congress was about to quit 
for the year.

The Republican President got 
most of what he sought In eco­
nomic leglslaUon from the 
Democratic Congress, which 
left a skimpy record of social 
ilegislaUon, and a lengthy one cf 
foreign policy controversy.

“ I  think the President was 
meeting with increasing suc­
cess as the year wore on,”  Sen­
ate Republican Leader Hugh 
Scott'sald.

As the week wore on, attend­
ance was becoming a problem, 
pcurticularly for the Senate, in 
the effort to adjourn.

On the Senate’s final roll call 
votes Friday, only 64 members 
were present. But the under­
manned Senate managed to 
handle Its laat business, and ad­
journment came at 1:82 p.m. 
EST.

BOSTON (lAP) — An Ameri­

can businesaman who wants to 
sell a product to mainland 
China and who succeeds In 
opening direct negoUaUons hod 
better not make it public too 
soon, a group of about 70 busi­
nessmen and financiers was 
warned at a CMna Trade Con­
ference here Friday.

"There’s no quicker way. to 
torpedo it,”  sold Harvard Pro- 
feioor Dwight H. Periclna of 
any attempt to reap publicity 
from opening trade neg^otlona 
wUh the Chinese goveniment.
