W ELLESLEY, Mass. (AP) — 

Scott and Gregory Miller are 
too young to know it, but sur­
geons at Children’s Hospital 
Medical Center in Boston may 
have given them and their fam­
ily their best Christmas in 
years.

Scott, 4, and Gregory, 2, the 
sons of Mr. and Mrs. Allen S. 
Miller of Wellesley, were vic­
tims of a rare hereditary dis­
ease which probably would 
have doomed them to a life of 
retardation.

However, surgeons using a 
procedure that sounds simple 
but is actually very difficult 
cured both boys.

Scott was operated on last 
July.

Gregory was operated on 
Dec. 13. He goes home today.

The boys were victim of 
glycogen storage disease.

They were unable to convert 
their food normally into nour­
ishing blood .sugar. Because of 
this, their brains were unable 
to develop and, at 4 years of 
age, Scott could neither talk 
nor crawl on his knees. Grego­
ry showed similar lack ot de- 
vel<^ment. The surgery had 
been done only four times when 
Scott went into the hospital. 
One of those patients died.

After the operation, Scott's 
develc^ment amazed his par­
ents. Rapidly he learned new 
words, began to crawl well and 
experienced a sharp increase in 
growth.

Gregory is expected to make 
similar progress.

“This holiday will be a haj^y 
one for us," Mrs. IGller said 
Thursday. "This will be the 
first time both boys have been 
well.”

"We’re not planning anything 
special,” she smd. "Ju st ha-vlng 
everyone home together is 
enough.”

The Millers have another 
child, Andrew, 8, who was born 
normal.

Physicians explained that the 
root of the youngsters’, problem 
was their lack of a  specific en­
zyme which permits glucose to 
be released from Uie Uver into 
the blood stream.

The blood flow moves from 
the intestines where it picks m> 
glucose—a type of sugar—from 
food ihto the Uver where a  con­
version process takes {dace.

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Then it flows from the Uver 
back into the heart and is 
pumped out to aU parts of the 
body, carrying the nourishment 
with it.

In children with the disease, 
the glucose becomes traiHped in 
the Uver, still in the form of 
glycogen.

Physicians say this causes 
the liver to gradually increase 
to about four times it normal 
size. .

"In  addiUon,” the physicians 
said, "the child’s blood be- 
cemes acid and filled with fat 
as the body attempts to substi­
tute fat for sugar. The blood 
takes on the appearance of 
cream, and the fat diffuses into 
the skin to form large yeUow 
blotches.”

One of the hasards of the sur­
gery was the enlarged Uver.

To combat this, physicians 
put Scott on a  "life line,” a 
tube inserted through the scalp 
into the jugular vein. A pump 
delivers high caloric food 
directly to the blood stream, 
bypcuslng the Uver and enabl­
ing it to reduce to near normal 
size.

The actual correcUve surgery 
involves construction of a  by­
pass—or shunt—which diverts 
most of the blood flow around 
the Uver 'and directly into the 
heart.

Before the surgery the MU- 
lers were faced with the care of 
perpetuaUy cranky and hungry 
children. I f  they were not fed 
frequently around the clock 
they might have gone into seiz­
ure which could have caused 
further brain damage.

"Now everything is fine, just 
fine,” says Mrs. MlUer.

What code Oo we know that might poe- 
aiUy be any better than that memo- 
riallxed to us by our observaiice of 
Christmas?

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It is time to revive the custom. In 
every home.

Almost all 
are In some comfortable middle range 
which doea not require any mid-chorus 
change of voice. Almost all have words 
that we remember os easily as if they 
were coming up from Inside ua Instead 
of waiting to be rend on any printed 
page.

The exercise that then ensues is one 
which vraxma from ths Inside, down to 
the toes, and up to the cheek. The warm 
cheeks smile, the ayes sparkle, some­
times with a glint of moisture as 
arm goes around arm, and the sound 
Issues forth. It is a  sound of earthly 

. angels, loud and htqipy and tumultuous. 
Once it has sufficiently warmed itself 
around Its own piano it ventures forth 
and looks for other homes to Invade in­
cluding, if you are lucky, yours.

The Christmas Orange
A current advertisement recaills those 

unhappy days when we had to drink or­
ange juice. It shows some of the stuff. 
But then, it says, came the tinned juices, 
and the reconstituted concentrates, and 
the frozen kind, and the world ke]^ get­
ting better every minute. Finally, in the 
supremest triumph of Its kind, we have 
a glorious orange juice subetttute which 
tastes more like orange juice than or­
ange juice does. The thing set me to 
thinking about oranges, and Gresham’s 
Law.

I wasn’t brought up with orange juice. 
It wasn’t the custom when I was a  boy 
to take juice for breakfast. We had or­
anges, but not above three or four times 
a  year, and we were sure of them otily 
on <3iristmas. Mother felt she was start­
ing us (rff on adequacies with oatmeal 
and molasses, a  pork chop,. fried egg 
and hashed potatoes, her own bread, tall 
glasses cf cow-fresh milk, and a  piece of 
pie. Tliat was supposed to see us through 
the forenoon quite well enough. It pret­
ty much did.

When we got an orange it was some­
thing we took in hand, skinning It with 
our fingers, and breaking away the sec­
tions. Mother would call for us to put the 
skins In the trash bar’l, and not leave 
any about the doorstep. I was grown up 
before I ever had any orange juice, and 
I thought it was rather good — not know­
ing that it was to be Improved on some 
day.

Our family, in those days, owned a 
bachelor uncle vriio wandered a  good bit, 
but always made sm iqipearance at 
CStfistmas. He’d come on the steam- 
cars, but beftxe arriving home in Maine 
he would pause In Boston to visit some 
friends, and to pick up the odds and ends 
that would be his holiday generosity. He 
always scouted the Faneuil Hall market 
stalls to find the biggest oranges.

We observed Christmas to the hilt. 
Even i>rim Aunt Mary, who later a t 102 
said the first hundred years were the 
tough ones, hung her stocking with care, 
andr seemed as fully delighted as we 
youngsters at what Santy brought her. I 
think we indulged our elders somevdiat 
in this myth — it was unreallsUc to see 
Aunt Mary knitting red and black mit­
tens in N'ovember, and then blame them 
on Santy at Christmas. When a child 
opened the tissues and found his mitten, 
and turned directly to thank Aunt Mary, 
Mary knit many, many pairs of mittens, 
and each pair was always tagged, 
"Prom Santy."

It was so with the oranges. Uncle 
would arrive to be received in due form, 
and if we youngsters had been forced to 
a ch(Ace ’twixt him and Santy, Santy 
would easily have won second price. The 
bundle of oranges was douMe-wraiq>ed, 
extra-tied, and It always bad one of 
those wooden carriers on the cord. We’d 
all have an orange. Then, on Christmas 
morning, we’d frisk our stockings and 
find that good old Santy Claus had 
bought his Manges at Faneuil Hall mar­
kets, too. We’d all have another orange.

Once in a  while, nowadays. I’ll see 
some oranges In our store that remind 
me of Uncle and Christmas, but not of- 
tbn enough. Somebody, somewhere, 
grows them. But as day-to-day retailing 
pursues Its insensitive course such or­
anges are few and far between. ’There 
was one year, not too long ago, that we 
had an orangeless Christmas. Well, 
when our own children came along, per­
haps mindful of how much an orange 
had meant to me, I started a Christmas 
fruit bowl. We have a turned maple an­
tique that measures 27 inches, and full 
of fruit on the sideboard ’Us a brave 
sight. Weatherwise, seascnwlse, crop- 
wise, December is the low month for us, 
and save for apples we send out for 
fruit. I would take the childers just be­
fore Christmas and we’d comb the 
stores to fill the bowl — they’d select 
grapes, tangerines, pears, pomegran­
ates, oranges, grapefruit, bananas, figs, 
and whatever else would please the eye 
and tease the taste. And there really 
was a year when we couldn’t find an ap­
pealing orange, and so did without.

It was somewhat as If Uncle had ap­
peared empty handed.

Unless, of course, there had been a 
substitute orange that looked and tasted 
more like an onuige than an orange 
does.

With my tall beaker of factory-fresh, 
fortified, flnalized and fake orange juice 
that testes even better than the real 
Uilng, I pledge to all a  happy, new day, 
Christmas. — JOHN GOULD IN THE

To this day, we do not drive 
by a certain lake in the western 
end of the state without an in- 
volimtary twinge of our leg 
muscles, as if they were sud­
denly seeking a  foothold on Ice 
in the midst of water and snow.

It is the hangover, many 
years later, of the most foidlsh 
route for going home to (Christ­
mas anybody ever risked.

There was absolutely nothing 
heroic about vriiat we did that 
dark night — nothing but the 
utter foolishness of n̂ riiich, we 
hope, only youth is capable.

We were mi our way home, 
Christmas Eve, and the major 
part of the journey, fortunately, 
and pleasantly, was by train—a 
train which sbqiped a t every 
town and village and whicbl 
eventually, discharged us, that 
night, at a station which was 
still four miles from our ulti­
mate destination.

The remainder of the journey 
had to be by foot, through the 
darkness. Automobiles were 
few. In thoee days, and the 
roads would have been Impass­
able to them, anyway, because 
a giant snowfall had Just ended, 
leaving two feet of soft, heavy 
cover Ml everything.

For a time, the roads we h|e- 
gan walking out from the rail­
road station had been plowed 
and tracked down enough to 
make easy going. When we 
were still more than two miles 
from home, however, the plow­
ing petered out, leaving walking 
in the snow Mily slightly less 
difficult than It m ij^t be to cut 
across fields. We had, a t this 
point, a choice between follow­
ing the road, which made a con­
siderable ebrve around a lake, 
and heading cross lots down to 
the lake and then across the 
lake Itself back into the rood 
on the other side.

Once we had engaged our­
selves In the battle, and the 
die had been cast, there was 
nothing in the next two and a 
half hours but the business of 
trying to keep ourselves on a 
straight line, guided by the 
shadows of the hills we knew, 
while we thrashed our way 
through the deep soft snow. We 
made It across the lake, with 
only a fleeting touch of alarm 
for the risks we might be tak­
ing. We made it up the lone. It 
was well past midnight, and alt 
the lights were out. But the 
back door was unlocked for us, 
and soon we were under deep 
light warm quilts. Then we be­
gan to shiver, suddenly, with all

the thoughts we had somehow 
forbidden ourselves to think be­
fore we had choeen our ehort 
cut home.

What If, plowing tbrou|h the 
deep snow, we came to thin ice 
over one of the springs which 
fed the lake? What If there bad 
been Ice harvecting on the lake, 
with only a thin film frosen 
over the opening before the 
snow had fallen? How dark a 
fate, to be drawn down In thoee 
black waters! When, in the 
morning, our elders expressed 
some anidety over the route we 
had taken, we began to have 
Bomething of an Instinct to build 
ourselves up as a  coming home! 
for C9iristmas hero. And even 
today, when we drive by the 
lake, we have a tendency to re­
vive our own Interior contro­
versy, as to whether we were 
fool or hero.

But that Is not where our 
memory finally comes to rest 
and Ungers, when It makes the 
journey back.

What reaUy makes us catch 
our breath was that door left 
unlocked for uq, the warm sit 
fecUonate welcome from the 
sleeping house, the aftermath 
security of the bed up above 
the mantle on which the stock­
ings, Including one for us, had 
already been hung.

A short distance east of 
Spruce SI. on the north side of 
Eldridge St. was a dance hall 
(now the Italian dub ) believed 
to have been moved there, but 
O.C. can't recall from whence 
it came if If was not built on its 
present site. R was known as 
cne of the "<3on. Sullivan Build­
ing's.”

Eldridge St. ended right 
where the street grade changes 
quite rapidly. It did not extend 
up the hill; cniy trackless yel- 
Icw pine woods from there to 
Autumn St. cart path. At the 
fcot of the hill l l v ^  an elderly 
gentleman named Mr. Reardon. 
He kept and raised many pigs 
to sell both alive and butchered.

On butchering days, the pig 
squealing could be heard long 
distances and it 'was the tocsin 
for the bare-footed clan to get 
there for the inflatable Mad­
ders, etc. One lad was so anx­
ious to be the first crier he 
shouted, "Hey! Kids. Reardon’s 
pilling kigs!”

On the scuth side of Maple St. 
a wooden picket fence extended 
from Main St. to only a bar- 
way's width from the wooden 
bridge over the "crick." Across 
the street on the north side was 
Ralph C. Bal'j’s shoe shop then 
a "Cheney house”  dwelling, lat­
er occupied by a Fraser family. 
Then followed Milo Russell's 
paint riiop. An open flight of

stairs on the west side led to a 
platform front of a wide door. 
Ladders, tools suppihes and 
paint Ingredients were stored on 
this upper floor because the 
lower one adjacent to the 
"crick' 'was subject to flooding.

Prom the "dry-brook" to Cot­
tage St. was Eldrldge's pasture 
which was also bounded on thd 
north by Oak St. The spring 
freshets made a pond that ex­
tended at least a quarter way 
up to Cottage St. It was great 
fun to make rafts to pole around 
if it was warm enough. I f  cold, 
we could do a little skating. 
High water might last a couple 
days then dropped rapidly and 
usually disappeared completely 
in less than a week. There was 
a small baseball diamond in 
the highest part of the pasture.

In the summer time the Kick- 
a-poo Indian Sagwaw medicine 
show set up for a week at the 
Maple-Cottage comer of the lot. 
Besides setting up a stage and 
dressing tents, they surrounded 
the audience space, full of 
benches, with a canvas screen 
about 8 feet high but no roof. 
Every night the big maple 
trees across the street were 
crowded with kids seeing the 
show for free.

Later Mr. Pat Gorman bought 
that pasture, filled up to' street 
level and built the 3 two-family 
houses on Maple west of Cot­
tage St.

VIENNA, (AP ) — The Christ­
mas season is brighter this 
year in Poland, grimmer in 
Czechoslovakia and little 
changed elsewhere in Eastern 
Europe as the ChrlsUan church 
continues its struggle with com­
munism.

Most Communist regimes 
grudgingly tolerate the church 
while trying to win young East 
Europeans over to atheism.

Official atUtudes rang;e from 
repression of religion in Stalin­
ist Albania to a relaxed ap­
proach in Yugoslavia, the only 
East European country in full 
diplomatic relations with the 
Vatican.

Mindful of last year’s riots 
just before Christmas, Poland’s 
reform leaders have tried to 
make this the brightest Christ­
mas in years. Warsaw shops 
have more meat, veg;etables 
and citrus fruit than ever be­
fore, Christmas shoppers re­
port, and streets have an un­
usually festive air. A year ago 
food shortages aggravated by 
price Increases touched off riots 
that brought down the orthodox 
Communist regime of Wladys- 
law Gomulka.

The man who replaced him, 
Edward Glerek, is pledged to 
pleasing consumers and im­
proving relations with the Ro­
man Ckithollc Church, which 
claims the allegiance of most 
Poles.

The Communists have held 
"normalization" talks with the 
catholic CSiurch, given it full 
possession of more than 4,000 
churches in Poland’s formerly 
German western territories, 
and promised to give back all 
rent paid by the church for 
these properties over two dec­
ades.

P o l a n d ’ s 13,200 Catholic 
churches. Including 87 in War­
saw alone, will be packed with 
the faithful at Christmas.

Stefan Cardinal Wyszynskl, 
symbcl of itubbom CTiurch In­
dependence from Communist 
control, is giving his traditional 
Christmas Eve Mass at a War­
saw cathedral.

Central Warsaw is aglow with 
Christmas street lights, shop 
windows have gay yuletide dec­
orations and sales of Christmas 
have been booming.

As in the West, Polish chil­
dren have placed toy orders 
with a red-robed, whlte-bedrded 
man—at state-run department 
stores. He’s called Santa Claus 
now in Poland. In an earlier. 
Stalinist era he was officially 
given the Russian name of 
Grandfather Frost.

The Russians' substitute for 
St. Nick is eclipsed in Czech­
oslovakia by "Jezicek"—Little 
Baby Jesus. But Christmas 
symbols are seen less this year 
than during the relatively liber­
al times of 1968-69.

Jezicek will still bring chil­
dren their presents tonight, fol­
lowing Czech tradition. But this 
year the trappings of Christmas 
are confined largely to private 
homes and churches. In the 
more orthodox Communist at­
mosphere restored by the So- 
vlet-led invasion of 1968,

In contrast, during the liber­
alization, Jezicek poems and 
angels appeared in store win­
dows, carols were sung over 
the state radio and public 
Christmas trees appeared in 
squares.

Czechs celebrate Christmas 
Eve with family reunions, tra­
ditional feasting on carp, and 
gifts.

Many churches arranged 
their- Christmas Eve services 
for late afternoon this year 
rather than at night. This Is to

avoid disturbances by drunks 
and rowdies roaming the streets 
wi-theut. apparent police inter­
ference.

In a trying year for Czech 
churches, orthodox Communists 
increasingly demanded the 
clergy’s commiitment to pro- 
Red policies.

The regime reportedly sus­
pended for three months the 
weekly paper of the evangelical 
Church of Czech Brethren, larg­
est Protestant denomination, 
apparently because it failed to 
retract statements condeming 
the Soviet occupation.

Authorities revived "Pacem 
in Terris"—Peace on Earth—an 
organization of Roman Catholic 
priests supporting the govern­
ment. With typical Czech irony, 
regular priests privately called 
the group "Placem in Terris," 
using a Czech word meaning 
“ We are weeping." But no pub­
lic criticism was permitted.

Direct Vatican attempts to 
n o r m a l i z e  relations with 
Prague foundered this year. 
Exploratory talks were sus­
pended in March,' sources out­
side Czechoslovakia said.

The big change in Hungary 
this year is the absence of Jos- 
zef Cardinal Mindszenty, who 
had been in exile inside the 
U.S. Embassy since the 1966 
Soviet invasion. He left his 
sanctuary for Rome and later 
Vienna under a Vatican-Buda- 
pest agreement barring him 
from returning to Hungary. The 
cardinal was sentenced to life 
imprisonment in a 1949 Com­
munist show trial. At the em­
bassy he was unable to carry 
on his duties as primate of 
Hungary.

His departure raised specula­
tion other agreements with the 
Vatican might follow, including 
agreements on the appointment 
cf bishops to vacant sees and 
even the opening of diplomatic 
relations. So far such agree­
ments have not been reached.

Unlike predominantly Catho­
lic Poland, Czechoslovakia and 
Hungary, the internally strict 
regime of Romania doesn’t give 
workers Christmas Day off. 
The holiday itself Is celebrated 
Jan. 6, according to the East­
ern Orthodox calendar.

Otherwise religion is relative­
ly unharassed In Romania. Or­
thodox Church leaders have 
substantial voices in regional 
affairs—If they toe the party 
line.

But Romanian writers risk 
being severely criticized for 
"mysticism" U they show an 
Interest in religious themes.

The Board of Education has 
acroed to Join with le other 
Eaatem Oonnectlout towns, In 
applying for Federal Title in  
granU for the creation of an 
Individualised Oulded Bduca- 
Uon program, to be Implement­
ed at th e  Hlolcs Memorial 
School next year.

The lOffl program , Is In ex- 
Istance at the Nathan Hale and 
Manchester Oreen Schools In 
Manchester, and U a thorough­
ly t e s t e d  program used 
throughout the country and fa- 
voTOd by the U.B. Office of Ed­
ucation.

Other au-ea towns partlclpat- 
Ingln the grant application are 
Vernon, Bolton and Ellington. 
Approval of the program In all 
the towns is tentative, providing 
the federal funds become avail­
able.

The lOB program Is seen by 
Hlt^ks Scbool Principal Andrew 
WInans, as a logical continu­
ation of tfie school’s curriculum 
and blends well with Meadow- 
brook School’s British Primary 
system, both based on an indi­
vidualised approach to the 
young student’s learning and 
growing processes. ‘

(Kindergarten through sec­
ond graders aH attend Meadow- 
brook School, while the town’s 
third and foijrth graders attend 
Hicks.)

’The lOE program although 
providing for indivlduallxed in- 
strucUon, Is more structured 
than the prltlsh primary.

Although Hicks Is an old 
school with many rambling ad­
ditions, WInans does not see its 
peculiar building plan as a det­
riment to the proposed pro­
gram, although It will create 
some dlfflculUes in setting it 
up. The lOE program Is usually 
thcugfat of as being conducted 
In large tlassrooms, but WInans 
feels this Is am administrative 
problem which can be over­
came.

One of' the major attractions 
of the pingram is that It is 
“clearly defined with both goals 
and p r o e m s  thoroughly tested 
through reisearch.’’

It can be Implemented using 
the same curriculum and teach­
ing rndtetlals new used by the 
school, , hut would add in using 
both these materlada and staff 
more ei&ciently, Wlnana ex- 
pladned.'

Teachers would work in 
teams, heeded by a unit teamh- 
er, with probably three teach­
ers under her. An Intern or 
student teacher could be used 
as p e it of the team as could 
aides, itpaslbly volunteer as used 
at Mea^lowbrook. Each unit
would contain about'125 stu­
dents. .

Each unlt’8 teachers would 
meet Jointly and prepare the

lesson plans for Ihe day, pro* 
vldlng ImUvIduaUzod programs 
tailored to the needs of each 
student In the unit.

One teacher might take on a 
targe group of the units pupils 
for a particular lesson while 
other teachers worked with 
smaller groups In particular 
learning areas.

WInans described the IQE 
teaching methods as a "very 
different way to teach. . .an ex­
hausting but stimulating experi­
ence.''

One new ^aff position would 
be created by the program’s 
Implementation, the unit lead­
er who would be entitled to five 
to 10 per cent Increase In pay 
In return to additional responsi­
bilities. TTie position would be 
similar to a department head 
at the high school. The unit 
teacher \yould bo an existing 
teacher and would have regular 
classroom duties. In addition to 
serving as co-ordlnator for her 
unit.

The unit leaders co-ordinate 
the IGE program with the school 
principal.

Regional Grant
The area school systems are 

banding together In the hopes 
of obtaining a 549,800 Title m  
grant which would pay for the 
hiring of a fulltime re^onal co­
ordinator and secretarial help.

Also included in the grant ap­
plication would be Summer 
workshop sessions plus either 
four half-day or two full-day in- 
service seminars during the 
year. An evaluation of the pro­
gram throughout the region 
would also be Included.

Drawbacks to the program as 
envisioned by WInans are the 
need for a “reorientation” of 
many of the teachers and par­
ticipation In continuing in-ser­
vice training programs. In 
most schools teachers are given 
the opportunity to transfer to 
another school if they choose, 
rather than being forced Into 
teaching under the IGE meth­
od.

WInans sees a possible three- 
to four-year period before Hicks 
School would be offering a fully 
implemented IGE program.

The formation of the IGE ap­
proach and its physical setup 
and educational program could 
begin next September providing 
the regional fund application Is 
approved.

Board CJhalrman James Cor­
nish described the IGE pro­
gram as “extremely Interest­
ing,” and promised to delve 
more deejdy into Its specifics at 
future board work sessions.

Coventry ,
Time’ Key 
To Safety, 
Says Chief

with the Christmas weekend 
here, and New Year’s not far 
off, Coventry Police Chief Rob­
ert Kisllqulst, has Issued a one 
word warning to holiday party- 
goers.

KJelIquIst pointed out that even 
though his department put mait!!- 
mum available manpower on 
the road at critical periods, 
statistics still indicate that 
alcohol continues to be a  fac­
tor in over half of the traffic 
deaths.

He cited what he termed 
"good advice from the National 
Safety Council: Know and un­
derstand what alcbhol does to 
the bedy, realize your own drink­
ing limitations, and if you in­
sist on drinking to excess, let 
someone else drive.

"Alcphol iiffects different 
people in different ways,” KJall- 
quist said. "Some can l(x>k and 
act fairly normal, yet will be 
Boverly impaired In their driving 
abilities. Add winter weather 
and adverse driving conditions, 
and the accident potential for 
these drinkers rockets up far 
out of reason.”

"Folklore remedies (or sober­

ing up don’t help,” he conclud­
ed, "Time is the only answer, 
time tor the body to dispose of 
the alcohol. And after several 
drinks, that time may be several 
hours.”

McGovern Not Concerned 
With Low Stand in Polls

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres­
idential hopeful Sen. George 
McGovern says he isn't con­
cerned obcut his low ranking in 
public opinion polls. Santa 
Claus, ha says, would top all 
candidates if he were included 
in a poll this time of the year.

The South Dakota Democrat 
said Thursday public opinion 
polls reflect only the recogni­
tion of a candidate's name. 
And, he said, that depends on 
what they are doing at the 
time.

After a year of candidacy frr 
hts party's nomination and an 
outlay he says was over $1.1 
million, McGovern was the 
chclce cf only six per cent of 
potential voters In a Dec. 6 Gal­
lup Poll.

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy of 
Massachusetts led that poll 
with 29 per cent. Sen. Edmund 
S. Muskle of Maine got 24 per

cent and Sen. Hubert H. 
Humphrey of Minnesota re­
ceived 19 per cent cf the poten­
tial votes.

Another Gallup Poll published 
the same day, however, showed 
McGovern has gained In voter 
awareness cf his candidacy. 
But his rating was still 12 per­
centage points behind Muskle’s.

McGovern said dedicated 
supporters in key states will 
propel him through the early 
primary elections next year, 
where he expects to do well 
enough to give his campaign 
impetus for the later contests.

"I realize New Hampehire Is 
Muskle territory," he said at a 
news conference, "but I think 
we’re going to demonstrate 
considerably more strength 
than the polls now give us.”

McGovern also said he does 
not think endorsements gained 
by ‘ Muskle in recent weeks will 
be a major factor in the 1972 
campaign. He said former

Ford Applies 
For Another 
Price Boost

DETROIT (AP) — Ford Mo­
tor Co. has applied to the feder­
al Price Commission (or an etd- 
ditional Phase 2 price increase 
of 1.5 per cent on its cars and 
trucks.

The company reported Thurs­
day that it needs the boost to 
offset higher costs which ■will 
become effective Jan. 1.

The 1.5 per cent Increase 
would raise the retail price $46 
on a $3,000 automobile.

According to Ford, approval 
cf the 1.5 per cent fi^ re  would 
Increase the company's annual 
revenues by .95 of <me per cent.

Ford thus became the first of 
the Big Four automobile manu­
facturers to apply for a second 
increase under Phase 2 of the 
economic stabilization pro­
gram.

Other manufacturers are ex­
pected to follow suit to cover 
the costs of installing an ' im­
proved seat belt system re­
quired in all cars built after 
Jan. 1.

In its application to the price 
panel. Ford also cited Itigher 
steel prices and labor costs.

The company indicated that 
if the additional boost is ap­
proved it would be applied se­
lectively to certain car and 
truck models rather than 
across the board to all models.

In its first Phase 2 plea for 
higher prices Ford requested a 
4.4 per cent boost. The panel on 
Nov. 80 granted a raise of 2.9 
per cent .

Italy Elects WORLD 
A President FACTS

ROME (AP) — Giovanni 
Leona, a man of moderate poli­
tics and temperament, was 
elected by Parilament today as 
Italy’s sixth president, ending a 
16-day deoMock that had touch­
ed off ftet fights among law­
makers.

The 68-year-old Neapolitan 
criminal lawyer and senator, 
who t w ^  served aa premier of 
Italy, rticilved 618 votes-48 
more than the simple majority 
needed. He will begin his sev­
en-year term Dec. 26, succeed- 
hiig President Giuseppe Scua- 
got.

'R took a record 28 ballots to 
elect; a new president, but 
Leone, a man of dead center, 
was only a candidate for the 
last two days. The ChrteUan 
Democratic party nominated 
him after It became apparent 
Its original nominee, former 
Pi;emler Amintore Fanfani 
cobld not muster more than 893 
votes.

Leone, a man with many 
friends and Jew political 
enemies, was almost elected 
Tlpirsday night. He received

I’ve been thinking this year that 

the Advent-Christmas season can 
be experienced in several w ^ s. It 
can be traditional. . .  an HIS'TORI- 
CAL celebration. Or it can be a 
p e r s o n a l  celebration o f life. Or 
it can combine the Historical and 
the Personal in a deeper, sJl em­
bracing experience o f the Christ- 
style o f life.

It seems that many persons cel­
ebrate an HISTORICAL Christmas,. 
They do what has been done be­
fore. They follow tradition . . . 
they do what is right and proper. 
They may read the Christmas 
story from the Bible. They may 
follow family traditions. They will 
make an effort to visit relatives. 
Theye is an on-goingness about this 
kind o f festival, but it lacks vital 
spirit. It is form without creative 
vitality.

I see other people really celebrat­
ing PERSONALLY. They do their 
own thing. 'Th^ do what they 
feel like doing. ’Iliey may be using 
spirits and agents to help them, 
but they show a dynamic roirit 
about living in the present. 'They 
are trying to enjoy today. They 
don’t want to look back very much. 
They don’t try to plan ahead too 
much. Today is the day to live. 
However, there is a lack o f depth 
. . .  a distance from the real life of 
people who seem different from 
them. ’This kind o f vitality loses its 
balance and direction bemuse it is

not linked to a past or future per­
spective.

Some people are able to combine 
the HISTORICAL and the PER­
SONAL. They show a kind of 
Christ-style-of-life. They are aware 
of and appreciate the past, yet they 
are free to initiate new history. 
They know in their guts that the 
law or tradition is made for man 
and that God (and I mean GOD) 
demands change from age to age. 
They can combine feeling and 
thought . . . creative spirit and 
cherished heritage to.do new things 
in the Christ-style.

It is this third kind o f celebra­
tion in a person or a group that 
makes for joy. Joy which is grati­
tude in acton.

It is not primarily “comfort’’ for 
having done the right thing —  for 
having passed on good history. It 
is not basically “happiness’’ for 
having experienced personal pleas­
ure —  for having used my present 
gifts. It is a joy  in the goodness 
of life and the Giver o f life that 
cannot be contained in oneself or 
in a closed group. It is joy that 
spreads to all peoples in all >situ- 
ations. You can only embrace the 
ugliness in others when you feel 
— when you are overwhelmed by 
the knowledge that your own ugli­
ness or brokenness or personal 
failure has been fully accept^. 
You can love when you have been 
loved.

Christmas is a celebrational time 
to embody that kind o f loving in 
creative and unexpected ways.

Under the court’s ruling, this 
condition is interpreted to mean 
that the employe has performed 
a  service for which he i^ paid 
“wages" as holiday pay, the 
commissioner said.

On the other hand, if the em- 
{rioye does not have to comply 
with any conditions in order to 
receive the holiday pay, it is 
treated .as a  form of bonus.

In determining unemploy­
ment compensation entitlement, 
“wages" earned must be de­
ducted from any benefits due, 
according to the court’s ruling.

There seems to have 
been universal veneratlcm of 
the evergreens In the cold cli­
mate of northern Europe where 
leaves of other trees died and 
fell to the ground vdien winter 
came.

Keeping Clamp on Mudslingers

WASHINaTON- (AP) — 
Democratic National Chairman 
Lawrence F. O’Brien says he 
Intends to monitor (the cam­
paign for his party’s presiden­
tial nominaticn, and blow the 
wbtatle on any candidate assail­
ing others ta a fashion that 
might hsip Mpublloans.

O'Brien said he will spend six 
more months as "an activist 
and outspoken”  Democratic 
chairman, prepared to ohaatiae 
any presidential candidate who 
breaches agreements on the 
way the campaign for nomi­
nation will be conducted.

He presumably wlU yield the 
ohalrmanahlp next July 14 to a 
Huocesaor choeen by the man 
nominated for the White House 
at the Democratic national con­
vention,

in a yea^end report, O'Brien 
said he believes agreements

among the candidates on the 
conduct of the campaign will be 
observed. "But I will not hesi­
tate to epeak out when. In my 
judgment, personal attacks or 
other violations of the agree­
ments we have reached are 
damaglhg the party’s chances

“ There la only one sensible 
way for the contenders to pro­
cess," he said. "Make sure that 
every delegation Is challenge- 
proof.’ ’

At the same time, O’Brien 
aald, the contenders have 
agreed that they will not post 
frivolous credentials challenges 
at the convenUon as a tactic to 
win nomination.

S u c h  challenges would 
amount to an effort to unseat 
delegates pledged to support a 
rival candidate.

"This agreement must be re­
spected if the Democratic party 
Is to avoid the aenseless 
Wrangling and confusion that 
could seriously disrupt the 
Miami Beach convention," 
O’Brien said. "I shall not hesi: 
tate to Identify any deliberate 
violation of the letter or spirit 
cf this commitment.”
