Agents Among the Shoppers

Price Posting Better Be Right

WASHINGTON (AP) — Inter­
nal 'Revenue Service agents will 
begin checking retail stores 
closely next week for violations 
of rules requiring freese-period 
price belllngs to be posted 
prominently.

"We will vigorously enforce 
this regulation,”  an IRS spokes­
man said. "These directions 
have gone out to toe field."

Enforcement will be concen­
trated in big chain stores, those 
with annual sales of $100,000 or 
mors and subject to a govern­
ment rsgulalion requiring prior 
appurovsl of price increases, toe 
sp^eaman said.

Consumers, however, will not 
get a look at ail the ceiling 
prices that were permissible 
during toe freese. At large de­
partment stores, they will get 
to look at only a small portion 
ot them.

A retailer with annual sales 
ot more than $100,000 a yaar 
must post toe freese-period 
colling prices on, at moat, 40 
items in each department of hla 
store. The items coverad are 
the ones hs sold most during 
the laat fiscal year. Or he may 
pest prlosB only on Items that 
accounted tor at least halt of 
total dollar sales In each de­
partment. -

Ope exception; Large retai­
lers must post frstsa-psripd 
prices on all o f their food prod­
ucts.

For rstallera with annual 
sales less than $100,000, toe 
same jxwting rules sm>ly, with

a few exceptions. Not all food 
celling prices must be posted, 
only toe ceiling prices on high- 
volume goods.

The IRS spokesman said little 
trouble Is foreseen in gaining 
compliance with toe posting re­
quirements, ilong sought by con­
sumer groups. "W e’re getting a 
good response," he said.

During toe wage-price freese, 
consumers had to wait until 
Nov. 1 before government regu­
lators insisted tost merchants 
make their oetllng prices avail­
able to oonsumera ImmedlAtely 
upon request.

Even then, newspapers con­
ducted surveys and oonsumera 
groups complained, saying that 
the posting requirements under 
the freese were being ignored 
by stores.

Economists Paint Sad Picture

More Unemployment 
Forecast for State

H A R T F O R D  (AP) — 
Although officials in the Nixon 
administration have forecast 
improved economic weather, 
two economists in Cksinecticut 
are predicting continued clouds 
over the state in 1972.

Federal officials have said 
they expect a spurt in naticmal 
production, a decline in unem­
ployment, increased income for 
farmers and a  chance to end 
the trade deficit.

Local economists, however, 
said Monday, In interviews, that 
the high unemployment in Con­
necticut will continue in -1972. 
They added that the Hartford 
area, in particular, will lag be­
hind the rest of the nation for 
nine months to a year in 
emerging from the economic 
doldrums.

David Pinsky, a  professor of 
labor education and economics 
at the University of Con­
necticut, predicted that Jobless­
ness in the state will remain 
high and might grow in 1972.

He said the reason is that a 
larke number of people are ex­
pected to become job seekers, 
it.cludlng about 60,000 state resi­
dents who will turn 18 next 
year. They will Join college 
graduates and returning veter­
ans in the Job inaricet.

Pinsky said he expects 25,000 
to 30,000 workers to retire or be 
laid off during the year, for a 
net gain in the Job market of 
30,000 to 36,000 persons looking 
for work.

The state economy, however, 
is strongly tied to manufac­
turing and defense contracts, 
he said, and no indications are 
evident of an upsurge in those 
areas in 1972. At best, he said, 
the rosier economic conditions 
in the nation will cause a small 
drop in unemployment.

William Hendron, economic 
analyst for the Greater Hart­
ford Chamber of Commerce, 
said full recovery for the Hart­
ford area can be expected to 
come only nine months to a 
year after the nation leaves be­
hind the current recession.

He said the emphasis in the 
Capitol area on manufacturing, 
defense and aerospace con­
tracts serves as a drag on the 
local economy because "we 
cannot expect any big impetus" 
in these areas in 1972.

Hendron said unemirioyment 
in the naticxi, currently about 6 
per cent, should drop to a  little 
over 5 per cent by late next 
year. He said he and others be­
lieve 4 per cent Joblessness is a 
reasonable level.

In (Connecticut, where unem­
ployment is a t about 8.3 per 
cent, any drop in the number of 
unemployed will not be fully re­
alized until late 1973 or early 
1974, he said.

He noted that the highest 
unemployment rates in the 
state are in the industrial

cities: Hartford, Vaterbury, 
Bridgeport, Bristol, New Brit­
ain and others.

On the nati<»ial scene. Hen-, 
dron predicted a 9 per cent rise 
in the Gross National Product, 
which is the total amount spent 
for goods and services in the 
nation in one year. What Is sig- 
nlfcant, he said, is that 6 per 
cent of the rise will be in new 
production, while only 3 per 
cent will be inflation.

Traditionally, he said, most 
of the rise in the GNP is in­
flation.

Enfield Given 
^400,000 Grant

WASHINGTON (AP) — Seri. 
Abraham Rlbicoff, D-Oonn., an­
nounced Monday the Economic 
Development Administration 
has approved a |400,0(X> grant 
to the town of E n f i e l d ,  to 
help build a garage for the 
town’s public works department.

The town will provide 3100,(XM 
to complete the $600,000 cost ot 
the project.

Rlbicoff said it is expected 
that the projeofwlll begin with­
in 30 days and provide Jobs for 
15 skilled and 25 unskilled 
workers from the area for up to 
nine months.

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Bridegport Triends’ Fight, 
Three Slashed, One Killed
BRIDGEPORT (AP) — A 

man was knifed to death 
and two women were slashed 
during what police said was a 
fight among "friends" Monday 
night.

Police identified the dead 
man as HlppoUto C>uz, 64, of 
Bridgeport. He had been 
stabbed once in the back near 
the neck with an eight-inch 
kitchen knife, according to de­
tectives.

Police said the other victims 
were Rumalda Valle, 69, owner 
of the rooming house where the 
stabbings occurred and Vero­
nica Palquln, 30, a third-floor 
tenant there.

Mrs. Valle was treated and 
released at Park City Hospital 
for minor wounds, and the Pal- 
quin woman was reported in 
poor condition this morning 
in Bridgeport Hospital.

Hospital officials said she had 
received multiple stab wounds 
of the face and chest. Police 
Capt. Willard Stevane com­
mander of the detective divi­
sion, said his men have re­
ceived "conflicting versions" of 
how the knifings occurred.

"We know that Cruz stabbed 
both of the women, but what 
we still aren't sure about is 
who stabbed him," he said.

Radio-car police arriving at 
the house, at .301 West Avenue, 
about 6:10 p.m. said they 
found Cruz lying in the kitchen 
of Mrs. Valle’s three-room 
apartment on the first floor.

Mrs. Valle and the Palquln 
woman were in other rooms, 
both bleeding badly from knife 
wounds. Cruz, conscious for 
awhile, died before police could 
get him to the hospital.

Two knives believed used in 
the stabbings were recovered, 
one with an eij^t-inch blade 
and the other with a six-inch 
blade.

Massachusetts Is proclaiming' the “ no 

fault" system of automobile insurance 
an unqualified success; three other 
states, Florida, Illinois and Delaware, 
are venturing into it; the is^e will 
soon be before a new session ot-the Con­
necticut General Assembly.

In that new session at Hartford, the 
battle will be, once again, a battle be­
tween two speciail interests, each of 
which, of course, claims to be represent­
ing the true interest of the general pub­
lic.

Tile elements of the insurance industry 
which are backing the "no fault" princi­
ple argue that a more just compensa­
tion for injury and damage can be pro­
vided, at a lower cost to the insurer.

Those elements of the legal profes­
sion wdiich are opposing “ no fault”  in­
surance claim that they are doing so 
out of regard for the true interests of 
the public, and argue that, under a "no 
fault”  system, the chances of proper 
recovery for human tragedy are reduc­
ed wrhile the actuEil economy on 
premiums is never going to prove as 
substantial as intimated by backers of 
the "no fault”  system.

The professional advocates of each 
point of view have a considerable talent 
for casting uncertainty Into the effort of 
the ordinary layman to understand just 
what is going on.

There is one thing, however, which 
stands self-evident.

This movement toward change is the 
inevitable reaction to an excess and 
abuse which had developed in the realm 
of automobile liability insurance.

The legal profession had become too 
expert and too skilled in the business of 
persuading juries that nobody except the/' 
iiuurance comprinies really had to i» y  
the huge damages being collected^lBe- 
cause somebody did have to pa^, and 
because that somebody was t^e policy 
holder, Insurance rates kept  ̂ climbing 
until they had become a rq^or, instead 
of a minor, item in /the American 
family's cost of transportation.

Every excess wdilcl)/works its way into 
the life and pracUpe of a society has to 
cure itself sooner or later.

Something is going to happen, sooner 
or later, to bring an end to the impossi­
ble escalation of the auto injury busi­
ness.

It seems more and more likely that 
the answer is going to be the "no fault” 
system, and that Connecticut ought to 
be next to adopt it.

SpelliiiK The New Nation
Before long, one hopes, we will 

• get down to some common usage 
decision on how to spell the new nation 
now being bom.

Our ^collection would be that it 
first appeared as "Bengla Desh,”  two 
words, with an "e ”  In the first word, 
as from "Bengal.”

Next, it was “ Bengladesh,”  down to 
cne word, with the "e”  from "Bengal” 
still retained.

Then it became "Bangla Desh,” with 
an “ a”  suddenly substituted, no reason 
given, for the original ” e.”

The last time we looked, it had gone 
back to being <me word, but had retain­
ed the “ a”  — "Bangladesh.”

We have, we confess, an instinct to 
assign far too great an importance to 
such little things os <he correct spelling 
of a nation's name.

Frequently, the stniggle for correct­
ness is often a lost struggle. For a long 
Ume the New York Times, the Wall 
Street Journal and the editorial page of 
this newspaper have been alone and al­
most futile in insisting that Rumania is 
"Rumania”  and not "Romania.”

We must confess that it doesn't seem 
to have made any difference to the peo­
ple of Rumania which way they are 
s ille d . But there are some <rf us who 
just like to have things right, that's all.

As for the people of the new countiy 
cn the subcontinent, there has never 
been any dispute over the fact that they 
are “ Bengals,”  with an "e ,”  and out of 
a distinguished race, and not “ Bangals,” 
which would make them sound like 
something in an American political cam­
paign song (Bowles, 1948) or diet (New 
York City.)

So we have, we think, a preference, 
which would be, for easiest  ̂writing, 
“ Bengladesh.”  But even more than our 
own preference, we would appreciate a 
world consistency, and abldp by it, were 
it to be established.

/

Non-White, Non-Ice, No Thaw
We find, much to our surprise, that we 

enjoyed and survived a non-white Christ­
mas in fine shape, mentally qnd 
physically.

We did not miss the task of clear­
ing the driveway, the worry of driving 
and parking on snow-clogged streets, or 
the deposits of melting slush on the 
oriental rug.

And if we really wanted the feeling of 
a white Christmas, all we had to do was 
wait for somebody to play the Bing Cros­
by record again.

A relatively mild, dry, non-tracking 
Christmas' can, after nil, be as good as 
any other kind, and indeed a welcome 
change from the white ones we had been 
having.

We also proclaim in advance that we 
con, this New Year's, do very well with­
out the customary and traditional ice 
storm which has, in recent years, been 
the delayed frosting on the Christmas 
snow.

And, if there is going to be no ice- 
crusted snow on the jpound, we will not 
need that sloppy, unhealthy January 
thaw, either.

The Nixon-Gandhi Gap
It took 22 years for “ the dust to setUO” 

between the United States and Commu­
nist China. We must hope that it %on't 
take so long for it to settle between the 
United States and Mrs. Gandhi’s India, 
but it's not going to be easy to get 
it down.

The first obstacle is that Mr. Nixon 
doesn't want to get on to the task right 
away. He has few enough things in com­
mon with the Chinese in Peking. Mutual 
dislike for Mrs. Indira Gandhi is pre­
sumed (in Washington) to be cne subject 
on which he and Chou En-lai can agree.

Also, if Mr. N'bton were to seek a rec- 
conciliation with India now, before he 
gees to Pektog, he might give the Chi­
nese a n ^ e r  new reason to suspect 
W|ashlngton of collusion with Moscow. 
And M^ Nixon needs to be able to con­
tend iii Peking that he is not entangled 
■wlt^'Moscow to Peking's danger. So a 
viable breach between himself and India 
^em s to serve his larger purposes at 
least through his Peking visit.

A second obstacle is the same emotlon- 
a r “ sccmed benefactor”  syndrome which 
helped to prolong the breach between 
Washington and Peking. It took Ameri­
cans a long time to get over the feeling 
that China was ungrateful for all the 
missionaries sent out there back in the 
days of "oil for the lamps of.”  And, by 
similar standards. Mrs. Gandhi is unfor­
givably ungrateful for the help Ameri­
cans like to think they gave India in get­
ting its independence from Britain.

Americans seem to be peculiarly re­
sentful of supected ingratitude.

A third reason is even more human; 
the dislike of men at being outplayed by 
a woman. Not only did Mrs. Gandhi out- 
maneuver Washir^on over Bangla Desh, 
she did it without visible effort.

So. the early bridging of the gap is ex­
pectable, or even possible. Yet it is high­
ly desirable because it is the only real 
way of keeping Russia from getting . the 
appearance if net the substance of major 
influence over India.

The first Important thing to realize 
here is that Mrs. Gandhi certainly has 
not the slightest intention of becoming a 
puppet of Russia. The one thing she has 
proved above all else is that she is not 
the passive, pliant type of female. It is 
unlikely that she is going to be bullied, 
intimidated or managed by Russian man 
any more than by Pakistan or Washing­
ton man. 'Besides, she is now the unques- 
ticned mistress of the Indian subconti­
nent. And while she has some obligations 
to Moscow for her triumph, she is more 
indebted to the folly of Yahya Khan.

But, unless or until Mr. Nixon chooses 
to extend to her" the hand of reconcilia­
tion, she is going to appear to be more a 
member of the Russian camp than Is 
good for the world, for the Unijed States, 
or for India.

Indeed, the safest strategy the United 
States could adopt at this phase in histo­
id would be one of neutrality with India 
between Russia and China.

There is no advantage to the United 
States to be more friendly with Russia or 
China. They are vast and hostile powers. 
Their disagreements are the sharpest 
and most dangerous In the world today. 
There is no benefit for the United States 
in helping the one against the other.

India Is in danger of being forced into 
siding with Russia against China. The 
best way to get India into a noncommit- 
ted posture would be in the company of 
the United States. Thgt road Is closed so 
long as Mr. Nixon's'advisers believe, 
perhaps mistakenly, that he has to be 
anti-Mrs. Gandhi to order to be welcome 
in Peking. — C^ISTTAN SCIENCE

Whafs  Wrong

WASHINGTON — Although 
President George Meany of the 
AFL-CIO and other top labor 
leaders accuse Amild Weber of 
b e i n g  an Administration 
"agent”  on the Pay Board, the 
real source of labor's grievance- 
against him is his stalwart work 
to open up construcUon unions 
to blacks.

Before being named one of 
five public members of the 16- 
member Pay Board, Weber had 
served to several high Nixon 
administration posts (most re- 
cenUy as execuUve director of 
the Cost of Living Council). 
Since then, the labor brass have 
repeatedly accused President 
Nixon- of planting an inside Ad- 
mlnistraticn man on what 'was 
supposed to be an autonomous 
Pay Board, free from White 
House pressure.

In fact, however, it was Web­
er's achievement as Assistant 
Secretary of Labor for man­
power programs that set big 

-bor against him. He won con- 
strucUon union approval, after 
menths cf footdragring, to the 
"Philadelphia Plan”  forcing the 
construction unions to open up 
their apprenUceship - trainii^ 
programs and their 'union lists 
to a specified number of Ne- 
grees. This was a breakthrough 
in the Federal government's 
long battle to break the color- 
barrier in construcUon unions.

Accordingly, Weber's name 
had become something of a 
dirty word in, union circles by 
the Ume he left the Labor De­
partment to return to teaching 
law at the University of Chicago 
just before the Pay Board was 
created.

A footnote: Weber is credited 
by sources inside the Pay 
Board as the main reason the 
board has not completely col­
lapsed under the weak chair­
manship of Federal Judge 
George Boldt. v

Tunney Trouble
Sen. Edmurri Muskle's cam­

paign Is learning that its en­
dorsement by Sen. John V. Tun­
ney of California, though a 
great boost to the Muskie band­
wagon, is not an, unmixed bless­
ing.

To the amazement of Muskie 
staffers, Tunney has moved in 
to try to take over the enUre 
Muskie campaign for the June 
6 California primary. He had no 
sooner endorsed Muskie than he 
attempted to insert Tunney men 
throughout a campaign struc­
ture that has been In being for 
a full year.

Specifically, Tunney wanted 
Nelson Rising, a Los Angeles 
lawyer who managed Tunney's 
1970 Senate campaign, to be­
come Western states coordi­

nator for Muskie. What soon be­
came clear to Muskie men was 
that Rising wanted authority 
over the California campaign 
and over the veteran Paul Zlf- 
fren, who recenUy was named 
head of Muskle's campaign to 
California.

Acrimonious discussion be­
tween Tunnev and Muskie agents 
followed with no. solution at this 
writing. The two top national 
Muskie managers — George 
Mitchell and John F. English— 
were In Lcs Angeles with 
Muskie last week to try to sort 
things out.

A footnote: Tunney’s endorse­
ment had far greater impact 
outside Oallfomia than inside the 
state. Becouse of Tunney’s close 
personal friendship with Sen. 
Edward M. Kennedy, his move 
to Muskie was widely Interp’^t- 
ed as the clearest signal yet Oiat 
Kennedy would not run—ex8u:t- 
ly as Muskie strategists had 
hoped.

Losing a Seat
Collapse of a deal to give 

DemocraUc Rep. W. S. (Bill) 
Stuckey of Georgia the vacant 
seat on the seven-member F'ed- 
eral Reserve Board may cost 
him his seat in Congress.

Stuckey, a close friend and 
former neighbor of White House 
aide Charles W. Colson, inside 
pclitlcal adviser and hatchet- 
man for President N'lxon, let it 
be known last fall that with the 
Federal Reserve Board appoint­
ment seemingly in hand, he 
would not run for reelectlon.

But despite the sponsorship of 
one cf the President's most 
tent operatives, the appoint '̂ 
ment has now been killed. Even 
Colson was imable to ovecome 
the opposition of powerful Re­
publicans from Georgia—not­
ably Under Secretary of Agri­
culture J. Phil Campbell, and 
Howard H. (Bo) Callaway, the 
state's Republican national com­
mitteeman. Both refused to

sanction appointment of Demo­
crat Stuckey for the |40,000-a- 
year job.

The irony for Stuckey is that 
he was prepared to turn Repub­
lican after the 1908 election if 
the Republican party bad come 
close to capturing the House. It 
did not, and he stayed a Demo­
crat.

Stuckey turned down a pre­
vious offer from President Nix­
on to become an Assistant Sec­
retary of Commerce. Now, with 
tho Federal Reserve Board post 
beyond his reach, he is think­
ing of running for the U.6. Sen­
ate seat held by Democrat David 
H. Gambrell, who was appoint­
ed a year ago following the 
death of Sen. Richard B. Rus­
sell.

Crime Victim Payoff Bill 
(Jets Bipartisan Support
By JOHN CHADWICK 

WASHINGTON (AP) —With 
■troug ihlpartisan backing, a 
proposal Is bstog readied for 
Bansto action that would pay 
federal oaoh to vletims of vio­
lent orlme.

Tha ‘‘Vlotims of Crime Act of 
1972” Would establish a three- 
membar board to compensate 
tnnoosat vlotims of violent 
ortmsq,: or their survivors, with 
up to 160,000 for medical bills, 
loss of.̂ esmlng power and fu- 
nsral expenses. Compensation 
would ^s^nd on ftoanoial need.

Tha btU would apply primar­
ily to primes committed in the 
District of Columbia, to nation­
al porks and forests, Indian 
reservations and on airplanes 
and'̂ ahlps. '

But beyond this, and mot-e 
far-reafihliig, is a provislon/un 
der 'wWch the federal gwem- 
ment would pay 78 per obnt of 
the cost of compensation pro­
grams sstablished by ^  states 
to accord with federal atond- 
ards, . . /

Sponsors hope /  this would 
spur pU states to enact such 
progromfi within five or six

years. Seven states already 
have.

The bill would also:
--Subsidise life and disability 

insurance for policemen, fire­
men and prison guards, and 
provide a |6D,0(X> federal death 
benefit for persons in those 
fields killed in line of duty.

— E s t a b l i s h  antitrust- 
court reme^es for business vic­
tims of organized crime, per­
mitting iae federal government 
to Intervene on behalf of vic­
tims in'civil suits.

Seiy John L, McClellan, D- 
A rk / who has steered all of the 
niMor anttcrime bills through 
t ^  Senate to recent years, in- 

roduced the legislation shortly 
'before Congress adjourned.

He said it consolidated the es­
sential features of several 
measures on which his Senate 
Judiciary subcommittee on 
criminal laws and procedures 
has held hearings.

Joining McClellan to sponsor­
ing the bill are the Senate lead­
ers of both parties. Democrat 
Mike Mansfield of Mmitana and 
Republican Hugh Scott of Penn­
sylvania; Judiciary Committee

Chairman Sen, James O. East- 
land, D-Mlss., and the com- 
m i t t e e ’ s ranking minority 
member. Sen. Roman L. 
Hruska of Nebraska.

So tar, the admlnistoatlon has 
hesitated In supporting com­
pensation for violent crime vic­
tims, saying it is still studying 
the idea. But some sponsors 
say they believe the adminis­
tration eventually will back the 
bill.

The administration has- said 
it favors lump sum payments 
of |60,(XK> to dependents of po­
licemen and prison guards 
killed In the line of duty, but 
has said similar payments to 
firemen are not justified since 
they are not always due to 
crime.

It also has opposed a federal 
insurance program for police 
and firemen, saying group pol­
icies now are available which 
can be expanded locally.

The bill in the Senate pro­
vides for a program for public 
safety officers patterned on the 
Servicemen’s Group Life Insur­
ance program available to 
members of the Armed Forces. 
While the program would be 
administered by the federal 
government, the insurance 
would be carried and the bene­
fits paid by private companies.

Powerful New U.S. Bombsn

Make Instant Oearbigs
PHILADELPHIA (AP) — A 

relatively new bomb, which 
kills everytidng within a radius 
of 8,280 feet, Is being used by 
toe UA, Air Force in Southeast 
Asia, ^ o  scientists say.

Dr. B. W, Pfeiffer, a zoologist 
at the I University ot Montana, 
and Qr- Arthur H, Westing, 
biology department chairman 
at Windham CoUege in Putney,
Vt., claim toe bomb was devel­
op ^  for "the instant creation 
of clearings in dense Jungle 
which, con be used as landing 
zones Jor assault helicopters.’ ’

The scientists who visited 
South Vietnam lost summer, 
added.!they have learned toe 
weapon .has been used as an 
antlperaonnel weapon, a fact 
confirmed by a high official in 
the Û 6. embassy In Saigon.
They said they were told by toe 
Air ‘Force toe bomb was used 
two or three times a week.

used In Laos and Cam‘bodle  ̂ fus 
well as South Vietnam, and 
added that it is used to cut ene­
my roads In mountainous areas 
by creating landsUdes.

The bomb Is detonated Just 
above toe ground, slmulta- 
neously at both ends to create a 
radial concussion, which leaves 
no crater but blows away all 
trees and otoer obstructions 
even in heavy Jungle to create 
a clearing about toe size of a 
football field, they said.

"We were told that light air­
craft flying more than two 
miles from toe explosion are 
badly shaken by shook waves," 
they added.

In Washington a Pentagon 
sptaesman said toe bomb has 
been used for some time and 
there has been no secret about 
It. The bomb’s concussion ef­
fects serve to knock down trees 
and otoer growth which other­
wise would require "toe In­
sertion of personnel and equip 
ment prior to helicopter as- 
Mault," he said.

The ^wo lolentista presented 
their report on toe bomb Mon­
day In a paper entitled "Impact 
of Mo(lern Weaponry Develop­
ment on toe Human Environ­
ment In Indochina."

Lindsay Says

John V. Lindsay of New Yoric, 
a Republican until last August, 
announced today that he seeks 
toe Dem(x:ratlc presidential 
nomination.

Pilot Oaims Hijackers 
Learn from News Media

MINNBAPOLJB, Mhm. (AP) 
— The pilot of a hijacked 
Northwest Airlines Jetliner says 
the news media should “go into 
less detail in hijackings be­
cause they furnish guidelines 
for the next guy.” _

CapL James MiuKinl, 29, of 
Mhmeapolls, made the com- 
mmt Monday at a news confer­
ence.

He was the pilot of the jdane 
hijacked Christmas ESve- by an 
armed man after the Jet took 
off from the lOimei^xdis-St. 
Paul Intematlnna] Airport en 
route to Chicago.

ynni-ini said the hijacker ap­
peared to be trying to emulate 
the. November faUacUng of an­
other Northwest Airlines plsne 
that resulted in a ranamn pay­
ment of $300,000 to a man vdw 
parachuted from that plane 
with the nooney.

The man accused of the Fri­
day hljacldng, Everett Holt, 3S, 
ImManapoHs, was arraigned 
Monday in Chicago on charges 
of hijacking an airliner. He la 
being held In Ueu of $100,000 
baU.

Manctnl said the hijacker 
never made any reference to 
wanting to Jump from the plane 
with the $800,000 he asked for, 
but that he followed the pattern 
of the November hijacking near 
Seattle, Wash.

The pilot said he heard two 
gun ahoto soon after takeoff 
and that a stewardess and the 
hijacker then entered the cabin. 
Manclnl said the hijacker 
threatened to blow up the |riane 
and asked fer the $300,030 fmd 
that the plane be refueled in Chi­
cago for a trip to Miami, Fla.

Manclnl asked the hijacker to 
permit passengers to leave the 
plane rriien It landed in Chicago 
and he agreed.

The pilot said when he and 
his crew decided to leave the 
craft after landing at Chicago 
they believed all peuMengera 
and the stewardesses had dis­
embarked. He said he did not 
learn until later that a passen­
ger had remained aboard.

The F3I captured Holt at 
O’Hare International Airport 
after telling him the pilot and 
crew had slipped from the 
plane.

Evidence Shows India 
Hit Orphanage in Dacca

DACCA (AP) — AvallaUe 
evidence indicates that the 
bombing cf the Islam Mission 
orphanage, at the height of the 
India-iPakistanl war, was done 
by an Indian plane despite dis­
claimers In New Delhi.

A pUot officer of the Indian 
Air -Force who has been flying 
Oailbous for six yean says he 
flew night raids over Dacca in 
cne cf these transport planes.

“ We dropped bombs out tte 
back door,” the young effleer 
said, “ We were very accurate. 
We hit the Pakistani Air Force 
cfficen mess.”

The mees, directly oppoette 
the entrance to the main ter­
minal at Dacca airport, was in­
deed hit. The area is now a pUe 
of ruMMe and stumps of trees.

When a report suggested to 
tte pilot that he or otters in­
volved in tte raids might have 
been r̂esponsible for four direct 
hits on the orphanage Dec. 9, 
he said: "Impoeeible. We 
drof^wd flares. We could see 
what we were bombing.”

The drone of a slow piston 
engine alrcrailt was heard the 
night tte  otplumage -aras hit, 
and dtfaer nights.

Bombs blasted huge craters 
at the orphanage. These quick­
ly filled with water from burst 
pipes. The founder of tte mis­
sion, Mohamed Rahman, said 
he thought 300 young boys had 
perltted, most of them buried 
under rubble or mud. Many of 
the boys had been sleeping in 
slit trenches which were cov­
ered.

Word quickly spread among 
Bengalis that the bombing was 
the woric of Pakistanis. They 
had faith in the accuracy of In­
dian air attacks.

But people who vlstted the 
site and looked at the craters 
(Uscorded rumors that the Pak- 
letanis had done the -bombing 
from a helicopter to embarrass 
tte Indians. Hie Pskistsnle had 
no aircraft in the area, that 
any one knew of, ciqiable of 
carrying such a heavy load of 
bomba. Also the nearby airstrip 
was out of operatlan.

After the aurrender a group 
of corraapondants left Dacca 
aboard an Indian Caribou. One 
oorraepoodent noticed bomb 
raoka in the back of the plane, 
similar to ttoat found aftar the 
oipliaiiaciL homMng.

lha pita oonfirmad #iey liad 
N ee uaad to aielt nlda. But he

denied re^xmalbility, as have 
otter Caribou crews, for the or­
phanage bombing.

The facts may never be 
known, nor the full casualties.

The orphanage housed 300 
beys, 100 girls and 100 staff. All 
records were destroyed. Survi­
vors were moved to safer areas 
and contact with moat of them 
was loot as the city was put un­
der curfew.

Pleroe’s decislaa came alter 
government lawyers argued 
that they could not "bcugaln 
away the right of otter people 
to visit the statue,’ ’ vdilch they 
called “ a symlxd for mankind.’ ’

The government also con­
tended that damage possibly 
was being done to tte statue 
because the veterans have 
gained access to locked parts of 
the 306-foot-high monument. 
“ Since they have no keys, we 
can only surmlsd they gaiined 
access by knocking down the 
doors or some otter way,”  said 
Asst. U.S. Atty. Alan B. Mbrri- 
son.

A lawyer for tte veterans 
countered, however, that he 
talked with tte group Monday 
and was assured that the gov­
ernment’s surmise that damage

was occurring ” ls without foun­
dation.”

Pierce’s restraining order di­
rected the veterans “ to open 
tte doors to the Statue of Liber­
ty national monument and re­
move all obstructions there­
from; secondly, to remove 
themselves from the statue It­
self except during- nwmal vis­
iting hours; thirdly to conduct 
themselves In accordance with 
the rules and regulations of the 
National Park Service.”

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Politics' Will Determine 
State Taxes Next Year
By DON MBIKLE

H A IJ.T  F O R D  (AP) — 
No iiauO coul4 be more dead 
than the state Incoine tax «s 
the General Assembly prepares 
for its 1972 session. True or 
False?

Hie public outcry over the 
short-lived 1971 income tax and 
the legislature's haste to repeal 
It would lead many people to 
answer "true."

But the state of the state's fi­
nances—and recent i pro-income 
tax remarks by the Republican 
state chairman—would indicate 
that the issue will insist on 
presenting itself once again 
^ e n  the legislature convenes 
in February for its first regular 
session in an even-numbered 
year since the 1880's.

Whatever the merits of the 
income tax idea, its fate in 1972 
will depend on political consid' 
orations. And the key to the po­
litical situation is the posture 
taken by Qov. Thomas J .  Mes- 
kill.

GOP State Chairman J .  Brian 
Gaffney's weekend comments 
indicating he would vote for a 
"good" Income tax bill next 
year (Gaffney is also a state 
representative) might be view­
ed as a trial balloon. Did his 
remarks signal a change in the 
position of the Republican gov­
ernor, who, when last heard 
from on this subject, was still 
saying that his budget for fiscal 
1972-78 would not include an in­
come tax?

Some Democratic legislative 
leaders have been saying that 
there is no chance for accept­
ance of an Income tax unless 
and until Meskill takes the in­
itiative and comes out publicly 
in favor ot it. Hielr feeling is 
that they were burned by this 
year's hassle over taxes, \ ^ ch  
began when the governor'^pro­
posed a complicated tax pack­
age last Februtury that was 
widely viewed as an invitation 
to an income tax.

ITie governor was sub­
sequently willing to discuss an 
Income tax, but the ta^ks broke 
down late in May—because of 
ptdiUcal considerations—and 
the income tax did not re- 
emerge as a  significant alterna­
tive until a  sudden and surpris­
ing campaign in special session 
fulminated in its jiassage July

The statement said rank-and-

--paldo of Beacon Falls.
A week ago Timbers divulged 

contents of a  letter criticizing 
the U.S. Board of Parole for 
the release of the two men aft­
er only four years of sentences 
of more than 20 years each.

Timbers is now a Judge on 
the 2nd Circuit Court of Ap­
peals.

“We hold Judge Timbers in 
the highest regard for integrity 
and devoticHi to duty and for 
speaking out when our so-called 

system seems to. falter as he 
feels it did recently in releasing 
two convicted bank robbers," 
the statipment said.

It also voiced regret that 
Timbers had not been publicly 
supported by "organizations 
which proudly carry the law- 
and-order banner, and who 
work for an orderly society 
with Justice.

,I t  said a mlddle-of-the rood 
attitude will fall to help if new 
legislation is needed to outline 
the authority of parole boards.

Timbers disclosed that he has 
suggested a curb on the powers 
of theJU.S. Board of Parole. He 
criticized the "premature” re­
lease of the two men as a blow 
to police morale and said it 
made a "mockery” of his 
wamitvs to potential bank rob­
bers that they would face stiff 
sentences If found guilty in his 
court. ^

Critics of the Judge's state­
ment said Timbers’ comments 
were based on what he knew of 
the men at the time of their 
trial four years ago. They said 
he either was unaware of or Ig­
nored the fact that the men 
were released on grounds that 
their rehabilitation was consid­
ered successfu.

■ Timbers was issued by Charles

His attitude, which is not 
unique on the ma.iority side cf 
the aisle, is that the legislature 
should pass whatever Meskill 
proposes in the area of tax­
ation,' no matter how out­
rageous they might consider it 
to be, and let the governor take 
the blame.

Meskill has already made it 
clear he has no choice but to 
propose mere tax hikes next 
year. For one thing, there is 
the state deficit o f' over 1240 
million left over from previous 
years which is supposed to be

paid off in the next two yeSrs. 
For another, there are the re­
quests cf Mesklll’s commisalon- 
ors fer mere mcney for their 
departments. And there re­
mains, despite nil the real and 
a t t e m p t e d  austerities, the 
strong possibility of a  deficit 
for the current fiscal year, in 
which tax collections are run­
ning below expectations.

So, once again, the question 
will be not whether there are to 
bo tax Increases, but what kind 
of increases there will be.

And, cnce again, the Republi­
can governor and the Demo- 
jcratlc legislature will tangle in 
a struggle to see which side 
can blame the other the most. 
It doesn't matter how logical 
I'.n alternative the Income tax 
may seem to those outside the 
political hreita or, for that 
matter, how Ic.'ilcal it may 
seem to some of the gladiators 
themselves. The dynamics of 
political decision-making will 
determine the course of events.

In tuition and an additional non­
resident fee of $200. '

The Judge's delay came after 
Asst. Att^. Gen. John G. Hill ar­
gued thkt the two women had 
failed ^  fully pursue available 
funds, 'including $50,030 in aid 
the administration recently re­
leased.
 ̂ Judge Blumenfeld said he 

would act on the preliminary 
Injunction by 11 a.m. Wednes- 
diiy if the two students are In- 
illgible for scholarships.

The Judge' already has or­
dered a three-judge court to 
convene Jan .

The Mafia’s Newest 
Racket
Three years ago mob leaders discovered 
pornography—and the astronomical prohts 
to be made from it. Today, from coast to coast, 
they dominate what has become a multi- 
million-dollar business

Customs agents arrest a 
Mafia cupo for importing 22,(xx) cop­
ies of the Scandinavian pornogra- 
phy.

I In HoHywcxxl, a pniducer of sex- 
cxploi((itiun films pulls his C^adillnc 
up to a curb. Hefore he can get nut. 
a burly gunman jufhps in and orders 
the film-maker to “keep i|uiet'' ahput- 
mob efforts to take over his business. 
“There are things more im|Kirtant 
than your life," he says. “Your fami­
ly, your children."

At .1 Middle Eastern airport, two

flashily dre.s.sed Americans—one the 
owner of a chain of smut film thc-- 
aters—are refused entry into the 
country. The reason; authorities be­
lieve the two have arrived to discuss 
Mafia financing with'a U.S. under­
world leader exiled in that country 

The.se incidents are evidence of a 
sinister new development—the Ma­
fia’s takeover of a substantial portion 
of the btxjm iiijf multimTIlion-doilar 
(Kirnograjifiy iiidtisfry. "Organized 
crime'fs mit-f'Qst moving jiito  the lu- 
cfativo-tralKc in ohscen^ materials," 
comments Los Angeles county sher­
iff Peter J. PitcheSs. “It is already 
therc.’i,Adds Paul Curran, chairmfin 
of the New !^_)rk State Comjnission 
of Investig.i(i<in; .“The es'ldencc is 
ipiite clear th.it racketeer.  ̂have come

into control of such key businesses 
as the production of low-grade sex 
books and magazines, stag films and 
peep-show machines, and the opera­
tion of ‘bookstores’ that arc the main 
outlet for this trash."

Although the mob didn’t discover 
(xtrnography until 1968, it quickly 
learned that films of sexual inter­
course bring in more money than 
brothels, and that lenient court de­
cisions have made peddling dirty 
books a lot le.ss risky than cracking 
heads to extort shylock loan pay­
ments. Some law-enforcement offi­
cials claim that smut is now a bigger 
money-maker for the mob than nar­
cotics. And one thing is clear; today, 
the Cosa Nostra dominates the .sale 
of erotic materials from coast to 
coast. Here, then, arc details on the 
Mafia’s newest racket.

Most of the Q jsa Nostra pornog- 
raphers are members of the syn­
dicate’s six New York-New Jersey 
“families.” Many of them are in the 
“family” of Joe Colombo, who re- 
(xirtcdly boasted earlier this year that 
he was about to “take over” the smut 
business in New York City. Clolom- 
1k) might have succeeded, too, if a 
would-be assassin had not fired three 
shots into his head at New York’s 
Columbus Circle last June 28.

Indeed, authorities suspect that 
the Qilombti “fam ily’s” monopo­
listic greed m;iy have prompted his 
fellow gang chiefs to send a hired 
killer fi»r him. Jerome A . Johnson, 
the young black gunman who criti­
cally wounded Colomixi* (and who

rchMiiis incj|Mcit.i(nl.

w;is immetliately slain himself) was 
a photographer interested in making 
sex films. He a.sstx:iated, detectives 
.said, with i-xirnographers tied to 
Carlo (iam bino, the Mafia “boss 
of bosses,” who was annoyed with 
Cxilombo. Just days before the shoot­
ing, Johnson tried to cash an alleg­
edly stolen check of Hark Hooks, 
Inc. T h e New York Investigation 
(xjmmission identifies Hark as part 
of a smut conglomerate controlled 
by yet another gang.stcr, Joseph 
Hrtxchini.

Hrocchini, referred to as a “gam­
bler and loan shark” by the New 
York commission, heads a compet­
ing .smut empire. H is  sex brxiks and 
magazines have made him over $i 
million a year. H e also raked in enor­
mous profits from Manhattan’s Club 
Orgy, a combination sex-brxjkstore, 
peep-show and figure-motleling stu­
dio that has featured live acts of sim­
ulated sexual intercourse. A ll this 
has recently en.ibled Hrtxchini to 
purchase a S2(x),<xx> home in subur­
ban Westchester (Jounty.

The first Ciolombo man to scent 
big money in voyeur sex was John 
(Sonny) Franzese. In 1968, capo 
Franzese surveyed the sleazy outlets 
in New York’s Tim es S<|unre that 
feature (|uarter-in-thc-slot sex-film 
vending machines. IJiscovering that 
each |icep machine reiurnetl an aver­
age profit of $2(xx) .1 month, Fran- 
/.ese visited store after store, allegedly 
terrorizing the owtiers into splitting 
the money with him. Later, Fran­
zese increased his take by forcing his 
own machines t»n the store owners.

Hy h/ k), be controlled (x> |x;rcent of 
the 'fim es Square ))eep shows, with 
:uinual profits reaching into the m il- 
litms. (1 i>day, although Franzese 
has heen imprisoned for a bank-rob-

F o llo w in g  the tra il blazed by 
Franzese, (Jolombo’s men set up a 
film-processing plant it) the New 
York area as the hub of his pornog­
raphy network. A t capacity, the 
plant turns out 50,(xx> reels a month 
of hard-core sex. A  reel of color film, 
which costs $3 to print, sells for $50 
—a t5(i6-percent profit. To run the 
plant, Ojlombr) drafted convicted 
(xirnographer Michael (M ickey) 
Zaffarano. Distribution of the filth 
is handled largely by Q ism o and 
Frank Cangiano, veteran money­
makers for the mob.

Each month the Cangianos ^ w  
out,'thousands of reels of sex films 
and tons of erotica-ebooks, maga­
zines, playing cards, photographs 
and comic lxx»ks—to .smut dealers 
across the nation. In February t969, 
the FH I raided the Cangiano.s’ 
Hrtxiklyh warehou.se, .seizing hard­
core |)ornography valued at $550,txx» 
and ' arresting both brothers on 
ch;irges of shipping obscene mate­
rial across state lines. (The Can­
gianos were indicted and have been 
;iwaiting trial.) Records li)und in 
the raiti revealed th;it the Cangianos 
were supplying outlets in 12 states

$2.2 m illion worth of sex photos, 
playing cards and magazines turned 
out by the group. W hat’s more, the 
mobsters developed a new wrinkle 
to lower costs and increase their al­
ready swollen profits. Instead of pro­
ducing their own magazines, Man­
arite and Portela simply plagiarize 
Swedish (xirnography for U.S. dis- 
trihution. Examples: Adam and Eve 
and Color Climax, magazines show­
ing lesbians and homosexuals in an 
endless variety of couplings, and Ac­
tion and Climax U S.A ., which fea­
ture interracial intercourse.

Doing business with mob por- 
nographers can be dangerous, as it 
was ill the case of a publisher who 
was.'scvercly beaten by goons be­
cause they believed he was cheating 
them. In the' ĉase of Atlanta’s K en­
neth (Jap) Hanna, Mafia-connected 
(xirnography proved fatal. H is  bul­
let-ridden hixly was (bund stuffed 
in the trunk of his Cadillac. T h is  
grisly execution remains unsolved, 
a graphic illustration of the deadly 
atmosphere that |>ervades the )M>r- 
nography indu.stry.

An incredible example of the way 
things are done in the |Hjrnography 
business ixTcurred recently in a large 
Midwestern city. M arvin M iller, a "

C;ili(i)rnia smut magnate, wanted to 
show his film Man and Wife, a pseu­
do-scientific dfpiction of sexual in ­
tercourse, there. After intjuiries, he 
decided to use a political ojK-rator in 
a Mafia-ruled organization to help 
smooth the way. A  meeting was ar­
ranged and, to M iller’s amazement, 
the fir.st man to arrive was a (xdice 
sergeant. “H e h;id a policeman’s uni­
form on,” M iller told me. “I thought 
he was going to arrest me.” "

Instc;id, the officer chatted with 
Miller, and sub.se<|uently .attended at 
lea.st one other meeting .about the 
film, which eventually did run in 
local theaters. The pdiceman says 
that this was none of his tioing, that 
he was merely a frieii;tl of the |)oli- 
lician and “just hapjK-ned” to show 
up at the meetings. He insists that he 
didn’t receive a dime from the 
transaction. Hut he<’'confides: “It 
opened the firxidgates for |H)rno- 
graphic films here."

N o one in the (xrrnography busi­
ness is ever :illowc<l to liirgel the 
|H»wcr of the mob. Onisider the ex­
ample of another West Coast smut 
peddler, who o|x;nly boasts of his 
connections with the New York 
Mafia family of Carlo (i.imbino. 
L;ist year two Los Angeles thugs 
denuinded Siy.ixxi from him. claim ­
ing th;it he owctl the money to an­
other |M)rnogr;ipher. "Listen, you. 
we own C;ilil(irn i.i,“ thev w;irned.

M aking no reply, the smut ped­
dler turned to his telephone and 
dialed his Cam bino connection in 
New York. He explained that his 
visitors wanted Jiy.fxx). Then he 
handed the phone to one of the mus­
cle men. who sjient the next few 
minutes listening. H is  face pale, 
the thug hung up. "Mister," he 
said, “you can fiirget about that 
money.”

Not even as big an oficrator as 
Atlanta's M ike Thevis (who is cur­
rently under a federal obscenity con­
viction) is immune. In k/xj, at a 
convention of pornographers in Las 
V'egas, Thevis was in an exp:insive 
m(xxl. bragging that he ownetl t)0 
|ierccnt of the sex-film vending ma­
chines in the United .States. Among 
Thevis’ listeners was Robert (Debc) 
D i Hernardo, a dirjty-b<x)k dealer 
linked with ti New Jersey Mafia 
family in the New York Investiga­
tion Catmmission re(xirt. In a st)ft 
voice. D i Herm irdo set T h e v is  
str;iight. "Don't forget. M ike.” he 
s;iid. “ '̂ou manage those machines. 
The family is in charge."

Orgtinizcd crime's S|K'e<ly take­
over of the |x>rnography industry 
underlines as never hemre that smut 
constitutes a serious national prob­
lem, ,\n y  lingering thought that the 
stream (if obscene Ixxiks, m;igazines 
and films flixiding the country is 
harmless should .now lie ended.

’Ih e  CovMitry Planning and 
Zoning Commission, meeUng 
last night, re-elected Arnold 
Carlson chairman and Steven 
Loyslm secretary, b o t h  on 
unanimous votes. Alternate 
member Thomas D<dan w ill re­
main as financial agent.

In choosing Carlson as chair­
man, the five-man board i»oiv- 
ed. once again that it is some­
thing of a political maverick in 
Coventry politics. Carlson is a 
Republican cn a Democradc- 
controUed commission, and it 
had been assumed that Demo­
crat Loyslm would become 
chairman.

Draft May Be Authorized 
For Ariny National Guard

WASHENOTON (AP) — Top 
Pentagon officials are studying 
the possibility of drafUng young 
men inlto the Army NaUonal 
Guard.

There are some legal and po­
litical hangups, but guard 
sources say the draft may be 
the only way to bolster a sag­
ging but criUcal part of the nâ  
tlcn’s military establishment.

Army Guard strength has 
dipped to Its lowest level In six 
years—384,000, 16,000 below the 
authorized level.

Guard officials th i^  they 
may lose another 80,00(̂  citizen- 
soldiers before next fall and 
then face serious manpower 
ehortages.

For now, they are relying on 
higher pay and other Incentives 
to re-enllstment to reverse the

diminishing size of units around 
the country.

And ithey emphasize that Sec­
retary cf Defense Melvin R. 
Laird would probably seek con­
gressional approval before go­
ing ahead with a draft into the 
part-time Army. But the idea is 
a very live one, officials say.

The idea of using the draft to 
support ithe guard, and other 
military reserves, is startling 
because it comes even as the 
Nixon administration Is trying 
to end the draft for the regular 
armed forces by mld-1673.

But Pentagon officials do not 
see any necessary conflict. 
They contend the government 
can continue to cut the size of 
the regular forces only if it can 
maintain & strong guard and 
reserves to meet crisis situ­
ations.

If the country and Congress

can accept that reasoning, they 
may also accept drafting young 
men into the guard, the offi­
cials say.

But until that becomes neces­
sary, officials are banking on 
vdiat they call an "incentive 
package," chiefly a proposed 
re-enlistment bonus, to stem 
guard manpower losses.

With congressional pressure 
on to hold down the defense 
budget, guard officials fear that 
the bemuB, costing $56 million. 
Will; fall by the wayside.

Defense sources indicated 
Laird would hold off on any de­
cision regarding the draft and 
the guard until he has had a 
chance to gauge the effects of 
recent' military pay Increases, 
which trickle down to guards­
men, and of a recruiting cam­
paign.

CAIRO (AP) — President An­
war Sadat told a political meet­
ing Tuesday that Egypt Is com­
pleting preparations ito go to 
war against Israel, but he did 
not close Uie door on diplomatic 
efforts,, for a petce settlement, 
the semiofficial newspaper A1 
Ahram repotted today.

"The battle of liberation Is a 
must and we have already tak­
en an IrrevocaWe decision for 
it," Sadat declared,

"But the question cf timing is 
connected with delicate internal 
and international assessments 
that are the competence of the 
leadership and not for public 
debate.”

Israeli officials in Jerusalem 
expressed cautious optimism 
after reading reports cf Sadat's 
speech.

“ We don't knew yot If there 
has been any change of direc­
tion,” cne* Israeli official said. 
“ It seems, however, that Egypt 
has, for the time being at least, 
decided to centinue the search 
for a political solution."

Sadat, who has pledged that 
1971 will be "the year of deci­
sion”  in the Middle East, spoke 
at a meeting of members of the 
P e o p l e s  Assembly—parlia­
ment—and the central com­
mittee of the Arab Scciallst Un­
ion, Egypt’s cnly political par­
ty.

"The decision Is now under 
implementation tmd the battle 
of liberttion will be long and

bitter,”  Sadat emphasized. 
"But It does net mean that po­
litical moves will be halted be­
cause to do so will paralyze 
part of our effective potential.”

Sadat was strongly critical of 
U.S. policy in the Middle East 
and made clear he rejects sug­
gestions for the resumption of 
U.S.-sponsored negotiations for 
an interim Suez Canal settle­
ment.

At another point, however, he 
said; “ We shall proceed with

poUtteal activity In various 
fie'jds anh leave the door open 
tor all contacts—on the under­
standing that not a single inch 
of occupied Arab territory is to 
be relimiuished.”

A government spokesman an­
nounced last week that Bgjypit 
Is waiting to see what comes 
out cf the expected revival next 
month of U.N. mediator Gun- 
nar V. Jarring’s peacemaking 
mission.

Sadat’s line was echoed in re­
porta presented to the meeting 
by Foreign Minister Mahmoud 
Rlad and the war minister Lt.

assailed Washington’s alleged 
bias In favor of Israel.

Considcuously abeent was the 
lavish praise heard in the past 
on the Soviet Union, although 
Mcscow’s support of the Arabs 
was noted.

Sadat referred to Russia In a 
single paragrsqth, according to 
the text carried by AI Ahram, 
saying;

"We are the ones who wlU 
decide when the battle will be­
gin and we are the ones who 
will shoulder its burdens. We 
cannot ask of our friends, head­
ed by the Soviet UnlMi, more 
than sincere support and con­
solidation to our legitimate 
right cf liberation, and we are 
certain that the Soviet Union 
actually stands on our side."

In a speech to Parliament to­
day, Prime Minister Mahmoud 
Fawzl said war with Israel 
seems to be the written fate.

The official IQddle East 
News Agency quoted him as 
saying that chances of peace 
are "but a fading glimmer on 
the far horizon.’ ’

"The decisive liour is at 
hand. The Arab nation is not as 
weak as her enemies wish her 
to be, and not as strikingly 
strong as she wishes to herself. 
Yet the Arab natlcxi has the 
weapons of strength—humaiily 
and materially—when orgtui- 
ized for the battle. It will 
achieve easy victory.’ ’

Lawmakers Sitting on Hands

How Many Live on Your Block?
WASHINGTON (AP) — It’s 

been neau'ly two years since the 
government counted you, your 
neighbor and the guy down the 
street. But. chances are your 
leglslaiture still doesn’t know 
how mtuiy live on your block.

The census of April 1, 1970, 
was a one-day snapshot of the 
country. The picture still is 
being developed, and waiting 
for It are state and local gov­
ernments under the gun to 
reapportion.

The material that’s sought is 
called "block data,’ ’—literally 
a count of people who live on a 
given city block, euranged with 
neat little qulok-glonce maps. 
The Census Bureau is tabulat­
ing 1,800,000 such blocks, a 
staggering task even with coin- 
puters,

Census data is a basic tool 
for redlstrioters. It provides the 
answer for the courts’ demand 
that every person lie represent­
ed equally In city and county 
councils. In the state legislature 
and In the U.S'. House of Repro- 
■entatlves.

"People are paying attention 
to population data as never be­
fore," said a key cfflolal at the 
Census Bureau. "When people 
did their redlstriotlng after the 
1060 census, there was, no rush 
because there were no legal 
mandates."

Then came the Supreme 
Court's one-man, one-vote rul­
ings of the 60s and "anybody Is 
able to take a state legislature 
Into federal court," he said. 
"'People want to redlsitrlct as 
fast as possible. A lot more 
people are knocking at our door 
and Ithey wont data earlier than 
the Census Bureau can give It 
to them."

On the day of the census, the 
bureau set 180,000 people to

counting noses. Preliminary 
data was released in the fall of 
1970. By February this year, 
each State had the figures for 
Its part of the 260,000 "enume­
ration districts" the bureau 
tabulates.

"The Master Enumeration 
District list was available," the 
census official said. "Some 
states picked It up, some didn’t. 
But a tot o f ,older politicians, 
partloularly the ones that 
worked on redlStrlctlng In the 
60ei were ueed to using block 
data. And uome statoa could not 
use the MED list because It av­
erages 800 people per district,"

The bureau began dis­
tributing the block daita last 
September and expects to have 
It all out by the end of January, 
depending on how fast the gov­
ernment printing office works.

"An a v ^ l let of these block 
reports are down at the GPO,” 
said the census bureau man. 
"We are getting a lot of letters 
from people that know the data 
Is out and can't get It."

While pointing to a backlog at 
the printing office, the official 
also conceded that the Census 
Bureau "said It would deliver 
the data before It did and didn’t 
meet its deadline."

"This has been an Incredible 
census," he said. "About 1B,(XM) 
cl'lles and towns and It seems 
like that many had complaints 
about the count. This slowed up 
the census by 4-6 menths while 
we checked oiit complaints."

The bureau brought part ot 
this problem on Itself.

"In 1967 the bureau made a 
sample study, highly theo­
retical, and admitted to miss­
ing people for the first time In 
Its history,”  said the official. 
"It believed It missed five mil­
lion people In 1960, It caused 
every city, county and state to 
think that part of that miss was 
In their area and they watched 
this time."

Another factor, the official

said, was that "a  lot of states 
had impossible deadlines. Penn­
sylvania was in this bind. They 
had to have block data and 
they couldn’t redlstrict last 
year. New York had to do the 
same thing. Califomin, which is 
Just os big, lias done very well 
with the MED list. But Califor­
nia Is angry about not getting 
data on Spanlsh-Americons.

"Some legislatures have laws 
saying they must redlstrict aft­
er release of census data.’ But 
the question Is, what is census 
data?"

The Census Bureau has six 
different counts. The first Is n .. 
basic tabulation of people in 
large areas, such as counties. 
Next comes the enumeration 
districts, then-the block data.
.  StlM to come Is a further 
breakdown ot detailed charac­
teristics such as farm income, 
ethnic groups, occupational lev­
els—the kind of information 
sought by sociologists. Then an­
other count by Zip Codes, the 
Information that marketing 
people want. And finally de­
tailed characteristics for large 
urban contoni, data needed by 
such government departments 
as Health-Education and Wel­
fare and Housing and Urban 
Development. "We dump ev­
erything In that one," the Cen­
sus Bureau official sald-
