And Senator Hubert Humphrey, with 
his chance of obtaining his party’s nomi­
nation for President, stands just about 
where one Richard Nixon was standing, 
four yesirs ago at this time.

Governor 
Romney had the Republican nominatiim 
practically sewed up. All he had to do, it 
seemed, was continue' to capitalize on 
the momentum he had received from his 
reelection as Governor of Michigan the 
year before, and be sure he avoided any 
severe political mistakes.

Ansonia Teachers Strike
Hie strike by the Ansonia Federation 

o f  T’eachers <s Illegal, immoral -and 
counter-productive.

It is illegal because it violated Section 
10-I63e of the state statutes, which pro­
hibits teachers’ strikes. Althbugh the 
law provides no specific penalty for vio­
lations, a court can do so if strikers ig­
nore an injunction granted in confor­
mance with the law.

’The strike is imihoral because it 
sought to benefit one group (the teach­
ers) at the expense o f helpless and inno­
cent people (the children and their par­
ents). A teachers’ strike does not injure 
the Board of Education, at which -it is 
nominally directed; it injures , mainly 
the school' children. It is Immoral for 
anyone to seek advantage through the 
suffering of innocent children.

Finally, the strike is counter-produc- 
' tive. Inst^d of putting pressure’ on the 
Board of Education, it has roused pub­
lic opinion against the Ansonia Federa­
tion of T ethers. This is especially true 
because the AFT seems to have sought, 
not financial or other gains for its mem­
bers, but power for itself.

Since the AFT has led its members in-, 
to an Illegal, immoral and counter-pro­
ductive strike, the teachers of Ansonia 
should either elect new, wiser and more 
responsible leaders or. select some other 
organization to represent them at the 
bargaining table. — THE EVENING 
SENTINEL.

WASHINGTON — President 
Nixon’s decision not to veto 
Hard-line conservative Lyn Nof- 
zlger as his operative cami>aign 
manager in CaUfomla next fall, 
avoided a confrontaUan between 
the President and Gov. Ronald 
Reagan but raises serious prob­
lems for Mr. Nixon in carrying 
the nation’s biggest state.

Little wonder, then, that mid­
dle-level White House political 
advisers were astonished when 
they learned about the Nofzlger 
appointment, not throug;h nor­
mal channels but by reading it 
in the Los Angeles Hnies.

The reason for the astonish­
ment: Ex-newspaper reporter 
Nofzlg;er was public relations 
chief of Reagan’s first campaign 
for governor in 1966, was a key 
political adviser during his first 
two years as governs and help­
ed talk Reagan into challengiing 
Nixon for the Preslderitlal nom- 
liiaUan in 1968.

In short, Nofzlger—now a de­
puty chairman of the Repub­
lican National Committee after 
serving two years as a White 
House aide—is a bonded Reagan 
man.

With Reagan as titular state 
campaign chairman ahd Nofzi- 
ger as working manager, the 
Nixon campaign thus takes on 
a fully Reaganized image, Thds 
is precisely what some of the 
President’s most intimate ad- 
'visers, along with substantial 
numbers of California Repub- 

.lican politicians, d c  not want. 
Hiey 'want Mr. Nixon to cam­
paign under the largest possible 
umbrella, not a Reagan-sized 
parasol.

These ■ politicians perceive 
California, which Mr. Nixon 
must carry to be re-elected, as 
an uphill struggle where the 
President’s appeal must be 
broadened to its outer limits to' 
capture not only Republicans 
of all persuasion but Democrats 
as well.

But Mr. Nixon has seemed 
more concerned about Reagan’s 
good wishes than broadened

bases in California. Through 
Atty. Gen. John M. MitcheU, 
the President informed Reagan- 
that he could name the Cali­
fornia manager, save for one 
caveat: If Reagan’s nominee 
was totally unacceptable, there 
would be a Presidential veto. 
As matters turned out, Nofzlger 
was not totally unacceptable. 
There was no veto.

Before that happened. Repub­
licans here and in California 
wedded to the big-umbrella 
strategy thought they had the 
Nofzlger job sewed up for State 
Rep, Robert Monagan; minor­
ity leader of the Assemldy. 
Mitohell himself leaned to Mona­
gan, who has loyally pushed the 
governor’s legislative program 
even though his philosophy is to 
Reagan’s left.

But just as Mr. Nixon had 
veto ixiwer over , Reag;an’s 
choice, BO the governor had a 
veto over the President. As we 
reported from Sacramento in 
November, the Reaganites axed 
Monagan (although Reagan sent 
word to Monagan through a go- 
between that it was ‘ ‘not true”  
he personally had vetoed the 
Assembly minority leader).

’The, in a closed-door meeting 
with Republican money men in 
the governor’s quarters on Dec. 
15, Reagan dropped his bomb­
shell. He was pleased to report, 
he said, that ” Lyn is coming 
cut ito help us in the cam­
paign.”  ’The fact that President 
Nixon 'was allowing kofzlger to 
be ’ ’sprung loose”  from a top 
political job in Washington, he 
said, ’ ’shows how important 
they think California is.”

But Nofzlger’s irrepressible, 
itTeverent instinct for the Dem­
ocratic jugular in his present 
job as the Natlcmal Commit­
tee’s  chief hatchet man is pre­
cisely what party moderates in 
California do not want.

’These moderates fear Nofzig- 
er’s penchant for the 'wild 
swing, coupled with Reagan’s

waning popularity in California, 
will rei>el rather than attract 
independent voters and party­
switching Democrats.

Hiey are not impressed by 
the fact that a Reagan-Nofzlger 
campaign will solidify the Re­
publican right wing, wdiose de­
fection in Mr. Nixon’s losing 
1962 campaign for governor has 
haunted his California political 
'calculations ever since.

Reagan alone as nominal
campaign chairman would hold 
the conservative wing of the 
party. But 'with the Reagan- 

' Nofzlger duet calling the cam­
paign tune, the mbderates are 
now betting the President's ma­
jor social reforms—such as the 
welfare reforin’s income-main­
tenance scheme, onerous to
Reaga^—will be drowned out
by the loi^ng conservative
theme of the 1970 campaign: 
La'vv and order.

That concern, however, is' be­
ing kept strictly private. Hav­
ing lost the battle for campaign 

' chairman, the moderates have 
flatly ruled out any sniping at 
Nofzlger. If they went public 
'With their grievances, they 
know the campaign for vital 
California would be lost before 
it starts.

When the Connecticut Legisla­
ture comes into its first ’ ’annu­
al”  session in February, one 
thing it will be certain to be 
doing is to wage an incessant 
battle over its own agenda.

As proposed and sold to the 
people of. Connecticut, the sec­
ond ’ ’annual”  session of each 
Legislature was intended to be 
primarily a budgetary session.

As the Legislature itself set 
up the amendment proidding for 
annual sessions, the limltatiori 
on the business of the even year, 
session had holes as 'wide as the 
session itself should choose to 
make them. "In the even year 
sessicoi,”  said the CcHistituticmal 
Amendment, "the General As­
sembly shall consider no busi­
ness other than budgetary, reve­
nue and financial matters, bills 
and resolutions raised by com­
mittees of the General Assem­
bly and those matters certified 
■in writing by the Speaker of the 
House of Representatives . and 
President Pro Tempore of the 
Senate to be of an emergency 
nature.”

How restrictive this language 
will really prove. depends upon

Sion will have its biggest battles 
with itself on the questibn of 
just how wide the door shall 
opened.

The lEist session of the Gen­
eral Assembly itself set up spe­
cial commissions, like that on 
no fault insurance, to make re­
ports to this forthcoming ses­
sion. ;

Various interim commltteea 
of the General Assembly itself 
have been ccmductlng hearings 
directed toward the writing of 
bills to bo brought in for action 
in the "short session.”

Senate President Pro ’Tem­
pore Charles Alfano'of Suffield, 
even as he announces his own 
intention of fighting to limit the 
number of bills considered in 
the short sesesion, gives a fair­
ly long list of the matters he 
considers should get action.

Senator Alfano likewise doubt­

less Intends to be sparing in the 
granting of emergency certifi­
cation to any of the measures 
his own best friends 'Will be urg­
ing him to let in for action, and 
so, for that matter, will his 
counterpart. H o u s e  Speaker 
WilUam Ratchford. But if either 
one of them wants to yield once, 
that will probably require, 
given the instlnctl've rivalry be­
tween the Senate and House 
leader^ips in this Legislature, 
letting down the bars ^ c e ,  so 
that each leadership gets some­
thing out of it.

In addition to such pressures, 
one has to count on s(»n'ethlng 
else, which is the remarkable 
talent legislators'’have develop­
ed, over the years, for finding 
their way around the rules they 
adopt for the supposed im prove-.

’The 'Town Council last illght 
took the first steps toward join­
ing a nine-town paper recycling 
 ̂progrram when it adopted a 
resolution authorizing Town

According to Mayor Abraham 
Glassman the town will not be 
subject to any commitment until 
a sufficient number of - towns 
agree to participate. ’The council 
did, however, agree to purchase 
8 storage van for a deposit sta­
tion for used paper for $775. 
from an East Hartford firm. ’The 
trailer is 32 feet long and in good 
condition, according to Coupcil-

State Agency Studies Sites 
For Nuclear Power Plants
H A R T F O R D  (AP) —  

With no money, ho office, no 
chairman and two brand new 
members, the State Power Fa­
cility Evaluation Council got its 
first Job Monday: 
where, or if, a new 
power plant -will be built in 
Connecticut.

"It ’s a mess,”  said State Ben. 
George L. Guirther of Stratford, 
who helped create tee' council.

The civilization that was to become China had 
its beginnings in the cradle o f the Yellow River. 
While no archeological proof exists for China’s 
first dynasty, the Hsia, a legendary, golden age 
ruled by sage-kings, A e  remains of the next 
dynasty, the Shang, indicate there must have 
been many centuries o f previous development.

Shang skill in working bronze has never been 
surpass^. Pottery making was of a high order. 
Writing on shells and oracle bones was in an 
advanced script, showing many o f the basic 
forms o f modern Chinese.

Inscriptions found on Shang tombs, excavated 
only in the 20th century, give an insight into 
the way o f life of a people \rao flourished nearly 
40 centuries ago.

The king was both king ahd priest, inter- 
'mediary between the people and Heaven, rep­
resented by Shang Ti, the Supreme Lord. The 
king, as Son o f Heaven, led the rituals and 
sacrifices which insured that the behavior of 
men on earth was attuned to the rhythm— the 
“ Yang and Yin” — of the celestial order. Priests 
divinra the will o f Heaven by interpreting the 
cracks in the heated bones of animals.

Worship o f ancestors was already a strong 
element in Chinese religion. Sacrifices— some­
times human— were made to them and tp_ other 
potent. spirits of nature, to insure success in 
mortal undertakings.

Below and around the king were nobles, who 
lived in luxury and served as governmental

functionaries. Below them were the ignorant and 
toiling peasants, upon whose bent backs the en­
tire structure o f Shang:—as of later— society 
rested.

There was as yet no nation that could be 
called China (or as the Chinese know it, the 
Middle Kingdom ). The authority o f the Shang 
was limited and cHallenged by rival city-states 
and shaken by frequent wars.

As was to happen again and again in Chinese 
history, the ruling dynasty fell into decadence 
and was overthrown. After six centuries, in 
1122 B.C., the Shang succumbed in violent up­
heaval to the warlike Chou clan from the west­
ern frontiers.

Now began the third dynasty, the Chou, which 
was to enjoy the longest reign— 900 years-^in 
China’s long history.

A third Big Eight team, Colo­
rado, captured'third place with 
746 votes after defeating. Hous­
ton 29-17 in the Astro-Blue­
bonnet Bowl. Colorado’s only 
defeats in a 10-2 season were to 
Nebraska and Oklahoma.

Nc conference had ever 
swept the top two spots in the 
poll, but the Big Eight went 1-2- 
3.

It was the second consecutive 
national championshp fot Ne­
braska, a team which has won 
its lELSt 23 outings and has gone 
32 games without a loss.

Nebraska is only the sixth 
squad to w in . consecutive 
crowns.

Frazier fcikes Bucks Over Lakers

Sam Massey, Builder o f Men
’IhS yeaixround holiday seasmt was 

saddened when word was relayed last 
’Thursday that Sam Massey had died af­
ter a lengthy illness. ’The little white- 
haired man, who was called by many 
the best all around athlete Manchester 
ever produced, was always interested In 
sports, particularly programs involving 
the youngsters.

Helping others, through recreation, 
was Mr. Massey’s life. For more than 85 
years he served as director the Trin-- 
Ity Parish House in New Haven, which 
turned cut hundreds of youngsters who 
went on to greater fame with New 
Haven high schools and later to colleges 
throughout the country.

Mr. Mlassey was a close friend of thfo 
writer tor nearly 40 years u id  up until a 
few months ago was a frequent visitor to 
this depfutment.

It was the New Haven community’s 
gain, and Manchester’s  loss, when Mr. 
Massey accepted the position at ’Trinity 
Parish which he held for better than 30 
yeaih. ,

Although he resided downstate for 
more than three decades, Manchester 
was his home and he always had a- 
warm spot for the community in which 
he grew up.

It was after his 'retirement from ’Trin- 
Ity.' a Ume during which he purchased a 

% h ^ e  in Union, that I saw more of Mr. 
Massey. Before being cut down by Uie 
illness which was later to take his life, 
Mr. Massey spent as much time as per­
mitted idaylng golf at the Manchester 
Country Club. Despite his lack stat­
ure, he would Mt a golf bail for an 
amaring distance and with accuracy. 
While in New Haven, the Yale course 
was his favoribB and he held a low handi­
cap tor many yearn

IxMUked a baseball team second to none 
in the .state, "tiie second baseman was a 
little, lefthanded hitting f^low who an­
swered to the name of Sam Massey. 
’This was the era when local teams, as 
well as visiting dubs, loaded up with 
major league players, and mills and 
stores closed when games were staged 
against RpekviUe and Willimantic teams- 
in porilcular.

’Die little leadoff bedter for Manches­
ter faced the best and old timers who 
followed the team fn»n  town to town 
still dalm  the second baseman belonged 
In professional baseball.

’That never materialized as Mr. Mas­
sey was content to work with youngsters 
at ’Trinity Parish and help mold them 
into ycung men.

Mr, Massey loved his work. H« was 
doing tomething that he had always 
wanted to and was just as enthusiastic 
over the years as when he first started. 
Port of his job at T ^ t y  Parlrii was to 
coach the baseball and basketball teams 
and he came up with some phenomenlal 
squads that xx>sted glittering records.

Several summers Mr. Massey ran the 
recreation program in Manchester and 
with his vast knowledge was able to of­
fer outstanding programs for young'and'^ 
old alike.

’Ihe popular little man retired in 1961 
and was presented with a plaque 'Mriilch 
read: He has dedicated his life to the 
service of youth of ’Trinity Churrii as 
well as of the community and by his 
teaching aiul example has shown them 
how to be loyal, honest, thoughtful, co­
operative and fine cittzens.

’This best sums up Bam Massey. He 
lived a gcod life for 75 years.

I’ll- miss his frequ^t -visits but his 
warm friendship will always be remem­
bered.

—  are solid and remain in the spent fuel. This 
is handled at a reprocessing plant.

The small remainders are in gas and iiquid 
forms. Gaseous wastes are held for short periods
to permit most radioactivity present to decay, 
and are then diluted and discharged through
ventilation stacks.

Many people do not understand that 
radioactivity has always been — and always will be 
—  a part of our naturaFenvironment

Radiation is with us constantly —  from the 
sky, the ground we walk on, even 
the buildings we live and work in. Natural 
background radiation varies from place to place 
according to altitude and the presence of natural 
radioactive minerals. That’s why people living 
in mile-high Denver, Colorado, are exposed 
to more natural radiation each year (300-500 
miliirems) than are people in this area.
(about 120 miliirems).

Nuclear power stations do add a barely 
perceptible amount to the natural background 
radiation. However, the amount added is so small 
in comparison to ever-present natural 
bacl^round levels that even next door to one of 

' our nuclear power stations the addition from 
plant operations would be less than 
5 miliirems per year.

Looking at it another way, if you lived 
next door to one of our nuclear plants for a year 
you would be exposed to about as much added 
radiation as you would experience in one - 
round-trip, coast-to-coast Jet airplane flight.

Although the radiation added ty bur nuclear 
stations is at this required low level, the 
Northeast Utilities companies are continuing to 
investigate and evaluate new developments 
which may enable us to improve our performance

Small, carefully controlled amounts of 
low-level radioactive liquid wastes are periodically 
diluted into the great quantities of water used 

.for cooling steam condensers, but without harm. 
As for as radioactivity is concerned, the 
water is literally “fit to drink."

Solid low-level radioactive materials which 
accumulate in the continual cleaning of 
reactor water systems are stored on plant sites 
temporarily and are later shipped to burial 
locations controlled by the U. S. Government.

Can There Be An Explosion?

No.

It is impossible for anyone -  even a nuclear 
expert —  to produce an explosion with the dilute 
fuel used in generating electrical energy. Also, 
nuclear plants are designed along different 
principles than nuclear weapons and are 
operated differently.

In addition, nuciear plants are designed to 
take advantage of natural phenomena which 
slow down the rate of fission as the tamperature 
df the nuclear fuel rises. This inherent reaction 
is automatic and instantaneous and supports the 
various other safeguards incorporated in our 
control systems.-

What About The Danger of An Aooldont?

-  Extreme care has been taken in the' 
design of our nuclear power plants to eliminate, 
as far as humanly possible, accidents 
of all types, such as a loss of coolant water, 
mechanical malfunction, or bven deliberate 
sabotage.

Further, we continually review new 
experimental data, evolving from steady progress 
in nuclear power development, that 
might point out the need for improved equipment 
or procedures used at our, existing plants, or in 
new plants under construction or being

planned. Attesting to the safety of commercial 
nuclear power is the fact that no worker in 
the industry has suffered a radiation injqry and 
there has never been an accident that has 
caused injury to any member of the public.

-  ✓

What About Fuel Waste Disposal?

Nuclear fuels do not last forever. Our plants 
are usually refueled annually and the spent fuel 
assemblies must be disposed of. There are 
three steps involved. First, the assemblies 
containing the fuel are transferred to a deep, 
water-filled pit in the plant and allowed to 
“cool" until the short-lived radioactivity decays. 
Second, the assemblies are transferred to 
specially designed, heavily shielded casks and 
are shipped to a fuel reprocessing plant so 
that valuable materials can be recovered.
After reprocessing, any remaining radioactive 
waste is packed in shielded cylinders and stored 
safely underground under United States 
government supervision.

Plans are under review by the U. S. 
government to store- cylinders of waste material 
in holes drilled in the floors of salt mines 
1,000 feet deep. Salt mines are the tightest 
geological formations known to man.
Little space is needed for waste storage.
In fact, in handling the atomic waste of the 
electric industry today, it would take a 
reprocessing plant ten years to fill a space the 
size of a three-car garage. ■

What About Damage From Heated Water 
Discharged From Nuclear Plants?

■I'
All power plants which produce steam to turn 

electric generators use substantial volumes of i 
water —  from nearby bodies of fresh or salt 
water -  to condense steam. Nuclear plants 
require more cooling water than fossil-fuel plants 
of the same size. We are supporting thorough 
tests by independent agencies to determine the 
effects of our warm-water discharges on the 
ecology of Long Island Sound and the Connecticut 
River. Neither the Connecticut River study, 
started in 1965 under the direction of Dr. Daniel 
Merriman of Yale University, nor the study of 
the Sound, being directed by Dr. Nelson 
Marshall of the University of Rhode Island, have 
identified any significant harmful effects to date.

■ be covered in our Open Door Discussions. As 

knowledge is gained and technolog^y improves, 
priorities and policies will shift. As is the case ~ 
with any complex issue, there are many
points of view.
