“Oh my God, that la a  pity,”  
sedd Humphrey at a  moniiiig 
televisian talk show. "Honestly, 
every person la entitled to a  
right to vote. Hiat really upeets 
me.’ ’

The Cuyahoga. County Board 
of BlecUona held an emergency 
meeting to discuss the prob­
lems. About 400,600 voters, 300,- 
000 c f  them Democrats, were 
expected to turn out In the 
county’s 1,788 poUlng places.

Skies were overcast and 
threatening in some areas. The 
turnout was reported "pretty 
heavy" in the Youngstown 
area._. "Moderate to quite 
heavy" described voting at Co­
lumbus precincts.

"So far H’s  been pretty 
heavy,”  u ld  Jim Delllck, 
Youngstown election director.

From Hitler^s Shadow to Nixon^s Right Hand

Kissinger Emerged from a Town of Terror
(Editor's note: Henry A. Kis­

singer knew early the mass 
hate and personal displacement 
that marks a major part ot this 
century. The fbllowlng, second 
in a four-part series on the life 
of the President’s national se­
curity affairs adviser, looks- at 
his childhood and youth.)

For the Jews it was a time of 

terror. ,
An Austrian named Adolf Hit­

ler was gathering power and 
his antlsemltlc harangues were 
echoing across Germany.

The Nazi hysteria reached 
even to Fuerth, a smoke- 
stained Bavarian factory city 
with a centuries-old tradition ot 
religious U^erance.

Jewish children, when they 
ventured onto the streets or 
playgrounds, would bo cornered 
and beaten by HlUer youth.

Among the chUdren getting 
this early, Woody lesson in poll- 
Ucs was Heinz Kissinger.

TV)day, more than three dec­
ades later, Henry A. Kissinger 
is assistant for notional secur­
ity affairs to the President o< 
the United States.

As Richard M. Nixon’s pre­
mier foreign affairs adviser, he

sonietlmes is called the second 
most powerful man in the
world. Kissinger ■was closest to
Nixon on the recent trip to
China and will be next to him 
on the presidential visit.to Mos­
cow later this month.

But in the 1930s, in the
streets of Fuerth, he was pow­
erless and too slow a" runner to 
escape the beatings.

He remembers well the early 
humiliation, but won’t talk 
about it except to insist it did 
not shape his life.

He told a German newspaper.

TTirusting out her arm 
to Incidate a height of less than 
five feet. Frau Wlttenmayer 
said, "I  remember him as a 
slender, blond youth in short 
pants.”

Frau Wlttenmayer also re­
members Kissinger’s father, 
Louis, one of her teachers at 
the local high school. "He was 
really a good teacher, very 
opCn-minded and too good tem­
pered to be a harsh dis­
ciplinarian,”  she said. "He was 
very polite and always gave ad­
vice willingly.’ ’

Louis Kisslnglr, himself the 
son of a village school teacher, 
was 35 in 1622 when he married 
Paula Stem, 21, a product of a 
middle-class German-Jewish 
family.

They moved Into a third-floor 
flat on a cobbled street where, 
about dawn on a spring morn­
ing a year later, their first son 
was bom.

His name, was listed as Al­
fred Heinz Kissinger in the 
flourishing German script on 
his birth certificate. But he was 
called Heinz, and would be un­
til be Iter changed his name to 
Henry Alfred Klasinger.

ADM Grant 
Explained 
By Spr̂ nkel
At the Town ̂ Council meeting 

laat night, Towh M aniger Terry 
Sprenkel clarified the amount 
of money the town w ill receive 
under the additional Average 
Daily Memberahlp (Am C) grant 
outline by Oov. Thomas Mes- 
kUl.

Sprenkel said the town can ex­
pect an additional $3S,4M.B0 
which represents an Increase of 
one-third o f the block grant pro- - 
vision and one-third o f the re­
maining $5 withheld earlier bas­
ed on the $206 amount instead of 
the $210 passed by the General 
Assembly. The town had hoped 
to receive $106,600.

However, the council last year 
did not Include the additional 
income In its budget. Mayor 
Abraham Glaasman said, there­
fore the town was not caught 
short.

This year it has made adjust­
ments In the budget to receive 
a $210 ADM grant per pupil 
since this amount was already 
approved, Sprenkel said.

Sprenkel also commented on 
the effect o f the. manufacturers 
Inventory and merchants and 
traders inventory tax legistatlon 
and the results it has in lower­
ing the annual Grand U st for 
South Windsor.

He said that the State Statutes 
provide for a  reduction in the 
manufacturers tax at the rate of 
10 per cent per year until the 
tax is eliminated on the local 
level and the MAT is based on 
one-sixth o f the base year.

Had the town used the full 
assessed value, without re­
quired reductions. South Wind­
sor’s DM this year would have 
increased $4,026,960 on the 1972 
Grand List, Sprenkel said. He 
also noted that had these as­
sessments been available, the 
Grand List would have shown 
an increase of $7,600,000 as op­
posed to the $3,612,000 reported.

Sprenkel further added that 
had the eiasessed value been 
availahle, the town would re­
ceive $223,442 this year but are 
instead receiving grants in lieu 
of tax amountthg to $39,806 the 
difference being $183,634 or 
sUghUy Icte than 1.6 mills.

Small Business 
Controls Eased

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
government Monday lifted pay 
and price controls ffom  millions 
of small businesses and small 
governmental units.

It also tightened its grip on 
medium-sized builders and hos­
pitals, and concentrated more 
of its controls manpower on Ug 
businesses and big unions.

D irector Donald Rumsfeld of 
the Cost of Living Oouncil said 
the changes are designed to 
make controls work bdtter by 
cutting red tape.

He said controls will stay in 
effect for the rest o f the econo­
my until they work, and declin­
ed to predict when they would 
be ended.

The council removed both pay 
and price controls generally 
from businesses and local gov­
ernmental units with 60 or few­
er employes.

However, unions and firm s of 
whatever size in the health and 
construction Industries remain 
subject to controls because 
their prices have risen far 
faster than- others.

Also, rent contrcrfs remain in 
effect for landlords not exempt­
ed earlier.

Expla in ing  S i^ le -C e ll  A n e m ia

Dear Dr. Lamb—I am a 
black male, 24 years of age. 
My conceim is about i^or- 
mation about sickle-cell ane 
mia. Is it found predomi­
nantly in the black race? 
Also, what are its symptoms., 
and is it inherited?

Dear Reader—Yes, sickle­
cell anemia is a disease pre 
dominantly of Africans and 
people of African descent, 
and can be inherited. The 
d i f f i c u l t y  is in the iron 
hemoglobin chemical in the 
red blood cells which carry 
oxygen. Complex chemical 
compounds such as hemo­
globin have a structure or 
form, in sickle-cell anemia, 
a minor v a r i a t i o n  in tl]is 
chemical compound causes 
it to change its form and dis- 
storts the shape of the blood 
cell to a sickle shape,, hence 
the name sickle-ceU anemia.

The deformed red blood

cell is not a b l e  to pa s s  
through the tiny blood ves­
sels in the body.  Wh e n  
many of these deformed 
cells stick in the blood ves­
sels in an area, they inter­
fere with normal circulation 
in that region and may cause 
tissue death. This often oc­
curs in the spleen, causing 
severe pain, but it can also 
occur in the kidney or other 
areas of the body.

The change in the shape 
of the hemoglobin can be 
caused by a decrease in oxy­
gen or certain illnesses. If 
many cells change shape, 
their ability to carry oxygen 
is affected. This and loss of 
blood cella results in anemia. 
Individuals who have sickle­
cell anemia or a sig[nificant 
tendency toward this prob­
lem have to avoid excessive 
exposure to altitude.

There are r e p o r t s  of 
b 1 a c k s with this problem 
who have had difficulty at 
less than 5,000 feet. These 
have been individuals doing

viously,
heavy phv^al activity. Ob­
viously, this brpblem nai 
be considered iit anyone in-

blem has to
volved in aviation dr in indi­
viduals traveling to moun­
tainous regions.

About one in 500 Ameri* 
can blacks has this problem 
and about 8 per cent of all 
American, blacks have the 
„trait; that is,' they can pass 
on the tendency .to their chil­
dren even though the parent 
may not have any difficulty. 
Obviously, when two appar­
ently n o r m a l  individuals 
who have the trait marry, 
t h e i r  offspring may then 
have sickle-cell anemia. The 
presence of sickle-cell ane­
mia and the trait which can 
be transmitted to children 
can be detected with special 
blood tests that have been 
developed in recent years. 
While the trait isn’t much 
of a problem, having the 
full-blown disease is a seri­
ous disorder and often leads 
to a short life-span.

I am happy to say that

new research suggests that 
there are medicines which 
can be taken to avoid the 
acute episodes by prevent­
ing the change in form of 
the hemoglobin in the red 
blood cells. There is still 
work to be done on this and 
it is still in a study phase by 
a team of investigators.

Of course, if a black de­
sired, it would be wi s e  to 
have genetic counseling be­
fore marriage to be certain 
that the two marrjage part­
ners didn’t both have the 
trait and thus transmit seri­
ous problems to their chil­
dren. Ideally, to prevent this 
D r o b 1 e m, individuals with 
the trait should marry some­
one who does not have the 
trait.

When The President Warns Hanoi
It must be supposed that President 

Nixon, when he undertakes to warn 
North Vietnam against ctmtliuilng Its 

military c^ratlons in South t^etnam, 
and yet makes a point oi excluding the 
usA of atomic weapons and the return of ■ 
American ground forces from the 

methods he will use to punish Hanoi for 
continuing such operations, knows what 
methods he hirasdf has in mind.

For the moment, Nmth Vietnam seems 
to be doing all too well in Its operatltms 

inside South Vietnam, in spite of a con­
stant application of the greatest weight of 
bombs we can muster.

It Is possible, and probably significant, 
to try and guess what the proportions of 
North Vietnamese success might be if 
the bombings were not being directed 
against them. But what comes through 
the headlines is the fact that, despite the 
best we can do. wMh our bombs, the 
N<wth Vietnamese ' are succeeding in 
moving themselves and heavy equip- 

' ment, like tanks for the first time, almost 
wherever they please.

H ie bombing may be about to stop 
them; it^has not yet done so.

What more, then, does President N ix­
on have in mind, when he talks as 
if there were more he will do, i f  Hanoi 
does not withdraw?

No answer that suggests itself is a good 
one. The one aspect - of the bombing 
power we have not yet employed in this 
war is the direct apfilicatkon o f bombs to 
the will and endurance of civilian papu­
lations. We did not hesitate to try 

this against German cities in World War 
II, and it was the obvious chief objective 

of the atomic bomba dropped on Hiro­
shima and Nagasaki. I f  the President 
thinks he can do something more to pun­
ish North Vietnam, vidiat could it be, 
other than, perhaps, the fire bombing of 
Hanoi itself? Yet, by the special rules 
Americans at home and the world at 
large have Imposed on this partial war,

• such tactics borrowed from World W ar 
II Dresden and Tcdtyo bombings would '  
now be classified as an atrocity.

Such analysis leads {o  the disquieting 
conclusion that President Nixon, when he 
threatens Hanoi with more severe 
punishment, is threatening beyond his 
own actual capacity and power! The dan­
ger is that he may be exposing himself 
In a gesture of bluff. In that case, his on­
ly good hope, and the only good hope of 
his nation, and the only good hope for the 
world, is that somebody will rescue him 
from the predicament of having his bluff 

called.

Whatever • thin line of hope does exist 
toward this end has apparently been 
spun in a triangular web between Wash­
ington and Moscow and Hanot, with the 
industrious Dr. Kissinger having done 
ntuch of the spinning. Tile more the 
headlines report continued North Viet­
namese eidvances in the field, the more 
desperate our reliance on that possible 
web becomes.

/

Warm Sunday
Fortunately, the warmth came on a 

Sunday — on a Sunday with an extra 
hour too — so that people had a full 

. chance to see for themselves the Illusion 

of Instant change it could provide.

What happened was that there were in­
stant pastels the hillsides, an instant 
sprinkling of green on the cq>ide trees, an 
indtant rearing up o f golden dandelions 
in the lawns, an instant massing of new 
daffodils, an instant greening of lawns 
wiiich had seemed almost barren only 
the day before.

And all this seemed to happen in the 
space of a few sun-fUled, quiet-aired

hours, as though a wand had been-waved.
It was not, o f course, quite that abrupt, 

or quite that ecusy. Where the dandelion 
flower appeared, there had been the bud 
and the green. Where the apide suddenly 
provided the sudden fleck o f leaf, there 
had been the swelling knob of bud. The 
daffodils burst out with a  vitality they 
had collected and stored over a  span of 
many months; the hillside would have 
shown the same delicate spring colora in 
a day or two anyway, -evufi i f  it ^had 
snowed.

But Sunday it was all put together, the 
months of preparation, th e . sudden few 
hours of perfect sun, and, for mortals, 
the time to watch something neally im­
portant happening.

Political Pecksniffery
There can be no challenge to the con­

tention that most piAitlcians frequently 
tske positions they don’t really believe 
in — and probably no year has provided 
better or more numerous examples ot 
such candidate contortions than 1972.

Sen. Henry Jackson, for example, ap­
peared before the nation's newspaper 
editors here-leist week and was asked his 
reaction to the new U.S. bombing in 
North Vietnam. Now Mr. Jackson is a 
hawk of well-established lineage, and so 
might have been expected to applaud. 
But he is also seeking the presidential 
nomination in-'a very dovish Democratic 
Party. So his reply was a studied strad­
dle; The boihbing is bad, not because 
bombing civilian areas is in Itself bad, 
but because it comes “ about six years 
tpo late.”

Or take the campaign of happy Hubert 
Humphrey. There’s virtually no promise 
he isn’t eager to make — more federal 
help for orange growers in Florida and 
dairy farmers in Wisconsin, a  Depart­
ment of Youth for the young folks and a 
Department of Aging for the old. He has 
been on every side o f' the busing issue. 
The other day, apparently mindful of the 
effectiveness of Ike’s " I  shall go to 
Korea" line, he assured a Jewish audi­
ence in Philadelphia that " I  shall Jour- A 
ney to Jerusalem”  for Israel’s 2Sth an­
niversary next year. He even apes 
George Wallace's attacks on “ pointy- 
headed" bureaucrats, taking out after 
"over-educated experts down at the 
IRS”  for making the federal tax forms 
so complicated.

The spring stampede of Democratic 
candidates to climb on the tax reform 
bandwagmi is another fine example of . 
Idetrfogy come easy. As evidence grew 
of popular unrest over high taxes, men 
who never before gave any sign of know­
ing a loss from a loophole suddenly be­
came tax experts, each with his own de­
tailed agenda for overhauling the tax 
laws.

The Democrats, of course, aren’t the 
only contortionists In town. Clearly 
President Nixon Is acutely uncomfort­
able with the idea of a constitutional 
amendment to outlaw school busing. But 
he also fears the political backlash if he 
voices his opposition too bluntly — and 
so he argues instead that an amendmpn^ 
la a poor answer to the busing problem 
because it "has a fatal flaw; It t ^ e s  too 
long" to become effective.

Congressmen and other poUticians are 
at least as Pecksniffian as Presidents 
and would-be Presidents. The.House of 
Representatives the other day ^proved  
360 to 2 a resolution calling on Moscow 
to stop persecuting Soviet Jews. Mem­
bers scrambeled to speak out on the is­
sue. Few  Congressmen, however, could 
have had any illusions their action would 
be of much help to ^ v ie t  Jewry; they 
might have been a little more optimistic 
about possible help to themselves in 
votes and campaign contributions from 
American Jewry.

Similarly, a good many Senators and 
Congressmen happily voted for the 
equal-rights amendment, even though 
they firm ly believed it unnecessary — 
that women’s lights were already am­
ply guaranteed by the Constitution and 
civil rights laws.

To be sure, telling-it-like-it-is may cost 
politicians dearly. Mr. Goldwater prob­
ably ran the least hypocritical campaign 
of the century, criticizing Social Security 
in FTorida and TVA in Tennessee —  and 
he was slaughtered. George Romney 
said visitors to Vietnam back in the late 
1960b were brainwashed on the war— 
and however accurate, that rerftark help­
ed wash his presidential campaign down 
the drain. Mr. Muskie quite honestly told 
Florida ' voters he opposed the space 
shuttle — and they voted for other men.

Yet other factors may have contribut­
ed as much or more to the outcome in 
these caises. Mr. Muskie, for Instance, 
has been a generally disappointing cam­
paigner; his managers have talked far 
too freely about overhauling his image 
and his Issues as he moves from state to 
state. Voters would have had to be deaf, 
dumb and blind to be anything but high­
ly suspicious.

In contract to those who've bent with 
the breezes, a good many politicians 
have managed to win eiectiims in recent 
years without greatly compromising' 
their positions — such conservative Sen­
ators, for example, aa James Buckley or 
Harry' Byrd, such liberals as Philip Hart 
and 'Walter Mondale.

Many of the most respected political 
leaders — men like Mike Mansfield and 
John Sherman Cooper — seem to have 
enhanced, rather than diminshed, their 
political appeal by their determinedly 
Independent stances. When Gov. Reubin 
Askew urged Florida voters to reject an 
anti-busing amendment, he was re­
garded as courageous but foolhardy 
yet it’s certainly conceivable that int he 
long run his Independence may have ad­
vanced his career.

This year's most dramatic president 
primaiY showings have been made by 
the two men who’ve presented the most 
consistent public image over the years— 
George McGovern and George Wallace. 
Bach is telling today pretty much the 
same story he told four, six and eight 
years ago. The public not only seems to 
perceive this, but to approve — even 
when it doesn’t completely agree with 
the one Georgs or the other.

Perhaps the people are ^indeed spot­
ting, and resisting, too Jjlatant hypoc­
risy. That might, in' fact, be the most 
happy feature of the current dreary pri­
mary parade. — ALAN  L.' OTTEN IN

^cGovern^s Ohio Gamble

A  Thought for Today

COLUMBUS, OHIO — Frank 
King president of the Ohio AFL- 
CTO and the state’s most tenac­
ious supporter of Sen. Hubert 
Humphrey, sighed in relief last 
Thursday morning when events 
reduced Sen. George McGov­
ern’s chances for a momentous 
upset over Humphrey in the 
Ohio presidential primary.

Along with other Humphrey 
men here. King started .biting 
fingemails when word leaked 
late Wendesday that the bat­
tered Sen. Edmund Muskie 
would stop active campaigning. 
What course would now be 
taken by Gov. Jedm J. Gllllgan, 
who last December put his pol­
itical machine behind Muskie? 
King feared the governor would 
follow his natural Inclinations 
and endorse the soaring McGov­
ern candidacy, a potentially de­
cisive influence here!

Gllllgan instead announced 
Thursday morning he would not 
choose between McGovern and 
Humphrey In the campaign’s 
final five days. That meant Mc­
Govern would face here what he 
had avoided In earlier primar­
ies: A Democratic establish­
ment united behind one candi­
date.

Indeed, Ohio may reveal lim­
itations in McGcvem ’s spectac­
ular rise. Ohio’s conservative 
workingman lacks the progres­
sive tradition of his counter­
parts in Wisconsin -and Massa­
chusetts, scenes of McGovern’s 
primary triumphs. Accord'ngly, 
McGovern’s first head-to-head 
confrentation with Humphrey 
comes in a state not Ideally re­
ceptive to McGovemlsm.

McGovern originally planned 
no major effort In Ohio. But 
after his Wisconsin victory April 
4, siuveys showed McGovern

moving up. So, money poured 
into Ohio for radio-television 
commercials and telephone can­
vassing. Once the Massachu­
setts primary was won April 26, 
McGovern would court blue-col­
lar Workers in Ohio instead of 
going to California as planned. 
He could attempt a crippling 
upset over Humphrey in his 
heartland, McGovern’s strate­
gists reasoned, at little risk if 
he failed. Whni post-Massachu­
setts surveys w ow ed Humphrey 
slipping and tne undecided vote 
r is i^ , the move seemed well 
Justified. I

Then, Muskie dropped out 
Wednesday night. Some Gllli- 
gan supporters urged the gov­
ernor to board McGovern’s 
bandwagon. TTiough unable to 
reach Gllllgan, Democratic 
state cha irm ^ William Lavelle 
felt the sam^ way.

Furthermofa, McGovern’s 
Ohio operatives are all veterans 
of Gilligan clunpaigns. Appalled 
by Humphrey’s snap approval 
(later w lthd^wn) of President 
Nixon’s 'Vietnam bombing, GU- 
ligan would feel far more com­
fortable with McGovern.

But Gilligan confides he would 
be “ astonished" by a McGovern 
win over Humphrey here. What 
he needs less than anything, 
Gilligan and his aides agreed, 
is an endorsement of another 
loser which would exacerbate 
hard feeling between him and 
labor leaders such as King.

With Gllllgan neutral, it is 
expected Muskie voters will 
naturally drift to Humphrey 
election day. Quickly Joining 
Humphrey were those party reg­
ulars dragooned by Gilligan’s 
patronage muscle Into the Mus­
kie camp in the. first place. 
Most important, big labor, no 
longer split between Muskie and

Humphrey, is solidly against 
McGovern here.

In fact, labor’s militancy for 
Humphrey increased dramati­
cally with McGovern’s Wiscon­
sin win. Viewing McGovern’s 
nomination as a  catastrofriie 
guaranteeing a Republican land­
slide, labor leaders here stopped 
their congenital dawdling and 
g;ot to work — a situation Mc­
Govern did not confront in Mas­
sachusetts.

Moreover, when McGovern 
arrived here Wednesday fresh 
from his Massachusetts victory, 
he quickly became aware that 
Ohio is not the liberal Eastern 
seaboard. A  tele'vislon inter­
viewer asked why he omitted 
from his official b lognq^y his 
role as delegate to the 1948 
“ Onhmunlst-domineted" Pro­
gressive party convention which 
nominated Henry Wallace. (M c­
Govern, though flustered made 
no apologies; “ I  think my Judg­
ment was prety good for a 26- 
year-old.’ ’ )

In Ohio McGovern for the flrst 
time has been steadily attacked 
as a left extremist — mostly by 
Sen. Henry M. Jackson. A l­
though this won’t help Jackson’s 
hopeless candidacy, it could 
hurt McGovern’s. Humphrey’s 
agents are privately delighted 
that Jackson said what Hum­
phrey dare not say.

Thus, McGovern’s bold g;am- 
ble in Ohio for a clear road to 
the nominatlcm could prove his 
firs t . Miious tactical error. A 
loss to , Humphrey, though ex­
pected, would reinforce old 
doubts of McGovern’s political 
viability in conservative areas. 
I f  so. Gov. GiUigan’s decision 
last week to withhold that ex­
tra boort from McGovern may 
cast a very long shadow.

Their behavior on that one 
meeting day last week offered, 
at any rate, some evidence that 
they were straining their best 
to get themselves swinging Into 
all the closing time routines 
they used to pretend to com­
plain about.

One of the legislators we en­
countered, Who tends' toward a 
clinical kind of analysis o f the 

.events in which he partlolpates, 
had the cheering news that, al­
though they really had precious 
little to work with, all the leg­
islative satraps who could pos­
sibly be included in the com­
posite “ leadership" were busy 
—almost as busy as they would 
be toward the end of a really 
crammed session—playing the 
tradlUonal game of swapping 
special I n t e r e s t  legislation 
down to the pettiest dregs of the 
calendar.

Faced with nothing Important 
to do, the legislators conjured 
themselves up the business of 
trying to pass a law now to 
fasten cimtrols on federal reve­
nue sharing money that might 
come to Connecticut If Congress 
ever should adopt a re'venue 
sharing bill.

And confronted with the con­
stitutional certainty that this, 
their first "annual" session had 
to come to an end, they began 
letting their fancy roam to all 
kinds of possibilities which 
might summon them back Into 
special session, so that the state 
should not have to suffer the 
intolerable experience of being 
without their reassuring pres­
ence on the Hartford scene.

After all, if that organization 
wMch rates legislatuiks had 
given them higher marks Just 
because they had, voted them­
selves annual sessions, why 
should they not Improve their 
rating by keeping themselves In 
session most of the year round 
in every year?

But not all their efforts at 
sesslonlng themselves forever 
and cramming more mischief 
into their available time could 
really cheer them up when they 
finally had to face it—last Tues­
day—that they really had no 
le-tltlmate excuse for assem­
bling again for the remainder 
of the week. The torture o f not 
having something . to do for 
every remaining moment be-, 
tween then and May 3 adjourn­
ment was, we suspect greater 
than any of the historic last 
minute ordeals suffered In the 
past.

This week they must say 
farewell. I f  only they could be 
sure' that one of the possibili­
ties requiring a special session 
would materialize, that would 
ease the pain.

J n (Dolonial times, everyone in the com- 
mtmity was somewhat involved in each 
deatlL Today, edmost the entire respon­
sibility to care for the drad rests with 
the immediate family of the deceased. 
Then, practically everyone died at home. 
Neighbors, friends, relatives and fellow 
churdunen prepared the body for burial, 
made a cofRn, dug the grave and did 
whatever else was necessary for the 
funeral.

However, as significant changes took 
place in the Am^ican mode of living it 
was no longer feasible for all these vari­
ous tasks to be handled by volunteers. 
Gradually there emerged specific per­
sons in each community who performed

one or more of these services. They were 
originally called “layers out of the 
dead.” Then the term “undertaker” — 
one who undertook to bury the dead — 
came into popular use. Now such a per­
son is known as a funeral director be­
cause— in addition to caring for the 
dead — he, as his title implies, directs 
the funeral, and in so doing, serves the 
living, too.

The vast changes in American life had 
other widespread effects on the care of 
the body and the funeral. The general 
movement to the cities and the shift 
from single dwellings to flats and apart­
ments made the development of the fune­
ral home a necessity.
