We do not mean to poke light comment
at the solemn business which finds the
United States and Russia, in thair
mutually conferred and acknowledged
role of “‘super powers,” trying to evolve
various codes and agresmenta of com-
duct for themselves which will make
thelr co-dominion and co-rivalry at the
top of the worid's power structure safer
for them and for the world.

But the sad truth is the effort they are
making is pitifully short of constituting
any realistic answer to the problem they
are trying to manage, To be sure, it (s
for the moment more comforting to have
them discuming their profbem and de.
vising small mutual restraints for # than
it i{s to have them glowering at one an-
other long distance. But it has to be
clear that they are merely trying to treat
the symptoms rather than the disease,
and that the disease is the very concept
of super power rule of the world which
brings them together in their summit
magnificence at Moscow.

To illustrate, let us examine one of
these super power agreaments negotiated
at Moscow, to see whether it suggests a
solution of the problem, or merely com-
firmation of it

We quote Bection 4 from Article 3 in
the U, 8. Soviet Agreement on Prevention
of Incidents Involving Warships, as fol-
lows:

*'Ships engaged in surveillance of oth-
er ships shall stay at a distance which
avolds the risk of collision and also shall
avold exccuting maneuvers embarrass-
ing or endangering the ships under sur-
velllance, Except when required to maln-
tain course and spoed under the rules of
the road, a surveillant shall take positive
early action 50 as, in the exercise of good
seamanship, not to embarrass or endan-
ger ships under survelllance.”

Or take Section 6 In the same Article:

“Ships of the parties shall not simu-
late apttacks by aiming guns, misslle
launchers, torpedo tubes, and other
weapons in the direction of a pass-
ing ship of the other party, not launch
any object In the direction of passing
ships of the other party, and not use
searchlights or another powerful illu-
mination devices to llluminate the
navigation bridges of passing ships of the
other party.”

Or take Article 4, which reads:

“Commanders of aircraft of the parties
shall use the greatest caution and
prudence in approaching aircraft and
ships of the olher party operating on and
over the high seas, in particular, ships
engaged in launching or landing aircraft,
and In the interest of mutual safety shall
not permit: simulated attacks by the
simulated use of weapons agains alr-
craft and ships, or performance of varl-
ous aerobatice over ships, or dropping
various objects near them in such a man-
ner as to be hazardous to nhlps or
1o constitute a hazard to navigation.'

The answer is that we do feel gafer in
one narrow, particular respect.

The United States and Russia are, at
Moscow, trying to face each other in
what has to be judged, for super powers,
rather mutually benevolent mood. But
they are not facing history, or human
nature or nation nature. If they ever do,
they will stop trying to make their own
special laws for their own rolationahip
with each other, and start looking for
ways o submit t0 an international law
which would forbld them to play their
war games in the first place.

The Tuch Ov Jenius

At last we understand, thanks o the
insight of a teacher up in Maine, the
veritable flood of creative talent which
has been beating at the doors of our pro-

The Court Acts On Crime

A clearly visible shift has occurred at
the top of the United States criminal jus-
tice mountain with two declsions this
weoek — permitting less-than.unanimous
jury wverdicts and the compelling of wit-
neases to tlestify before governmment
panels.

The plus side first: The Supreme Court
under Chief Justice Warren Burger has
been acutely aware that criminal jostice
in the United States has simply not been
keeping up with its job. Cowrt dockets
are full. Justice is meted out at a snail's
pace, Hung juries throw cases back at
the state which must decide whether to
labor through another trial or to let the
matter drop. Justice Byron White, who
wrote the majority 5-4 decision which

state laws requiring only a 98
or 102 jury vote to convict in criminal
cases, made it clear he had in mind ex-
pediting the criminal trial process. He
held that a heavy majority decision was
‘“falr” enough. No doubt the Bupreme
Court’s ruling will please many Ameri-
cang whose primary concern is that the
courts have appeared ineffectual in deal-
ing with crime, and that a new ern of
decisiveness is opening.

There are also negatives posed by the
court's less thanunanimous verdict de-
¢ision. As dissenting justices sald, the
requirement that a judgment be made
“beyond a reasonabls doubt' before con-
viction seems hardly satisfied where
some jurors vote agalnst conviction. One
recalls the Biblical incident of a single
wise man saving the city by his judg-
ment: It iz possible In matters of crim-
inal law for a lone juror to be right and
the others wrong, and under a majority-
verdict system his viewpoint can be dis-
regarded by the majority. It is hard to
agree to forgo the margin of safety
which the unanimous-verdict saystem
gives the individual,

And there are looso ends left by the
jury decision: The decision applles only
to state courts. Justice Wiliam Powell,
who held the swing vote in the decision,
stated in his own written opinion that he
opposéd . applying the new rule to feder-
al criminal cpses. It seems snomalous
for the majority verdict to apply In one
set of courts and the unanimous verdict
In another, and for the law tc require
only a majority verdict to put 4 man In
prison but & unanimous verdict in lasues
of property. The court left open how
large a jury or how large a majority will
be required under the new rules, so fur-
ther change or refinement in the matter
of criminal convictions can be expected.

The other SBupreme Court decision per-
mits witnesses to be jalled if they do not
testify before Investitating government
panels, if they are promised that what
they say will not be used to prosecute
them later. The fairness of this decision
will be decided by the record of the gov-
ernment as it does or does not take ad-
vantage of testimony so obtained. The
important shift is from an automatic
safe-guarding of the individual's riehts
under the Fifth Amendment to putting
the burden of responsibllity on govern-
ment.

Again, these are major shifts in the
high court's attitude toward crime and
the effectiveness of the . As such,
one hopes that the resolution they ghow
will have the desired effect. As it 1s,
there is a widespread feeling of futllity
about crims among citisens and lower
level law enforcement officials. House-
breakings and purse-snatchings, too nu-
merous to follow up, gun-involved mur-
ders and robberies with a Congress loo
indolent or cowed to outlaw such wes-
pons—the impression largely is that the
crime situation s out of hand. The Su-
preme Court appears to be saying it Is
making its move. — CHRISTIAN SCI-
