‘When Angels Davis was put on trial
for murder, kidnaping and oconspiracy
in comnection with the bioody 1970 es-
chpe from the Marin County courthouse
it was established that she had purchas-
ed the guns used in that escape, that she
was the friend and mssociate of the peo-
ple involvead in i, and that she, of course,
was & professed Communist,

{For most of us, all this added up to a
strong indication that she was guilty of
something.

For others, a minority, but also rather
nfmmucmthdrwrdd.cmm-
gela Davis and bringing her to trial for
anything was some kind of establishment
plot.

!The case itselt, with all the detalls and
shadings of Information neither side of
the pre-judging public found necessary
for the formation of an opinion, has now
been in the hands of 12 ordinary people
all of whom, it has to be stated for the
récord, happened to be white,

The philosophy and tradition in our
system of justioe which sends such mat.
tary o a decision by such a jury was
illustrated by the presiding judge in Cal-
fornde as, at the end of everything, he
addressed the jury.

The judge quoted from G. K. Chester.
ton's ““The Twelve Men, In Tremendous
Trifies,"” as follows:

“Our civilization has decided, and very
justly decided, that determining the guilt
or immocence of men is a thing too im-
portant to be trusted to trained men

When it wants a library catalogu-
ed, or the solar system discovered, or
any trifle of that kind, it uses upits
speclalists. But when it wishes anything
done that is really serious, it collects 12
of the ordinary men standing about, The
same thing was done, # I remember
right, by the founder of Christianity.”

This jury of 12 ordinary peopie, hear-
ing and seeing and fecling the facts of
the case, unanimously found Angela
Davis innocent of murder, of kidnaping
and conspiracy.

There are soms extremist exceptions
to the philvegphical peace that follows
this verdict, Miss Davis and some of her
followers now retreat to the contention
that she would never have been charg-
ed or brought to trial if it had not been
that she was black.

And some of those who were sure An-
gela Davis had to be gullty of something
have now retreatsd to the theory that
she has been the beneficlary of some
guiit-complex softness toward blacks
which allows them to get away with any-
thing.

But the great middie ground result
stands. And what {t says is that if the
evidence had so persunded them, the
12 ordinary people on this California jury
would have found Angela Davis gullty,
and that when the evidence falled to per
suade them, they returned a verdict of
innocent, and that the fact that Angela
Davis was black or even the fact that she
was 4 Communist did not smother out or
ulter or Uit the jury's consideration of
the case as a case,

Most of us do not even know the kind
of world in which Angela Davis lives and
thinks and feels, and we do not, there-
fore, have much real basis for judging
her for what she makes of her life. But
we all can take heart and pride in the
fact that the. American system of justice
has,“in these years of turmoil and con-
pasion and struggle, been able to extend
" Ws arms wider and wider without losing
s equilibrium.

These new rules and regulations are
called “ndrmalimations.’ As such, boing
applied to a troublesome, alwayns
potentially explosive situation, they are
welcome, But the basic flaw is ¢that the
condition they seek to normalise is in
{tself abnormal, To have peaceful, sen-
sible rules for the management of the
situation of a partitioned Germany is
good from every angle except ome. The
big, inevitable thing that has to happen
to that partition s that #t must be
brought to an end.

The new Berlin accords treat the parti-
tion as if it could be permanent.
They bring about diplomatic recogni-
tion, by the Western powers, of East
Germany. They provide for ecasier rela-
tions, and relaxed travel regulations, be-
twesn East Germany and West Gor-
many. They will bring both Germanies
into membership in the United Nations,
These particular accords on the Ger
man problem itself are part of a gener-
al plcture in which a larger division of
Europs — the BEast-West divislon of
which the partition of Germany is mere-
ly ons Mem — is also about to be
normalized and therefore rendered mafer
by, for Instance, such things as some
mutual reduction or withdrawal of Rus-
sian and American military presences.
The hopeful possibility which may He
somewhere beyond this present
diplomacy is that the larger process of
easing the major Rast-West con-
frontation in Europe may eventually al-
low ths two Germanies to draw together
peacefully and without the violent erup-
tion of new German nationaliam which
the artificial partition of Germany has
always threatened, and which it will still
produce, if the outside great powers do
not voluntarily ist the two Germanies
find thelr own peaceful way to unifica-
tion.

Is Her Blood Pressure Normal?

By Lawrence Lamb, M.D.

Dear Dr. Lamb—My
ounger sister on the West
had a blood pressure
of 134 over 84. Her doctor
said the maximum was 130
over 80 and if she didn't get
immediate treatment she
would die. She convinced me
to get a check-up and my
blood pressure was 136 over
86. My doctor said it was
fine, that the maximum was
140 over 90, but it tended to
creep up a person my
age. He said } shouldn't gain
weight and the pressure
got higher we would have to
start treating it. Any opin-
ions or comments, please?
Dear Reader—The official
inion of the American
eart Assn. and the Ameri-
can Medical Assn. is that a
blood pressure of 140 over 90
or below is normal. I can
add to this from personal ex-
rience that there are a
arge number of healthy,
Ko;x:dg Air Force pilots with
1 pressures higher than
130 over 80 who are flying
aircraft today and a few as-

tronauts. I am unaware of
any qualified heart special-
ist who feels that 130 over 80
is abnormal.

Blood pressure varies
from time to time. It can be
sharply elevated during the
anxiety of a medical exami-
nation, only to subside to
much lower limits immedi-
ately thereafter. For this
reason, most doctors will
prefer to have more than
one blood pressure reading
in a variety of settings be-
fore deciding what its slﬁ
nificance really is, Now, it
frue that the higher the
blood pressure the greater
the increased likelihood of
eventually having a heart at-
tack. Thus, individuals who
have blood pressure on the
low side as a rou& are
probably better off. It is also
true ' that one of the most
effective ways of preventing
high blood pressure or its
initial treatment in individ-
uals who have mild elevation
of blood pressure is weight
loss. Many individuals after
a significant loss of excess

fat develop relatively normal

ood pressure, even though
they might have had quite
simagrtnlﬁcaut elevations before

Dear Dr. Lamb—I used to
exercise 15 to 20 minutes
right before going to bed
each t because I fell
asleep faster, felt better in
the morning and seem to
have had more energy and
be more alert the next day.
Then I read somewhere that
exercise at that time is not
good for you, so I quilt alto-
gether, ( times are not
as convenient.)

Do you think exercise
at night before going to bed
is harmful?
