‘Front Seat’ Asked

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP) —
Women generally take a back
geat in politics because ‘“‘the
men are really running things,”
says o lawyer for a group of
Connectleut women who want a
front seat at the Democratic
National Convention.

“I was thinking politically,"
sald Democratic Town Chalr
man Alberta Barbash of North
Haven, who gave up a seat on
the 6th congresasjonal district
delegation in favor of a man
from another senatorial dls-
trict, 8he was later named as
one of the state convention's 18
at-large delegates.

“The 12th (district) was al-
ready well represented,” she
told & hearing examiner, '‘The
14th had nobody ... I didn't
think at that point that it made
any difference whether I was a
man or & woman."

Harvey Kolzim, a lawyer for
women challenging the makeup
of the state delegation to Miamil
Beach, responded that her ac-
tions only proved his point,

‘‘The ladies have the distinct
feeling that they are expecled
to accept alternate status and
that the men are really running
thirgs,”” he sald.

Mrs, Barbara Lifton of the
Connecticut Women's Political
Caucus added: “‘We feel that
women in general step down.
We would like to encourage
competent women = wp!ch
Mrs. Barbash certainly is —
not to step down."

The hearing Wednesday
sprang from complaints that
party leaders In Connecticut's
3rd and B5th congressional dis-
tricts hadn't tried hard enocugh
to encourage participation by
women, Party leaders denled
it.

None of the six delegates
from the 8rd District and only
one of the six from the Gth are
women .The challengers want
three in the 3rd and one more
in the 6th District,

Democratic Party sald ‘‘there

Back in yesterday, City University
down in New York realizsed that true
Americanism demanded that & pay no
attention, when it was hiring, to the ques-
tion of race.
Accordingly, it filted Wsed out with a
symtem of records in which there was no
mention of the race of any empioye.
Today, City University is in receipt of
a demand, from no less an authority than
the Federal Offico of Civil Rights, that it
provide racial data on all its employes,
or face the loss of §18,000,000 in govern-
mental research contracts.

The purpose of having employes identi-
fiad by race is, in this instance, the same
purpose as that which was i(nvolved
in the previous decision to climirate
rchalldendﬂc&uon!romtheuMnnky
record,

Only, in the pecond phase, the em-
phasis has shifted from the old ideal,
which was that an empioyer should pay
no attention to race, to a now insistence
that he pay the most precise kind of ab-
tention to race in order to make himselt
mathematcally cortain of having certain
percentages of certain ethnic groups on
his payroii.

The difference can also be expressed in
another way. Once the civil rights ideml
was that no one should discrimimats
aguinst anyone, for racial reasons, in his
hiring practice,

Now the civil rights ldeal requires the
employer to discriminate against who-
ever may be in lne if whosver is In line
doesn't fit into cne of the racial quotas
the employer needs to fill, in order to
qualify as an employer who is not guilty
of discrimination. This discrimination
which is practiced in order to avoid dis-
crimination may, on occasion, seem
quite ns unfair to the appiicant left stand-
ing In line, becauss he has the wrong eth-
nic credentials, as the other, more In-
stinctive discrimination has seemed to
those who weren't hired because the em-
ployer didn't want people of their ethnic
linkage around,

It may not be sifly or futile to keep re-
penting the potential alternative to this
kind of American life, in which we have
to veer from not identifying peopie by
race (o the business of identifying them
by race. But we may some day get
sick of the whole business, and realize
some wholesome truths which cut across
theory and practice. We ought, for in-
stance, 1o be able to identify peopls by
race without having it make any differ.
ence, whatsoever, either way. We ought
to be able to conduct hiring policies
which are fair among applicants in the
order of their appearance and not rated
wolely by mathematics,

And we ought, some day, to be able to
do these things naturally, not because
some law or regulation says 8o, but be-
cause we ourselves are that kind of peo-

ple.

JohnYann’s Legacy

By Rowland Evans Jr. and Robert D. Novak

WASHINGTON—The irony in
last week's military funeral for
John Paul Vann at Ariington
National Cemetery was the
prominence of Cabinet members
and four-star generals, sym-

very establish-
mentarians whose bungling in
Indochina he battled for a
decade.

Like the funeral, many euio-
gles bave distorted Veun's
unique role in Vietnam. Hawks
have painted him as a super-
patrict, bravely but simplis-
tically guesting after military
victory. Doves have depicted
him as a former critic of the
war somehow corrupted by pow-
er into embracing what had

~once disfllusioned him.

The facts are dramatically
different. Besldes being one of
the very few herolc figures to
emerge from the war, Vamn
from the first to the last was
non-conformist critic of tragi-
cally mistaken policies that
moved BSaigon and Washington.
At the end, performing essen-
tially military duties formerly
entrusted to & MNHeutenant.gen-
eral, Vann had not changed his
critical outlook as an obacure
leutenant-colonel a decade ear-
Her. That hard, critical view is
his legacy.

What changed was Vamn's dis-
cretion. Although still outspok-
en, Vann realized in 1970 that
Ambassador Ellsworth Bunker
in Balgon would sack him at the
next outburst. Knowing his in-
fluence would abruptly end if he
became a diamissed rebel, Vann
avolded public criticlsm. But
talking privately to us late Into
the night at campsites in the
Vietnamese whHderness, Vann
left no doubt he fell anti-Com-
munist forces In Vietnam had
made & mess of it.

Most important, Vann deeply
belleved 50,000 American lMves
lost in Vietnam were tragically
unnecessary. He felt that if
President Johnson In 1965 had
fixed as hard U.,8. policy the
prevention of a Communist take-
over and nothing more, as few
as 100,000 U.8, troops would
have sufficed.

But that would have reguired
immediate strengthening of the
South Vietnamese army
(ARVN)—in effect, Vietnamiza-
tion four years before.it came.
As a leutenant-colonel in the
early 1980s, Vann urged arming
ARVN with M-16 automatic ri-
fles in place of obsolete M-1 car-
bines, The Pentagon refused,
forcing ARVN to lag behind
well-equipped U.8, trcops, who
oftgn did most of the tighting—
and dying.

The index went up 0.3 per
cent over-all, but food prices
actually declined 0.1 percent.
Nonfood commodities went up
0.85 per cent,

The Price Commisson sald
its investigations show that
high food prices are not the re-
sult of noncompliance with gov-
ernment regulations. And profit
margins to be lower
than normal, it sald.

The last time food prices
went up sharply was In early
spring, and John B. Connally,
then the Treasury secretary,
called in executives of major
food chains to find if they had
been exceeding profit margins.

The executives complalned of
low margins then, but promised
that food prices were coming
down anyway because of lower
wholesale prices. They were
right, but the decline didn't last
long, despite Connally’s pre-
dictions that the worst was

On Revamp

WASHINGTON  (AP) — J.
Brian Gaffney, the Comnecticut
Republican state chalrman, has
aaked the Supreme Court for a
clearcut order to use to an in-
validated reapportionment plan
for this year's elections to the
General Assembly,

Gaffney complained Wednes-
day In an pmergency appil.
cation about the refusal of a
three-judge panel in Hartford to
order nominations and elections
under the plan,

The District Court ruled the
plan invalid In March because
of 'unjustified deviations from
equality of population' of Sen-
ate and House districts and a
finding that “political balance'
was a motivation, Last week,
on a 72 vote, the Bupreme
Court stayed the decision,

But the Republicans were
unable to convince the Hartford
panel on Monday that this
meant elections could proceed
under the plan,

Gatffney's lawyers said the
District Court had adopted a
disturbing attitude. ‘‘If every
astay of judgment in a reappor-
tlonment case s to be viewed
by the lower court judges as an
open invitation to turn their
backs on the very astate plan
they have erroneously in.
validated, and to let the elec-
tion go by defasult or order
some new plan of their own
into effect at the last minute,
reapportionment ltigation will
become a political free-for-all,'
the motion sald.

Gaffney said ‘'‘the situation
has degenerated Into a buck-
passing situation and there is a
posaibility that no apportion-
ment plan will be ready f or the
clection."

Meanwhile, Gloria Schaifer,
the secretary of the state, has
refused to order town clerks to
prepare for election under the
plan. The GOP chalrman sald
he could only speculkts about
the motivations of Mrs. Schaf.
fer and Atty. Gen. Robert J.
Killlan in belng ‘‘unwilling to
honor this court’s stay of judge-
ment order.”
