U.S. Peace Effort 
Assailed by Cong

PARIS (AP) — The Viet 
Cong today assailed U S. efforts 
to get a military settlement of 
the Vietnam war without set- 
ling the political conflict over 
control of the government in 
Saigon.

Mrs. Nguyen Thi Blnh, leader 
of the Viet Cong delegation, 
told the 151st session of the 
Vietnam peace talks that “ the 
two aspects of the problem 
should be settled simulta­
neously.”

Addressing the meeting a day 
after U.S. presidential adviser 
Henry Kissinger resumed se­
cret talks with Le Due ’Tho of 
the North Vietnamese Polit­
buro, Mrs. Blnh said:

“ The U.S. side pretends to 
desire an end to Its military 
’participation’ without dealing 
with the political aspect. This 
simply means that the United 
States still wants to maintain In 
South Vietnam the adminis­
tration it has set up to Imple­
ment the policy of ‘Vletnam- 
ization’ of the war. If so, the 
United States will never be able 
to put an end to its military

Both ’Thuy and Mrs. Blnh re­
called that today Is the 18th an­
niversary of the signing of the 
1954 Geneva agreement that 
ended the French Indochina 
War and divided Vietnam.

Thuy charged that the 
"United States has system­
atically sabetaged the military 
and political provisions” of the 
accords.

»Jf'It appeared to observers that 
the issue of separation of mili­
tary and political matter was 
a major obstacle.

President Nixon’s plan out­
lined in May called for an In­

ternationally supervised cease­
fire, the return of prisoners and 
a withdrawal of U.S. forces 
four months after agreement 
was reached on this.

Advisers ^Coming Home^ from Mideast

Moscow Says: ‘Job Finished’
MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet 

government says the military 
personnel it sent to Egypt have 
done their job and now they’re 
coming home.

'The statement by the govern­
ment news agency Tass 
Wednesday night was the first 
disclosure to the Soviet people 
of something President Anwar 
Sadat of Egypt announced 24 
hours before. But while Sadat 
madq clear that he had told 
Moscow to get the Soviet mili­
tary advisers out of Egypt be­
cause the Kremlin hadn’t given 
him more advanced offensive 
weapons to use against Israel, 
the Soviet statement gave no 
hint of this.

Tass said a “ number of So­
viet military personnel’ ’ had 
been in Egypt at the request of 
the Cairo government, and they 
have finished teaching the 
Egyptians how to “ master So­
viet military equipment.”

“ Now the Soviet military per­
sonnel In the Arab Republic of 
Egypt have completed their 
functions," the news agency 
said. “ With the awareness of 
this, after an exchange of opin­

ions, the sides deemed it ex­
pedient to bring back to the So­
viet Union the military person­
nel that had been sent to the 
Arab Republic of Egypt for a 
limited period. '"These person­
nel will shortly return to the 
U.S.S.R.”

Tass said the advisers had 
been on temporary assignments 
“ in accordance with the re­
quests of the leadership of the 
Arab Republic of Egypt lor 
help in ensuring its defense po­
tential in the face of Israeli ag­
gression.”

“ Both sides have many times 
expressed their satisfaction 
with the effectiveness of such 
measures,’ ’ Tass said, adding 
that Moscow “ plans to continue 
developing and strengthening in 
every way Its relations”  with 
Egypt. ••

It said these relations will be 
based on the 15-year friendship 
treaty signed last year and the 
“ joint struggle for the liquida­
tion of the consequences of the 
Israeli aggression. . .’ ’

Like Sadat’s announcement, 
the Soviet statement gave no 
indication o f t h e  number of

Russian personnel who are 
leaving Egypt and the number 
who will remain. Sources in 
Cairo estimated that 10,000 to 
20,000 military advisers would 
go, but nearly as many civilian 
advisers and experts would re­
main.

In Beirut, a key observation 
post for the Arab world, Sa­
dat’s expulsion of the Russians 
was generally regarded as a 
blow to Soviet prestige.

His 
mether, Edith Kivell, wife of a 
Stamford attorney, had in­
stituted the suit.

Testo said the child, through 
his parents, made many at­
tempts to obtain special educa­
tion from the school board, 
claiming he was entitled to 
such training under state law.

The requests by the parents 
were made before school began 
in September 1970 and even­
tually Seth was seen by a dlag-^ 
nestle team from the board of 
education. The team agreed he 
was a child who needed special 
education, said the judge.

" I t  is absolutely clear from 
the statutes that the regulation 
and supervision of special edu­
cation is within the mandatory 
duty of the state Board of Edu­
cation and the local board as 
its agent charged with the re­
sponsibility of carrying out the 
intent of the law which the 
child needs and is entitled to 
receive,”  Testo said.

A new program was sub­

October

ni.-- w-'med th-’ f the court 
"w ill frown upon any unilateral 
acticn uy p.uents in sending 
their children to ether facilities, 
if a program is filed by a local 
beard of education and is ac­
cepted and approved by the 
state Beard of Education.

Testo added. "A  refusal by 
parents, in such a situation will 
not entitle their child to any 
benefits frpm .this court.”

School Head Makes 
Cautious Observation

On the second day of his first 
w e e k  as superintendent of 
schools, Dr. James P. Kennedy 
was understandably selective 
and careful In comments and 
tuiswcrs to questions during an 
Interview granted to The Her­
ald.

One of the prime things I 
am going to do,”  he stressed,
‘ is to get out tmd talk to ns 
many people as possible, and 
listen, probably listen more 
t h a n  talk. Public education 
needs support as It never heis 
before." At the same time, he 
said , "There Is also a need for 
the honest critic.’ ’

Throughout the interview, Dr. 
Kennedy returned to the impor­
tance of keeping the lines of 
communication open to the sys-

tern staff and the community 
and "leveling’ ’ at all times. 
During his four years In sever­
al administrative positions In 
the Minneapolis, Minn, school 
system, he said, his relations, 
on the whole, had been good 
with the media. “ I  am as much 
an advocate of the open school 
as I  am of the open classroom,” 
Dr. Kennedy summed up.

Employing all means possible 
for exchanges of views is one of 
the five objectives, the superin­
tendent said, that he is going to 
give first priority early in his 
administration. The others ore 
setting directions and goals 
that w ill carry on individualiz­
ed instruction as much as pos­
sible, providing various ap­
proaches to openness in 
schools, refining the budget sys­
tem, and tapping community 
resources.

On the subject of open class­
rooms and Individually guided 
education, Dr. Kennedy com­
mented that there is a lot to be 
said for their structure and at­
mosphere. However, he added, 
experience with the Itmovatlons 
in Minneapolis revealed that 
"Some children don't do well, 
and the plems require a great 
deal of preparation. We found 
that in one school there was not 
enough preparation, while an­
other was apparently doing 
things right."

An important item in break­
ing with the traditional class­
room, he added, is to commu- 
)nlcate with parents about what 
is being done. For years, 'Dr. 
Kennedy said, it is true that 
education has been restricted 
and regulations.
by petty and unnecessary rules

" I  am an advocate of that di­

rection (open concept),”  Dr. 
Kennedy said, “ but with care­
ful preparation. I  am much 
more a pragmatist in education 
than a package buyer. What Is 
good for one school may not be 
(or another. But we must have 
common goals.”  Establishment 
of the last, he feels, is one of 
the key responsibilities of the 
superintendent and Board of 
Education.

In a philosophical vein on the 
subject of alternative ways of 
educating children, Dr. Kennedy 
said, "There is a  real Joy In 
kids learning. I t ’s an accom­
plishment. Self-discipUne la a 
part of It. -Adi successful people 
have It, ana it Is not incom­
patible with openness of educa­
tion. It  provides organization 
and atmosphere.”

He said that he has already 
heard of several good things in 
the town system that should be 
built on. On® that he mentioned 
In particular was the team­
teaching approach at Bennet 
Junior High School with the 120 
Group, which was introduced In 
the seventh grade last year.

The basic objectives In re­
fining the budget system for 
progranunlng, Dr. Kennedy 
said, are to facilitate tighter In­
ternal control and transmission 
to the public. The format is 
available, he added, and the 
only problem remaining is to fit 
the budget to It.

In dra’wlng upon citizens who, 
he Is sure, have many talents 
to offer it they are made aware 
of what schools need, Dr. Ken­
nedy said that his first move 
will be to encourage principals 
to survey their districts. Two 
successful progrrams In Min­
neapolis, he said, were WISE 
(Women In Service to Edu­
cation) and ORV (Clommunlty 
Resource Volunteers).

When It was pointed out that 
the Manchester school budget 
had risen slightly more than $3 
million over a five-year period 
while the enrollment remained 
relatively stable, the super­
intendent said that he was not 
in a position at this time to 
comment on the local situation. 
However, he added, the trend la 
common througliout the nation, 
estimating that during his four- 
year tenure In Minneapolis, the 
budget increased about $30 mil­
lion. At the same time, he said, 
the system was losing an aver­
age of 2,000 pupils a ^ a r .

He attributed rising budgets, 
in general, to inflation; the 
dramatic jump in teachers’ 
salaries; education of children 
who were previously not edu­
cated (retarded); and new pro­
grams, both locally Initiated 
and stater-mandated.

Also on the subject of money 
matters, Dr. Kennedy said that 
he Is looking forward to working 
with the town government on 
fiscal affairs. As an administra­
tor In New York State and Min­
nesota, he noted, he was asso­
ciated with school districts that 

■ were fiscally autonomous.

Ask Consultation, 
it Is No Insult

Dear Dr. Lamb—You had 

a letter in your column from 
a woman who had pernicious 
anemia.

This reminded me of 
the problem concerning my 
mother. She had gone to the 
doctor for a number of years 
for pernicious anemia' and 
had received a monthly shot 
of B-12 but there had been 
no blood tests or other treat­
ment. She kept getting worse 
and with much urging she 
finally went to see my doctqi' 
who is a specialist in internal 
medicine. When he examined 
her he immediately put her 
in the hospital and started 
giving her massive doses oL 
B-12. She responded well ajra 
was a new person. My dp«or 
was so- distressed with the 
treatment that she^had re­
ceived that he r^orted  the 
problem to the cfmnty medi­
cal associatipif. Apparently 
this wasn’t the first time that 
this doctoi^ had a problem 
and evMtually his office was 
v a ca /d .

1 tell this story to ask you 
iry o u  won’t stress to your 
Tenders that if they are in 
doubt about the treatment 
they are receiving to see an­
other doctor. A reputable 
doctor will not be offended if 
you ask for another consulta­
tion, but if he is, that,is the 
time to make a change. Al­
though 99 per cent of the 
doctors are reputable there 
is bound to be a black sheep 
in the medical profession just 
as there is in others.

Dear Reader—I ’don’t dis­
agree with your observation. 
The truth is I have seen very 
few people who have been 
canonized in life and this 
includes doctors. In defend­
ing physicians, however, I 
will say that as a group 
they are one of the hardest 
working segments of pur so­
ciety and most of theni take

their responsibilities quite 
seriously.

1 don’t know of many other 
segments of our society wbo 
would permit their private 
life to be interrupted to the 
degree that most physicians 
do or would work the same 
number of hours, including 
weekends and holidays m 
all hours of the nighF or 
would, in fact, do aspmuch 
charity work as m^ny physi­
cians do.

The truth is Uiat most doc­
tors like th^r patients and 
they get something out of 
being a)>le to do something 
for thpm. This is not to say 
th ^ /fh ey  don’t enjoy their 
Ineome as physicians, but 

,tne income doesn’t keep 
 ̂ them from enjoyihg the other 
aspects common to the prac­
tice of medicine.

I agree that if a patient is 
concerned about his treat­
ment he should have a con­
sultation. if n o t h i n g  else, 
such attitude on the part of 
the patient reflects a lack of 
confidence and it interferes 
with the normal treatment 
relationship between the doc­
tor and the patient. The way 
to solve the problem is to 
have a consultation and clear 
the air. Most doctors who 
are really concerned about 
how their patient is doing 
and are for some reason or 
another u n c e r t a i n  about 
either the patient’s state or 
what to do for him usually 
will ask for a consultation 
from another physician who 
might be able to help with 
the problem.

State Taking Buckland Rd.

To many South Windsor resl- 
cleftta, Bucklaiid Rd. from Man­
chester to South Windsor is the 
first cool, country road that 
greets them after a long, hot 
business or shopping day Ir. the 
nearby cities. 'Hils is one of 
the reasons Mrs. Marion Ed- 
lund of BO Buckland Rd. will 
fight to keep the only north- 
south corridor Into South Wip.d- 
sor a part of the town even 
though the town '  fathers for 
more than 20 years have 
courted the possibility of leav­
ing the state take over and 
maintain the road.

This week the possibility came 
closer to reality when the coun­
cil members unanimously ap­
proved the authorization for the 
town manager to enter Into an 
agreement with the state and 
town providing for inclusion of 
Buckland Rd. into the State 
Highway System.

Although near, there are still 
provisions for acceptance of 
Buckland Rd. by the state which 
must be completed by the towT' 
of South Windsor. The road will 
have to be widened to some 60 
feet, two bridges will have to 
meet culvert speclflcaUon re­
quirements and construction 
plans, utlltty wiring will have to 
be relocated—and all this will 
have to be accomplished after 
the town receives easement 
rights of ways from the Buck- 
land Rd. landowners whose 
property abuts the paved road.

'This will net be an easy task 
for the town since Mrs. Ediund 
has been reassured by her 
neighbors ar.d other Buckland 
property owners that they will 
Join her In her fight to keen 
Buckland Rd. the rural country 
road It "wiis always intended to 
be,”  she sold.

She has still another reason 
to object to the take over. She 
said today emphasis Is placed 
on material values by "busi­
nessmen who are out to make 
fast profits and who are not con­
cerned with people or trees that 
have made South Windsor “ Ru­
ral.”  They will destroy what Is 
already here.

She added that she felt that 
the prime reason the “ push is 
on" for conversion of the road 
and for acquiring land owned 
by residents at this time is be­
cause at five corners a large 
shopping plaza is currently un­
der construction.

Critical of the town officials. 
Mrs. Ediund said they have “ no 
knowledge of the proud heritage 
and hardships endured by pre­
vious generation to hold onto 
their land." In attempting to

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•Vn Election Should Be Ordered
Since there are few rules and pre­

cedents which haven't been violated, on 
every court level, somewhere during- the 
entanglement of Connecticut's legislative 
redistricting, the panel of federal judges 
now in control of the situation ought to 
consider themselves free agents, free 
even of their own past commitments, 
and proceed to do the nearest thing to 
something right.

The nearest thing to something right 
is to have elections held this year for the 
Connecticut General Assembly.

-And the only way to be sure that this 
tan be accomplished, no matter hoiw 
fiantically one political party or the oth­
er may maneuver, is to order the elec­
tion held on the basis of the old, present 
state districting, as it makes up the 
General Assembly now in office.

Not to hold any legislative elections at 
all would be the greatest injustice and 
harm that could be done to the state. It 
w'ould interrupt the normal course of 
political acti\-ity and change needlessly.
It would deprive the electorate of its 
chance to register its appraisal ot the 
conduct, during the past year and a half, 
of the people sitting in the General As­
sembly and of the new Governor.

Either of the two redistricting pro­
posals now within the reach of the court 
lepresents an injustice and an Injury to 
the state. The so-called Saden plan, 
which the federal judges disapproved, 
was a monstrosity in the way it carved 
up various communities. TTie Bork plan, 
which the court itself ordered prepared, 
does a more orderly task of drawing dis­
tricts, but it makes an arbitrary, one- 
man decision reducing the number of 
seats in the Connecticut House, and the 
decision as to what the size of the Legis­
lature is going to be should properly be 
the decision of both the Legislature it- 
.self and the people of the state.

The districting plan under which the 
present Legislature was elected had its 
statistical violations of proper one-man- 
cne-vote percentages, but it was not un­
fair to either political party. As Gover­
nor Meskill himself has pointed out, if 
the vote for the party ticket in 19170 had 
been its consistent as was the vote lor 
Governor, he would have had at least 
control ot the Senate.

The best citizenship, the best law avail­
able. and the best politics all lie in hav­
ing an election take place this year. Both 
pal ties .should join in asking the federal 
judges to order it.

-\.s Ivan Goes Home
The late John Foster Dulles, with his 

dullard notions of how to keep Egypt 
av/ay from Russian influence, actually 
blundered Egypt into Russia’s arms, and 
the past 16 years of history in the Near 
East has largely been based upon the 
existence of that Russian position.

Now, suddenly, the relationship which 
the Dulles policy forced upon Egypt 
.seems to have been broken up, by Presi­
dent Sadat's order to Russia to withdraw 
its military advisers and experts. 'Hiia 
initiative, from Egypt, may reflect 
Egyptian disappointment that these ad­
visers and experts haven’t been accom­
panied by a much greater supply of Rus­
sian planes. But it may reflect, as well, 
the inevitable resentment which the peo­
ple of any newly independent nation, or 
any independent nation, for that matter, 
develop toward any foreign presence 
which becomes too conspicuous.

And, although the initiative seems to
i

have come from Egypt, there may also 
be some disillusioned sentiment in the 
Russian ^eadershi^ which does not object 
to^ '^ lng relieved of responsibility for 
what Egypt does, or automatic involve­

ment in troubles Egypt might seek for 
itself.

When the "whys" for a development 
are this obscure and debatable, it is 
dangerous to hall the development Itself 
as clear good news. One waits. In such a 
situation, to see if somebody Is going to 
drop another shoe. And it is not beytmd 
possibility that if. In his time, Mr. Dulles 
could' goad Egypt into suoh dramatic 
steps as the nationalisation of the Suez 
Canal and the approach to Russia, then 
Russia. may, in this time, have goaded 
the Egyptian leadership toward new 
desperations not yet revealed.

But one thing can be noted.
This is a surprise development, out of 

the blue, not predicted or anticipated by 
any foreign office or foreign policy ex­
perts anywhere, and it could conceivably 
take the most dangerous pressures out 
ol two confrontations in the Near East, 
the one the big power confrontation be­
tween the United States and Russia, the 
second the confrontatlwi between Israel 
and the Arab states. One can tell how 
highly the Nixon Admlnlstratltm foreign 
policy managers value these possibilities 
by the way they refrain from trying to 
exploit the discomfiture being dealt to 
Russia. The ideal, perhaps, would be for 
everybody to lose enough Influence in 
the Near East to let the Near East 
realize, at last, that it must make its 
own peace and live by it.

The Stagnation
An air stagnation advisory is some­

thing we can all call for ourselves as, 
day by day, the air we take into our 
lungs smells and tastes more and more 
like a combination of diesel exhaust and 
asphalt fumacings blended into a basic 
thickening film of automobile engine 
heat.

One could, on such a morning, have a 
country window opening on a field of 
fresh-mown hay. and what would come 
through that window would not be the 
priceless fragrance of the field, but an 
artificial petroleum based perfume mix­
ed to offend rather than to please.

It comes in the country -window. It in­
filtrates the city or the limousine air con­
ditioning. It rasps at the throat, and 
scratches the eye, and leaves a film on 
everything that might be lovely and fair 
in the high tide of summer.

What happens is that all our own 
pollutants stay and linger -with us, in our 
own air, instead of dispersing their 
poisonous damage into other climates.

If the air stagnatlcm situation gets 
worse, the Weather Service may issue 
axldltional warning advisories, telling us 
what to do. The choice, apparently, 
would be between doing a little less 
breathing, or less traveling, trucking, 
and asphalt-making.

Some day we may have to decide 
which choice we really wish to make.

.. State Lottery On Daily Basis
Drops in weekly ticket sales of dis­

heartening proportions are causing a 
healthy transformation in the frilly and 
fanciful thinking that has characterized 
the State Gaming Commission’s ap­
proach to the State lottery.

The commission is now beginning to 
realize that the fewer the trappings, the 
better the chances for the lottery to sus­
tain player interest at a high level. The 
basic gaming impulse, after all, is a 
matter of "You pays your money, and 
you takes your chances."

Following a most sensible declsirai to 
drop the clumsily-structured, over-com­
plicated "Little Acorn” and “ Mighty 
Oaks" quarterly drawings, the latest 
thought wave is to launch the State into 
a dally three-digit lottery operation, fol­
lowing the historic model of the syndi­
cate-run numbers racket.

The move toward simplicity to en­
courage sales is applaudable. The 
proposal to move into a daily lottery 
draws mixed feelings.

On the one hand, a dally lottery would 
come closer to achieving that much- 
touted goal, cutting into the illicit 
gambling take, more than anything 
Connecticut or any of the other states 
have so far tried with lotteries. A daily 
operation could be justified, and un­
doubtedly prove Itself to be a substantial 
source of revenue, if it did succeed in 
that direction.

Misgivings occur, however, that the 
State may be overreaching Itself in a 
role that Is dubious and ill-suited for a 
government, that of a major en­
trepreneur in gambling opportunities. 
There are deep reservations, too, over 
promotional activities on the part of the 
commission that overexuberantly en­
courage the wage earner to risk his 
money on a game of chance — too much 
enticement makes the State sound like a 

'camival barker luring the crowd to a 
sucker deal.

Yet common sense tells us there are 
habitual gamblers and they are support­
ing the multi-million dollar Illicit busi­
ness organized crime is realistically sus­
pected of. If dally lottery can divert such 
funds from the syndicates to the State’s 
coffers, without merely building a side 
by side enterprise, with an entirely new 
field of players among the populace, this 
would be a happy realization of the 
promised land the legalized gambling ad­
vocates have been plcturelng for us for 
years.

There is a fine line between satisfac­
tion of a mild and Infrequent gambling 
impulse and Inducement of heavy and 
habitual gambling as a way ol life— 
it is a fine line the gaming commission 
should be keenly aware of and be guid­
ed by. — NEW HAVEN REGISTER

McGovern And 
The Fat Cats

WASHINGTON — H a v i n g  

alienated the Democratic par­
ty’s traditional big money 
raisers and givers on the way to 
his nomination, Sen. George 
McGovern is now seeking a 
whopping $16 million from such 
fat cats to run against President 
Nixon.

Even though McGovern will 
rely on the small contributions 
more than any previous Presi­
dential nominee, that will not be 
enough. The widely publicized 
goal of one million people con­
tributing $25 each, making Mc­
Govern independent of the fat 
cats, is privately regarded as 
unattainable by McGovern in­
siders. Instead, nearly hall his 
campaign budget ol $32 million 
to $36 million consists of $1,- 
000-pIus contributions.

But McGovern’s radical tax 
and welfare programs have 
alienated Democratic money 
men — including multi-million­
aire Californian Max Palevsky, 
an early and most generous Mc­
Govern supporter. To win over 
fat cats, McGovern may have to 
dilute policies that energized 
his militant following.

The myth of McGovern’s cam­
paign fueled by an endless cor­
nucopia of small contributions 
was exploded July 10, opening 
day for the Democratic conven­
tion in Miami Beach. In a secret 
meeting of McGovern money 
men at the Doral Hotel, the 
hard truth was put out by fi­
nance chairman Henry Klmel- 
man (Virgin Islands real estate 
tycoon) and vice chairman Stew­
art Mott (General Motors heir 
and philanthropist): The cam­
paign is flat broke.

Specifically, McGovern’s pre­
convention campaigpi went in 
the red between $500,000 to $1 
million ($200,000 from the costly 
California primary). Moreover, 
$8.6 million in expenditures ($2.5 
million in California) is nothing 
compared to what is needed 
against Mr. Nixon. The goal: 
$36 million.

Despite stories leaked to the 
press of $25 million raised in 
$25 contributions, the July 10 
Doral meeting talked in more 
conventional terms. Most im­
mediately needed was to borrow 
$4.5 million from fat cats for 
seed money to finance direct 
mail fund-raising and voter-reg­
istration campaigns.

The lull budget listed $16 mil­
lion in “ special gifts”  (a Mc- 
Governesque euphemism lor 
contributions of $1,000 or more) 
—$8 million of it in contributions 
of $10,000 or more. Direct re­
sponse (direct mail and media 
appeals) was budgeted lor $10 
million.

Los Angeles industrialist Miles 
Rubin, running McGovern’s 
“ special gifts” operation, did 
r.ot minimize the task. He told 
the July 10 meeting that up to 
one week earlier McGovern had 
not realized the importance ol 
big money contributors. With 
fat cats complaining they can­

not get appointments with Mc­
Govern there was talk of a fat 
cat liaison traveling with him to 
arrange such meetings on the 
road.

But merely getting the fat 
cats together with McGovern 
may not be enough. Many are 
distraught over his economic 
positions. That includes Palev­
sky, the fabulously rich com­
puter magnate who has con­
tributed and leaned McGovern 
around a half-million dollars. 
Unhappy with Kimelman’s dom­
inance over fund-raising, Palev­
sky was not present at Miami 
Beach. Some ardent wooing will 
be necessary to further tap the 
Palevsky fortune.

Nor can much more be ex­
pected from Mott, an aggressive 
young social activist who seoota 
about Manhattan on a motor­
bike. He 1s as happy with Mc- 
(Jovem as ever but says he 
cannot afford ar.y more than the 
$377,500 he has already given or 
pledged.

If the Palevsky and Mott wells 
have dried up. McGovern must 
turn to traditional Democratic 
sources. But two Important tra­
ditional fund-raisers, Euger.e 
Wyman of Los Angeles and 
Robert Strauss of Dallas (dump­
ed by McGovern as the party’s 
national treasurer), will not be 
around to help.

Wyman, who has a long mem­
ory, was personally attacked 
(and never ajiologized to) by 
McGovern during the California 
primary. Strauss is bitter that 
McGovern did not restrain Mott 
from sniping at Strauss’s recent 
telethon raising money for the 
bankrupt national committee. 
Neverthless, Strauss telephoned 
McGovern last Tliursday to of­
fer help. He was told abruptly 
by Klmelman that McGovern

Ish boy from New Britain that 
close to the highest office and 
honor In the land.

Yet when the offer came, 
Ribicoff proved he could leave 
it.

Part of the explanation, at 
least, has to lie in the cumula­
tive record.

As Connecticut Governor. 
Ribicoff was an early architect 
in the national political career 
of the late John F. Kennedy, 
and was floor leader for the 
Kennedy forces in the Demo­
cratic National Convention at 
Los Angeles in 1960. He had his 
taste of high Washington office 
as a member <A Kennedy’s first 
Cabinet. Somewhere out of the 
blue, in 1968, when others were 
dividing the party between Sen­
ator E,ugene McCarthy and Vice 
President Hubert Humphrey, 
Ribicoff singled out Senator 
George McGovern and decided 
to give his largely one man 
backing to a Mc(3ovem ewdid- 
acy. That decision gave Ribi­
coff what seemed, at first, 
merely a port In which to ride 
out the 1968 party storms. But, 
when Rlblctrff delivered his 
speech nominating McGovem at 
(Jhlcago, that In itself unloosed 
one of the big storms of the 
convention. It included a pro­
phetic warning that a new era 
was demanding Its entry Into 
American party politics.

Four years later, at Miami 
Beach, Senator Ribicoff again 
nominated McGovem. this time 
before a convention which had 
been captured by a new order.

Doing so, Ribicoff was, for 
the second time, floor manager 
for the nominee of a Democrat­
ic National Convention.

The cumulative effect of all 
this has to be, obidously, the 
development of a certain fsimll- 
larlty with the exercise of po­
litical leadership and power.

It is by this time an old, not 
a new story, for Ribicoff to be 
where the action is. We don’t 
know that he ever, even when 
much younger, had a neophyte’s 
flutter; but what he Is now is 
the seasoned, veteran cam­
paigner, used to association 
wUh and exercise of power and 
Influence. He has, we would 
say, got it figured exit that he 
has all this and still, within his 
role as Senator, a freedom and 
Independence not often the priv­
ilege of those who do hold and 
exercise political power.

To such a mcui, In such a posi­
tion, with such experience, the 
Vice Presidency could have of­
fered, on the realistic level, 
merely a chance to become a 
cog in an operation for which he 
himself had been part of the 
creating and organizing force 
of engineers. It may sound a 
presumptuous attitude to ascribe 
to him, but we think Abe has 
too much respect and liking for 
himself, too much really inter­
esting real work for himself 
still to do to be tempted by the 
second spot nomination. Abe 
just couldn’t let Abe do it.

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Rogers Says SALT Talks
U.S, Stance

Bar Examination Little Handicap

Strengthen
WASHINGTON (A?>) — Sec­

re tary  of State William P . Rog­
ers told Congress the strategic 
arm s limitation agreem ents 
with Russia strengthen the se­
curity of the United States and 
dram atically  reduce the possi­
bility of nuclear war.

Rogers and G erard C. Smith, 
chief U.S. negotiator of the 
pacts signed in Moscow May 
26, appeared a t the s ta r t of 
House Foreign Affairs Com­
m ittee hearings on five-year in­
terim  agreem ent limiting offen­
sive nuclear weapons.

The offensive weapons agree­
ment requires approval of 
both the House and Senate, 
while the SALT treaty  on antl- 
ballistic missies (ABM) is sub­
ject to ratification by the Se­
nate alcne.

In asking approval of the of­
fensive weapons agreem ent, 
Rogers said it will enable the 
United States to m aintain and 
even increase a  sound strategic 
pcsture.

"A brake has been applied to 
the buildup of Soviet strategic 
forces," he said. "There will be

a break in the action-reaction 
pattern  that up to nojv has 
fueled stra teg ic  arm s com­
petition." R ogers said that in 
the treaty  agreem ent to lim it 
ABM deployment to two sites in 
each country, the United 
States and R ussia agreed that 
neither side would have sub­
stantial defense against nuclear 
weapons and in effect agreed to 
m aintain m utual deterrents to 
nuclear attack.

“These agreem ents create  a 
nucleus for fu rther negotiations 
to lim it strategic arm s, and en­
hance the prospects that such 
efforts will be successful,” Rog­
ers said. _

He said the United States has 
a lready served notice that no 
new agreem ents are reached 
within five years on further 
arm s limitations, the United 
States cculd withdraw in its 
own national interest.

He told the House" committee 
the adm inistration seeks early 
approval of the agreem ents by 
Cong^'ess so th a t further nego­
tiations m ay resum e In Octo­
ber.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Hen­
ry  A. Kissinger, back from his 
14th private session in Paris 
with Hanoi negotiators, appar­
ently feels encouraged to hold 
more talks.

K i^inger, who m et with the 
North Vietnamese in the 
French capital for six and one- 
half hours, returned Wednesday 
night to Andrews Air Force 
Base, and drove straight to the 
White House to report to P resi­
dent Nixon.

That Kisslngor found some 
grounds for a t least modest op­
timism was suggested by White 
House P ress Secretary Ronald 
L. Ziegler.

“ Further meetings will be an­
nounced as they are held," said 
Ziegler, indicating Kissinger 
envisioned further P aris ses­
sions.

The president's assistant for 
natloneU security affairs left for 
Paris Tuesday but his mission 
was announced a  day later.

Wednesday's meeting was a 
long one—perhaps further evi­
dence that the negotiations 
were taking a serious turn.

Sitting down with Kissinger 
were Le Due Hio, a  leading 
m em ber of Noi1;h V ietnam 's po- 
lltburo, and Xuan n iu y , 
Hanoi's chief negotiator a t  the 
more formal peace talks that 
were resumed last Thursday 
after having been suspended 
more than two months.

Kissinger's meeting with the 
North Vietnamese was his first 
since the United States broke 
off formal talks in early  May. 
Within days, the United States 
mined the harbors of North 
Vietnam.

Before going to Paris, Kissin­
ger told reporters he saw some 
reason to believe tha t Hanoi

might be willing to take a  new 
approach to the peace negotia­
tions.

Kissinger said a t the time the 
United States would prefer to 
reach an agreen\^nt that would 
halt m ilitary activities in In- 
d(x:hina, leaving ultim ate politi­
cal solutions to be negotiated 
by the Vietnamese themselvqj^

Nixon’s Bill 
On Antibusing 
Loses Funding

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 
House Education subcommittee 
has approved President Nixon's 
antibusing bill a fter knocking 
out the $2.6 billion he asked to 
improve the quality of ghetto 
schools.

As originally sent to Con­
gress, the bill would have au­
thorized the funds for com­
pensatory education, most of 
wdilch would have been concen­
tra ted  in inner city schools as 
an alternative to desegregating 
them.

But the subcommittee on 
Wednesday stripped the money 
from the m easure by approving 
a  substitute m easure by Rep. 
Albert H. Qule, R-Mlnn., which 
had no pro-risdon for the funds.

Then, the panel sent the 
stripped-down m easure to the 
full Education tmd Labor Com­
m ittee by a  voice vote. The 
committee is expected to take 
it up next Tuesday.

The bill’s main purpose now 
is to lim it the remedies the 
court’s can apply to overcome 
segregation. Busing could be 
used only above the elem enta­
ry-school level, and then only 
a fter other rem edies have been 
tried.

The btil would allow school 
districts now under court bus­
ing orders to  bring them in to , 
line with the proposed rem e­
dies.

The bill contains seven rem e­
dies that m ust be considered by 
the courts in the order listed in 
the legislation before any bus­
ing can be required.

They include assigning pupils 
to schools closest to their 
homes, perm itting them to 
transfer to schools where their 
race is in the minority, revising 
attendance zones, building new 
schools and establishing schools 
that a ttra c t pupils from ail 
over a district.

The President has been push­
ing for action on the bill since 
he first proposed it last April. 
But its approval by the E duca­
tion and Labor Committee 
could be em barrassing for the 
House Democra,tic leadership. 
The ^platform  adopted by the 
Democratic convention last 
week approves busing as a 
means of dese'gration.

Quie said  his substitute meas- j 
ure dropped the money for 
ghetto schools because consid­
eration of the funds would com­
plicate passage of the bill.

" T h e  question of court rem e­
dies for segregation is of the u t­
most im portance,’’ Quie said. 
“Congress can’t w ait.”

A ir Force F4 Phantoms also 
d r o p p e d  2,000-pound laser 
bombs on the Cao Nung rail­
road bridge along the northeast 
rail line, 50 miles above Hanoi 
and 40 miles south of the Chi­
nese border.

Pilots said they destroyed

two of the live spans of the 190- 
foot-long bridge. The single- 
tracked bridge is eight feet 
wide. A spokesman said it 
’ ’posed no problem for the pin­
point precision of the guided 
bombs.”

An earlier attack knocked out 
the bridge, sources said, but la­
bor crews had nearly finished 
repairing it.,

A smaller bridge 10 miles to 
the south also was destroyed, 
spokesmen said.

Navy pilots from the carrier 
Kitty Hawk reported they de­
stroyed a railroad and highway 
bridge south of Hanoi with the ' 
rail line leading southward 
from the North Vietnamese 
capital.

Manchester Is going ahead 
with plans to hire a full-time 
health director and South Wind­
sor may contract for some of 
his or her services, but the 
formation of a health district 
between the two towns is not 
Immediately in the offing.

Officials of both towns met 
last night in the Manchester 
>lunlcipal Building to again dis­
cuss the proposed health dis­
trict. Discussions between the 
two towns about this proposal 
have been going on for some 
time.

It was the consensus of Man­
chester officials that Manches­
ter should first hire a full-time 
health director and possibly 
contract his services. After see­
ing how the town’s health de­
partment operates under a full­
time director, the town would 
then give further consideration 
to the formation of a  health dis­
trict, the officials said.

Manchester is bound by state 
law to provide a full-time Aealth 
director for its citizens, either 
on its own or in a district, be­
cause its population is over 
40,000.

S o u t h  Windsor officials 
strongly indicated their desire 
to contract for health services 
from Manchester.

Manchester Town Manager 
Robert Weiss told Manchester 
officials, which Included Mayor 
John Thompson and Director 
M r s .  Vivian Ferguson and 
members of the Advisory Board 
of Health, said the town has ad­
vertised in several national pro­
fessional journals for a full­
time "director.

Weiss estimated that a full 
time health director’s salary 
will be about $30,0(K).

He explained that the form­
ation of a health district has 
certain advantages particularly 
In that state aid is available 
to health districts. However, he 
suggested hiring , the full tfme 
director and then further con­
sidering the possibility of health 
district.

Dr. George Lundberg Jr., 
chairman of the Advisory Board 
of Health urged caution about 
the immediate formation of a 
district. " I  personally feel if we 
get into districts we’re just com­
pounding problems,”  Lundberg 
said. ’ ’Before we go into this

Five men who never swung 
a bat in the major leagues

"Cool Papa Bell was one of 
the greatest outfielders ever to 
play the game,”  said the gray­
ing ex-Brooklyn Dodger, who 
was g(lven a testimonial lunch­
eon Wednesday by the Virgin 
Islands (government.

“ He could have made any 
team in the majors—a fine hit­
ter, a fast, smart outfielder. I 
would rate him right up there 
with Willie Mays and Hank Aa', 
ron.”

Here’s the all-black team 
chosen by Robinson while he 
was being extolled by baseball 
friends, business associates and 
special representatives of both 
President Nixon and Governor 
Rockefeller:

Infield—Buck Leonard, lb; 
Marvin Wright, 2b; Willie 
Wells, ss; Hank Thompson, 3b.

Outfield—^Hank Aaron, Willie 
Mays, Cool Papa Bell.

Catchers—Josh Gibson, Roy 
Campanella.

Pitchers—Satchel Paige, Don 
Newcombe.

Manager—Jim Gilliam.
"Baseball long ago should 

have had a black manager in 
the big leagues,”  Robinson 
said. "It would give black kids 
In the ghettos someone to look 
up to and serve as an example.

“ My choice Is Gilliam. He 
has proved, as a player and a 
coach, that he has all the re-

Of Robinson’s all-star black 
team, Gibson, Leonard, Wright, 
Wells and Bell never made it to 
the major leagues. Paige was 
well past his prime and later 
voted into the Hall of Fame.

The five kicked around in the 
Negro National Leagues, where 
Robinson was discovered by 
Branch Rickey of the Brooklyn 
Dodgers as a member of the 
Kansas CSty Monarchs in 1946. 
They played with such teams 
as the Homestead Greys of 
Pittsburgh, the Lincoln Giants 
and Baltimore.

"They were all terrific ball 
players,” insisted Robinson. 
"Gibson was one of the best 
catchers who ever lived. Leon­
ard was outstanding between 
1951 and 1957. Wells and Wright 
both were flashy irilllelders with 
loads of ability.”

There was one glaring omi.s- 
sion from the team—that of 
Jackie Robinson, all-around 
athlete, fierce competitor, Hall 
of Famer, precedent setter as 
the first black man to play in 
the major leagues.

WASHINGTON (AP) — After 
returning briefly to IVashington 
to strengthen his fragile ties 
with labor.

The senator said he had re­
ceived offers of campaign help 
from several Senate Democrat­
ic colleagues, including John 
Tunney and Alan Cranston of

AUGUSTA, Ga. (AP) — Sen. 
George McGovern’s claim that 
he la “a  disciple” of Dwight D- 
Elsenhower’s defense policy 
has been chsdlenged by the late 
president’s son and widow.

The Washington Post origi­
nally published a letter by John 
Eisenhower commenting on the 
Democratic presidential nomi­
nee’s claim. Mamie Elsen­
hower, the former president’s 
widow, sent a copy of her son’s 
letter from her Augusta home 
to the Augusta Chronicle and 
Herald along with a note which 
said in part:

’I”m enclosing a refutation 
my son wrote concerning Sen. 
McGovern’s claim that he was 
a disciple of Gen. Eisenhower. 
This of course Is erroneous.”

“No matter how much Sen. 
McGovern may claim t6 have 
learned from President Elsen­
hower’s defense policies, he 
seems to have grasped every­
thing except the fundamen­
tals,” said John Elsenhower’s 
statement.

McGovern referred to himself 
as “a disciple” of Elsenhower 
defense policy In a speech last 
month in Oklahoma Clty^ He 
said President Eisenhower had 
always uiged the country to 
maintain an adequate defense 
but had warned against the 
threat of a military-industrial 
complex.

John Elsenhower’s letter 
said, “The only similarity In 
the military philosophy of

WINDSOR, Conn. (AP) — To­
bacco growers In the Con­
necticut Valley that -winds 
through here and Into western 
Massachusetts lace potential 
disaster this year with 20 per 
cent of their crop already 
plowed under as the result of 
unseasonably wet weather.

The valley’s tobacco farmers 
who produce leafs which turn 
out most of the country’s cigar 
wrappings will have to scrape 
the remainder of the summer 
to recover from delayed plant­
ings and a  wet spring and 
reach a break-even point, agri­
culturalists say.

”We might crawl out of It,” 
says Mark R. Kravitz, of Man­
chester, executive director of 
the Shade Tobacco Growers As­
sociation, headquartered here. 
“At the moment, this nice, hot 
humid weather is good for the 
tobacco.”

But there is no certainty of 
recovery for these farmers, evi­
denced by Connecticut Gov. 
Thomas J. Mesklll’s plea to the 
federal govemmfent that his 
state be designated an agricul­
ture disaster area. Such a des­
ignation would make low inter­
est, long term loans available 
to farmers.

“The quality and the quantity 
■will be down, and there’s a 
very good chance this will be a 
deficit year,” Kravitz said in 
an interview. s

Kravitz represents 16 shade 
tobacco farmers in the region. 
The growers produce 90 per 
cent of the cigar wrapper leaf 
grown in the United States, ac­
cording to Kravitz.

Grown under acres of white

netting, the tobacco Is now 
about 1% feet high, compared 
to 4Mi feet In a normal year.

“We usually set the ^an ts In 
the field around May 20 and Die 
first leaves are ready fr-r pick­
ing about July 7. We just start­
ed to pick about four days 
ago,” Kravitz said.

”We won’t know the condition 
of the crop until after the to­
bacco Is picked.” he said, pre­
dicting as much as a 20 per 
cent loss In lowlands where en­
tire fields were washed out by 
heavy spring rains.

Kravitz said the valley to­
bacco cron is worth ab^ut *26 
million a year. This year’s loss­
es will not be tabnDted until 
after the quality of this year’s 
croT) is ascertained.

Compounding the crop fail­
ure. is a serious unemoloyment 
problem in the region, The 
Massachusetts Division of Em­
ployment Security office ’In 
Northamoten rerxirted no or­
ders for farm workers, despite 
thousands of aiyDllcations.

”A lot of people, especially 
school-age youngsters. who 
were working have been laid 
off.” a stKjkesman said.

In Northern Connecticut, em- 
nlovment is about 60 ner cent 
less than last year, labor offi­
cials say.

Kravitz said growers have 
brought about 2,000 Fbierto Ri­
can and southern migrant 
workers to the fields this year 
under contract, about 400 less 
than normal. The growers asso­
ciation maintains a hospital for 
workers at its offices here, the 
only state-licensed hospital of 
its kind in the country, accord­
ing to Kravitz.

The flat grant system, for­
mally known as the Family As­
sistance Plan (FAP), is sched­
uled to take effect Aug. 1.

The FAP eliminates special 
consideration for higher or low­
er expenses like rent and travel 
for Individual recipients and 
provides an average statewide 
payment. The Welfare Depar- 
ment determined the amount of 
the flat grant payment by aver­
aging the needs of different 
sized families around the state 
and came up with a single pay­
ment for each family size.

A family of four, for ex­
ample, will receive *310.69 per 
month and it will have to meet 
all its expenses such as rent 
and utilities from this payment, 
the department said. The de­
partment presently pays sepa­
rately for such items as rent 
and utilities.

The new system will mean 
larger benefits for about 20,000 
needy families while 9,000 fami­
lies, about 36,000 people, will 
receive reduced aid.

The legal aid lawyers 
claimed the system was beir,? 
put into effect without a hear­
ing and other action required 
by a new state administrative 
procedure.

U.S. District Court Judge M. 
Joseph Blumenfeld ruled June 
15 that the flat grants could go 
into effect after the department 
withdrew plans to cut the aver­
age payment by 16 per cent.

The system was originally 
scheduled to be,gln in October 
1971.

BELFAST, Northern Ire­
land (AP)—The Irish Re­
publican Army launched 
one of its heaviest bombing 
onslaughts on Northern 
Ireland’s capital today. 'The 
British Broadcasting Corp. 
reported nine persons were 
known to be dead and up to 
50 injui’ed in 18 explosions 
in Belfast.

Six persons wei'e killed 
in one blast alone.

The bombs exploded within a 
half-hour in mld-aftemoon, just 
as the city was at its busiest 
for weekend shopping.

All emergency services were 
put on full alert. Dozens of am­
bulances weaved through the 
traffic with sirens screaming. 
Hundreds of British troops 
swarmed into the city center, 
fierce fires.

The guerrillas struck despite 
stringent traffic controls which 
have barred much of central 
Belfast to automobiles during 
the past week. A huge car 
bomb added to the devastatiem 
In the center of Londonderry, 
Northern Ireland’s second larg­
est city.

One of the first Belfast 
bomba exploded at a bus sta­
tion within yards of the city’s 
fire headquarters, normally a 
top security area. It went off 
Inside the station, killing at 
least four civilians plus two sol­
diers »who rushed there In re­
sponse to an alarm.

The streets were littered with 
glass and debris and stained 
with blood. A score of ambu­
lances converged on the sta­
tion.

As the explosions died away, 
the city center emptied but 
without the panic that has been 
characteristic during three 
years of turmoil.

There were reports one bomb 
punched a hole in Queen Eliza­
beth Bric'/'e, which crosses the 
Lagan River dividing the city. 
This is another top security 
area.

Economy
Advances

WASHINGTON (AP) —The 
economy surged In the Aprll- 
June quarter to the highest rate 
of expansion in more than six 
years while inflation slowed 
sharply, the government said 
today.

The Commerce Department 
said that the second-quarter 
Gross National Product, mar­
ket value of the nation’s goods 
and services, advanced at a 
fast 8.9 per cent pace in “real” 
t e r m s ,  meaning economic 
growth with inflation sub­
tracted.

On top of this, the rate of in­
flation as measured by GNP 
figures dropped to 2.1 per p.ent, 
the lowest since the days of 
President Nixon’s wacre-price 
freeze, and less than half of the 
6.1 per cent rate that pre­
vailed in the first three months 
of the year.

The 8.9 per cent growth rate 
compared with an upward-re­
vised 6.5 per cent rise rate in 
the first quarter and it marked 
the highest rate of expansion of 
the economy since the fourth 
quarter of 1965.

A steamy, stagnant air mass 

that has strained electric power 
giippUss and caused pollution 
alerts remained anchored over 

' the Eastern seaboard today 
with no relief expected for a 
few more days.

The National Weather Sendee 
forecast more temperatures In 
the high 80s to middle 90s, a 
situation which i^pped the re­
serves o( electric utilities and 
led to blackouts or brownouts 
tat scattered areas Thursday.

The week-long heat, wave 
over the populous East was 
blamed on a Bermuda high that 
stretched to the Mississippi 
River valley and pumped hu­
mid tropical air up from the 
Gulf.

With the listless air, pollu­
tants tended to collect and In­
creased to dangerous levels In 
some areas.

In the Pittsburgh area, a first 
stage pollution alert forced In­
dustry to cut back opeiatlons. 
Eye Irritation and shortness of 
breath were common com­
plaints, especially in the down­
town section.

“Based on meteorological 
projections, the current episode 
is epected to develop into one 
of the more serious we’ve 
had,” said a spokesman for the 
AUegfieny (Jounty Health De­
partment. ''

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Los Angeles Happy, 
Mountains Visible

LOS ANGELES (AP) — 
While portions of the Atlantic 
Seaboard suffered through air 
pollution alerts, Los Angeles 
residents went blithely about 
their business, graphic jevl- 
dence that one man’s dirty air 
can be another’s summer 
breeze.

It was generally a nice day 
Thursday In Los Angeles — the 
city whose name is synonymous 
in some minds with smog. 
Workers downtown could see 
the Santa Monica Mountains 
through the smog and the peak 
metropolitan ozone content in 
the air hit a mild .08 part per 
million (ppm). The top carbon 
monoxide level was 11 ppm.

But four times this year and 
21 times last year school chil­
dren were kept Indoors in some 
areas when ozone, an Irritant 
gas associated with pollution, 
reached, ,35 ppm. That is ap­
proximately equivalent to the

“oxldent” levels that brought 
air pollution alerts Thursday in 
the District of Columbia and 
Maryland and in Connecticut 
Wednesday and early Thurs- 
diy.

More than 12 times in the last 
two months in metropolitan Los 
Angeles carbon monoxide levels 
have soared to peak readings 
above 15 ppm, approximately 
similar to the eight-hour aver­
age of 16 ppm in Springfield, 
Mass., that brought a first- 
stage alert Wednesday.

Although an Associated Press 
survey Thursday seems to in­
dicate that Los Angeles resi­
dents are old hands at coping 
with dirty air. It points up, 
more Importantly, the diversity 
of air pollution alert levels and 
relief measures that exist 
across the nation.

, This Is because even though 
federal mlminum guidelines 
were handed down last year by

the Environmental Protection 
Agency, local governments can 
set more severe standards,

Los Angeles Oxinty calls a 
first-stage alert when ozone 
reaches .60 ppm peak. But Ban 
Bernardino (Jounty 70 miles to 
the east calls an alert when 
“oxidenta” reach .60 ppm, a 
different pollutant measure.

The California Air Resources 
Board, which sets statewide 
standards but doesn’t govern 
local pollution control agencies, 
calls a first stage alert when 
zone stays at .10 ppm for one 
hour.

Los Angeles County calls an 
alert if carbon monoxide reach­
es SO ppm peak reading. The 
state agency calls an alert if It 
reaches 10 ppm average for U 
hours.

Alerts mean different things 
to different cities. But general-
