But Eagleton sald he had "“no
quarrel awith the press'' ex-
plaining that the Ilssue was

legitimate Inquiry, since that
fellow’ will be a heartbeat
away from the presidency.”

The senator appeared
serious, but relaxed on both
programs, and even made a
few jokes, When asked at one
point about his future plans, he
sald, “Well, I'm not going to go
around the country giving lec-
tures on mental heaith.”

He also .sald the “toughest
question of all'' concerned the
reaction of his 13-year-old son.

HARTFORD (AP) — The
Measkill administration’s use of
“specinl assistant' jobs outside
the clivil service system '‘is re.
turning Connecticut to a spolls
system,'" state Sen. Robert D.
Houley, D-Vernon, charged to-
dny.

Houley urged Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill to issue an executive
order limiting all such “‘special
assistant'’ appointments to 80
days, within which time the
Personnel Department could
create new merit system posi-
tions, if needed.

Houley, who has been critical
of the Republican adminis-
tration’s personnel policles for
some time, took alm today on
“special assistant’” Willlam Bul.
livan, who was named last year
to supervise toll collections on
state highways.

Houley, co-chairman of the
legislature’s Appropriations
Committee, satd Transportation
Commissioner A, BEarl Wood
told the commitiee March 2:
“Hopefully, In the near future
we'll be calling for n merit sys-
tem examination to do away
yvilh the special assistant rat-
ing."”

In his letter to Meskill, Hou-.
ley sald: "Five months have
elapsed since the commissioner
led us to beliove this merit sys-
tem violation would be rectl-
fied. Mr. Sullivan has been In
his $17.875 job for a year and
three months without having to
take such an examination.'

Despite the governor's claim
of saving money by cracking
down on toll evasions and thefls
and by eliminating two toll sys-
tem jobs, Houley said that “‘the
toll system probloems are still
confused and remaln unsolved
and hundreds of thousands of
dollars have been lost through
the ‘bungling’ of gas station
contracts—all directly under
Mr. Sulllvan’s supervision."

Court Asked to Allow Vote
Along Old District Lines

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
Republicans and Democrats
are going back to court over
legislative elections. But this
time they are in agreement to
hold the elections on the basis
of old malapportioned districts,

Of course, that doesn'lt neces-
sarily mean that legisiative
elections actually will be held
in November, ’

The old districts, which are
now far out of population bal-
ance, have never been declared
unconstitutional and are there.
fore vulnerable to legal chal
lenge.

State Atty. Gen. Robert K.
Killian, who along with lawyers
from all sides of the legislntive
reapportionment lssue agreed
to try to use the old map, ac-
knowledged some difficulties in
the arrangement.

“We're aware of the fact that
there are some weaknesses,
some problems, In our propos-
al,” he sald. ‘‘But the over-
riding purpose s to give the
people of this state the chance
to elect a General Assembly in
1972 and we have no apologies
to make to anybody."

The same ldea was echoed by
David 'Beizer, attorney for a
group of unaffilinted voters,

“The issue ls an election or
no election,' Belzer sald. "We
want an election to be held."

The agreement was reached
Tuesday by State Democratic
Chairman John M, Balley and
his Republican counterpart, J.
Brian Gaffney.

it publicly Sunday night,

Busing Bill
Cleared For

House Vote

WASHINGTON (AP). Bus-
Ing foes In the House have won
o long-sought chance to vote on
a constitutionnl amendment de.
signed to ban busing for the
purpose of desegregating the
publie schools.

The Rules Committee, by a 9
6 vole Tuesday, took the bill
out of a Judleiary Committee
plgeonhole where It had been
burled for nearly n year and
cleared it for House action.

Rules Committee Chalrman
Willlam Colmer, D-Miss., gaid
he will call it up as soon as
possible. That Is most likely to
be sometime next week.

But although o vote now Is
assured on legislation that ulti-
mately would stop all busing,
antlbusing  forces are still
pressing for action on bills de-
signed merely to Umit it

One of those mensures, which
would fix pguidelines for the
courts to follow In deseg-
regation cases, was on the
agenda of the BEducation and
Labor Commlttes todny,

* It would prohibit cross-town
busing  of  elemontary-school
children and severely lmit its
use In higher grades. Courts
would have to rely on other
meagures, such as redrawing
altendance zones, pelmitting
transfers and  bullding new
schools, to overcome segrega-
tion,

A struggle is shaping up In
the committee over efforts to
ndd to the bill a provision au-
tharizing $1.5 billion to upgrade
the quality of edwcation in
ghetto schools which would be
left predominantly black if
croas-town busing were prohib-
Ited,

President Nixon originally
proposed a similar provision—
without authorizing any new
money to carry It out—but it
was stricken In a subcom-
mittee. Busing foes “rgued suc-
cessfully at that time that the
provision would endanger pas-
sage of the busing guldelines,

Severnl other amendments
are due to be offered and It Is
unlikely the commilittes will
complete action on the bill until
Thursday.

Stll another antibusing bill—
Nixon's proposal for a freeze on
new court busing orders until
next July 1—was left In an un-
certaln state by Rules Com-
mittee refusal to clear it for a
House vote along with the con-
stitutional amendment.

The bill, which is also sty-
mied in the Judiclary Com-
mittes, was intended by the ad-
ministration to stabllize the
busing sltuation until Congress
could ennct permanent legisla-
tion to guide the counts.

Now that the BEducation and

bor Committee s moving on
such permanent legislation, the
Rules Committee decided to
wall, at least until next week,
and see whether any freeze will
be needed.

House Republican  Leader
Gerald R, Ford of Michigan
voloed the ndministration’s dis-
appointment when he issued a
statement pointing out that it
could take two years for the
atates to ratify a constitutional
amendment and o halt busing.

“It is therefors urgent that
the Rules Commitltee also dis-
charge the President's busing-
moratorium  legislation from
the Judiclary Committee and
allow the House to work its will
on that bill,"” Ford said.

Clvil-rights leaders, who op-
pose the constitutional amend-
ment and the guidelines bill,
nre confident that both will die
in the Senate in the waning
days of the sesslon, even if they
should pass the House.

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Drag Strips

To hot rodders, the opening of
o new drag strip is a cause for
jubilation, But to residents of the
neighborhood, the occasion may
be less jovful. Do they have legal
grounds for complaint?

Unless banned by local statute,
a drag strip (or other kind of race
track) is a perfecily lawful ne-
tvity. It may become unlawful,
however, because of the way it is
run. That is, it may amount to a
“nuisance™ — subject to abate-
ment by court action,

The noise alone may be offen-
sive enough to justify a stop or-
der. Take this cose:

Residents living near & sub-
urban drag strip found the noise
so unbearable that they had to
keep their windows shut. Resi-
dents one mile away had to keep
their television turned on  high,
Residenis three miles away said
the noise ("like a chain saw™)
could be heard plainly

Impressed by these tales of
woe, a court ordered the track
closed down,

Even if the noise itsell isn't too
bad, other fuctors may tilt the
scales against the track operators,

In one case, in issuing an in-
junction, the court stressed the
smell of burning fuel. In another
case, the court called attention
to the glare of lights, powerful
enough to keep the neighbors
awake at night. Said the indignant
judge:

“To dangle restful sleep before
an exhausted mortal and never
allow him to taste of its refreshing
juices constitutes ene of the most
torturesome experiences of man-
kind.”

Still, if these assorted annoy-
ances are kep! within reasonable
limits, the mere fact that the track
brings some commotion into the
neighborhood may be overlooked.
Thus:

The main objections to o new
midget race track were 1) that
traffic in the neighborhood had
increased, and 2) that parking
spaces had become harder to find.
But this time the court denied an
injunction, saying that traffic and
parking were problems for the
city, not for the operntors of the
track.

DAWSON CITY, Yukon Terri.
lory- (AP} It's not exactly
Nevada, but you can stroll into
Diamond Tooth Gertle's for n
bit of blackjack with no fear
that cops will raid the place.

““Hell, a tourist doesn't come
all the way to the Yukon to sit
in n motel room and watch
TV," says James Smith, the
territorial commissioner. Thus
Gertle's, the first licensed gam-
ing house in 70 years in a city
known for wild and woolly
woys during the Klondike Gold
Rush,

It's named after a character
of those days a saloon siren
who sported a diamond be-
tween two (ront teeth.

During 1598.990 Gertie was one
of the altractions on Front
Street, where frontage sold for
$850,000 n fool, Dozens of sa-
loons, sin bins, gambuling halls
and hotels jostled for elbow
room. Those who staked out a
chunk of Front Strect gencrally
struck more pay dirt than the
thousands of men who scoured
the Klondike goldfields

Front Street expired In 19008,
throttled by blue laws and the
obbh of the gold rush, With it
died most of Dawson City, It's
now o c¢ommunity of 600 Hving
amld the gingerbroad and ro-
coco ruins of what was once
called the largest city north of
San Francisco,

Yukon Territory is that part
of Canadn just cast of Alnska.

The Klondike Visitors Assocl
ation operates Gertie's on a
nonprofit basis under govern-
ment supervision. Profits will
purchase and renovate bulld-
ings of historical Interest and
develop other tourist attract-

{ons.

The association, 30 commu-
nity leaders and businessmen,
has been trying to get into the
gambling business since the
early 1980s.

In granting a license, the ter-
ritorial  government Hmited
Gertie’s to blackjnck, bingo and
wheel games, To stay within
the law, the place dperates as g
private club — all patrons buy
a $2 membership card for a
season.

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As The School Board Tries Again

The Board of Education, struggling
manfully with {ts sworn responsibilities,
has tried to recover from the public de-
feat of its original proposals for solving
Manchester's junlor high school problem
by drawing up a new plan.

Where, last year, the Board proposed,
and the voters rejected, that the of
$8,500.000 be expended to bulld oné.wew
junior high school. the retrenchment
proposal now on its way to the voters
calls for the total expenditure of $6,800,-
000, divided equally for improvements
and expansions for the two existing jun-
lor high schools, Bennett and Illing.

It may be thal the only clear advan-
tage the new proposal has Is that ¥ is
not the sume proposal the voters have
already rejected. To take the same thing
back to the voters, even if you think the
voters have been wrong, is not consider-
ed wise strategy,

It may also be that the reduced figure,
in which the problem at the junior high
aschool level would be resolved for some
$1,700,000 less than In lost year's plan,
will help the voters say yes, especially
when last year's proposal for a new ele-
mentary school has been eliminated al-
together.

1t is quite likely that, in this necessary
search for something new and different
to offer the voters, the town is actually
proposing something less desirable and
more expensive, for the pupll accommo-
dation it will be getting, than it could
have had if the pecple had voted yes last
fall. That is often the kind of price that
is paid even when voters themselvens are
motivated entirely by consideralions of
economy.

But there is, at the moment, one main
point to be made,

It is that this new proposal is now on
its way toward the people of Manchester
for their decislon,

It has come on the scene nsw, carly,
and is open to everybody's investigation,
study and criticism from here on up to
the date of voting. The news columns of
this newspaper will be recording each
new phase of is development. The Open
Forum of this newspaper will be open to
discussions and questions and opinions
concerning the new proposals, There
are, in today's rewa columns, details of
the way some citizens reacted to the
project at last night's public hearing be-
fore the Board of Directors.

In view of all this, please — please —
please — please — let us not come up to
4 week or two before the referendum
ard then have somebody appear breath-
lessly on the scene and claim that there
has been no adequate public notice of
such a plan, no adequate opportunity for
public discussion of it, no adequate In-
vestigation of alternatives. Please, let
there be no last minute clalm that the
Board or the town are “springing'' this
on people without proper notice. Please,
controversialists, cltizens, taxpayers, be-
ilevers and non-believers, begin now!

The Diesel Fireman

Perhaps one should refrain from cyni-
cism nbout such a welcome development
as peace between rallronds and their
unions on’ the question of the diesel Joco-
motive fireman.

But we are afraid that the most single
important factor in bringing about a set-
tlement of the {ssue was nol any states-
manship from either mansgement or la-
bor, but the simple passage of tme (t-
self,

For some 88 years, the unlons have
been forcing upon the raiiroads the con-
tinuation of the job for the fireman who
used to shovel the coal into the boller on
the old steam locomotives.

And even now, the agreement for dis.
pensing with the fireman applies only to
freight diesels, and not o passenger car
rying trains,

What has really changed during these
35 vears, has, we would beliove, been
the degree of pressure, from existing
rallroad families, of young men looking
for jobs as diesel firemen. It Is, we be-
tieve, the fact that the demand for such
jobs hns lessenéd which has made the
unions agree to let the jcbs be abolished,
under arrangements by which there will
be protection fcr those now or the pay-
roll in the capacity of firemen.

Well, time, If nothing clse, has at last
brought an end to the most notorious ex-
ample of featherbedding on the Ameri-
can industrial scene.

It s only fair to point out that, during
the period when the unions were gullty
of holding to and defending such a prac-

tice, more than one rallroad manage-
ment was being guilty of manipulation

and exploitation of rnilroad assels which
wis less moral and much more damag-
ing to the rallroads' chance of survival
than any union featherbedding.

Now the anachronism of the fireman
on the diesel is fading outl. Let us hope
we have seen, too, the last of such man-
agement piracy as that which contrib-
uted to the ruination of the New Haven
and the Penn Central systems.

Reporter's Labor Lost

Sometimes it hardly pays to be n
newspaperman. You give your best; you
observe with a faithful, fastidious atten-
tion to detail; you report with the su-
premely correct and accurate word; and

. then some grim, dullard character

comes anlong and downgrades all your
craft and art.

Our sample s the news story a report-
er named Eric Pace composed for the
New York Times. The story told how
“five dapper robbers’' took over the
Plozn Hotel and smashed some of Its
safe deposit boxes. The robbers came
through the “‘ornate’’ entrance, and then
through the “gilded” Plaza lobby. They
worked, In an inner office, under a
“erysial’” chandelier. Ong of the bandits
let a bellhop feel a gun hidden under hia
“well-cut coat,” The employes of the ho-
tel were marched scross the 'mosale”
flooring into a “'tiny office which Is hung
with a walercolor of strawberries,'” The
bandits saw, and respected, the elevator
man's “'gray’’ hair, Meanwhile, outside,
the taxl driver noticed & bottle of Scotch
whisky lyirg on a seat in the *tan
Rambler sedan that the five men,
“dressed conservatively,” had left park-
ed at the curb. The safe depoalt boxes
the bandits smashed were “tinted a
glinting, near-gold hue.”

And after the New York Times report-
er had performed this work of art and
love on the sacking of the safety depoait
boxes st the Plaza, he had to, being a
falthful reporter of all the facts, con-
clude with what the acting chief of de-
tectives on the scene had to say.

1t was,” said that not merely un-
imaginative, but obviously unobservant
character, “‘just a ordinary robbery."

Requiem For A Thiee Trunk

The brown hulk floated lumplly In ths
middle ¢f the pond—an unwelcome In-
truder that married the landscape. To
see it was to sense unwanted change. He
didn't know why but his eyes went quick-
ly from the shapeless mass in the dark
water to the opposite bank. Just as he
had feared — the shining weathered,
curving tree trunk was gone, It was that
half-sunken bulge of brown In the water.

He had often wondered, while absor-
bing the luminous smoothness of its
surface, during the last decade, how long
the branchless dead tree would stand,
But Iately he had taken It for granted.
Hadn't it always been there, looking
strong and graceful in every season, at
any time of the day? Like a totem pole,
monolith, or modern sculpture, [t had
uplifted the spirit.

In isolated glory, the trunk iad domi-
nated and decorated the sout'ywest bank
of the pord. The gray-browr, wood mot-
ted here and there, had 1tood straight
for about 15 feet and curved nicely at the
top. In the mornings, it had drawn the
firgt sunlizht unto itself and In the eve-
nings, after the sun had dipped beneath
the darkening western woodlands, the
last light had lingered lovingly upon it.

Light had silhouetted birds that sat
singing on the lrregular top, the red wing
biackbirds, the cardinals, nut hatches,
titmice and crows. Big oval-shaped holes
had been drilled Into the trunk by wood-
peckers of every variety,

With each season, vibrance of & spe-
cial sort had come to the dead trunk. The

turning birds swarmed over it in the
spring, its reflections dallied In the still
walters of summer, It had slickened with
the rains of autumn, it had wom cheer-
ing snow puffs during winter storms,

The trunk seemed to be a symbol that
proclaimed the beauty of the pond and
the marshland all around it, It had been
a monument to our Inland wetlands,
which, llke the dead tree, had gone un-
nppreciated by some. But like the wet-
lands, it is a preclous resource that helps
nature provide man with what he needs,
besides serving as an esthetic purpose.
Our inland wetlands are among the most
diverse and beautiful areas In Connect-
jcut. Such #reas must not be destroyed
promiscuously in the mistaken belief
that they serve no purpose. .

Now there is an empty spot on the
bank of the pond. There are only raw,
jagred edges where it toppled: The old
tres stump lles inert in the water—wait-
ing to be transformed. —NEW HAVEN

What isn't reported is that pri-
valely some officials in the Pen.
tagon and In the White House
are criticizing the President for
not bembing the dikes *‘to bring
the war to a quick end.”

In recent weeks, this re-
porter has listened to off the
record “‘why-won't-he-bomb-the-
dikes'' arguments in fairly high
circles In the government and
to complaints that Mr., Nixon
has recently given (renewed)
“the strictert orders” that
North Vietrom's dikes are
not to be targels.

So what, then, s the truth?

This reporter understands
frem contlacts In the Pentagon
that the prevailing opinion
among Defense Secretary Mel
vin Laird's top military advis-
ers, Inciuding the Joint Chiefs
of Staff, is that deliberate bomb-
ing of dikes would not be good
military strategy. It would be
counter-productive and would
not bring the war to & quick
end.

Even puttiny moral considera-
tions aside, there is strong be-
llef the dikes are not the most
effective largets in this type of
war,

One thing (s certain. If the
Alr Force and Navy air were
ordered to systemsatically de-
troy North Vietnam's dike sys-
tem, the flooding this season
would be tremendous and horri-
ble to behold.

And as this reported has segp
In three wars, bombing ls fre-
quently very Inaccurate. The
number of times bombers have
hit their own troops or allies
has never been fully reported. It
Is probable that =some pilols,
finding their primary targets in-
accessible, have bombed here
and there, randomly hitting
dikes,

We do not krow yet whether
some other pilots have taken
matters Into their own hands,

But make no mistake about
it. North Vietnam s having
dike trouble. It will likely be
deadly serious [n the monthd
ahead.

There was heavy flooding last
year. This floodinT caused wide-
spread destruction of dikes.
Many which heid through these
floods were seriously weakened
and required extensive repairs.

Women today are twothirds
of the agricultural labor force
in North Vietnam and that force
has been stretched paper-thin.
Because the Chinese withdrew
their thousands of labor Lroops
and because heavy casualties in
the war in the South further de-
pleted avallable manpower,
dike repair has lagged. There
have not been enough workers
10 spare,

Yet dikes historically have
taken great amounis of man
power. In the olden days, it is
reported, farmers were regquir-
ed to labor 60 to 120 days a
year on public works to protect
the fields.

This yoar's rains have further
weakened dikes that last year's
floods softened up. Even If there
was no bombing in 1972, there
stii would be floods and conald-
erable destruction in  North
Vietnam,

Crash Diet

Causes Problems

By Lawrence Lamb, M.D.

Dear Dr. Lamb—There’s
really no way to explain all
this in a few words, but it's
driving me crazy. Please
help me if you can.

About one and a half years
ago I went on a diet. With a
great deal of difficulty I
went from around 140 pounds
to about 110 pounds in ap-
proximately two
(I'm now 19 years old, five
feet four and a half inches
tall.) 1 realize now that I
lost too much and too fast
because 1 stopped men-
struating. After about four
or five months without a
period 1 went to my doctor.
He finally started giving me
estrogen and bi control
Eills. and 1 got my period

ack. However, 1 gained
weight, too, Now I weigh 115
to 119 pounds and 1 reall
like my weight. But it's aﬁ
I can dp to keep from gain-
ing more. While I was on the
medication, I exercised a
lot; but I haven't the time

now. I can't eat nearly as
much as I should without
aining. I seem to hold
uids badly now and I'm
afragid I'll lose my period
again if I keep this up. It's
already L)relty irretgular. but
it was like that before I lost
weight.

Please, help me, Dr,
Lamb. Do you think it is pos-
gible that I have some sort
of abnormal metabolism
that keeﬁs me from being
slim? I know this probably
sounds vain and foolish but
I'm able to wear cute clothes
now and the boys notice me
a lot mare. I'd hate to glain
any more weight, but I'm
afraid of what will happen
if T don't, Thank you for
even giving me a shoulder
to cry on.

Dear Reader—No you are -

not vain or foolish,' only
normal. Concerning your
periods, it is common for
young girls—and some not
s0 young—to have this prob~
lem and sometimes it

months..

doesn't mean too much. It
can occur regardless of what
diet you eat, but starvation
diets can affect one's sexual
functions.

Any normal young person
could prevent fat deposits by
sticking to a 1,500-calorie
diet if they are active at all.
It must be slow but it would
be sure and safe. You can
get all the essential nutri-
ents in a 1,500-calorie diet,
including proteins, vitemins
and minerals. Such a diet
should not affect your
periods.

Some people naturally tend
to gain fat and it is heredi-
tary. Looking at cattle, beef
cattle tend to be beefy while
dairy cattle are fine boned,
with small muscles antf hard
to fatten. By breeding dif-
ferent characteristics can
be develpped, and man is
no exception.

Now if a person has a hor-
mone problem, obesity and
menstrual irregularities may

persist, A low thyroid con-
dition will lower the metabo-
lism and affect menstrua-
tion, But most people with
weight problems turn out to
have normal thyroids. You
should ask your doctor to
refer you to an endocrinole-
gist and let him evaluate
the combination of menstru-
lal problems and weight prob-
ems.

Female hormones and
birth control pills (which
also contain female hor-
mones) cause retention of
salt and water. It would help

if you didn't need to use
them.

Gourmet Corner

Foods from Midwest
Provide Great Variety

By TOM HOGE
Associated Press Writer

A sea of corn rolls across
the Midwest blanketing that
part of the world and feed-
ing much of America. But com
is not the only offering of that
area — a hom of plenty in-
cluding Minnesota, Wisconsin,
Michigan, Towa, Missouri, II-
linols, Indiana and Ohio.

And aside from the native
specialties, the vast reaches of
the Midwest boast some of the
finest foreign cookery in Amer-
ica. Kielbasa, the Polish sau-
sage made from pork, caraway
and garlic is a household word
in Chicago, and the Czech-
oslovak colony of Iowa has con-
tributed old world dishes such
as soup with liver dumplings.

Most fascinating to me of
these ethnic holdovers, is the
dazzling .variety of sausages
produced in Wisconsin; sau-
sages from Germany, Poland,
Yugoslavia and other parts of
Eastern Europe.

Melt but-
ter; add cabbage and onion and
next six ingredients mixing in
caraway seeds, Cover and sim-
mer for 40 minutes. Pul sau-
sage, sliced atop the mixture
and cook another 20 minutes.
Makes 4 servings. Good with a
red Burgundy.

U.S. Hopes Algeria
Will Return Ransom

ALGIERS (AP) —U.S, offi-
clals were hopeful today that
the Algerian government would
return the $1 million paid to the
hijackers.of a Delta Alrlines jet.
liner, The DC8 and its crew
spent Tuesday night in Barce-
lona, Spain, on their way back
to the United States, and the
Algerian government was hold-
ing the hijackers and the mon-
ey.

Allan Davis, acting head of
the U.S. diplomatic mission in
Algiers, sald Algerian officials
have not yet rveplied to the
American request for return of
the money but added, "We are
encouraged by what has hap-
pened In the past.’

Two months ago, the Alge-
rian government selzed and re-
turned $500,000 collected in the
hijacking of =a. U.S. airliner.
Since then, It has indicated It
dislikes the idea that it is run-
ning a hijackers' haven,

In New York, Blrnlce Jones
of thé Black Panthers sald the
Panthers' delegation in Algiers
had telephoned that the govern-
ment had declded to return the
ransom money to the United
States and was considering also
returning the three men and
two women who took over the
plane on a flight from Detrolt
to Miami Monday. The hijack-
ers anlso had three children with
them,

Miss Jones sald the hijackers
were connected with the Black
Liberation Army-and the Black
Panthers In Algiers were pres-
suring the Algerian government
to give them asylum,

The State Department asked
the Algerian government to re-
turn the ransom and either
prosecute the hijackers or re-
turn them. The reqguest was
made via the Guinea Embassy,
since Washington and Algiers
have no formal diplomatic rela-
tions,

The FBI said the hifjack group
fncluded Melvin and Jean
McNalr, apparently husband
and wife; their children, Ya-
harl and Ayona; Joyce Tiller-
son and her child, Kenya; Har-
ry Singleton and Larry Bur-

ens.,

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New Library Plans Meet
Favor of Town Counecil

Plans for the South Windsor
Public Library were viewed,
for the first time list night
by the Town Council and seemed
to have met approval although
formanl action will have to be
taken at a future meetling of that
group.

Frank Rideout of the archl
tectural firm of Moore and Sals-
bury of West Hartford explained
the plans for the building, which
will cost an estimated $1,165,000.
Presently the town Is without
a public library with the ex-
ception of a small one sot up
in a shopping complex on Sul-
livan Avenue.

The Public Buildirg Commi-
tee (PBC) had previously worked
with the architects and approv-
ed the proposed plans which
were presented last night.

The building will be construct-
ed on land adjacent to the rel.
atively new bullding which
houses the town offices and the
police station on Sulllvan Ave.

The architeet oxplained that
one of the prime concerns in
designing the plans was to keep
the staffing costs low. He said
the proposed building would re-
quire no additional staff untll
a proposed lower level s de.
veloped.

The basic main floor would
accommodate aboul 58 000 vol-
umes which s 20,000 more than
presently accommodated, It
will provide 98 readers seals
compared to 28 now. Rideout
termed It an exciting and very
functional design. The state has
reviewed the plans and tenta-
tively approved them, the ar-
chiteet said. The buillding will
contain plenty of area for study
and reference work and is also
planned with an eye to the in-
creasing use of multi-medin
equipment, Rideout explained.

The planning of space for a
library s based on so many
square feet per capita of n
town. South Windsor's popula-
tion is 16,000 so, according to
Rideout the bullding should
contain 16,000 square feet of
space. As the town grows, the
number of feet per capita goes
down, Rideoul said.

While the plans are designed
for 20 years to a projected pop-
ulation of 32,000, Rideout and
Clayton Massey, South Wind-
sor's library director, explain-
ed the building will obviously
be good for n lot longer pe-
riod of time than that

One of the requirements set
forth by the (federal
ment, which will be providing
some of the funds for construc-
tion, Is that there either be
ramps or elevators to accommo-
date  wheelchalrs or other

govern.

disabilities. Rideout said the
PBC and arvchiletts decided on
the ramps.

The architect outlined a
breakdown cf the total $1,165,000
cost. This included $108,000 for
site Improvement and "utllities;
$184,000 for structural work;
and §$308,000 for the remaining

Rideout said the estimated
costs are based on the hope that
the project will go forward
within the next six months.

Withdrawal advocates had a
fallback position prepared with
the latest. amendment by
Delx;xocmuo Leader Mike Mans-
fleld,

It would start Vietnam with-
drawal Immediately, and In-

ers I8 reached,

If these fall. Sen. John V.
Tunney, D-Calif,, was prepared
to offer an amendment which
would halt bombing of North
Vietnam with the Intent of pre-
serving the dikes,

President Nixon has called

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Did Lin Piao Plot
‘Against Life of Mao?

TOKYO (AP) — Mao Tse-
tung sald 40 years ago: ''Our
principle Is that the party com-
mands the gun and the gun
must never be allowed to com-
mand tho party."

Over the years Mao waged
some desperate struggles with
China's military chlefs over
this principls of civillan and po-
litical leadership of an army
now reckoned at 23 miillon
men.

Then he survived the greatest
of all challenges to his ldeas
and his person. His unlikely an-
tagonist was the shy, sque.ky-
voiced defense minister, Lin
Plao, who professed himself
Mao's most ardent disciple.

The details of Lin's death in
an alr crash in Mongolia, and
the plot he is said to have
mounted nagainst Mao, may
never be tolally known. But {t
seems apparent that Mao's life
was endangered by the man
chosen as his succeasor.

Japanese reports from Pe-
king, which have the ring of au-
thenticity say that Lin broks
with Mao and Premier Chou
En-lal when they vetoed Lin's
demand he be named chief of
state. To Mao, with his strong
belief in the separation of army
and state, this prospect must
have seemed intolerable.

Its effect would have been to
thrust Lin more prominently
into the public eye, as well as
give him nominal authority

The story continues that Lin,
thwarted, plotted with the chiet
of the general staff, Huang
Yung.sheng the commander of
the air force, and other service
leaders to overthrow Mao. Chen
Po-ta, Mao's onetime secretary
and, as & member of the Polit.
buro's standing committee one
of the five most influential in
China, Is said to have backed
Lin's presidential ambiticns.

In some ways, the defection
of Lin, Chen Po-ta and the mili-
tary chiefs was more shocking
than the extensive purges of
the 1966-69 cultural revolution.
During that fevered perfod,
thousands of party leaders, in-
cluding the then No. 2 man,
President Liu Shao-chl, were
broken and disgraced.

With the close of the cultural
revolution, unity appeared to
have been created around Mao,
with the army In the ascendan-
cy. But within two years, the
seeds of doubt had sprouted
into outright defiance amang
men regarded as more Maolst
than Mao.

In Peking this week the par-
ty. government and army gath-
ered in full force to show thelr
support for Mao and the armed
forces. The band played “‘The
People's Army is Loyal to the
Party."” Mao, who is 78, did not
show up for the gala occasion,
the 45th anniversary of the
army, bul an enormous paint-
ing flanked by 10 red flags
beamed down on the assembly.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Mo
torists  would be required by
law to fasten thelr seat belts or
poasibly risk a jall sentence un-
der nntlonal-highway-anfely
standards  proposed. by the
Transportation Department.

The proposal announced by
the department Tuesdany would
require statea to enforee the
new standards or lose millions

JOSH LAWTON. By Melvin
Bragg. Knopf. 193 Pages. $5.95.

In this novel the central fig-
ure, Josh Lawton, is one of
those natural .innocents who Is
so good, s0 naive, moral and
perfect that he never does any-
thing wrong. And when he is
wronged, he never strikes back.

Then there is Maureen. She
comes from a scruffy family,
has a crude, sexy charm and is’
anything but innocent.

Not surprisingly, she soon be-
comes unfaithful to him, and
that leads to a final tragedy
that brings the narrative to a
rough close.

One way you look at it, the
author seems to be making the
point that a good man has a
hard time in this world. But
there is another view — that a
man can be so hopelessly in-
nocent that he is his own worst
enemy, so flawlessly correct
that he cannot adjust to a world
in which human nature is inevi-
tably imperfect.

Take it as you like, you may
have some trouble wading
through it, as it moves slowly.

THE HUDSON RIVER AND
ITS PAINTERS. By John K.

The Hudson River School of
Painting was the [irst real
school of American landsca
art to deserve the name. Its
members succeeded in a diffi-

cult synthesis — combining the
dramatics of the Hudson itself
and its palisades, the Catskill
Mountains, spreading west to
Niagara, and some of its
members going even farther
into the real West, There were
predecessors and, more impor-
tant, some descendants of stat-
ure; for instance, George In-
ness and Winslow Homer.

The school started ta-

Kissinger Returns
After Secret Talks

WASHINGTON (AP) — Hen-
ry Kissinger is back from Paris
and o renewed effort to break
the Vietnam peace talks stale-
male.

A White House spokesman
sald President Nixon's dssistant
for national-securlty affalrs re-
turned Tuesday night from the
secret talks with Hanol Pollt-
buro member Le Duc Tho and
Xuan Thuy, head of North Viet-
nam's Paris delegation.

Kissinger, who has made 14
previous trips to the French
capital for private talks, re-
layed a terse report to Nixon
before boarding an Ailr Force
jet for the return flight to
Washington, He will give the
Preaident a more detalled ac-
count today at the White House.

White House officiala and
North Vietnamese spokesmen
in Paris refused to discuss de-
tails of the talks,

Kissinger flew to Puaris on
Monday—four days after Nixon
told a news conference ‘‘we
hope to do everything we can to
bring this war to an end" in the
three months before the elec-
tion.

Mummified Remains of Woman
Discovered in Tomb in China

By JOHN RODERICK
TOKYO (AP) — The body of
un aristeeratic woman who died
2,100 yeara ngo has been found
in China amid more than a
thousand burial accessories of
untold historical value.

She apparently was the
Marchioness L{ Tsang, and sho
died in middle ago leaving no
special mark on her times.

Around the mummified re.
maing, described as in a fair
state of preservation, were ac-
cessories Including silk fabrics,
lacquerwaro, bamboo and

. weeoden utensils, pottery, grain,

food, and spoclally made fu.
nerary objects.

The discovery was made in a
tomb on the outskirts of Chan-
ghsa, the capital of Hunan
Province.

Hainhua, the Chiness news
agency, describe the finds with
uncharacteristic enthusiasm:
“These are among the moat im-
pertant and extremely rare rel-
les recently found, They are of
great value to studying the his-
tory, culture, handlorafts, agri-
culture and medicine and pre.
servatives of the period."”

Japanese experts commenting
on the report go further and
call thia the discovery of the
century. The corpse and ita ac-
cessortes will give an unparal-
leled glimpse Into the science,
art, technology and handicrafts

Hsinhua's account says:

“Half Immersed In reddish
fluld, the falrly wvell preserved
corpse is wrapped In 20 silk
clothes of various typea. The fi-
bers of the’ subcutaneous loose
connoctive tisgue remain dis-
tinet and elustlc, The femoral
artery is similar in color to
that of a fresh corpse. An in-
jection of preservatives made
the: soft tissueas swell imme-
dintely and then the swelling
spread out. It is estimated that
the woman dled at about the
age of 80."

The tomb was 68 feet deep,
with six coffina placed one
within another. Heaped around
the walls and on top of the out-
ermost coffin was a foot or #0
of charcoal weighing about five
tons and sealed by white clay
two to four feet thick.

“It is probably due' to these
nir-tight layers and some other
treatinent that the corpse, cof-
fing and many burial acces-
sories are free from decay,"”
sald Hasinhua,

The burinl pieces were found
largely between the outermost
and (nnermost coffins, The silk
fabrics, varietles already
known to come from the Han
dynasty, Included plain silk,
gaure, brocade, embrolderies
and damask, “gay and varl.
egated in pattern and done with

exquisite technique."

The most valuable was a ool
or palnting on silk, 77 inchen
long, 88 inches wide at the top,
and 18 inches at the bottom, in
a T-ahape with flying ribbona at
the corners. The painting Ix
elagorate, and representa
scenes ‘‘of the nether world,"
earth and heaven. This is the
only such painting dating 2,100
years dlscovered so far in
China, Hainhua reports,

Also unique was the doco-
rated silk on the wooden coffin.

The funerary pleces included
120 wooden figurines, either
dressed in colored - silk oos-
tumes or painted in diferent
colors, including 26 of a musi-
cal and dance troupe. Other
pleces were small laoquered ta-
bles, screens, walking stloks,
Incense bags, dreasing case,
and long table plled with food.
There were more than 180
pieces of lacquerware and bat-
ches of pottery, including tri-
pods, caskets, jugs and square
vases. Some contained ident!-
fiable rice cakes, plckled vege-
tables, peaches, pears, ar 3
melons, eggs and rice.

The body is belleved to be
that of the wife of the first
Marquis Tal, LI Chu-tsang, also
known as L{ Tsang, who lived
