Bombs
Scour
Enemy

SAIGON (AP) — American
fighter-bombers destroyed or
damaged more than 170 buildings
Sunday at military camps in the
heaviest ralds on the Hanoi-
Haiphong area in 4% years, the
U.8. Command announced today.

The command said that Air
Force and Navy jets attacked 20
different targets in the Hanoi-
Haiphong area, including three
army barracks, the northeast rail
line to China, railroad yards,
supply barges, storage and fuel
depots, and antiaircraft missile
and artillery batteries.

It was the heaviest attack in the
Hanoi-Haiphong area since
March 1088, U.S. officials said.

North Vietnam claimed five
American jets were shot down
and some pilots captured. The
U.S. Command made no mention
of any plane losses.

Among the raids Sunday was
the first attack of the war on the
Xom Bal army barracks 37 miles
northwest of Hanol. Pilots said
their bombs destroyed 13
barracks and 10 storage and sup-
port bulldings, and damaged
another 48 buildings.

“"The military complex
provides a barracks for North
Vietnamese troops in the Viet Tri
area awalting transportation
south,” the Air Force said.

The Xuan Mai military training-
complex 17 miles southwest of
Hanol was attacked for the se-
cond time this year. The Air
Force said reconnaissance
photographs showed 73 buildings
destroyed and 32 damaged, along
with a large number of vehicles
destroyed or damaged,

Navy pilots from the carrier
America attacked the Hai Dong
Barracks West, 23 miles
northwest of Haiphong, and
reported they left it in flames
after two big explosions.

Air Force Phantoms using
2,000-pound laser bombs
destroyed two rallroad bridges on
the northeast rail line, the Air
Force said. But other sources
reported that in attacks on two
other bridges (he so-called
Usmart” bombs were off: :

and the rail approaches rather
than the spans were cut.

Air Force spokesmen said all
the bridges had been attacked
before but the North Vietnamese
had rebuilt them.

The U.S, Command confirmed
a report from Washington that a
Chinese minesweeper had
slipped into Haiphong harbor
despite the U.S. minefield laid
last May. The Command said the
sweeper has been in Halphong
about a week and is tied up next
to a Chinese freighter. It said it
was “not aware that any mines
have been swept,'" and the Navy
said the had not
attempted .any clearing
operations yet.

The Command said il had
planted new mines “at various
locations to cover areas not
previously seeded.” It would not
elaborate, but other sources in-
dicated these locations included
Haiphong, other ports and
thousands of miles of inland
waterways,

The Navy said that the Chinese
minesweeper was the only ship
that had slipped into Haiphong,
and none of the 27 ships there
when the harbor was mined had
left.

The U.S. Command announced
that an American Air Force ad-
viser was killed in South Vietnam
Saturday when his small observa-
tion plane collided with a South
Vietnamese jet near Que Son. A
Vietnamese pilot with the
American and the two Viet-
namese in the jet were also
killed,

Plane Crash Blamed
On Pilot’s Actions

'WASHINGTON (AP) — Despite his co-pilot's warnings,
the pilot of an airliner intentionally descended below a
permissible altitude and the jet crashed on an instrument
approach to fog-shrouded New Haven airport last .June, the
National Transportation Safety Board said Sunday.

David G. Eastridge, 39, Lorton,
Va., the pilot of the Allegheny
Airlines propjet Convair 580, was
the only person who suffered
fatal injuries in the crash. But 26
passengers and the stewardess,
Judith L. Manning, 27, Lemoyne,
Pa., died of asphyxiation and
heat in the fire that broke out
afterwards,

The co-pilot, James A. Walker
of Memphis, Tenn., and
passengers Janet McCaa,
W on, D.C. and Norman
Kelly, Waterford, were the only
survivors.

The co-pilot considered taking
over command as the .plane
descended, the board said, but
decided it was better to have one
person in charge than to have two
fighting over the controls.

“With the exception of the
caplain, who sustained fatal in-
juries upon impact, everyone
aboard this flight could have sur-
vived if rapid egress from the fire
area had been possible or if Mlame
propagation had been retarded,”
the board's accident report said.

The Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration was asked by the
safety board to require use of
fuel-inerting systems and other
safety devices aboard all airliners
to prevent or control in-flight and
post-crash fuel system fires and
explosions.

Noting that the pilot had lost
more than an hour by missing
three landing approaches earlier
at Groton, the safety board said
that “in all probability 'fuel’ and
‘time’ were occupying much of
his attention.”

The report said Allegheny and
other airlines pay a bonus in time
or money when pilots beatsd
flight's published schedule. But it
added that the board could make
no conclusive finding on the
pilot’s motivation “to descend
deliberately to a dangerously low
altitude” at New Haven.

The board recommended
review of wage agreement
clauses that provide any form of
monetary reward to a pilot for
faster-than-scheduled  [light
operations.

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Bingham
Father
Hopeful

SALEM (AP) — A year after
their son was accused of
smuggling a gun into San Quentin
Prison for a bloody escape
attempt that left six dead,
Probate Judge Alfred M.
Bingham, and his wife still agree
Stephen Bingham is innocent.

“She felt if he was alive he
would have let us know. For the
first two or three months she
didn't want to leave the phone.”

California authorities say
Jackson pulled the gun while
being searched. took several
guards hostage, released 26 in-
mates, and tried to run for a wall.

When it was over, they say, two

white guards and two white
prisoners were dead with slashed
throats and Jackson and another
white guard were dead with
bullet wounds.

Under a California law making
complicity in murder equivalent
to committing it, Stephen
Bingham was charged with five
counts of murder.

The FBI and his parents both
say he hasn't been heard from
since,

The elder Bingham still makes
periodic “research’ trips to
California in hopes of learning his
son’s whereabouts. But he says
his search—like the FBI's—has
been unsuccessful and that
nobody has admitted to seeing
Stephen since that day a year ago.

Bingham says his son, a lawyer
also, "‘considered the California
prison system as oppressive and
racially discriminatory.”

But, he insisted, Stephen was
not so disenchanted that he
would turn to violence. “He
thought of himself as a radical,"
said the elder Bingham. '‘But
there is no indication he believed
in provoking acts of violence as a
means of bringing change. He
never used to get into fights with
anyone in school and his friends
and contemporaries seem to have
considered him a rather gentle
person.”

1 recently received a letter in
which a lady asked me, “Just
what does a choreographer do?"”
From other things in the letter, 1
believe she meant to say was,
“Just how does a choreogranher
operate?" The answer to the first
question is simple. He designs
dances. The answer to the second
question is not so simple, and
there isn't any definitive answer,
since different choreographers
operate differently.

Probably the simplest thing to
choreograph is contrapuntal
music. This is nothing more nor
less than audible pattern, and the
choreographer translates it into
visual patter. Blanchine has been
very successful with this sort of
choreography, and 1 happen to
like it, although I believe I'm safe
in saying most choreographers
don’t.

As a musivian, I have noticed
that most concertgoers are
baffled by, for example, a four-
voiced fugue, but when they see it
danced by four dancers it
becomes comprehensible as
visual pattern when it wasn't
clear as audible pattern. Prac-
tically all  choreographers have
enough knowledge of music to
accomplish this translation.

The quotation is an amplifica-
tion by Petipa of a portion of a
scenario which he had been
provided by the Director of the
Imperial Theaters. From
Petipa’s indications of what
would be needed, Tschaikowsky
composed the music,

With the music, probably only
for piano as yet, in hand, Petipa
began lo sketch out his "flooor
plans,” indicating how many
dancers would on stage as
featured principals, corps, and so
on. The general pattern of move-
ment would be sketched in as if
you were on the grid above the
stage looking down on the
dancers below, for in their
movements they must not collide
with one another and the
movements of the participants
must be as precise as a West
Point drill team

The actual steps will be added
later. Practically no
choreographer envisions them
this early and many times he
designs the actual dance steps to
display the very best points of
technique belonging to a par-
ticular dancer who has been
engaged for the role

A composer can write a
symphony at a desk, hearing the
whole thing in his head. Not so
the choreographer; he works
with live bodies in the last
analysis and only a minimal plan
as a starter. Eventually the ballet
notation,

If it is not so transcribed it
must be revived often enough for
some of the original cast to be in
the revival, remembering how
the thing went, It is remarkable
how dependable kinesthetic
memory will be. The original cast
members will remember their
own parts extremely accurately
even years later, and they will
know pretty much what the others
did originally too.

Nowadays it is much simpler to
photograph the ballet on 16mm
maotion picture film. The music
score will have been written
down so it really presents no
problem but a recording of it
leaves no doubl as to how [ast is
“Allegro vivace assai,” for exam-
ple.

The choreographer has to work
closely with the scenic designer
and thegostume designer. If the
costumes are made of too heavy
material, then the dancer's
movements will be siowed down
and frequently awkward looking.

Apart from this type of ballet,
there is usually some sort of
synopsis or scenario to begin
with. It may be a story from
antiquity or it may be something
the choreographer has dreamed
up on his own account, but
basically there is some sort of
story involved which is portrayed
by the music and the dance.

An existing piece of music may
suggest the story, or the story
may have to have music com-
posed for the purpose. This is
always more expensive, and few
ballet companies have the funds
to hire a first rate composer for
the purpose, Even fewer com-
posers want to undertake the
task, An exception was
Tychaikowsky who worked ex-
tremely well with the Russian
chreographer, Marius Petipa.

Petipa's notes to the composi-
tion of *‘Sleeping Beauty,”

The sets must reflect the mood of
the ballet as a whole, and the
colors must not clash with the
colors of the costumes. Even the
stage lighting has to be blocked
out by the choreographer.

The choreographer has to work
with the conductor of the
orchestra, too. Their ideas of
tempo must coincide identically,
and this is something not easily
achieved. Even matters of
orchestral balance are something
about which the choreographer
will have ideas since this may
determine whether the effect is
bright or lugubrious, serious or
comie.

In short, the choreographer has
to be an all round man of the
theater with a creative bent in the
dance. Mere technical proficien-
cy is not enough. Nijinsky was a
consumate performer according
to all reports, but he was a very
poor choreographer even though
Diaghilev gave him three
chances. Only one of his efforts
survives and it isn't good.

And all this has to be achieved
within a budget set out by the
management of the ballet com-
pany. This usually does not allow
the choreographer to give free
rein to his imagination. Com-
promises mus{ be made, but in
order to get his work staged, a
choreographer will compromise
on almost anything in my ex-
perience.

Japanese ’Dozer

Ordered by Town

The Town of Andover has
ordered a new bulldozer, an item
which stirred up considerable
controversy in recent weeks.

First Selectman Robert E. Post
sald that the Board of Selectmen
has approved purchase of a
Kamatso bulldozer for $19,000
plus the old bulldozer now being
used at the dump. The Kamatso
is Japanese-made.

The matter of buying a
Japanese made bulldozer came
up at the last meeting of the
Democratic Town Committee
and resulted in a letter being sent
to the Board of Selectmen disap-
proving the purchase.

The Democrats questioned why
no grant had been applied for,
questioned the practicality of
buying a machine where parts
and service might be sub-
standard, and questioned buying
a foreign-made machine when
the home economic situation is
presently so poor.

Models Compared

Post said that when the
purchase of a bulldozer was
brought up, he asked Ylo Anson,
chairman of the Board of Ad-
visor, to have the board check out
the different possible machines
available to the town for such
use.

In the price category to which

the town was limited, and for the

uses intended, there were two
available machines, the Mamat-
so, and a Caterpillar

Representatives of both com-
panies spoke o the selectmen
and gave detailed specifications
In the same price range, the
Kamatso is bigger and heavier

» with 25 more horsepower; the
same size machine in a Cater-
pillar model would cost some
$13,000 more.

Inquiries were made ol local
construction people and outfits,
including Richard Lee of An-
dover, who operates a gravel
business. According to Lee, “The
town should not even consider
buying any other machine but the
Kamatso, This is the best
machine you could get both quali-
ty and money-wise,"

Personal Inspection

The town sent Paul Jurovaty,
who has operated the bulldozer at
the dump for years, and Peter
Maneggia, a member of the
town's road crew and also an
operator of construction equip-
ment, to New Jersey to inspect
personalty the identical model
machine the town wanted to
purchase.

The two men visited a number
of construction company siles
where the machines were in use.

At one location, they found that
the same model machine, after
some 1,600 hours use, still had
more steel left in the tread thana
brand new Caterpillar machine,

While in New Jersey, the two
men visited the area parts
warehouse of the Kamatso com-
pany. Both men reported that
they felt the facilities were exten-
sive and more than adequate for
any possible needs.

Both men also reported that
they felt the Kamatso was
superior although originally they
favored the other model
machine

The local dealership for the
proposed bulldozer is in Hart-
ford, and Post said he felt there
would be no problem on either
service or parts.

Selectman Percy Cook had in-
uicated that he was worried
about the parts situation and any
possible loss of trade-in value
when the time came

Selectman J. Cuyler Hutchin-
son. although originally favoring
the domestic model, came to the
conclusion after comparison, that
the Kamatso was a better
machine for the town to buy

Grant Sought

Post said that when purchase
of the bulldozer was first con-
templated, the selectmen’s
secretary wrote a number of
letters to various state agencies
inquiring about any possible
grants to oifset the cost of the
machine,

Inquiries were also made of
other towns, including
Manchester, on the availability of
any grant money for the
bulldozer

Post said he had instructed
John Storm. a delegate to the
Capitol Region Planning Agency
(CRPA). to find out whether any
grants for such equipment are
available and the procedure
necessary for applying for such

.grant. “If there's any money to

be gotten from the state or
federal government for this
bulldozer, we're going to make
sure that Andover gets it,” Post
said

The Tolland Summit Water Co,
will charge $30 per quarter to its
54 customers, effective yesterday,
according to a ruling made last
week by the state Public Utilities
Commission.

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A Dream Of A Decent Campaign

Some day, perhaps, there will be granted
. to us. from some mysterious dispensation
from on high, an order of political cam-
paigning which consists of something more
impressive than a process of having each
candidate go to each special group with his
own best version of what that special group
most wants to hear

Some day, perhaps. but not now

President Nixon, for all he is now the man
of peace, cannot resist going 'to the veterans
organizations with the same kind of elemen-
tal jingoism he specialized in before he went
to Peking or brought troops home from a
battle they had not won. And who ¢an blame
President Nixon for doing this, when he is
preceded, on the same platforms. by a
Senator McGovern who has obviously been
scratching around to find promises and
reinterpretations of his own positions which
will mollify the hostility he expects to find?

Senator MeGovern. for his part. goes to a
convention of that teacher's union which has
pioneered in the use of the strike, and.
serunching around with obvious pleasure ina
promuse he knows President Nixon is not
likely to match, pronounces his own ap-
proval of the strike as a weapon for teachers
The convention of the American Federation
of Teachers rewards him with an endorse-
ment.

Too much of the campaign that lies ahead
is going to show the candidates for the
highest office in this land in a continuation of
such tactics—going to one special group after
another with the special promise supposed
to appeal to thal group’s special interests,

And out of such promising both candidates
will be pretending — even, the self-hypnosis
in political campaigning being what it is,
believing — they are building a basis not only
for their own victory at the polls, but for
running the nation

Appeal to enough special interests, echo
enough prejudices, twist. convincingly, in
enough different directions. and you can, the
pragmatic theory seems to be, get yourself
elected

We disagree. We think the only guaranteed
result from such a brand of campaigning 15 a
prolonged insult to the intelligence and taste
of the American people.

We are not morons. We have to prove it —
that we are not morons — when we go to the
polls and somehow manage Lo cul through
what the candidates have been telling us.

Once. in what seems a long time ago, there
was'a presidential campaign which, at the
very top at least, showed more respect for
us, the people,

That was the campaign in which Adlai
Stevenson promised to- lalk sense to the
American people, and did accomplish such
feats as going to .a yeterans organization
convention and making the same kind of
speech he would have made to a peace
group, And it was the campaign in which
Dwight Eisenhower, although less gifted and
facile in tongue than his opponent, went
before the people in the same spirit he later
served them—a spirit of making us a whole,
and healthy, society rather than a campaign
promise patchwork of special interests

In dreaming of a decent political cam-
paign, it seems more profitable to turn back,
to 1952, than forward.

Too Clean For Paddy's Pigs

The other day, waler began flowing over
the top of the dam again, and what was
massed behidd it was the blue and sparkling
expanse of what seemed a totally new Union
Pond.

Perhaps it was imagination which helped

make the water look so sparkling and clean.
Perhaps the eye which saw the water glin-
ting in the sun had also seen the pond bottom
bare and being scraped and had read of
improvements made. over the years, in the
content of the water which came through
Union Pond
Perhaps there is psychology as well as
ecology involved in what seems to be the
difference
Still, there is this clean glint to the water
Still, there Is this absence of odor, even on
a muggy August night, in the environs.
Perhaps no one is quite ready to proclaim
that Union Pond is ready for anyboby to
swim in it
But one thing is already clear, and that is
that the late Paddy O'Connor’s pigs could
never now repeat their famous exploit.
The late vegetable man’s pigs once
wondered far from the pen he maintained
for them, and, when found. were on the
other side of Union Pond. But just as Paddy
was preparing for the tedious task of driving
them around the shore and back to home,
the mgs alarmed him and seemed to seal
their own doom by plunging into Union
Pond and starting to swim their way home.
The reason for alarm was this: pigs
happen to be equipped with sharp-pointed
hooves. Their natural swimming stroke
brings these sharp hooves in close against
their own flanks. The normal expectation,
then, was that pigs attempting as long a
swim as that across Union Pond would slash
themselves to death long before they
reached that other shore

t Hards

MIAMI BEACH-The steely
resolution always displayed by
the dominant conservative wing
in Republican intraparty warfare
was dramatized again in the wee
hours Tuesday morning when an
eleventh-hour offer for mediation
from the White House was
peremptorily brushed aside

At that point, the convention's
rules committee was nearing a
vote in the two-week battle over
1876 delegate apportionment
Suddenly, word was secretly
relayed that if the committee
would slow down, Presidential
campaign manager Clark
MacGregor would be available to
work out a compromise, Former
Rep. William Cramer of Florida,
the rules committee chairman,
blithely ignored the offer and
pressed on to pass the conser-
vative“delegate {ormula.

Here was the classical “hard”
political pattern displayed by
conservatives in this and past
Republican conventions: self-
assured, tough, determined to
win maximum political advan-
tage. In contrast, the party
liberals, as in years past, were
classical “softs™: irresolute, dis-
organized, confused about goals.

Actually, although some
Southerners boasted after their
Tuesday afternoon floor victory
that their 1976 convention forces
were thereby increased by at
least 200 delegates, the outcome
was not that clearcul. What's
more, conservatives were forced
to yield to the 1970s by accepting
new rules aimed at increasing
youth -and minority group
delegates.

Thus, the conservative victory

of Miami Beach was more sym-
bolic than substantative,

“This has a whiff of 1964,
muttered liberal Sen. Charles H.
Percy of Illinois as he stalked
from the rules committee after
one Monday night recess. He was
right in the sense that the
liberals, in 1972 as in 1964, had
been outmancuvered, outfought
and outnumbered.

The hardness of the conser-
vatives was shown most clearly in
the remarkable, climactic
developments in the rules fight.
While Percy and his friends were
getting bloodied in the rules com-
mittee at the Eden Roc Hotel, his
allies at Convention Hall 30
blocks away were turning in
desperation to President Nixon's
political operation for help.

Nixon operatives earlier had
been clandestine confederates of
the conservatives but were
ordered into neutrality. Now
liberal Rep. John Dellenback of
Oregon approached campaign
manager MacGregor, seated in a
front row convention box. Would
he use his good offices to effect a
compromise o prevent humilia-
tion of the liberals?

Minutes later, MacGregor was
in a caucus room where
negotiations were underway
between conservative Sen. John
Tower of Texas and a liberal
group headed by Sen. Hugh Scolt
of Pennsylvania. Hearing Tower
and state chairman Clifford Jones
of Pennsylvania agree on a com-
promise formula, MacGregor
thought peace was near. He
offered his help and suggested
the rules committee deliberations
be slowed,

At Convention Hall, liberal
Gov. William Milliken of
Michigan telephoned Rep. John
Anderson of Hlinois at the Eden
Roc to tell him MacGregor
wanted a chance to mediate.
Anderson quickly sent up a note
to Chairman Cramer, presiding in
a sweltering, cramped hotel
room, The moondaced Cramer
blandly ignored Anderson’s note
and gavelled through the conser-
vative delegate allocation.

Cramer was not the only con-
servative who wanted no further
compromise. Mississippi state
chairman Clarke Reed, the dis-
ciplined dynamo leading the rules
fight, flatly rejected the Tower-
Jones formula. He wanted the
South’s disproportionate delegate
strength kept intact.

On Tuesday morning, the
liberals once again sought
negotiations. No, said Tower, his
people were tired of talking. That
left the liberals forced to choose
between capitulation or a losing
floor fight. Nobody felt this more
keenly than Percy, aggressively
committed to a more liberal
delegate apportionment.

In the manner familiar among
Republican liberals, Percy
vacillated. Facing open hostility
from the Bourbon-dominated
Illinois delegation, Percy
recommended going along with
the conservative majority but
added that he might well vote the
other way. Bourbon state Rep
Pete Miller of Chicago exploded
over Percy's ambivalence, cor-
rectly reflecting the mood of the
Illinois delegation.

They're Off--More or Less
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Open Forum

Mother’s Protest
To the Editor,

As both teacher and parent in
this community, I am shocked
and dismayed by an incident that
occurred two weeks ago, in-
volving my son, Paul Silver

As a teacher, 1 am concerned
about the ever-increasing
resentments young people have
towards those in positions of
authority and am outraged when
those very people force upon the
young harrassmaents which
violate their sense of dignity and
fair play

As a parent, I react strongly Lo
a situation in which the combina-
tion of poor reporting of this
particular story and an un-
substantiated arrest has placed
me in the rediculous position of
having to make explanations to
friends and to those I serve,
concerning the innocence of my
son )

Two weeks ago, my son, who
had been actively engaged as co-
coordinator of SAM was arrested
in connection with an LSD inci-
dent and charged with “reckless
endangerment™. Paul was in the
area, at the time, attending to
duties relating to SAM, and had
nothing to do with this incident.
Police stressed Silver himself did
not give the juvenile LSD and the
prosecutor dismissed tie case for
lack of evidence stated that Paul
was in the vicinity at that time
Two days after. the incident oc-
curred, the youngster who had
presumably taken the LSD, and
who had had a confrontation with
Paul two weeks earlier, swore
that Paul had made a statement
concerning the effects of LSD,
which Paul adamantly denied

Consequently, on the basis of
Paul's presence near the scene
and a youngster's subsequent and
unproven accusation, our family
was to be subjected to a situation
that was unjust, unnecessary, and
costly in terms of time, and
emotional and financial strain,
Paul appeared in court not once,
but twice, even though there was
not enough proof to have brought
him into court, in the first place.

The case was dismissed, Paul
was cleared, but your newspaper,
in failing to mention that Paul
had simply been in the vicinity at
the time, and in stating that the
case, in connection with the LSD
incident had been dismissed for
lack of further proof, left the
_reader to conclude that Paul had
been actually involved in giving a
youngster drugs. The article was
injurious . despite the
acknowledgement of dismissal,
because it left one to assume that
there was more here than met the
eye.

A more. complete picture
would have included the
following facts about my son
which were presented to the
Judge by both the attorney and
prosecutor: that Paul had never
been in any difficulty with the
police. (On the contrary, he had
had direct dealings with them as
well as with other municipal
departments when he and
another youngster made-an un-
precedented effort at writing the
rt for Manchester
t he is a National
Merit Award scholar; that he is
presently enrolled in an honor's
program at the University of
Connecticut; that he had received

letters of commendation trom
the Township Manager, Robert
Weiss and from Robert Digan,
Coordinator of Youth Services for
a job well done, last summer, in
connection with SAM activities.

The embarrassment, hear-
tache, and expense (some of
Paul's summer earnings toward
college had to go to pay his
lawyer's fees) may become a
thing of the past, but I have no
doubt that the bitterness it
caused will be hard to remiove.

What bothers me is that Paul's
case does not appear to be a
unique one. In discussing this
story with others I have come to
learn that other youngsters have
been apprehended on apparently
unsubstantiated charges,
suspected, put through a similar
ordeal and then released, leaving
the youngster and the family to
settle things as best as they could.
It is disturbing to think that one
day, some unsuspecling
youngster might be charged with
an arrest simply because he was
at the site of an incident when it
occurred.,

I realize the difficult job the
Police Department has to do;
that policemen, being only
Hhuman, are subject to error; that
they are under a great deal of
pressure by the community to put
a stop to drug traffic, but if in the
course of their pursuits they
damage the private lives of the
innocent, then there is need for
much revision in our judicial
system. How can we expect
young people to appreciate the
job done by the police
departments when they
themselves are being victimized
for acts of which they are in-
nocent?

“At the same time, it is the
responsibility of the press togeta
complete and comprehensive
story so that we can put mare
trust in the printed page.

My heart goes out to the young.
Too often they are treated with
the kind of disrespect and con-
tempt that their elders would
never tolerate. It is time for
adults to take a good, hard look at
themselves.

If young people are cynical and
disillusioned about the state of
affairs today, it is understan-
dable. There is much cause.

Pictured here is a 3 x 5 pocket
and hand size encoder, which fits on any telephone and is
connected to a decoder base station in the user's home
office. WATS is a flat-rate telephone service which permits
the subseriber to make phone calls in either direction, in any
part of the U.S. and at any hour, always at the flat rate. Tel-
Extenda-Line, when connected, can mean telephone-usage
savings of as high as thousand of dollars a year, according to
Robert Bell, president of Electronic Concepts Laboratories.
The company, in Manchester since last October and
previously in Long Island, N.Y,, has 40 employes and makes
other electronic equipment as well. The hand-size encoder is
powered by a 9-volt transistor radio. The base station
decoder, which is about the size of a portable typewriter,
features integrated circuits on modular printed circuit
boards. The base station decoder sells for about $500 and the
hand size encoder for about $250.

Fred Goldberger, financial vice
president ‘of Odyssey, Inc., a
manufacturer, complains:
*‘Analysts often don't understand
the distinction and so when
something bad happens in mobile
Bomes it hurts RV shares too."

Even the big automotive
manufacturers, which stand to be
among the biggest gainers from
the boom, were surprised a year
or so ago when they noticed a
sudden rise in demand for pickup
trucks to haul trailers and hold
camper bodies,

In 1970, General Motors sold
560,000-pickup trucks, In 1971 the

rose to 680,000 units and
then sogred to 540,000 in only the
first sif months of 1972. Catching
on, some automotive dealers now
gell RVs as well.

To call some of these yehicles
home is, as even a fleeting glance
will show, a bit of an overstate-
ment. But it is no exaggeration
for others, which have modern
appliances and comforts, and
their number is growihg.

“A lot of these people don't
miss a thing in their rolling
homes,”" says one manufacturer.
"Why they have their TV sets, air
conditioning, modern appliances
and other conveniences.

“They're not on the road to
rough it or to get away from
modem society. They take all the
comforts with them. They might
spend Saturday evening walching
“All In The Family” on a por-
table TV in air-conditioned com-
fort."

Japan’s Tanaka
Seeks New Ties
With Mainland

TOKYO (AP) — Prime
Minister Kakuei Tanaka is
moving to tie his China policy
Iogethet in a neat “Made in
Japan'' package.

His determination to break off
relations with Chiang Kai-shek’s
government on Taiwan and es-
tablish diplomatic ties with
Peking took form within days of
his election in July.

This is Japan's first, major
independent initiative in the
foreign policy field after years of
following the American lead.
Tanaka is trying to make sure il
will be successful and that no
loose ends will remain when it Is
accomplished.

The preliminaries of contact
with Chinese Premier Chou En-
lai were made through the head
of a visiting Shanghai dance
drama troupe, in a sort of ballet
diplomacy.

Black
Building
Boom

CHICAGO (AP) — Two years
ago, when bids were being taken
for the construction of Kennedy-
King College on Chicago's South
Side, most contractors stayed
away. They knew a large number
of blacks would be involved and
they feared trouble.

Today, with construction near-
ly complete and the project by all
accounts an unmitigated success,
black subcontractors are a major
part of the city's building boom.
The reason, nearly everyone
agrees, is Kennedy-King.

“The doors are open,” says
Noah Robinson, a leader in the
fight for black participation in
construction, ‘“We don't have to
do any more fighting now."

Two years ago, black subcon-
tractors couldn’t have gotten near
the $58 million federal building
going up in the Loop. Now
they're receiving between $9
million and $10 million from the
project,

Robinson, executive direclor of
the Breadbasket Commercial
Association, is a 29-year-old
organic chemist and the nonflam-
boyant half-brother of the flam-
boyant Jesse Jackson, head of
Operation PUSH—People United
to Save Humanity. Robinson's
group, an affiliate of the Southern
Christian Leadership Conference,
is involved solely in finding work
for black contractors and

scavengers,

Now convinced he’s seen the
énd of the days when black con-
tractors had to be content with
performing home repairs and the
construction of small, commer-
cial structures, Robinson speaks
in terms unheard of from black
activists,

“It's been a long haul," he said,
"but it's coasting time now."

It may be coasting time for
black contractors now, but when
Kennedy-King was just an idea,
the concept of bringing blacks
into the job was a [rightful thing
to many whites.

The city's general contractors
knew blacks were going to have
to be hired in large numbers, and
it scared most of them off the
job. There was only one bidder
for the §31 million prize, and that
was a consotrium of three of the
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biggest general contractors in
town.

None was willing to go it alone,
so the project was taken on by
S.N. Nielsen Co., Paschen Con-
tractors, Inc., and Gust K.
Newberg Construcion Co.

“l remember those early
meetings with the general con-
tractor and the architects and
Breadbasket,” said Oscar Shabat,
chancellor of the City Colleges of
Chicago. “You could feel the
doubts they had that black con-
tractors had the experience.”

Frank *‘Buddy'' Paschen Jr.,
vice president, of his family's
construction firm and the man in
charge of the Kennedy-King job,
doesn't deny it.

Paschen had worked for years
with blacks and said he had con-
fidence in their individual
capability as craftsmen. "‘But

most of them just weren't
qualified to get involved in a big
job, mainly because of the finan-
cial commitment they needed”
he said.

But in the spring of 1970, when
bids for Kennedy-King were
solicited, the time had come.
There was no longer any denying
black demands,

The summer before, several
hundred black men, all wearing
berets, marched onto one of
Paschen's South Side construc-
tion sites.

“They marched into the
building,” Buddy Paschen said,
“and told all the workers to put
down their tools, leave them
there and go home. They shut the
job down tight and it cost us
$100,000. And we had six other
proj going on the South Side.
They yere all shut down. The
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whole South Side was shut
down."”

The blacks proved they had the
muscle and Shabat said the City
Colleges were fully behind them
in their demands for construction
work,

““We were very much
philosaphically imclined to
promote this,"" Shabat said. *‘But
that's easy. We also gave a shove
and I'm very proud of this. We
said, 'Here's where we stand and
by God it's going to be done, and
no tokenism,”

Robinson had been working for
two years with black builders,
and had the best lined up Tor
Kennedy-King.

MUNICH (AP) — The
United States can win its first
two gold medals of the 20th
Olympic Summer Games
tonight—if Mark Spitz churns
up the pool at his customary
speed—and it has a solid
chance for at least a bronze in
women'’s diving.

Meanwhile, there was good
news for pole vaulter Bob
Seagren. The International
Amateur Athletic Federation
reversed itselfl and said he can
use the pole with which he set his
world record. Seagren took the
news calmly,

McGovern

To Bare

Reforms

NEW YORK (AP) —
Democratic presidential can-
didate George McGovern was to
unveil his second welfare reform
plan of the year today in a move
designed to increase his support
among middle-income Americans
-and rid him of a campaign em-

. barrassment

The South Dakota senator, who
has been plagued for three
months by attacks on his original
proposal, planned to disclose the
revised version before a poten-
tially critical audience of Wall
Street investors—the New York
Society of Security Analysts.

McGavern's new plan was ex-
pected to be closer than his first
to a proposal by President Nixon
that has been passed by the
House.

It was expected to differ chiefly
from the original plan by taking
more from the wealthy and less
from the middle income brackets
to pay the bill for the proposed
new welfare system.’

McGovern's first plan came
under heavy criticism for Its so-
called break-even point of $12.-
000. It would have lowered taxes
for those making under that
amount but raised them for per-
sons making more than $12,000.

The new plan was widely ex-
pected to include a higher break-
even ligure,

The new plan also was ex-
pected to retain McGovern's
proposal of a guaranteed annual
income of $1,000 per person but
with some variations. There has
been speculation that the figure
would fluctuate some, depending
on age and marital status.

There also has been specula-
tion that families with more than
two children would receive less
than $1,000 for each additional
child.

McGovern earlier proposed
scrapping the present welfare
system and personal income tax
exemptions and substituting a
guaranteed annual income for
persons below the poverty line
and tax credits for those above.

The program would be
financed by closing tax loopholes
that benefit industry and the
wealthy and by trimming defense

McGovern claimed the new tax
laws, which he said would go
hand-in-glove with the welfare
system revisions, would benefit
aboul 80 per cent of the

The 51-page report was dis-
tributed by the California White
House and the Pentagon Monday
as Nixon announced in San
Clemente he will make good on a
1968 campaign promise to end the
draft and rely entirely on
volunteers to fill the armed
forces. .

His stated goal is July 1 of next
year but Laird's report showed a
zero draft may be reached half a
year early.

Neither Nixon or Laird linked
announcement of the report with
the current presidential election
but Laird agreed the statement
could reap large benefits from
the youth vote this November.

In a formal statement Monday,
Nixon said he pledged four years
ago "if elected, I would work
toward ending the military draft
and establishing in its place an
all-volunteer armed force.”

War Action Goes

SAIGON (AP) — Two
American Navy ships with an
assist from a Navy plane sank two
North Vietnamese torpedo boats
off Haiphong Sunday night, U.S.
officials reported today. v

The action occurred during a
raid on the North Vietnamese
coast by the cruisers Newport
News and Providence and the
destroyers Rowan and Robison.
Vice Adm, J. L. Holloway II1, the
commander of the 7th Fleet, was
aboard the Newport News and
termed the operation a “daring
raid Into strongly defended
enemy territory.”

The ships shelled a fuel depot
two miles southeast of Haiphong,
a barracks 11 miles to the
southeast, and coastal defense
installations,

The high-speed, 85-foot torpedo
boats appeared as the Newport
News and Rowan were
withdrawing {rom the attack on a
petroleurn dump and other shore
targets, the Navy said. The two
American ships opened fire, and
a direct hit from the Newporl
News destroyed one of the enemy
craft. The Rowan's guns set the

other afire, and a Navy A7 Cor-
sair finished it off with bombs

Meanwhile, the Robison
dueled with North Vietnamese
coastal Dbatteries, its five-inch
guns causing one secondary ex-
plosion on the shore. The
destroyer took shrapnel on its
bridge from a near miss but was
not damaged. the Navy said.
